The electrification of the London
and Port Stanley and its operation as
a civie enterprise did not meet with
unanimous favor at the meeting of the
London and Port Stanley Board Fri-
day evening; in fact, the aldermen
present thought the expenditure of
from $500,000 to $750,000 for this pur-
pose at this fime would pbe unwise. In
the meantime, a small committee will
receive tenders for leasing the road.
The report of the hydro-electric en-
gineers on the cost of electrification
will be presented. to the committee at
once,

Mayor Graham outlined what had
been done towards disposing of the
lease up te the present time. The
Lake Erie Coal Company had made a
bona-fide offer to eperate the road.
Representatives of Mr. Harold Rich-
ardson had come to the city, but had
reached the conclusien that the L, and
P, S. was too small a property for
them to handle, and would make no
offer. Several of the trunk lines, in-
eluging the. & T. R, C.'P. R, and C.
N. R.,, had made inquiries regarding
the proposition, but had not made a
bid. .
Lease It Or Electrify.

“We have to decide shortly what
dispesition we will make of the road,”
£aid his worship. “We must either
lease it, or electrify it, and operate it
ourselves as a municipal enterprise.

‘“The road not. for sale. 1 could
have had several bids for the purchase
of the line, but 1 informed all who in-
guired that under ne circumstances
would the road be scld.

“As for electrification, the report on
this feature was ready and can be
seen 4t any time, I have given the
matter a grear deal of consideration,
and 1 do not think it would be wise to |
electrify the line and operate it as a
civic enterprise, There is no hiding
the fact that the railway corporations
are opposfed to such a proceeding. In
fact, . they would open hostilities
against us, and would practically ruin
the line, They would give us no
freight whatever, and all that the
¢ity would have would be a good pas-
senger business in the summer, and
little for the remainder of the year. 1
d¢ not think it wise on our part to ex-
pend $500,000 or $750,000 on this enter-
prise under present conditions. It is
a step too far in advance.

Ald. Ashplant Concurs.

“I think .you are right,”
Ald. Ashplant.

“There is the question of leasing the
line.” continued his worship. “The
trunk lines are all jealous of each
other, and do not want the other to
get the L. and P. S. They are all will-
ing to allow the Lake Erie Coal Com-
pany to have it. The offer of the lat-
ter company is very favorable, and
should be considered. A small com-
mittee should take the matter up at
once and secure tenders. They could
also look over the report on -electri-
fication.”

“Have you received anything from
the C. P. R.?” asked ‘Ald. Wright.

“We have had inquiries, but no defi-
nite proposition.” answered Mayor
@Grakam.

“I am surprised,” declared Ald
Wright. 1 had a long chat with Sir
Thomas Shaughnessy, and he informed
me that the C. P. R. would make an
offer for the line.”

LONDON’S POPULATION IS
INCREASED BY A THOUSAND

Assessment Commissioner Marks His Thirtieth Year of Service
in City By Presenting Report of a Prosperous Im-
port---Assessment Advances Materially.

Assessment Commissioner Grant has
completed the thirtieth assessment of
the city under his guidance, and the
report shows a substantial growth
during the year. Values have in-
creased in every ward, and a general
tone of prosperity prevails. The pop-
ulation increaseq almost 1,000 during
the year.

The assessment is now over $30,000,-
000, or to be exact it amounts to $3v,-
899,570. This is an increase of more
than two million dollars over last
vear. The figures then were $28,831,-
6359, difference of $2,067,911 over
1911, Land values for the c¢ity have
gone up from $10,260,681 to $11,200,913,
a - difference of $940,252. Buildings
have also increased from $14,500.677
to $15,174,395, Business and Income
assessments have increaseq $453,711.

Nearing 50,000 Mark.

The population of the citv of Lon-
don is now 49,103, a gain of 979. Every
ward shows a substantial growth, Ac-
cording to the Dominion census taken
last year, the population was fixed at
46.300. but this is considered too low.
Mr, Grant's figures are taken to be
more nearly the truth,

“Many people think the nearer the
centre of the city the greater the
value, but we don’'t always find this
the case for residential purposes. There
is trouble in placing a value on prep-
erty that is not desirable for resi-
dences, and hardiy suitable for busi-
ness purposes.

Assessment Act Is Fair.

“When a falr price is placed on the
land, very often there is little left for
the building to arrive at the value of
the whole, but the assessment act
very wisely makesg provision for the
assessor to add for the buildinpg what
he thinks the whole would be worth.
We should be able to stand for critl-
cism on land values, but we are un-
able to stand criticisms on the com-
parisons of buildings.

“Considerable time and attention has
been given to the adjustmeng of pron-
erties in the business centre, bearing
in mind that equity of taxation was
the main factor, and we were nof
guided by occasional sales made, ex-
cept to feel, in our judgment, we left
a good margin of value on property.”

LOOTS HIS HCME
10 GET COCAINE

Young Londoner Sells Father’s
Diamond Ring for $2 as
Climax to Many Escapades.

