AFFIDAVITS FILED

Gerald Pearson, manager of the
market branch of the Bank of Mont-
real here, announced today that ap-
proximately $86,000 would be dis-
tributed to Home Bank depositors of

London commencing Saturday next.

Mr. Pearson received full instruc-
tions regarding to payment of the 25
per cent dividend to local depositors
It is estimated that

this morning.

$400,000 is held by Home Bank sav-
ing holders here, making the amount
likely to be advanced about $100,000.
Mr. Pearson believes, however, that
all will not take advantage of the
25 per cent dividend, and the total
to be paid out, therefore, is some-
what less than that to which the de-
positors are entitled to in the ag-
gregate.

All savings holders who have filed
affidavits testifying to the individual
amounts held in the Home Bank may
receive the 25 per cent advance. These
affidavits first go to.the liquidators
at Toronto, who have furnished the
market braneh of the Bank of Mont-
real with names, amounts, ete.

Mr. Pearson emphasized the ne-
cessity for depositors to secure iden-
tification before applying for the
dividend. The majority . are well-
known to bank officials, and for them
identification will not be essential,
but those whom the bank do not know
must establish their identity before
the advance is made. It is estimated
that 85 per cent of the depositors have
already proven their claims.

The Bank of Montreal will handle
the dividend Jayments in London,
Komoka and Thorndale.

The work of meeting the depositors’
claims will begin Saturday morning
when the local bank opens, and will
continue until 8:30 Saturday night.
An augmented staff has been em-
ployed to furnish the best possible
service.

experiments in European laboratories.
The Advertiser learned today. Dr.
Seaborn, who just returned from
London and Paris, is the co-discov-
erer of a new method of artificial re-
spiration” which, medical journals
claim, will save thousands of lives.
His most effective work, however,
is the development of a process by
which it is expected that the prob-
lem dealing with the prevention of
sterility will be permanently. solved.
Dr. Seaborn and Prof. Champy of
the School °of Medicine, Paris,
worked on the physiology of repro-
duction for many months together.
By the end of their experiments they
had demonstrated that a certain cycie
of changes take place in the pituitary.
supra-renals, thyroid and ovarian
glands in animals and human beings.
This is the first time in history that
the comparative physiology between
animals and man regarding these
parts has ever been elucidated.
The result of these exper
according to British mediéal maga-
zines, will ultimately mean that ster-
ility can be prevented and that re-
suscitation of men and women from
drowning, asp tion, etc., will be
much more simple and effective.
The: method of artificial respira-
tion was illustrated in London, Eng..
with the assistance of Prof. Donald-
son. Dr. Seaborn showed that the
amount of air introduced into the
lungs by this new method is several
times greater than any other system
vet devised.,. A full description of
the method has been published in
British medical journals.
Dr. Seaborn’ss and  Professor
Champ's investigations into reproduc-
tive physiology were the first of their
kind ever made. A complete illus-
tration and explanation of the experi-
ments will be available for London
physicians when - copies: of -the issue
in which they were published are re-
ceived here.

ARRIVES IN LONDON

Keenly Interested in Plans for
Christmas Plays at Grand
Tonight.

No one can come in contact with
Sir John Martin Harvey and speak
with him for a few minutes on any
phase of his art, without feeling the
intense passion of the man for every
good thing on the stage, and for every
thing that adds to the legitimate art
of presenting the thoughts of a play-
wright to the audience of the actor.

Arriving in London this morning
from Twiunto, accompanied by his
company, an English company by the
way, one that has earned its lader’s

DEPOSITORS WILL
ASK FULL AMOUNT
OF THEIR SAVINGS

Huge Mass Meeting in Toronto
Demands Full Payment
of Losses.

Toronto, Dec. 19.—The slogan “A
hundred cents on the dollar, with the
federal government responsible for
the payment,” was the keynote of a
big gathering of depositors of the
Home Bank which met in Massey
Hall tonight in an effort to impress
upon the Dominion authorities the
fact that they are quite serious in
their demands for full return of all
deposits.

The meeting produced a resolution
along that line asking that the fed-
eral government assume responsi-
bility for seeing that all the deposi-
tors receive the full hundred cents on
the dollar, in view of the fact that
one more.than one occasion the con-
dition: of the Home Bank had been
brought to the attention of the de-

partment of finance and that steps
were not taken to see that proper
precautions were provided.

