Ladies and Gentlemen : —

In calling this, the second Anpual Conven-
tion of the Canadian Philatelic Association,
to its deliberations, I capnot refrain from
cxpressing the gratification felt by the Nova
Scotia Branch at having the opportunity to
grcet ~o many members of our Association
from the sister Provinces. We also gladly
welcome our friends from beyond the borders
of our Dominion. Though they are foreigners
to us in their national allegiance we meet them
here on—1 will not say neutral—but on com-
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mon ground as philatelists. As such we ex-
tend to them a most hearty and cordial and
brotherly greeting,

I have summoned this Convention thus

carly because T believed that it would best |

serve the convenience of the majority to meet
for the purpose of discussing the various
topics that are of interest to our Association
during the pleasant summer holidays than later
on when business engagements will recall them
to their regular avocations, and when it will be
more difficult to get away.

This is, in a certain seunse, a new associa-
tion and we have, as was natural, met with
difficultics and disappointments, but, I am
happy to say, with none that have not been
surmounted with more or less ease.

We have suffered the loss of some of our
most valued members during the past year by
their transferring their residences, In this
connection I may be permitted specially to
name Mr. Walker, who made himself such a
favorite with all the members who had the
privilege of attending last year’s Convention.
Though abseot he will never.be forzotten by
those who camwe in contact with him.

The reports of the Secretary, Treasurer and
other officers will be duly submitted, and I am
glad to be able to assert that all these officers
have very efficiently performed the duiies de-
volving upon them and have materially aided
me in the efforts that I have made to cause the
Canadian Philatelic Association a success.

During the short period in which I have
had the honor to fill the highest office in the
gift of this Association, I have experienced
that, through the want of sufficient inducement
to members, some of them have dropped out of
our ranks. I cannot too strongly impress upon
the proper committec the advisability of revis-
ing the statutes and regulations so that mem-
bers of this Association, whether they are also
members of their respective provincial branches
or not, shall have equal access to the Exchange
Sheets. At present they do not enjoy this
privilege.

My chief object when accepting the office
was to extend the influence of this Association
by instisuting affiliations with sister societies.
T have not, as yet, been able to accomplish

It is a misfortune for Canadian collectors §
and for the C.P.A. in particular that the
“ Halifax Philatetist” has found it necessary g
to suspend publication. For the last
two years that Journal has been a credit f
to the fraternity and to its editorial §
staff.  Its articles have been  cop- §
ied by English and American journals and ¥
translated for foreign ones, and it is with §
regret that I write this poor apelogy for a §
valedictory. It is to be hoped that at some §
time in the pear future its proprietors will sce §
their way to resuscitate it, as we want more §
stamp journals in Ganada.

No one cun have less desire to keep this :
everlasting  Hill-Chalmers discussion before §
the Philatelic public than Acadia, but owing 3
to the reference made to it in the ‘“Ameri-§
can Philatelist ” by its correspondent, Mr. §
W. C. Stone, I fecl bound to remark thatf
if the Chalmers men of the American scc §
tion of the C. P. A, imagine that they canlg
obtain any endorsement of their champion’s§
spurious claim, they will be sadly dis§
appointed at the next Convention of the C.3
P. A. They will find it as hopeless a tasti
as trying to keep Mr. C. B. Corwin fromg
*¢kicking.” Canadians are, so far as I am awarcjy
solid Hill men, and our American fricnds will '
find them fairly well up on the questiong
when the time comes for voting upon it.'
I am half inclived to thiok that the§
inclination to side with Chalmers, evidenced§s
by our Yaokee friends is just the spirit¥’
which crops out in so mapny American news g
papers and politicians.  The desire to gively
the British Lions tail another twist, thely
distinctly Auvti-British fecling which prevade§
a portion of the great American nation, ani}
not the most desirable portion of it either
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We sincerely hope that our Philatelist
$fricnds are above that sort of thing, and
trust that the Montreal Convention will give
Jthis matter its quictus at once and forever.

| The canvass for prosies by certain members
fof the A, P. A, previous to the meeting of Con-
frention was by odds the keenest in the history
fof the Association. It 1s unfortunate that the
finterests, objects or intentions of the prominent
$mcmbers are so inimical.  The results of these
ontinued quarrels and contentions are very
fmuch against the best interests of the Associa-
ftion.  Several members showed an anxiety to
becure support, which augurs badly for the feel-
#ines of their opponeats if they get the backing
¥y solicited so freely. Ooe redecming feature
g:bout the whole affair is the universal respect
fwhich all parties show to their President. We,
bt the C. P. A, are to be congratulated upon
fihe friendliness which is to be seen iv all quar-
fters, nothing having yet ozcurred to destroy the
Rharmony of our affuirs.

¥naoy thanks as a member of the C. P. A,
glor his reports of the Halifax Convention,
$published in the Americen Philatelist, I beg

Epccimens.  With one exception these were
ghe property of Halifax collectors, and every
Stawp has a history of its own. Io almost
every instance they can be traced back nearly
o0 dat: of issue as they passed from hand
%0 haod, most of them having graced the

rimitive collections of our fathers. our uncles
8r our big brothers, who were struck with the
Birst stamp collecting epidemic early in the
&ixties. The point I wish to make is, that
frhile I do not attribute to Mr. Stoue avy
glesire or intention to injure the value of
Biova Scotia or New Brunswick shillings in
She market, still, his remarks might have
it cffect to a certain estent, and would
frad collectors, who konow but little of the
Jifficulties of obtainisg such stamps; to’ sap-'
@osc that a stamp fiend down here has only
3 look through a few old letters to-find a

shilling stamp any day, when the fact is that
the specimens referred to have been in sight
for the last twenty to thirty years. Good
evidence of their scarcity is thefact that Ial-
ifax collectors bave paid as high $25 for a
single used specimen. I believe 1 am safe
in saying that Mr. Stone caonot find in all
Canada 12 other Nova Scotia and New Bruns-
wick shillings. 1f he desires to undertake
the task, and succeeds, I will guarantee to
give him the privilege of securing as fine a
specimen as he ever saw at half-price.
