GROWTIL OF CHRISTIANITY.

‘The celebration of the birth of our Saviour naturally awakens u desire
witlin ua to know something of the gruwth and development of Christi-
ansty tnoughout the world. " When we remember that systematic mission
wotk amuug the heathen was scarce commenced at the close of the 18th
century, it appears surprising that in the year of our Lord, 1385, Christian
influence and Christinn  domination over the ecarth should be so wide-
spread.  Prof. A. J. Schem, one of the chief authorities on statistics, has
published a computation that is both surprising and gratifying.  He teports
the population of the world at 1,396,752.000 souls ; of whom 685,459,411
arc under the Christian governments, aud 711,383,589 under non Christian
governments,  The total area of the carth he reckons to be 52,092,470
square miles ; of which 32,410,015 square miles are under Christian gov-
ernments, and 19,042,525 square miles under non-Christian governments.

It will thus be seen that nearly one-half the population of the globe,
with about two-thirds the area of its kuind surface, ave under Governments
which ucknowledge the Saviour tu be the Son of God; this is certainly a
result 10 which Christians may puint with satisfaction, and one whichshould
be tahen o heat by the seepties of this age.  Let us hope, as the years
roll round, cach Christmas may reeurd the ever increasing growth of the
Church which Chtist has established on earth.

PARTY EXIGENCIES.

Lhe nustepresentations which have been indulged in by demagogic poli-
ticians during the recent Briush elections, have called forth in the English
press several strong saures upon the truth, as shown in politics. It is
admitted upon all sides, that during the heat of clection time, men are wont
to indulge in mistepresentations of the sayings and doings of their oppon-
ents, which, during calmer moments, they would blush to acknowledge.
Political lying is one of the great evils of the age, but so long as it is coun-
tenanced by men otherwise honest, we can hwope for no marked reform,
When the Radicals, during the recent political campaign, canvassed Hodge
and his associates, they pronused that each agncultural laborer voting for
the Liberals should, if that party were returned to power, receive a grant of
three acres of Jang, with or without a cow. Such a promise may appear
cexceedingly absurd to our intelligent readers, and yet this is but one of the
many tricks resorted to by political wire-pullers to secure the end they have
11 viesw.

To defame opponents, to blacken their characters, to misrepresent their
mouves, and tonsinterpret their woras, appears to be the one aimand object
of the partisan demagogue. ‘I'he waxim, that all is fair in love or war,
appriaesy i his i, Wit even greater force to politics  Truth is hurled to
the four winds of heaven, and the ignorant and nnwary who have no means
of testing his veracity, e led t¢ aceept as correct, that which is in reality
a lissue of falschoods. This poliical corruptuess 1s tacitly sanctioned by
the more honest party men, because they believe, that without it, no parly
could be successtul.  If this be true, it 1s certainly a mournful commentary
upon our democratic institutions.

Much has been sad of late as to the fighting powers of Bulgaria.
Prince Alexander and his army have been represented as being a unit, in
the desire to secure for Bulgaria and Eastern Rodmelia a national existence,
independent of the Porte, A tlus is well known to most of our readers
S0 much tor the men of Bulgara : but what abowt the women, the mothers,
wives and daughters of these eoldicrs, who carry in their veins the blood of
therr ancestors, the Roman: convicts, internuxed with that of the gypsy-
bands, who tormerly roamed over the couutry ? The Bulgarian woman, be
she spinster or matron, 15 a slave to fashion. ‘Lo dress according to the
dictates of this tyrannical goddess s her highest aim and object, and by her,
Paris, with its innumerable dress-making and millinery establishments, is
held in as high csteem as iz Mecca by the disciples of Mahomet. The
women are handsome as pictures, large and lazy ; they spend their days on
divans, cating candics, smoking cigarettes, and reading French novels, all
well cducated Bulgarians speaking French, liké Parisians.  When they go
out, they drive.  Walking they abhor. A stiff leather boot on the plump
foot of a Iulganan belle would cause her agony.  Exertion bores her ; she
is always languidly lazy and graceful, always gorgeously and gaudily dressed
in the latest novelty from Pans, and always falling in and out of love.

THE REVISION OF THE CITY CHARTER.

