On the left hand page of each month are given all the 
requisite data for Solar observations of Time and Latitude 
—namely, the Equation of Time (Sun slow or fast of clock), 
being the difference between Apparent (solar) and Mean 
(uniform clock) Time, which is given for the instant of 
Apparent Noon, and the Sun’s Declination of Mean Noon, 
both Greenwich time; also the Sun’s apparent semi-diameter 
to the nearest tenth of a second of arc for every day through­
out the year. All the other particulars are calculated to 
the nearest minute of I vocal Mean Time for Charlottetown, 
longitude 63° 7' 23* W.= 4 hours, ia minutes, 29.4 seconds.

Note.—Half the day’s length before and after 12 o’clock, 
noon, gives the apparent or Sun-dial time of sunrise and 
sunset ; the mean clock time is found by adding or subtract­
ing the equation according to whether Sun is Slow or Fast.

The Sun’s Declination at Greenwich Apparent Noon, if. 
required, can be obtained from that at Mean Noon by 
multiplying the hourly variation of Declination by the 
equation of Time for the same day, reduced to the decimal 
of an hour, and applying the result according to the con­
ditions here given.

The bearing of the Moon at the times of change—its 
Perigee, Apogee, its crossing the Equinoctial, and reaching 
its greatest North and South Declination—are given for 
aiding and testing weather forecasts. It has been observed 
that the Lunar Equinoctials are accompanied by atmospheric 
disturbance more or less marked the nearer their times agree 
with those of the Moon’s changes and Perigee—** or *** 
are added in those cases where two or three of these in­
fluences concur within the space of 48 hours.

If it is wished to use Standard or Railway Time add 12 
minutes 29 seconds to the Local Mean Time, Charlottetown, 
for the time at the meridian of 6o° West.

Saturn begins the year as a Morning Star, with retrograde 
motion till April 28th, afterwards direct till December 28th. 
He will be in opposition to the Sun'February 18th, in con­
junction with Venus July 17th, about noon; after sunset the 
two planets will be seen about a quarter of a Moon’s 
diameter apart. On August 10th he will be in conjunction 
with Mercury.

Uranus begins the year as a Morning Star, With direct 
motion till January 30th, retrograde till J une 30th, afterwards, 
direct to the end of the year.

In conjunction 
with Venus September 1st, 7 a. m., and with Mercury 
October 30th.

Neptune—an Evening Star, retrograde till February 10th, 
direct till September 9th, and retrograde till the end of the 
year. In conjunction with the Sun May 25th; in opposition 
November 37th. This Planet, being now nearly the plane 
of the Moon’s orbit, will be occulted almost every lunation, 
viz: January 2nd and 29th, February 25th, March 24th, 
April 31 st, July 12th, August 8th, September 5th, October 
2nd and 39th, November 26th, and December 23rd, but 
these cannot be observed unless with powerful glasses, and 
under favorable circumstances.

All Drop Newspapers and Periodicals (for delivery where 
posted) transient newspapers and periodicals posted for 
transmission to places in Canada, the United States or 
Newfoundland, must be prepaid i cent, per 4 oz. or fraction 
of 4 oz.—weighing less than 1 oz. each they may be posted 
singly if prepaid yi cent each.

Book», Ac., and Mleoellaneon» Matter.

The postage on Books, Pamphlets, Circulars, Occasional 
Publications, &c., addressed to Canada or Newfoundland 
is one cent, per 4 oz—To the United States, Great Britain and 
all European countries, 1 cent per 2 oz. The Postage on 
Printers’ Proof Sheets, Maps, Prints, Drawings, Engravings, 
Lithographs, Photographs, Sheet Music, etc., addressed to 
Canada, the United States, Newfoundland, Great Britain, 
or any European Country is 1 cent per r. oz. No Package 
must exceed 2 feet in length by 1 foot in width or depth. 
The limit of weight for Canada, United States and Great 
Britain, is 5 lbs., for other Postal Union countries 4 lbs.

