I found his estimate of losses was correct. The 
English casualties at the end of 1914 were over 100,- 
000—killed, wounded, prisoners, and missing—or fully 
the number of the first expeditionary force.

Yet every week and every month the forces of the 
English grew larger and never smaller.

The filling in of the gaps and the augmentation of 
the English forces and their maintenance, munitions ' 
and supplies was but the smallest part of the work 
of the war office.

The great problem was to compass the situation as 
i a world-wide war and summon and put into an effec­
tive fighting machine the resources of the Empire.

"Not alone the men but the machinery," said Kitch­
ener, "must win this war."

England had to put into operation machinery finan­
cial and diplomatic, machinery of men. guns, and 
transportation, belting the whole world and bringing , 
the whole forward as a complete organization, yield­
ing here and pressing forward there, but always 
firmly encompassing the one desired end—the crush-
