CIRCULAR LETTER OF THE
BISHOP OF LONDON.

St. Peter’s Cathedral,

London, Ont., February 18th, 1908.
To the Very Reverond and Reverend

Olergy of the Diocese of London.

Reverend and Dear Fatber, — Some
weeks ago you reselved in book form a
translation of the KEncyclical letter
“Pascendi Gregis'’ of our Holy Father
Pius X. on the errors of the Modern-
ists, and also translations of the Decree
oconcerning Sponsalia and Matrimony,
the Decree of the Holy Roman and
Xniversal Inquisition approved by the

ereign Pontiff and the Motu Pro-
prio 05 the decisions of the Pontifical
Commission on thz Bible given at Rome
on Nov. 18th, 1907.

You are directed to read the K-
oyolical Letter in parts and explain it
te the people 8o that they may know
“hav the Holy Father really condemns

d thad tliey may know also the
::etohery and sophistry used by the
enemlos of the Chureh.

In these parts you will And the
Spirit of Modernism in some s0-called
intellectual Cathelics who are opposed
to the teaching and practice of the
Shur h concerning Catholic education,
secret and dang-rous societles, infidel
and immoral reading ; aud in a certain
frivolons class of young people, vhere
exists a great desire for novelty in re
ligion and contempt for all proper
anthority in the home, the Church, and
State.

Daring the Holy Season of Lent read
and explain the Decree on Sponsalia
and Matrimony so that all Catholies
may know their duty in these import-
snt questions.

Since the essential truths of Chris-
tianity are attacked on every side, and
since;the Holy Father suffers a ccn-
tinual persecution on account of de-
fending them, all good practical Catho
lics should unite in showing their
gratitude to God and their love and
devotion to the Holy See, the centre
of Catholic Unity, and the rock on
which our Bilessed Saviour built his
everlasting Church. This persecution
is nothing new. We read in the Aocte
of the Apostles that the fArst Pope was
also a prisoner. *' Peter was therefore
kept In prison. Bat prayer was made
without ceasing by the Charch of God
for him.” ( Chap. xii,, v. ) God
heard these prayers and sent an Angel
to deliver Peter from the hands of
Herod.

This year we have a special reason
for coming to the assistante of the
Holy Father. This is the Kiftieth
Year of his priesthood, known as the
Golden Jubilee, and the Catholie
world will join in prayer for the Viear
of Christ, that, acting as Head of the
Chureh, he may be free to rule the
whole flock committed to his charge.

By uaniting the prayers of the mem-
bers of the League of the Sacred Heart,
the Sodalities and pious Confraterni-
tles of men and women, and by secur-
ing the prayers of the children, you
and your people ¢an juin in making the
celebration pleasing to God and consol-
ing to the Venerable Pontiff. From
the beginuing of Lent until the end of
the year, every priest is directed to say
the prayer *‘ Pro Papa ' during Holy
Mass when the [Rubrics permit. As
the 185h of September will be the annli-
versary of the tHoly Father's ordination,
each pastor is authorized to have special
devotions on the 18.h, 19th and 20th,
consisting of the Rosary, Litany of the
Blessed Virgin, and Benediction of the
Blessed Sacrament, and on Sunday, the
20th, closing with the singing of the
Te Deum. The faithful are requested
to receive Communion during the Tri-
dinm. The Religionus Communities are
requested to have these devotions and
several missions will be given during
this Jubilee year,

Besides giving the Holy Father spiri-
tual help we should also join in the
numerous good works depending upon
the Head of the Universal Church for
support. Formerly the revenues from
the Papal States and from the Religi
ous Foundations therein supplied the
Sovereign Pontiff with the necessary
means to carry on the vast system ol
Church administration throughout the

world, but since the confiscation of
these by the Itallan Government the
Holy Father is forced to rely entirely
on the generosity and good-will of his
devoted children, including both the
clergy and the laity. The Cardinals
and many officials in the numerous de:
partments in Rome, the Delegates and
Nuncios in different parts of the world,
the colleges and seminaries for the
training of missionaries to carry the
Gospel to people still in the darkness
ot ignurance and infidelity, the support-
ing of these missionaries and many
otner charitable and educational works,
must make it clear to every Oatholic
that large sums of money are absolu
tely necessary to enable the Holy
Father to meet the demands made upon
him. In many dloceses there is an an
nual collection of Peter's Pence, but
here it was considered more convenient
to wait for several years and rely upon
the Faithfal to be generous accord-
ingly.

