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LETTER FROM ENGLAND.

York.hihe, England, Mat 5, 1873.
To the Edit r of the Provincial Wenleyan.

Rev. Sir,—One of the most difficult 
problems ol the day in England is how to 
diminish intemperance in the use of intox- j 
icatiug drinks. The licensing hill of the 
Government has done something in this 
direction, but even this Something has earn­
ed for its authors ihe animosity of those in­
terested in the manufacture and sale of 
beer, wine and spiKls. The Church of 
England and lhe publicans and spirit mer­
chants have taken tides in the election of 
members of Parliament, and ousted some 
of the supporters of the Gladstone Govern­
ment. lint the Church seems to feel that 
she has done wrong in taking this step, and 
in addition to what I stated in a former 
communication, I now refer to the action 
ol the deservedly popular Bishop of ltipon. 
At bis Visitations in various towns the 
Bishop has proposed to his clergy and lay­
men the question for discussion, What can 
the Church of England do to promote the 
cause of temperance and to check the pro­
gress of the great vice intemperance.

One thing seems to have been taken for 
granted, namely, that the poor man must 
have his beer because the rich man not only 
could but did gel his beer, wine, and spirits.

It is curious to note the opinions elicited 
on such occasions from those, who neither 
want to be teetotallers themselves nor their 

' parishioners to become such.
One clergyman thought that it was wrong 

of ihe working man ^purchase beer ou the 
Sunday, and urged that he should supply 
himself with a large bottle of beer ou the 
Saturday, and turn it topsy turvey as by 
so doing the beer would drink as Ircsh and 
lively, as it new drawn from the publican’s 
barrel on the Sunday. The proposal was 
however greeted with laughter, and the 
next speaker did not think Ihe topsy turvey 
system would answer the cud desired. One 
ot the laymen thought that educatiou 
would in a few years diminish drunkenness 
greatly, but Bishop Ryan, the Vicar of 
Bradlord, dissented Tom that opinion. An­
other clergyman entertained a strong objec­
tion to teetotalism, because of the tact that 
it sometimes kept hack persons from the 
Holy Communion, and this tact seemed to 
thtow overboard any encouragement to the 
continued advocacy of entire abstinence 
views. At the Leeds Visitation, one cler­
gyman, the Rev. E. Jackson very earnestly 
and ably spoke in favour of the order of 
Good Templars, which was making great 
progress, every week 50 to CO lodges being 
founded. He said the result of a canvass in 
Liverpool had been, end in Leeds would 
be found to be, a decided majority of work­
ing men in favor of the closing of public 
houses ou Sunday. Last Sunday a public 
house in Leeds was watched, and though 
it was opened only alter divine service 
hours, yet it was thronged, and from eight 
until nine o’clockuiuety-niue persons enter­
ed the bar,

Bishop Frazer, of Manchester, on a second 
visit aud address at Ashbury’s Railway 
Carriage and Iron Works in that city, re­
ferred to a remarkable circumstance that 

- bad come to his knowledge. It was in con­
nection with a man who bad heard him 
make a speech when previously at that 
place, in which he had expressed an opinion 
that to be a temperate mail, a man need not 
he a total abstainer. He understood that 
one of the meu who had become a total ab­
stainer some time before, had since that time 
beet me a drunkard, on the ground that the 
Bishop had told him he need not keep from 
driuking to he a temperate mao. He must 
say that he was sorry that his language had 
beeu so perverted.

The Hock newspaper says that the Rev 
John Shaw rlutdou, M A., a Church mis­
sionary at Pi-kiu is to be the Bishop ol 
Bong Kong, China.

The Jews in England are converting 
some property they have bought at l’ortsea 
into a College for the educatiou of Jewish, 
ministers. Some time ago an earnest rich 
Jew bequeathed £25,000 towards the estab­
lishment and support ot such au insiitution, 
and the College is to be called Aria College 
in honor of him .

The celebrated Dr. Tholuck, Professor of 
Theology at the University ot Halle, Ger­
many, ou April 7th, celebrated the fiftieth 
anniversary of the corameucemeut of his 
duties.

Some benevolent ladies residing at Nice 
a few days ago organized a musical service 
tor the benefit of charily. When the an­
them was finished, aud the collectors had 
made their rounds, sudden noises aud cries 
of fire were heard. In the midst of the in­
describable contusion which ensued, a band 
of thieves who had raised the false alarm, 
rushed among the congregation, seized the 
money collected, the watches, chains, jew­
ellery, and shawls of the ladies, and made 
their escape before any police could arrive 

The John Hall Church newspaper hears 
with regret that the proposed alterations in 
the Prayer Book recommended bv the Re­
vision Committee to the Synod of the Irish 
Episcopal Church are ul the most sweeping 
character, making it too thoroughly 1 ro
testant. . . .

Monsignor Tuchat, Romanist Bishop of 
Basle has been banished from that state fur 
Jesuitic defiance of law.

The Sustentation Committee of the Irish 
Presbyterian Church, lit* already succeeded 
in raising £25,000 a year towards the sup­
port ot the ministry, and arc now able to 
pay each minister £20 more than when the 
Government paid that Church the yearly 
graut called the Regium Donum.

The Paris papers mentions the approach­
ing marriage of a member of the Japanese 
Embassy, with a Freuch lady, who has in­
sisted on'his previously embracing the Ro­
man Catholic religion.

In a long letter to the Record newspaper 
on Romish taclics, the Rev. J- " • Brooke, 
Rector, Great Poutou, Nottingham, vouches 
lor the accuracy of the following startling 
story :—A certain clergyman died in a cer­
tain diocese towards the end of the year 

* l«tl. Thi. clergyman had appointed as 
executors a brother who is an admiral in 
the British Navy, together with a frteud ol 
this brother, also au admiral well known at 
this time, and ol high standing. Ihe exec­
utors were prevented from meeting together 
to wind up the affairs of the deceased uutil 
the middle of last year, when upon examin­
ing his papers, they found a parcel as it

were hermetically closed and endorsed, 
“ Inviolably Sacred,’’ “To be destroyed.” 
A question arose about opening it, and they 
soon decided it was their duly as executors 
to do so, when the parcel was found to con- i 
tain two documents,—one a dispensation 
from the Pope of Rome, permitting the de­
ceased to retain his position as a clergyman ' 
in the Church of England, though actually I 
a priest of the Church of Rome, the other 
a list of such clergy in his diocese or near 
him who are likewise possessed of such dis­
pensations, and upon whom he might there­
fore rely for friendly co-operation aud 
sympathy.

The Ritualists have taken great offence 
at the Archbishop of Canterbury taking 
his dinner with the Queen on a Friday dur­
ing the season of Lent.

The Rev. Frederick Wesley Farrar, D. 
I)., son of Ihe late R<?V. A. C. Farrar, and 
nephew of the Rev. John Farrar, Heading- 
ley Wesleyan College, Leeds, both Wesley­
an ministers, preached the special sermon 
before the University of Cambridge at St. 
Mary’s Church, on Sunday last. The 
church was crowded. Mr. Farrar who is 
Head Master of Marborough College and 
Chaplain to the Queen, iu au eloquent ser­
mon combatted the atheistical tendencies 
of the prtseut day, making somew hat direct 
allusions to ti.e presence ol atheism amongst 
men ol high intelligence and educational at­
tainments.

A zealous Somersetshire clergyman, the 
Rev. E. II. Cos. ns, relèrriug to the reduc­
tion of the Income Tax by a penny in the 
pound, tays, “ How honorable it would be 
to our people and what an evidence of their 
godly principle aud faith, if multitudes of 
them would make an offering of the remit­
ted penny in the pound for mission work. 
The sum remitted is 2j million sovereigns.

Ritualism is not to he had without pay­
ing lor it. Rev. Mr. Chope, of St. Augus­
tine's, says that every man is in duty hound 
to pay oue-tcnlh of his income to the par­
son ot itis church, and that the sum of money 
thus raised shall he spent by the clergy 
without any lay interference.

