The Theatre.

In this age of civilization and of Christi-
anity, bow strange does it seem that the
theatre, which even all sober pagans have
pronounced to be a school of vice, lbonM'
still continue to lead captive myriads of vo-
taries, both young andold, Let us hear and-
attend to the voice of autiquity on this sub-
jecr. Plato tells us that * plays raise the
passions and pervert_the use of them, and
are, consequently, dangerous to morality.”
Aristotle lays it down as arule that ¢ the
seeing of comedies ought tq be forbidden to
young people ; such indulgences not being
safe until age and discipline bave confirmed
them in sobriety, fortified their virtue, lPd
made them proof against temptation.” Ovid,
too, even in his most licentious poems, men-
tions the theatre as favorable to dissolute-
ness of principles and manners;”’ and after-
ward in a graver book,addressed to Augustus
he advises the suppression of this amusement
as being a grand source of corruption.

In the primitive Church, too, both the
players and those who attended the theatre
were debarred the Christian sacraments. All
the early writers* on the subject, with one
voice, attest the solemn fact. Indeed, some
of them, as well as some of the early synods
and councils, employ in reference to this
amusement, and the class of people who
conduct it, language expressive of the strong-
est abhorrence. Not only players were ex-
cluded from the privileges of the Church,
but all who intermarried with them, or in
any wise openly encouraged them ; thereby
declaring that they considered the whole in-

- stitution as pernicious, and to be avoided.

Almost all the Reformed Churches, too, have
at different times pronounced a similar con-
demnpation.

To these authorities it may be of use to
add the judgment of a few conspicuous in-
dividuals, all of whom were well qualified
to decide on the subject : individuals, not of
austere or illiberal minds, and who never
have been charged with a desire of con-
tracting, to an unreasonable degree, the
limits of public or private amusement. Thus
Archbishop Tillotson pronounces the play-
house to be * the devil’s chapel ;” a nursery
of licentiousness and vice; “ a recreation
which ought-not to be allowed among a civi-
lized, much less a Christian people.” Bishop
Collier declares his conviction tbat * nothing
had done moie to corrupt the age in which
be lived than the stage-poets and the play-
house.” Lord Chief Justice Hale informs
us that while in Oxford he was éo much
corrupted by frequenting the theatre, that
for some months he almost wholly forsook
bis studies, and found his mind filled with
many “ vain images” and « false senti-
ments,” so that he began to be alarmed for
his soul’s safety. Happily, however, on re-
turning to Liondon, this good and great mao
resolved pever to see a play again, and to
this resolution be rigidly adhered through-
out & long and useful life. Even the infidel
philosopher, Roussesu, declared l'hlt the
thestre is, in all cases, a school of vice ; and
though be bad himself written for the stage,
yet when it was proposed to establish a
theatre in Geneva he zealously wrote against
the project, and expressed his opinion that
every triend of gure morals should oppose
it. Haonan More, too, blushing for the
aberrations of her youthful . pes, i

as is well known, many of her dramatic pro-

| ductions to the flames.

In conclusion, it is related of Hervey, who
has been lately designated, by an American
writer, “ Hervey of the Tombs,” a well-
koown and eminently pious divine of Eng-
land, that being once on a journey in a stage
coach, the theatre became the topic of coh-
versation A lady in company expaliated
on the plessure attending it, observing that
she experienced much gratification in antici-
pating the performance, much in witnessing
it, and much in conversing upon it. Her-
vey listened with respectful attention, and
when she had done said : “ Madam, there is
one plessure which you have omitted to
mention.” The lady asked with eagerness
to what so staid a gentleman referred. To
which Hervey gravely replied : * I refer to
the pleasure which the remembrance of your
having attended the theatre will give yon on
adying bed.”” This seasonable rebuke made
8 deep and permanent impression ; the lady
never went again to a theatre ; and, reader,
sbe became a Christian. T. M.

Profane parents are not accustomed to re-
bake their children for swearing. Bat, O
bow painful to think of the multiudes of
children in enlightened and christianized
New England, who receive their first know-
ledge of their Maker and Preserver from
the oaths and blasphemies of their fathers
and mothers; for it is a fact that many
mothers swear. Asa little girl was reproved
in school by her teacher for using profane
languge, a few days ago she excused herself
by saying, “ Father and mother swear !’
Yes, it is true that there are fathers and
mothers who swear. And what fathers and
mothers ! What instructors of the rising
generation! What teachers of morals and
religion ! * The Lord will not hold bim
guiltless that taketh his name in vain.”
Profanity and respectability are seldom
found in company. The profane cannot ex-
pect to be respected either by others or them-
selves, and much less by their Maker. De-
bauched expressions are sure indications of
a mean, grovelling, sordid mind. They are
the fiithy, corrupt and corrupting exhalations
of a vicious heart, “ for out of the abundauce
of the heart the mouth speaketh.” He who
profanes the name of Deity, shows thereby
his contempt of Him, bis disregard to the
feelings of sensible persons, is unfit for any
decent eociety, and unworthy of trust and
confidence. It is an old proverb—* he that
will swear will lie, and be that will lie will
steal.” Profanity and scurrility are to the
mind*wbat intemperance and licentiousness
are to the body ; and a profane person in a
community is like one infected with a plague,
a poisoner and corrupter of all whom he
approaches.

“ One sickly sheep infects the flock,
" And poisons all the rest.”

Some persons are so filthy of mouth, that
even a pare word cannot escape their lipe
without being contaminated by corrupt com-
parisons. Such persons usually supply the
want of good common sense, with a want of
decency, and the want of a good reputation,
with the want of shame and a sense of pro-
priety. Their praise is a reproach—their
friendship a deep pit—their company a con-
tagious, deadly disease—their end destruc-
tion.

