William Sinclair

William Sinclair, i Ipcal carpenter and. 
wharf builder died et hie home on Wash­
ington Street, at one o’clock Saturday . 
morning from the effects of a fall Thurs­
day meming from the wharf of the Mac- 
Nichol Packing Co’s wharf at Deep Cove.
Mr. Sinclair was in charge of a hundred 
foot extension being added to the wharf 
of the factory, and was at work there in 
company with several other men, among 
whom was-W. H. MacNichoL They were .

He made no outcry, and was unconscious 
when picked up, a condition in which he 
remained in spite of the best of medical g 
attention, until his death. The beach on j 
which he fell is a ledge formation lightly 
covered with sand, and it is a remarkable 
fact that the only injury to be ascertained 
by an ordinary medical examination on 
his body was, a fracture of the shoulder. 
There was no mark of any kind on the 
head, and no bleeding. Dr. I. E. Dyas 
stated that the cause of death was pro­
bably concussion of the brain.

Mr. Sinclair has lived in this city for 
several years, coming here from St. 
Stephen. During his residence here he 
has had a reputation as an excellent 
c.tizen, and was generally liked and re­
spected. He has been employed by the 
MacNichol Co, for the past three years.
He leaves a widow, one son, Lloyd, and a 
daughter.
