note demanding full reparation for the

rights on the high seas would not bz
again violated.

Germany’s unyielding answer is re-
garded by officials as evading the
main points at issue, it was bcfore to-
day’s meeting. A decision to send a
second note, brief and emphatic, set-
ting forth the American Government’s

position cn the disputed points raised !

by Germany’s, was generally predict-
ed in executive quarters. What would
result in the event of a non-compli-
ance by Germany; whether the Uni-
ted States would, in its communica-
tion, indicate its course, or name a
time limit within which a reply would
be expected, were matters of general
speculaton in all quarters.

That the note will not be sent be-

" fore Thursday is the prevailing be-

lief, because Count Von Bernstorff,
the German ambassador, has been
granted an interview with the presi-
dent for to-morrow. Its purpose has
not been revealed, but in Austro-Ger-
man quarters he will endeavor by for-
mal discussfon to reach an un-
derstanding as to the wishes of the

| United States for transmission to his
| government at Berlin.

In view that the German cmbassa-
dor, because of his difficulties in cable
communication, is not closely inform-
ed on the attitude of his own govern-
ment, prevails in quarters close to
the White House for which reason
it is hardly thought the ambassador’s
visit will alter whatever determina-
tion is reached at the cabinet meet-
ing.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST LAND REGULATIONS.

IMHE sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, may bomestead a
quarter-section of available Dominiou land
in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap-
plicant must appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the District. Entry by proxy may be made
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but not
Sub-Agzncey), on certain conditiors.

Duties—Six months residence upon and
cultivation of the land jin each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least 80 acres, on certain conditions. .A
habitable house is required exeept where
residence is performed in the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader ia
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months residence in each of
three years after earning homestead pat-
ent; also 50 acres extra cultivation. Pre-
emption patent may be obtained as soon as
homestead patent, on certain conditions.

A settler who has exha
stead right may tak purchased home-
stead in certain districts. Price $3.00 per
acre, Duties—Must reside six months in
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and
erect a house worth $300.

The area of cultivation is subject to re-
duction in case of rough, serubby or stony
land. Live stock may be substituted for
cultivation under certain conditions.

RUSSIANS
[AKE THE
 OFFENSIVE

Great German Drive To-
ward Przemysl Believed
to Have Spent Itself.

London, June 1.—The great battls
on the San, to which the Russians
fell back after retreating over half
of Galicia, still rages, but the Rus-
sians assert that they have assumead
the offensive. This statement °s
taken in J.ondon to mean that anothzr
mighty German effort has expended
itself. Though the fate of Przemysi
is still uncertain, it is contended that
the Austro-Germans have failed of
their purpose to crush the Russians
in Galicia, and that their rush for-
ward, costing as it did, thousands of
lives, has fallen short, just as did the
repeated thrusts at Warsaw and
Cajais.

The official announcement issued
last night by the Austrian war office
makes no claim of any noteworthy
advanccs in the east, dismissing the
Przemysl region with the brief de-
claration that “the fighting con-
tinues,” and asserting that there have
been no serious engagements else-
where on the eastern front.

The Russians, on the other hand,
claim victories at many points on the
front, and state that the battle in the
Przemysl district is developing favor-
ably. On the whole San front they
successively assumed the offensive on
Sunday night, while the German of-
fensive easterly from Jaroslau has
been stopped by the Russian fire. All
hostile attacks have ben repulsed in
the trans-Dniester region, towards
Bukowina, where a resolute offensive
was assumed by the Russians on Sat-
urday night resulting in the capture
of over 7,000 prisoners and 30 quick-
firing guns. The enemy, the report
states, has begun a disorderly retreat
on this front.

It is also announced in the Petro-
grad statement that nearly 19,000
prisoners were taken by the Russians
between May 12 and May 24 in the
fighting between the Pilica and ths
upper Vistula, in Southern Poland.

The Austrian official report, issued
in Vienna vesterday says:

“On the San and to the east no
serious fighting occurred yesterday.
Fighting continues on the northern
and south-west parts of the Pere-
mysl district and on the upper Dnies-
ter. In the region of Stry the Austro-
German troops, in the course of heavy
fighting, captured several positions
and a' Russian battery. The situation
in the North-east is unchanged.”

LONDON, May 20.—Corres-

during the fortnight.

Some regiments suffered very
severely, the Indians losing 33
killed and 111 wounded; Cana-
dians, 21 killed, 25 wounded and
40 missing; Australians, 10
wounded; New Zealanders, 10
killed, 23 wounded; Yorkshire
regiment, 16 killed, 50 wounded;
London County, 14 killed, 23
wounded; Royal Field Artillery,
17 killed, 52 wounded; Lanca-
shire Regiment. 34 killed, 72
wounded; Seaforth Highlanders,
7 killed, 23 wounded; while
many others had losses of over
20.

Brigadier-General Lowry-Cole
died of wounds, while one col-
onel and ten lieutenant-colonels
were killed.

Since the beginning of the war
2,669 officers have bheen killed,
5,244 wounded, while 899 are re-
ported missing. This is a total
of 8,812,
