Vienna, Oct. 23. by way of Berlin,

assailant, shortly after his arrest.

Dr. Adler is an eccentric and super- 
Radical Socialist, sometimes known 
as the “Liebknecht of Austria.” He 
is editor of Der Kampf. At first lie 
declined to reveal his motives, but 
after being locked up he broke down 
and declared the Premier’s political 
policies had led him to do the deed.

Wounds Two Others 
Dr. Adler’s arrest was not accom­

plished without the wounding of two 
men who leaped at him after he had 
fired on Count Stuergkh. He dis­
charged the two remaining chambers 
of his revolver at these men before 
Austrian and German officers, with 
drawn sabres, overpowered him. The 
wounded men who were injured 
slightly, are Baron 
brother of the late Foreign Minister, 
and the head waiter of the Hotel 
Meissl und Schadn, in which the 
shooting occurred.

In marked development of British 
fighting efficiency and of means for 
reducing the losses of the attackers. 
In the way 61 concrete achievements 
the British have taken 30.000 pris- 

a little less titan 1,500 for 
each of the twenty-one villages cap­
tured with an average population of 
about 300 souls.
125 guns, 10 trench mortars, 
trench guns and 420 machine guns. 
They have not lost a gun.

The task ef the British was made 
^specially difficult, by the fact that 
they were confronted at the outset 
with a mest powerful line of trench 
fortifications. HG
Inge was a fo-ivess which had to be 
heseiged and stormed. The British 
have driven back the Germans on a 
front of eleyen miles, to a depth of 
four ti> eight miles and when spring 
cotnee peasants will plough and seed 
ground behind the lines which for 
two years had lain fallow under the 
storm of shells.

Throegh July, owing to the heavy 
cost of taking the first line trenches, 
the British casualties probably were 
heavier than the Germans. Through 
August, when over a large part of 
the front the Germans were out of 
their second as well as their first line 
system of defonseaand the battle be­
came one of digging and fighting 
in the open for both sides, casualties 
were atooutteven. As the British kept 

^lip the offensive tlieir exposure nec­
essarily wds- greater. Yet, from all 
information the correspondent can 
gain both from British officers of ail 
grades who have been In the fighting 
and from Orman prisoners, the Ger­
man losses were not less than 25 and

Painting. HERE ia no part of Canada 
where apple production is more 
successfully carried on than in 

the Annapolis Valley ot Nova Sco­
tia. The principal reason for this, 
apart from the taet that sell and 
climatic conditions are favourable, 
Is that practically all of the large 
commercial orchards are situated 
In a continuous and closely con­
nected chain. “The Valley” is ap­
proximately 80 miles In length, with 
an average width of 9 miles. There 
are about 40 shipping stations in 
that ares, all being on the main line 
of the Dominion Atlantic Railway 
with its terminus at Halifax. Con­
sequently the facilities for shipping 
and for export are perfect.

There is one other reason for 
the success with which fruit grow­
ing is carried on in Nova Scotia, 
and that is the systematic manner 
In which the’ fruit is marketed. Over 
one-half of the entire apple crop is 
packed and marketed co-operative­
ly. Each particular section of the 
Annapolis Valley has its own co­
operative association, and all these 
subsidiary companies are responsi­
ble to one main selling association, 
the United Fruit Companies. Ail 
ot the fruit marketed by this organ 
ization is uniformly packed in ac­
cordance with specific grading rules 
and marketed under the brand ot 
the central selling body. The de­
tails concerning the operating me­
thods of the United Fruit Compan­
ies (too lengthy to be outlined 
here) are well worth careful study. 
Their headquarters are at Berwick, 
which is the principal apple ship­
ping station.

By tar the greater portion of Nova 
Scotian apples is exported to Great 
Britain, the principal market being 
London. In the year 1911, which 
was a record season, almost 2,600-,- 
606 barrels of apples were marketed. 
At that time Nova Scotian fruit was 
introduced In the Prairie Provinces. 
There is every indication that ship­
ments to those markets will bfe in­
creased, inasmuch as the Graven- 
stein apple, for which Nova Scotia 
Is famous, matures at a time when 
apples are In great demand In the 
Canadian West. A growing trade 
is ales being developed with South 
America and South Africa; corres­
ponding geographically to the trade 
in apples between British Columbia 
and Australia.

It is rather interesting to note 
that the apple barrel used iq Nova 
Scotia contains only 96 quarts, gs 
compared with the 112 quart barrel 
of Ontario. The Canadian Govern­
ment. regulations call for a minimum 
sue of 96 quarts and Nova Scotia
