Death 
was almost instantaneous. The shooting 
took place In Mrs Lobb's bedroom. Her 
husband communicated the awful news to 
the neighbors immediately afterwards 
Mr. Lobb was venr much excited at the 
time, when at the late hour of 11 o'clock 
he rushed over to a neighbor's house and 
startled the inmates by crying: “ My Wife 
has shot herself !" There was no one else 
in the house at the time of the shooting. 
The coroner decided that an inquest was 
necessary, and after the evidence of the 
distracted husband, and an examination of 
the surroundings, the jury decided that it 
would hardly be possible for Mrs Lobb to 
have fired the fatal shot herself.

On their finding the authorities decided 
that a thorough investigation should be 
held, and in pursuance of this Mr. Lobb 
was placed under arrest and an examina­
tion of the facts is now in progress before 
the police magistrate. Mr Lobb occupied 
an important position in the colliery and 
in this city he has always been held in the 
highest esteem. He is half crazed with 
grief over the death of his young wife, and 
the proceedings of the trial place him in a 
pitiable plight. He admits that he had 
given cause of grief to his wife and blames 
himself very much for his conduct.

Mr. Lobb was » former resident of To­
ronto and before coming to Nanaimo he 
was with the C. P. R at Vancouver. The 
deceased lady, who was a Miss Elliott be­
fore her marriage three years ago, is also 
from Toronto. There are two children, 
the youngest six months old.

Ottawa, June 15.—In the House of 
Commons yesterday Sir John Thompson 
introduced hie electoral franchise Dill 
He said that the principal 
bill was that the revision of the lists would 
provide for the coming into force of the 
Redistribution Act of 1802. The new lists 
would be as laid out in that bill, although 
provision would also be made f6r the 
holding of bye-elections as the constituen­
cies were now constituted. The franchise 
would be the same as in all the provinces. 
The provincial lista would be used by th» 
revising officer as a basis for the revision. 
These officers would add names and take' 
applications of those who had been left off 
the local lists. The differences between 
the local and Dominion lists were not s6 
great as to necessitate the payment of the 
extra cost as under the new bill a revision 
could be made every year. While the 
Government thus gave np its present 
federal franchise for those of the pro­
vinces it was decided to hold control of 
the lists by placing them for revision, as 
at present, in the hands of the Dominion 
officer.

Two Hundred and Thirty-one Men Per­
ished in the Kerwln Disaster.

Vienna. Jane 18.—The number of men 
perished in the Karwin mines has 
definitely ascertained to be 231.

Daring the 104 years the Karwin mines 
have been in existence there have been 
many disastrous explosions in them, 
last was in March, 1885, when 102 
were killed. «

The mines are in two sections, and have 
an annual output of 700,000 tons. Most 
of the coal is consumed in Vienna. All the 
shafts were provided with the most mod­
ern ventilators, including double doors, 
connecting the working shafts with tin 
air shafts, and oil lamps of the Mazier 
system. The Franziska shaft is 286 
mitres deep and connects by passage with 
the Johannes shaft, which is 83d metres 
deep.

Count von Larisch, owner of the mines, 
was in the village and personally superin­
tended the work of rescue, which was car­
ried on with more zeal than discretion. 
The rescue party consisted of several fore­
men, officials and miners, of whom one 
overseer, two head miners, one official 
and ten miners were killed by ensuing ex­
plosions.

The die to be secured is taken from the 
table with the six upward, which falls from 
the box again in that position. How they 

handled and thrown is shown by the 
illustration. Of course, it requires great 
skill and care to remove the fingers so that 
the die falls on the face intended. Only 
practice makes perfect.

By this method the lowest possible throw 
with two dice will be seven. The average 
of an infinite number of fair throws is

sarily much higher.
Dice which do not bear the correct num­

ber of spots on their faces, are called “dis­
patchers. ” “Loaded” dice are of course 
loaded in one side and tend to fall with 
one side downward. “Electric dice” are 
tho very newest device.

