Brockville, April 18.—As election day 
draws near the fight in this constituency 
Is becoming more exciting.

Speakers of both sides are 
dispersed throughout the riding, and 
there Is not a hamlet or crossroad which 
does not nightly witness a political gath­
ering. Each party Id devoting much 
attention to canvassing, and the work of 
tracing up absent voters Is being carried 
on with unremitting industry. The out­
look for Mr. Comstock is most promising.

Analyels ef the Vote.

The vote, it must be remembered, will 
take place, not on the old Dominion lists, 
but on the provincial lists, ns used in the 
general election of March, 1898, supple­
mented In Brockville by a recent registra­
tion of manhood suffrage voters. Taking 
the vote polled in the provincial elections 
and applying it to the municipalities 
comprised In the riding for Dominion 
purposes, tho Conservatives would seem 
to have an apparent majority of 103. The 
Liberals, however, claim to have made 
a gain of 100 odd in the registration of 
manhood suffrage voters, which will wipe 
out the apparent Conservative prepoi 
anoe. Then, too, the probability is 
the Liberals are to-day stronger than ever 
In Brockville. In 1896 Brockville went 
Conservative by a majority of 129 votes. 
At the provincial election last year Mr. 
Graham, tho Local Liberal member, re­
ceived a majority of 118 votes. This de­
notes a great Improvement in tho position 
of the Liberals. The two great Conserva­
tive strongholds have usually been the 
townships of Kitloy and Elizaliethtown. 
The former contains about 440 votes, and 
tho Conservative candidate has usually 
received a majority of 160. The Conserva­
tive majority in Elizabethtown Is ordin­
arily reckoned at 100, but in June, 1896, 
Mr. James Cumming, who then contested 
the riding for the Liberals, headed the 
poll in that township.

It will be a great relief when the elec­
tion is over. Politics usually run high 
here, and just now the election occupies 
first place in people’s minds. Business Is 
consequently greatly retarded, and it will 
not return to its normal condition until 
after the polling.

On orders, Sir Charles Tupper called the 
attention of the Premier to tho statement 
made by the Chancellor of the Exchequer 
in hla budget speech that it was Intended 
to propose additional stamp duties 
foreign and colonial bonds, stocks an 
shares. This matter had come up on a 
former occasion, when Mr. Gosohen, then 
Minister of the Exchequer, made a some­
what similar proposal. The speaker (Sir 
Charles Tupper) had taken the matter up 
because he found the proposal was to tax 
the national funds from two shillings and 
sixpence per cent to ten shillings. He 
waited upon Mr. Goschen with his col­
leagues from other colonies, and made so 
strong a remonstrance that tho act was 
amended by exempting tho colonies from 
that duty. Colonial 
time were taxed as foreign securities, but 
the result of his calling the attention of 
the Imperial Govcmmmeut to the matter 
was that the law was changed so that 
the word “foreign” was no longer con­
strued to cover also colonial securities. 
All the papers in the case were in the 
possession of tho Government, and he 
advised the Prime Minister to lay them 
on the table, and also to call the atten­
tion of the high commissioner to the pro­
posed tax, so that it may be dealt with.

London, April 18.—Hyde Park Court, 
Albert Gate, one of the finest and most 
fashionable blocks of residential flats, 
overlooking the famous Rotten Row, 
caught fire at 9.80 yesterday morning. 
The building, which is 11 storeys high, 
was built by the notorious Jabez Spencer 
Balfour, the former member for Parlia­
ment, who was responsible for the col­
lapse of the Liberator Building Associa­
tion and other companies, by which 
thousands of people were ruined, and 
who is undergoing a sentence of 14 years 
penal servitude as a result of his convic­
tion on charges of fraud. *

The fire broke out In the lower part of 
the building and spread up the elevator 
shaft with great rapidity. The flames in­
volved the upper storeys before their 
occupants were aware of the danger. 
When the alarm was raised the affrighted 
servants dropped from the top windows 
to a verandah on the ninth storey. The 
defective arrangements of the London fire 
brigade were again demonstrated, as thé 
fire escapes were too short to reach the 
people in tho upper storeys, who only 
escaped with the greatest difficulty, while 
the fashionable residents of the lower 
storeys streamed out of the building 
carrying what they oould of their belong­
ings.

The flames were not under control 
until 1 o'clock, when the upper part of 
tho structure was gutted.

It Is considered lucky that the fire 
occurred in tho daylight, or otherwise It 
would have resulted in loss of life. All 
the floors were supposed to be fireproof.

Have you ever been bitten by a shark?

Hives should be located In whatever 
place they are to occupy In readiness to 
receive swarms when they come off.
