- PRESIDENT TAFT'S MESSAGE.

He Does Not Expect a Tariff War With Canada— Other Negotiations
With Great Britain and Dominion.

Washington, Dec. 7.1t was expected
that to-day’s session in both Houses of
Congress would be devoted almost ex-
clusively to the reading of the Presi-
dent’s message, which it had been known
for some days would be forwarded to-
day.

President Taft's first annual message
to Congress was read in the House of

THE MESSAGE.

Washington, D. C,, Dec. 7.—President
Taft to-day sent his first annual mes-
sage to Congress. The AntiArust and
Inter-State Commerce laws are not dealt
with at this time, the President stating
that he preferred to embody them in a
special message, and would avail himself
oi the firsi opportunity to bring these
subjects to the attention of Gongress. In
the interest of immediate economy and
because of the prospect of a deficit, the
President says ne has required a reduc-
tion in the estimates of the war depart
ment for the coming tiscai year, which
brings the total estnnates wown to an
amount forty-five millions less than the
corresponding estimates for last year,
and that he has directed the curtailment
of recommendations for naval appropria
tions so that they are thirty-eight mil-
lions less than tne corresponding esti-
mates of iast year.

The last hope of the reporters that
their freedom in gathering news in the
City Hall was not to be curtailed per-

KEven then
the engineer intimated that there was
little chance of them gettimg any news,
The inference was that they had been
forbidden to talk. Mr. Macallum denied
this, although he admitted that the
clerks might read between the lines. “If
they give out anything that they should
not -there will be trouble,” he added.

The rule, he explained, was put into
force when he first arrived on the job.
If it was never explained to the press
and no attempt made to enforee
it until certain reports appeared in the
papers, that did not meet with the ap-
proval of some of the aldermen. of
course, this may only be a co-incident.
Mr. Macallum declared to-day that some
of the clerks complained about being
amnoyed by reporters.

This is the first time an attempt has
ever been made by the powers that be

That rule was a dead letter
from tke first. The censorship proved
a failure, and it is safe to say that the
censoring of city hall news will be a
joke before the end of the week. The
ratepayers who, according to the best
information obtainable, own the City
Hall and employ the City Engineer and
other people who work there, are en-
titled to know everything that is going
on in the buildicg, and as usual the
newspapers will supply them with the
information in spite of thc 2ensorship.

Efforts to bottle up news in any of
the civic departments does not tend to
inspire confidence any more than secret
meetings of committees.

Tt is only fair to the Board of Works
secretary to explain that he in no
way responsible for the censorship.

RUSH OF MAIL.

| Postmaster Adam Brown Has
Things In Good Shape For It.

Postmaster Adam Brown and the sup-

‘ erintendents of the various departments
| at the post-office are making prepara-
tions for the handling of an extra large
amount of business during the holiday
season. No time is being lost in com-
pleting the arrangements as the usual
December rush is about due to begin.
Christmas is no holiday for these civie
servants—it is their  busy season. On
December 20 the extra h«-‘lp. always se-
cured at this time of the vear, will be
o‘ngagod. It is the intention to engage
eieven men this year, who, with the
fort-nine regular carriers, and the large
number of clerks inside, are expected
to fill all requirements. These men will
be retained until December 31st. Some
extra teams will also help in the work.
There will be two extra clerks in the
| vestibuie of the post-office, who will
have charge of the weighing, and it
is the wish of the postal authorities that
the senders of parcels will have them
weighed by these clerks so as to pre-
vent delay in the purchasing of stamps.

The fact that mail is posted at dif-
ferent times to different places, lightens
the work of sending, but with the
receiving it is different. Everyone wish-
es their parcels to arrive on December
24th, if possible. And so into the office
comes mail from British Columbia, from
India, from the British Isles, from
China, and from near-by stations in On-
tario at the same time. This makes the
rush in the post office as all this mail
has to be sorted and delivered in a few
hours.

Already Christmas mail has been sent
to China and other far-off countries, and
those wishing to remember their friends
in the Old Country have until Thursday,
Decemtber 9 in which to send parcels.

