International Paper Company 
has protested against the ratifica­
tion of the reciprocity agreement 
with Canada in a memorial ad­
dressed to the congress saying, in 
part, as follows :

If the proposal reparding paper 
and pulp in the McCall bill, cover­
ing the trade agreement are enact­
ed into.law, without question, it will, 
paralyze the paper industry and 
eventually result in the almost com 
pleto annihilation in this country 
of the manufacture of paper made 
of pulp wood. Here and there 
may be a mill with exceptional 
advantages. . . but there is no
doubt that, in the main, the indus­
try will go over into Canada, and 
that a very large uum her of 
skilled laborers will have to leave 
this country to find employment.

We regard that so-called “trade” 
as being a very costly one for the 
United States, in so far as it re­
lates to our industry. It is pro­
posed to let in free paper and 
pulp in exU. .... -c for the privilege 
of getting . Ua. xdian wood, but 
when our mills have gone out of 
existence in this country, and no 
longer require Canadian wood, 
Canada will have the industry 
and we will have nothing.

With a moderate duty on paper, 
the industry, as it exists today, 
can perfectly well be preserved in 
this country, and it is, in our 
opinion, a blunder to open our 
markets to Canadian competition 
for the sake of getting the-te re­
strictions on wood removed. No 
doubt, in any event, much of the 
future growth will be in Canada, 
but that is no reason why the 
existing industry should be blotted

The Door Wide Open.
From The Canadian Century. Feb. 18.

If the reciprocity compact merely 
( j.vnecl the door ut the Canadian food 
market to American farmers it wemd 
be very injurious to thousands of Ca­
nadian farmers. It costs no more to 
transport American farm products to 
Canadian towns and cities than it 
does to transport Canadian faun pro­
ducts to cities of the United States, 
and the American farmers have the 
advantage of an earlier season. 
Moreover there are at. least ten times 
as many farmers in the United States 
as there are in Canada, and so ten 
American farmers will get entrance 
to the markets of Cenada for one Ca­
nadian farmer who gets entrance 
to the markets of the ITuf^rh-i^tates. 
That the American farmers will wqjte 

i advantage of the open door there can 
be no doubt. Even with a tar ill wall 
against them they have succeeded in 
selling immense (plant ities of farm 
products in Canada, more than Cana­
dian farmers have been able to sell in 
the United States. With reciprocity 
in farm products the ten American 
farmers will crowd the one Canadian 
farmer pretty close in his own market.

But this is not all that the Canadian 
farmer has to face under the reciproc­
ity compact. Owing to favoured na­
tion treaties, any tariff advantages 
granted by Canada to the United 
States must also apply to the follow- 
ing countries: Argentine Republic, 
Austria- Hungary, Bolivia, Columbia, 
Denmark, Japan, Norway, Russia, 
Spain, Sweden, Switzerland, Vene­
zuela.

Then it is provided “that the ad­
vantages granted to the United States 
shall extend to the United King­
dom and the several British colonies.” 
This will bring about free entrance of 
farm products from those great food , 
exporting colonies, Australia and j 
New Zealand,

In fact Canadian farmers will have 
to compete in their own home market 
with farm products from all the great 
food producing countries ot the world.

Adding to the Uncertainty
There is always some uncertainty 

about farming. The farmer never 
knows when lie puts seed in tin1 
ground what the weather conditions 
will he. There limy be frost or hail or 
drought or too much rain.

Added to all those uiieerltnulies due 
to Nature’s variations there is tin* un 
certainty regarding the in ices which 
will prevail when the crop is harvest­
ed. How many acres should he de­
voted to one crop and how many to 
anothei depends upon a guess as to 
what demand there will he lor the 
different agricultural products at I In­
time of harvesting and what prices 
will prevail. What Is true of .farm 
crops is also true of live stock. It is 
comparatively easy for the farmer to 
study t he conditions of the home mar-

kvt, but when he has to compete with 
the farmers of the world at large it is 
much more difficult 16determine what 
the future will be.

It is now proposed to add to tin- un­
certainty of Canadian farming. Im­
ported faim products irom the United 
States, the Argentine Republic, Den­
mark, Norway, Sweden, Russia, Aus­
tralia, New Zealand and a number of 
other countries coming into Canada 
without payment, of any duties will to 
a considerable extent displace Canad­
ian farm products in the home market 
as a result of the reciprocity compact.

