Sheep scab, as is well known, is pro­
duced by the work of a small mite in the 
skin. These mites differ from lice in 
many characteristics of structure and 
habits. They are much more difficult to 
kill as is illustrated by the feet^that two 
specimens placed in strong alcohol con­
tinued to exhibit signs of life for nine and 
fourteen minutes respectively. Under 
such conditions lice would live but a few 
seconds.

At the experiment station of South Da­
kota to test the effectiveness of kerosene 
emulsion as a remedy for this disease. 
The emulsion was prepared, care being 
taken that no free kerosene remained. 
Seven sheep were dipped during the pro­
gress of the experiment. These were af­
fected by the scab in all degrees, some but 
very little and others so badly as to be al­
most entirely naked trom its effects, and 
barely able to walk. They also varied 
greatly as to the amount of wool they 
carried. Although the weather was rainy 
and the sheep dried off very_ slowly, there 
was no inj ury to skin or wool shown in 
the slightest. On the contrary both seem­
ed to be improved. The dip was used 
about blood-warm, and it penetrated the 
scab to a very surprising degree. Except 
in the very worst cases, it seemed unneces­
sary to scrub the scabs with a brush (as is 
recommended with other dips) because 
they were perfectly saturated in an instant 
without it. The yellow deposit which 
clings to scabby wool close to the skin was 
almost wholly dissolved and washed ont. 
On making a tolerable close examination 
of the sheep 24 hours later, using a hand 
lens, no live mites were found, and but 
very few dead ones, even in situations 
where they were known to be living and 
abundant before dipping. Two days after 
dipping a sheep was selected which we 
had examined several times previously 
and knew to have been badly invested ; 
this sheep was laid on a table in a good 
light and tied down, the scabby places 
were clipped bare and a careful examina­
tion of over an hour’s duration was made, 
with the same hand lens used all through 
the work. The result was that only one 
single live mite was found and quite a 
large number of dead ones.

It is a singular fact that the whole num­
ber found was not more than one-tenth of 
what were alive on the same area two 
days before. Perhaps part were washed 
out in dipping, but the matter is not well 
explained at present. It was the opinion 
of several sheep-men who saw the wool 
after dipping that the cleansing properties 
of the emulsion would make it a very val­
uable dip, even where sheep were free 
from parasites. The wool came out clean 
and soft.

POTATO TOPS AND CROPS.
A farmer friend recently remarked : “ I 

can always tell by the looks of the tope of 
potatoes, even if I only see them from the 
road as I pass by what the crop is going 
to be.” This is true, as every potato grow­
er knows. The remark, however, suggest­
ed to us that of late years both top and 
crop of potatoes seemed subject to more 
diseases and mishaps than old-time pota­
to-growers were subjected to. It is nearly 
50 years since the potato rot began. It 
was probably the result of a long continu­
ance of degeneration, aggravated at least 
by a peculiarly unfavourable season. But 
ever since the first advent of the rot the 
potato crop has been regarded as some­
what risky.

The potato beetle has often destroyed 
the crop by destroying the leaf. No mat­
ter whether the potatoes might be half or 
full grown, when the leaf went the matur­
ity of the tubers advanced no farther. 
The potato larva only injures the leaf by 
eating. Up to the edge of their bite it 
keeps green and healthy. But the tubers 
being more or less immature turn black 
on the inside, and are generally less nutri­
tious than those which have fully ripened. 
The same result appears from the blight 
on the leaf by disease with still greater 
liability to disease of the tuber.

Poisoning the potato beetle with Paris 
green is a frequent cause of injury to the 
leaves. If the poison* is made stronger 
than needed it bums the leaves and the 
potato larvas are less likely to be killed, 
as they will not eat it so freely. The 
potato bag likes the taste of the green 
potato leaf. If so much posion is put on 
it that he does not recognize this taste, he 
will refuse to eat it any more than he 
would corn or turnip leaves. We think, 
too, that no matter how weak the mixture 
with Paris green is made, it should not 
be put on in water, at least while the sun 
is shining brightly. The globules help to 
concentrate the rays of sunlight so as to 
bum what is under them. A burned or 
otherwise injured potato leaf offers a good 
opportunity for the dread blight and rot 
to fix themselves on it and thus destroy 
the crop.

