Each bee, before flying homeward,
visite fifty flowers, therefore the whole assem-
blage has visited 3,400,000 millions of flowers.
1f out of the ten only dhe flower has become
fertilised, 540,000 millions of fertilised
flowers would be the result. Bupposing the
reward for the fertilisation of 5,000 flowers
10 be one German plennig, the united bees
of Baxony have oblained per annum a sum
ol sixty-eight million pfennige—880,000
marks (£34,000), Each hive reprecents in
this way a value of £2 sterling.— Gardeners’
Chromicle.

The largest cultivaled wkeat farm on
the globe is said to bs the Grondin
farm, not far from the town of Fargo,Dakota.
It embraces some 40,000 acres, both Govern-
memt snd railway land, and lies close to the
Red River. Divided into four parts, it has
dwellinge, granaries, machine shope, eleva.
tors, stables for 200 horses, and room for
storing 1,000,000 bushels of graln, Beaides
the wheat farm, there is a stock farm of
20,000 seres. In seeding time, 70 to 80
men are smployed, and during harvest
260 to 8500 men. Beeding begina about
April 9th, and continues through the month,
and is done very systematioally, the machines
following one another around the fisld some
four rods epart. COutting begins asbout
August 8ih and ends the fore parl of Sep-
tember, ded by the thrashi with
eight steam thrashers. After thrashing the
stubble ground is ploughed with great
ploughe, drawn by three horses and eusting
two furrows, and this goes on until the weather
is cold enough to freese, usually about Nov.
ist. There are many other large farms in
the Territory. The average yield of the
Dakota wheat farm is from twenty 10 tweaty-
five bushels per acre.
