Still bet­
ter than iue-water is some prepared 
drink, to bo taken in moderate quanti­
ties. Nothing is better for those who 
work in the hay and harvest field than 
the old-fashioned “Switchell." This is 
water sweetened with molasses, to which 
is added vinegar and ground ginger. 
We do not know of any definite propor­
tions. as the ingredients are usually mix­
ed “according to taste.” It is a most

An Iu«ra turner gives lii* experience 
of feeding oats to cows l*«t winter. The 
flow of milk was a flush as in June, and 
the butter was, if possible, hotter than 
when the cows were fed on corn.

There is one thing of greater vr lue to 
the breeder of thoroughbred cattle than 
a herd-book, and that is a cajiacity to 
study sniinals themselves. The liest test 
of an animal is not the record of its fan­
cy blood.

By heavy manuring, deep ploughing, 
and the turning under of vegetable mat­
ter, we guard against the worst effects of 
drought. Crops on heavily manured 
land will thrive in times, of drought 
when crops on adjoining plots not fer 
tilized will die, or only make a feeble 
growth.

Black ants have a sweet tooth for the 
aphis that is so destructive to the leaves 
of the rosebud and other fluweiing 
shrubs and vines. For this pur|»n-e it 
would be useful to cultivate the friend­
ship of b'ack ante, intte .d i f (as many 
people do) exterminating them with coal 
oil or boiling water.

The hay and c'over crop througl out 
Ontario is one of the heaviest that has 
been grown for many year», but in le»e 
there ia a change in the weather of tie 
put month farmers w II be driven to 
their wit’s end to save it. Owing to the 
rankcee if the clover, ap -cially fine 
weather is needed for the curing of it.

He is 
the ideal horae in size, color, beauty and 
diepoeition. He is the horse that fills a I 
the places where horsas a-e needed in 
our industrial pursuits, and dome tic 
neceesitiea and enj lynioiits. He ia, in 
short, the horse that is good for twenty 
years ; and to get him breeders must 
aim at "developing the whole horse, not 
any apeeial feature.

The beet time for cutting grass intend 
ed for fodder is doubtless the time of 
flowering. The saccharine juices that 
go to develop the seed are then in the 
stalk and leaves, and the grass mown in 
this stage is necessarily succulent and 
palatable. Whether it is cut high or low 
depends on nature of the ground. As e 
rule, timothy should not be cut lower 
titan three inches ; if shaved close it is 
likely to be burnt up, and the roots de­
stroyed by exposure to the sun.

In these days of the free use of P.ris 
Green and other poisonous substances 
for the destruction of insect pests, care 
needs to be* taken that wells or springs 
are not contaminated. A heavy rain 
shower following the applications of 
thoss poisons may wash them into the 
water supply of the farm and result in 
the loss of hun an or animal life. There 
ia the same risk in the use of commercial 
fertilizers, and one of our exchanges 
gives an account of the death of a young 
man fiom this cause.

A Urge business is done by farmers in 
the neighborhood of Port Hope is grow­
ing peas for seed. Thst locality has 
been fur several years the favored one 

-of seedsmen, and great care ia taken tu 
prepare the ground and cultivate ths 
crop. But this year is is feared that the 
labor has been spent for naught. The 
heavy rains of June have done great in­
jury, and it is doubtful if a quarter crop 
will be reaped. We hear of one farmer 
who ha» seventy acres under peas for 
seed, and it is almost completely ruined 
by the rains.

A careful study of the ensilage ques­
tion shows that th,- earth pit ia the poor­
est of all silos. The reason i«, first, that 
fermentation is promoted by the air per­
colating through the earth and acting 
upon tile fodder ; and secondly, that the 
the earth absorbs a considerable portion 
of its liquid substance. A silo construct­
ed of plunks is one of the best as well as 
the cheapest, especially if care be taken 
to prelect the ensilage frem frost. The 
only advantage of the stone silo is, that 
it is more likely than any to be frost­
proof.

A well-know.i peach grower ill Michi­
gan cuts off one-third of the now wood 
at the pruning season, and thins out 
nine-tenths of the young fruit. As a 
Vgsult, his crop ia uniformly line and his 
peaches are is demand at the highest 
price in th market The must success 
tul grape-growers are not less attentive 
to the thinning out process. One clus­
ter on a shoot is the most they "allow,and 
tho best results are frequently obtained 
by thinning out tho cne cluster. Fruits 
and flowers arc almost every» hero seen 
too crowded to thrive, or t-. li'1 them­
selves with flavor and fragrance.

Equal parts of June grass and red top 
will produce a very fine lawn, if the 
ground is in a tit condition and suitable 
care is taken of the grass afterwards.
The seed may be so» i in April or lilt 
latter part of September, and tl t the 
roots may be properly stre I. J tho 
crop should not becut oftonerthan tu ce 
the first year. .The ground should be 
well trenched, enriched and graded be­
fore the seed is-'sov, i ; it weL watered 
and rolled and mowed, a good velvety 
sod is almost sure to fo; n. But this re­
quires time.

Evempllont from lAome Tax.

It may be a matter of interest to some 
of our readers to know what exemptions 
from income tax are provided by the 
statute :

The official incomes of the Governor- 
General and the Lieutenant-Governor.

Pensions and gratuities derived from 
the Imperial treasury, or elsewhe e out 
of this Province.

Pensions of $200 a year and under, 
payable by the Province or the Domin­
ion. .

Tne income of a farmer derived from 
his farm, and the income of merchants, 
mechanics and other persons derived 
from capital liable to assessment.

Income from dividend» on bink stocks 
and railway stocks are assessed against 
the receivers. Incomes from building 
society stocks are assessable, but are 
charged to the S'>cieties in lump sums 
under “personal property,” instead of 
being assessed to each individual stock 
holder.

