in length, by painting one-third with'Solignum, leaving t,l|e 
•balance dear"wood, tills we suspended by a wire through the" 
centre, in the water about one foot from the bottom, imme­
diately over a pile of stones the remains of a sunken wharf 
< which is the place where onr Wharf Shores are eaten off first) 
for Three Months. On taking it up at the end of that time we 
found some half-dozen small Holes only a very short distance 
in the dear part of the wood, which shows the liquid had pene­
trated through the whole piece and the worms had hardly 
begun boring before coming in contact with it.

Last year as a test of some brands of Copper Paint we 
handle, we had a similar piece of wood treated at both ends, 
leaving the centre third clean ; this was in exactly the same 
place as the piece for the Solignum test for Three Months and 
Three Days, when taken up the painted ends were perfect but 
the centre was riddled with worm holes.

Seven Persons Killed
By Lightning During n Terrifie

Storm in London and suburbs—
Thousands of Spectators of Epsom
Derby Drenched.
London. June 1.—The exceptionally 

high temperature that has prevailed 
during the month of May culminated 
last evening in a terrific thunder 
storm in London and the Southern 
and Western suburbs. Many persons 
were killed by lightning, which also 
struck numerous churches and other 
buildings. An electric wire fused in 
the building of the Royal Exchange 
and started a fire, which, however, 
was speedily quenched.

The storm was accompanied by a 
deluge of rain which caused a land­
slip on the South Eastern Railway 
near Merstham, blocking that line 
and also flooded the Great Western 
Railway at Ealing, severely derang­
ing traffic. The full fury of the 
storm .was felt at Epsom shortly after 
the horse races had ended, and thous­
ands of the spectators were drenched.

The storm was the most severe that 
has visited London in many years. 
The thunder crashed and vivid light­
ning played with terrifying effect 
along the rails of the railroads and in 
the telephone and telegraph instru­
ments, while the deluge of rain stop­
ped motor vehicles, causing great in­
convenience. Altogether seven deaths 
as the result of the storm have been 
recorded, five of these, two police­
men and three civilians, occurred in 
the neighbourhood of Epsom Downs.

Crush of Artillery Will Announce the 
Placing of the Crown.

Not only in Canada, but In every 
part of the Empire, guns will boom 
forth simultaneosuly at the exact 
moment when the crown is placed up­
on the head of the Ring in Westmins­
ter Abbey on Thursday, June 22. The 
shouts of “Long Live the King!” as 
they resound through the abbey, will 
find an echo in the most distant parts 
of the world.

Although - no definite arrangements 
have yet been made, it can be antici- 
liated that royal salutes will be fired 
in the usual places at all regimental 
headquarters in Canada boasting ar­
tillery corps or cannon.

The Colonial Office has made a re­
quest to the Earl Marshal to be in­
formed of the exact minute the crown 
will be placed upon the King’s head, 
and the information—it is expected 
that the time will be within a few 
minutes of two o’clock—will be com­
municated by the Colonial Office to 
every part of the Empire, so that ar­
rangements for saluting the King can 
be made well in advance.

In those parts of the Empire where 
it is daytime when it is two o’clock 
at Westminster guns will be fired, 
and in those places where it is night 
rockets for bombs will be let off. 
Taking two o’clock as the actual time, 
when the King will be crowned, the 
coronation salutes will be given at 
the following hours in the places

Caribou Licenses.
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We observe that the Game and In­
land Fishery Board proposes a radi­
cal change in the law relating to kill­
ing caribou. The Board proposes to 
make it illegal to hunt, kill or pur­
sue Caribou in Newfoundland and the 
Labrador without a license. A per­
son desirous of hunting caribou, if the 
change is effected, must take out 
one of the license prescribed. These 
licenses are of three kinds:

(1) A license to non-residents on a ! 
payment of $50;

(2) A Householder’s license to resi­
dents, issued free, but not to more 
than one member of a family or 
household in any season;

(3) A resident Sportsman’s License, 
Issued on payment of $5, but for the 
purposes of sport only, and not for 
purposes of selling spoils of sport.

The Board justifies its recommenda­
tion on the grounds:—

“The killing of Deer by the so call­
ed “poor settler" is virtually unregu- 
later and unchecked, and hitherto 
there has been no protective or pre­
ventive supervision over the lumber­
ing camps which are now so numer- | 
ous in the interior of the Island. 
Whilst the Board have reason to be­
lieve that large quantities of Caribou 
meat are consumed in these camps, 
and that no limitation is enforced as 
to the number of Caribou killed for 
such consumption, they have no data 
upon which they could even base an 
estimate of the number of Caribou 
thus killed. It is of course the oh- i 
ject of the contractor who has to feed j 
the men in his camps to obtain the j 
necessary food at the least possible 
expense."
