Why Black Foxes Woman Killed by 
are Valuable, i Infernal Machine.

They lire Beautiful, Rure, Hnrd to 
Raise and Fur Cannot be imita­
ted.

The most valuable bit of animal 
flesh for its size in existence is the 
black fox. The fabulous prices at 
which it is being bought and sold in 
the market lead to wonder as to what 
peculiar qualities and circumstances 
make it worth its weight-in gold.

The black fox is hot a distinct fam­
ily from the well-known silver fox. 
The silver fox varies in shade from 
a distinct grey to a beautiful, glossy, 
soft, silken black, with the fur on its 
shoulders tipped with grey, and the 
extremity of its tail pure white. The 
nearer it approaches black the more 
it is valued.

In London, England, where black 
fox skins are sold at auction each 
year, buyers from Paris, Berlin and 
St. Petersburg gather and pay from 
$1,500 to $2.000 for each good skin. 
But higher prices still are demanded 
for breeding purposes. A pair of 
young foxes are commonly sold for 
$6.000.

The home of black foxes is Prince 
Edward Island. Elsewhere they are 
raised with difficulty and at great 
risk. In that small island there are 
at least 500 of these animals, which 
amounts in money to something over 
$1,000,000. This island produces the 
finest quality of fur. as was shown by 
the fact that It has taken the highest 
price at the annual auction sale 
in London for the last three years.

The fact that the black fox fur can­
not be successfully imitated adds to 
the value, and the gradual encroach­
ments of civilization is rapidly di­
minishing the number of wild foxes. 
These facts indicate that the price of 
these animals will remain high for 
many years to come.

Does He Not

On Saturday we directed attention 
to the impropriety of the Prime Min­
ister and his colleagues placing 
themselves in the position of allow­
ing a private member, and a junior 
one at that, completing a revelation 
which they had ma dé partially 
through the mouth of His Excellency 
the Governor. But can anything bet­
ter be expected of a Prime Minister 
who, in spite of his position as a lead­
er of the House of Assembly, and in 
face of an experience of nearly a 
quarter of a century with the pro­
ceedings of that body, displays the ig­
norance implied in his words which 
we quote from the official reports of 
the proceedings on W’ednesday?

"It is very easy to say that the civil 
servants should be better paid, but 
my hon. friend should not forget that 
he sat on this side of the House for 
seven years and never made one mo­
tion that the salaries of civil servants 
should be increased.

Mr. Kent—How do you know that?
Bt Hon. Prime Minister—I know it 

because I sat on this side with the 
hon. gentleman and kept my eye on 
him. During all the years that he sat 
here I challenge my hon. friend to 
quote one motion of his proposing 
that one solitary salary be increased."

Is the leader of the House, the 
Right Hon. E. P. Morris, still ignor­
ant of the rule which forbids any 
private members of the House mak­
ing a motion to increase "even one 
solitary salary?” Sir Edward Morris 
may be great on Picnic Parties, but 
be is not much on Parliamentary 
propriety.

Splendid Ship.
To-day crowds flocked to Job Bros, 

premises and inspected the new 
Dreadnought, Nascopie. Her tonnage 
is 1870 gross, 1004 nett., and she 
carries 2600 tons dead weight. She 
has triple expansion engines and her 
builders turned out the mammoth 
ships Mauritania and Lusitania. This 
ship's engines has 3 cylinders. 21>,4, 
35 and 58 inches respectively, in 
diameter, with a 42 inch stroke and 
has 180 lbs. boiler pressure. She 
carries a powerful searchlight on the 
top of the wheel house, giving a light 
of 5000 candle power and the power­
ful dynamo on board not alone In­
sures the working of the wireless ap­
paratus, but lights the whole ship 
through and supplies for the search­
light. Her two main boilers are 15 
feet diameter, by 11 feet 6 in. long. 
She has 6 furnaces and one Cochrane 
donkey boiler for winch work, has 
forced draught and did 14.1 knots on 
the trial trip in very bad weather. 
The ship is only 20 feet shorter than 
the Florizei but has 6 inches more 
beam. She has 5 water tight bulk­
heads and her 'tween decks are heat­
ed by steam for her sealing crew, 
while there are portable beds for them 
after the style carried in the steerage 
by all first class passenger boats. The 
ship is of steel, painted white, and 
carries 4 fine winches. Her masts 
are of steel and she carrier two bar­
rels over the foremast. She carries 
over 500 tons permanent bunkers and 
500 tons water ballast. Her chief en­
gineer is Mr. John Ledingham, who is 
also guarantee engineer for the 
builders.

