It is the power 
of thought, of 
“forming an 

^ opinion by rea­
soning” that sets 

man apart from the rest of the ani­
mal kingdom. It would seem, there­
fore, that the habit of thought would 
be common among mankind. But is 
it?*.

In Columbus’ time a few so-called 
leprned men held to the belief that 
tii? world was flat. To say that the 
great mass of people also thought so 
would l^e stretching a point, for to 
think one must “employ any of the 
intellectual powers except that of sim­
ple perception through the senses. ’ 
In brief, to think, one must exercise 
the higher intellectual faculties. In 
Columbus' time the people believed 
what was told them; they did not
"think.

" Columbus thought. Told that the 
earth was fiat, he actually thought 
about it. He did not say to himself, 
“These very learned men say the 
world is flat, so it must °be.” Instead 
he said, “These men think the world 
is flat, do I think so?” And finally 
having really thought the matter over, 
he came to the conclusion that the 
world was round.

It was neither his skill in seaman­

ship nor his ventiireetimeness that 
made Columbus a great man. It was 
his power to subject a common be­
lief to analysis, to think for himself 
and not let others think for. him.

The same thing is true of any other 
great man. The man who thinks for 
himself is as far above the man who 
doesn’t—the man whq_ accepts his 
thoughts ready-made—as the man is 
above animal.

The habit of thought, like most 
good habits, is hard to acquire. It 
means subjecting everything that 
comes your way to your own powers 
of reasoning. It means cultivating 
an open mind. It means refusing to 
accept your thoughts ready-made, no 
matter who the maker may be.

The reason there are so few great 
thinkers is there are so many who 
permit the great thinkers to do their 
thinking for them.

Try this. The next time you tackle 
any subject and start to say “I think 
so-and-so.” stop and say to yourself, 
“tiave i thought? Is this my own, 
carefully pondered belief or is it 
somebody else’s thought on the sub­
ject that I have picked up and adapt­
ed to my own uses which I’m about to 
enunciate.”

You will find that saying “I think’’ 
is one of the comonest forms of self- 
deception. What we should more 
often say is, “So-and-so has said such- 
and-such a thing and I’m passing it 
along as my own simply because I 
have never thought anything really 
worth saying about the subject.”

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Volunteers All.
The Kaiser has worked wonders 

with the British Empire. He quelled 
the noise of armed faction at home, 
and has caused the whole Empire to 
rise with one voice and spirit against 
him. The discordant clashing as to 
how Canada should help the home­
land that has been heard for some 
years past, has been changed into 
strenuous effort to offer their best in 
men and money and strife has ceased 
as to the method of doing it. Thanks 
to the Kaiser. In South Africa, 
Premier Botha who was the most-for­
midable general we had against us in 
the Boer War is now foremost in 
welding South Africa solid to help the 
Empjre. The talk of sedition and 
trouble in India in vogue some years 
ago has now changed into one grand 
chorus of offers of men, money and 
treasure to help the Kng fight the 
Kaiser. No greater tribute to any

Emperor has ever been paid by a peo­
ple than is told in the despatch re­
ceived by the Governor from the Sec­
retary of the Colonies. At home 
where a regular army of some 170,000 
men is usually kept, nearly half a mil­
lion men have enlisted in this same 
regular army and before long another 
half million will swell the Regular 
Army to 1,200,000 men. Before the 
winter is over, if the war last so 
long, the Kaiser may find Austria 
crippled and out of the fight, the 
Russian millions pressing him in the 

.East, and the armies of France and 
Belgium, swelled by a million and a 
quarter British troops. The remark­
able feature of this effort in the Brit­
ish Empire is that it is absolutely 
voluntary. India's offer of men and 
money is the free will offering of a 
thousand or more princes, leaders 
and great men of India, backed by the 
willing assent of the hundreds of mil­
lions in that bright gem of the Crown. 
All the offers of the Dominion have 
also been purely voluntary and every 
man who has enlisted is a volunteer. 
It will take time to get these great 
aimies in working order, and so long 
as the allies can keep their armies at 
the front intact, and avoid great dis­
asters like Sedan and Metz, there will 
be, à continually increasing and grow­
ing army to meet the Germans who 
must from week to week become move 
and more exhausted under the strain 
of continual fighting on both frontiers. 
So far the general news is good.

Fishery
Improving.

