Conscription in o
the United States|5

IS URGED BY SENATOR.

Washington, Dec. 14.—A bill for the
establishment of a citizen army
based on the Swiss system of military
service to-day has been introduced in
the Senate by Senator Chamberlain,
chairman of the Military Affairs Com-
mittee.
The proposed measure provides
that every male citizen of the United
States from his twelfth to twenty-
fourth year shall register for military
service and give a portion of his time
to military training. After his twenty-
'ﬁourth year he shall become a mem-
ber of the reserves, liable for service
in time of war.
Although-it is not probable that
Congress will complicate the nation-
al defence problem by considering the
question until an increase of the per-
manent establishment is out of the
way, the bill attracted much atten-
tion by reason of the fact that it em-
bodies the first plan proposed for the
introduction of the militgristic sys-
tem in the United States.
Senator Chamberlain proposes "the
establishment of a citizens’ cadetship
of males between the ages of twelve
and seventeen years, and a citizen
army of those between the ages of
eighteen and twenty-three, men be-
yond the age of twenty-four to enter
the citizen army reserve.

Exceptions Few.
No citizen would be able to escape
the ‘training required unless he came
‘within the rather- slender list of ex-
ceptions, including .the physically and
morally unfit, school teachers, those
engaged in police and prison service,
members of established creeds hostile
to war or the use of arms, mariners
and those excused by the President or
division commandants.
According to the plan all males
would be required to register at the
age of twelve and to report any
changes of address. , Penalties are
provided for attempts to escape the
service. :
The minimum training required by
the bill is ninety hours per year from
the age of 12 to 14; including gallery
practice, the same regulations applies
to those between 14 and 16; not less
than ninety hours’ training and ten
days in camp each year provided for
those between 16 and 18. At the age
of 18 the traning service is lengthen-
ed to 120 _hours, or twenty days every
year for six years, at the end of which
time the citizen soldier would become
a citizen reserve.

It should
also give a pause to those radicals
and nationalists’ who are prejudicing
the efforts of the Government to ar-

rive at a proper decision as to whether 4

the results of the Derby campajgn
show that the War can safely be car-
ried on by voluntary recruiting. This
is a matter which should be decided
on the military merits of the case, and
after due consultation with the. War
Council. Britain must win out and
as speedily as her resources will al-
low, and the means of doing so are
matters for military experts. The in-
terference of high civilian officials in
the mode and means of warfare has
already cost us dear. The greatest
blunder of all was keeping Kitchener
employed in Egypt, instead of bring-
ing him to the War Office in 1912,

when Haldane reported to the Asquith
Cabinet the failure of his mission to
Germany and the certainty that Ger-
many would start a European con-
flagration within a few years. The
next -civilian blunder was the insist-
ence of Winston Churchill on over-rid-
ing Fisher in the matter of a Dar-
danelles campaign. Fisher long ago
ought to have been in the Cabinet and
head of the Admiralty long ago. We
expressed this opinion long be-
fore any of the revelations were made
as to the Dardanelles campaign and

these revelations but confirm that,

opinion. It is the height of stupidity
in times such as these to have ’ a
civilian representative of the Navy in
the Cabinet and to subordinate the
highest naval expert to a civilian,
capable of overriding him and put-
ting him in a position where he can-
not bring the weight of his knowledge
and experience to bear in the person-
ab deliberations of the Cabinet. Kit-
chener was called in at the last min-
ute when War was declared, to make
preparations which should have been
under way years before. Fortunately,
preparations in the Navy were well
under way before war was declared,
thanks mainly to Fisher. But when
War was declared, the amateur repre-
sentative of the Navy in the Cabinet
should have been replaced by the Ex-
pert head. Mistakes have been made
and they should be remedied. Certain
men stand out as preeminently requir-
ed. Asquith is needed at the head of
the Government. Grey at the Foreign
Office. Lloyd George is also a tower
of strength. Kitchener is in his pro-
per place. Fisher should replace Bal-
four at the Admiralty. Balfour is
worth a place in the Cabinet. A finan-
cial expert is needed at the Treasury.
How the rest of the Cabinet is made
up is of little importance, provided
they are determined to co-operate in
a vigorous prosecution of the War.

Lemnos and Tenedos Islands, to be
sent to Salonika. Troops on Imbros
Island were most discontented, some
of the troops mutinied, and five or
six officers of the general staff are re-
ported to have been killed. Finally
the troops were removed after they
had been promised that numerous re-
inforcements would be sent.

GERMAN OFFENSIVE FAILED.
NEW YORK, Dec. 22.
A Hérald despatch from London
says the correspondent of the Daily
Express telegraphs from Geneva that
the German offensive on the Riga-
Dvinsk front has completely failed.
Von Hindengerg has been forced to
retire before Russian counter-attacks
after burying his cannon and aban-
doning enormous amounts of material.
The Germans unable- to cross the
Dvinsk, have suffered very heavily.
Five German divisions have retreated
on Tukum against which the Russians
are advancing. A sanguinary battle
is in progress near Uxkull.

