The Washington
Conference.

On Thursday next, the third
anniversary of the signing of the
armstice, (Nov. 11, 1918) the
representatives of Great Brit-
ain, Franece, Japan, United
States, Ttaly and other countries
meet in Washington, D.C., on
the invitation of President
Harding, to consider plans for
the . limitation, of —armaments,
and to discuss  conditions exist-
ing in the Far East, with the
hope of removing friction by
the adjustment of the interests
of all nationals interested. All
this with the object and hope of
. securing for all time the peace
of the world. The people of the
United States are inténsely in-
terested in the chances of the
success of this conference, and,
writes Sir Philip Gibbs in an ar-
ticle in the current issue of the
Review of Reviews, ‘“the wo-
men especially are organising
monster -meetings, sending up
' resolutions to the American
Senate, carrying out a cam-
paign of popular propaganda in
order that waves of enthusiasm
for world disarmament may beat
against the walls of the Confer-
ence Chamber and (their sound)
reach the ears of the interna-
tional delegates.” The same
writer then asks the question,
“What is happening in England
with regard to that Conference
in the minds of our people?”
and proceeds to answer Lis own
query in these. words, “Just
nothing at all so far as I can
discover. The man in the street
is not interested in it. The
woman in the kitchen or
the suburban drawing- room is
thinking of quite other things
and does not see at all what
Washington means to her. She
and her husband decline to be-
lieve that it means anything at
all to either of them.” Accord-
ing to the succeeding context of
the article, this lack of interest
is not due to apathy, but to the
varying and difficult conditions
at home, conditions which they
are trying to overcome, so that
the Washingtqn Conference for
the ’nonce gives them ne con-
cern.

Altogether, it will mean
much for the future, if the com-

EASTER TO BE A FIXED FEAST.

Rome, (Associated Press)—The
Vatican has announced that a confer-
ence of astronomers will take place
in Rome next April ynder the presid-
ency of Cardinal Mercier with the ob-
ject of reforming the calendar and
fixing Easter.

The occurrence this year of Easter
Sunday on March 27, within five days
of its earliest pcssible date, revived
the proposal for a fixed Easter. No
fewer than 16 Easters will happen in
March between now and the .close of
this century—an average of one every
five years—unless something is done
to prevent' the erratic wandering of
the festival between March 22 and
April 25. Under the existing ecclesias-
tical rule Easter Sunday can fall on
any of 35 dates. The present rule is
that Easter must be a Sunday and that
the ecclesiastical full moon (which ‘is
not the same as the real moon) upon
which it depends must occur on one
of the seven days immedigtely preced-
ing. Thus, to have Easter Sunday on
its earliest date, March 22, the ecclesi-
astical moon must be full on March
21, which date must also be a Satur-
day; but so rarely are these conditions
satisfied in the same years that it is
over a @entury since Easter fell on

March 22, and it will not again fall so

early until the'year 2285.

A Soldier’s Protest.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir.—Being a soldier who ser-
ved during the war and who was un-
fortunate enough to be wounded, I
crave space in your paper to express
my indignation at the treatment we
wounded soldiers have received at the
hands of the Government. When Mr.
Squires issued his Manifesto in 1919,
he said (referring to our sailors and
soldiers) that he would put them on
the same status as the soldiers and
sailors of the neighboring -Dominion,
Canada. Shortly after Mr. Squires was
elected Premier he was asked to re-
deem his promise to the G.W.V.A,, but
with the exception of a 20 per cent.
bonus to totally disabled, and a 10 per
cent. increase to all other persons for
1920 only, no increase has been grant-
ed. Considering that two years have
elapsed since the Premier gave his
promise to pay Canadian rates of pen-
sions, one cannot blame the returned
men for coming to the conclusion that
he is only bluffing and that the time
is now ripe for using means other
than those employed during the last
two years. When we left here to fight
for our King and Country we had a
higher sense of moral duty than the
persons who said “We were paid to
fight.” When a Committee of the G.W.
V.A. met the Premier in June 1920, he
toid them that the Canadian scale of

pensions was being considered and:

that Dr. Parsons had gone to Ottawa
40 compare the Canadian scale of pen-
sions with that of Newfoundland, also
that it would be dealt with in full on
receipt of his (Dr. Parsons) report.
Last week (nearly a year and a half
later) the same bluff was used. Dr.

