LOSS OVER $160,000 !

About four o’clock last Saturday after­
noon the Town Bell rang the alarm of 
fire, and excitement spread with the ra­
pidity usual on such occasions. Men ran 
with all the speed which they were ca­
pable of exerting and looked anxiously 
round for indications of the fire. These 
very soon became easily discoverable, for 
a huge volume of smoke quickly made it­
self apparent rolling up against the low­
ering, leaden sky. It rose in thé direction 
of the Alma Block, and the fear that 
these fine buildings, with their immense 
stocks, might be in danger, intensified 
the excitement and added to the speed 
with which people sought the scene of 
destruction. A sad spectacle awaited 
the36 who had heard the alarm. In the 
rear part of Mr Mulholland’s hardware 
store a huge pillar ot smoke, black as 
night, curled upward, and it was evident 
that in a few minutes a flame would break 
out which human energy would be power­
less to subdue. On first rebelling the 
buildings which Fate had devoted to de­
struction, a person would have supposed 
that it was Smith & Metcalf’s harness 
shop that was most immediately in dan­
ger, for already men, youth and boys were 
engaged as assiduously as if each had a 
personal interest in its safety in remov­
ing the stock from the establishment and 
conveying it to tho other side of the street, 
where it was beyond the reach of danger. 
In a few minutes there was nothing left, 
but the house itself stood an offering to 
appease the fury of the flames, which 
were now "leaping and roaring, and threa­
tening to sweep (for a breeze from the 
north was blowing strong,) as far at least 
as the Wellington Hotel. We shall see 
by-and-bye, why it did not, and why in 
consequence half a dozen or more houses 
are standing this morning which it was 
feared, ana not without reason, would 
soon be reduced to a heap of charred ruins. 
As we have observed the fire was now 
visible, glass crashed, and fell broken 
into fragments by the heat, a"n<the flames 
“ rolled their pointed spires” th>augh the 
closed doors and window shutters-qf Mr. 
Mulholland’s store. Its fate had 
sealed long ago ; no attempt was 
to save it or anything it contained, 
person knew that such an effort would' 
liave been useless for no person could 
have entered it and lived. Every thought 
was centered ou Mr. Masaie’s wholesale 
establishment, under the same roof as the 
burning building with its immense stock 
valued at $75,000w The bell still sent, 
forth its ominous peals on the keen frosty 
air, the crowd kept increasing, men still 
running forward and pulling off their 
coats as they ran. With an activity, and 
a spirit of emulation which only such 
fearful scenes can arouse, pll hands plied 
the work, and a large part of the stock 
on the ground floor was soon safely out­
side. But the building was filled with 
goods from cellar to roof, and even when 
the shop had been cleared, but a small 
portion of the work of removal had been 
accomplished. There was a large stock 
of liquors in the cellar, and a very large 
quantity of teas and tobaccos in the bond­

members of the Fire Brigade—a Fire 
Brigade now no more-^displayed tlu-ir 
wonted activity, though not irr their for­
mer capacity. Some boys brought out 
the invalided ” Victoria,” just ns if she 
had renewed her youth, and been capable 
of doing miracles in the way of work. 
Of course she was allowed to stand there 
without any further notice. But the zeal 
with which all ranks, classes and condi­
tions of the townsmen applied themselves 
to the work of removing the articles out 
of reach of harm cannot be too highly 
commended. Each worked ns if he was 
working for himself, and as if be felt that 
he had a moral duty to perform, which it 
would be the greatest iniquity lor him to 
ignore. About seven o’clock all appre­
hensions of further damage had subsided ; 
the walls, With the exception of the one 
we have mentioned had fallen, and the 
materials had gone far towards smother­
ing the flame.

