The Cordwood Tax.

To the Editor of the MERCYRY.
‘81r,—Permit me, through the medium
of your liberal and widely circulated
journal, to take exception to your mar-
ket By-law in its relation to the sale of
cordwood by contract. By the terms of
said By-law a market fee of ten cents
per cord is imposed on every cord of
wood sold by contract within your cor-
poration, which I consider an exorbitant,
unjust and unjustifiable charge, and not
at all in keeping with the value of the
article. Any person may drive on to
your market with a load of seed, grain,
pork or any other artiele of produce,
which may range in value from $100 to
$200, and dispose of the same upon pay-
ment of 123c. market fee, but we are not
permitted to enter your town with a cord
of wood, worth from $2 to $4, without
paying a fee of 10e. We do not go near
your market, nor trouble your Market
Clerk or any of your officials. We mere-
ly drive throngh your streets and sell to
your citizens and factories what they
must have, and yet you make us pay
for the privilege—if privilege it be—of
furnishing you with one of the neces-
saries of life in our Canadian winter,viz,