FLEES TO DETROIT

Parents Decide Upon Arrest and Term
in Prison as Last
Resort.

A warrant has been issued for the
arrest of a young Londoner who re-
cently burglarized his father's heme,
taking several hundred dollars’ worth
of diamonds and watches, and making
his escape to Detroit. There, wnder
the influence of cocaine, of which he
is the unfortunate victim,
man fell into the hands
cocaine fiends, and sold
diamond rings for $2.

The young man is the son of most
respectable parents, who have taken
every measure in human  power +to
bring about the boy's reformation,

Some years ago a newspaperman
unearthed the appalling condition that
scores of voung men in London were
victims of the cocaine habit, and that
its influence was completely demoral-
izing. Many of them were sleeping
in barns and shacks and seldom go-’
ing home. They were committing
petty thefts, and some of them were
sentenced to terms in prison.

Sentiment Was Aroused.

A crusade was conducted and senti-
ment throughout Canada was aroused
to such an extept that the most
stringent legislatiéy was passed to
bring about a reform. The sale In
this city was a c<~Intely checked, and
the habit was largely wiped out, save
in the cases of ten or twelve young
men whoe had become abject slaves of
the drug before the practice was dis-
covered,

The young man, who is to be ar-
rested in Detroit, is one of the sur-
vivors of this group of young men, all
of whem were boys with more than
ordinary advantages and repectable
homes. Some of them have died,
otherg have met tragic deaths, while
the few left are hopeless wrecks, men-
tally, physieally and moraily.

Cocaine Makes Thieves.

The cocaine fiend is always a thief,
He will steal at any time to satisfy
his craving. Many of them reform
temporarily, but they usually fall
from positions of trust eventually,
causing many a domestic tangle and
striking at the home organization.

Such has been the deplorable exper-
ience of the voung man now sought
at Detroit. Before he became agd-:
dicted to the drug he was all that a
father or mother could desire in a
son, but since he has heen a heavy
burden to them, and his latest
escapade, for which he is held only
indirectly responsible, came as the
elimax to many chapters of tempor-
ary reformation.

He had been recently brought to his
home after having undergone treat-
ment for the cure of the habit, and
had been trusted by his parents. A
few davs ago he disappeared after
having stolen a diamond studded
watch, two other watches, and & num-
ber of rings. He fled to Detroit, and
disposed of the valuable jewelry for
a pittance In order to secure cocalne.

Arrest Will Be Made.

He was seen in Detroit exhibiting a
box of cocaine, and as his haunts are
known there will be no difficulty in
bringing him back and having him
sent to prison for a long term, as his
father desires.

“Are these voung men
tain the drug in London?”

“No,” he replied, “But they can
gecure it in St. Thomas or Detroit.”

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MR. BORDEN’S HOME-COMING.

Mr. Borden has been formally and
gracefully welcomed by the old city
of Qugbhec. The civi¢ address properly
avoided political subjects, and Mr.
Borden replied in kind. He declined
to discuss the naval question with the
press, having the valid excuse that he
ové'ed';this duty first to his cabinet col-
leggugs. :
Liberals will admit that Mr. Borden’s
conduct in England was marked by a
sti'ict sense of political propriety.
Messrs. Foster and Hazen degraded
their positions, misrepresented ' their
country, and insulted thé British Lib-
er@lsf by openly allying themselves
with a British faction. Mr. Borden re-
aiéte(i' the blandishments of the tariff
yeformers, and maintained his dignity
by standing aloof from party contro-
versies. Whether he was at fault . in
encouraging the British public to ex-
pect an immediate and sensational
grant to the Admiralty ‘will depend
mpon his subsequent actions. He is
committed to such a course by his
public addresses. The Maritime
YLeague and the other traders in the
German scare have regarded him as a
convert. He must do something strik-
ing to maintain his status in militarist
cireles.

These reflections must have been in
Mr. Borden's mind when he landed at
Quebec. At least three of his cabinet
colleagues, who were in the welcoming
p!&ﬁ' there, owe their political ex-
fstence to their opposition to the pol-
ey of naval expenditure in any form.
!I"fw of them, Messrs, Nantel and Pel-
letier, were' among the ‘violent assail-
ants of the Laurier naval policy, who
described ® as a surrender ftc¢ a

COLONIAL. PREFERENCE AN [M-
POSSIBILITY.

A writer in “The Round Table,” the
new quarterly.which reviews the poli-
tics of all British countries, ostensibly
from a non-party  standpeint, makes
this significant statement:

“What would strike the impartial
observer, if there be such a person,
most forcibly in regard to this dis-
cussion is, that the portion of Tariff
Reform which is most widely and
firmly held by the Unionist party,
and which is most readily listened
to by the average . elector, is not
the doetrine of Preference, with Its
concomitant of food taxation which
was Mr. Chamberlain’s starting
point in 1903, but that other body of
doctrine which came as a kind of
Jby-product later-on: the securing of
the home market against the combe-
tition of foreign manufacturers by
means of protection, and the open-
ing of new foreign markets to Brit-
ish goods by means of retaliation.”