W. T. J. Lee said he was not satis-
fied, as a depositor, with the bank
act.

“What we want,” he continued, “is
some system of government inspec-
tion whereby we will know where to
place the responsibility. It is the
business of the government to ascer-
tain the solidity of all banks, and
they cannot be relieved by the bank
act as it exists at present.”

National Problem.

“The matter is not a local or pro-
vincial one,” said Controller Gibbons
of Toronto, “it is national. It affects
every class of citizens in the country.
There has been done an injury which
will go down to the discredit of Can-
ada unless something is done to cor-
rect it.”

In recalling the changes which
were made in the bank act during the
last session of the House of Commons,
Thomas Church, M. P., pointed out
that his attitude had been that each
bank should be allowed a year’s per-
mit under which to operate, and after
that they should all be compelled to
put all their cards on the table and
show whether or not they should be
permitted to continue in business.
The Canadian Banking Association,
he defined as the greatest trust in
the Dominion.
court of justice of Parliament,” he
continued. ‘“‘Their word seems to be
a law unto Parliament. All parties
should stand condemned as a result
of the disaster, for all governments
since confederation have borne a
share of the responsibility.”

Tell of Suffering.

PDean Hand told some pathetic in-
stances of the suffering in his part of
the city. About 80 per cent of the
people he knew in that locality used
that bank, he pointed out, and there
were cases of widows and old men
and women, sufferers from sickness
and lack of employment and other
causes, ‘whose whole savings had
been wiped out by the bank’s failure.
So the responsibility becomes a na-
tional one and should fall upon the
government.

“I believe that 90 per cent of the
depositors put their money in . the
bank, thinking that depositors could
not lose,” Dean Hand went on, “but
they found that it was in a glass
house, subject, not to the attack of
bandits from the outside, but to the
thieves and schemers within the
sanctum of the directors.”

Col. T, A, Hunter presented the
case on behalf of the returned sol-
diers, and Mayor Maguire made an
appeal from the moral side of the
case, Joseph Harris, M.P., was wil-
ling to stake his future as a politician
on the prediction that justice would
be tempered with mercy, and Rev.
Dr, Hinks presented a carefully-
reasoned argument, in which he
demonstrated that the responsibility
is a national one.

DR. SEABORN SAY:
THE GERMANS HAVE
ABANDONED - HOPE

Londoner Gives Impressions of
Conditions in France and
Germany.

FRENCH ARE ALARMED

“The German people can see nho
solution to their difficulties. They
believe conditions will never be rec-
tified and are merely existing in de-

ndency and misery.”

sp:l theslg words Lieut.-Col. Edwin
Seaborn, M.D., who returned yester-
day with his family from an exten-
sive tour of Europe, summarizes the
siuation in Germany today. Dr. Sea-
born was the eommanding officers
of No. 10 stationary hospital during
the war, which was composed almost
exclusively of Londoners. In the
course of his visit to Calais he in-
spected the old buildings once occu-
pied by the unit he commanded and
renewed intimacies with the inhabi-
tants of that city.

“In Germany, he said, there is no
opening for.young men. Members of
the professions apply for help from
the public soup kitchens and a great
proportion exists through the sys-
tem of free meals which has been in-
itjated. Portugal, too, is in the
throes of misery, three .persons out
of five being compelled to walk the
streets in bared feet.

_“France is petrified with fear of
Germany,” Dr. Seaborn said. “Only
when German resistance to the Rhur
occupation partially broke down did
France lose any of her dread of an-
other German invasion. The prim-
ary cause of this feeling is that the
birth rate in Germany is seven times
as great as that of France. France's
population will decrease by five mil-
lion in ten years, according to esti-
mates, while Germany’s will increase
in like proportion. :

“There are 2,000,000 more women
in France than there are men. The
reason for the fall of the birth rate
is that young men and women must
possess substantial dowries to be
marired. This is an old-established
rule, and no departure from it is
tolerated by the average Frenchman.

“Social conditions do not appear
bad on the surface. In Portugal,
however, they are terrible. Women
in all these conutries work just as
hard as mems They plough the fields
and are expected to labor eight to
twelve hours a day.”

The doctor visited Calais, the for-
mer location of No. 10 stationary
hospital. He found the long hospital
wards had been utilized by the
French peasants. They were cut in
two and made into houses. Some
housed as many as 15 adults and
voung people. . The most prosperous
household, he said, lived in what
used to be the hospital morgue. They
pay six francs a week rent for these
places.