There has been during the past week considerable discussion upon the
proposed amendments to the City Charter. It is admitted on all sides that
the present system of guverning our city is incfiective, loose and effete —in
fact that the city has grown out of its old garment, cut for it in 1841,
Ilitherto the entire exccutive administration of the city has been carried on
through and by 1ucans of committees of the City Council. These com-
mittees have not only gradually usurped the functions of the Council in
maturing plans, but have from time to time assumed the entire direction of
the various departments. It is alleged the heads of the various departments
have often been interfered with ju the proper discharge of their duties by
offiiwus ailcrmen who have some personal patronage to bostow, or u
personal objest to gain in preventing the law from being carried out.  That
the present system admits of such abuse there 1s no deénying. We are
pleased to kuow that the Council 1s fiow making what appears to be an’
honest effort to put aa end to all this, and we' hastén to “aysure our city

fathers of our carnest support.  We have read the schome carefully and
except 1 some matters of detail, which we hope may be modificd, {t meots
with our approval. The scheme now proposed has two objects : 1st—To
provide an -independent, cffective, and paid exccutive of six aldermen
sclected frown among the wiseat of the cightcen, with the Mayor at its head,
to be known as the Civic Board. This Board is to be charged with the
duty of secing the laws and ordinonces of the city carrisd out, 2nd—1%
define particularly the powers of the Council.

‘The whole civic government is to be divided into departments, cach
having a competent and trained officer ab its head.

The civic board is to sce.that cach department is efticiently administered,
and*to hold the head thereof strictly responsible for the working of his §
special department.  Special provision will be made against undue interfer-
ence in-the working of -the departwents, and all patronage hitherto in the
hands of the aldermen is to be taken away. .

The civic board is responsible to and must have at all times the confi-
dence of the Council. )

That the powers of the Council should be distinctly sjecified, noeds no
argument.  The history of the past demonstrates this bayond a doubt,
Latigation extending over furty years aud causing immense cost to the city,
the extensive public debt incurred, the Mayor telfs its; by illégal loans from
time to time, and the great danger of the city's béing inculcated in heav
damages, while attempts to punish for violations of ordinances whic
the City Council has no power to enact or enforce, go to show the necessity,
for having such powers distinctly specified, :

W helieve the proposed system will tend to the reduction of the staff
of civic officials, to save the expensc of vexations litigation, to enforce
greater econnmny and aymplicity in the working of the city government, tof
prevent extravagance and corruption in the working of the several depart.
ments, to preserve public property, and inmany ways to improve the present
state of affairs. i

Municipal government is becoming an important element in parliamen-
tary legislation, and as Alderman Pearson properly said the best modes may
be looked for in the charters of American cities.

We hope no casuistic arguments put forward by intercsted parties will
prevent the citizens from appreciating this new move or seduce the legis-:
lature into a rejection of what is in the best interests of our city.

FREE AND INDEPENDENT ELECTORS.

Libera! candidates in Britain have dismissed their Irish employees
because, forscoth, these free and independent electors did not give them
the support which they required. It may seem somewhat hard to the
employer that his employcee secs fit to have a mind of his own in politics as
well as in religion, but after all there can be no good reason why there
should not be as much freedom of action in the onc as there is freedom of
choice in the other. A man's right of citizenship is in -no-way dependent
upon the position he occupics in the country; his citizenship is his,
wrespective of the means he may cmploy to gain a livelihood, and the man,
be he Liberal or Tory, who, under certain circumstances, determines to
control the votes of those who may be cmployed by him; is acting in a!
manner which might be becoming in a petty Alrican chief, or ia a tyrranical
Rajah; but which among civilized communities must be stigmatized as
mean, conterptible, and unworthy in a citizen of an unlightened nationality. i
We have always advocsted the inlierent right of the masses to take part n
the government of the country, but we do not believe that the recent ex-
tention of the DBritish franchise will be fraught with good to the mother
land. Since the comparatively low intelligence and scant education of
those who are for the first time called upon toact as frée and ind~pendent
electors is such as to lead us to question their ability to faithfully discharge
the new rosponsibilities which citizenship has placed uponthem. Men have
political rights which cannot be_ignored, but the country should see to it
that those who exercisc these rights should bhe qualified to do so mlclli-.