Seeds, Cuttings, Bulbs, Roots and Scions or Grafts, can 
only be sent to the United States as 5th Class Matter ; when 
posted for delivery in Canada, the Postage is i cent per 4 oz., 
and the limit of weight 5 lbs.

Pattern» and Sample».

Bona fide Patterns and Samples of Merchandise not 
exceeding 24 ounces in weight, may be sent to any place in 
Canada and Newfoundland, for 1 cent per 4 oz. Goods 
sent in execution of an order, however small the quantity 
may be, or any articles sent by any one private individual to 
another, not being actually Trade Patterns or Samples, are 
not admissable as such. The limit of weight to the United 
States, England, and all countries in Europe, is eight ounces 
—Postage, 2 cents for the first 4 ounces, and 1 cent for 
every additional 2 ounces.

4th Clan matter—Parcel Poet for Canada.

Parcels closed at the ends and sides, and not exceeding

Parcels securely and substantially packed and closed for 
the United Kingdom and Newfoundland, limited in weight 
to 5 lbs., and in size to two feet in length by 1 foot in width 
or depth, will be received up to 8 p. m. daily, Sundays and 
holidays excepted, at the Registration Office, under 
conditions explained there to the senders, for transmission 
in the weekly mails despatched by the Steamers of the 
Canadian lines. Rate 25 cents per lb., or fraction of a lb.

5th Class Blatter.

Postage rate 1 cent per ounce, or fraction of an ounce 
to be prepaid by Postage Stamp.

Miscellaneous articles of Merchandise, and generally all 
matter permitted to pass by mail in Canada; which is not 
of the nature of a letter, and therefore subject to letter rate 
of postage, and not entitled to be posted at a lower rate 
than 5th Class under one of the other classes, (including 
Packages of Seeds, Cuttings, Bulbs, Roots, Patterns and 
Samples addressed to the United States), may pass as 5th 
Class when addressed to any destination within the 
Dominion or the United States.

5th Class matter must be so packed or put up so as to be 
open to examination of contents, and must not exceed 4 
pounds in weight nor 2 feet in length by 1 foot in width or 
depth. When passing between Canada and the United

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States it will be subject to Customs regulations if liable to 
duty. The Registration charged on 5th Class matter is 5 
cents in addition to Postage.

Registration fee on all classes of matter for Canada and 
the United States, and for Postal Union countries, is 5 cents; 
and it is desirable that the stamp used should be a registre 
tion stamp.

All classes of matter may be registered to all destinations 
in Canada and throughout the Postal Union, and letters 
may be registered to most of the countries not included in 
the Union, and the sender of a registered article to Postal 
Union countries may entitle himself to an acknowledgment 
of delivery from the party addressed by the payment of a 
fee of 5 cents in addition to the registration fee.

All letters for Registration should be posted 15 minutes 
before the hour of closing ordinary Mails, and 30 minutes 
before closing of English Mails.

Correspondence with United states.

On all articles of merchandise the rate will be one cent, 
per oz. or fraction of an oz., to be prepaid by postage stamp.

On books, pamphlets, occasional publications, printed 
circulars, prices current, hand bills, advertising sheets, book 
and newspaper manuscript, printers’ proof sheets, whether 
corrected or not, maps, prints, drawings, engravings, 
lithographs, photographs, sheet music, whether printed or 
written, such as deeds, insurance policies, or other documents 
of a like nature, the rate will be one cent, per 2 oz., or a 
fraction of 2 oz., to be prepaid by postage stamp.

The registration charged on all articles of correspondence 
of whatever description—whether letters, printed or 
miscellaneous matter—when addressed to the United States, 
and posted for registration, will be 5 cents, to be prepaid by 
the appropriate 5 cent registration stamp, in addition to the 
ordinary postage rate.

The term merchandise will include packages of seeds, 
cuttings, bulbs roots, scions or grafts, patterns and samples, 
and the one cent per oz. rate will apply to all these articles, 
and generally to all miscellaneous 5th class matter.