Catholics In Cansds enjoy many bless-
ings denied to the Catholics in several
countries in other parts of the world
We have peace and prosperity and
freedom and should show oor gratitude
to God—the Giver of all good gitts—by
helping to extend His Kingdom on
earth,

The collection for the Jubiles offering
and Peter’s Pence will ba taken np in
every parish on the first Sunday in
Lent and if necessary, on the Sunday
following., The collection should be
taken at the church door, by eavelope,
or by having the names written and the
usta! eliver offering added. To give
the children a chance to sbare ‘u the
good works a Sanday-school collection
shonld be taken on the same Sunday in
each parish.

To comply with the desires of tho
Special Cymmiitee In Rome a statement
will be printed and read and arranged
as foliows— (1) Offering of Bishop and
Clergy ; (2) Religions Communities of
women to help Holy Father to furnish
poor churebes ; (5) The awount given
by tho faltliful laity ; (4) The Sunday-
School offering im each parish. All
are requested to make the collection
worthy of the generous priests and
people of this di

Dr. Henderson, preached not long sgo
upon the question as to whether there
is a hell and what is its nature. ¢'Hell
is sin and sin is hell,”” was his view,
Whether sin was eternal and therefore
hell eternal was farther out in the
depths of theology than that he could
decide, Ocoasion was taken by the
Ottawa newspaper to gather various
opinfona mnpoh ® ‘' material hell,”
iiéatiing thereby & great lurid furnace
with material ire and brimstone. The
majority denied the existence of such a
prison, as denoting the punishment of
the spiritual by the material, and as
contrary to our conception of the good
ness of God Who could not—at least so
these sentimentalists tell ws-—ocreate 2
eternal punishment. Dr.

Henderson is blasphemous

rather
against such as hold the eternity and
reality of hell fire. ‘' What would you
think,’’ he asks pathetically, ‘‘of any hu-
man tyrant wko would, if the power were
given him, scoop out of darkness a hell
of liquid fire who would hurl therein
every moment thousands who would
leave them without a moment's pause
from pain or allow a drop of water to
cool their parched tongune and who
would so perpetuate their existence as
to inflict upon them eternal sufferirg
for no other objeoct than infliction of
such pain? It your God be capable of
such monstrosity He is not mine.”
This is no new argument. The objec.
tion against it, as also all kindred
methods, is that it looks at sin and its
punishment too much from man’s side
and not enough from God's side. It
ignores to a great extent the malice of
sin, its moral de‘ormity and the guilt
whieh it inflicts upon the soul. In the
present case, however, there is au-

other strong objection to Dr.
Henderson's view. It oconfuses sin
with  its pupishment. The maur-

der o! a vietim 1is one thing,
the hanging or incarceration for it is
quite different. It is childish, untheo-
logical and unphbilosophieal for any one
to make sin and hell identical. They
differ as cause and effect ; they differ
from the consideration that the punish-
ment is inflicted only after the judgment,
whilst sin can be committed only before
the judgment ; and lastly, sin may at any
moment of this life be atoned for and
pardoned, but out of hell, which essen
tially belongs to the other life, there is
no redemption. Modern views of the
other world are most peculiar. It is
easy to assume a self righteous attitude
and olaim for one's age all the civiliza-
tion earth ever gained or heaven ever
bestowed. Sin s not understood. Itis
Jooked upon as & weakness in a nature
which of itself is frail. It is not re
garded as rebellion against the sover-
eign majesty of God, or folly to His
wisdom and impurity to His holiness or
ingratitnde to His benefits. Men do
not look at the high supernatural end
to which they are called. Still less do

they consider that death means finality,

“As the tree falls so shall it lie.”” It
is only while there is day that we ecan
work, When it Is night no man work-
eth., After death ocomes eternity.
There are few poiats upon which Sorip-
ture ls more definite and emphatic than
upon the eternal puanishment of hell.
“Depart from me, yo cursed, into ever-
lasting fire,”’ is the sentence of the om
nisclent and omnipotent Judge. ‘‘Those
who obey not the Gospel of our Lord
Jesus Ohrlst,”” says St. Paunl, ‘“‘shall
sufler eternal punishment in distruc-
tion, from the face of the Lord, and
from the glory of his power.”” The
prophets draw the same picture, that
some of those who sleep in the dust of
the earth shall awaks unto life ever-
lasting and some unto reproach to see
it always. Nor can the plca be ad-
vanced that this term, eternal, as
applied to the case, is used to signily a
long indefinite yet terminable perios.
We do not need arguments to prove
that & term should he accepted in
Its natural meaning. The coatrary
ls the ocase; for we need strong
arguments to turn from the bpa
tural meaning to a metaphorioal
Now if eternal when applied to the re-
ward of heaven signifies that these joys
have no end, so the term when ap-