The United Methodist Free Church Mis­
sionary meeting was held iu Exeter Ilall, 
Loudou, ou Monday, aud had been looked 
forward to with great interest, the speakers 
being the Rev. Luke Wiseman, the Presi­
dent of the Wesleyan Methodist Confer­
ence ; Rev Charles New, Missionary from 
Eastern Africa ; Rev. S. Macfarlane, Mis­
sionary front New Zealand, and the Rev. 
J. t>. Wilhinglon. The Free Church has 
missions iu Australia, New Zealand, China, 
Eastern and Western Africa, and Jamaica. 
Sir Bari le Frere had visited the Missionary 
station at ltibe opposite Zanzibar, the mis­
sionary, Rev. Thomas Wakefield interpret­
ing his address to the small native congre­
gation assembled to hear it. The Society 
employs 40 missionaries, having churches 
with membership of 5,573, and an income 
of £17,000.

The library ot Sir Richard Tufton, Bart., 
has beeu sold iu Paris for £5,000. It in­
cluded a beautiful quarto M. S. (Horas) of 
the titteeuth century, profusely illustrated 
iu vellum, which letched £1200.

The Loudou School Educational Board 
has adopted Dr. Liebriclts proposed school 
seats aud desks lor the whole of their 
schools, aud the supply required will amount 
to twenty-three miles of desks.

It is calculated in a recently published 
work that t#0 millions of people speak the 
English, 55 millions the German, 53 mil­
lions the Spanish, aud 45 millions the 
French language.

The British and Foreign Bible Society 
have printed the Gospel of St. John iu the 
Japanese language.

One of the Ultramontane newspapers at 
Rome is making a loud outcry about several 
places haviug been opened iu that city for 
Protestant religious instruction and the 
reading of the Holy Scriptures, aud is es­
pecially angry at finding these places fre 
queuted by many Italian citizens aud sol- 
uiers. It styles these reading rooms places 
of ruin.

The Evangelical Alliance Conference 
held at Brighton last week has been much 
more successful than many of the past meet 
jogs. The first part of “ The Bible Edu­
cator," published by Messrs. Cassell, Tet­
ter &Galpiu, coutaius a paper by Professor 
Moulton, of Richmond Wesleyan College, 
London, on the history of the English Bible.

Italy is about to use the new system of 
arbitration to help her out of her iuterna- 
tioual difficulty with Turrie. A court of 
arbitration is about to meet in,Florence lor 
the purpose ot settling the differences exist­
ing between the two countries.

The Shah of Persia is expected to visit 
Loudon in the third week iu June, and to 
he eutertaiued by the Lord Mayor and Al­
dermen of Loudon at a grand banquet.

Mr. George Smith of the British Museum 
who was sent to the East by the proprietors 
of the Daily Telegraph to make explora­
tions of Assyria, telegraphs from Mosul 
that he has been singularly successful 
on the banks of the rivers Tigris and 
Euphrates, lie has obtained quite a num­
ber of aucient inscriptions aud tablets. Oue 
of them has reference to Merodach Baladau, 
Kmg of Babylou, and others are contempo­
raneous or historical memorials ot Esar- 
haddon, Nebuchadnezzar and Darius. At 
Nimrod he explored the north west palace 
of Esarhaddou, the temple of Ne be and 
some portions ot the soutli east palace. He 
also discovered a perfectly new text of the 
annals of Tiglatli Pilezer.

The Paraguayan Government has au­
thorized Dr Leoue Levi, its Consul Gen­
eral iu Loudon to organize a scientific com­
mission including a botanist, a geologist, 
aud an economist to proceed on a voyage 
and journeys of enquiry in Paraguay .South
America. • , ,

Earl Russell better known as Lord John 
Russell has consented to lay oue ol the foun­
dation stones ot the Rev. Newman Hall s 
new chapel to be called Christ s Church, 
which is to he occupied by the congregation 
who have loug worshipped at Surrey Chapel, 
London. .

Professor Thomas Baynes, of St. An­
drew’s University, Scotland, is to edit a 
new edition of “ The Encyclopedia Brittau- 
ica.” This will be the ninth edition. Every 
ten years it seems there is to be a new edi­
tion. It comprises twenty valuable bulky 
quarto volumes, price 24s. per volume.

Mr. W. Dey, B. D., a young man who 
is studying at Aberdeen for the Cougrega- 
tional Church ministry, was presented to a

Divinity Bursary or Scholarship of £75 in 
the University ot Aberdeen, but the Uni- l 
versity Court, led by the Rev. Dr. Pirie, of 
the Scotch Establishment decided that none 1 
but members of that Est ablis ment were 
entitled to the honors and emoluments con­
noted with the Theological Faculty of that 
University.

VALEDICTORY MISSIONARY SERVICE

A very interesting valedictory service was 
held in the Metropolitan Church, last Wednes­
day forenoon, to bid farewell to the Rev. 
George Cochran, and the Rev. Davidson Mc­
Donald, who are going as the first missionaries 
ot the Canadian Wesleyan Missionary Society 
ta Japan. A large audience assembled in the 
church, among whom were many ot our minis­
ters from surrounding circuits. The service 
was opened by the President, who, alter the 
singing of a h>inn, called upon the Rev. W. 
Scott, Secretary of Conference, to read a por­
tion ol Scripture, alter which the Rev. Dr. 
Green led the congregation in prayer. The 
President made a lew remaik* adverting to 
the growth of this mission to Japan in the minds 
of its projectors, and to the interest and liber­
ality which it bad evoked generally. He then 
called upon the Rev. Dr. Wood, the senior 
Missionary Secretary, to give some further ac­
count ot the origin of this enterprise.

Dr. Wood said : we are all firm believers io 
the doctrine of Divine Providence ; God super­
intending our individual destiny—our families 
—and above all the Church, bought with “ the 
precious blood of Christ.” With the poetic 
sentiment of Pope we have no sympathy—

“ He sees with equal eyes, as Lord of nil,
A hero perish, or a sparrow fa 1/

for,» in opposition to this, it is written. He 44 is 
the Saviour of all men, especially of those 
that believe there is an immeasurable dis- 
ance between the soul of man and the failing 

of a sparrow. He drew attention to several 
movements connected with our church his­
tory within the àlast twenty-five years, which 
indicated diviue guidance : such as the incor­
poration ol Wesleyan Methodism in Lower 
Canada with the Canadian Conference, and 
cherished the hope ot 6|>eedily witnessing the 
whole of Wesleyan Methodism iu the entire 
Provinces organized into one united church ; 
he appointment ot several members ot this 