This infamous and common practice of
cursing and swearing upon the most trivial
occasions, and loading even common conver-
sation with oaths and blasphemies, prevails
shamefully with many, both old and young,
who are pleased to think they live in a chrie-
tian land, though they did not know what
a disgrace and burden they are to it. Nor
is this custom less ridiculous than impious,
as it is the only crime homan nature is eapa-
ble of committing, neither proposes nor se-
cures either pleasure or profit, either honor
or praise. Itis a volunteer work for Satan
to aid him in insulting the majesty of heaven.

“-Of all the nauseous ccoflicting crimes,
Which most infect and stigmatize the times ;
There's none that can with impious osths ccmpare,
Where vice and folly have an equal share.”

Common swearing argues in & an a
perpetual distrust of his own reputation for
veracity, and is a public acknowledgment to
all who hear him that be thinks himself to
be so great a liar, that his word will not be
believed without an oath. And still he labors
under this disadvantage of making all decent
persons suppose that he lies when he swears
to the truth of what he says.

Would that the conversations of all were
such that the young might find improvement
in it, instead of a pernicious example—wo-
man, modesty—the aged, respect—all men,
civility—and Jehovah, complacency !

Archbishop Leighton returning home one
day, was asked by his sister, * Have you
been hearing a sermon 7' “ ['ve met a ser-
mon,” was the answer.

street-preachers | No laws or penalties can
silence him ; no tramp of horses nor rattling
of carriages, nor rush and din of crowded
streets, can drown his voice. In heathen,
Papal and Protestant countries, in monar-
chies and free states, in town and country,
the solemn pomp of his discourses is going
on. In some countries a man is imprisoned
for dropping a tract—but what prison will
hold this awful preacher ? What chains will
bind him? He lifts his voice in the very
presence of tyrants, and laughs at their
threats. He walks unobstracted through
the midst of their guards and delivers the
messages whieh trouble their security and
embitter their pleasure. If we do not meet
his sermons, siill we canoot escape them.
He comes to our abodes, and taking the dear-
est objects of our love as his text, what ter-
rible sermons does he deliver to us! O what
weeping audiences sometimes has this silent
preacher! Yet there is a secret doctrine,
an occult meaning running through his dis-
courses which is often not apprehended.
Few “ lay it to heart.” His oft repeated
sermons still enforce the same doctrine, still
press upon us the same exhortation : * Sare-
ly every man walketh in a vain show ; sure.-
ly they are disquieted in vain. Here there
is no continuing city. Why are you laboar-
ing for that which I will presently take from
you and give to another? Take no thought
for the morrow. Prepare to meet thy God.”

Live not for Thyself

Man seeks to live for himsolf ; God made
bim to live for others. How ewells that
mother’s heart with joy when she can make
her children bappy ! What a tbrill of de-
light comes with that look of gratitude, that
tear of joy, that one of love, which are all
that the widow and the orphaa can render
to their benefactor. The cup of bappiness
is an overflowing cup. It is like a bubbling
fountain, ever pouring forth its blessings to
refresh the weary and fainting, and made
pure only by its own overflow. It is like
the quiet meadow rill, fringed all along with
flowers, yet conceaied by the very exuber-
ance of beauty and verdare itself doth
nourish.

Evangelical Movemsnts in Italy.

At a recent meeting of the Free Church
Commission of Assembly, beld in Edin-
bargh, an address on this subject was deliv-
ered by the Rev. Mr. M’Dougall, of Flor-
ence: The religious movement which had
now arisen in lialy procceded, he said, from
the bumbler classes, and was all the more
hopeful on that account ; and it was a grati-
fying fact, 1hat the revolution which bad now
taken place in that country was not stained
with the infide! excesses of the French Re-
volution. Within the last fifty years God
has been pleased to pour out his Spirit on
Central Italy, though it had been hitherto
unsafe for the Missionaries to tell about the
interesting movement going on. Fifteen
months ago, the Italian inquirers knew no-
thing about Protestant Churches; but now
the priests who presided in the Custom-
bouse in Tuscany, and kept out Bibles and
heretical books, were removed, and the peo-
ple eagerly read, not only the Bible, but
Bunyan's Pilgrim's Progress, the works of
Angell James, and M'Crie’s Reformation
in Jtaly, and kindred works, and were most
anxious to know about that Protestantism
which bad made such great countries ot Bri-
tain and America. Bible colportears were
now peregrioating from the Mediterranean
to the Adriatic, and from the Alps down.to
the very confines of the States of the Church.
Daring January and Febroary of this year,
1,500 bibles went through the London Bible

Society’s depot in Florence ; and during the

last six m>uibs, four colporteurs, supported

by the Edinburgh Bible Society, bad circu-
lated 1,200 bibles through Central India
And all these copies were sold, none given
away. Not tospeak of Pisa, Bologua, and
other cities where the Waldensians had
large congregations, and not to sspeak of
smaller re-unions and many Bible-readings
among the upper and middle classes not yet
decided, there were four large public Evan-
gelical re-unions of Italians in Florence at
this moment. Oae of these was under the
carpenter of whom the Z¥mes Correspondent
bad written so mach last winter. Another
was conducted by Padre Gavazzi of former
days, bat had imbibed the epirit of Evangel-
ical religion in this country, and while elo-
quently denouncing the Papal system as for-
merly, was also directing the attention of his
congregation to such topics as justification
by faith in the blood of Christ, the sole and
proper sacrifice for sioners. Gavazzi had
now gone to Sieily to carry on the same
work there. They bad now resolved in Cen-
tral Italy to follow out Jobn Knox’s plan of
planting a school beside every Evangelical
Chureb, and it was here that the priests of-
fered the greatest opposition. Italy at this
moment was open to the Gospel, as Rome it-
self had been daring the flight of the Pope.
A great opportanity was lost on that occa-
sion, when Rome was open to the Bible for
months without British Christians taking ad-
vantage of the opportunity. Plymouthism
did not now distract the Florence Evangeli-
cal Cnarches. There were from thirty to
forty colporteurs employed, and the work
was proceeding most hopefally, although de-
manding immediate aid, lest unforeseen po-
litical complications and coastrained com-
promises with the Papacy might restrict the
liberty of the Missionariea.