Dispatchers are of two kinds, high and 
low. In a high dispatcher three a*ljacent 
sides of a die are marked with two, four 
and six, respectively. In fair dice the two 
opposite sides number together seven 
spots. In dispatchers, the side opposite 
six is six, opposite four is four, and oppo­
site two is two.

In a low dispatcher three adjacent sides 
are marked one, two and three. A high 
dispatcher cannot throw less than two, 
and a low more than three. If the sharp 
uses a high dispatcher and gives a low one 
to bis opponent, each using one fair die 
as well the former will average- thirty 
per cent better than the latter in hia 
throws.

Electric dice are made of celluloid. A 
cylindrical cavity is bored from the six 
sides almost to the face of the ace side. At 
the bottom of the cavity, immediately 
above the ace, is a thin disk of iron. The 
cavity is filled in with cork, and a loaded 
disk of the same weight as the iron one, 
leaving space for the insertion of a cellu­
loid ping bearing the six spots. The die 
is therefore evenly balanced and will spin 
like a fair one.

These dice must be used on a table hav­
ing an electric magnet beneath it which 
can be put in and ont of effect at the will 
of the sharp. The magnet brings the ace 
side, near.which Is the iron disk, against 
the table and turns np the six. The sharp­
er demagnetizes the magnet before lifting 
the die from the table, otherwise its efforts 
to stay th«*re would be uo^jceable.

Dr! Danger—Sonic 
Physical Conditions.
The peculiar physical conditions of the 

deep seas says Sidney J. Hickson in the 
Fauna of the Deep Sea, may bo briefly 
stated to be these ; It is absolutely dark 
so far as actual sunlight is concerned, 
the temperature is only a few degrees 
atnive freez ng point, the pressure is 
enormous, there is little or no movement 
of the water, tho bottom is composed of 
a uniform fine soft mud, and there is 

All of these physical 
appreciate except 

enormous pressure. Absolute dark 
we know, tho temperature of the deep 
s'as is not an extraordinary one, the 
absence of movement in the water and 
tlie fine soft mud are conditions that we 
can readily appreciate ; but the pressure 
is far greater than anything we can 
realize. At a depth of 2,500 fathoms 
tho pr assure is, roughly speaking, two 
and a half tons per square inch—that is 
to say, several times greater than the 
pressure exerted bv the steam upon the 
piston of our most powerful engines.
Ur, to put the matter in other words, the 
pressure per square inch upon the body 
of every animal that lives at the bottom 
of the Atlantic Ocean is about twenty- 
five times greater than the pressure that 
will drive a railway train.

A most beautiful experiment to illus­
trate the enormous force of this pressufti 
was made during the voyage ofH. M. S. 
Challenger. I give the description of it 
in the words of the late Prof. Moseley : 
"Mr. Buchanan hermetically sealed up 
at both ends a titick glass tube full of 
air, several inches in length. He wrap­
ped this sealed tube in flannel, and plac­
ed it, so wrapped up, in a wide copper 
tube, which was one of those used to. 
protect the deep sea thermometers when 
sent down with the sounding apparatus. 
This copper tube was closed oy a lid fitt­
ing loosely and with holes in it and the 
copper bottom of the tube similarly had 
holes bored through it. Tfie water thus 
had free access to the interior of the tube 
when it was lowered into the sea, and 
the tube was necessarily constructed 
with that object' in view, in order that 
in its ordinary, use the water should 
freed v reach the contained thermometer.

The Conner case containing the sealed 
glass tube was sent down to a depth of 
two thousand fathoms find drawn up 
Lgfiin. it was then found that the cop­
per wall of the case was bulged and 
bent inward opposite the place where 
the glass tube lay, just as if it had 
been crumpled inward hi being vio­
lently- aqueeaud.

The deep-sea 
fish, then, are exposed to a dan­
ger that qo other animals in this 
world are subject to—namely, that of 
tumbling upward. That such accidents 
do occasionally occur is evidenced by 
the fact that some fish, which are now 
known to be true deep sea forms, wore 
discovered dead and floating on the 
face of the ocean long before our mod 
era investigations were commenced.