He approved of technical
education because it would contribute to
tahe development of the country aund to
the improved health and protection of
the citizens. No country was suffering
more for lack of facilities for industrial
training than Canada. This country had
the largest percentage of accidents in
operating mines, and he believed this was
in a large measure due to the want of
technical knowledge. He was convinced
that the Dominion Government alone
could control a system of technicul edu.
cation which, to be effective, must reahe
every part of the country.

A NOVA SCOTIAN’S VIEWS.

Mr. Sinclair (Guysbaro’) spoke of the
valuable work which had been dine in
Nova Scotia in the direction of technical
training.

Mr. Clande A. Macdonell believed that
an effective system of technical eduea
tion would relieve the situation ereated
by the scarcity of skilled labor.

In the Nova Scotia mines during
the past ten years there were 264 fatali-
ties, or 2.64 per thousand of employees;

The
only two things that could meet the
coming industrial competition from the
Orient were: (1) Thé spread of the civi-
lization of Europe and America to China
and Japan, with the consequent short-
ening of the hours of labor there, and
the betterment of the conditions of
the women and children, and (2) the ex-
ploitation of Canada’s great natural re-
sources by the industrial efficiency of
trained workers.

Mr. King deplored the present lack
of a sufficient number of technical
schools in Canada. Industries in Canada
were suffering from this lack, and from
the lack of a system of apprenticeship
and of education, giving to the work-
ers an intelligent understanding of the
process of manufacture. There rested
with Parliament also an imperative eth-
ical obligation to give to the children
of the workingman an equal opportunity
with the children of the rich for at least
a sound foundation of education.

“The question of conflic ing
and Provincial jurisdiction in the
matter of education must,” he said,
“be carefully considered. More than
a negative attitude on the part of the
Provinces was required. There should
be an earnestly expressed desire for
co-operation on the part of the Do-
inion Government If this Parlia-
ment were to attempt to legislate on
matters affecting education 1 think
this Parliament would be going be-
vond the powers given by the British
North America Act.” As to whether
the right of Provinces to make laws
affecting education meant the right to
exclude the Dominion from gathering
information he was not quite sure, but in
view of the importance of the subject
he thought the mover of the resolution
should allow the Government a further
opportunity of considering the question
from that point of view, and not press
his resolution. Assuming they got over
the difficulty of jurisdiction, there was
still the question of whether it would
be advisable or expedient to take the
step proposed so long as there was any
likelihood of that step being misunder-
stood. Accerdingly he moved the ad-
journment of the debate.

MR. BORDEN'S VIKWS

Mr. Borden expressed
the Minister of Labor should have
reached an impotent  conclusion
to a speech in which he had empha
sizer the importance of technical edu
cation.

Cristabel l’nkhu}st on the Church-
ill Horse Whipping.

Te Issue Instructions to Premier
Asquith.

London, Dec. 6.—Presiding to-day at
by
the Women's Social and Political Union,
Winchester House, the Earl of Lyt-
ton said he could no longer associate
himself with the policy which was be-
ing pursued by the society. It was, he
said, a policy of violence, which involv-
ed injury to some persons and the pro-
perty of others. He protested against the
indiscriminate and irresponsible acts of
personal violence which are being car-
ried out by Suffragettes in cold blood.

Miss Cristabel Pankhurst, daughter
of Mrs Emmeline Pankhurst, replied
to Lord Lytton and defended the
tactics of the militant Suffragettes.
She said it was only when  women’s
methods of argument had been taken
from them by their exclusion from
meetings that they began to  adopt
men’s methods. They had been forced
to take stronger methods and driven
to violence, which they deplored. But,
she claimed, not one act of unnecessary
violence or wanton cruelty had been
done by the union.

Referring to the chastising of Wins-
ton Churchill with a dog whip on the
platform at Bristol, Miss Pankhurst said
he had received a symbolic thrashing,
adding that he richly deserved what he
got. The women, she said, had couraga-
ously given a lesson to all tyrants who
thought they could deny their fellow-
creatures their rights.

Miss Pankhurst created much laughter
when she concluded by stating that they
would hold a meeting at Albert Hall
next Thursday ““in order to issue our in-
structions to Premier Asquith.”

Lord Rothschild, Liberal-Unionist,
speaking at Tring, in Hertfordshire,
to-night, deciared himself a convert
to tariff reform.

Seven Simpson Co. Toro;llo Em- |
ployees Under Arrest.