To make up for losses in the home 
market the Canadian farmer will have 
to very greatly increase his exports 
to the United States. In sowing seed, 
in raising slot k, in growing vegetables 
and fruit he will always have to ( in­
sider what is most likelv to satisfy 
American demands. And after he 
bus made his arrangements, while his 
crops are still ungarnered and the 
live stock, which he is raising special 
ly to suit the American market, is 
half grown, the United States Con­
gress may suddenly decide to shut out 
Canadian farm products of all kinds. 
Remember the Reciprocity Compact 
is not a treaty. It may be ended at 
will by the United States Congress or 
the Canadian Parliament. It b well 
that we are not tied down to a peima­
rient arrangement. Even the Free 
Trade Farmers’ Convention in Ottawa 
on December 15 and 10, 1010, recom­
mended that a permanent treaty 
should not be made, lmt that any un 
derslanding arrived at should be put 
into effect by concurrent legislation 
All classes of the community were of 
the same opinion in tins regard, and 
the Government could not have de­
fied the unanimous sentiment of the 
community. So when we point out 
that either the United States Con­
gress or the Canadian Parliament is 
at liberty to end the agreement at 
short notice we are not blaming the 
Government for this. We believe 
that Canadians in general, including 
both farmers and city people,- will 
find the arrangement >ounsatisfactory 
that they will be thankful Parliament 
has the power to terminate it. hut if 
this forecast should prove wrong 
there will always overhang tin- cloud 
of uncertainty regarding the attitude 
of the United States Congress.

There will always he strong influen­
ces at work in the United .States that 
may cause Congress to alter the tar­
iff. American farmers may be dissat­
isfied or American manufacturers 
may think they are not getting 
enough out of the agreement and de­
mand better terms. Mr. Taft has 
made no secret of his expectation 
that the United States is to get great­
er concessions later on. If the United 
States Congress endorses the tom- 
pact it will be because of this expecta­
tion. Under such conditions with 
what feelings of uncertainty will the 
Canadian farmer plan his work for a 
year ahead!

St. John, Feb. 25.—A delegation 
from the executive of the N1 B. For­
est, Fish and Game Association 
waited on Premier Haz**u this 
morning and consulted with him 
regarding the proposed reorganization 
of the association.

FOR IMPERIAL
CONFERENCE.

Canada Has No Special Proposals, 
But others Have Much to 

Discuss

London government has issued 
the correspondence with overseas 
dominions setting out the subjects 
tor discussion at the Imperial 
Conference.

New Zealand suggests an im­
perial council with representatives 
from all parts of the empire, a 
secretary of imperial affairs in­
stead of colonial secretary, sepa­
rate departments for the domin­
ions and crown colonies, high 
commissioners raised to the status 
of ambassadors.

South Africa proposes self- 
governing dominions, matters to be 
placed directly under the premier.

Australia raises the question of 
the declaration of London, regret­
ting that the colonies were not 
consulted, opposing the provisions 
affecting food supply and destruc­
tion of neutral vessels.

Mr. Harcourt, colonial secretary, 
hopes the conference will meet 
fifteen times between May 22 and 
the coronation on June 22nd.

The all-red route and state 
cable with a line across Canada 
are also subjects for discussion.

Newfoundland proposes a line I 
of steamers subsidized by Cleat I 
Britain, Canada and Newfound -1 
land to link up the three.

Another topic is an imperial ! 
court of appeal, New Zealand 
and Australia suggesting oversea< 
representation in it.

ASSAULT CASE.

The.adjourned case of the King 
vs. Patrick Carroll for assault case 
came up before Police Magistrate 
MaltIy today. A number of wit­
nesses were examined but very 
little material evidence was added 
to that giv n at the previous 
hearing. Today’s evidence be­
ing directed principally to Carroll’s 
movements on the night of the 
assault. Two witnesses believed 
to be important did not put in an 
appearance, one having disobeyed 
the subpoena and the other the 
officer was unable to locate. The 
hearing was further adjourned for 
one week to enable the crown to 
com pell the attendance of these 
witnesses. Mr. T. VV. Boiler repre­
sented the crown and Moars. R A. 
Law lor, K. C, and Robt Murray, 
K. C , represented the prisoner.

The cabinet raises the British 
Indian issue, labor exchange, uni­
form design for stamps, expulsion 
of undersiruble aliens.

Canada has no special proposals, 
but would welcome suggestions as 
to uniform naturalization law.

The Chronicle, commenting on 
the absence of Canadian proposals 
for the conference programme, 
says Canada is well pleased with 
the empire as it finds it.