DIGGING POTATOES EARLY.
Many potatoes are lost every year by 

leaving them in the ground where they 
grow until the middle of Autumn, or un­
til the soil is converted into mud by the 
Autumn rains, and not infrequently till a 
large portion'of them are ruined by rott­
ing. When dug they come out of the 
ground covered with mud, and in a con­
dition to favor the increase of rot in win­
ter. Instead of pursuing this mistaken 
course, dig them as soon as the tops cease 
growing and the leaves begin to wither. 
Place them in the coolest outhouse, where 
there is enough ventilation to prevent the 
accumulation of bad air, but not to ex­
pose them to the wind or much Jight.

During the latter part of September the 
soil will be dry enough to separate freely 
from them, and to leave a bright, clean 
exterior, and with the requisite mentioned 
there will be little tendency to rot. These 
remarks apply specially to early potatoes, 
which it will do no good to leave in the 
ground after they have done growing. 
There are now crops of early potatoes all 
through the country lying in the ground 
without any possible change, except be­
coming more and more liable to be affect­
ed by the rot. Properly housed they will 
keep better, or if such a place cannot be 
procured put them in heaps in a cool 
place, and cover them well with straw, 
leaving small openings as far as may be 
required for sufficient ventilation.

PLUMPING OYSTERS.

STOCK LICE REMEDY,
Here is a remedy likely to be generally 

adopted as soon as its merits and the best 
methods of preparation and application 
are known. It may be prepared according 
to the following formula : In two quarts 
of boiling water dissolve one-fourth pound 
of good hard soap, remove from the fire, 
immediately add one pint of kerosene and 
agitate the mixture violently by running 
it through a spraying pump with a small 
nozzle back into the original vessel. In 
three to five minutes the liquid becomes 
creamy, and if perfectly made no free kero­
sene will rise to the surface when it is al­
lowed to stand a few minutes. This free 
kerosene, if present, is a disadvantage, as 
when applied to stock it removes the hair, 
and when applied to plants it kills the 
foliage. * *

Of course the quantity of the respective 
ingredients mentioned in the formula may 
be multiplied by any number to make 
enough emulsion for the work proposed, 
or to have a supply left on hand forjfeture 
use. The proportions given are such that 
one-fifth, or 20 per cent, of the mixture by 
volume is kerosene ( disregarding the soap, 
which adds very little to the volume). 
Before using, this must be greatly diluted. 
Add three parts of water to one of emul­
sion, thus bringing the proportion of kero­
sene down to 5 per cent. Even this is 
tenacious when quite cold, and must be 
used a little warm. Apply by means of a 
sponge. It is instant death to the lice, 
and does not injure the hair at all. A 
quart is more than sufficient to treat a 
horse, as it penetrates to the skin very 
rapidly. Thus the cost of material sinks 
about out of sight, bearing nearly 3.16 of 
a cent for a horse, and probably not over 
1.16 cent for a calf. Almost any spraying 
pump will make the emulsion. In this 
connection it is worth while to urge the 
use of kerosene emulsion for other insects. 
No more economical or effective way can 
be devised to renovate an old hen-house 
than to spray the whole inside thoroughly 
with 1 part of emulsion to 20 of water. 
The machine will dash it into all the 
cracks.

BOSTON MARKET PRICES.
Still a good trade is mentioned in pork 

provisions, with fresh selling well at good 
prices. Quotations are not changed.

Dealers seemed to have a determination 
to clean up on muttons and lambs, and 
sold at lower prices. Veals are also plenty 
and lower : Choice to fancy spring lambs, 
9 to 12c, as to quality : common to good,
6 to 8c ; Chicago mutton, 7 to 8c ; yearlings,
7 to 8c; choice heavy Brightens, 8 to 81c; 
choice eastern veals, 8 to 9c; common to 
good, 6 to 7c ; Brighton and fancy, 10c.