Incomes below $400 are exempt.
Incomes of clergymen up to $1, 000 are 

exempt.
Rental derived from real estate is ex­

empt
In addition to these, the Judges have 

decided that members of the Civil Ser­
vice are exempt. .The consequence is a 
pper al, partial and wholly one-sided and 
oppressive tax, bearing most heavily on 
the professional and salaried classes.

The 
officials fear the Fenians will be much 
emboldened by these demonstrations.

Cape Town, July 31.—O’Donnell was 
examined before the Port Elizabeth 
magistrate to-day, charged with murder­
ing Carey. According to the evidence, 
Carey and O'Donnell were drinking just 
before the murder. When the steamer 
was half way between Table bay and 
Algoa bay O'Donnell suddenly shot Carey 
in the neck. Carey staggered away. 
O'Donnell followed and shut him twice 
in the back. Carey died in 20 minutes. 
O'Donnell says he was a Californian dig­
ger and lost largely in a silver mine. He 
was unaware of Carey s identity until he 
saw it stated in a Cape Town paper who 
Power was.

Mrs. Meyer 
was the daughter of the late Mr. John 
Thornton, merchant, and a British Con­
sul at that time, in the city of Hamburg, 
and on her mother’s side was descended 
from Philip Melancthon, the associate 
and friend of Martin Luther, the great 
Protestant Reformer. She was married 
in the year 1842, in the Free Town of 
Lubec, to Mr. Ludwig G. Meyer, and 
with her husband came to Canada the 
same year, and settled on the farm which 
he had taken up in 1840, and where they 
have continued to reside with their fami­
ly ever since their arrival. Having had 
the experience common to all commenc­
ing life in the back woods of Canada, she 
clung closely to her old home, and suc­
cessfully and hmorably brought up a 
4amily of seven children, all of whom are 
married except three. During her ill­
ness she fully realized that her end was 
drawing near, and with her accustomed 
forethought, made all necessary arrange­
ments for her approaching demise,— 
not, however, forgetting or overlooking 
the comfort and welfare of any of her 
old friends and of those whom she loved 
most and best. A large circle of friends 
and relatives mourn their loss in the ie* 
moval by death of this aged and estim­
able lady, one of the early pioneers of 
Huron.—[Expositor.

THE SUMMER FURNACE. SWEETHEARTS AND WIVES
The Proper Treatment of Little Children.

The weather has been pretty wann for 
sometime past and we expect a few spells 
of tropical hsat before the end of August. 
It is well to take thinks as easy at one can 
and to prepare for these outbursts The 
following report of the Sanitary Commit- j 
tee of the New York Bo*rd of Health 
upon sunstroke is approved and publish­
ed by the Board. They apply here : 
Sunstroke is caused by excessive heat, 
and especially if the weather is “muggy.’
It is more apt to occur on the second, 
third or fourth day of a heated term 
than on the first. Loss of sleep, excite­
ment, close sleeping rooms, debility, 
abuse of stimulants, predispose of it. It 
is more apt to attack those working in 
the sun, and especially oetween the 
hours of 11 o’clock in the morning and 4 
in the afternoon. On hot days wear 
thin clothing. Have as cool sleeping 
rooms as possible. Avoid loss of sleep 
and all unnecessary fatigue. If working 
in-doors, and where there is artificial 
heat—laundries, etc.—see that the room 
is well ventilated. If a feeling of fatigue, 
dizziness, headache or exhaustion occurs, 
cease work immediately, lie down in a 
shady and cool place ; apply cold cloths 
to and pour cold water over head and 
neck. If anyone is overcome by the 
heat, send immediately for the nearest 
good physician. While waiting for the 
physician give the person cold drinks of 
water or cold black tea, or cold coffee if 
able to swallow. If the skin is hot and 
dry sponge with or pour cold water over 
the body and limbs, and apply to the 
head pounded ice wrapped in a towel ( r 
other cloth. If there is no ice at hand, 
keep a cold cloth on on the head, and 
pour cold water on it as well as on the 
body. If the person is pale, very faint 
and pulse feeble, let him inhale ammonia 
for a few seconds, or give him a teaspoon­
ful of aromatic spirits of ammonia in two 
tàblespoonfuls of "'.iter, with a little 
sugar.

-, - TARE OF INFANTS.

The new board of health publishes the 
annexed rules for summer in regard to 
the nursing of infants. Goderich moth­
ers can read them with profit :

Over-feeding does more harm tha:« any 
tiling else : nurse an infant a month or 
two old eve»/ two or three hours.

Nurse an infant ot six moi tbs and 
over five times in twenty-four hours, and 
no more.

If an infant is thirsty give it pure water 
or barley water ; no sugar.

On the hottest days a few drops oT 
whiskey may be added to either water 
or fo»d ; the whiskey not to exceed a tea­
spoon ful in twenty-four hours.

In relation to the feeding of infants 
the Board advises :

Certainly Ontario 
has a right to control the disputed terri- 
toi.-. The administration of law in that 
territoiy is a duty of Ontario, the reven­
ues to be derived from that territo.y are 
the property of Ontario.

Qoeenstou, Ont., July 28.—The body 
of Capt Webb was found floating in the 
river a short distance below Lewiston, 
N. Y., this afternoon. At an inquest 
held this afternoon a verdict of found 
drowned was rendered.

The remains were somewhat de­
composed. There was also a cut extend­
ing about four inches on the right side of 
the head, while the left shoulder and 
both hips bore evidences of having come 
in contact with rocks or some heavy sub­
stance, as these portions of the body 
were badly bruised and discolored.

The bodies ot tne two iinlians who 
were drowned near the old Suspension 
Biideon Monday were also taken from 
the water.