Wrecked Crew 
Arrive Home.

Captain Newhook and crew of the 
Bella Rosa arrived here on the S. S. 
Nascopie last night, having joined her 
at Penarth. Speaking to Captain New­
hook the Telegram was given the fol­
lowing information about the loss of 
his ship. She left St. John’s on Sept. 
28th last, and arrived at Macceio in 
due course and discharged her cargo 
of fish, shipped by A Good ridge & 
Son. The Bella Rosa was on the way 
back to St. John's when a storm 
overtook and swept down on her on 
December 28 in Lat. 36. 30 N„ Lon. 58. 
00 W. The gale Increased and next 
day the 29th the wind veered around 
more to the southward making a 
heavy chop. A big sea swept on board 
took away the bulwarks, lifeboat, 
jollyboat and even broke off the iron 
staunchlons, and hove the ship out on 
her beam ends. The decks opened as 
the top sides strained so that she be­
gan to make water fast. At 6 p.m. 
the crew got down in the hold to shift 
cargo and try to put her on a level 
keel. After working hard all night 
they got her righted and by sticking at 
the pumps all the time were able to 
keep her afloat. A sudden lull in the 
storm favored the work. The storm 
freshened up again after the vessel 
was uprighted and she was put under 
a reefed mainsail and had to be nurs­
ed along with great car*. The men 
were getting worn out pumping and 
on the 4th of January it was realized 
that she could not be kept afloat. A

Home Rule 
Demonstration

Special to Evening Telegram.
LONDON, Fef. 18.

Home Rulers were in highest spirits 
this afternoon when in Trafalgar 
Square some fifteen to twenty thous­
and people assembled in support of 
the Government’s proposed measure 
of self-government for Ireland, Liber­
als and Nationalists combined in the 
demonstration. Members of the Com­
mons representing several constitu­
encies were on the platform. Re­
solutions urging the necessity of 
giving a generous measure of Home 
Rule for Ireland, as consistent with 
the maintenance of Imperial suprem­
acy, and suggesting that the bill be 
so framed as to be capable of early 
application, were adopted amidst 
greatest enthusiasm. William Glad­
stone. grandson of the “Grand Old 
Man,” who introduced the first Home 
Rule Bill in 1886, was among the 
speakers, and said the democracy of 
the country had made cause of the 
Home Rule Bill its own.

The Coal Crisis.
Special to Evening Telegram.

LONDON, To-day.
Although the country is now within 

11 days of a coal strike, which will 
involve hundreds of thousands of 
miners, and which the Foreign Secre­
tary has described as threatening the 
greatest national catastrophe in our 
history, there are no signs yet of any 
attempt at mediation in any quarter. 
800,000 miners have handed in notices 
to quit work on March 1st. Newspap­
ers and the public are calling insist­
ently for Government interference, 
but the Government is reluctant to 
force itself upon disputants, in a case 
in which both sides appear to resent 
the idea of interference. Doubtless, 
Prime Minister Asquith and the 
President of the Board of Trade are 
anxiously studying the situation. Sir 
Edward Grew has gone out of his way 
in an appeal to those involved in the 
dispute to come to terms, instead of 
plunging into a situation which is 
bound to prove ruinous to the coun­
try. Probably nothing will be done for 
a few days as the miners are anxious 
to learn whether foreign workers 
will support the strike. The meeting 
of the Executive Committee of the In­
ternational Miners' Federation will be 
held privately in London on Wednes­
day to determine upon what action 
shall be taken. In the same way, the 
Miners’ Federation awaits the views 
of the Transport Federation, whose 
Council meets at Manchester on Fri­
day to consider the crisis.

Wrecked at Sea.

LIVERPOOL,. To-day. 
The British steamer, Cuban, arrived 

at New Orleans and brought nine of 
the crew of the British ship "Erne, 
wrecked in a storm at sea. The Erne 
was bound for Boston for Buenos 
Ayre.

In 
this connection we feci sure we voice 
the sentiments of the body when we 
say how pleased we are that the es­
teemed Superior, Rev. Brother Ken­
nedy. should have so improved in 
health as a result of his recent trip 
to the homeland, and we hope for a 
like happy outcome in the case of his 
energetic co-worker, Rev. Bro. Ryan, 
who left only a few weeks ago for 
the Old Country.

The Industrial Department had a 
successful year and the work entailed 
in making up the twine was gladly 
availed of by the many poor. people" 
who annually are assisted by this sec­
tion of the Society.