BRINGS ENCOURAGING NEWS.
The S.S. Kyle, Capt. Parsons, ar­

rived from the Labrador Service at 10 
am. to-day, having made all the ports 
of call to Nain, going and returning. 
Capt. Parsons reports a decided im­
provement in the fishery in the ex­
treme North, which report is based 
on information received from the cap­
tain of the Baleine, now plying in the 
Northern Service.

From Dawe’s Island to Queen's 
Lakes the vessels are all loaded. 
These are vessels from the Bonavista 
fleet, all of whom have fares ranging 
from 1,000 quintals down. Many of 
the smaller vessels are filled below 
decks and are “salting in" bulks on 
deck. ,

From Sedlic Bay north very little 
has been done. The Twillingate fleet 
which are operating principally from 
Mugford Tickle have average fares. 
The “stationers" along the coast have 
all done well, and though the voyage 
is not yet over the average catch is 
from 400 to 500 quintals. From Grady 
to Black Island there has been little 
or no improvement since last report.

The Kyle, brought .250 casks cf 
whale oil from the Hawke’s Bay sta­
tion, which she is discharging at Har­
vey & Co's premises.

Our Regiment.
Several more young men joined the 

Regimental Camp at Pleasantvilie 
yesterday morning, and were added to 
the large number already under can­
vas. Drilling goes on regularly, while 
a contingent under Major G. T. Carty 
and Capt. Goodridge went for a tramp 
towards Logy Bay before dinner. In 
the afternoon the whole regiment was 
reviewed by Major Franklin and Adjt. 
W. F. Rendell on the Parade Ground, 
who were pleased with the progress 
made. Ranks were then reformed 
and the volunteers to the number of 
about 300 went on a long march 
country-wards under Capt. L. C. Mur­
phy. During the evening those in 
camp were treated to a very inter­
esting resume of the allies’ operations 
by Dr. Burke.

Whaler Cachelot 
DoingWell.

According to reports brought from 
the northward by the S. S. Kyle, which 
arrived in port to-day. the whaler 
Cachelot, operating from Hawke’s Bay 
will make a record voyage this year. 
Already she has 36 whales ashore to 
date and when the Kyle was at that 
station they were averaging two 
whales per day. Operations on that 
coast do not usually close until No­

Money In Plays, f
Fortunes Which Authors Hare Taken 

From Their Dramas.

The iamous melo-drama “ The 
Silver King”, which was played re­
cently at His Majesty Theatre before 
a royal audience in the cause of 
charity, has established several re­
putations and made fortunes for a 
number of people. The name of 
Wilson Barrett, of course, will al­
ways be associated with “The Silver 
King.” The famous actor made a 
big fortune out of the play, which 
however, he ultimately lost in other 
disastrous theatrical speculations.
But fortune smiled on him again 
when “ The Sign of the Cross, ” 
which not only enabled him to pay 
his debts which amounted to some 
$200,000 when he went to the States 
but also enabled him to leave $150,
000 when he died.

Referring again to “ The Silver N^_ 
King,” it is interesting to note that 
the play definitely decided Mr. Hen­
ry Arthur Jones, the collaborator 
with Henry Herman in the author­
ship, to devote himself to drama. 
“The Silver King ” was only Mr. 
Jones, second attempt at play writ­
ing, and more than once he ha= ad­
mitted that all his family and other 
expenses, trips abroad, etc , have 
been paid right up to the present 
out ef the play. Herman, too, made 
a fortune out of the play, which, 
however, he lost through somewhat 
extravagant lining and he subsequ­
ently sold his half of the play, a per­
fect go'd mine, for 83,500.

It is doubtful, however, if any 
play has made so much money as 
the still-running “ Charley’s Aunt.” 
During the performance of this fam­
ous farce at the Globe and Royalty 
Theatres, it earned $1,000,000 for 
the late Mr. Pènley alone, and he 
had to share the profits with two 
others, while it is estimated that Mr. 
Brandon Thomas must have made 
$300,000 out of the play.

“The Private Sectary,” adapted 
from the German by Mr. Charles 
Hawtrey, brought that gentleman 
$175,000 at least during its first run 
at the Globe and its tours. Mr. 
Hawtrey also made a fortune out of 
“ A Message from Mars,” which the 
àuthor, Mr. Richard Ganthony, sold
outright for $40,000.