CONDITIONS IN GERMANY.
NEW YORK, Dec. 22.

Miss Helen Keller and other per-
sons in the United States are obtain-
ihg uncensored news from the capi-
tals of belligerent nations in 7 news-
papers published for the blind in
London, Paris, Berlin and Vienna.
According to Miss Keller, these news-
papers are not censored because they
are printed in shorthand Braile type,
used for the blind which the censors
are unable to read. Through the
medium of these journals what is
probably the most authoritative arti-
cle on Germany’s lack of food has
reached this country for the first
time. It is revealed that eveyy man
woman and child in Germany is living
-on slender rations, doled out by
Wweight determinéd on after a confer-
ence of chemists, scientists and phy-
sicians in Berlin.

The Stefani agency gave out a
communication to-day, evidently in
behalf of the government, to the ef-
fect that the stories concerning the
sinking of the Italian battleship
Ante-Alighiere were untrue. The
Italian fleet has suffered no loss.

The sinking of the Japanese steam-
er Sado Maru in the Eastern Medit-
terranean, yesterday, by a German or
Austrian submarine, is reported in a
despatch from Malta. A wireless
call for help reached Alexandria in
Egypt, and vessels were sent out.
Details of the sinkimg are not known.

The owner now climbs aboard the
dtiver’s seat of the mechanical player
edch evening after supper, and
tramps off twenty-seven. yards of
Liszt, forty-three yards of Mendels-
sohn, nineteen yards of Brahms' and
2,745 yards of Luders, thus enabling
him to soak his soul in music and at
the same time brace up his liver for
aitother hard day on the stock ex-
change.

{ ed Ozanne because the latter saw him
kill another man. - The name of the
| missing man for whom the police are
| searching has not been divulged, but
{ it is understood he was connected
with same canteen as the dead Sergt.
" As supporting the possible plea of in-
i sanity in Coderre’s defence, it is
learned he was in a motor accident
at Valeartier, when his injuries were
such as to unbalance his mind for two
days.

AUSTRALIA’S HIGH RESOLVE.

LONDON, To-day.

Up to a late hour there was no offi-
cial confirmation of the report of the
Russian occupation of Varna, which
if true is, according to London editors
one of the greatest moves of the pre-
sent war. Some critics believe that
the Russian assault on Varna is a pre-
lude of a new effort for Constanti-
nople which is’less than 150 miles
distant. On the western front the
success of the French at Hartmanns-
weilerkopf in the Vosges is regarded
in Allies’ capitals as not only bril-
liant but a useful operation at a point
where the sutuation has been most
difficult for many months. The num-
ber of prisoners is the largest omr the
west front since the great campaign
in the Loos offensive. The English
public takes much pride in the man-
ner which Australia has taken the
withdrawal from Gallipoli. This at-
titude is summed up by an Austra-
lian newspaper in the words of Lin-
coln’s Gettyburg speech: “We here
highly resolve that these dead shall
not have died in yain, that this nation
under God, shall have a new birth of
freedom.” The most important de-
velopments last evening in Britain
were the appeal by leading bankers Lo
the nations to unite in the task of
meeting the war’s financial require-
ments, and in a speech by David Lloyd
George, Minister of Munitions at New-
castle to Trade Union officials of the
country, appealing to them for assist-
ance to obtain eighty thousand skill-
ed workers, which he demanded in
his speech in Parliament a few days
ago.

SOCIALIST SPLIT IN GERMANY.

COPENHAGEN, To-day.
A despatch declares the Socialist
party in Germany is now completely
divided, twenty-one members having
seeeded and formed a new party with
an independent organization.

" COMPULSION IF NECESSARY.
LONDON, To-day.
The Commons to-day passed Bills
prolonging the life of the present
Parliament eight months and to in-
crease .the strength .of British Army
to 4,000,000. Both Bills passed without
division. The newly authorized army,
H. J. Tennant, War Office, stated in
the House last mght is the largest
army ever raised in this country. Ten-\
nant gave some interesting figures on
the large mneserve requ\rements for
the army under modern war condi-
tions, saying that it was necessary to
have at home in reserve 1.8 men for
every soldier in the field. This estim-
ate was based on a monthly wastage
of 15 per cent. which was the experi-
eénce of the first year of war. Thus
the army of 1,250,000, which figures
were given by Asquith yesterday -as
the present British force abroad, re-
quired 2,250,000 reserves trajning at
home or a total force of 3,500,000
necessary for the prosecution of the
war on the present basis for one year.
Tennant regtetted he was unable in
any way to anticipate the Premier’s
statement as to the numbers . en-
rolled under Lord Derby’s scheme.
He said he could only share the hope
of members that young unmarried
men who failed to enroll were a negli-
gible quantity, ‘but . added, I be-