Parsons arrived home and tabled his’

report, and we of the G.W.V.A. con-

cluded that it was favourable to the)

adoption of the Canadian scale, con-
sidering we heard nothing to the con-
trary. Last Fall, we were told by «©ur
Executive at a general meeting of our
Association, that, (in the absence of

the Prime Minister) they had taken up
the matter with Mr. Coaker, who as-
sured them that the money would “be
paid, and that it would make a nice
Christmas box for the Veterans. The
money was never paid, Mr. Editor, and
the men’s indignation was so great in
May, this year, that the Premier
agreed to the suggestion of the G.W.V.
A.. to appointi& Parliamentary Com-
mittee of the G.W.V.A.,, on Pensions,
c¢tc. The Parliamentary Committee
tabled their report which was never
adopted, although we were assurad
that it would be. It seems rather
peculiar that the technicalities of iiie
House of Assembly were not observed
in the Resolutions presented by the
Prime Minister, and which were dif-
ferent from the report of the Parlia-
nmentary Committee. The natural de-
crease yearly in pensions is about 10
per cent. The amount paid to-day is
considerably less than that of 1919. Let

i us take the Pensions Grant for the

fiscal year 1919-1920 which was $656,-
000.00. That of 1920-21 was $502,500.00,
a decrease of $153,500. We can con-
sider approximately another decrease
of $150,000 for the fiscal year ending
June 30th, 1922. making a total de-
crease of about $300,000.00 for tWwo
years. A great many of the Veterans
contend that the administration 6f the
Pensions, Militia and other soldiers’
departments are paid out of the sold-
jers’ and sailors’ Pension Grants and
that the amount actually paid in pen-
sions is considerably less than the
amount given above. We were told
that the amount necessary to pay the
20 per cent. increase for one year to
totally disabled soldiers would be $24,-
000. If that be so, the amount paid in
pensions in A. B. C. and D. classes for
one year would be $60,000 plus $24,-
000 for the 20 per cent. increase, mak-
ing a total of $84,000. Also to give a
10 per cent. increase to all other pen-
sioners for one year would cost $18,-

000 making a total for one year of
$180.000.00 or in all $264,000.00.

MR. MUNN RELATES A FEW FACTS.

Hditor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir.—Why the “Evening Advo-
, cate” draws my name into their poli-
tical animosities is hard for me to un«
ldefuu'nd, as I have always expressed

my views in-no uncertain way regard- ]

ing - Coaker's crazy regulations, that
'ha.ve caused such trouble and ruin-
,ation to the whole Country, and have
no hesitation in giving the public the
facts. Read my speech, published in
the “Advocate” given at Coaker's Con-
fererice in the Grenfell Institute one
year ago last September, when these
regulations were being put in force.
Coaker promised then, that there
would be no interference with any
| person selling to whatever market he
. liked. Shortly afterwards he got mem-
, bers of the Advisory Board to form aa
Exporters Association, which the Di-
rectors understood was to be a branch
of the Board of Trade, but it was run
by Coaker and his Advisory Board
without any approval of the Board of
i Trade. One of their first efforts was to
!appolnt George Hawes, as Selling
Agent for Itaaly. °

I protested against this, and was
given permission to sell all I could for
Italy as well, and had no sooner com-
. Dleted my arrangements to get to work
than Premier Squires, who had left
London. in an aeroplane with Geo.
Hawes, wired the Government insist-
ing that Geo. Hawes be appointed
“Sole Agent” for Italy. For the next
; two months, which is the best fish sell-
ing season of the year, there was noth-
ing done with Italy. Both Greece and
Spain were completely overstocked,
and everyone who had any conception
of the fish business saw nothing but
ruination staring them in the face. I
iha.d two cargoes of fish on the way to
j.Gibraitar, and knew I had to break my
j.promises to repay the Bank for ad-
| vances I had got from them, and also
to break my promises to pay everyone
‘ else I owed, or I must find some means
to dispose of this fish, so I dropped
i everything and left for Europe at short
notice,

The first telegram I got on arrival
"in Italy in December was one from
.Coaker. telling me that Hawes had
been dismissed as Agent, and I was to
take his place. 1 saw Mr. Ragnoli at
once, and he pointed out to me, that
he had telegraphed to Coaker when
Premier Squires was in Cenoa, that if
he -appointed Hawes, or any one else,
as “Sole Agent” it would cause trouble,
and the Regulations must.be arranged
to allow more than one person in New-
found to sell fish to Italy. This in-
formation 1 am given to understand,
was suppressed by Coaker, and has
caused the whole trouble, for not even
the Premier’s advice would have been
taken if it was known. I at once wired
Coaker declining the position as “Sole
Agent,” and told him business could
; be.done as soon as this “‘Sole Agency”
was cancelled.
' Mr. Ragnoli told me he was ready to
|