The fire originated in the lamp room of 
Mr. Mulholland’s store ; whether from a 
match having been thrown on the floor, 
rendered peculiarly inflammable by being 
impregnated with coal oil, or by the burst­
ing of a lamp is not known, but its. pro­
gress was so terribly rapid, that two of 
the clerks who were up stairs at the time 
were obliged to make their exit by a 
window in the rear ; and another one or 
two having run across the street for some 
water to quench the fire were unable to 
enter when they returned in a few min­
utes. Both Mr. Mulholland and Mr. 
Massie saved their books. Much less 
bodily injury was sustained than an ob­
server would have imagined there would 
be, considering the flurry and the reck­
lessness of an uncommon excitement. A j 
Mr. McKenzie had his face scorched, and 
several others suffered a like mishap, 
though not to such an extent, but there 
is none of the cases serious.

LESSON.

We arc sure there is notan individ­
ual in the community but heartily 
sympathises with those who sustained 
so much loss by the disastrous fire at 
the Alma Block on Saturday. To 
them the loss is indeed heavy, for the 
fruits of years of labour were in a 
great measure swept away in a few 
moments by the remorseless flames, 
and their business in all its relations, 
built up by years of incessant toil and 
effort—paralysed for a time. But

A Satisfied “Witness.”
Mr. Dnugall, of the Montreal Wit­

I am much pleased with the appear­
ance of our Federal Legislature The 
personnel is not only highly respect­
able, but the members have a general 
air of physical and mental vigor that 
is very satisfactory. The House of 
Commons is much better arranged for 
speaking and hearing than it used to 
be ; and I learn with great pleasure 
that there is no opportunity now for 
such tirades of vulgarity and abuse 
as used to be but too common on the 
part of a few members in the Canad­
ian Legislature. Our House of Com­
mons would nq more tolerate such 
speeches than that of England. Iam 
informed also by a member who has 
a good deal of experience, that there 
is scarcely a sign of internperanoe 
among the members. He has only 
seen one case of a member being ob­
viously under the influence of liquor 
since the session opened, although 
there are a number hero who used 
formerly to be in that state. This is 
partly owing to the higher stand 
taken in every respect by the Domin-. 
ion Legislature, and partly to the | 
wholesome rule adopted at the begin­
ning of the session concerning the 
Parliamentary bar, which many of 
the leading members are resolved to 
enforce in good faith. There was an­
other reason for intemperance in for 
mer times, which does not now exist. 
Speakers formerly deemed themselves 
compelled, by custom, to keep a pri­
vate dinner table at the House, and 
to extend invitations to dinner rather 
freely among members. At these 
dinners, various wines and liquors 
were provided, and members often 
drunk freely. The present Speaker, 
Mr. Cockbum, of Cobourg (to his 
honor be it said), wished to abolish 
this custom of furnishing drink ; but 
would not have liked to innovate, had 
not some of the members requested 
him to do so,—a request with which 
he gladly complied. Instead of these 
daily invitations, he is going, we be­
lieve, to give a series of merely formal 
dinner parties.

There is one delightful character­
istic of those one meets in and around 
the Parliament and departmental 
buildings ; namely, a general sauvity 
and desire to oblige. With members 
of either House, the question is quite 
common to visitors from a distance.
“ Can I do anything to serve you ?”

: and all the departmental officers, from 
the highest to the lowest, are, so fur 
as I have seen, very courteous and 
obliging.

Great Britain have many improvements
and institutions which have, as yet, found 
no existence hero because our Legislation 
is behind that of the mother counter. 
One of the most useful institutions estab­
lished there is that of the Poet Office 
Savings Banks. We have none here. 
These institutions afford the best indexes 
of working class prosperity ; and those of 
England tell a cheerful tale. In 1866, 
the large sum of £2,063,312, or over $10,- 
000,000 was deposited, and the greater 
part of that amount has been invested 
in the purchase of Government securities. 
In 1862, the amount standing the credit 
of Post Office Savings Banks on the books 
of the Commissioners for the reduction 
of the National Debt was £1,669,032 ; and 
last year it had risen to £8,231,177, or 
above $40,000,000. The fact is of great 
significance. The working classes are 
beginning to save with eagerness : they 
are becoming capitalists. The circum­
stance commends itselt to the attention 
of political economists, as well as to that 
of Reformers and philanthropists.