A preference cannot ‘be given the
colonies unless there is a tariff on
foodstuffs, and as the writer in the
Round Table says, “‘every one Knows
that he will pay more for his bread if
you put a tax on wheat.” There’s the
rub for the Unionist party. Mr. Cham-
berlain began by professing to make
the protective features of his tariff
scheme purely incidental to the main
purpose of giving the colonies prefer-
sed treatment in the British market
in return for similar favors in colon-
ial markets, as a means of strengthen-
ing the ties of BEmpire. But in the
evolution of events, protectipn has
overshadowed colonial preference: in
fact, Mr. Chamberlain’s opponents al-
lege, perhaps without warrant, that
tHis was his intention from the first.
and that he only invented the prefer-
ential idea to give an Imperial sugar-
coating to the protectionist pill. At
any rate, the Imperial coating means
a food tax, and it makes the protec-
tionist dose harder to take.

The Round Table writer affects to
think that the 'Unionists could win on
Tariff Reform, but for food taxation.
and he says a section of the party is
in faver of throwing colonial prefer-
ence overboard. To do so would be “to
take the soul out of Mr. Chamberlain’s
movement,” ‘and make Tariff Reform
an ordinary protectigvlst program, as
in the United States, or France, of
Germany, to be judged upon its merits.
. “For nine vears,” he says, “the Union-
iat party has struggled on, sorely em-
barrassed by the food taxes; but it
' would be utterly damned if it gave
them up. For it would then have sold
its jdeais for a mess of pottage. It
. would have put aslde imperial union
merely to increase the profits of Brit-
‘m manufacturers and the wages of
. British artisans.” With a not quite
concealed esire to find a ray of con-
solation for the Unionists, the writer

MOVE TO PURCHASE
LAND FOR SIDINGS

Twenty-twc;—A—cres Are Available
South of the Port Stanley
Bridge.

The first definite step toward en-
larging the siding accommodation of
the London and Port Stanley Railway
was taken: at the meeting of the i.on-
don and Porte Stanley directors at the
city hall last night, when Ald. Spittal
introduced a motion to purchase 22
acres of land immediately south of the
Port Stanley bridge. Mayor Graham
and Ald. Spittal secured an option on
this land for $390 an acre. The board
did not close the deal, but sent it to
the sub-committee, composed of Mayor
Graham, Ald. Coles, Ald. Spittal, Ald
Moore and Ald. Wright, for a report.
“¥or some time there has been much
complaint that the Pere Marquette
had net sufficient siding room,” said
Ald, Spittal. “We went into the situ-
ation, and after looking over the
ground decided to secure an option on
the property south of the Wilcox Man-
ufacturing Company. We secured a
three-months’ option, and I think the
board should decide on the question at
once. My own idea is that. it would
be better to issue debentures for 30
vears, In that case the annual charge
would be about $400, and could be paid
easily out of the earnings of the road.
Manufacturers could be induced to
settle there, and we would have many
customers for the .road.”

Ald. Ashplant thought that the ques-
tion should be given further consider-
ation. , It meant the expenditure of
certain moneys, and should-be careful-
iy considered.

RAILROAD AGAINST
LOSING GROUNDS

Mayor Thinks Present Time Is

Best Opportunity for Dispos-
ing of Picnic Property.

The lease of the Port Stanley pic-
nic grounds to the Erie Amusement
Company, without calling for compet-
itive bids, was discussed by the Lon-
don and Port Stanley board at its
meeting last night.

Mayor Graham explained that he
had received an offer from the Erie
Company to lease the grounds, and

provided that the company Wwas to
level off the picnic grounds, maintain-
ing proper sanitary arrangements, pro-
vide swings, benches, etc, and in every
possible way look after the comfort
of picnickers.

They
considered it a liability, Now we can
dispose of the grounds to advantage,
and 1 do not see why we do not ac-
cept the proposition.”

“I do not see where we are going to
get any bids for the grounds,” contin-
ued hig worship. “We hear a lot about
bids for the line, but they fail to ma-
terialize.” ! ;

A LINE TO SHERIFF

London Jailbreaker in Jackson
Prison Maintains That He
" Has Reformed.

STRONG ON “GET-AWAYS”

Made Escape From County Jail and
Later Made Away Through a ‘
Fusillade of Bullets. \

Jack Roberts. shop-breaker and jail- %
breaker, who is now serving time in
the Jackson -State FPenitentiary, and!
who is to be deported and handed over |
to the Canadian authorities to answer |
for his crimes, at the expiration of ms“
Michigan term, does not want to re~!|
turn to London.

Roberts says so himself, declaring
in a letter to Sheriff D. M. Cameron
that he has reformed in the Michigan
penitentiary, and that he would like to
- have it arranged so that he will not
be handed over the border when he
finishes at Jackson. It is not thought
that he will be .obliged, however, for
his behavior here can hardly be over-
looked. He had a long record for theft,
and severeal times was implicated in
purglaries before special attention was
attracted to him one summer night
two Years 2go,

Caught in the Act.