Dr. Seaborn also visited Seaford
and Eastborne where his unit was
formerly stationed. n Eastborne, the
Sisters of the Poor were occupying
All Saints’ Hospital. The mother
superior, whom many Lonodners
will recall, is dead.

“Conditions in England seem to be
as tranquil as could be expected,”
Dr. Seaborn_ocntinued. “I believe
the Liberals and Conservatives will
ultimately get together in opposition
to Labor. They gre afraid of the
capital levy advocated by the Labor

party.

“'ﬁ'te feeling toward the United
States in France is not good, but few
citizens will say anything against
America because they recognize the
powerful position she holds in world
affairs. France's real enmity is to-
ward England. They blame England
for not taking her part in the Ruhr
question an dthere is no doubt but
that France represents the greatest
menace to Great-Britain today. In
1914 it was Germany, but now it is
France. 5

“It is the universal belief that the
United States an Great Britain

of an undertaking. This would prob-
ably solve many of the problems with
whic Europe is at the present time
confronted.

“Spain is imitating South America
industrially and socially. The result
is. that she is making great strides.
The most contented country in Eur-
ope is, of course, Italy. No unem-
ployment or strikes exist there.”

CANADA'S PREMIER
SAYS EUROPE IS
-FAR FROM PEA

Conference and Conditions
On Continent.

THANKFUL FOR CANAD.

Canadlan Press Despatch.

Newmarket, Dec. 19.—In tho midst
of his own people, Rt. Hon. W. L.
Mackenzie King tonight gave an out-
line of the accomplishments of the
recent imperial conference, his hopes
for the future of the British Empire
and a brief resume of the European
situation, .

The guest of the board of trade,
and welcomed alike by Liberals and
Conservatives, the premier refrained
from touching controversial subjects,
and confined himself to descriptions
of what he had seen and his own in-
terpretation of what the
conference means to that galaxy of
nations known as the British Empire,

The status of the imperial confer-
ence had at least been definitely de-
fined, Mr, King declared, in summing
up the results of the recent session
in London. It was not a cabinet nor
a council, it had no authority, its
members no mandate from their con-
stituents. But it could formulate a
policy and leave it to the various
dominions to suit this policy te their
various local conditions.

Value of Conference.

Its great value was that by cen-
ference with one another the leaders
of the dominions derived a broader
outlook, a general knowledge of world
conditions and learned to co-operate
with one another to the mutual ad-
vantage of all.

He described his impression of the
British Empire as an astral system,
a series of stars, each moving on its
own orbit, but maintaining its rela-
tion to all the others.

It was a none too optimistic re-
port of European conditions generally
that the prime minister brought back
to his constituents. Unemployment
had forced an election upon Great
Britain, in Eurepe, aggressive and
militarist spirit was again assertlni
itself, and unless in some providentia

War to' Blame.

but it was still embroiled by bitter
hate and distrust and suspicion,

*’m: in so far as would seem pos.
sible an aggressive and militarist
spirit is again asserting itself and
that unless, in some providential
manner those influences which make
for peace in the world can be brotight
to bear upon the matters at issue,
strife the maost serious character
may again break forth in Europe al-
most at any moment. With this con-
dition existent it is next to impossible
to restore the necessary basis of any
frue revival of industry and com-
merce. -

Britain Suffers.

“Britain is suffering in so far as
Europe is suffering, and we on this
continent shall never have the real
prosperity toswhich by nature we are
entitled, until peac: and security ave
genuinely secured across the sea, and
we find in Europe and Great Britain
alike the markets for much of ->ur
products and many of our manufdfe-
tures which a more settled condition
would afford. .

“It is in this condition that one
who looks below the $urface at con-
ditions which determine the trend ot
events cannot but feel that such in-
fluence as this continent, whether it
be the United States or our own Do-
minion, may be able to exert toward
restoring confidence and replacing ill-
will by goodwill, will be not for the
good of Eurcpe alone but for our
own good and for the good of the

One Who Is Served By the Rural
Carriers Thinks They Should Get
Better Wages.

Editor of The Advertiser: :

Sir: Mr. Garfield Mackinnon, the
agent-general and secretary-treas-
urer of the Rural Mail Carriers’ As-
sociation has appeareq before sev-
eral of the county councils and has
secured their help in the way of a

resolution being passed. These reso-
lutions will in due course be present-
ed to 'the postmaster-general and the
government when the hearing of
their case again takes place at Ot-
tawa. Public opinion everywhere
is very strongly in favor of the mail
contractors receiving more money
and better working conditions gen-
erally from the government.