A WAR REMINISCENCE OF THE “ LAND OF DIXIE”

In the winter of 1862, just prior to tho battlo of Murfrevsboro, Tonn,,
Govoral John M. Morgau, tho noted ** partizan ranger,” organized at
Murfroosboro an expedition for the purposo of capturing a brigade of Fedoral
troops under Colonsl Moore, who, in ordor to covor the vight bank of
Cumberland Rivér, had beon posted at Hartsville, n small villago situated a
milo or two north of the right bauk of the rivor. Hartsvillo is distaut from
Murfroosboro abuut thirty-soven miles, and a large forco of Union troops
undor General Dumont was stationed at Gallatin, consequontly tho success
of this daring oxpedition depended vory materinlly on the rapid movoment
of tho Confederato forees,

Accordingly Morgan sclected about ono thousamd trovps cutuposed of
picked cavalry compunics from his own command with soleclions from tho
socond, fourth, fifth, aud sixth regiments of General Ilanson’s * Kontucky
Brigado " of infautry, who werc mounted as ulfigears for this special
-occasion.  These, with o battery of light Artillery, somposed the wholo
forco that was to participato in this rilliant but hazardous wmanocuvre,

Having made the propor disposition of the troops in tho line of march,
Genoral -Morgan at tho head of tho column loft Canoville, a little hamlet
near Murlreesboro, in the aftornoun of the Gth of Decomber, 1882, for
Hartsville. A heavy snow had previously fallen, which in the day timo was
converted Ly the geninl rays of the sun into * slush,” nnd ai night the cold
was 50 intonso that ice furmed some two inches thick. After a long, tedious
march through a cold December night, Morgin with his commaund reached
the borders of the Cumberlond River boforo daylight. As tho sonior
surgeon of tho Kentucky brigade, I was detailod to accompany the oxpedi-
tion-in connection with surgeon W..J. Byrne of Col. Thomas Hunt's fifth
(Ky) Regiment and \ssistant Suigeon Scott of tho Artillery. The ap-
proaches to tho river were vory steop and difficult of ascont and descout, and
wero rondered still moro dangerons by the dueep, cold, freezing water and a
swift current.  After reaching the river Morgan lefi pait of his command
on tho loft bank in order to guard the road leading from Lebanon, whilst tho
rest, aftor crossing the river at two difforant fords, made a silont but rapid
movement against Colonel Moore. who was quiotly encamped with his
brigade in the vicinity of the villnge of Ilartsville, Unfortunately for the
Union troops thoy had failed to fortify their position, from the fact, I

resumo, that thoy felt quite securo with an alinost impassable river, and an
incloment soason to protect their camp from a sudden attack by the onomy.
The first intimation that Colonel Moore had of the proximity of his wily
fon was a brisk fire into his troups from the Cunfoderates in almost opposite
directions. The troops when sttacked were ongaged in their ordinary camp
dutios, such as cooking their hreakfist, mounting
priso of:scourse was sudden and complete.

"Tho oxcitotont which tho oxcoution of Louis Riol occasioned here is now,
us far ns out-door demonstration is concorned, practically at an ond, and
poaco is again restored to tho city, Tho fooling for tho Motis ohiof, howover,
romains unchangod, for whatqver tho dilferonco of opinion may bo in othor
parts of Canada as to tho faitness of his trial, and tho justico of carrying
out ils sovorest ponalty of tho law against him, hero, it is undoubtedly
thiought by tho groater pottion of tho population that he was a heroic martyr,
sacrificed as n victim to bittor fanaticiam, and mado to suflor unjustly,

‘Tho Sunday following the oxccution, a mass mooting was held on Champ
udo Mars, which is said to havo beon ono of the largest public gatherings
over convonod hero, thore boing about twonty-five thounml peoplo present.
Thoso who took part in this might be divided into two distinet classes, whoso
rospectivo motives for their prosence woro actuated by ontirely differont son-
timonts—its first, through a gepuino feeling of sympathy for Riol and his
caugo ; its sccond, for tho furthorance of tﬁoir Jlesigns by oxpressing disap-
proval of tho Governmont's policy, in ordor to increase their own political
capital. It was suggested, by many of tho most prominent agitators among
tho French Canadians, to form a National Party, but as it was clearly domon-
strated by some of tho most sagacious Liberal leadors, that such a coalition
would be injurious to the interests of tho Fronch Cansdians, tho matter, aftor
having beon fully considered, was wiscly abandoned. Tho report that
Gabricl Duwont had como on to Montreal, to be presont at this meoting, and
that ho was visibly affected by what had taken place, caused considerable
talk, but it was aftorwards learned, that the person alluded to was a doctor
from some neighboring town, who groatly resombled him, who had cowo on
to tako part in the proccedings.