plied to punishment has the same mesn-
ing. As 8t. Augustine puts it ¢ ' To
say In one and the same sense : eternal
life has no end, eternal puniskment has
an end, is most absurd.,”” Again St.
Augustine, commenting upon the puz-
fshments of the worm and fire, says:
¢ Whatever punishment is signified by
the name of worm and fire, certainly if
it will not die or be extinguishoed, it is
signified as endless.”” Hell iz the pun-
ishment of mortal sin. When a man
dies in the state of mortal sin he dies
with his face turned from God, with his
will fixed in some created good. The
souls of the wicked will immovably
cling to the end which they have chosen
for themselves. Separated from the
body the soul will be no longer apt to
advance to any new end, but must rest
forever in the end already attained.
So great is the malice of sin that it
could never be compensated by all the
good works of all pure creatures possi-
ble. It needed the Incaruation of the
Son of God in order that condign satis-
taction might be rendered the justlce ]
of an offended God. Since this evil is
80 great that there can be no adequa-
tion between it and ail the good works,
no matter throogh what length of time
they are performed,it deserves a penalty
longer still, as long in fact as the soul
which committed it will engure, which
will be forever. Nor can the length of
the punishment be compared with the
duration of the aln, Length of punish

ment deépende mpon the malice of the
fanit, Ae St. Gregory put it : *‘ He
who sinred in his eternity against God
shon!d be punished in the eternity of
Ged.”” Any one is said to have sinned
in his eternity not according to the
continnation of the aet through his
whole life, but because, having placed
his end in sin, he has fixed his will in
the purpose and intention of sinninz
forever. Again the sanction of God's
law requires that between a grave sin
and a good life an essential, radical
distinetion should be drawn and placed
before all. It good and evil relative to
the esrential attainment of the ultimate
end, viz., God, be equal, then virtue and
vice lose their contrast, and all moral.
ity is a mere pretence. There is only
a difference of time when the eoul
lowest in hell will stand beside the
saint in heaven. It was God’'s love for
His oreatures as clearly as it was His
justive and holiness which moved Him
to create an eternal punishment for
mortal sin and place an impassible gulf
between vice and virtne, between the
sinner and the saint. Nor is God to be
regarded as acting in a spirit of vin-
dictivepess and rejoicing over the pun-
ishment of his enemies. God wills the
good of all. His goodness and mercy
have stooped to man in the low depths
to restore him to his rank. But good-
ness and mercy are ordered by wisdom
which in turn eannot permit the whole
moral order to be disturbed. God does
not take joy in the pains of hell, but
His majesty will not allow that order
to be frustrated by the malice of men,
but God will see that those who have
voluntarily refused to keep the neces-
sary order and obey the law will, against
their will, be subjected to this order.
A twofold punishment lies in this—the
ponishment of loss and the punishment
of sense. With these some other time,
The thought of hell is nct suited to
worldliness, shallowness and pleasure.
Its stern reality forces itself upon us
all and its dark shadow makes us
earnest in spite of ourselves. ‘‘It is
fearful,’”” as Father Faber says, * to
think upon the union of God's power,
wisdom and justice, in producing
this world of punishment, this won-
derful, mysterious and terrific part of
oreation which is in its desolate mys.
teries beyond our conoception.’”” No
sentiment can extinguish its fires, no
sophistry argue away ita existence and
no rhetoric console its desolate etern-
ity.

ON READING.,

Oae of the modern apostolates is the
printiog press. For good and evil,
for moral elevation and degradation it
works with all the zeal of spirits and
all the success of giants. It sows seed
over flelds which without it wounld re-
main uncultured or await the plough-
share of another generation. Nothing
is s0 much at our free choice as read-
ing : its material being always nigh at
hand. Nothing bas such a subtle in-
fAuence over us as our reading. With
oat our suspecting it, like companions,
our books shape our thought and out-
line the paths we are likely to walk.
Some of us read too mauch, with no dis-
oretion and without restraint. On the
other hand we do not read what we
should. St. Panl urges the Corinthians
that they must disticgaish between
food for the perfect and milk for chil
dren. It stands to reason that all
kinds of meat will not do for all
classes, What a loss of spiritusl
energy and delicacy in the wholesale
reading of exciting novels, whose over-
drawn piotures excite a curjosity and
desire of imitation in the young whom
experience and responsibility have not
yet sobered! In matters relating to
modesty and purity the danger ig