Conference to the Parent Society ; Indian mis­
sions at Lac La Pluie, Norway House, and 
Oxford House ; missions now identified with 
our own Conference and Society, and very 
naturally and justly so. lor they had long been 
supported by the funds of the Canadian Church. 
In glancing at the origin of the Mission to 
British Columbia, he took occassion to remark 
that in the absence ot any special and super­
natural revelations, the Lord laid it upon the 
hearts ol some of his servants io originate en­
terprises having solely tor their object the sal­
vation ot souls and His own glory, as Carey’s 
impression about India ; Coke’s with reterence 
to Newfoundland, the West ledits, and then 
Ceylon ; and this was really the case iu their 
projected Mission to Japan. It was to his 
mind a subject at once of humiliation and grati­
tude, that their brethren of the Presbyterian 
Church in Nova Scotia bad a Mission to some 
of the South Sea Islands, and those ot Ontario 
had one to China ; in this foreign work, there­
fore, they had preceded us, and set us an ex­
ample lor imitation. The design ol a Mission 
to Japan, cannot be said to be new, for it has 
existed at least thirteen years. At a very 
lively missionary meeting held in Richmond 
Stieet Church in this city, Mr. John Macdon 
aid spontaneously offered support if the Society 
would open a Mission in Japan ; he is a tar 
weahhier man now than he was then, and has 
repeated his offer in an enlarged form of five 
years. He went on to say that although the 
proposition received some attention at the time 
it was made, the magnitude of the Society’s 
work, having just began the Mission to British 
Columbia, prevented any further measures be­
ing adopted for its accomplishment. How 
many years longer it would bave taken tor this 
44 idea to germinate.” no one can tell, bad not 
the mind of our estimable President become 
strongly convinced that, in addition to our ex 
tensive and varied present missionary opera­
tions, and the growing interest of the Society, 
the Conference and committee ought to under­
take a strictly Foreign Mission ; to the Presi­
dent we are mainly indebted for the revival ol 
this project, and the wide spread and practical 
sympathy which l^as been shown by our people 
The doctor referred to the difference which 
marked the history, both of the Mission to 
British Columbia, and that to Red River, as 
compared with the Mission to Japan. As to 
the first named, there were no special offerings 
to meet the great expense of sending four mis­
sionaries, two having families, to that dis 
tant colony ; yet, no undertaking was enter­
ed into with greater earnestness and unanimity 
The same may be saui of the Red River mis­
sion ; true, a noble response was made to an 
appeal for a church after the mission was open­
ed, and started by the President at the Annual 
Conference Missionary Committee Meeting 
held that year in Guelph ; but in the case of 
our present uiovepien4, there are free-will of­
ferings amounting to several thousands ot dol­
lars tor this special service, coming from vari 
eii and unexpected sources, before the men are 
appointed to go as the messengers of our 
Church 44 to the regions beyond.” This, with 
other plain indications of duty, leave the com­
mittee without doubt as to tbeir providential 
path. In speaking about the varied sources 
from whence the donations came, he mention­
ed the promise ot Sir A. T. Galt for $500 for 
our first Foreign Mission, aod among other 
gifts one for $100 from a godly sister living in 
an obscure circuit, and received whilst the 
Committee were in session deliberating upon 
this very work. His concluding remarks em­
braced the essentially spiritual objects ot the 
Mission—the great need of the forty millions 
of Japanese tor the light and truth ot the Gos­
pel—and the confidence we had in prophecy— 
in the covenant ot God—and in the liberality 
of the Church to sustain the Mission. It is a 
truth in chemical and mechanical sciences, that 
elements and forces produoing certain results 
yesterday, will, if repeated to-day, with the 
same combinations and the same power, be 
equally successful, and so we have confidence

in the uplifted Saviour ; the cross will tnns- 
torm these benighted millions, as it has trans­
formed us ; and though the day of life with 
some of us is now short, others will see the in­
gatherings in which we believe.

class-meeting will be baptised with its ancient 
power, and will everywhere become what it was 
in the olden time, and what even now in nuny 
a place it is—a means of grace and salvation, 
a season ot Christian fellowship, longed tor and 
delighted in.

CHRISTIAN FELLOWSHIP.

In the admirable memorial of 44 Squire 
Brooke,” ot Huddersfield, by the Rev. J. II. 
Lord, we find the following remarks on the 
c’ass-meeting : —

The riches of his grace 
In fellowship arc given

To Sion’s chosen race,
The citizen'» of heaven ;

lie fills them with the choicest store,
He gives them life for evermore.

There is small hope of the stability of Chris­
tian converts, who. from whatever motive, bold 
aloof from their fellow-Cbristians, and attempt 
to travel the heavenly road alone. 44 Two are 
better than one because they have a good re­
ward for their labour, for if they fall, the one 
will lift up his fellow; but woe to him that is 
alone when he lalleth ; tor he hath not another 
to help him up.”

Christian fellowship is a necessity of the new 
nature, and one of the best helps and safeguards 
of the spiritual iile. Breaking through con­
ventional restraints, all Christians should seek 
the companionship of saints, who are the ex­
cellent of the eaith. Christianity is not design­
ed to obliterate social distinctions. It gives no 
sanction to communistic theories. But faith in 
Christ is a bond of union between all true be­
lievers. Christians are a loving brotherhood, 
and are all members of the one Family of God. 
Nay, Christians sustain to each other a still 
more intimate relationship ; they are members 
of one body, and are all o: e in Christ, who is 
tbeir living Head. None can say to the other,
I have no need ul thee. Each is essential to 
the other. Poor and illiterate Christians may 
derive iustruction ami refinement from their 
cu tured brethren, and Christians ul cultivated 
intellect and polished manners uiay learn prec­
ious lessons and derive rich spiritual profit 
from communion with brethren 44 of low de­
gree.*’

The godly in all ages have recognised the 
value and necessity of fellowship. David, 
though a king, said, 44 I am a companion ol all 
them that fear Thee, and of all them that keep 
thy precepts.” In the days of Malavhi, when 
God’s people had largely apostatised, 44 they 
that feared the Lord spake often one to 
another,” and their fellowship was favored 
with divine approbation. The early Christians 
lived as one family. As churches were organ­
ized in apostolic times, tbeir members were 
commanded 44 to consider one another to pro­
voke unto love and to good works,” “ not for­
saking the assembling of themselves together ” 
—but exhorting one another, and so much the 
more, as they saw the day approaching.

When God honored John Wesley's ministry 
by numerous converts, he was prompt to recog­
nise the importance and necessity ot Christian 
fellowship, and, by the good providence of 
God, was led to organise the institution ot the 
class-meeting, which is simply a systematic 
provision for the enjoyment ot Christian fellow­
ship. In this respect the Methodist people 
have an advantage over every other branch of 
the Christian Church. Week by week, at a 
given place, and at an appointed hour, few or 
more, animated by the same desire, “ to flee 
from the wrath to come ” and to strengthen 
tbeir spiritual life, assemble under the guidance 
ot 44 the leader,” whose matured experience, 
and cultivated gilts, have marked him out as 
fitted, by the grace of God, to address to each 
member such counsels as the experience relat­
ed may demand. By instruction, exhortation, 
and prayer, the ignorant are taught, the timid 
are encouraged, the tempted and sorrowful are 
comfoi ted and strengthened, and the lukewarm 
and unfaithful are admonished.

Tens of thousands, scattered the world over, 
bear glad testimony to the value of this means 
of grace. Multitudes, who otherwise would 
find it difficult to secure the fellowship which 
their soul needs and craves, and who, possibly, 
for want ot it, would grow disheartened, yield 
to temptation, and#fall away ; find spiritual 
stimulus and nurture in the weekly class meet­
ing, and 44 grow in grace and in the knowledge 
of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ.”

It may be questioned whether any human in­
stitution has yielded richer results of spiritual 
profit than the class-meeting ; and how, at a 
:ime when other Churches, impelled by ne­
cessity, are feeling their way to the estab­
lishment of something similar, any bearing the 
name ot Methodist can speak lightly ct this 
ordinance, or seek to lower it in thu estimation 
of the Methodist people, is passing strange, and 
almost compels the assertiou, 44 an enemy hath 
done this.”

Improve the class-meeting by all means ; let 
the leaders appointed be intelligent and earnest 
Christians, who have experimental acquaintance 
with the deep things of God ; and who, for­
getting the things that are behind, reach forth 
to those that are before. Let leaders inform 
tbeir minds and warm their hearts by the dili­
gent and devout study of the Word of God, 
aud by the tree use of religious literature, and 
out ol a well-turnished treasury bring forth 
things new and old. Let leaders be Christians 
who have power with God, and whose prayers 
are prevalent, who take personal and deep in­
terest in the spiritual welfare of their class, 
and study through the week to make the class­
meeting a means ot instruction, and grace, and 
salvation. Let the members of the class be in 
earnest about the salvation ot their souls, not 
attending now and then, just to secure recog­
nition of their membership ; but regularly 
meeting with warm desire fur spiritual good. 
Let members prepare for the class-meeting by 
self-examination and secret prayer ; aod in­
stead ol a few common-place utterances, which 
mean anything or nothing, tell with childlike 
simplicity the actual experience and condition 
of tbeir souls, all sympathising with each other, 
and all interceding tor each other ; then the

A STRIKING CONVERSION.