Garibaldi’s Preachers.

Oa the 5th inst., Father Gavazzi began
K;eaching in one of the public squares of
essina. His addresses bave by no means
the political fervour of those which he deliv-
ered in 1848-19, nor do they glow with the
same fiery Republicanism, but be still holds
very strong language, and hs strongly incal-
cates the necessity of forming a single and
united kingdom, under the scepire of Victor
Emmanuel. Two days afterwards there be-
gan to preach, in the cathedral church, Fa-
ther Giovanni da Castelvetrano, the same
warrior monk who ever since the battle of
Calatafimi, bas marched with the Garibal-
dian troops—and who, with dauntless valoar
fought io the foremost ranks at Calatafimi,
Palermo, and Melazzo. He issaid tobe “a
good, hoaest friar,” well calculated to address
the masses in the Sicilian dialect; whilst
mu who discourse in gooa Tuscan or
speech are almost unintelligible.
Father Giovaoni is by no means tender re-
specting the abuses of the Papacy and of the
Court of Rome. He keeps repeating, “ I
sball be glad if I only can reach e alive,
in order to tell the Pontiff that the path
which jye treads is not the path trodden by
Jesus Christ. Father Giovanni is loved and
respected by the wuole army. London
Watchman.

Evangelical Agencies in Tus-
cany.

The native converts at Florence, who bad
been subject to all manner of annoyances
from the priests and police of the Grand
Dake, are now left to the freedom of their
own will, in evidence of which it is sufficient
to mention that they bhave divided into three
separate parties—one high Plymouthian, ab.
borring all forms ; another which has adopt.
ed a constitution, and elected evangelists, el-
ders and deacons within the last few weeks ;
and a third, which is in a transition state.
Besides these, there are flourishing native
congregations in Florence, Pisa, and Leg-
horn, ministered to by oidained Missionaries
of the Waldensian Church. An attempt
was lately made by the Governor of Leg-
born and the Delegate of Poiice to put down
the Waldensian Charch in that city, and they
succeeeded in shutting it up for a mouth, and
even banishing the pastor for a week; but
when the attention of the Governor-General,
Baron Ricasoli, was called to it, be gave or-
ders that the place of worship should be in-
stantly opened, and there has been no distur-
bance since. For a time the people did not
return, but now the large hall is crowded to
the door. Since the beginning of last winter
two schools have becn opened—one male,
another female—on Protestant principles.
Depots of Bibles and religious books in lial-
ian have been opened in Florence and Leg-
horn, and there cannot be less than a dozen
colporteurs engaged in the sale of the Holy
Scriptures in Tuscany alone, supported by
the British and Foreign, the Edinburgh, and
American Bible Societies, the latter acting
through the Geneva Italian Society. An
important addition to the means of evange-
lisation at present available in Tuscany will
be made, in the removal of the Waldensian
Theological Hall from LaTour to Florence,
which will afford opportunities now wanting
to young lialians anxious to become qualified
for the Christian ministry.— Correspondent
of the Patriot.

The Turkish
Colonel, Osman Bey, guaranteed the lives
of the Christians, received them into the fort,
starved them ghere, disarmed them, and then
permitted a frightful massacre. Christians
and Emirs were pitilessly slaughtered. Oae
of the first victims was the civil chief of the
Greek community, who had in his possesion
the act of capitulation, signed by Osman
Bey. The chief of the Protestant comma-
nity bad a wonderful escape. He made his
way ioto a small back room crowded with
Christians and Emirs. When the Druses
came in to kill them he stripped off his
clothee, smeared himself with blood, and lay
upon the ground feigning death. The Dru-
ses were deceived ; three or four other Chris-
tians whom they killed fell upon him, and
the better concealed him  When night
came he got up, put on a bloody shirt and a
pair of |oose Arab trousers which had been
left on one of the slain, made a hole in the
wall, and escaped into the garden. Oa his
way to the residence of the Naifa (sister
of Said Bey, the general-in-chiefl of the
Druses,) who bad given sheltor to a number
of Christians, he found himselfl between two
burning houses, and at fifteen paces off, a
party of Druses. He did not hesitate, bat
rushed through the flames. Fortunately’
they were then of mno great extent, and he
reached the house of refuge. A few days
later he arrived at Damascus, escorted by a
Druse, to whom he paid a large sum as ran-
son

- Toleration in Russia.

A letter from Warsaw, in the Augsburg
Gazelte, says :—* The Government is sull
very severe in religious matters. Recently,
a M. Tokarski,a Roman Catholic, married
a Russian young lady of the Greek Church,
bat the priest who performed the cer.mony
forgot to make them sign a written engage-
ment to bring up their children in the ortho-
dox religion. When a child was born, M.
Tokarski had it baptized in the Roman Ca-
tholic Church. That fact was denounced to
the authorities, and in virtue of an imper-
ial ukase just issued the priest has been in-
corporated as a simple soldier in the army,
and M. Tokarkski bas been thrown into pri-
son, and there remains.”

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The Centenary of Colonial
N adism.