Alleged to Have Stolen Goods
Valued at Thousands of Dollars.

conducted under the direction of county |
representatives at the annual meeting |
of the Experimental Union. The presi-:
dent urged that the co-operative idea |
should be still further developed among
the farmers. “Co-operation,” he said,
“among farmers may in some cases be
hard on the middlemen, but no farmer
will begrudge him a farm in any part
of the country where he can become a
producer himself. We as farmers also
do not stop to think that if we were
to band ourselves together we might
have four times as many farmers in our
Government Houses as we have at the
present time, and surely that would
mean the advancement of agriculture.
With the advent of rural free mail d
livery, the electric road, the telephone,
and in many sections of natural gas for
fuel, the farmer certainly has a good
many of the advantages enjoyed by his
city friends without paying so dearly for
them.”

The value of the short judging courses
held during the year was emphasized
by Mr. I. F. Metcalf, Collingwood, one
of the agricultural doctors referred to
by the president. Mr. Metcalf has been
carrying out the work in Simcoe Coun-
ty, and he urged the expansion of the
scheme.

Following up the same line, Prof. G. C.
Creelman, principal of the Agricultural
College, pointed out not only some prac
tical results which had
but the possibilities in regard to the
future. In the past few years three
trained men had been placed at the ser
vice of farmers to give expert advice on
the subject of under-draining. As a re
sult of their labors 34,000 acres of land
Lad been dra ned, and an increased cash
value of $750,000 created for an expen
diture of £2,000. The estimated crop
value of $100,000,000 might be obtained.
College authorities were asking the Gov
ernment that twelve men should be put
on this work.

GRAIN GROWING.

“The Ontario grain crop is  worlh
$100,000,000 a year,” said Prof. C. A.|
Zavitz in his report on the results of
co-operative experiments. In spite of
the lateness of the season, yields in On
tario had been normal, and never since
1886 had a larger number of satisfac
tory reports been received. As a result
of the experiments in regard to oats
they found the Siberian at the head of
the list, with 41 bushels an acre. The
seed had originally been brought from
Russia by the college, and it is now the
most largely grown variety in Ontario.

CO-OPERATIVE FORESTRY.

For over an hour last night, an audi-
ence that filled Centenary Church school.
- room listened with rapt attention to an
exposition of a subject that was charged
to the hilt with philosophy that appaur-
ed practicable. Dr. Andrew McConnell,
of Chicago, lectured on “Human Blectri-
¢ity, the Scientific Basis of Health.”

Rev. Dr. Tovell was chairman,-and in-
troduced the speaker.

When Dr. McConnell rose, he called on
Rev. T, Glover, of Toronto, to speak fiist,
by way of further introduction.

Mr. Glover testified to the wonderful
cures effected by the acceptance of Dr.
McConnell’s pricniples, and said he (Mr.
Glover) had been cured of chronic in-
somnia and sciatica, by the carrying out
of Dr. McConnedl's advice.

Unquestionably the subject is a great
one. The science of electricity as the
basis of human life, is engrossing the at-
tention of eminent scientists and medical
men the world over.

The first prayer of mankind wass, and
is, for health: the second, for happinesas,
which, he said, was generally conceded
to be the smile of the other fellow. It
is our duty to understand how the pre-
serve health and produce happiness, and
not rely on scientists or the
others.

The list of uric diseases were touched
on, and when a cure is effected fpr them
it, will be a great boon to humanity.

Curing by rendering the blood alkali
when it is acid is the desirable thing
to be attained in effecting many cures,
and that is possible consequent upon the
stomach contents always being moist.

In conclusion, the lecturer explained
how electricity was generated in many
parts of the body, and invited questions
which he answered satisfactorily.

The lectures will be continued every
night this week in Centenary school
room, when the practicability of the
theory will be thoroughly explained.

There is nd doubt that the doctor
will have large gatherings every night,
for the man with an individual applic-
able means of insuring good health is
sure of the crowds following him.

Before any who may be inclined to be
skeptic voice their doubts as to the
efficacy of the cure. they should go and
hear the doctor and see things with
their own eyes and hear with their own
ears.

This one thing Dr. McConnell is as-
sured of in this city. that he has en-
grossed the serious attention to the sub-
. ject of many of the most scholarly men

and women in the city, for in the audi-