The Times says there, are good 
reasons for this cautious attitude. 
Canada is extremely busy with 
her own affairs. The country is 
levoloping more rapidly than the 
most sanguine dared to hope a few 
years ago.

CIVIC TAXATION.
A great change is noticeable in 

the attitude of the public towards 
taxation problems the last few 
years. The theory of Henry 
George, that land only (not im­
provements) should he taxed, is 
rapidly growing in lavor. Had 
he lived to see this day, his great 
soul would be delighted at the 
firm bold bis ideas are taking 
upon the minds of those who are 
tired of the old system of taxation 
but cannot, as yet, bring them 
selves to support the more revolu­
tionary; idea of the co-operative 
commonwealth advocated -by the 
millions, chiefly workingmen, who 
follow the teachings of Kail Marx 
Vancouver now collects taxes from 
land values only, and many other 
western towns are following,, or 
preparing to follow, her example 
and the idea also permeates the 
East. Campbellton, N. B., is now 
applying for legislation to enable 
her, “To exempt improvements, 
including buildings, adornments, 
etc., from taxation.” The princi­
ple is u good one. Increased taxes 
on land, especially on land kept 
idle for speculative pur poses, with 
lower rates on improvements, has 
been an issue in Newcastle civic 
polities for the last three years 
and should wirt at the next .town 
election.

RECIPROCITY.
For those of our readers who 

wish to hear the best arguments 
that can be advanced against the 
Reciprocity agreement, we in thi; 
issue begin the reproduction of a 
series of articles from the “Cana 
dian Century';” in which the anti- 
reciprocity case is put as strong­
ly as possible.

To us, however, Reciprocity is 
not by any means as black looking 
as some would have us believe. If 
it should prove injurious to our 
trade, it can be rescinded at the 
instance of either contracting 
party. In 1866 the then recipro­
city agreement, that had been in 
force twelve years, was abrogated 
by the United States, whose peo­
ple evidently thought Canada had 
by far the best of the bargain. 
If the Americans should again 
abrogate it for similar reasons 
Canada would have no cause to 
complain.

It is idle to claim that recipro­
city will bring about annexation. 
After 1854, when the former 
treaty took eflect, the annexation 
agitation begun in Montreal in 
1849 fell flat. The people of 
Canada economically prosperous 
forgot all about wishing to change 
their allegiance. So it will likely 
be now. Lack of reciprocity 
might so breed financial string­
ency as to make men try to gain 
American markets by the annexa­
tion route, but what would people 
g*in by annexation who already 
had all the trade privileges de­
sirable ?

An excellent featuie of the pro­
posed pact is the admission of the 
British colonies and several other

Every 
year these people arc in Canada 
under a trade system of tin 
breadth and justice of the Recipro 
chy proposed, they will become 
more contented with their now 
surroundings and less likely to 
cause any trouble.

If Canada ever joins the United 
States it will be of her own free 
will and accord—not because of 
any force or threat. The United 
States, realizing this, has decided 
to become friendly. If this friend 
ship should lead to a union cf Un- 
English speaking world, so mucl 
tile better. Let us unite tile 
Empire first, and then admit th 
United States into the family as 
soon as she desires to return to
her old home.

FIVE CHILDREN LEFT.
MOTHER DIED OF CONSUMPTION 

AND ONE LITTLE GIRL IS NOW 
AT GRAVENHURST.

A short time ago a woman in the ad­
vanced stages of tuberculosis died in her 
own home. By her death five little ones were 
left without the care of their mother. There 
Wits money enough in the family to make 
some provision for the care of the children, 
but it was almost impossible to secure any­
one who would render this service, so afraid 
arc many jieople of this dread disease. A 
visitor to the nome says that time and time 
again she had found the baby sleeping in 
her sick mother’s bed, and near 6y food 
was stored from trnich the children par­
took.* A sequel is revealed in the fact that 
to-day one of these five children is a 
initient in Gravenhurst, and the baby is in 
the children’s ward at the Toronto Free 
Hospital for Consumptives.

It is for the care of such sufferers as these 
that the Muskoka Free Hospital for Con­
sumptives has been built. The tax on the 
accommodation is heavy, and the Trustees 
have only been able to make the large ex­
tensions of the present year by borrowing 
heavily from the bank. An appeal is now 
made for funds to help on this work and 
provide a place where children, such as are 
reterred to here, may find a home with good 
possibilities of cure.