The butter market is very firm, with 
the best northern creameries sold at 26c 
in some cases, and with the best westerns 
held at 25}c. All the cheaper grades are 
firm.

Cheese is firm, with the domestic and 
foreign markerts higher. Cheese--is very 
firm at the advance : Choice northern 
twins, 10} to 11c ; fair to good, 8 to 9c ; 
western choice, 9 to 10}c ; fair and good, 
7 to 8c; sage, 11 to 12c. Liveryool is 
quoted at 47s.

Eggs are more firmly held, with the 
market at : Fancy Vermont and northern, 
25 to 26c ; northern fresh, 23 to 24c ; east­
ern extras, 22 to 23c ; Vermont and New 
Hampshire extras, 22} to 23}c ; Michigan 
extras, 21 to 21}c ; western extras, 20 to 
20}c ; held, 18 to 19c.

Potatoes are about steady in prices, with 
the offerings liberal ; Natives in barrels, 
$1.75 to 2 ; Houlton and Aroostook he- 
brons, in bulk, 63 to 65c ; New Hampshire 
rose and hebrons, 60 to S5c ; New York 
and Vermont white stars and burbanks, 
63 to 65c; Jersey double head sweets, $2.50; 
Jersey bulk, $2.12} to 2.25 ; Virginias, 
$2.12} to 2.25.

How the Bivalves are Prepared for the 
Market.

Not every lover of the oyster knows 
that the size and plumpness which are so 
highly prized in the great American 
bivalve and which are so attractive in 
specimens on the half shell or in stew are 
not entirely natural. Yet it is the usual 
practice for dealers, instead of selling the 
oysters in the condition in which they 
are taken from the salt-water beds, to first 
place them for a time—forty-eight hours, 
more or less — in fresh or brackish water 
in order, as they say, to “ fatten ” them, 
the operation being called “floating ” or 
“ laying out.” By this process the body 
of the oyster acquires such a plumpness 
and rotundity and its bulk and weight 
are so increased as to materially increase 
its selling value.

The belief is commom among oyster- 
men. says the Chicago News, that this 
“ fattening ” is due to an actual gain of 
flesh and fat and that the nutritive value 
of the mollusk is increased by the process. 
Such, however, is very far from being the 
truth. If a bladder be filled with salt’ 
water and then put into fresh water the 
salt will gradually work its way out 
through the pores of the bladder and at 
the same time the fresher water will enter 
the bladder. Furthermore, the Iresh 
water will go in much more rapidly than 
the salt water goes out, owing to the fact 
that the latter is more dense. The result 
will be that the amount of water in the 
bladder will be increased and the bladder 
will swell by taking up more water than 
it loses, while at the same time it loses a 
portion of the salt. The same principle 
exactly applies to the oyster.

Roughly speaking, the body of the 
oyster may be regarded as a collection of 
membranous sacs. These sacs are impreg­
nated with the salt of the sea water in 
which the animal lives. So long as the 
bivalve remaining in the salt water the so­
lution of salt within it is equilibrium with 
the water outside. But when it is placed 
in fresh or brackish water the salt passes 
out of the body and a larger amount of 
fresh water enters, producing the disten­
sion called “ fattening.”

Oystermen find that the oysters “ fat­
ten ” much more quickly in fresh than in 
brackish water, quite naturally. Warmth, 
too, is so favorable to the process that it is 
sometimes found profitable to slightly 
heat the water in which oysters are 
floated. Although oysters are generally 
floated in the shell, the same effect is 
very commonly obtained by adding fresh 
water to the oyster after they have been 
“ shucked.” Oysters lose much of their 
salty flavor in floating, of course, and it is 
chiefly on that account that the specimens 
one eats are so apt to be less salt than 
would be agreeable to the palate. If the 
“ fattened ” oysters are left too long on the 
float they become lean again.