The exterior of the Hall was painted 
during the past summer, arid, apart 
from the improved appearance, this 
finalizing of the outside work leaves 
our property in a thoroughly good 
state of repair.

Concerning the Literary and Am-, 
usement Committee's section it is 
gratifying to know that the financial 
results in this direction have surpass­
ed those of the previous year. The 
Debates and Music Committees have 
also announced that their usual pro­
gramme is prepared. To the officers 
and members of the general Commit­
tee we express the thanks of the body 
for their work during the year.

We are pleased to be at last in e 
position when the financial condition 
of the Society can be definitely pre­
sented. From the Treasurer's state­
ment it will be observed that the re- 
eipts for the year have been $12,176.- 
7, disbursements. $11.507.61. leaving 
, balance on hand of $669.16. The 

total indebtedness is $15,781.00, the 
greater portion of which is due to our 
members at a low rate of interest. 
With little renewed energy on the 
part of the members the removal of 
this burden should only occupy a few 
years.

In conclusion, we have but to urge 
upon all to preserve the heritage which 
has been handed down to us by our 
worthy predecessors, and as we ad­
vance along the second century of our 
existence to remember that in the 
changed circumstances of the age our 
work has taken on a more truly bene­
volent aspect in the Education of the 
youth of the city. I>et our vigour t 
not diminished by the passing years, 
but rather let us endeavour to in­
crease the fields of our activities and 
continué'to advance along the path cf 
true Christian Charity opened up by 
the noble band who gathered together 
-me hundred and six years ago to­
night.

NEW SEALER 
ARRIVES.

Nascopie Enters Port After Very 
Story Trip. A Splendid Sliip in 
Every Respect.

Messrs. Job Bros. & Co.’s new seal­
er Nascopie, Capt. Waite, steamed in­
to port shortly after 7 p.m. yesterday, 
after a voyage of 11 days from Pen- 
arth, Wales.

She left there on Wednesday week, 
the 7th inst., and on the run out had 
very stormy weather all through and 
this tested the ship’s qualities as a 
sea boat. She was more than up to 
expectations in this respect. Gales 
raged continuously from S.S.W. veer­
ing to N.W., with a heavy sea but no 
special incident occurred. About 300 
miles due east of St. John’s, before 
the vessel came to the edge of the 
Banks, and the ship’s qualities as an 
ice breaker were tested in butting and 
forcing her way through the heavy 
floes which covered the ocean. The 
floe consisted of the heaviest kind of 
slob which was rafted in some cases, 
the ship, however, with her superior 
speed aud ice breaking qualifications 
bored her way through it, and Wed­
nesday last at noon, as reported by 
a Marconigram transmitted by the 
Cunarder Carmenia, was 526 miles 
east of St. John’s, and 200 miles off at 
10 a.m. Friday, so that she progressed 
at the rate of 7 knots an hour in 
coming along and covering the dis­
tance of 326 miles. She would have 
made a fine run to port but for meet­
ing so much ice. Saturday at 5 p.m 
Motion Head-Petty Harbor, was sight­
ed and shortV after as a thick snow 
storm raged the ship bore away to 
the E. by S. to avoid the coast which 
now could not be discerned owing to 
the storm. Yesterday morning at 8 
o’clock the ship was again headed for 
the shore and by 11 a.m. she was off 
Red Head, near Torbay. At 5 p.m. 
after forcing her way up through the 
slob she was headed for the Narrows. 
Here the slob was rafted on the shore 
and several feet thick, and the ship 
had her work cut out for her. After 
an hour’s hard butting she got a lead 
oft the North Head and came full 
speed through the Narrows, the 
weather having momentarily cleared 
and she later berthed at the owner’s 
piers. Capt. Waite was on the brjdge 
from 4 a.m. yesterday until port was 
reached and was pretty well used up.

The Nascopie is a splendid ship in 
every respect. She was built by 
Swan, Hunter and Wigham Richard­
son. of Newcastle. She is laden with 
1.500 tons coal; her registered ton­
nage is 1,004. and she is 285 ft. 5 in. 
in length. 43 ft. 6 in. beam, and with 
cargo and stores on board draw's 17 
ft. 6 in. forward and 21 ft. 10 in. aft. 
The ship is a speedy boat and several 
days rolled off her 240 miles, her low­
est run being 128 knots. In her con­
struction special attention was given 
to strength to fit her for forcing 
through the Northern ice floes, and 
she is the equal of any of the modern 
ships prosecuting the voyage. Her 
beams, knees, gilders and staunchions 
ire of unusual strength and 
ness, her plates are of the besl 
and are particularly heavy at the 
bows. Capt. Waite is delighted with 
her and believes her to he a superior 
ship to the Beothic. The apartment 
of the Marconi operator and the 
wheel house are on the upper bridge, 
md the -chart room and captain’s 
oom are immediately below this and 