Mr, EidwiUiJ Knoblauch’s wonder-
ful play “ Kismet. ” ip which Mr.
and Mrs. Oscar Asche have scored 
such a brilliant success is estimated 
to have added $200,000 to the hank­
ing account of the famous actor ami 
his wife, while Mr. Jerome K 
Jerome’s higbly-successful product­
ion, “ The Passing of the Third 
Floor Back, ” has earned for Sir. J. 
Forbes Robertson something like 
$300,000.

‘ The Walls of Jericho,” enriched 
Mr. Alfred Sutro to the extent of 
$275,000, while “ The Little Minis­
ter ’’earned S'r. J. M. Barrie $20,
000 a week for a number of years, 
and long before the curtain fell on 
the last performance at the Hay- 
market, the net profits had reached 
$500,000 Then there was such plays 
as “ Quality Street, ” “ Peter Pan,” 
and “ The Admirable Crichton, ” 
all stage gold mines, which it is 
scarcely surprizing to learn have 
increased Sir J. M. Barrie’s bank 
balance by over $700,000.

Turning to musical comedy, Mr. 
Gilbert, who has composed the 
music for “The Joy-Ride Lady,” 
at present running at the Garrick 
Theatre, confesses that his income 
for some 3-ears past has 
been at least $15,000 a month.

The German Government has sup­

Germany fur­
ther adds that she has shown to for­
eign news correspondents at Berlin 
these dum dum bullets with machines 
used in their make, and that these 
projectiles and equipments were 
found in the kit of allied prisoners.

BRITISH VICTORY IN AFRICA.
LONDON, this a.m.

British troops have met and de­
feated a German force of four hun­
dred which entered Nyassaland, Brit­
ish Central Africa, according to an 
announcement made by the Official 
Press Bureau, which adds : “The 
Germans lost 7 officers killed and 2 
wounded and 2 field and 2 machine 
aims.

LONDON, Sept. 10. 
To the Governor,

St John’s, Nfld.
The Press Bureau summarizes the 

offers of service, money, etc., made in 
India to the Viceroy. Rulers of Native 
States, numbering nearly seven hun­
dred In all, have, with one accord 
rallied to the defense of the Empire, 
and offered personal services and 
their states’ resources for war.

From among the many princes and 
nobles volunteering for active ser­
vice the Viceroy has selected the 
Chiefs of Jodhpur, Bikaner, Kishan- 
gar, Rati am, Patiala, Sir Pertab Sing, 
Regent of Jodhpur, the heir apparent 
of Bhopal, and the brother of Cooch 
Behar, together with other cadets of 
noble families.

The veteran Sir Pertab Singh, in-

sists on serving the King and Emper­
or despite his seventy years. His
nephew, the Maharaja, aged sixteen, 
goes with him. All these have already 
joined the expeditionary forces.

The Maharaja of Gwalior, the 
Chiefs of Jaora and Dholpur and the 
heir apparent of Palanpur were, to 
their great regret prevented from 
leaving their states.

Twenty-seven of the larger native 
states will maintain imperial service 
troops, and the services of every 
Corps were immediately placed at the 
disposal of the Indian Government 
on the outbreak of the war.

The Viceroy has accepted from 12 
States contingents of cavalry, infant­
ry, sappers, and transport, also cam­
el corps from Bikaner (for Egypt). 
Most of these have already embarked.

Following are particular instances 
of generosity and eager loyalty of 
Chiefs: Various Durbars are provid­
ing a hospital ship to be called the 
Loyalty, for the use of the expedi­
tionary forces. The Maharaja of My­
sore has given fifty lacks of rupees 
£333,000 for expenditure upon expe­
ditionary forces. The Chief of Gwal­
ior, besides sharing expenses of the 
hospital ship, the idea of which orig­
inated with him and the Begum of 
Bhopal, has offered the Indian Gov­
ernment large sums of money and to 
provide thousands of horses as re­
mounts.

From Lahore in the Punjab and Las 
Bela and Kelat, Baluchistan, the 
Chiefs and Sirdars offer to supply and 
maintan camels with drivers (for ser­
vice in Egypt.) Several Chiefs have 
offered to raise .additional troops if 
required.

Donations to the Indian Relief 
Fund have poured in from all states. 
The Maharaja of Rewa offers troops, 
treasure, even private jewellery for 
the service of the King and Emperor.