buy fifty to one hundred thousand (50
to 100,000) quintals of fish, and was
reserving this order for Newfoundland
to the last moment, but as he had some
very favorable offers from France he
did not inmtend to wait any longer. I
wired several of the principal mer-
chants in St. John’s, as well as my own
firm, and asked them to let everyone
know the seriousness of the situation,
and gave them facts and figures. The
replies T got were that Coaker . had
started retaliation against any. firm
who would order a cargo of fish from
Malaga to Italy, and that they would
be prevented from doing any more
business in Newfoundland. Mr. Rag-
noli told me there was no hope for
anyone now, and showed me contracts
he had drawn up with agents of
French fish merchants for about 100,-
000 quintals of fish. He thanked me
for my efforts to help Newfoundland
business. He gave me the chance to
include my two cargoes, which I was
glad to do, and this was the very last
purchases he made. Subsequent events
have proved abundantly that the in-

stubborn pig-headness, thinking every-
one’' was wrong except himseif, and
without any correct knowledge of the
trade, has led the whole country into
its present troubles.

THEIR WEIRD AND WICKED WAYS

The proper way to eat other animals
is to take them, in small pieces, inside
your body. Sonfe amimals.. on the con-
trary, get inside the bodies of the
animals they are to eat, and these we
call parasités, and regard as eriminals,
Yet nature has endowed these par-
asites with some of the most wonder-
ful apparatus in the whole of her im-
| mense museum. We will not“speak of
the parasites in man, in spite of their
remarkable structures. It is a painful
subject. But a few instances from the
lower animal world will reveal unsus-
pected depths of depravity.

The Shameless Story.

Lying in the grass in the spring-
time (probably admiring the beauty
and innocence of nature in ¢comparison
with London), one often’sees a glossy
blue beetle lumbering over the stalks
and the flowers. It is probably a fem-
ale oil-beetle- (Meloe) laying her 10,
000 eggs. Out of these some 10,000 lit-
tle active six-legged things-they al-
most look like tiny earwigs--~whose
only chance in life is to get a bee’s’
egg to feed on. Some 'writers make the
story almost too miraculous. They des-
cribe these larvae waiting until & cer-
tain lady-bée comes along, then grasp-
ing her hairs and climbing on her
back, to be carried to the nett. As a
matter of fact, they grasp at any hairy
thing that comes along—a camel-hair
brush, if you c¢are to put it there—and
the vast majority of them perish. A
few, however, cling to the right sort
of bee, and they get carried to the
nest. There they feed on the bee’s eggs,
and turn into maggots; and the mag-

the honey, and goes out to repeat the
shameless story."

Wasted Pity.

Another oil-beetle lays its eggs, in'
August, near the entrance of the hee’s
nest, and two thousand little monsters |
are hatched. But they do not make for
the nest. They cannot eat honey unutil
they reach the grub stage. They lie in
a heap and hibernate until the bee
comes along in the spring. When the
innocent bee has taken one of them to
her nest, it slides off her back on to
her egg, and actually uses this egg asr
a raft to keep it afloat on the honey.
For eight days it feeds on the egg.
Then it turns into a strange form
which floats on the honey, devouring
it meanwhile. By the autumn or the
following- spring the perfect beetle
emerges from the bee’s nest, to follow
the devious” waysof its ‘'mother.

We need not pity the bees. They are
often parasites on each other, There
is one which lays its eggs, with a
store of food, in a blackberry stem.
But there is another bee hanging round
which, as soon as the nest and store
are ready, drops its own egg deep

Hach tiny grub that comes
from an egg has a boring apparatus,
and it waits at the bottom of the pond
until the larya of the Wider-fly comes

along. It borel lnto the little body,

feeds on it. and rémains in it until
the spring. Then the alder-fly is de-
voured by a beetle, and- the ' little
worm, in & new transformation, de-
vours the whole interior of the
beetle. It takes these thifigs at least
eighteen months to become adult
worms; and all that they then do is
to lay myriads of eggs.
The Liver.fluke.

The liver-fluke is still more ingeni-
ous in its wickedness, We used to lose
a million sheep a year in the United
Kingdont alone through this worm get-
ting into thejr livers. It passes its
eggs out from the sheep, and a certain
snail devours them. After hatching in
the snail, the larvae leave its body and
lie upon the grass, to be eaten by
sheep. Another “fluke” has an even
weirder method. Its proper host is &
bird, and its eggs are dropped over the
landscape by the bird, Some industri-
ous snail eats the eggs, as it devours
the leaves, and thgy grow into an
amazing swarm in its body. Birds like
a nice fat snail, but in this case nature
doubly insures the life of the parasite.
Its larvae get into the snail’s tentacles,
and there they form certain gaudy 1it-
tle tubes with alternate green and
white bands and bright red spots. The
bird eagely snips off this pleasant-
looking morsel (full of deadly larvae),
and carries it generously to the young |
in the nest. If the mother-bird devour- |
ed the stuff itself it would do no harm:
but it is'deadly in the tender bodies
of the young.—John O'London’s Week-
1y.