A policeman on a beat on Dundas
street heard a muffled noise and saw a
light flash in the National bowling al-
leys. He investigated and concluded
that the place was being burglarized.
He succeeded in landing Roberts and
another man.

Roberts, while confined in the coun-
ty jail awaiting trial’ planned an escape
with Joseph Lamplough, and both took
advantage of an opportunity when al-
lowed out in an exercise yvard to-
gether. Whepn the guard turned his
back for a moment both scaled the
wall with the assistance of a water-
pipe, and were away in their civilian
clothing.

All trace of Lamplough was lost, and
nothing was heard of Roberts for some
weeks.. It was reported that he had
been seen in different small towns in
Michigan, but the first definite infor-
mation came when a burglary of a
small factory in a village was report-
ed. A man answering Roberts’ de-
scription was implicated and placed
under arrest. While awaiting the ar-
rival of a train at a railway depot, he
suddenly turned upon the constables
and bolted. One officer grasped at his
coat, but the burglar squirmed out of
the garment and dashed off, the con-
stables firing several volleys after him.
A couple of days afterward he was
again arrested.

Says He Has Reformed.

Roberts wag senténced to Jackson,
but it was agreed that upon the ex-
piration of his term he should Dbe
handed over to answer for his crimes
here. Roberts, however, hag been
smitten with a desire to keep out of
Canadian . penal institutions, and in an
effort to avoid further difficuity has
written to Sheriff Cameron desiring to
know what is planned for him, and
stating that he has reformed abso-
lately.

LSweet Cucumber Pickles

Select cucumberg of wuniform
and not too large. The small
cumbers make the best
tiest pickles. Reject all that are
not perfect. Pack in a stone jar,
laying salt by the handful between
the layers. Cover the top layer out of
sight with salt. Then fill the jar with
cold water and cover with a small
saucer or plate of the right size to fit
within the mouth of the jar, and lay
& clean stone upon the plate. This is
to keep the cucumbers under the
brine. Leave them there for a fort-
night at least.: A month would not
hurt them. Every other day stir up
the brine from the bottom. It should
be strong enough to float a fresh egg
if dropped into it.

You may add fresh cucumbers from
the garden every day, if more conven-
lent, than to put up all at once. When
you are ready to put them through the
last processes, throw away the brine
and examine the cucumbers carefully.
If you find one that is speckeq or soft,
do mnot let it go into the pickle. Lay
those selected in cold fresh water and
leave them there or 24 hours. Drain
off the water, fill the jar with fresh
water, and leave for another day and
night v

Now line a preserving kettle with
vine leaves (green and clean) and pack
in the cucumbers, scattering a tea-
spoonful of powdered alum over each
layer, Cover with three thicknesses of
vine leaves and pour in cold water
enough to cover all. Cover the whole
with a close lid and simmer over a
slow fire for four hours, not letting it
boil once in all that time, but keeping
the contents scalding hot.

By now the cucumbers should be of
a fine green and tender, but not
broken.

Take from the kettle and drop Im-
mediately into Iced water. Let them
stay in this while you prepare the
vinegar for pickling them. To each
quart add an even cupful of sugar, a
dozen whole black peppers, and half
as many whole cloves, with half a
dozen blades of mace. Boil all to-
| gether for flve minutes, covered, to
keep in the strength. Drain the water
from the cucumbers, pack into a stout
stone jar, and pour the scalding spiced
vinegar over them,

Two days later drain off the vinegar,
without disturbing the cucumbers, and
just bring to a bubbling boll, Pour it
scalding hot over the cucumbers, and
fit on the cover. Repeat the scalding
three times within the. fortnight, al-
lowing several days between the pro-
cesmes. Then eover with a close Hd

* COMMISSIONER WALDO

UNMERCIFULLY GRILLED

.. Hayes’ Counsel Tries To Show
That He Protected New
York Dives.

New York, Sept. 7.—Whether Po-
lice Commissioner Waldo gave “gen-
sral instructions” to suppress disor-
derly houses, and private verbal orders
to allow them to run as long as con-
ditions of ‘“outward decency” were

observed, became the guestion at issue
Friday when Cornelius G. Hayes, sus-
pended inspector, was placed on trial
on the charge of making a false state-
ment in regard to his police duties.

While Hayes was ostensibly the de-
tendant, Thomas D. Thacher, Hayes’
counsel, virtually transformed the
trial into a probe of the police de-
partment, and an arraignment of the
poliey of Mayor Gaynor toward the
reguiation of vice.

The attorney relentlessly grilled Po-
tice Commissioner Y aldo in an ef-
fort to show that “outward decency”
was the criterion by which the mayor
wished the question of vice suppres-
pion to be determined, and then put
Hayes on the stand to prove that -the
commissioner had given the inspector
verbal orders in pursuance of this
pelicy, and had  not : countermanded
them until they had become public.