All the changes asked for by the
Canadian Mail Canftractors Associa-
tion are very fair and reasonable,
and should be immediately granted.
As compared with all other branches
of the post office and all other gov-
ernment departments the rural mail
contractors are very mucihh under-
paid. -

Their average income yearly is
about $760, while they are required
to maintain out of this income two
horses and rigs; in other words their
expenses in most cases exceed the in-
come.

This state of affairs is entirely un-
just to the mail contractors and does
not meet with public approval. The
mail contractors are required to give
the most of each day to their work
and furnish bonds for $800 for four
years as a guarantee to the govern-
ment that the work will be carried
on. They receive no holidays of any
kind and do not even receive, the
money which they earn up to date
at the end of the month, as the de-
partment holds back one month’s pay
until the end of the four years’ con-

tract.
ON A RURAL ROUTE.
Dr. Dickie’s Rejly.

Holds There Is a Division in the
Presbyterian Church That Is En-

titled to Consideration.
Editor of The Advertiser:

Sir,—In his communication of Dec,
11 on church union, Rev. D. C. Mac-
Gregor says “the fact of the matter
is this call for another vote is just
a ruse by which those opposed hope
to defeat or delay union.” May I as-
sure your readers that the Presby-
terian Church Association does not
deal in ruses. We try to deal in
straightforward propositions. It is s0
with our demand for a vote of all
Presbyterian Church members on
the church union bill which is being
sent up to parliament. Because it is
straightforward we hope to succeed
in getting it. The proposition enter-
tained in this bill has never been be-
fore the people. In 1911 and in 1915
the people voted on union with the
clear understanding that there would
be union only if it were practically
unanimous. Now we know that it is
so far from being unanimous that a
large section of the church will pot
have union. Then the vote was on
the clear understanding that any
possible minority would be fairly
dealt with. We think this bill is most
unfair to us. We wish another vote
to know if the people want union at
the cost of a schism, and if they wish
to, treat those opposed to union in a
way that seems to us so unfair.

We do not wish in any way to
prevent those who want union from
getting it, but we say to unionists,
you must not ask parliament to put
us into another communion against
our judgment. Be we one per cent of
the whole Presbyterian Church or
sixty per cent, we do not wish to
stand in the way of unionists realiz-
ing their religious ideal in this
respect, only we protest against try-
ing to force it on us by act of par-
liament.

It seems that unionists are not wil-
ling to face the fact that there is a
serious division of judgment among
the Presbyterian Church on this
question. There is one part which is
bound to have union and another part
which is bound to stay Presbyterian,
Why not recognize the fact instead
of pretending that the opposition to
union is a negligible quantity. Mr.
MacGregor and his friends are in the
way of learning how negligible it is.
The union bill seems to be a heraic
measure designed to prevent a
schism in our church by making it
s0 hard for those opposed to union
that they cannot do other than fall
in with their unionist brethren. But
this is not the way unity is kept
among Presbyterians. Let us face this
fact of this division and part as
friends should whose judgment leads
them in different ways. Better pro-
test against this bill which puts us
into a communion against our will,
permits us thereafter to go out into
the wilderness and under some cir-
cumstances promises us some equities
in the common property of the
church. We want a vote of the people
on- this bill because we believe that
the great body of the church wish to
treat that part of it represented by
the minority. of the general as-
sembly with scrupulous fairness. Of

J. D, Craig, M.E1C., lecturing be-

fore a large audience at the Central
Collegiate Institute Auditorium last
night described the Arctic regions,
‘trom where he has just recently re-
‘turned, as being one of the undevelop-
'ed treasures of Canada, which he was
isure had undreamed of wealth and
tremendous possibilities, if only it
'was thoroughly explored.

Mr. Craig was leader of the Cana-
dlan Government Arctic' Expedition
of 1922 and 1923. With Captain J. E.
{Bernier, Canadian explorer, he spent
many months in the north. The ex-
pedition was accompanied by nine
men of the Royal Canadian Mounted
Police and Inspector Wilcox, who ail
remained to establish police posts to
maintain law and order among the
Eskimo.

The high peak was reached
im, most cases in 1920, and 1921 saw
a decline, which continued in many
cases until 1922,

The average Wwage rate in the
building trades was 60.3 in 1901, as
compared with 100 in 1913. Since
1901 there was a steady increase,
until in 1920 the figure of 180.9 was