In this expedition I had charge of the ambuhince and infirmary corps,
which marched immediately in frout of the rear guard,

Aftor wo had arrived within ome ten or twelve milesof Murfroesboro,
‘the prisoners with their guards conld scarcely bo distinguished apart, as they
«all appeared to be mixed up together in tho column, both * Yank " and
“Reb” baving but one aim, and that was to reach Murfreesboro in tho
-shortest.time possible. Tho incentive to this peculiar phaso of military lifo
(in which it was hard to determine whether the prisoners woro guarding -the
guaids or the reverse) was due to the fact, that after reaching btf'urfrooaboro,
“*rest and rations " would be the order of tha day for friend and foo alike.

Often during the vicissitudes of the war have I seon the “ Union* and
“ Secesh " feeling happily Lleut togethes under the pressing wants of hunger,
- ‘and the caso of tho Hartsville prisoners and thair guards was an apt illustra-
tion of this fact.

On this occision (as wo were trudging along ovor execrable roads, hungry
snd worn out with fatigue) I noticed tha. one of the prisonors (who from

his dialect secmed to have receutly come 1ow * Faderland ) lot his temper |-

get away with his good jadgment. Sud he in a soliloquizing manner:
““Tam dis var, I'se so tied, tun de Rebe, T vish day was all ted I'sh so

IMPERIAL FEDERATION.

To most people this uame conveys but a ditn and hazy idea, Who are
the advocates of Imperial Federation, and what do they want? are ques-
tions which, we doubt not, many a Nova Sootian has asked without gettling
an auswer that left him much the wisor. They aro answered in tho Christmas
Number of THe Critic by the Ravd. Principal Grant, one of the apostles
of this political doctrine, which is not as now as it seems, which was
expounded by Howe nearly thitty yoars ago, and was not oven new with
Sam Slick twonty years earlier, .

“\Who, thon, aro Federationists? All who favor the maintenanco
of our connoction with tho Empirc, who are willing to do all the dutics
that sre implied in that connection, and who in opposition to those who
favor disruption or revolution pload for a closer union than we have
at present,a union in which for overy privilego thero shall be & cor-
responding reaponsibility, for every burden and danger a ccrresponding
sharo of powor, and for every right. o corresponding duty. Then, the
Empire shall havo attaifiod to the stable’ political equilibrium to which
the grcat Federstions of Goermany, Austro-Hungary and the United
Statos have, in our time, attainod’ after long and longor petriods of
instability.” *

What is tho meaning of this answor transiated into tho language of overy
day life? Many a colonist fought and Uled to maintain conneéction with
the mother country-—not in those days an empira-—~who had nsvor heard the
torm Imperial Federation, and whohad neverk ‘tdof the theory which the
namo stands for. So that a man night bo a friend of British connection
snd yet not bo an Tmporial Fedoralist. The “~loser union than wo havs at
prosent, a union in which for every priviloge there shall be a corrcsponding
responsibility, for every burden and dangor & corresponding eharc of power,
aud for evory right a duty,” would scomn to boe a system under which, for some
small voico in tho mansgement of Imperial affairs, Canada should give up &
portion of her presont right of self-government and assume her ahare of the
Imporial oxpenditure upon the army and navy. I do not-think thal to
most practical mon this proposal is a very attractive one, and the numbor of
such mon in Canada who faver the .scheme is small. This cannot be
doubted by any one who noticos that the leading newspapers of both politi-
cal parties condemn it, and that independent journsls liko. the Toronto
Week for onco agres with the great party organs, ,

The first questions naturally asked as to any %wat political chango aro,
“ Who calls for it ?” and “ What deoply felt -public want will it -supply?”
When we learn that the popular demand is mado, and tho urgent need felt
almost oxclusively by a fow gentlemen with Jeisure for political and philoso-
phical speculati~n, and that the peoplo at Jarge are altogethor unaware of
any longing for any such change, wo can insist that those who ask our
support in sscuring it shall show us clearly ils necosity and its advantages.
Woare told that Federation is the’ only thing to hinder the coming of
independenca or annexation at an carly dey. As for myself I am skeptical
a8 to its necessity for this purpose. \We havo managed to get along very
woll on the whole, 80 far as regards our connection with Euogland, for over
a hundrod years ; although thero have been many things that needed im-
provement. Are we to be believe that now, when nearly everything that
could cause friction or consiraint has becu removed, we shall sever ourselves
from tho mother country unless bound to her by this glittering but weighty