greater. The duty of ail who fear God
and would save their immortal souls is
clear. Books cannot be read whose
scenes, descriptions or Msntiments ex-
cite sinful imaginations or urge to sin-
ful acts. It is not books actually ob-
scene which are the most dangerous—
it is those which are suggestive.
Then there are books which are anti-
Catholic and anti-religious. Many of
these have the fault of being bighly
literary in their form, and being in-
direct in their attacks upon God and
His Cburch. On the other hand, a
good book is a great teacher and faith
fal friend. There are many works—
piety, history, theology, romance — all
touching upon sabjects invigorating
and educational—a never failing help
in the things that concern our salva-
tion, To grasp our faith and feel its
grip upon our heart, our h(e, our con
duct, we must yield onrselves to some
of these gnides. We must view our
faith with mind and heart and will ;
we must view our Church in relg;{oq]

to history, sclende and soclety, survey
it as it touches the world and rebukes
it, and feel its power and wisdom as it
ministers to the higher aspirations of
our pww Hature. No one can be epirit-
ual withont assiduity in some spizitual
reading. No one can love our Blossed
Lord who does not know abont Hf%, or
be truly loyal to the Church who does
not take the trouble to study her.
And now that Lent is with us why
should we not devote a half hour to
some of those books so full of faith and
30 burning with love — a help for our-
selves, a reparation for time wasted in
worldliness through the rest of the
year.

The shooting at Denver, Col., of a
priest whilst administering Holy Com-
munion sent a thrill of borror throuzh
the whole continent.

the trigger, and sent a bullet through his
vietim's heart, who fell with a cry at
the altar steps. No matter how we may
sympathize with the clergy and dio
cese of Denver, or mourn the martyr
death of Father Heinrichs, we feel that
in such dreadful hatred on the one
hand, and such an undeserved fate on
the other, no punishment can equal the
orime, no revenge oan restore the ir-
ropsrable loss. It was a crime render-
ed all the more heinous by the circum
stances under which it was committed.
Stealth marks the coward's track.
Who then is safe against the hatred
and plotting of anarchy ? This anar-
chist claimed that he was a priest-
hater. There are such things. This
man is not the only one. Has society
in the United States or in England
acted fairly in the treatment of anar-
chists ? The other day in Philadelphia
principles similar to thase of all anar-
chists led to a serious riot. Here is
the theory: *‘ Take the lands, the
mines, the factories, as your own :
work in them under better conditions
than yon worked when your employer
spared expense at the cost of your
health and life. Keep the product
yourselves.””

O5ibion fipon this subject. Biblicai
scholars, metaphysicians, thaologians
and all the rest of the gultured world
are exoluded. Thay, in common with
the rest of m®n who have not the good
fortunn to be zoologists of note, must
either accept on faith the ipse dixit of
one of these favored judges or c msider
themselves an inferior class. They
may think they have no blccd relation-
ship with apes, and ther may even in
their presumption queztion the alleged
proofs. No matter. Pro'essor Mac

Bride says that the serum of haman
blood shows it : and blood will tell.
For our part we are not so easily con-
vinced, Before, however, entering
upon the main question of evolution.
let us glance at the professor's
logic. The serum of homan blood,
when irjeoted into the ape, does not
poison it, but does poison all other ani-
mals into which it is injected : therefore
man is evolved from the ape. All that
is proved is that there is a similar qual-
ity of blood. KEven if we were to admit
with this zoologist that because the
serum does not poison the blood of the
ape, then man is derived from the ape,
our difficulty would be increased
by the thought that all the
other animals are out of the family,
Evolution cannot start hall way down.
If poisoning or not-poisoning be the
test of evolution and blood relationship
the family compact consists of man and
theape, with decided uncertaicty about
the missing link. We doubt that all
zoologists of note are evolutionists. In-
stead of evolution gaining ground it
has lost it. Materialism is unable to
explain the inner conformity to design
of even one organic body, still less the
uniformity of species and genera
throughont all ages. *‘ The bee,’”’ says
Cardinal Wiseman, ‘‘ has been striving
without intermission in the art of mak-
ing its sweet confection since the daye
of Aristotle ; the ant has been con-
structing its labyrinths since Solomon
recommended its example ; but from
the time they were described by the
philosopher and the sage, we are cer-
tain they have not acquired a new per-
ception or a new organ for their pur
poses.'” The same organic forms which
we see in the animal world around us
prevailed i: the primitive fauna of the
globe. No lapse of time, no alterations
however violent in the eonditions of
life, have aver etsentially changed their
structure. The origin of life and ol
the visible order is not to be found not
in evolution or abiogenesis or eternity
of species but in the Omnipotent *¢ fiat'’
which made all things to be, Still less
is the origin of man to be ex.
plained by evolation, for both soul
and body—and soul much more than

anarchists the chief object of hatred,
and God’s ministers the chief targets for
their stealthy bullets and their cowardly

body—bespeak an origin far above any
mere created order. There is between
man and any lower animal a specific
difference both intellectual and organie.