I had the privilege ot dedicating a beautiful 
country church in my State, in a neighborhood 
surrounded almost entirely with infidels. The 
preacher directed my attention to a tali, manly 
vigorous mao in the congregation, aod said he 
would give m« bis history when the service 
was over, lie was, it seems, a violent, pas­
sionate, close fisted roan.

44 Well,” said ihe man, 44 let us build » house. ” 
44 What will you give ?” inquired the preacher. 
44 Fifty dollars,” was the prompt reply, and 
ihe minister passed through the community 
with the subscriplion-paper, at the head of 
which was this amount, iu the gentleman's 
own hand writing, which surprised everybody. 
A few days afterward the most trying circum­
stance ot bis life occurred. His dear wife ex­
claimed, 44 don’t go.” ilis reply was, 441 
must go ;• my duty calls me there ; I am per­
fectly cool and collected. 1 shall become exci­
ted, but l will not say a word or do a thing out 
of the way.” He passed through the fiery or­
deal without the least taint of anger upon him. 
The community then said, 44 Surely there is 
something in this ; you have reached his pocket, 
yon have conquer» d bis anger, aud you have 
subdued the man. There is power in this gos­
pel of Christ.” A few weeks after my visit 
there, I received the sad intelligence that that 
man had been buried. He had gone into the 
forest, and, unfortunately, a tree tell upon him 
and crushed him to ihe earth, and yet did not 
entirely destroy him. They carried him to the 
house, and sent tor a physician and the minis­
ter. He calmly asked for the Bible, and read 
in a clear voice a chapter in John’s gospel. 
After shutting the Bible he closed his hands 
upon his breast, 44 and such a prayer,” said 
my ministerial brother, 441 never heard lrom 
mortal lips, for bis wife, bis children, for bis 
pastor, for the church, and for his infidel 
friends.” In a moment or two after saying 
Amen, he closed his eyes, and sweetly felt 
asleep in Jesus. The infidels said, 44 There 
is something in religion.” A few weeks since 
I met with that good pastor again. 1 inquired 
what about his infidel neighbors, and he re­
plied, 44 All of them but oue are happily con­
verted to God.”—Bishop Uoufman.

POPULAR PREACHERS.

Popular preachers are generally considered 
lair targets lor the shafts of envy and dispar­
agement. The preacher who is simply success­
ful in his work excites comparatively little un­
friendly criticism. But the preacher who makes 
a sensation, and is guilty of attracting a crowd 
may 44 look out for squalls ” of opposition and 
destruction. Some indeed go so far as t# talk 
as it popularity was a sign of weakness, and 
unpopularity a token ot solid worth. Preach­
ers who never have been guilty ot making any 
special sensation may sometimes be beard 
sneering at popular applause, in a way that 
seems to imply that they could preach like that 
if they only bad a mind. It is a great comfort, 
to poets, preachers, and a good many other, be­
side, to be able to believe that there being un­
appreciated and unadinired arises from the stu­
pidity and shallowness ot humanity in general, 
and not from any deficiency ol brains or other 
gifts on tbeir part. On the whole we are 
strongly inclined to think that dullness is no 
sign ot intellectual strength ; and that those 
preachers who secure a permanent popularity 
must have some elements of meatal power 
which will fairly account for it.

But the value of popularity depends alto­
gether upon the character of those upon 
whose good opinion it rests. To be highly es­
teemed by ihe intelligent and good, is no com­
mon blessing. To be the idol ot ignorant, 
shallow lovers ot any sensational amusement 
is a very doubtful recommendation. There is 
also a large class of persons who have no in­
dependent judgment ol their own, and with 
whom the last good sermon they have beard is 
the most eloquent they have ever heard in all 
their lives, for whose opinion one cannot have 
any very profound regard. There can be no 
question that a very certain degree of popular 
tavor—the affection aud confidence if the 
people—is almost essential to success ; but it 
is a> mistake to suppose that anything ap­
proaching the sensational style of popularity 
is necessary to ministerial uselulness. Ou t Le­
çon trary there is strong ground lor believing 
that this kind of popularity is neither desirable 
for the preacher nor the people, and cannot 
safely be taken in all cases as a sign of supe­
rior excellence ; and that an effort to win it 
is generally a great and ruinous mistake.

Tkia conviction has been sensibly strength­
ened in us, by reading a communication in the 
last number of the N. Y. Christian Advocate. 
This writer thinks that the ordinary church 
goers do not love serious argument or deep 
thought, sufficiently to provoke these in the 
preacher and that the endowments that suit 
ably minister to the entertainment and mental 
recreation ot the class, are not generally ot 
the highest order. He says : “ The average 
mind, discouraged by the vast amount of 
knowledge, not to be reached in one life, has no 
appetite for slow and solid acquirement. The 
spirit ot the time undervalues any knowledge 
which is not a security immediately convertible 
into cash. The average church-goer is thus 
no stimulant to study. The market of his mind 
is dull tor staples and active for fancies. What 
ot bis wife or daughter ? Less trained, less oc­
cupied, talking much of woman’s disadvantages,

! yet not using those she has ; it poor, burdened 
I with Martha’s cares ; it rich, suffering from 
| lack ot exercise, and wrong ideas of life, she 
* comes to church, but finds it hard to listen, but 
most that is worth the hearing she will not un- 

! «1er»land.”
And from the necessary adaptation ot the 

1 preacher to the audience, be thinks there is no 
serious danger of deterioration, even to men of 
superior natural gifts. Some may be in tbeir 
natural element adjusting their sails to the 
breezes of popular tavor ; but there a.e others 
of whom it is said suggestively, 44 What it the 
predestined savant becomes the smattervr ? 
Whst if he who was to raise others is lowered 
by others ? What if the crowd becomes his 
conscience, its pleasure his ideal, its increase 
his bliss, its decrease his despair ? If to gain 
it he has to neglect severe study, broad intelli­
gence, dignity of thought; weighty topics, 
thorough treatment, aod become a caterer in­
stead of a teacher, a follower instead of a lead­
er, an anxious watcher of the tickle weather­
cock of popular likes instead ot a calm student 
ol unchanging law aod an unflattering herald ot 
the truth of God, is not his popularity too 
dearly bought.”

There is undoubtedly strong temptations to 
men ot popular gifts, to aim at securing popu­
lar applause, as a desirable thing ; and yet a 
minister makes a terrible mistake, that must 
tell seriously for evil on his manhood and use­
lulness, when he makes popular applause the 
main objects of bis pulpit efforts. “ it hap­
pens,” says the writer from whom we have been 
quoting, 44 that much comes to the popular 
man . money presents, excursions with ex pen 
ses paid, long visits iu rich houses. lie re­
ceives much, lie i? not d to give in re­
turn. Most that he is asked to give is a speech. 
He is thus always receiving, seldom giving. Is 
there a better receipt tor making a selfish man ? 
Thus it comes about that our popular preacher 
is often a very selfish man. it requires labor 
to secure a cash subscription from him. In 
such malleis he is apt to be a sign-post, telling 
others to go where be does not go himself.”

Sir Walter Seott said he would be willing at 
any time to sacrifice one half of his popularity, 
if be could feel assured flat the other ball 
rested on a solid foundation. But there is dan­
ger that a man who constantly receives the in­
cense ot popular admiration may gradually 
come to assume that the popular verdict is to 
be accepted without questioning, and thus Se 
led to think of himself more highly than he 
ought to think. It is only a step troui this to 
becoming egotistical and exacting. It is sad 
when a preacher comes to expect the approba­
tion of the throng as his tood and inspiration, 
without which he is dissatisfied aod unhappy, 
Let young ministers aim at uselulness, rather 
than popularity, and be more anxious to con­
vince, instruct, and comfort the Hock, than to 
dazzle them with religious pyrotechnics, or 
amuse them with sensational illustrations. No 
man can hunger for human praise, and adapt 
his efforts to win it, without a lose of manhood, 
self respect and real usefulness. As Metho­
dists, it will be au evil day for us, if ever our 
ministers turn aside from tbe direct, earnest, 
practical presentation of the truths of tbe gos­
pel, in a vain endeavor to attract men by ele­
gant phraseology, or amusing speculations. 
Ministers may draw a crowd by pandering to 
the popular love for spicy and sensational ser­
mons ; but they will, io all probability, leave 
them as far from Christ ss they found them. 
Tbe clear, forcible presentation of tbe truths 
relating to sin aod salvation, from hearts burn­
ing with loving zeal for God, has always been 
the best human instrumentality for leading 
men from sin to Christ—from the power ot Sa 
tan unto God.