The quaestion of the celebration of the
centenary of Methodism in the United States
has lately engaged the attention of the Me-
thodist Episcopal Church. Some disputa-
tion haa aricen regarding the exact date
which should be selected for this commemo-
ration ; it being oo the one side asserted that
in 1760, Strawbridge and Embury arrived
in America, and that therefore this is the
true period whence to date the planting of
Methodism there; while there are others
who affirm that not until 1766 can any trace
be found of those labours which laid the foun-
dations of the largest church in the United
States. The subject was daly broached and
the question discussed at the session of the
General Conference in May last, with this
result ; that the Bishops with seven addition-
al persons were empowered to determine the
time and mode of the celebration. Their
arrangements, we believe, it was intended
should not be restricted to a celebration com-
memorative of the introduction of Metho-
dism into the United States merely, but of
its earlicst efforts in the New World. The
General Conference designed that ¢ the va-
rious branches of the great family upon this
continent,” that the Methodists of the Brit-
ish Provinces, should be included. There is
a difficulty about the contemplated union of
American Methodists in this grand celebra-
tion. 1866 will doubtless be the year selec-
ted by the Bishops of the Methodist Epis-
copal Church. The Methodists of the Low-
er Provinces are entitled to celebrate their
centenary at an earlier date. This is clear-
ly stated in a letter written and publisbed in
some of the Methodist journals by the Rev.
Dr. Abel Stevens, author of the History of
Methodism. He says :—~—

Methodism was introduced into what are
pow called the British Possessions of North
America at least one year earlier than this
date of the proposed celebration.

The following citation will show this fact :
“ The introduction of Methodism into
Newfoundland cccurred, as we have seen in
the year 1765, under the ministration of
Lawrence Coughland. He continued there
about seven years, suflering severe persecu-
tions. He was prosecuted in the highest
court of the island, but was acquitted ; abu-
sive letters were wrilten to England against
bim ; a physician was engaged to poison him,
but, converted, exposed the diabolical desigo.
Meanwhile the success of the missionary in-
creased ; he added many converts to his so-
ciety ; bus the fury of his enemies became
still more violent. They had him summon-
ed before the governor, a discerning and
resolute officer, who not only acquitted him,
but made him a justice of the peace. His
opposers were now reduced to quiet, and the
persecuted preacher pursued his labours with
increased effect His health at last failed,
and he returned to Eogland. John M’Geary
was subsequently sent by Wesley to occupy
the vacant post He found that the good
work begun by Coughland had dwindled a‘-
ter his departure, and was nearly extinct.
Some of the converts bad gooe to their eter-

nal reward, cthers had backslidden,; and only

about fifteen females remained in the society.

Ha labored in Caibonear, but with sach

elight results that he was about to abandon
the field in despair, when, in 1791, Black ar-
rived from Nova Scotia. ‘I bave been

weeping before the Lord,’ exclaimed M-
Geary to him; * | have been weeping before
the Lord over my lonely situation and the
darkness of the people, and your coming is
like life from the dead.” Black immediate-
ly began to preach in the town; an extra-

ordinary revival ensued, and the mission was
retrieved

“ Here then is an epoch for the Metho-
dism of the British Possessions in North
America one year earlier than that proposed
by the committee for their celebration. Not-
withstanding some porticn of the Methodism
of that extended country owes many obliga

ticns to our own Church, yet there would be
an obvious impropriety in its joining us in
the celebration of the epoch of Methodism
in the United States as against that of their
own country, the latter being at least a year
earlier—and especially in doing this as a cel-
ebration of the introduction of Methodism
into the New World The essential civil
unity of their country (notwithstanding its
subdiv:sions) would seem to render it histo-
rically necessary that their epoch should be
be that of Coughlan’s mission. And this mis-
sion, like Methodism in the West Indies, has
been of signal importance in the history of
Mecthodism. It will be seen in the above ci-
ted History that from Newfoundland eprung
in a marvelous way the Methodism of the
French Isles of the British Channel, and
thence also, the modern French Conferenee,
which is struggling, not without success, to
extend Methodism over Western Continen-
tal Europe.  The first settlement of regular
Wesleyan missionaries among Gilbert’s con-
verts in the West Indies, sprung also from
Newfoundland mission. The first Wesley-
ans in Africa were negroes who fled frow
the United States in the Revolation to the
province,and were afterward carried {rom the
its Methodistic pastoral care to Sierre Leone,
and there became the beginning of that great
work in Africa above cited.”

We have thought it worth while to trans-
fer this extract and to call the attention of
the Conference of Eastern British America
to the approach of a period which will mark
the revolution oi the first century of the ex-
ictence of Wesleyan Methodism in the Wes-
tern world.

Wesleyan opcrations in the camp at Alder-
shot.

Mr. Osborn suid—We hear about Wes-
| leyan troops, and about .certain individuals
who are to be denominated * Wesleyans,”
on the ground of ocur coenection witk whem
wwe are to ask the Government for certain
pecuniary assistasce. lnsensibly, and ia
course of time, if not already, we shall be-
come respowsible 0 some extent for the
moral and religious character of these men ;
aud it iz quiie cerwain that their moral and
religious cbaracter is not sueh as we can
afford 1o be responsible for. They are
objects of our benevolent endeavours. They
are poor wreiched siuners, and it is our pri-
vilege aud duty (o seek and save them, and,
if they become couverted, to take care of
them as accrediied members of our Society.
If they are not members of our Socicty, the
‘Conference should take care tbat they ere
not called Wesleyans. Qar principles and
our credit will both be seriously compro-
mised, unless something is done in the way
of invenling some other name for them.
Nobody of course is responsible for attend-
ers on public worship ; anybedy may come
into the cbap! when the doors are open ;
but when we take these attenders on our
public worship, and make them the cubject
of carelul enuineration as the basis of nego-
tiation with the Goveronment, I submit we
do incur an increased respoasibility in regard
to these persous, very much beyond what
we incur in regard to our congregations in
Lgeueral.  They are not so much better than
the bulk of our congregations as to deserve
that we shounld incar that responsibility.
They are scme of them very immoral. They
come to our preaching because they were
the sons or the grandsons of Methodists, or
brought up in a Methodist school, and un-
derstand Methodist preaching better than
the ordiary services to which they are
marched. Oa these accounts they like to
call themselves * Wesleyans,” but we can-
not endorse their preference so far as to give
them in any sense ecclesiastical connection
with us. The only coonection | am willing
to recognise, until they join the Society, is
that they form' a field for quasi-Missionary
labours, which you may cccupy under cer-
tain circumstances with great credit and
advantage. Beyood that, I entreat the
Conference not to go; and I entreat the
Conference to take some means to prevent
our being ecclesiastic:lly responsible for any
Wesleyan troops not members of tho Wes-
leyan Society.