Good fat oysters generally yield five 
quarts of solid meat to the bushel, but 
after floating two tides or more in a tide 
river they will measure six quarts a 
bushel. Finally they are taken from the 
shells, if they are to be shipped in that 
way, and when the liquor is all drained 
off they are washed in cold fresh water 
and packed for market. In warm weather 
they are put into the water with ice.

In a report soon to be issued by the 
United States fish commission on this sub­
ject it is stated that an average quart of 
oysters contains about the same quantity 
of nutritive substance as a quart of milk or 
a pound of very lean beef or one and a 
half pounds of fresh codfish or two thirds 
of a pound of bread. Oysters come nearer 
to milk than almost any other com­
mon food material as regards both the 
amounts and relative proportions of nutri­
ents, and the food values of equal weights 
of milk and oysters are pretty nearly the 
same.

:THE GREAT WALL OF CHINA.
Where the Great Struggle Between the 

Chinese Hordes Is Likely to Occur.

The great struggle between the Chinese 
army and the hordes is expected to take 
place at the great wall, says the New York 
Record. This marvelous work of defence 
was built by Chi-Hwang-ti more than two 
thousand years ago for the purpose of 
keeping off the Tartars, who consisted of 
numerous tribes who wandered about the 
barren plains of Central Asia, living partly 
by hunting and partly by plunder. Their 
mode of life and the continual fighting 
whicli they were engaged in made them 
dangerous enemies to the less hardy Chi­
nese. The emperor ordered every third 
laboring man throughout China to aid in 
the construction of the wall, for which 
labor they received only a bare subsist­
ence. The wall extended fifteen hundred 
miles from the gulf of Lian-tung, an arm 
of the Yellow sea, to the most westerly 
province of Kansun. It was carried over 
the highest mountains, through the deep­
est valleys, and, by means of arches, across 
the rivers. Its breadth allowed six horse­
men to ride abreast on its summit, and at 
short intervals it was fortified by strong 
towers, well guarded. The exterior was 
formed of stone and brick work, and this 
shell was filled with earth. Five years 
were consumed in completing the work. 
Notwithstanding the immensity of the 
work the Chinese wall was not able to re­
sist the wild hordes under Genghis-Khan, 
who succeeded in passing it. He was, 
however, stopped at the inner pass of 
Cbuyung-Kwan. But the wall is no more 
occupied by troops. In the towers there 
are generally guns mounted, but they are 
of an antiquated pattern, and would be al­
most useless for repelling troops armed 
with modem weapons. The height of 
the wall varies including the parapet, 
from twenty-six to fifty feet, and depends 
on the character of the slope that it is 
built upon. The breadth of the outer 
parapet is fourteen feet on the top, With a 
gradual increase toward the ground, both 
aspects of the wall having a considerable 
slope. Each tower has four embrasures, 
which are used as lookout places. The 
wall is, on the whole, in good repair. The 
great wall passes within thirty miles of 
Peking. If the forces of the empire which 
still remain loyal be concentrated near to 
where the rebels must pass the wall they 
may make some use of this clumsy, anti­
quated bulwark of defence and save China 
from the perils attending on an usurpation 
of the throne.

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GLANTO BWA’S MAIDEN SPEECH.
A Girl of the Kroo Tribe Tells In English 

About Her People.

Immediately following the meeting for 
praise and testimony, which was held re­
cently in a mission house, Albany, the 
Rev. John Doody, who led the meeting, 
introduced Miss Glanto Bwa, a native Afri­
can, who had been converted by a mission­
ary when quite young, and educated, and 
who has finally come to this country to 
study medicine. “ She will speak to you 
briefly,” he said, “and as this is the first 
time that she has ever spoken in public, 
she has, in order'to relieve herself from 
embarrassment, written out some notes 
which she will read to you.”