ire comfortable and fitted with every 
modern convenience. The rooms of 
he other officers are on the main 

deck, on the starboard side in the 
imidships section of the vessel, and 
the engineers' rooms are on the op- 
losite side, while those of the firemen 
xnd sailors are forward and are also 
ery commodious and comfortable; 

her cabin is fine, large and excellent- 
y equipped. She is lit with electric 
'ty ; her engines are of a very power- 
'ul type, and all who have seen her 
believe the ship will give a good ac- 
ount of herself. She is a fine vessel 
n appearance, and we congratulate 
he pwners. Messrs. Job Bros. & Co­
in possessing such a splendid boat.

UNCOVERING HYDRANTS —After 
the storm of Saturday most of the 
hydrants in the city and suburbs were 
covered with snow. Yesterday the 
Council had a staff of men out and 
they dug out the fire plugs fearing 
they might be required at any time.

SHIELD ON EXHIBITION. — The
handsome shield presented by Lady 
Musgrave to the C. L. B„ and which 
was given the Brigade Thursday night 
by His l»rdship Bishop Jones, is now 
on exhibition In the windows of Bow­
ring Bros, dry goods department. It 
attracts much attention.

Shortly after midnight Saturday, 
and while the snow storm raged, a 
destructive fire occurred at Nagle's 
Hill by which James R. Johnston's 
wood factory and the laundry of the 
Country Laundry Co., Ltd., were com­
pletely destroyed. The reflection of 
the fire could be noticed for a great 
distance and it was seen by the men 
of the Central Fire Station, but It be­
ing so far countrywards it was deem­
ed futile for any of them to go to the 

The building in which the 
were contained 

measured 60 x 60 feet of two storeys 
and a basement. There was a boiler 
house of concrete at the eastern end 
qf the structure. Mr. Johnston’s 
wood factory occupied the lower flat 
and the upper part was occupied by 
the laundry people. Both had In­
stalled in their respective establish­
ments a good lot of valuable machin­
ery. The building was bought by the 
Laundry Co. for $4.000 from Mr. John­
ston in October last, and he valued 
his machinery at $3,000, which was 
covered by insurance. He paid rent 
for his part of the building, and hav­
ing had a large stork of doors, sash­
es, mouldings and other kinds of 
woodwork there which was not Insur­
ed, he claims that he loses about 
$4,000 by the conflagration. The 
laundry Co. value the machinery they 
had in the place at $3.000, and the 
building and machinery were Insured 
for $7,000. The employers of the 
laundry Co. only began work there 
four days ago and no person worked 
at the wood factory sinc<^ 5 p.m. on 
Friday last. The Laundry Co. have 
a lot of new machinery now on the 
way from the United States. How 
the fire occurred is a mystery. The 
wood work of the new roofing had not 
“plimmed” and as a result the water 
got down through to Johnston's place 
and all the shavings, slabs and other 
debris about were saturated with wat­
er and could not possibly Ignite un­
less some miscreant deliberately 
fired the building. Mr. Johnston lives 
at Howley Avenue, this city, and did 
not know of the fire till 8.30 a.m. 
yesterday. Mrs. Murran, who lives 
near, was the first to see the fire, and 
calling her husband he dressed and 
proceeded to the scene. It was then 
near 1 o’clock yesterday morning, and 
when he arrived the building was al­
most consumed. Mr. W. Baird, the 
manager of the laundry, visited the 
place at 8 o'clock Saturday night 
with his two sons and telephoned the 
city for some things, and everything 
about the place, he says, was O.K. 
Detective Byrne of the police depart­
ment yesterday afternoon walked In 

, to the scene of the fire and thorough­
ly investigated the matter. The origin 
of the blaze Is shrouded in mystery.

Broke Down.
In working through the storm of 

Saturday night the motors of the two 
sweepers broke down as they went 
over the rails and they were towed 
up to the car barns where a staff of 
men were engaged repairing them un­
til yesterday morning, when both 
again went Into commission and did 
good work clearing the street car 
tracks yesterday. Men were at work 
from an early hour yesterday morn­
ing keeping the tracks clear of snow 
with shovels, and the trams negotiated 
the line all through the day. In paris 
of Water Street the track was cover­
ed with water to the depth of a foot 
in several places.