Besides contributions to the Indian 
Fund the Chiefs of Kashmir, not con­
tent with subscribing to the Indian 
Fund, presided over a meeting of 20,- 
000 people and delivered a stirring 
speech in response to which large 
subscriptions were collected.

Maharaja Holkar offers free of 
charge, all horses in his state army, 
suitable for Government purposes. 
Horses are also offered by the Niz­
am’s Government, by Jamnagar and 
other Bombay states. Every Chief in 
Bombay presidency has placed his 
state’s resources at disposal of the 
Government and all have contributed 
to the Relief Fund.

Loyal messages and offers have 
also been received from Mehtar of 
Chitral and tribes of the Khyber 
Agency and Khyber rifles.

Letters have been received • from 
the most remote states in India, all

marked by a deep desire to assist the 
British Government, however humbly, 
in its hour of need.

From beyond the Indian borders 
generous offers of assistance have 
been received from Nepal Durbar; 
the military resources of the state 
placed at the disposal of the British 
Government. The Prime Minister 
offers rupees three lakhs .(£20,000), 
to the Viceroy for machine guns or 
field equipment, for the British Gur­
kha Regiments proceeding oversea, 
besides large donations from his pri­
vate purse to the Prince of Wales 
Fund, and Imperial Indian Relief 
Fund. The fourth Gurkha Rifles, of 
which the Prime Minister is honorary 
Colonel, has offered thirty thousand 
rupees (£2,000) for machine guns In 
the event of their going on service.

The Dalai Lama of Tibet offers 1,000
Tibetan troops, stating that the Lam­
as in Tibet are offering prayers for 
the success of the British army.

The same spirit has prevailed 
throughout British India, hundreds of 
telegrams and letters to the Viceroy 
express loyalty, and the desire to 
serve in the field or In India. Many 
hundreds have also been received by 
loyal administrations. These come 
from communities and associations of 
all classes and creeds, also from In­
dividuals.

The following are typical examples: 
The All-India Moslem League, Ben­
gal Presidency Moslem League, Mos­
lem Association of Rangoon, Trustees 
of Aligarh College, Behar Provincial 
Moslem League, Central National 
Mohammedan Association of Calcut­
ta, Khoja community and other fol­
lowers of H. H. The Aga Khan, Pun­
jab Moslem League, Mohammedans 
of Eastern Bengal, citizens of Calcut­
ta, Madras, Rangoon and many other 
cities, Behar Landholders’ Associa­
tion, Madras Provincial Congress, 
Talugdars of Oudh, Punjab Chiefs’ 
Association, United Provinces’ Pro­
vincial Congress of Hindus of the 
Punjab, Chief of the Khalsa Diwan 
representing Orthodox Sikhs, Bohra 
community of Bombay, Parsee com­
munity of Bombay.

The Delhi Medical Association of­
fer the field hospital sent to Turkey 
during the Balkan war. Bengalee 
students offer enthusiastic services 
for ambulance corps; there are also 
many other offers of medical aid. The 
Zemindars of Madras offer five hun­
dred horses. Meetings are being held 
to allay panic, keep down prices, andf, 
maintain public confidence and credit. 
Generous contributions from all 
quarters are being made to the Im­
perial Indian Relief Fund.

The Secretary of State for India 
has received the following offer from 
Chiefs residing in this country—from 
the Maharaja and MaharanI Magi 
Sahiba of Baratpur, all resources of 
their state, two motor cars, two thou­
sand rupees to Indian Relief Fund; 
the Raja of Akalkot, personal servic­
es in the field; Raja of Pudukota “all 
I possess, anxious to serve in any 
capacity.” He has placed his motor 
car at the disposal of the Government 
and returns to India to raise, subject 
to approval, a regiment of his sub­
jects to release the regular regiment. 
The Gaekwar of Baroda has offered 
all his troops and resources. Mir 
Ghulam All Khan of Khalpur offers 
his personal service in the field.

British Indian residents in this 
country, of every class and creed, 
have been forward with loyal and 
generous offers of personal services.

$ CURLONDON, To-day.
There is a general discussion in 

London on the possibility that Eng­
land may close the North Sea Mock­
ing it completely, if the trouble with 
floating mines continues. The Gov­
ernment's position is that shipping of 
neutral nations is in great danger 
because of German mines. England 
has repeatedly stated she will not re­
sort to those mines.