Hayes emphatically’ denied that he

had made a false statement when he
told the commissioner that the latter
had ordered him not to make raids on
disorderly houses, except on the com-
missioner’s instructioms. In accord-
ance with these instructions, he had
made no raids, he said, since Febru-
ary, although previoug te that time
he had made many, and had ‘“cleaned
out” one inspection district. It was
on Aug, 8, or about the time when the
scandals growing out of the Rosenthal
case were being uired, that Police
Commissioner Waldo, according to the
testimony of the Witness, threatened
to “fire him!.for stating that he had
recelved such orders,
* Thisg  he threatened -te do on two
other subsequent occasions, Hayes
testified, but it was not until Aug, 186,
the day after the publication of an
interview from an ‘“‘inspector,” who
was quoted as saying he had received
such orders from the commissioner,
that Walde made good his alleged
threats by..suspending .him, and de-
moting him to a captain’s rank,

“On Feb. 13 last, Commissioner
Waldo sent for me,” Iayes said.

“The- commissioner said: ‘I thought
you were keeping an eye on disor-
derly houses.” I said I was. Commis-
sioner Waldo said: ‘I have been told
hy a newspaper man that the raids
vour men make were for the purpose
of graft. Keep your men out of dis-
orderly houses, and in future if you
get a letter or complaint bring it to
me before you make a raid, and make
vaids only on my approval.”

The trial will go on today,
Hayes will be cross-examined.

Cluzel came from Wycliffe, B, C., and
purchased a grocery om Beaudry
street, Montreal, for which he paid
$1,000 cash down, the balance to be
paid in monthly installments. The re-
ceipts from the business disappointed
him greatly, and on the morning of
Aug. 26 he drew $150 from the
bank, and, taking $40 or $50 from the
till, disappeared. It is said that he
alse carried impertant papers on his
person, but no trace of them has been
found.

He leaves a widow and two soms in
Wycliffe, who were awaiting word
from him before removing to Mon-
treal.

'WESTERN FIELDS-SHORT _

Thirty-Five Thousand Harvest-
ers Have Been Distribited
by the Government.

Winnipeg, Sept. 6. — Thirty-five
thousand harvesters have ‘actually
been distributed over the wheat fields,
according to a statement made by J.
Bruece Walker, Dominion immigration
commissioner, this morning, in answer
to a query whether 25,000 harvesters
had reached this city during the har-
vesters' excursions.

“We needed fifty thousand, and the
demand cannot be supplied this year.
The weather conditions are helping
matters considerably, as the crops are
not all in a condition to be reaped.
In the sections where the crops are
ready the harvesters are all busy, and
when the other sections are ready, I
am going to urge the railroads to
provide transpertation for the har-
vesters who finished to the points
where most help is needed. :

“It is the only way left for us now,
in order to save thousands and thou-
sands of dollars for the farmers. Of
course, out of the large number of
men who came from the east on har-
vesters’' tickets, a number never. saw
the fields, and just took advantage of
the cheap rate to the west. Next
year we must overcome this in some
way, and have the harvesters select-
ed in the east before our crop is
ready. : :

TAFT DECLARES
NO VIOLATION

Presideﬁt Makes Public Refer-
ence to the Panama

Canal Bill.

Says Americans Have Right to Their
Own Interpretation of Hay-Paunce-
fote Treaty.

New London, Conn. Sept 6.—
Standing on a platform erected within
the rampart of historic Fort Griswold,
President Taft, in a speech before the
Atlantic Deeper Waterways Associa-
tion today, replied to his critiecs who
charge that the Panama Canal bill
which he signed shortly before Con-
gress- adjourned, is a violation of the
Hay-Pauncefote treaty with Great
Britain, :

“There were some things in the
Panama bill I did not think germane,”
said@ the president, “and might as well
have been left out. Of course, we
are not In favor of violating a treaty
with a foreign power, but we have the
same right to interpret the treaty that
they have. We do not believe that we
have violate@ the treaty by granting
to coastwise vessels free passage
through the canal.”

BEQUEATHES HOMES

Eighteen Families Made Owners of
Houses They Occupied.
Philadelphia, Pa., Sept. 7.—Bighteen
families were made owners of the
homes in which they lived under the
will of William Hawkins, of Philadel-
phia, who died in 1910, The will was
filed today. Hawkins was 97 years old

at the time of his death.

The houses bequeathed by Mr. Haw-
kins had been rented from him by the
beneficiaries for years. About a year
before he died Hawkins executed the
deed of trust to the Commonwealth
Title Insurance and Trust Company,
and to Michael Collins, a real estate
operator, providing that eighteen of
his oldest tenants should, after his
death, be given clear title to their
homes. The houses are worth between
$2,000 and $3,000 each, Mr. Hawkins
died leaving an estate worth about
$200,000.

The facts regarding the will, which
is one of the most unusual filed here
in years, did not become generally
known until the deed of trust was filed
in connection with the settlement of
the estate. Some members of the Haw-
ins family arc contesting a portion of
the will, and have brought suit here.
No relatives are named in the will.

erned with their work than with
fthemselves. But he has managed,
sthough unseen and unknown, to do a
igreat deal of effective work in his
ime. I may now reyeal the secret
‘that it was he who was largely re-
#ponsibie for that uprising among the
{Crofters of Scotland, which has wrung
#¥rom Parliament so many Crofter acts
fwithin the last 25 years. Mr, Mec-
fHugh was then an official of our
Prganizaition.