-and galling chain of Imperial ¥ederation? What would this now system

give to England aud what to ux that sho and we have not now?} It might.
givo us roproseniation in ono or the othor of the Tmperial- Housos of Patlia-
mont ; but, would such reprosentation bo ablo to doal as satisfactorily m}h
such portions.of Cansdian businos¢ as would bo placed iwithin Imperisl
Jurisdiction as our Parliament does now? Clearly not; becauso the voice
of Canada in the Imperis] Parlisment would be far from strong or potential.
And of what spociai value to England would that representstion bet I fail

to sed.  What we want is that Evgland shall fiot legislate for us ignorsntly,
a3 gho has ofteu dunc iu tho past. If our High Comminsioner-dooes-his duty,
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the C-lonial Gffico, if it wrongs us now, must do so knowiugly ; and agrinst
stuch wilful wrong s amall roprosuntation in Parliamout would not protect

us,

In truth, wo have of Iate yoars hiad hut littlo rvason to complain of the
Colonial Office ; and now, that so much intorost is takua by Euglant in hor

offspring, the prospoct is that we shall havo in tho futuro next to no grouud

for complaiut,

We am asked to givo up an indepondenco and a self governuient almaost
absolutae, for tho purposo of beiug ruled as to matters of vital importanco by
a body iguorant of our foolings, intorests and needs, aud with niany urgent

homioe matters to occupy its time,

[roland did complately what we arn nakail

to do partially ; and the utter failuro of shint experimont is now recognized

by England as well as by Iveland.

My bolief is that undor the proposaed

system we should march much faster than uow iu tho direction of ecithor
indepondonce or annoxation. The presonce of a_small number of discon-
tented Canadizn mombors could in uo way serve Euglish intorests ; whilo it

might impodo and delay tho iransaction of Euglish businny.
we would help to pay for the army and navy;

Of courso,
But the assumption of euy

approsiablo proportion of that enormous hurdon wonld erush Canada to the
carth, without vory materially fessening tho draiu upon Haglish tax-payora.
What England neods is mon, not monoy ; nud I havo no doubt that, in any
future war so great a8 to strain tho onergies of tho mother couutry, many
coloniea will follow tha exampla got by Australin during tho late struggle in
tho Soudan. If Canada diaposes of her own internal enemios, aud sonds

== voluateers to swoll tha renks of tho [mporinl army in serious foreign wars,

sho will do as much as can Lo reasonably expoested, and as much as England
will oxpect. \Why should our Fedomiionist frionds insist that wo should

bankrupt ourselves to do uiora?

I think Priucipal Grant was a little unfortunate in sclecting tho Gorman
and Austrian ompires as oxamplos of succeasful fedorations. Both onapives aro

filled with discontont.

The inhabitants of both are crushed by military

conscription and taxes for milityry purposoes; aund the people, of Germany
mare eapacially, are flying in thousaads to America to uscapo from this fodoral

rule which the Revd. Principal so much admires.

To my
mind wo aro nlready governc.l too much ; and nol a littlo of the discontent

As the manufacture of Iron i3 attracting a good deal of attention at the

presont time in Pictou and Cape Breton Countics, wo subjoin souie extrasts

from a paper on tho subject by Mr J. Bartlett. The extracts rofer to what

has been done in that way in N. S.

“ A discovery of iron ore was made at St. Muary's Bay, west of Digby,
in the year 1604, by the Siour do Monts, who had beeun appointed tho pre-
vious year Lieutonant-Goneral of Acadia, by Henry IV. of France.

* The first attemnpt 10 manufacture iron was made in tho first decade of
the present century, when a small quantity of lLar-iron was smnde in a
Catalan-forge from the ores at Nictaux ”

Moose River Iron Works.—Tho noxt entorprise is thus. described by
Haliburton in'his history of Nova Scotia: * In tho yoar 1825 an association
was formed for tho manufacturo-of iron called the Annapolis Mining
Company, with a capital of £10,000° divided ‘into ono bundred sharcs of
£100 each. An Act of Jucorporation was passed by the Legislaturo, and
the Governor was suthorized to grant the Company a charter under the
Great Seal of the Province. It 'was also protected by s clause of the Act,
which provided that no stockholder should be liable for any dobts con-
iracted by the Company. beyound tho amount of his shares.
encoumgemcnt. two bounties of £600 each were offered for tho manufacturo
of a certain quantity of hollow-wars and bariron. Tho associates immedi-
ately purchased an oxtensive and valuable vein of oroe, situsted about three
and a half milos from the wmouth of the Mouse River, and. another of
equal importance at Nictaux, in tho uppor part of Anuapolis Township with
one or two of ‘smaller oxtont in otber places.