CHRISTIAN MEEKNESS.

Among the most prominent char

acteristics of our divine Lord, meek
ness, mildness, gentleness of disposi
tion, aniability of temperament and
deportment hold a prominent place.
Ouar Lord was essentially meek, un
complaining, patient and self-sacrific
iog. In his whole public life He gave
continued evidence of this. Meekness
shone in his face and was visible in
all His actions, His look was magne
tic in its eflect, and He had only to
present Himself to the people to have
them follow Him by the thousaands.
What can be more sweet and consoling
than the divine words when Christ was
speakiog of Himselt, *‘I am the Good
Shepherd; the Good Shepherd gives His
Iife for His sheep,’”’ or that of His
character which He fullilled, as was
foretold by the prophet, ** Like a lamb
He was led to the slaughter and He
opened not His moath.” No complain-
ing, no- dissatisfaction, no resistance
made, but through the severity of the
sad ordeal of His passion and death,
He maintained His tranquility of soul
to the very last Tnhe enormity of
Juda's coudact in bis betrayal of oar
Lord did not shake the divice mild-
ness. ** Friend,”” He addrevsed him,
shongh Has konew at the time that the
same was he who was about to betray
Him and, flnallv, he last sad scene on
tue cross wnen [ie could have repro-
bated a heartless world for its treat
ment of Him, He had only words of
mildvess, only words ot forgiveness as,
rawsing His sacred eyes to heaven, He
tmplored the divine forgiveness for
men ; ** Father, forsive them, for
they know not what tney do !"’
Nor does oar Lord stop here with His
exymple ol meekness, bat ocontinues it
in His dwelling in our tabernacles,
How lonely the life, how neglacted,
deserted His hours there, as through
the long dall days and dreary nights
He reigns obscurely and aone upon
our altars, with so few to do Him
reverence, so many, alas, to even de
spise and Lkold Him ia contempt!
What blasphemies, even withio the
shadow of His temple! What levity io
sight of His holy presence! And yet
not a word of complaint is heard from
the sacred precincts of His sanciuary,
not a sigh of consure breaks the still-
ness of His impoverished dwelling
place, tho.gh it is almost another
Gothseme 1ioftimes by its atter wreteh-
edness.  Not a 8 gh, not a word of re-
proach, but patient, resigunedly, meek
and mild, our Lord coutinues the lesson
o gave us during His earthly careor,
‘* Learn of Me, because | am meek and
humble of heart."”

With oar Lord's words ringing in our
ears, we should ask ourselves how stand
oar hearts ? Are they tranquil or at
rest and, as an evidence of this, do we
autter words ol meekness, gentieness,
kindness and charity ? Are we tolerant
ad forbearing toward our fellow men ?

It may be
that our trials are great, that our fel-
low beiogs tax our patience and try
our forbearance, that they wear out
our kiudness and even trespiss on our
rights.

They are the most practical antidote
to the poison of the daily press.

He admitted to tha police
man that the priest whom ke had killed
was a stranger to him and in explana
tion of his crime said :

¢ I just wont over there because I
bhave a grundge against all priests in
general. They are all against the
workingman. [ went to the Communion
rai' because I could get a better shot.
I did not give a blank wnether he was
a German priest or any other kind of a
priest. They are all in the same
class,

¢ T left Italy three months ago an~
wont first to Central America and then
came to Denver. I am an anarchistand
I am proud of it. I shot him, and my
only regret is that I could not +hoot
the whole bunch of priests in the
church. [ am a shoemaker, hut have
pot worked since coming to Danver.”

Denver, Col.,, Feb 26 —Investiga
tion of the murder of Father Leo Hein-
richs by Alio Guiseppe, an Anarchist,
as he was administering the Sacrament
last Friday, has revealed an austere
mode of lite on the part of the martyred
priest approaching the penance of early
monkish times.

Priests and laymen alike are as
tounded by a discovery made in prepar-
ing the body for burial. Next to the
skin Father Leo had wrapped about
his waist and upper arms heavy bands
of linked steel chains, and to each
link was a hook, sharpened to a
needle’s point, attached in such fasb-
ion that each movement of the priest
cansed the hooks to pierce his flesh and
to remind him of the life and death of
Him in Whose steps he struggled to
follow,