THE PRESIDENT OF THE ENGLISH 
CONFERENCE.

The Liverpool Daily Dost of April 22, con­
tains the following sketch ol the Rev. L. H. 
Wiseman, M.* A. : —

When one sees tor the first time a man in 
high position, one’s instinct is to notice whether 
there are signs in him ot qualities which befit 
that position or of qualités which may have won 
it tor him. The Presidency of tbe Wesleyan 
Conference would be esteemed, it primitive 
ideas of religion prevailed, one of the highest 
ecclesiastical offices in Christendom ; and. as 
a rule, those who have held it have been 
visibly worthy of their place. The Rev. Luke 
Wiseman, who at present presides over the 
great Wesleyan body, and wbo is now on a 
visit to Liverpool, adorns his station by tbe 
evident possession ot gifts which at once enti 
tie him to it, and enable him to perforin its 
duties with grace and good effect. Portly 
enough to be imposing, but with none of tbe 
ruddiness and grostness which condemn many 
portly men to be passed over as Philistine non­
entities ; easy, mellifluous, and sufficiently em­
phatic of speech ; careful yet natural in phrase­
ology—one would guess Mr. Wiseman to be a 
man ot rarely perturbed temper, a good flow 
of spirits, an ample depth of sincere but unasce 
tic devotion, a will strong but uuder the con­
trol of a judgment easily flexible by sound 
reasoning upon solid premises, and an intellect 
agile, perceptive, and well balanced. Such 
man must be well fitted to be bead of a relig­
ious community in which Ireedom of private 
judgment is in practice combined with an 
ecclesiastical authority hardly less complete 
and unquestioned than that of the most abso­
lute hierarchy.

In the Wesleyan ministry it is understood 
that every man rises without favor according to 
his deserts, or at least according to the im­
pression which he produces on those above and 
below him : and it is easy to imagine that a 
minister such as this present President would, 
at a comparatively early period of his career, 
be welcomed in all the work and deliberation 
of the Wesleyan Church. He would first be 
approved on #be evidence of latent power 
rbich his temperament must always have af- 

orded. He would rapidly become popular by 
geniality all the more valued ^because never 
springing from weakness ; and before long he 
would become indispensable by the confidence 
be inspired in the sagacity of his perceptions, 
the calmness of his conclusions, and the energy 
ot bis expositions. Nothing is more interes­
ting than to trace in a high functionary the

justification of that process of natural selection 
by which he has been promoted, as nothing 
is more baulking or uncomfortable than to be 
baffled by an apparent absence in s mao who 
has risen, ot the qualities by wbicu men rise.

Tbe preaching of Mr. Wiseman w the basis 
of the estimate we have formed of him, and it 
is tbe preaching ot a thoroughly heahhv mind- 
dog malic to the extent of being quite exempt 
from a spirit of doubt, but undogmatic in the 
sense of leaving the verities of religion unhack­
neyed by hard and vexatious iteration—devoid, 
on tbe one hand,of that barren hard-headedness 
which sees in religion nothing but a system of 
minutely dove-tailed theses ; and, en the other 
band, ot that tendency to excessive sentiment 
which make» many preachers maudlin. To 
Mr. Wleetnan it is a very cheerful thing to be 
a good Christian, a very appalling thing to be 
an unawakened sinntr, a very mournful thing 
to be a Christian in name, of whom the Lord of 
the Church will one day disown all knowledge. 
He clearly see* these phases of spiritual being, 
speaks of them with a frankness and simplicity 
which exclude subtleties, and regards calmly 
and describes with ease in tbe light of these dis­
tinctions nil sorts ot human and ecclesiastical 
phenomena. Not often are the general judg­
ments of a high-spirited and eloquent divine 
distinguished by such original appreciation of 
the facts of lilc and history, or by so gracious 
an equity towards what lies beyond the pale of 
denominational s>mpathy. Accept Mr. Wise­
man’s belief, which is common to most Chris­
tian people of all denominations, and you see 
at once bow appropriate to its illustration are 
ihe unconstrained attitudes and the alert move­
ments ot a healthy mind. Yet to those who are 
accustomed to ihe grating fanaticism, to the 
minute wrangling*, and to the exaggerated tex­
tual disquisitions of the average pulpit there is 
something fresh and even suprising in su- h 
preaching. It* energy has plenty ol play, hut 
little asperity. Its dicta ate moderated, nut by 
elaborate ami pedantic qualifications, but by a 
natural good sense and delicacy of moral anti 
intellectual touch which shrink from the pro­
pounding of what is repulsive or extreme.

Above all will most |»ersons be surprised to 
hear of such graceful qualities and a spirit so 
refined by culture in a Methodist preacher. 
The preseat writer has had little experience of 
Wesleyan preaching. having, formed hie ideas 
ot it long ago by hearing Dr. Newton and Dr. 
Beaumont. There is little ot the Methodist 
style iu Mr. Wiseman if the old Methodist 
sly le was fairly embodied in those remarkable 
preachers. Great force and glow they had, 
and a burning hold on the realities which they 
preached ; but th*ir minds were comparatively 
unbalanced, their spirit was comparatively 
rude, tbeir style comparatively wayward, 
diffuse, and uncultivated. Jnâtead of tho great 
roar of the old Methodist Boanerges, the pre­
sent President ot the Conference ban a voice 
which, il not small, is still—a voice slightly 
nasal, but soft and yet penetrating— capable of 
many melting tones, but, as a rule, one that 
interests rather than thrills or startles. Tbe 
giants of Methodism had probably more power 
over the masses, while Mr. Wiseman would 
probably do more than they to conciliate to 
Methodism those wbo are rationally cultivated 
as well as religious.

Whether the change is good for Methodism— 
or, indeed, whether to any large extent other 
preachers of this generation eaibit the polish of 
Mr. Wiseman’s energy, the lee id exactness ot 
his graceful extempore sentences, or Um large 
charity of bis mood—must be left to W es ley bus 

to decide. An influence ot the esthetic kiod 
is abroad amongst them, as is proved by tbe 
highly -ecclesiastical interiors of such chapels as 
that in Grove-street, with its ornate chancel, 
stained windows, and highly-decorated organ ; 
and "we believe some think that Methodism is 
dying away under these refinements. On this 
point we would simply say that all religions in 
days of improved taste and enlightenment con­
cede something to the softened and elevated 
manners of the age, and that, whatever may be 
said of decorated chancels, ecclesiastical-look­
ing foals and pulpits on one side, no sound ob­
jection can be taken to tbe softened tone and 
graceful taste of such oratory as that ot 
Mr. Wiseman. Though elegant, it is not en­
feebled by ornament. Though soft and light, 
it is pithy and manly. Tbe preacher has a 
swift and generous sense ot humour, display­
ed in a smile here and there as a sentence takes 
an uulooked tor turn ; but be has also a sense 
ot solemnity, and knows how to let down the 
bucket into the depths of the well of human 
feeling.