Mr. Hall said that in addition to what Mr.
Osborn eaid, be hoped the Conference would
pause before it gave ita sanction to the in-
crease of these returns. They bad at pre-
sent a tergible amount of business in tie
District Meetings of a statistical nature.

The Ex-President—I {eel bound to beg
the indulgence of the Conference for saying
a word or two in refercnce to Mr. Osborn's
observations.

You can-
not be responsible for the conduct of any one
beyond those you are accustomed to call full
and accredited Church members Metho-
dism is po longer—bas not been for the last
century,—merely the united Societies. For
the last balf century and more, it has been
the united Churches of the people called
Methodists. I do not care one rush whether
you call the collective body ot Methodism a
¢ Society,” a ¢ Connexion,”” or a Church.”
1 think * Connexion” is the more happy
word. Bat according to the Prayer Book
definition of a Church,—(** & congregation
of faibfel men in which the pure word of

God is preached, and the Sacraments dulyl

sdministered,”)—I say, we are 8 Chaurch.
We are no longer merely a company of men
having the iorm and seeking the power of
godliness. The thing is changed. The in-
gividual Chorch became a fully developed
Charch. The union became a union of uni-
ted Churches. Each individua! Charch was
constiteted of a number of Societies. The
old idea of a Society, first restored in modern
times by Methodism, aiming again at the
mutunal edification of the members, and the
general exercise of Christian gifts, has sur~
vived our fuil development into a Church.
Blessed be God, the two have growa up to-
gether! Thege is no antagomism between
them. Your Sunday school children are in
no seanse members of your Charch. I kbold
that the children of your people, until they
bave themseives eolemnly entered into that
Church, are rot members. But I say that
the children of your people, baptized by you,
and children to whom you bave duly admin-
istered hrist’s own Sacrament, you are to
treat as imevery respect your charge, until
they arrive at the time when they are able
to choose for themselves. I hold also, that
you ought to keep to your peculiar test—the
Class-meeting. In these points | differ from
my friend the Ex-President. Bat on this
practical point—=whether or not we are to al-
low Methodist soldiers,—the children of our
people,~men who in their consciences be-
lieve they can do more towards saving their
souls by attending our places of worship than
others,—to call themselves by our name, I
do not think we can refuse that amount of

Mr. Keeling said he had listened with
very great interest «0 this discussion.

derstand one another, and strive to keep up
a right understanding. What is proposed
is, to have returns from those places where
tryops are marched to our chapels,—returns
distinguishing the number of those who are
members and those who attend worship. If
both sorts of returns are made, the distinc-
tion, which otherwise would be lost, will be
kept up. The aggregate number of members
must fluctuate ; therefore only the average
number can be inwlligible or useful.

The Secretary then read Dr. Rule’s Re-
solution. It was substaniially this :—Chair-
men of Districts are directed to inquire of
the Superintendents of the Circuits in which
troops are marched to divine service in our
chapels, the average number of non-com-
missioned officers and men in attendance ;
and the returns given are to be inserted in
the District Minates Jf there be no mili-
iary attendance in any part of the District,
a note to that effect is to be made to the
Miautes.

It was proposed to add to this, “ the num-
ber meeting in Class” afier the words * men
in attendance.”

Mr. Waddy perfectly agrecd with the
alteration.

The Resolution thus amended pas:ed un-
animously.

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The Orangemen and the Prince.