Miss Bwa is very dark and has all the 
characteristic features of her race in a 
marked degree. She spoke in a sort of 
monotone, in fairly good English, and her 
dialect did not in any way resemble the 
negro dialect with which most Americans 
are familiar. Her remarks were some­
what as follows :

“ I am almost a stranger in your country, 
so you will please to excuse me as I never 
spoke in public before. Once I was a 
heathen girl away back in a far country, 
but I thank Jesus for sending a mission­
ary to me to teach me about Jim, and I 
can now read the Bible and praise God in 
English. I am a member of a tribe in 
Africa, the members of which are known 
as Kroos. The Kroo people care little for 
education. They believe that the soul of 
a man after death goes into the body of a 
little child, or perhaps into the body of 
some beast or reptile, and for this reason, 
they do not think it is worth while to 
spend much time on education. The 
Kroos believe that monkeys are people 
who will not work. The principal food 
of the Kroos is rice and cassava, which is 
something like a sweet potato. Some of 
the tribes eat monkeys, cats, dogs, and 
rats, and some of the tribes in the interior 
prefer human flesh to anything else. Be­
fore the missionaries came they wore only 
a little strip of cloth, and in many places 
that is all they wear now. The girls, un­
til they are 12 years old, do not wear any 
clothes but a string of beads.

“ Miss Sharpless, our missionary, would 
not allow us to come to her school unless 
we were clothed, and made us each a gar­
ment to wear. At first our people did not 
like this, and my grandmother tore off 
the first apron that I ever had, because 
she said that it would prevent me from 
getting a husband if I dressed differently 
from other people. But now they have 
learned to like to wear clothes, and many 
of them do so. The favorite dress among 
the women is a man’s white shirt.

“ In my country, when a mother dies, 
her daughter stands over the body and 
tells over all the things she has done dur­
ing her life time. When a man dies his 
wife sits beside the body for three days 
and mourns for him, and is not allowed to 
eat anything or to move hand or foot in 
all that time. Boys get wives very young, 
and pay for them in installments, but do 
not get the wife until all the installments 
are paid. Then his father takes the young 
wife home, and she is taught by his 
mother to work just as she does.”

A BROKEN WING.
Story of a Poem That Cheered a Despair­

ing Heart-Compensation for Loss.

One day a convict in Joliet prison pick­
ed up a scrap of paper from the corridor, 
on which were these lines :
I walked through the Woodland meadows, 

Where sweet the thrushes sing,
And found on a bed of mosses 

A bird with a boken wing.
I healed its wound, and each morning 

It sang its old sweet strain ;
But, the bird with a broken pinion 

Never soared as high again.

I found a young life broken 
By sin’s seductive art,

And touched with a Christlike pity,
I took him to my heart.

He lived with a noble purpose,
And struggled not in vain ;

But the life that sin had stricken 
Never soared as high again.

But the bird with a broken pinion 
Kept another from the snare,

And the life that sin had stricken 
Raised another from despair.

Each loss has its own compensation, 
There is healing for every pain ;

But the bird with a broken pinion 
Never soars as high again.
This man had been converted in the 

early part of his imprisonment and the 
words came to him with great force. He 
thought of his sin and realized how hard 
it would be henceforth to make his way 
in the world. He copied the stanzas and 
kept them carefully. When he came out 
of prison he resolved, God helping him. 
to preach the Gospel. Many looked upon 
him with suspicion, but God gave him 
friends and he gained the confidence of 
people wherever he went.

In telling his experience he often recit­
ed “The Bird with a Broken Wing.” 
Who the author was he did not know. 
At length, however, it was learned that 
the poem was written by Hezekiah But­
ter worth, the well known editor of The 
Youth’s Companion. He gives this story: 
Rev. G. C. Lorimer, D. D., pastor of Tre- 
mont temple (1872-8), delivered a sermon 
on “ Samson Grinding at the Mill,” saying, 
with reference to Samson, “ The bird with 
a broken pinion never soars as high again.” 
Mr. Butterworth said the words came to 
him as a lightning flash of truth. He 
went home and wrote the poem.