Inexhaustible McGhee.

i ICHARD McGHEE was a compan-
b ion and fellow-official of Ed-
i ward McHugh in the days of
_ithe dock strike, The two men were
mlike, and yet different, They are both
Scotch by birth, but the one is a Ca-
tholic and the other a Presbyterian,
and in spite of their fervent agreement
ﬁhls difference of opinion reveals itself

in their temperaments, Mr. McHugh
has the softness of the Celt, McGhee
has the ‘aggressiveness of the Presby-
terian, 'I'he kindest-hearted of men,
filled with the enthusiasm of hu-
manity, he is the fierc€st ¢f con-
troversialists, Like McHugh, all his
passions go out into politics; he
has never taken & drink through-
out his whole life, but unlike
McHugh, he is an inveterate smoker.
He is the most inexhaustible man I
ever met., Fatigue, depression, neither
self-doubt nor doubt of his cause
or of its success, are unknown to him.
i have been his travelling companion
more than once in the devastating la-
bors of an American tour and a better
travelling companion I never knew or
could know. Travel by night was the
same to him as travel by day, a jour-
ney of a thousand miles: no moTe
fearsome than a journey of a hundred.
He could rise at any hour of the morn-
ing; he could stop up till.any hour
of the morning, smoking, it is true,
innumerable cigars, but leaving the
drinking to others—the drinking, but
not the talking. He never ceases to
talk. That extraordinary well-spring
of energy, optimism, and fanatical
faith flows everlastingly and inex-
haustibly, like some river that has
run its even course for a miliion years.
And next to the question of home
rule there is one question which pos-
sesses him, and that is the single
tax.

Like Stones From a Sling.

IKE Mr, Raffan and some
single-taxers, Mr. McHugh at
once représent the aggressive

rather than the conciliatory element of
the movement, His words are rapped
out in a strong North of Ireland accent
and are more like stones from a sling
than the smooth reasoning of the
speakers who 1look to persuasiveness
rather than assault. Living in a dis-
tinctly Orange town—Lurgan—in the
North of Ireland, Mr. McGhee natur-
sally has to face much of the hostility
which such opiniong as his encounter
in that region, and I dare say, when
the civil war beging it may interfere
with his glass windows, But McGhee
is not a man to be frightened or even
worried because a few panes of glass
are sacrificed to the rowdyism of those

other

blind tools of the landlords, the sweat-
ers, and office-seekers, who are lend-

ing themselves to the campaign againsti
the emancipation of Ireland, and espe-
cially of the Irish ~workers. At by-
elections Mr. McGhee has done splen-
did work. When this sturdy ultra-
Protestant Ulsterman comes to deal
with the ridiculous fears of religious
persecution, which has done such hard
work for the Orangemen in British
elections, everybody is made to un-
derstand how grotesque the whole cry
is, how grotesque and how insincere.
The man addressing them with his
fierce words, his fearless aggressive-
ness, his strong Scotch accent, is not
the man to lend himself to an arrogant
and persecuting clericalism from any
church or from any creed,

A Remarkable Scotchman.

NE figure finally I must describe
briefly in this review of the land
tax movement. The lord advo-

cate cannot be counted among the
single-taxers, but he is certainly an
advanced land tax reformer. Mr. Ure
is one of the marvels of our time. Head
of a great and laborious department,
an active member of the legal profes-
sion, whose work cannot be reached
by a taxicab to’ the law courts of
London, but involves a long journey
to Edinburgh, an assiduous attendant
at the House of Commons, he has yet
found time to attend more meetings
during the last few Years than any
man of his time. And when he speaks
he does not spare himself. What is
important also is that the audiences
do net spare him., As with the com-
bined lucidity and keen analysis of his
splendid Scotch intellect, Mr, Ure un-
folds the philosophy and the economics
of land reform, his audiences listen
spellbound; it is to them the breaking
of a new dawn and a new light, and
they insist on his going on and on till
sometimes he has spoken for two
hours at a stretch and left his audl-
ence not tired, but crying for more.
1t is difficult to understand how he can
stand the strain, but again, like Mc-
Ghee, Mr. Ure has never been seen by
anybody tired or depressed or dis-
couraged, He came to the House of
Commons alert, well groomed, smiling,
apparently a gentleman of leisure, tak-
ing a somewhat amused view of hu-
man affairs, a joyous and detached
spectator you might imagine of the
human comedy. He is indeed a man
who justifies the hatred and the
ror which he inspires
That

among Tories.
combination of clear reasoning

and of fervid eloquence, that untiring

frame, and that dauntless spirit, are
serious factors to face in the coming
struggle. And perhaps the hatred and
terror are augmented and justified in
the fact that they leave the object so
untouched, smiling, alert, genial Mr.
Ure passes all the attacks by, in lofty
meditation, fancy free.