The works “wero soon suspended owing to political csuses, resumed,
again suspended, and resuined, to be finally elosed in 1872.

Experiments in Picton County.—In 1832 an attempt was made by the
General Mining Association to smelt some clny-iron stone and Esst River
ore in a foundry-cupola, and, as‘might have been expected, the cxperiments
wern not & succtss,

Nictauz Furnaces.—Two blast furnaces wore built. at Nictaux- (ono in
1856) but they did ot remain long in blast, and . the iron produced is said-

‘to have been of poor quality, un‘account of tho ‘phosphoras in the ores”

people in the neighborhood to obtain tho bricks.?

- AGRICULTURE.
RUYUS RUSTIC—NOTES BY THE WAY.
‘The gate-keoper having received our credentials, briefly roquésted us to

pose, endeavoured to nccomplish. That aphorism coxpressod & good deal
moro than was intended to imply. Of tho thousauds who visit a Provineinl
Exhibition, how fow alop to inspect the many specimons presented for their
observance, Tho majority walk in, they walk ont, they promenadoe round,
apparently with their oyes on vacue; and at the end of their tour, aro ns
wiso as whou they set forth. ‘They wlo stop to examine specinl exhibits, are
not always fortunate in obtaining the infornation they want, and pass on to
somothing of lesser intorest. A ciso in point—a farmer, who hailed from {-
tho middle-ago division, was observing an exhibit that interested him, it
was suporior to anything of tho kind that he had been in the habit of grow-
ing on his grounds, and he wished to know something about the secrot of
growth, the soil, the manner of culture, but there was no one to aflford tho
requisite information ; ho passed on with percoptible disinlorestednoss, by
the expression, “what is the good of it all, you can’t learn much.”

There ie a scrow looso somewhere, The question has come up, ¢ What
is the object of theso Provincial and District Jxhibitions.” 'Outsiders
answer that from tho way they ure conducted, they are-only a money-grab-
bing transaction ; but outsiders generally have sore heads, “ hearish,” and
not always reliable, yet tho thing is open to eriticism. It is a highly impor-

agricultural products and domestic industries arc capablo of a three-fold
influence—intellectual, socit] and moial, valuable landmatks not generally
appreciated.  Managing committees and_pullic momls aro closely conuected,
perhaps morc so than they are aware of. It lies with them in a great measuro

Those colored women had brought some horticultural oxhibits from thei- !
slender stock—beets, celery, cabbage, and onions. They expressed no anxio
about a prizo. They appeared pleased to have their things noticed. Tho
specimens were quito on a level with other exhibits in the same class—elean.
smooth, Dot overgrown, desirable for culinary purposes. A few questions
elicited the information that they were gruwn near the salt water~-the
manure, sca-rack.  Anything eleo?

“No sar, what elsc has we got to put under the secd.”

There is Dothing scientific about the above. Perhaps scientists can
explain why certain plants, grown near the margin of the sea, are generally
-guperior to those produced further in land. Tho pomological section of .the
hall appeared to be the centro of attraction. The display of fruit—what
there was of it—was said to-be a well sclected Jot. A desultory convorsa-
tion was being held bya few professionals, and comments, pro and con, frcaly
offered:  An objection to the extension of orchards nud fruit, and fruit-rais-
ing, was a subject of somo interest; tho markets, local and foreign ; the
blight in connection with mis-shapen apples; the quantities of unsalesble
fruit grown for market, the nccessity and advantage of thinning, and -the
paucity of the display in comparison with provious Exhibitions, were special
questions of free telk, a summary of which may bespliced in with this
-article.—Fruit-growing in Nova Scotin is quictly advaucing to an industry of
some importance. In years past, the orchard, in connection with farming,
was looked upon not so much a sourco of revenuo as a family and local
market supply. Tho facilitics of transportation have opencd up now mark-
ets. Districts where fruit was valued for its scarcity aro now liborally
supplied. An increasing demand has favoured an-incresse of apple orchards
as.a brauch of farming. This compatableaddition, under favourabie circum-
stancer,when not neglected, is said 1o pay a8 well as other products of the farm.

Thero has been, and is n good deal of up-hill work in_our way of doing
things. We hive been so long depondant on others to do for us, that we,
as a people, have little confidence in our own resources. Most of tho troes
of apple orchards throughout have been aclected in an indefinite and hap-

hamard way. The adaplation.of varioties to soil and locality, the quality of
‘fruit most suitablo for distant warkets wero important unions overlooked in
basty orders.