In all this there is abundance of power, as in 
the very aspect, air, and delivery of Mr. 
Wiseman there is abundant manliness and 
strength. But with tbe power, and force, and 
masculine energy there is taste, simple grace, 
and faultless refinement both of language and 
idea*. We should judge this remarkable 
preacher to be one who would form his opinions 
with facile calmness, awl hold them with a con­
fident and undisturbed assurance, but into 
whose head it would never enter to think an­
other man morally bad for thinking differently, 
and into whose heart no difference of intellec­
tual view could distil a drop of bitterness. As 
a divine on whose sensibilities no gentle touch 
of Christian humanity falls unheeded, while 
bis judgment can never be swayed by mere 
feeling, Mr. Wiseman wields worthily an elo­
quence which, it rarely lolly or impassioned, is 
alway s interesting and hard to resist. In un­
garnished language, he is an able and sympa­
thetic orator, who re?pects himself and cannot 
but be respected, who admires good mBdels 
and .annot but be admired.

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THE BRITISH METHODIST MAY 
MEETINGS.

A late number ef the London Watchmen 
is crowded with intelligence concerning the 
Methodist May Meetings which have been 
held this spring in London. By the aid of 
a supplement, it devotes forty-four closely 
printed columns, to reports of the pro­
ceedings of those meetings, and to editorial 
articles appreciative of their character 
They reem to have been remarkably well 
attended, and to have been pervaded by an 
excellent spirit. They were four in num­
ber, and all ol high- interest. The Educa­
tional Meeting was held in the new West­
minster Chapel, under the presidency of 
Lord Shaftesbury. Much effective speak­
ing was done at this gathering by the 
Chairman and the Rev. Messrs. Wray, 
Simpson,Rigg,and Arthur—all men of mark 
in their respective spheres. What strikes 
us most in the proceedings of this meeting, 
is the evidence furnished that British Meth­
odism is attaching vastly increased impor­
tance to its Sunday School operations. It 
has now probably about 660,000 scholars 
in those schools. Improvements in their 
organization are to be effected in connec­
tion with a Methodist Sabbath School 
Union, about to be created, and worked 
under Connexional supervision. Great 
good may be expected to result from the 
operation of this measure. In his speech 
at this meeting, Mr. Arthur mentioned the 
interesting fact that the Italian Census 
shews that there are now eighteen Protes­
tant Churches in Rome, and 3,900 Protes­
tant proselytes. Lord Shaftesbury’s ad­
dress was exceedingly complimentary to 
Methodism. He ranked John Wesley very 
high, gratefully acknowledged the debt 
England owes to him and his spiritual des­
cendants, and elicited rapturous cheers by 
his remarks on a statement made by a 
previous speaker, of having heard that a 
Church dignitary had said that Methodism 
was an embod ment of ignorant piety. Re­
ferring to this definition of Methodism, 
Lord Shaftesbury observed : “ If any dig­
nitary of the Church had said that to me, 
in my position as a Churchman, I should 
have said : Sir, you are an embodimeut of 
ignorance without the piety."

The China Breakfast Meeting, held in 
the Cannon Street Hotel, and presided over 
by Mr. Jenks, the Methodist Mayor of 
Wolverhampton, was a mast stirring one. 
Of course the object of this meeting was to 
bring anew before the denomination the 
claims of the China Mission. Mr. M“Au- 
lay, one of the very best working Ministers 
in Methodism ; Dr. Porter Smith, a re­
turned Medical Missionary from China ; 
and the Rev. S. J. Smith, who also spent 
some years in missionary work in. China, 
were the chief speakers at this demonstra­
tion. Dr. Smith offered noble testimony 
to the good achieved by Missionary effort 
in China. Mr. M’Aulay’s speech was an 
extremely effective one—full of life, point, 
fire and force. The Rev. S. J. Smith’s ad­
dress was powerful. Mr. Arthur spoke 
briefly at this meeting, and made, as he 
always does, whether his speeches are 
long or short, some striking observations.

The Annual Meeting on behalf of the 
Metropolitan Chapel Building Fund, held 
in City Road Chapel, under the presidency 
of Mr. Allen, a Methodist Member of Par­
liament, who not long since wrote aud pub­
lished a flaming revival pamphlet, was a 
notable one. The object of this fund is 
the erection of fifty large chapels in London 
within ten years. It came into existence 
through the munificent liberality of Sir 
Francis Lycett, who a year or so ago offer­
ed to give for the object named, some 
S200.000, if English Methodists outside 
London would contribute a like sum for 
this purpose. Ilis splendid offer was 
accepted, and it was reported at the meet­
ing we are speaking of, that his challenge 
had been responded to by pledges valued 
at nearly $320,000. This grand result is 
largely due to the labours of Rev. Gervase 
Smith, Dr. Punshon’s gteat friend, who 
was appointed Secretary of the Fund, and 
of whom one ef the orators at the meeting 
referred to, thus spoke : “ There were 
many Smiths in their Israel, but only one 
Gervase—that bland manner, that insinu­
ating address, that final perseverance, aud 
that single devotion to the Metropolitan 
Chapel Building Fund. Their Secretary 
was the most undeniable beggar in Metho­
dist history since Dr. Coke.’’ The Annual 
Meeting in aid of this Fund was vigorously 
addressed by the Chairman, Mr. Wiseman, 
who is President of the British Conference ; 
Dr. Raleigh, an eminent Independent Min­
ister ; Mr. Arthur, Mr. Newman Hall, 
whose praise is in so many Churches on 
both sides the Atlantic ; Mr. Walton, a 
most able member of the British Confer­
ence ; Mr. Holms, a member of Parlia­
ment ; Mr. M-Aulay, and others. It would 
seem that the work of Methodist Church 
extension in London is going forward pros­
perously, and that Methodism was never 
before in anything like so good a financial 

j condition as now, in the great metropolis.
The grand demonstration of the series 

was the Annual Meeting of the Wesleyan 
Missionary Society, held on the morning of 
the 4th inst., in Exeter Hall, Lord Napier 
and Ettrick,Ex-Governor of Madras, in the 
Chair. As usual, much pains had been 
taken to prepare for the meeting Prelim­
inary special sermons had been preached by 
eminent men. Mr. Greeves, a fast rising 
minister of the denomination, Mr. M‘Au- 
lay, the President of the Conference and 
Mr. Spurgeon had in this way rendered 
valuable aid. The sermons delivered by 
them were all highly spoken of, but Mr. 
Spurgeon’s w as one of his very best per­
formances. He preached it on a Friday 
morning to an immense congregation in 
Great Queen Street Chapel. He was in 
one of his finest moods, and preached with a 
power and unction wonderful to witness.

His discourse was better than eloquent—it 
was good. The feeling produced under 
these sermons was well sustained at the 
succeeding Anniversary Meeting. The 
chief speakers were the Chairman, who 
convincingly testified concerning the bene­
ficial results accomplished by Missionary 
labour in India, the President of the Con­
ference, whose address was finely conceiv­
ed and well presented, Mr. Bailey a West 
Indian Missionary who related many telling 
tacts, Mr. Prest who delivered a fiery phil­
ippic on the Papal question, Mr. McKay 
of the Irish Conference who spoke with Hi 
bernian fluency aud fervour, Mr. Greeves 
who made a forcible Collection speech, Mr 
Downing, a layman from Cornwall, who 
spoke with warmth and vigour, and Mr. 
Barber from South Africa whose remarks 
embodied some touching illustrations. The 
meeting lasted five hours, and its interest 
was sustained to the close. It was wound 
up by a few observations from Messrs. Co- 
ley, Rigg, Jobson, Arthur and the Chair­
man. One of the most striking facts 
brought out during ifs continuance was that 
the income of the Society during the year 
was £136,910 12s. 3d., larger than any be­
fore. This sum was composed of Home 
receipts £115,287 3s. 4d. and of Foreign 
receipts £41,233 9s. Id., this showed an 
increase from all regular sources of revenue

The feeling prevailing among those pre­
sent at the close of the meeting was proba­
bly well expressed by Mr. Arthur, who 
sa '.d :—

“ The Lord has blessed our Society during 
the past year with temporal prosperity and tem­
poral ease; and I believe the Methodist people 
are the very people to respond to encourage­
ment. Instead of saying, there is no debt they 
shall not bave to do ro much, they will say 
The debt is gone, the way is clear ; now lor it ; 
a fresh start, and let us all be at it."