No one, as it seems to us, have such cause to
regret the present position of affairs in Upper
Canada as the Orangemen themselves. It bas
been left for them alone, of all the people of the
British Provinces, to refuse .to accede to a re:
peated request of their Princely guest, to seek
to force upon him a kind of attention and dis~
play which he bad intimated would be displeas«
ing to bim. We bave never spoken ili of
Orangeism or Orangemen. It has repeatedly
fallen to our lot to defend them wher assailed.
We do not therefore see their crror less distinct-
ly now. Of the legal right of Orangemen to be-
have as they bave done, there can be no ques-
tion. A man bas a right to say what he likes in
his own house, but if be knowingly gives offence
to the feelings of a,guest be bas invited to visit
bim, he violates all rules of courtesy and bos-
pitality. The Prince comes bere to be the guest
of the people of Canada upon their own invita~
tion. Is is not most churlish and unchristian to
thrust under his nose what be does not wish to
see, against his repeated remonstrance? For
our own part, we do not think that His Royal
Highness would bave received barm if he bad
received the attentions of thosc whose chief
boast is to uphold the Sovereignty of his family.
Nay, we believe that in some respects, if not
many, he has been badly advised during his tour.
He went to the Romish University at Q uebec—
the youngest of the three in Lower Canada, and
only second in respect of the extent and import-
{acce of the work done. There be received ad
dresses irom the heads of the College and the
Romish bierarchy within their own walls. He
neither visited nor replied to the addreeses of the
two Protestant Univerrities; he was advised not
to answer personally the address of the Synod of
Scotland. And now he refuses to see or accept
the demonstrations in bis honor of the Orangé:
men of Upper Canada. We repeat he bas been
ill-advised. In 1857 the Governor General re-
ceived the Orangemen at the Government
House : now be upbraids the Mayor of Kizgsion
because ee sees an Orange flag upon the roof of
the City Hall. The Government of which the
Duke of Nawcastle is a member have brought
in a bill to suppress displaye such as these in
Ireland—tbe Premier says such a measure is not
needed in Britain. It be bad taken the best
counsel ho would have found this tqueamishness
was not needed in Upper Canada—nay, that it
was scarcely well judged after the profouad de-
ference shown to the Roman Catholic institutions
at Quebec  Bat admitting all this—admitting
that the Governor (eneral, who bas, in so far as
we can learn, taken the matier of the Prince's
progress entirely into bis own bands, and played
the host, even to the exclusion of his cwn Minise
teis, as well as the members of Parliament, for-
cetting that they, uot be, represent the people of
Canada, who asked the Prince hither, and furnish
bim wi'h the poor hospitality which His Royal
Highness has so couiteously acknowleged—we
say, admitting all this blundering on the part of
the men surrounding the Prince, we yet see
in the act of the Orangemen a grest discourtesy
to tke Royal guest, which ought not to bave
been perpetrated. This was not the time to
stand out for extreme rights. True courtesy,
like true Chbristianity, is based upon celf-denial.
The selfish man is neitber a true Christian nor a
true gentjeman. And what will be eaid of the
loyalty of those who refuse to obey o simple a
bebest of their Prioce, as this to restrain their
zeal for dirplay ?  We do not doubt the icyalty
of Orangemen ; but what occasion bave they
not given to those who like to sneer and scoff at
them? How does their conduct equare with
their own go'den rule of conduct, ¢ slow to take
offence and cffering none ?” How with St
Paul’s declaraticn that be would not eat meat
if be thereby caused his brother to cffend. We
are quite prepared for the averment that they
atked Roman Catholics to do notbing more than
they bave shown a wiliingness to do towards

Roman Catbolics ; and that there are times when
it becomes men to forget mere courtesy in the
assertion of great princ:ples or rights. We deny,
bowever, that this is a time to balance finely
these rights—in any respect a time for a rude
protest in favor of (he Protestantism of the Pro

vince, * There 4s a time for all ibings, and we
have forescen for some time that a time for that
must almost inevitably come.

But this ig a visit

A severe thunder and bail storm passed over
Sussex Vale and Norton on Thursday atiernoon
last—hail siones of an inch in diameter were
picked up in that section of the country about
the mouth of the Mill Stream. In Sussex Vale
a building occupied by Mr. Wright aod known
as the Commercial Hotel was struck by hight-
ning-and suffered much damage In the Parish
of Norton, the _Superior Schocl House in course
of erection was struck and considerably dama-
ged, three men who were working in the
puilding at the time were prosirated, but not
geriously injured. A man by the name of lsac
Raymond was workiog in the bayfield when the
storm came on. The lightning stuck the points
of 1he bay fork in his band, sbattered the ban-
dle apd tollowed up bis arm, knocking him
down, and be rémained insensible for an bour
ortwo. He ig very much injured but is expec-
ted to recover.

TERRIBLE STEAMBOAT DisasTEr !—287
Lives Lost! ! —Cnicago, Sept. 8:—The steamar
Lady Elgin, in the Lake Superior line, which
left bere last night, was run into by the schooner
Augusta off Wuukegaan, (about 30 miles north
of Chicago,) at balf-past 2 o’clock this morning.
From 250 to 400 persons are said to have been
on board, and among them were the Yagers, the
Green Yagers and Rifles, and several fire com-
p:nm of Milwaukee, who were on a visit to this
city.
Col. Lumsden, of the New Orleans Picayune,
and family, were on board, and are supposed to
be lost.

At the time of the accident the schooner was
sailing at the rate of 11 miles an bour.
The steam tug McQueen left this morning for
the scene of the disaster.
Among the saved are Herbert Ingrabam, mem-
ber of Parliament and proprietor ot the London
Illustrated News, and bis son Herbert.
“ At the moment of the collision there were
music and dancing going on in the forward cabin.
::l:n i::t:nt l:lu the crasb all was still, and in

an hour the steamer sank. I passed throngh

the caoin ; the ladies were pale, but silent. There
was nol a cry or shriek,—no sound but the rush
of steam and the surge of the heavy sea. Whe-
ther they were fully aware of tbe danger, or
whether their appalling situation rendered them
speechless, I cannot tell.
* A boat was lowered at once with the design
of going round upon the larboard side to exa-
wine the leak. There were two oars belonging
to the boat, but just at that momeut some person
possessed himself of one of them and we were
powerless to manage the boat.—We succeeded
once in reaching the wheel but were quickly
drifted away and thrown upon the Beach at
Winetka. Only two boats were left on the
steamer. One of them contained 13 persons,
all of whom were saved.
% The other boat bad 8 persons but only 4 of
them reached the shore alive, the others being
drowned at the beach. Before I left the steamer
the engine bad ceased to work, the fires having
been extinguished.
“ In the first ward of Milwaukee, it is said
there is scarcely a house or place of business
which bas not lost some inmate or employee.
“ Nearly 100 persons arrived within 50 yards
of the beach, but were swept back by returning
waves and lost.”