Dr. Lorimer afterward went to Chicago 
as pastor of the Immanuel Baptist church. 
There one Sunday evening he preached 
on the Cincinnati riots. Speaking of the 
insidiousness of sin ho raised his finger, 
saying, “ It may be tonight there is a de­
faulter here.” He happened to point 
directly at a defaulter. It was God’s arrow 
convicting the guilty one of sin. The 
man resolved at once to make restitution, 
desiring to cover his crime until able to 
restore all he had taken. But his crime 
was discovered. He pleaded guilty and 
took a two years’ sentence to Joliet. This 
was the man who found “ The Bird with 
a Broken Wing.” It was a true picture of 
himself.

He has been for several years now an 
earnest Christian worker, preaching much 
and with great power to audiences of crim­
inals. And it is true of him as is express­
ed in the song :
But the bird with a broken pinion 

Kept another from the snare ;
And the life that sin had stricken 

Raised another from despair.
This be our loftiest aim, as it was of our 

dear Saviour, to keep back the young and 
unwary from the snares of the devil and 
rescue those who are led captive by him 
at his will.

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HOME RULE.

The reception accorded the bon. Mr. 
Blake at Toronto on Monday evening last, 
must have been as pleasing to that gen­
tleman as it was gratifying to his many 
friends throughout Canada. His address 
on the home rule question did much to 
disabuse the minds of his hearers res­
pecting the scope of the intended home 
rule measure and its effects on the people 
and parliament of Great Britain. He said 
the bill which it is proposed to pass is not 
a “ measure of disunion or separation, or 
disintegration or decay, but a measure 
healing and restorative, creating for the 
first time a union worthy of the name.” 
He said the measure would enable the 
imperial parliament to discharge all im­
portant imperial and common duties now 
utterly beyond its power to discharge. 
He believed that North America enjoying 
the fullest extent of the great political 
invention of federalism of union for com­
mon concerns, of local governments for 
local affairs was strongly in favor of home 
rule applied to Ireland.

Speaking on the religious issue, he said : 
“ Now as to the apprehensions of opposi­
tion in matters of religion, including ed­
ucation, even those who do not share this 
apprehension agree that it should be re­
lieved by express provision. That prin­
ciple was contained in Mr: Gladstone’s bill 
of 1886 and will doubtless reappear. Some 
talk with dread of the establishment and 
endowment of the Roman Catholic 
church, the church of the majority in 
Ireland. They are the very people who 
most loudly bewail the disestablishment 
and disendowment of the English 
church, the church of the minority of 
Ireland. Irish Roman Catholics are ready 
to secure for Ireland the true liberal prin­
ciple that religion shall be between the 
conscience of the individual and his 
Maker, to agree to the abstraction of all 
power to endow and establish any church ; 
to agree to secure the advantages now 
possessed by religious and charitable cor­
porations ; to agree to provisions protect­
ing the conscientious scruples of the 
minority in education.”

A careful perusal of these sections of 
his speech must convince any one that 
the bill is put on a broad basis giving to 
the minority a strong guarantee that their 
religious convictions will not be at the 
mercy of the majority. This religious 
issue has been the chief impediment in the 
progress of the measure, but it is difficult 
for a Canadian to find anything in Mr. 
Blake’s statement of the provisions of the 
bill in the least objectionable, rather it 
strikes the mind as a bill that is mani­
festly as fair as it is possible to make it.

Canadians have had the measure placed 
before them in the worst possible light 
by those too ignorant to explain its pro­
visions or too bigoted to see the justness 
of the bill. Mr. Blake’s address then will 
show to the masses of Canada that Home 
Rule for Ireland does not bear all the 
multitude of ills that have been foretold as 
following in its train, but that it is a mea­
sure tending to heal all the differences that 
have for years held Ireland, though nom­
inally connected, entirely aloof from the 
full benefit of British laws and British in­
institutions.