A Great
Burned

A Berilliant Sketch of Booth;
Creative Mind
Alone With an Idea That

Whatever may be the fate of the
great fabric which he created, General
Booth will remain one of the most re-
markable figures in the religious his-
tory of the modern world. His career
has that quality of independence and
isolation which is the hall-mark of
great creative minds. It owed nothing
to others; it was indifferent to con-
ventions and traditions and schools; it
flashed across the sky on an orbit of

<| brickbats and ribaldry of

its own that nothing could deflect. He
began his amazing crusade admidst the
the East
End, he ended it amidst the sanction
of the whole world; but throughout
he rgmained carless of the verdict of
men. It was as though the ordinary
standards of criticism and conduct had
no meaning for him. He was alone
with an idea that burned at a white
heat and consumed all that lay in its
path.

And yet the first impression of the
man was not that of the fanatic or the
mystic. It was the impression of the
man of affairs. The black, penetrat-
ing eyes, made the more striking by
the setting of the white hair and long
white beard, seemed charged with
wordly wisdom, with an acumen that
searched all your secret thoughts,
welghed all your motives, laid bare all

vour designs. Nor was the impression
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misleading. His genius was the genius
of the businessman, When he passed
the Stock Exchange he might have
said, “there but for the grace of God
goes William Booth.” but for that
idea which made his genius its slave,
the world would have numbered Gen-
eral Booth amongst its great princes
of commerce, or industry, or finance.
In any of those spheres his union of
calculation and‘ imaginative daring
would have won him wealth beyond
the dreams of avarice, the flattery of
society, the honors and rewards tnat
wait on worldly success. And, instead,
he remained to the end a poor man,
living the life of an ascetic, and in-
different to all that men give their
lives to gain.
A World Passion.

But though the first impression was
that of the business instinct, the un-
derlying passion that consumed him
soon overwhelmed that impression. It
was the passion for humanity—for the
poor and the forlorn, the hopeless and
the outcast. It was a passion that
took no account of race or creed or
color, The world was his parish and
he embraced all humanity in his
scheme of salvation. It was a passion,
too, that took no account of intel-
lectualism or theological refinement.
What had these things done, what
were they doing for the submerged and
the lost? If the methods of the
churches were too respectable and too
delicate to reach them then they were
condemned. He would go down into
the underworld with drum and trum-
pet, with flags flying, and with shouts
of “Hallelujah!” The polite might be
shocked and the comfortable out-
raged; but what had he to do with the
polite and the comfortable? “I would
stand on my head on the cross of St
Paul’s if by =o doing 1 could bring
men to salvation,” he sald with a touch
of scorn,

It was the instinct of the brilliant
advertiser that made him develop his
system on a military basis, The world
laughed and sneered, but time justi-
fled the daring of the idea, ang cer-
tainly no army was ever governed on
a more autocratic system. His im-
perious spirit would brook neither
resiraint nor opposition. He was born
to govern, not to obey. His unconven-
tional methods of appealing to those
who were outside the range of the
churches were resented by the bodies
with which he was in early life asso-
clated as minister. He was called up-
on to discontinue them. He publicly
refused, and his wife applauded him
from the gallery. And penniless and
alone, with the burden of a young fam-
ily to support, he went out into the
highways to start his crusade un-
friended and unhelped. The same iron
will marked his control of the army.
Even the members of his own family
were broken on it, and, when one
of them insisted on remaining {n
charge of the work in America beyond
the time stipulated, dismissal from
the army was the prompt reply of the

ral.
To the attacks of his critics he turn-
ed a deaf ear. He went on his way

ter-

mission, the honor -of the army was

.| completely established.

A Spiritual Pioneer.

His religion was a religion of prac-
tical service, never of mere exhorta-
tion. Behind all -the drum-beating
and the crude appeals, there was the
constant purpose of social regeneration
The spiritual emotion which he gener-
ated was not allowed to evaporate; it
was turnad into the metive power for
draining the morass of society. If you
took service under the colors of tne
army, it was not enough to shout
«Hallelujah” at the street corner; you
must work day and night amongst the
fallen and the homeless for small pay
and under a taskmaster who gave him-
self no rest and allowed no rest to
others. Social reform was the hand-
maid of his religion, and it is as the
pioneer of the great movement which
has now taken possession of ' politics
that he will be best remembered. Many
of his schemes faileq to come to frui-
tion: some of them were not entirely
sound; but he led the way like a great
adventurer into the jungle of the world,
and the inspiration of his vision and of
his selfless enthusiasm can never
wholly pass away.

It is his supreme title to remems-
brance thatyshe found the poor. The
churches had preached to the comfort-
able and the cultured. He went down
into the dim abysses of the ignorant
and the vicious. He went down not as
a casual visitor from another sphere,
but to live with them and for them,
and whatever we may think of his
methods it cannot be denied that no
one ever came nearer the primitive
ideal of Christianity than he daid. f\nd
in that life of laborious self-sacrifice
he -found a joy that few men know.
It was a joy that burned in him with
increasing lustre to the end. No dis-
appointment, no bereavement, could
diminish it. When his noble wife and
helper died he sald, “I have no loager
a home:; I have only a house whers I
store some furniture.” But his lone'-
ness did not depress him. It oniv
made the flame of his spirit bure
with a purer fire. Today we feel that
a great lamp has gone out.