The fathers of our Conference are fast 
disappearing. Father Temple has gone to 
rejoin fathers Wilson, Strong aud Snow­
ball in the land where the worn out Chris 
tian toiler rests in peace. He was a man 
of much ability, vigorous in thought, genial 
in temperament, an able preacher, a fluent 
and forcible writer, an energetic worker, a 
faithful administrator, and a warm-hearted 
friend. His memory will be held in affec- 
ionate respect by multitudes who knew 
him well aud valued him highly.

Que hundred and fifty thousand dollars, 
too. was the price of a piece of land recent­
ly presented to the California Academy of 
Science. Four hundred thousand have 
been offered to Columbian University,
Washington, by Mr. Corcoran, the rich 
banker, on condition that the friends of that 
insli'ution will raise one hundred thousand 
more. Fifty thousand have been given to 
Illinois College, by Mr. Samuel Hitchcock, 
for the purpose of endowing a professorship 
of mathematics and one of natural science.
Lower than fifty thousand we will not at 
present go. The readers of the Wesleyan 
would do' well to remember that that is 
about the sum which the united effort of 
the Methodists of the Lower Provinces, 
have in one year succeeded in raising for 
the endowment of our institutions at Sack­
ville. Not that any one need grumble.
Fifty thousand dollars is a handsome sum, 
aud we should be thankful for it. Only, 
when one “ looks on this picture, then ou 
that,” the desire cannot be suppressed that 
there might arise among us men who should 
associate their names with (bat of Charles 
Allison. True, we have neither a Vander­
bilt or a Hopkins. But on the other hand, 
no sane person would advocate au endow­
ment of three millions nor even perhaps 
of half a million. Twenty thousand dol­
lars—no gigantic sum, surely—would en­
dow a chair in our college at Sackville. In 
these Lower Provinces, blessed as they are 
with a fair share of material prosperity, 
there must be men who could comfortably 
spare that sum from the wealth God has 
given them in trust, and of which He will 
require a strict account. And yet, withal, 
it would be money well invested. Ships may 
be lost, shops may be burnt, crops may fail, 
but educational investments will pay solid 
returns of benefit to the world aud honor 
to the doners long after their bones have 
mingled with the dust.

We want at Sackville an endowed chair of 
Natural Science ; we want books ; we want 
apparatus. There is no lack of other wants, 
but these are pressing. Every cne who 
I as at heart the cause of education should 
consider how he may help to supply our 
needs. Not to advocate at present the 
Science chair,—indeed it should need no ad 
vocacy,—it may be observed that iu every 
college there should be a permanent fund 
for the purchasing of books aud apparatus.
Such a lund actually exists iu a great many 
colleges. At the Wesleyan College, Mid­
dleton, for instance, a thousand dollars are 
aauually invested in books alone. Yale 
last year spent no less than twelve thousand 
dollars on her law library. Cornell, since 
its establishment a few years ago, has 
bought books enough to make its library the 
third collegiate library in the United States.
An annual book expenditure for our insti­
tutions of five hundred dollars should not 
surely be counted immoderate. We fer­
vently hope that we may obtain not only a 
book-fund and an apparatus fund, but an 
endowment fund for a chair of Natural 
Science.

EDUCATIONAL LIBERALITY 

THE AMERICANS.
OF

Some time ago the readers of the Wes 
leyan, had their attention directed tojthc 
liberal dealings of the Americans with in­
stitutions of learning. A few more facts 
of the same kind as already cited may 
not prove uninteresting to those who wish 
well to the cause of education, and will 
certainly be instructive to those who do not.

The most liberal of the givers whom we 
propose mentioning at present, is Mr. John 
Hopkins. He was a Quaker merchant of 
Baltimore, Maryland, aud is the richest 
man iu that not unwealthy city. His for­
tune is considered to be between six and 
seven millions of dollars. Half of this is to 
be devoted to the endowment of a univer­
sity, as a site for which he has already giv­
en a splendid estate situated near the city 
and containing lour hundred acres. Be­
sides a university, he proposes to found 
two hospitals, a training school for nurses, 
and a home for coloured orphans. Alto­
gether his gifts, it is said, will constitute 
the largest sum ever given by a private in­
dividual for charitable uses, either in the 
old world or the new. His name, surely, 
the world “ will not willingly let die. 
Net long ago, Commodore Vanderbilt gove 
hall a million of dollars to found a semina­
ry in Tennessee. He, it will be remem­
bered, ranks with Astor and Stewart as 
one of the three greatest pecuniary poten­
tates in the United States. Other rich men 
there are, “ howbeit they attain not unto 
the first three." It is to be hoped the 
Commodore will follow up the giving busi­
ness in which he has made so fine a start, 
for few, very few there are, who can put so 
much capital into it as he can. But there are 
others in New York that give, cheerful and 
graceful givers too, even if not half a mil­
lion. No longer ago than last March, for 
instance, Mr. John Anderson made to Pro­
fessor Agassiz, in the interest of science, a 
gift amounting to no less than one hundred 
and fifty thousand dollars. The Prolessor 
w ished to found a summer school of science 
for the benefit of teachers, Mr. Anderson 
hearing of this, at once gave him Peniken 
island as a site for this school, and added a 
cash gift of fifty thousand dollars. The is­
land so given has an area of one hundred 
acres, aud, as the summer residence of Mr. 
Anderson contains valuable buildings and 
improvements, which make up the value of 
the whole to at least one hundred thousand 
dollars. Mr. Anderson’s gift was equalled 
in value by the subecriptions of five men 
made last month toward paying off the iu-

pearance of snow, the opening up of river j 
navigation, and the brilliant display of 
spring goods, afford to either our energetic 
or curious celestials enough to do, aud 
something to see.

The past winter will long be remember­
ed by many bereaved families as one of an 
unusually high rajio of mortality. The 
whooping cough, measles aud croup among 
children, and cerebro-epinal meningitis, 
among youths and middle aged, have with 
numerous other agencies done their dreadful 
work iu defiance of the skill of medical 
science. While we have been providen 
tially spared from the barrowing calamities 
which have befallen some other localities 
there are very m.ny families that have 
donned the weeds of mourning.

The session of the Legislature recently 
prorogued, was characterized by much har­
mony and industry. The Government is 
very strong, and we think deservedly so, 
The firm grip it has taken of Ihe great 
questions ol popular education and immi­
gration merits the confidence and support 
ol the country. Out of the first mentioned 
situation they have no notion of being either 
terrified by opposition or bought by “ better 
terms.’

The powers that be are timid however in 
dealing with the great evil of intemperance 
We cannot tell how far they may sympa 
thize with the remarkable sentiment of 
Halifax editor :—“ that legal enactment 
for the suppression of this vice Is a degra­
dation of a lofty moral reform.” We do 
know that all liquor dealers are in perfect 
accord with such sentiments, and lavish 
their most florid, and touching enconiums 
upon “ moral suasion,” knowing as they 
do that such a method ol reform to men 
either void of moral principle, or enthralled 
by ungovernable appetite is about as iuj 
pressive as dew on the wings of a water 
fowl. It is certain however that advanc­
ing Christian civilization must in time con­
quer the greed of national exchequers, and 
all weekley truckling to the influence of 
moneyed supremacy in all the Provinces of 
our Dominion

Our Church though by no means as active 
or progressive as we desire to see it [ af­
fords iu its large Sabbath congregations, 
aud increased attendance upon aud interest 
in our week night services, much real 
encouragement. The evidences of spiritual 
life are not wanting. Seven communicants 
were added to our roll at the last commu­
nion service, and we hope for the addition 
of several more at our June sacrament. 
There are of course other sides of the ques­
tion, bat in this age success is all that is 
worthy of note. Three of our eldest and 
most beloved members have fallen asleep 
in Jesus during the past few weeks. Many 
ot our ministers will remember the names 
of Thomas Gill, Margery Johnson, and 
Eliza Spahan. These ripened shocks were 
garnered within a few days of each other.