To BE CoURT-MARTIALED.—Gen. Harney,
notoriously the fomenter of the difficulties at San
Juan, between the British and Americans, bas
reported himself in person to the Secretary of
War at Washington. His recall is consequent
upon the investigations ot Lieut Gen. Scott, who
ascertained that the complications and difficulties
were entirely attributable to bis turbulent dis-
position. So much does this seem to bave been
the case, that bis being court-martialed is said to
be inevitable. This General Harney bas given
bis government unneceesary trouble and concern
wherever he bas been sent; and be has been
guitly of conduct not only unbecoming an cfficer,
but bas earned for himself the title “ American
Haynau.” It will, doubtiess, be made fully
evident, that the moderation and firmness of the
British Government, combined with the forbear-
ance of the officers at San Juan, bave prevented
a collision which a Hotspur bad made imminent.

WosperFUL CAVE.—A correspondent of
the Scientific American gives an intelentinr ac-
count of a wonderfol cave at Decorah, lowa
Before entering the cave the tbemoweter indi-
cated 80 degrees. Commencing the descent,
the atmospbere began to grow cold very fast,
and the party soon began to eee the frost on
the walls, sparkiing in the light of their lamps
like millions of diamonds. Tbis ovne sight is
worth as much as all the natural exbibitions of
every day lite to every lover of_tbs beautiful.
“As we came to our firsi stopping e we began
to find ice, from a mere film up to six to_eight
inches thick. Thbis part of the cave is in the
thape of a wedge with the smali end up; it be-
ing six feet wide at the base, the sides drawing
together overhead about twenty-feet bigh—the
one side covered with ice clear as crystal, and
the other with sparkling frost. Now we bung
the thermometer on the wall and waited the re-
sult; the mercury going down gradually to 30
degrees, where it remained. We also bad}a
little water in a cup, and after leaving it on the
rock for about ten minutes, it became ski

over with ice. There is not near the usual
amount of ice in the cave that there usually is
at this season of the year, and no doubt it is
owing to the dryness of the season. The pre«
sent spring and summer, so far. bave been very
dry in Decorah, and I bave noticed the more
rain we have, the more ice forms in and around
the mouth of the cave Two years ago there
was so much ice in the first 50 or 60 feet of the
cave that we had to cut steps init with a bat-
chet to get down with safety. A great quantity
of rain fell that season.

The Paris correspondent ot the Liverpool
Times says :—

“ It is thus seen that events are advancing
apace towards their final solution. At the pre
sent moment the whole of the western portion of
the kingdom, from the Gulf of Tarento to the
Roman frontier, is lost to the Royal authority,
Garibaldi is scarcely a day’s march from the
capital, which only waits for his arrival, to pro-
nounce against the dynasty of the Bourbons.
As for the young Bourbon himself, be is still
wavering between an armed resisiance and a
quiet departure.

A despatch from Turin, dated the 2ad, states
that Garibaldi was at that date moving on Saler-
no ; and a correspondent of the Presse writes
that great preparations are being made tbere by
the Neapolitans to resist him.

In ltaly there are rumors of a convention be
tween the Piedmontese Government and the
Emperor of the French of a nature similar to
that which is believed to subsist between Austria
and Prussia. In the event of a fresh outbreak
ot hostilities, Piedmont and Lombardy would be
occupied by French troops, as a move 10
the occupation of the non-ltalian portions of the
Austrian empire by those of Prussia. Both the
belligerent states would tbus be enabled to bring
the whole of their military fo:ce upon the de-
bateable ground.

The Patrie informs its readers tbat there are
reports current of*a coaliion being formed in
Europe against France. It considers them ab.
surd, but nevertheless takes great pains to con
tradict them.

The Paris correspondent of the Herald says
that the French Government bas just purchased
ten large steam transports in the United States.

The King of Naples is to pdy an indemnity of
8.000,000 trancs for the losses suffered by the
French inhabitants during the bombardment of
Pglermo.

The tour of the Fiench Eaperor is a very tri-
umpbant one, and will, no doubt, add to his po-
pularity in the provinces visited. It appears
quite undeniable that throughout the departs
mepts of France there is no lack of enthusiasm
in favour of bis Government.

RouE, Sept. 2.—1t is stated in official quar-
ters that the E‘nnch garrison at Rome is to be in-
creased by 3,500 men, in order to betier protect
that city as well as Civita Vecchia and Viterbo,
General None bas been appointed commander
of the French division.

PoLiTicAL AND MILITARY MOVEMENTS IN
ItaLy —The Opinione of Turin states that
Garibaldi is st six days’ march from Naples.
The ltalian journals remark that as Gaeta, though
strongly fortified on the land side, is open to an
attack by sea, it is not probable that Frances II.,
will linger there, as Garibaldi will soon have a
formidable navy under his command.

General Caldini. who commands the fourth
division of the army of Upper Italy, has trans-
forred his bead-quarters to Forh, in order to be
nearer to La Cattolica, the well known strategie
cal pornt which lies within the Papal frootier.

General Lamoriciere bas concentrated 5,000
men at Macerata, and addressed an or8er of the
day to the army, announcing that on the day
of battle he would bring 50,000 men into the
field.

The ultramontane journal Le 3Mondz pub-
lishes a letter from Vienna, which states that
Lord Jobn Rassell bas addressed a coofidential
pote, advising Count Cavour to abstain from any
attack on Venetia.

The Debats says that the fall of the King of
Naples will remove all cause of difference be-
tween England and Austria. Eogland will then
proclaim that the Mincio marks the limits of ber
sympathies for the Italian cause.

NarLes.—Naples, Sept. 1.—The ministry
tendered and then withdrew its resigna'ion.
The attempt to form a new cabinet under the
presidency of Prince D'lschitella failed. The
chicfs of the national guard entered the Royal

'ace and demanded from the King the dis-
wissal of Generals D’lscbitella and Cntrofiano.
The fusion is increasing in the city. It is
said that should anarchy ensu2 a disembarkation
of Sardinian troops may be expected.