The Telegraph, this morning deals 
with an agitation that is now taking place 
here to make a change in the system of 
civic representation. It is proposed that 
instead of choosing two aldermen from 
each ward as at present, there be fewer 
aldermen and that each shall be voted for 
by the city at large, similar to the election 
of mayor. It is claimedjhat the board as 
now constituted does not represent the 
citizens, that instead of the councillors 
working together each tries to secure 
most for his portion of the city, that the 
ward which is represented by an influen­
tial alderman gets more and greater favors, 
that for this cause money is spent each 
year that would nototherwise be dispersed, 
one alderman to get his bill through will 
vote to help another through whether the 
object is worthy or not and so it goes. 
The ward wants all its aldermen can get. 
The proposed change would be better as 
then the aldermen would have no favored 
localities but all parts of the town would 
be equally cared for. If it is the intention 
of the principal citizens to bring this meas­
ure to pass it is a very good time at pres­
ent to present it, as it can be discussed and 
got in shape so that the next aldermen’s 
election may be under its provisions. We 
have no fault to find with any of the city 
fathers, it is only the system that is being 
discussed.

Buck and Jim, the men who killed 
Officer Steadman at Moncton have been 
tried and condemned,—the former to be 
hanged, the latter to penitentiary for the 
long term of twenty-five years. They 
were defended by able counsel, had a fair 
trial and the sentence is what the law al­
lows for such serious offences. It is evid­
ent from the testimony elicted that they 
carried on a career of crime since they 
came to the province. It is almost abso­
lutely certain that they were the men 
who assaulted Hopper, the caretaker of the 
railway bridge here, and set fire to Nevill's 
barn. It is just that they receive the ful­
lest measure of punishment not as revenge 
for the deeds they committed but that it 
may be a warning to others. The province 
during the past summer has had many 
serious burglaries and other crimes ; dur­
ing the present week a man was robbed 
on a country road within ten miles of this 
city, Bnctouche has been burned ; these 
and other crimes require that there be no 
leniency extended to the culprits. The 
home circle must be defended and if men 
violate the laws they must abide the result.

A local paper in its ardent search for a 
candidate for legislative honors named a 
certain gentleman of Marysville without 
authority. The said gentleman would con­
sider it an honor had his name not been 
used in that connection. In respect to 
election matters the opposition does not 
appear to be over anxious to put candi­
dates in the field. Only in Queens has 
there been an attempt to form a ticket. 
It is perhaps just as well as there does not 
appear to be any evidence that an election 
is at hand. An attempt is also being 
made to form a third political party. As 
its aims have not as yet been made public 
we are not in a position to place them be­
fore our readers. Third parties have in­
variably had a hard fate as instanced in 
Upper province contests as well as in those 
of the United States. The difficulty has 
been in getting voters to place principle 
before men, instead of which it has always 
happened that the third party has divided 
on the issue and thus been of non effect. 
If the object of the present attempt has a 
worthy motive we wish it all success.

BUCK TO HANG
While Jim goes to Dorchester for 

Twenty-Five Years.

Sentence was passed by Judge Frazer 
on Thursday morning at Dorchester on 
the prisoners Buck and lira. The court 
room was packed. Before sentence was 
passed Jim asked to make a statement : 
He referred to the shooting, of Officer 
Steadman and said he probably knew 
more about it than any one else. Three 
officers around the house that night saw 
me, Jim continued, but did not attempt 
my arrest. I do not know why they per­
jured themselves, unless they are ashamed 
to admit their cowardice. It will probab­
ly never be known who fired the shot 
that killed Steadman. The attorney gen­
eral has stated that the third party was an 
imaginary person, existing only in the 
imagination of my counsel, but I know 
the third party had more tangible form 
than that. He was solid flesh and blood.

Jim denied the conversation that Car- 
roll said took place between him and 
Buck in the jail at Dorchester. He 
wanted to go on the stand on behalf of 
Buck, but Buck said, “ They are going to 
hang one of us, and I might as well hang 
as you.” Buck thought it was no use for 
me to place my life in jeopardy and 
would not let me go on. He thought 
the judge charged too strongly against 
him and he said all the damaging evi­
dence was placed in a clear light and 
anything in his favor was suppressed. 
In concluding his statement Jim said : 
“ I have no hope of receiving mercy or 
justice here. The Steadman murder was 
not a cold blooded murder, and my ex­
pression of sympathy was sincere. As I 
said before I have no hope of justice.”