First Foun‘dling
Asylum

[Rev. T. B. Gregory.]

It was 173 years ago—July 25, 1739—
that the big-hearted old sea captain,
Thomas Coram, succeeded in getting
through the papers for the incorpora-
tion of the “Foundling Hospital of
London,” the first home for friendless
little children that was ever known
among the English-speaking people of
the earth.

From the beginning of human his-
tory on this planet right down.to Quite
mocern times, the lot of the little chil'd.
especially if it happened to be a girl
child without legal parentage, was a
most forlorn one, full of all that was
calculated to touch the heart and cau
forth the sorrow and pity of man-
kind. .

But it seems that the compassion
was not forthcoming, and the little un-
fortunates, friendless
had to get along as

sisted by some private individual.

For the idea of the sacredness of
childhood—a thought that is so mas-
terful in the present time—the people
of antiquity had but a trifling regard.

Many of the greatest thinkers of
Greece-and Rome, the foremost mold-
ers of the public opinion and sentiment
of their day, had no tenderness in their
souls for childhood as such: Its inno-
cence, its helplessness, made but a
weak appeal to their sympathy and
love.

The child that was born into the
world without a legal father and
mother, or that was born below a cer-
tain mental and physical standard, or
that chanced to be a girl, was in dan-
ger of being exposed, cast out into the
fields to dle of hunger or to be de-
voured by the wild beasts.

The men who built the Parthenon
and the Pantheon, who created civiliza-
tion and carried it to the uttermost
parts of the then known world, were
at heart little better than barbarians,
as is evidenced by their attitude of
cold-blooded indifference to the appeals
6f helpless childhood.

When the Carpenter’s Son came the
1ittle ones began to-100k up. There was
at least one to -“bless” them, to take
pity on their weakness and to see in
thelr purity, innocence and helpless-
ness the sacred obligation which was
not to be ignored. Hence the beautiful
words ‘Suffer the little ones to come
unto me and forbid them not.’

But progress was slow, and it was
not until the fifteenth century that the
work of saving the little children from
‘destruction was fairly and systemati-
cally begun.

MILLIONS A YEAR
FROM ONE WOOD

Sale to Sportsmen of Rights in
Compeigne Forest a Big
Revenue.

New York, N, Y,
Forest of Compiegne,
realm of beauty and

state to yield an annual income of
one hundred million francs ($29,-
000,000), writes Lillie Hamilton
French in the September Century.
For this purpose it appoints seven
brigadiers and twenty - seven
gardes-forestiers, besides several
gardes-cantonniers, L he canton-
niers look after the roads, the
guards protect the rights rented to
the sportsman and wood-cutter —
the two great elements from whom
these revenues are derived — two
hundred thousand francs a year
being paid by the sportsman and
eight hundred thousand trancs by
the wood-merchant. The guards
must also see that these two groups
of clients mnever encroach on each
other's rights, for though the
sportsman luay hunt on (ae Wood-
merchant’s Jland, he cannot carry
from it a splinter of green wood;
while the wood-merchant would
have a suit brought against him if
he were to pocket so much as a
rabbit found burrowing under one
of bis dearly purchased trees. And
some of these trunks are dear, ona
of oak frequently costing him a
thousand francs.

So far as the question of revenue is
concerned, la chasse is made to desig-
nate every right, whether of fishing or
hunting, which is rented to thie sports-
man. As a diversion, however, it means
to its votaries two distinct kinds of
hunting, the most important and pic-
turesque being the chasse a courre,
or hunt by pursuit, and in whatever
direction the stag may lead. This takes
place twice a week after the cold has
set in, and always on horseback, with
a following of hounds. This chasse a
courre is never rented except to a
single person, and usually for six years
at an annual rental of 17,300 francs
($3,460), When the lessee is frugal,
as he occasionally is, he sublets - it.

On thé other hand, a chasse a tir,
or hunt with fewling-pieces, is divid-
ed into 2¢ “lots,” and rented for var-
ious prices from 20 francs or more,:
and includes the right to shoot, with-
in certain limits, hare, rabbit, doe,
pheasants and wild birds. The open-
ing and closing of the chasse is de-
cided every vear by the prefect, though
it is generally on the last Sunday of
August that one hears the report of
the first authorized gun. The event is
one of almost national importance,
chronicled by every mnewspaper in the
land, and discussed by every French-
man, high or low, rich or poor.

The geolo-
gical survey announces that the total
production of germs and precious
stones in the United States during 1911
aggregated $343,692, as compared with
$296,797 for 1910, During 1911 Ameri-
can mines yielded $2,600 worth of dia-
monds, $9,500 worth of emeralds, $215,-
313 worth of sapphires and $44,751
<worth of turguoise.