The Conference is rapidly approaching? 
and those who havq any arrangements to 
make respecting it note the rapidity with 
which the session is drawing on. We have 
already entered upon the canvass for homes 
in good earnest, and are glad to find our 
people generally respond xviilf cheerfulness 
and many with gladness. But the certainty 
of the largest gathering of ministers ever 
known iu our history as a Conference, and 
having but one congregation available for 
their accommodation makes the task of pro­
viding, at best, anything but easy. We 
shall be glad however to see all the mem­
bers of Conference, though it is probable 
a number of the younger brethren may be 
required to cherish fellow feelings during 
Conference, however they may have neg­
lected -that matter during the year.

Educating Ministers as a Charity. 
—Nothing is more to be deprecated than 
any course of training that will tend lo 
weaken a yoirog mau’s manliness or Ins sense 
of self-dependence. He ought never to con­
sider himself a pauper, or to be treated as 
if lie were oue. He ought not to be made 
lo feel that he has any claim upon the 
Church to give him.an education, and that 
his proposed position as a religious teacher 
makes it not only proper, but the “ bouuden 
duty” of the Church to relieve him Irom 
burdens that others have to struggle under 
and endure, end to pet and encourage 
him as a person belonging to a peculiar and 
favorite class in society. Nothing should 
be done to awaken in the minds of young 
men an expectatioe that after their course 
of study, the Church is under obligation lo 
treat them with great deference and tender­
ness, and bestow upon them her highest po­
sitions, irrespective of talent or diligence. 
It may he advisable to change the basis 
of this pecuniary aid, and to make it iu 
every instance a loan instead of a gift, to 
be repaid unless an unmistakeahle provi­
dence of ÇJod, such as a failure of health, 
forbids it.

London, May 22, Ev’g.—A special despatch 

to the Times, lrom Geneva, says Father Hya- 
cimhe, in bis sermons in that city, attacks the 
confessional and celibacy ; he also urges the 
election of priests by ;be people, and the use 
of the Bible and Liturgy in tbe national lan­
guage.

A letter lrom John Bright is published to­
day, in which, referring to the adherence ol 
tbe Americans to the Republic, he says tbe ar­
guments used by monarchists in support ol tbe 
present lorm ol government in Great Britain 
may be used with equal reason in support ol 
Republicanism in America.

The Khedive of Egypt arrived in Constanti­
nople yesterday.

The Shah ot Persia reached St. Petersburg 
yesterday ; he met with a brilliant reception at 
tbe Railway Station.

The London Lancet publishes detailed state­
ment of the malady ot the Pope in which it 
says be is woise than has been officially stated.

The Paris Vays confirms tbe report that the 
Bonapartists have joined with the Monarchists.

General Vilaide has issued a proclamation at 
Barcelona, calling all males between tbe ages 
ot fourteen and sixteen years into the Republi­
can columns, and threatening the infliction ot 
heavy penalties upon all municipalities which 
thwart its operati n.

It is reported that a conspiracy to kill Pre­
sident Thiers has been discovered. The con- 
cortor of the plot is said to be a mad man.

New York, May 23, p. m.—Tbe Secretary 
ol the Navy, Robeson, will personally exam­
ine tbe survivors of the “ Polaris ” on their 
arrival, that he may decide whether a Govern­
ment vessel should be sent after tbe “ Polaris.'

Washington County, Iowa, was visited by 
a terrific whirlwind yesterday. Its path was 
about half a mile in width ; houses, barns fen­
ces, trees, cattle ' and human beings were 
caught up and whirled through the air like 
toys and then dashed to the ground, causing 
great destruction. Hail stones fell nine inches 
in diameter. Several persons were killed and 
injured, and many farm houses destroyed.

London, May 23 5. p. m.—The rate of 
discount lor three months bills in open mar­
ket is 1 per cent below the bank ot England 
rate.

Nkw Y'ork, May 24 —Fort Abraham Lin- 
coin was attacked by 106 Sioux on May 7th. 
Tbe Sioux were repulsed.

Tbe Modoc war practically ended on tbe 
22nd, when Hot Creek Bank, comprising about 
one ballot Captain Jack’s tollowers surrender­
ed unconditionally to General Davis at Far- 
chillis Pancba.

The remainder of the Indians are still re 
treating and a vigorous pursuit is kept.

It is said to be probable that the prisoners 
will be treated as murderers and be hanged.

The loss of life and property in Iowa by tor­
nado is much greater than at first reported. 
Six mote persons died since morning, and the 
lives oi many others are despaired of. A” 
enormous amount ot piojierty has been de­
stroyed, only one house being left standing in 
the town ot Lancaster.

A terrible tornado passed North ot_ Prairie

We do not exactly 
like to travel on Sunday, but we run our trains 
almost up to Sunday noon, and we begin them 
early Sunday evening. It is Tom Marabasb 
over again, only we are clipping from our 
God-given rest day and cheating our souls. 
Our wives subject the Sabbath to the same clip­
ping process. Mrs. Hardcap has very rigid 
ideas respecting the Sabbath observanse.

They cannot make their homes truly 
pleasant and happy, and tree from discord and 
jar, if they have not been taught the art ol 
housekeeping. They thereby lose the sweetest 
and purest love that belongs to a wife, the 
perfect love and whole admiration of her bus- 
band. Husbands may love and pity a poor 
housekeeper, but we want love and admiration 
— To day.

They have no conception ol the extent 
to which some untruthful word or deed ol their 
own may influence a child of evil. I once heard 
a lather, and he was a professedly Chiistian 
man, rebuking his son, who had just returned 
from a journey, for not having bought haif-prico 
tickets upon the railroad. “ But, father, was 
his answer, “ how could I do il ? I sni beyond 
the age which the railroad company sets for 
those who are to travel at half-fare." “ No 
matter," was the answer, “you should have 
bought the ball ticket and said nothing about 
your age. That would have required you to 
tell do untruth." Oh,what a shameful spectacle !

FREE CHURCHES.

Dr. J. Holland, in Serbner’s tor January, 
endeavors to solve the free church problem, 
which ia attracting the attention ot Christiana 
in all our large cities. After deprecating the 
tact that in most ol our churches the Gospel ie 
preached to the rich and not to the poor, he 
gives his ideas of changes that should be made 
and suggests a method that has already been 
tried in this city wi h a good degree ol success 
and which is further contemplated in the New 
Tabernacle which is now built. He says :

Our houses of worship must be recognized 
as bouses of God—bouses in which there are 
no exclusive rights purchaseable in anv way by 
money—houses where the rich man and the 
beggar meet on common ground to worship a 
common Lord—houses to any seat in which, 
any man, high or low, rich or poor, has equal 
right with any other man. We have tried the 
other plan long enough, and ought to be satis­
fied by this time that it is a failure, as it most 
lamentably is.

The first worship offerred to Christ on earth 
was a worship ol gifts. Gifts were recognised 
acts ol worship in the Jewish church from time 
immemorial. All that is neces»ary is to rein­
state this act ot worship so that every Chris­
tian who goes to Church shall bring with him 
his tribute ol prayer and praise this offering 
ol mooey at an act ot worship, in order to 
solve the free church problem at once. 
Churches are to be built by gilts offered in wor­
ship, by a dedication of a substance as well as 
ol self, and they are to be carried on the same. 
We believe that if the solution of the free 
church problem is anywhere, it is here. We 
are to lay aside all ideas ot the ownership of 
pews in every sense, and to bring every Sun­
day our offering of gilts according to our 
ability and our degree ol prosperity, as an act 
of worship, just as conscientiously as we bring 
our petition and our praise. We believe in the 
theory and in the plan wholly, and thus be­
lieving, we believe it to be wholly practicable. 
We have not a question that a living Christian 
church, thoroughly enlightened on this subject 
by a clergyman sympathetic with these views, 
would find the obstacle to the plan all removed, 
as well as the obstacles to its usefulness.