AUSTRIAN ITALY.—Verona, Sept. 4.—On
account of the rapid progress of Garibaldi’s army
in the kingdom of Naples, four batteries, sent
‘from Vienna, have been added to the great ar-
tillery depot at this place. It is asserted that the
seventh and eighth Austrian corps d arfhee bave
received orders to join, at the first summouns, the
army of Venetia.

Items for the Ladies

Lady readers, will the following bints be
gseful 7 Britannia shouid be first rubbed
genily wih a woolen cloth and sweet o,
then washed in warm suds, and rubbed
with soft leather and whiting. Thus trea-
ted, it will retain its beauy to the last.
New iron should be gradaally heated st
firet ; afier it has become inured with the
heat it is not likely to erack. It isa good
plso 0 put new earthenware imto waler,
and let it heat gradually until it boils—then
cool again. Brown earthenware particu-
larly, may be tovghened in this way. A
bandful of wheat or rye bram, thrown i
while boiling, will preserve the glazing, so
that it will not be destroyed by scid or salt.
Ciean a brsss ketile,, before using it fo1
cooking, with salt and vivegar. Tbe ofien-
er carpets are shaken, the longer they wear.
The dirt that coliecis uader them grinds
out the threads. [If you wish 1o preserve
fine teeth, always clean them thoroughly
alter you have eaten your last meal at night.
Woolen should be washed in very hot suds,
and pot rinsed, Lukewarm water shrioks
woolen goods. Never allow ashes to be ta-
ken up in wood, or put ioto wood. Al
ways have your matches aod lamp ready in
case of sudden alsrm. Have important pa-
pers all together, where you can lay your
band on them st once in case of fire. Do
pot wrap koives or forks in woolens. Wrap
them in good strong paper. Steel is inju-
red by lying it woolens. Old bread may
be made almost as good as new by dipping
the loal in cold water, then putung it in
the oven alter the bread is drawn, or in a
stove, and let it heat through. Isinglass 1s
a most delicate siarch for fine muslins.
Whean boiling common starch sprinkle in it
a little fine salt; it will prevent its etick-
ing. Some use sugar.

Keep Fruit-Trees Straight.

Trees is an open exposure often acquire
a leaning position from the prevailing winds.
T his should not be suffered beyond a cer-
1ain etage of the iree. Wheo as large as
one’s wrist they should be set up erect, and,
indeed, thrown into an angle of ten or fil-
teen degrees, in order to bring them uiti-
mately ioto a,straight position.. This e
best done by obtaining croiched limbs from
the woods, cight to twelve feet long, and
placing ihe but end, which should be shar-
pened, on tbe ground,snd the crotch end
either againsi the trunk, immediately be-
neath the braoching point, or agaiost a
large outer limb, if more convenient, secu-
ring it from chafing in the crotch by a pad-
ding of straw, or litter, and setting the tree
at once up to the desired angle of elevation.
Loosen, also, the ground on the windward
side of the root, so that it will not bind,
and the work 18 accomplished. Let this
be done when the tree begins to make its
summer growth, or soon after leafing out.
Qoe season, if the tree .is thrifty, wiil be
all that 18 required. 1f, however, it be ob-
stinate, repeat the trial another year. The
remedy is sure.—Fven iarge trees, which
bave acquired a permanent lean, may be
thrown 1nto 2n erect posiure, by loosening
the esrth at the root, and occasionally cut-
ting off an obstinate large root without i0-
jury to its growth, and thas be made sightly.
An erect tree will be longer lived and more
fruitfol than a legning ove, snd not hail so
subject to casualty as if left 1o its owa gui-
dance.

/ Currine Grarrs 1N WiNTer —Scions
may be 1aken off during the winter months
with as good a chance of sucess, 8s at 30y
other season ; and if preserved in wet moss
or sand slightly moistened, and kept in 2
cool place in the cellar till wanted, they
will remain uninjured, and may be set with
confidence as 10 the result. I bave koowo
scions cut in December and January, and
packed in this way, carried boodreds of
miles in an open vehicle, with the thermom-
eter below zero, and when set they came
forward as sigorously as scions cut the fol-
lowing spring. Whea deposited in cellars,
care ehould be taken that 1hey are not kept
either two dry or too moisi. Eiher ex-
treme, though it may not prove fatal, wiil
greatly injure the vitality of the system,
and prevent the scions from putting forib
with that degree of vigor they would other-
wise exhibit.

" VeNTiLaTioN OF StaBLes.—Prof. Mapes
remarked upon this subject, that the com-
bustion of food was similar in the animal’s
stomach as in the stove. Hence, a stable
should be kept at the right temperature as
a maiter of economy. A man renders 12
gallons of air a minute unfit for futyre use.

Double boarding is one of the best
arrangements, that is hollow sides Char-
coal dust, decomposed muck, plaster of pa-
ris, or diluted sulphuric scid, will absorb
the ammonia. In a close stable, animals
eyes suffer.

Tae Smert o New Paint.—A bundle
of old, dry hay, wet and spread about, pre-
sents a multifarious absorbing surface for
this ; especially if not oo the floor ouly,
but over pieces of furniture which aliow
circalation of sir, as chairs laid upon their
face, &c. Large vessels of water, as trays
and pans, are not uncommonly used with
good effect ; but the multiplied surfaces of
the loose hay give it a great advamtage.
It must be kep: wet, however, or at least
damp, for the oily vapor does not seem 10
be readily absorbed uuless the air is kept
moist by evsporation.

InpiaNn Ink —Take horse-beans, burn
them till 1hey are perfecily black, grind
them to a fine powder, and, with weak guw-

arabic water make it into @ paste, and form
it into long square cakes.