The judge then passed sentence on him 
as follows : “ The sentence of the court 
is that you ‘ Jim ’ be imprisoned in the 
Dorchester penitentiary for a period of 
twenty-five years."

Then Buck was addressed as follows : 
“ Prepare for the change you are about to 
take, that must come to every man, but 
yours is fixed and the law says the judge 
must fix it You will have ample time to 
repent. I do my duty ; the law says so. 
I feel the gravity of this occasion .prisoner ; 
I do not know whether you do or not. 
You must, you ought to feel the awful 
doom that awaits you on earth, and I 
hope that when that sentence is put into 
execution you will have prepared yourself 
to meet your God. The sentence of the 
court is that for the felony of murder of 
Joseph E. Steadman, that you, Robert 
Olsen, commonly called ‘ Buck,’ be taken 
to the jail in the county of Westmorland 
from which you came and there be kept 
until the first day of December next 
within the walls of the said jail to be 
hanged by the neck until you are dead, 
and may God have mercy upon your soul.”

Tears stood in the judge’s eyes during 
his closing utterances and his voice trem­
bled with emotion all through his remarks.

Buck remained impassive and appeared 
very little concerned.

His face was flushed, but he shi '\- ed no 
siens of the awful sentence having much 
effect on him.

The hush that fell on the assemblage as 
the last words of the judge were spoken 
was impressive, but the apparent stolid 
indifference of the prisoner removed much 
of the awful solemnity of the occasion.

MONUMENT.
Sept. 14.— The sons of temperance 

division had a debate last Saturday even­
ing entitled “ which gave the most pleas­
ure, pursuit or poeession ? ” Well framed 
arguments were brought up and after a 
course of three hours, pursuit gained. The 
arguments on possession side were de­
cidedly the best, but owing to the judges, 
who were not fully acquainted with the 
oubjects and wishing a certain party to 
win, decided that pursuit was the best. 
However, the parties on possession side 
intend giving a concert which will per­
haps be the best that has ever been in the 
hall.

A sad gloom was cast over the people of 
this community a few days ago. Mrs. 
Wilfred Chapman, a well respected native 
of this province, has passed away to her 
long rest at the age of sixty-eight She 
was highly esteemed by friends from all 
over the country, but especially in York 
and Carleton counties where qhe has 
labored with the sick for many years. 
She leaves a son who resides in this set­
tlement. Much sympathy is extended to 
him by the people of this place in his sad 
bereavement, and also for the loss of a 
kind and affectionate mother.

CHEESE FACTORY.

Millville Taking the Lead in York for 
This Manufacture.

Another response to the efforts of the 
loral government to stimulate farmers to 
enter into co-operative dairying is heard 
from Millville. A company has been 
formed consisting of B. R. Burtt, presi­
dent ; E. H. Estey, sec.-treas.; W. Veasay, 
auditor ; Patrick Lockard, Ed. Cox, Robert 
Hallet, James Hal let, Ludlow Hawkins 
and Dr. Owens, at that village for the 
operating of a cheese factory. Shares are, 
placed at $100 each and have all been 
taken. To-day a crew was set at work to 
remove the old Golden house at the end of 
the bridge and a building, 30 by 60 feet, 
will be put up. A hall will be made over­
head and a dwelling house for the accom­
modation of the overseer. The cream will 
be bought outright, the company paying all 
demands and receiving all profits. The 
country is a good one for the purpose as 
three hundred cows can be readily got and 
farmers will have no trouble in keeping 
six hundred if the demand requires that 
number. With this prudent company 
at the head of the enterprise it must be a 
success and will also be a stimulus to other 
villages where there is every requisite for 
the successful running of a factory. Al­
though the company is small in number 
yet all the farmers in the neighborhood are 
willing to render all aid possible as they see 
that a successful factory means a better 
price for their farm produce and an in­
creased value to their farms.

$85,000 with insurance at $35,000.
