The Sirdar Asks One Hundred Thou-
sand Pounds for Education of

London, Nov. 30.—Gene Lord Her-
bert Kitchener, the Egyptidn Sirdar, in
an open letter to the mornifg papers to-
day appeals to the British public to sub-
seribe+ £100,000 to a fund to establish
and maintain the Gordon memorial eol-
lege at Khartoum, with a view of edu-
cating the Soudanese and ¢ontinuing the
work ~which Gordon commenced. ;

He says the Queen and the Prince of
Wales have consentedfp become patrons
of the undertaking, and that Lord Salis-
bury has written him' supporting the
scheme as “the only. pelicy by which
England’s eciyilizing miigsion can be ef-
fectively ‘accomplished.”

Lord Kitchener announdes also that
the Baroness Burdett-Coutts and other
people of wealth and high position sup-
port the enterprise. e

Young Woman from Australia Lit-
erally Hacked to P'~ces hy
.. Her Lover. 4

She Had Come to Vancouver to Wed
Another but Something
Went Wrong.

Deserted She Entered Upon Life of
Sin—The Crime Deliberately
Planned.

Vancouver, Nov. 30.—A horrible mur-
der took place at New Westminster to-
night. A young woman recently arrived
from Australia named Jennie Anderson.
She was to have married on arriving
here but to‘r s0me reason not yet dis-
closed the young man declined to wed
the girl after paying her passage out.

On arriving here the poor girl took
rooms over Knowlers’' store, where she
has received the attentions of a young
Frenchman from Marseilles named Don-
ald Perier. He is.dn employee on the
steamer Empress of India ana came to
Vancouver first from Australia where he
knew Jennie Anderson.

To~day the murdered girl who had led
an abandoned life since she found her-
self ‘alone and friendless thousands of
miles- from home, went over to New
Westiminster to a well-known sporting
house ‘there. Perier followed her over
and into the house, entering a room with
her and locking the door. They were
heard quarrelling bitterly, the woman
screaming. Shortly afterwards Perier
came out covered with blood and ex-
claimed “I made a sure job of it.”

The woman was found on the bed lit-
erally hacked to pieces. The murder took
place at 7 o’clock and by 8 o’clock the
news had spread over and horrified the
whole town.

Perier is but 20 years old, tall, hand-
some and well dressed. The story of the
crime promises to be highly sensational,
though the police have not yet learned
the details leading up to Perier’s deed.

FIRES AT SKAGWAY.

Offices of White Pass Railway Destroy-
ed With Surveyors’ Reports—The
Marshal Sunffers.

Seattle, Nov. 26.—During the week
ending November 19 Skagway was vis-
ited by two. fires, one of them undoubt-
edly of incendiary origin. The first oc-
curred Wednesday morning, November,
16, at 4:30 o'clock, and destroyed the
headquarters buildings of the White Pass
& Yukon route, containing the general
offices of the company. Several of the
officials of the company, including Pur-
c¢hasing Agent Wilson, Paymaster
Brooks and General Freight and Pas-
gsenger Agent McCartney, had sleeping,
rooms in the upper portion of the struc-
ture. They had narrow escapes from
death, all jumping from upper story win-
dows. They escaped in their night shirts
and each man suffered fronl burns or
bruises. A good many of the records of
the company, including maps and reports
of surveying parties, were lost. Edwin
Hall Warner, chief of the preliminary
survey party, had filed his report the
evening - previous, which included com-
plete data of his summer’s work; cov-
ering notes for forty miles of projected
line.. This report was lost. With the
exception ‘of Warner’s report, all the
other maps, reports and papers can be
replaced.

The hegdquarters building and the of-
ficers’ mess house, adjoining, were
burned, and had it not been for the hero-
ic work of about 2,000 citizens, the whole
southern part the ecity would have
been burned, for the wind was howling
a cutting gale from the north. The rail-
way company was the only loser.

The second fire was Friday evening,
November 18. It caught in a barn in
the centre of the city, and the barn was
consumed and three fine horses. belong-
ing to Marshal Tanner cremated. The
general impression is that the fire was
of incendiary origin, either for the pur-
pose of robbery during the excitement
or for the purpose of vengeance on Tan-
ner, who, by his energy and efficiency,
has been proving a terror togaw-break-
ers.

The city has had an eficient hook and
ladder company and a bucket brigade.
In a few days the new fire apparatus will
be in position, and“the citizens can then
cope with any fire that appears.

SPADN KRS THE A8

Will Sign Peace Treaty and Take
Twenty Millions for the
Philippines.

Natives Threaten Protracted War-
fare if More Than Protector-
ate Is Attempted.

Paris, Nov. 26.—The Spanish  peace
commission this evening does not know
what will be the answer to the American
tender of $20,000,000 for a treaty ces-
sion of the Philippines. Senor Mon-
tero Rios, president of the commission,
will himself write Spain’s final reply,
presumably upon lines approved by the
Madrid government, but as yet he has
not formulated a sentence thereof. Up
to this evening the Madrid government
had not instructed its commissioner to
reject the United States offer. Some
tentative instructions have been received

from Madrid but to-day Senor Montero
Rios telegraphed to Madrid for a con-
struction of them or a clearer light
thereon and the commission is now
awaiting a reply. Spain will not ask
for time beyond Monday. . She will then
meet the Americans and make a conclu-
sive reply. Speculation continues rife
here as to the acceptance or reﬁugal of
the Americans’ terms ®ut a majority of
those who are:in any degree likely to
know believe that Spain will yield and
that the American commissioners that
a treaty will be signed. :

Madrid, Nov. 26.—The Imparcial to-
day says: “The Spanish thought that
after the signing of the peace treaty
friendly relations between the United
States and Spain would be resumed and
the government would negotiate directly
on matters of secondary importance. But
the United States last night requested
that the Paris commissioners be em-
powered to arrange a revision of the
treaties of commerce and a special treaty
for the Philippines as well as settle other
questions. The Spanish cabinet is ob-
liged to accede to the request and there-
fore several additional sessions of the
commission will be necessary after Mon-
day’s session. Instructions were sent
to Senor Montero Rios to order him
again to insist that the absolute rights of
Spain in the Philippines should be main-
tained in aceordance with the very clear
text of article 3 of the protocol. How-
ever, the government declares that Senor
Montero Rios will sign the peace treaty
without reserve as its signature with-
out protest will deprive the treaty of a
definite character and leave matters as
bad as they are now, and we have min-
" isterial authority for saying that the gov-
ernment desires the speediest settlement
of these matters, as otherwise they may
result in grave danger to Spain.”
NATIVES THREATEN TROUBLE.

London, Nov. 26.—The London office
of a Philippine company has received a
letter from its agent at Manila dated
October 18 in which he says: “The
rebels are prepared already to resist an-
nexation. I am in the confidence of their
chief and I assure you they are quite
prepared to retire to the hills if more
than a protectorate is attempted. I hope
it will not come to warlike proceedings
for it would be a very protracted affair.
The Americans would not find the rebels
as easy as did the Spaniards, for they
formerly (had .qaly feur hundred rifles,
while the rebel$ how 'have 80,000 and
80 cannon, including several Maxims.”

The Manila correspondent adds: “Am-
ericans are not allowed to pass the rebel
lines without passwords. A party of
German officers which attempted to do
s¢ without passwords, were mistaken for
Americans and were refused permission.
When it was discovered they were Ger-
mars, the officers were permitted to pro-
ceed.”

The manager of this Philippine com-
pany, who has spent years in the Philip-
pines, does not attach any impertance to
the foregoing plans. He says the Am-
ericans could quickly subdue the natives.

There is a report in commercial eircles
that Spain will re-organize her entire fi-
nancial system and re-adjust her bonded
indebtedness after the treaty of peace is
signed. This report disturbs the bond-
holders of Spain.

GERMAN DISAPPOINTMENT.

Berlin, Nov. 26.—The German press
this week has busied itself a great deal
about the Philippines question and the
peace negotiations at Paris. Nearly all
the comment has been uncomplimentary
to the United States, which is charged
with excessive greed and political ipde-
eency in formulating the demants.
President McKinley is also accused of
‘“inconsistency ” and “lack of back-
bone” in not withstanding “the in-
creasing demands of the imperial party.”

A number of German newspapers
have now adopted a strain indicating a
desire to obtain a portion of the Spanish
Asiatic possessions for Germany. - The
Kreuz Zeitung, which” his much influ-
ence at court and in army circles, says:
“ Germany is materially interested in
the outcome of the peace negotiations,
more particuiarly with respect to Sulu
archipelago, where Germany and Great
Britain possess commercial privileges
granted to them by Spain in 1877, and
in which Hamburg and Bremen are
largely interested. = American annexa-
tion Of this group, besides being a mat-
‘ter of strategic importance, would mean,
in view of America’s prohibitive tariff
policy, the destruction of both the Ger-
man and British traders there. In short,
an understanding with Great Britain
for joint action and intervention is ab-
solutely indispensable. The .theory of
‘an American sea’ cannot be accepted
by any of the European nations. Mr.
_Kasson, therefore, has been indulging
in day dreams.”

The Deutsche 'Zeitung, organ of the
Pan-German party, says: “ It is particu-
larly painful that with the Caroline is-
lands, to which will possibly be added
the rest of the islands, a piece of Span-
ish goods is disposed of to which we had
a historical pre-emption claim.”

5 The Deutsche  Zeitung conecludes:

' The government should. seize the occa-
sion to acquire a portion of the Caro-
!mes, or at least to secure compensation
in Samoa, and also obtain guarantees
for the future of Germany’s comriercial
interests in  the Philippines and Sulu
archipelago—guarantees,” it says, spite-
tully,‘ “which will hold water even
against American interpretations.”

In spite of these newspaper com-
ments, the correspondent of the Asso-
ciated Press is informed on good auth-
ority that Germany still does not con-
tomplatt; interference, active or other-
wise, with the American claims, at least
as long as no concerted action is pro-
posed “or carried out jointly by the
Huropean powers. This statement tal-
liés with the assurances given by foreign
officers here.

So far as the United States embassy
is concerned, no proposition of any’kind
has been made by the German govern-

ment, and before the United States am-
bassador, Mr. Andrew White, left Ber-
lin on his two months’ leave of absence.
He ‘ecame to the conclusion that Ger-
many under no circumstances will un-
dertake important steps during his ab-
sence.
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REVENUE FROM ALASKA.

Secretary Bliss W;{Ei Tax Salmon Can-
ners and License Saloons—A
Cable Asked for.

Washington, Nov. 25.—In his annual
report, in reviewing the gradual diminu-
tion of public land, Secretary Bliss says:

Of three hundred and odd million acres
of desert land requiring irrigation to
render them valuable farming lands, the

available water supply is sufficient for
only 71,500,000 acres, leaving over 260,-
000,000 acres suitable only for grazing
purposes. There are thirty forest reser-
vations, embracing an estimated area of
40,719,414 acres.

Reviewing pension matters, Secretary
Bliss reports 635,000 claims pending, and
says a separate division has been organ-
ized for the adjudication of claims grow-
ing out of the war with Spain. Yhese
soldiers will receive their pensions under
the general law for permanent disabili-
ties contracted in the service.

Secretary Bliss, summing up the re-
port of Gov. Brady, of Alaska, calls at-
tention to the difficulty of preventing the
smuggling of liquor into Alaska, it being
impossible to enforce the present regula-
tions without a fleet of revenue cutters
and steam launches to patrol the tortu-
ous channels of Southeastern Alaskan
waters. . Smuggling prevails and saloons
are open in all of the towns and mining
camps. The,governor reports a consen-
sus of opinion in favor of a stringent
high license law, which would tend to
stamp out smuggling and liquor selling
to the natives. :

The application to Alaska of the liquor
laws in force in the District of Colum-
bia, with several minor modifications is
urged as meaning a majority approval.
The governor believes that Alaska should
and can pay revenue into the United
States’ treasury. Under a high license
law he estimates that the liquor trafiic
would yield an annual revenue of not
less than $200,000; a tax of a few cents
per case on salmon would produce from
$35,000 to $50,000; ten cents a ton on
wharfage collected during the past year
would have yielded $100,000. :

He recommends, , however, that any
system of taxation for the territory be
deferred until land laws shall have been
provided. Many sections of Alaska, it
is shown, are suitable for agricultural
purposes. With proper care, cattle can
be raised in the middle in the milder dis-
tricts. It cannot be doubted that in the
course of time the herds of reindeer will
cover the plains of Northern Alaska, and
a few thousands of dollars spent now in
helping the Esquimaux to obtain herds
will save the expenditure of many thous-
ands in the future.

The fur seals, he says, are doomed to
extinction unless all pelagic sealing can
be stopped. The branding of female seals
has proved a success. The brands ren-
der the pelts valueless and show that the
United States has property right to the
animal, The raising of blue foxes is
becoming an important industry.

The hunting of the sea otter has been
so unremitting that very few are now
left. The governor recommmends that
the killing of them be prohibited for a
long time.

Representation in congress for the citi-
zens of Alaska is strongly urged.

Attention is called to the fact that the
rapid increase of the number of vessels
plying Alaskan waters necessitates the
erection of many lighthouses. Other re-
commendations¥ include a lengthy mail
service between Sitka and Unalaska;
cable connection between the United
States and Alaska; enlargement of ad-
ministrative authority and extension of
:pe land laws to at least the settled por-

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APAIN TARES R DOSE

Does Not Like It at All But Sub-
mits to Superior Force of
America.

For Twenty Millions Cuba, Porto
Rieo and Philippines Will
Be Given Over.

By Associated Press.

Paris, Nov. 28.—Spain has accepted
the United States offer of $20,000,000,
and at a joint session of the peace com-
missioners this morning consented with-
out condition to relinquish Cuba. and
to cede Porto Rico, Guama and the
Philippines. @ The document presented
for this acceptance contained only 300
words. It opened with a reference to
the final terms of the United States and
said that the Spanish commissioners, af-
ter taking cognizance of the terms pro-
posed by the Americans, replied that
their government had tried to give as
equitable an answer as possible, but that
they were not prepared to commit their
government to the acceptance of the
principles embodied in the American ar-
gument. Spain rejects these principles,
the note continues, as she always has
rejected them, ‘basing her attitude upon
the justice of her cause, However, in
her desire for peace, she has gone so
far as to propose certain compromises
which the Americans have always reject-
ed. She has also attempted, it is further
asserts, to have submitted to arbitration
some of the material points upon which
the two governments differed. These
proposals for arbitration, it is added, the
Americans had equally rejected. These
allegations in Spain’s reply as to at-
tempted arbitration refer to her proposal
to arbitrate the construction of the third
articles of the protocol, respecting the
Philippines.

Spain’s reply to-day in substance con-
tinued by declaring that the United
States has offered, as a kind of com-
pensation to Spain, something very in-
adequate to the sacrifices that country
was at this moment making, and she
feels therefore that the United States
proposals cannot be considered just and
equitable. Spain has, however, éxhaust-
ed all the resources of diplomacy in an
attempt to justify her attitude. Seeing
that an acceptance of the proposal made
to Spain is a necessary condition to a
continuance of negotiations, and seeing
that the resources of Spain are not such
as to enable her to re-enter upon war,
she is prepared in her desire to avoid
bloodshed and from considerations of hu-
manity and patriotism to sumbit to the
conditions of the conquering nation,
however harsh they may be. She is,
therefore. ready to aceept the proposals
of the American commission as present-
ed at the last sitting.

The reading and translation of the
document occupied less _than five min-
utes. At the conclusion of the transla-
tion, the commissioners empowered Senor
Ojeda, secretary of the Spapish commis-
sion, and Secretary Moore, of the Ameri-
can commission, to draw up articles,
which are to embody the relinquishment
of Cuba by Spain and the cession of
Porto Roco and the Philippines. These
articles, which may be considered as con-|
stituting the conditions .of peace, will
be ready for submission Wardnesday.

A great deal of interest was taken in
to-day’s meeting. The two commissions
arrived at the' foreign office in carriages.
in' the rain almost simultaneously and
repairing to the econference room, im-
mediately” opered the only business be-
fore them. Senor Montero Rios, the
president of the Spanish commission, has
nsually preceded the presentation of a
Spanish communication * in writing by
verbally summarizing the same; but to-
day Senor Rios was silent and unusually
grave. His face was deeper lined and
he clearly showed the mental strain un-
der which he was laboring. as he ap-
proached the final relinquishment of
Spain’s celonial possessions. Without a
wcrd Senor Montero Rios produced the
two typewritten sheets and passed them
to the interpreter of the United States
commission, Mr. Ferguson, who read
them substantially as cabled. the outline
of the Spanish document being fiurnished
later to the correspondent of the Asso-
ciated Press by Senor Ojeda. The com-
missioners left the foreign office im-
mediately after the secretaries had been
directed to prepare the articles of the
peace treaty. There was scarcely any
conversation between the American and
Spanish commissioners after the adjourn-
ment., Among the Americans only the
most grave consideration for the Spanish
cclleagues was apparent. ¢#The Spaniards
seemed to be relieved at having arrived
at the conclusion of a long controversy.
FURTHER CONCESSIONS ASKED.

Paris, Nov, 28.—Having embodied in
the treaty articles all the protocol ques-
tions, the two commissions will now
enter upon friendly megotiations regard-
ing the matters suggested in the Ameri-
can ultimatum a week ago—matters sub-
sidiary and incidental to the principal
provisions which must form part of the
peace treaty as finally signed. These
include the religious freedom' of the
Caroline islands, as agreed upon twelve
years ago; the release of political pris-
oners now held by Spain in connection
with the insurrections in Cuba and the
Philippines; the taking over of the is-
land of Kusaic or Ualanm, in the Caro-
lines, for telegraphic and naval stations;
cab[e station rights at other points in
Spain’s jurisdiction; and the renewal of
certain treaties previously in force be-
tween the United States and Spain
which may have lapsed or been violated
by the war.

AT POINT OF BAYONET.

Paris, Nov. 28.—The leading article in
the Temps to-day is a column devoted
tc a severe arraignment of the American
attitude toward Spain, in which America
is n;a.de to appear as a merciless eonquer-
or, imposing Draconian conditions on a
helpless foe and ‘“‘exacting the signature
of a treaty at the point of the bayonet.”
The Temps adds: “The Spanish com-
missioners said in submitting that they
protest to the civilized world against the
spoliation of the weak by the strong.”

GERMANY NOT PROTESTING.

Washington, Nov. 28.—Baron von
Sicrnberg, charge d’affairs of Germany,
called at the state department to-day
and had a conferenece with Secretary Hay
in the course of which the Baron took
occasion to exress the most friendly sen-
timents on the part of Germany con-
cerning the resent state of affairs.

A GOOD SAMARITAN

Captain Roope of the Pechili Has
a Memorable Experience in
the Philippines.

Spaniards Whose Lives Have Been
Saved Reward the Saviour
With Ingratitude.

Captain Matthew Roope, of the British
mercantile marine, has no
consideration or respect for the Spaniard
in any place or form. Captain Roope
is just now in Shanghai looking for a
new command, and the incident that cost
him his last ship, the steamer Pechili,
explains, in great part, the present anti-
pathy to the decadent Latin race. It
makes quite an interesting story, too,
as the officers by the Glenogle tell it,
with extracts from the Shanghai news-
paper that originally interviewed the late
skipper of the Pechili, and set down in
print his tale of tribulation. e

The Pechili, Roope, master, is just
such a vagrant of the seas as Kipling
has pictured for the world to recognize,
in several of his best short stories.
She is dirty, erratic in her movements,
and as liable as not to change ¢wners or
flag or service at a moment’s notice to
her master, in addition to whom therc
is no one to be consulted. Las. summer
this typical tramp of the tropics was in
the inter-island trade in the Southern
Philippines, and on September %2 visited
Cataguanes, an island of considerable im-
portance in the hemp trade.

The Governor of the island was un-
aware that peace had been proclaimed;
in fact, he had no communication from
the central government of the Philippines
since April last.

After the Pechili had taken in her car-
go and was actualy weighing her anchor
to proceed to Cebu a boat was observed
coming from the shore conveying one
of the principal shippers, who was fran-
tically waving his hand for the steamer
to_stop. -

He was soon alongside, and told the
captain that very serious news had been
received from the Governor of Albay to
the effect that the whole of the southern
ports of Luzon were in insurrection, and
the rebels were on their way to take the
towns.

‘Would the captain go to Legaspi and
rescue the women and children from be-
ing massacred?

As a gallant sailor, Captain Roope at
once consented, especially as Legaspi was
only 50 miles away. He reached there
the same day and found the Spaniards
panic-stricken, the local garrison, which
consisted of native carabineros, having
all deserted and gone to join the insur-
gents, who were within two hours’ march
of the town,

So frightened were they, that men, wo-
men and children—including the Gover-
nor and the officials—came on board
without any baggage whatever, having
left behind all their worldly goods to the
tender mercies of the rebels. In fact,
it was a regular stampede out of Legaspi,
as previous to the arrival of the Pechili
another steamer had left Legaspi full of
refugees, consisting mostly of friars from
the interior, who had a rough time in
escaping from the rebels.

Captain Roope arrived at Cebu on Sep-
tember 23, and was the first to bring
the news that the whole of the southern
provinces of- Luzon—the prigcipal hemp
district—were in the hands of the imsur-
gents,

“On arriving at Cebu,” says Captain
Roope, “our passengers, those of whom
we had saved from certain and ecruel
death, showed us the depth of their grati-
tude by refusing to pay their passage
money, some alleging as a reason that
they had not been fed at all! With so
many refugees on board, fresh provisions
may possibly have run short, but there
was no end of canned goods on board,
and we had actually been feedimg them
with all the delicicies of Crosse and
Blackwell’s factory. 2

“It should be said that the refusal to
pay the passage money came mostly
from the Spanish officials, who were ac-
customed to prey upon the ignorant na-
tives and get everything free.

“As misfortunes never come singly, we
had to contend with another trouble, for
the Governor of Cebu promptly refused
to allow us to land the refugees, fearing
that it might stir up the natives if they
came to know that the Spaniards were
flying from the southern provinees in face
of the rebel advance.

“Eventually a small Spanish steamer
came alongside and relieved us of our
passengers, taking them on to Iloilo. We
were afterwards informed that on reach-
ing Iloilo the Governor there likewise
refused to 'allow the refugees to land.
Driven from pillar to post, the refugees
at length succeeded in reaching Manila,
where American protection was extended
to them.

“On our return to Cebu we found H.
M. gunboat Rattler there, having been
sent for by the British consul, as ‘the
rebels were threatening the town and
the Britishers there were rather anxious

_ for some protection from stray bullets.

It seems that the presence of the gun-
boat has quieted things down a bit.

“During my stay there, from Septem-
ber 23 to 30, the Spanish officials seem-
ed very uneasy and were preparing to
send their families away owing]to a tele-
gram having been received from the Gov-
ernor of Iloilo to send thence all the
forces Cebu could spare, as 3,000 insur-
gents had landed on the coast with the
object of taking Iloilo.

“It is needless to say that the Gov-
ernor of Iloilo, with the consideration
of his own safety in mind, never compli-
ed with the order.

“We believe that the Rattler proceed-
ed afterwards to Iloilo to protect Brit-
ish interests there,

“Befor‘e proceeding to attack the south-
ern provinees, the insurgents cut all tele-
graphic communications with Manila, so
that nothing is known there of what is
going on in the south. ;

“You are already aware that when the
insurrection broke out in Cebu in the
early part .of the year, the Spaniards
bombarded the port. The town is still
in ruins and nothing has 8o far been done
in the way of repairs. A number of
broken-open safes lying in the streets af-
ford unmistakable proof that the place
was sacked. The Spaniards accuse the
natives of it, and the latter affirm that
the Spanish soldiers themselves looted
the town.

“No United States man-of-war has as
yvet appeared, either in Cebu or Iloilo,
and the natives say that at the first ap-
pearance of the Americans they will
make short work of all the Spaniards.
‘These fully realize their serious position

and appear to think that they would not

the Pechili was in Cebu several Spanish
steamers, now under the American flag,
arrived, and their skippers were ordered
by the Governor to haul down the flag
while in port.

don the place. In parting with her the
bassengers on both steamers gave three
Viva Espana.”

SUSPICIOUS CIRCUMSTANCES.

Provincial Police Are Investigating the
Burning ‘of a Fairgrove Estate
Dwelling Saturday Night.

The particular locality just off the
Cedar Hill road toward Mount Tolmie,
and known as the Fairgrove estate, was,
for the third time within a few years,
the scene of a somewhat mysterious fire
on Saturday night last—a fire at which
the department could, of course, do
nothing, but in connection with which
the provincial police are now making a
few inquiries, o

The building destroyed was a two-
story frame dwelling belonging to Eli-
zard Tetn, a Frenchman who has but
recently returned to the country from
an extended stay in California. He was
out at the property on Friday last with
a Qh.maman, cleaning up the place and
building a verandah for a promised ten-
ant. There was no fire built, Rowever,
and" it is difficult to account for the
blaze that Mr. and Mrs. W. McKeon
discovered shortly after midnight on Sat-
urday.

They had been spending the evening at
the residence of Rev. Mr. Flinton, and
were returning home when they noticed
the dense black smoke rising over the
Tetu place and detected a strong smell
of coal oil in the air. Mr. McKeon, on
investigating closer, found a ladder - at
the building, and a chair just outside
the door, with a Chinaman’s white kit-
chen coat on the back of it. As it had
been raining a second deluge and yet the
coat was dry, Mr. McKeon thought the
circumstances sufficiently suspicious te
induce him to take possession of the
chair, the ladder and the coat. The
house and everything else in and about
it burned to ashes.

Another suspicious circumstance re-
ported to the police is that while Tetu
claims to have been ill at his room in
the ecity, Mr. Hurlburt and two other
residents ,of the district declare that
they met him on the road and coming
toward town very shortly after the fire
was -discovered. @ Mr. Hurlburt says
that it was in front of Macrae’s milk
ranch that he passed the Frenchman,
the latter muffled up to the eyes and ap-
parently drunk. He was hurrying
townward with his head down, and
would neither stop nor talk when halted
and requested to look where the reflec-
tion of the fire was already reddening
the sky. Tetu, on the other hand, in-
sists that it was a case of mistaken
identity; that he did not leave his bed
on Saturday night; and that the place
must have been set on fire by some mali-
cious Chinaman.

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JAPAN’S CLAN CABINET.

General Yamagata, Becomes Prime Min-
ister—The Government Drawn
From Two Families.

The ascendancy of the quasi-military, or
“active foreign policy’’ party in Japan is
well indicated in the selection of General

-Marquis Yamagata, the hero .of the war

that brought Japam to the status of adult
among the nations, as premier of the em-
pire—news of which was received by the
Glenogle on Sundey morning. The new
premier is wunderstood to contemplate a
vigorous, or even aggressive foreign pol-
icy, and the immediate undertaking of
important defence works in various parts
of the empire. Much is expected from
him by the native press, which points to
the fact that he is not what has come to
be termed a “professional politician,” and
urges him to pursue the simple, courage-
ous and straightforward course that is
natural to him and worthy of a Japanese
officer. The organization of the Yam-
agata cabinet was announced the day be-
fore the Glenogle sailed from Yokohama,
as follows:

Premier, Marquis Yamagata; home af-
fairs, Marquis igo; foreign affairs, Vis-
count _Aoki; finance, Count Matsugata;
navy, Vieé-Admiral Yamamoto; justice, Mr.
Kiyoura ; education, Admiral Count Ka-
bayama; agriculture and commerce, Mr.
l?one; communications,  Viscount Yoshi-

awa. 8

Of the above, Mr. Kiyoura, Mr., Sone
and Viseount Yoshikawa were all members
of the last Ito cabinet. Viscount Katsura,
the minister of war, retains his portfolio,
while Marquis Saigo has been transferred
from the mavy. to the home department.
Thus another S8trong Clan cabinet has
again taken the reins of power. It includes
four Satsmma men—Marquis 8aigo, Count
Matsugata, Count Kabayama and Admiral
Yomamote—and four Chushu men, Marquis
X , Viscount Aoki, Viscount Kat-
sura and Mr. Sone.

WHALING IN PROSPET

Expert From Norway Who Is Con-
fident of Finding Wealth in
These Waters.

Modest Investment Needed to Es-
tablish This New and Profit-
able-Enterprise.

From a pretty well defined movement
now on foot, it seems that the hunting
of whales will shortly be added to the
many remunerative industries of British
Columbia. A gentleman in a position
to know, but who did not wish to be
quoted on the subject, has been a guest
at the Victoria for the last few days.
He states that an Euglish company is
willing to back such an enterprise, which
when started would no doubt develop in-

to immenBe proportions, No definite
plans have been decided on yet, and, if
Victorians are sufficiently interested in
having the headquarters of the industry
here, he saw no reason why they should
be disappointed, providing they were
willing to take hold of the business.
This gentleman says that $45,000
would establish the business, including
the cost of building one steamer. There
are no vessels on the coast that has steam
suitable for whaling. They would have
to be steel vessels of a very staunch de-
scription and registering about 50 tons.
There are about 40 of these steamers
employed on the coast of Norway. The
gun used for shooting the whales has a
three-inch bore, and is mounted on a
swivel carriage in the . bow of the
steamer. The harpoon, which is thrown
from the gun, weighs 170 pounds.

From Our Own Correspondent.

Vancouver, Nov. 28.—Samuel Foyn, of
Norway, is in the city on business look-
ing to the establishment of whaling op-
erations directed from British Columbia
ports. Mr. Foyn is not pleased with the
unauthorized publicity already given to
his business, which, he says, he would
have preferred to keep to himself, but
since the affair has got into print he
thought it best to give the Colonist, the
first paper whose representative called
upon him for that purpose, the facts of
the case. He said:

“My brother-in-law suggested that I
come to this coast to look into the whal-
ing business. First, who am I? I am
a nephew to Svend Foyn, who was the
first man to whale in Iceland and the
first to whale on the Russian coast. I
am here to engage capital, and am not
yet bound to any one. As to whether
Vancouver or Victoria will be the home
port of the projected whaling business,
I am indifferent, as a whaler is seldom
in port. His home is on the sea.

“f am here to engage capital in a whal-
ing venture. I am convinced that your
waters are rich in whales. The amount
required for an oil factory and the first
year’s expenses will be $45,000. I guar-
antee to pay 17 per cent. on such an
investment. It is suggested that 15 per
cent. will be ample. I have never paid
less than 30 per cent., and, as the Pacific
is teeming with whales, I am safe in
making it 17 per cent. or better.

“On the Korean coast last season I
secured ninety tons of oil in two and a
half months. I will undertake to secure
200 tons here in the season.

“I will make a wager that I can in six
hours from starting from Burrard Inlet
bring back a whale, If 1 don’t bring
one back, I will banquet:the board of
trade. If 1 do, I must be paid market
rates for the whale, which will be drawn
through the city in view of the publie,
and I will give the proceeds of such sale
to the city hospitals. I do not suppose
my wager will be aceepted. It is simply
made as an earnest of my faith in the
whaling enterprise here.  Why have I
this faith? - Simply because I have de-
monstrated to my own satisfaction that
every whale caught in Norway is found
in these waters.

‘ Before enumerating them, let it be
understood that whalebone is worth
about $10,000 a_ ton, and oil £18 or £16,
according to quality, dark or light. Close
to the coast the knoel and devil-fish are
found in greatest abandance. They
swim in shallow water and are thick
with barnacles. Queen Charlotte sound
is swarming with them. ' Next come the
blue fish and fin-backs. They are also
very numerous here, but are captured
in deep water. - They swarm in the
gulfs of Alaska.

“"The steamer required would be 85
feet long, with high horse-power. The
Foyn harpoon contaimnss a bomb at the
point. To the moveable prongs of the
harpoon are attached the ropes. When
the harpoon is driven. into the whale the
ropes are pulled, spreading the prongs
and securing the whale. By the same
movement a bomb is exploded, killing
the whale, which immediately sinks.
By a strong winch, the whale is pulled
to the side of the vessel. When three
are caught, the steamer starts for the
factory, the speed of the vessel keeping
the whale afloat. i

“I do not fear making my scheme
public or speaking of the great wealth
you have in whales here, because I do
not fear competition. In spite of nu-
merous temptations, I will never do any-
thing else but whale. I live on the ex-
citement and the big chances of rich re-
ward,

“ The whaling season in 'this latitude
lasts the year round. The vocation is
extremely dangerous, but I have steamed|
from Christiana to Hongkong in a 4?-
ton net Steamer, with 10 of a crew, in]
57 days, in spite of tearful remon-
strances of relatives before setting out,
and I am not afraid of amy storms or
seas you can run me against here. That
is all I have to say now, except that it
is wrong that I am in direct negotia-
tions with anybody with cast iron bonds
that I must not speak. If the public
must know my business, I must give it
to them correctly.”

“It will be about May 1 before active
mining operations can be commenced,”
said he, “but I will get in early in order
to build my cabin and erect the sluice
boxes, etc. I predict a great camp there
next spring.”

Returning American Officer Thinks
Philippines a Burden Not
a Blessing.

Unsuited in All Conditions for Col-
onization—Soldiers Against
Retention.

Captain Frederick Keye, of the First
North Dakota Volunteers, arrived in
Victoria on Sunday morning last by the
steamship Glenogle, going through to
his old home in Fargo, where he had
hoped to spend Thanksgiving Day. He
is direct from Madnila, which -he left on
leave less than a month ago, and was
overwhelmed with astonishment on
learning that the United States had of-
fered, und Spain shown a disposition to
accept $20,000,000 for the Philippines.

“ Why,” he said, “I don’t pretend to
be any authority, but I hold the opinion,
I think, of all the officers at Manila—
that Uncle Sam don’t want the Philip-
pines. They would’'nt be any use to
him, and they’d be a constant source of
annoyance and expense, The distance
from our own shores, the climate and
the characteristics of population all for-
bid the Americanizing of the islands,
while the people are utterly incapable
of self-government. "

“ Our position there, it seems' to me,
is very like that of the man who had
the bear by the tail. We daren’t let go
just now, but if some other nation would
kindly come along and help us to let go,
it would be a mighty good idea. There’s
no reason in the cry for the retention
of the islands. It’s simply pride of pos-
session and natural acquisitiveness.
“'The condition of affairs when I left?
Why, about the same. I did not see
much of what was going on, my duty
being chiefly outpest, protecting the
south side of the town at old Fort Mal-
ate. The United States forces have now
been advanced to guard also the water-
works side. The source of annoyance
and danger is the constantly quarrelling
party for self-government. My duty
was to watch one of Aguinaldo’s lieu-
tenants, who, while supposedly devoted
to his chief, was quite ready at any time
to sacrifice him and start in, business as
a liberator on his own account. There's
no solidity or community of purpose
among them. Down .in the southern
districts the revolutionists are in posses-
sion, but there they are a different party
again from Aguinaldo’s.

“No, you can safely say the feeling
of the United States officers on the
ground is against the retention of the
Philippines.”

FULL COURT.

Daniel v, Gold Hill Argument Concluded
—The List For To-Day.

The Full court yesterday heard the ap-

peal in Danijel v. Gold Hill Mining Co.
The action was brought by plaintiff to
set aside a sale of the Gold Hill mining
claim in Rossland, made by the directors
at a meeting in Spokane, without notice
of this having been given in British Co-
lumbia.

The district of Poklo, Weichow pre-
fecture, is once again the scene of anti-

copies of the Hongkong Daily Press, re-
ceived by the just-arrived Glenogle, an:
attack was made a short time ago upon the
Christians and a native missionary was
badly wounded. The leader of the rioters,
a man named Chu Kwai-ku, was arrested
and placed on his trial before the Jocal
magistrate, but the mob took his part’ and
stormed the yamen, nearly tearing 1t
down; fortunately soldiers appeared. before
the destruction was complete and dispersed
them. The magistrate sent to the Vice-
roy of Canton requesting the assistance of
more troops, and these have been sent.

The foreign representatives®*in Pekin on
November 7 warned the Chinese govern-
ment that, should the Chinese troops of
which complaint has been made, not be
withdrawn from Chihli province before the
15th, the powers would adopt suitable
measures for controlling the railways and
telegraphs from the coast to Pekin—i.e. the
powers will take possession of them by
force. The troops were promptly with-
drawn.

A Chungking dispatch of October 29,
states that General Shiu, commander of
the troops dispatched for the suppression of
the Yobanshi, sent a letter to the deputy
inspector of Sche-zuan stating that the
JAnsurgents having been totally defeated,
and proposed to hand over the French
missionary Ferrier.

SCHOONER O'I'TOI"INEP

Pounds for Being ‘Within the
Prohibited Sealing Zone.

Chief Justice Considers the Captain
Was Careless When Close to
the Line.

The sealing schooner Otto was yesterday
fined £200 by Chief Justice MecColl for be-
ing found sealing within the prohibited
zone round the Pribyloff islands. The
Otto was seized by Captain Finnis of
H.M.S. Amphion on September 10; and
was ordered to Victoria, where she: since
has been awaiting trial. The case came up
yesterday in the Admiralty court, Mr.
C. E. Pooley, Q.C., appearing for the Crown
and Mr. E. V. Bodwell for the owners
of the Otto. Captain Finnis not being in
town, his deposition was put in in evi-
dence. It was In effect that early on the
morning of September 10 the Otto was
found about 16 miles inside the prohibited
zone, her canoes out and engaged in seal-
ing. The deposition stated further that
the day was clear, but Captain Gosse of
the Otto explained the presence of his ves-
sel in the zone by reason of his not being
able the day before to take observations
owing to thick weather, and also by reason
of his being misled by a’ chart showing thé-
currents.

Captain Gosse in his evidence said that
on the 8th September he believed the ves-:
sel was 8 miles outside the zone by dead
reckoning and on the 9th that he was 4%
miles outside. He therefore tried to in-
crease the distance so that he would keep
outside, for the orders from his owners
were not to go inside the zonme. He was
misled, however, by the currents marked
on the chart, for while he thought he was
getting further from the zone the current
drifted him back. The weather was too
thick for him to take observations on the
Oth. He did not take any observations on
the 10th before the boats went out in the
early morning, for the men were anxious
to get out as quickly as possible,

Though the suit was first entered for con-
fiscation of the vessel, Mr. Pooley in his
argument only pressed for a fine, as Cap-
tain Finnis ascribed the fact of the Otto’s
being in prohibited water to the careless-
ness of the captain.

-demand their business, and to take them
into custody if-the explanation does not
seem sufficient, is repugnant to: the Colo-
nist’s idea of British liberty, and the
right of parents or guardians to regulate
their own family affairs. The curfew
‘by-law is a confession of the impotence
of the community to preserve both order
:and liberty at the same time. ' Never-
theless, we admit something must be
done in Victoria to put down the bad
- boy nuisance.

We submit that the wisest way is to
bring home to parents and guardians the
-fact that they are responsible for the
mischief done by boys under their con-
trol. If this can be done, there will be
proper restraint at home and much less
~mischief abroad.

It is a mistake to suppose, as some
«do, that boys who do malicious mischief
are the sons of people in humble circum-
-stances. The Oolonist's information is
quite the other way, and is to the effect
that some of the worst boys in the city
repregent families who occupy good posi-
11008 in the community. !

- Much in the way of abating this nuis-
ance can be done in the schools. Boys
-ought to be taught the lessons of citizen-
ship very early in life. They should be
taught, when they are very little fel-
lows, that they ‘have their part to play
«even then in maintaining the institutions
under which they live. Let no one say
that this cannot be done. It has been
«done time and again. s The child, who is
old enough to- learn his letters, is old
-enough to be given his first lessons in
the fundamental principle of liberty un-
«der law, that he must so use his own
rights as not to interfere with those of
others. This gréat motto, which lies at
“the very foundation of British liberty,
which is indeed the very epitome of the
‘British Constitution, ought to find a
wlace upon the ‘walls of every school-
‘room in the land, and every teacher
«should instruct his pupils that it was for
‘this that the barons at Runymede com-
pelled King John to sign' the Magna
Charta. They should be made to under-
stand that no boy is worthy of the name
of a Briton unless, while insisting upon
his own rights, he - respects.those of
others. Wi lgok to the schools, rather
than to the poliee, for the abatement of
.the bad boy nuisance.

A NEW DEPARTURE.

The United States, having resolved to
take possession of the Philippines, the
second volume of the history of the re-
public, may be said to have been opened.
Many writers foresaw that the time was
not far distant when the American re-
public would look beyond the seas for
new territory. It was hardly to be ex-
pected that a people, who in less than a
century had extended not only their nom-
inal dominion but all the accessories of
a high civilization across this continent,
would rest content upon the shore of the
Pacific, while great fields lay open to
them on the other side of the ocean. But
while this is true, no one foresaw the
steps by which the new departure would
be brought about. Not a lving man
realized that, when the President resolv-
ed that the time had come to interfere
in Cuba, he spoke the word that would
lead to the setting up of the American
flag upon one of the richest regions of
the Orient, and introduce the nation into
the arena of Old World politics. So true
it is that the wisest cannot foresee the
results of any step. We are reminded of
the unexpected results which flowed
from the Jubilee celebration of last year.
The sons and daughters of the Empire
came from afar to London to pay their
tribute to the'worth of the gracious lady,
who for sixty years had worn the un-
sullied crown of this realm, and a won-
derful and unexpected thing happened.
The Empire for the first time realized its
own grandeur, and the world stood amaz-
ed at the spectacle. The trend of history
has been distinctly different since those
eventful days, when “long leagues of
men and welcome” greeted the Royal
Woman, and the “far-called navies”
melted away. The story is like a page
from holy writ. So, too, in the case of
the United States. In spite of all the
fire-eaters demanded, the intervention of
the United States in the affairs of Cuba
was from humanitarian motives. The
sinking of the Maine gave the impulse
to duty, but the duty was there before.
The reward of this humanitarian deed
is an empire beyond the seas, which a
year ago no one supposed would ever
delong to the country. :

But it is as true to-day, as it ever was,
that “to whom much is given, from him
much shall be required.” The burden
which the United States has assumed is
not one to be treated lightly. It is one
that will test the national strength in
an unexpected manner. But it camnot
be laid down. The: English-speaking
race may take ‘up Tesponsibilities, but
it can never rid itself of them. Through
some inscrutable law the burden of
maintaining freédom. and enlightenment
has been cast upon our race. It was so
in India; it was so in Africa; it will be so
in the Orient.; A strange thing in this
connection is that almost every British
newspaper foresaw from the outset that
Spain would have to, give up the Philip-
pines to the United States. At a time
when not a leading paper-in the republic
was, prepared .to commit itself to such a
policy, across the whole of Canada there
was .8 ¢horus. of opinion practically
nnanimous in favor of such an outcome
of the war, Never were the papers of
Canada so liberally quoted in the United
‘Btates as upon this question. The Am-
erican »people were dlmost stunned by
the unexpected view of the case, and for
a time they wavered in their intentions.
It is curious to note that some of the
leading opponents of expansion were of
German origin. This was not due to any
disloyalty of the German-Americans to
their country. It simply signified-that
the German element of the population
did not grasp the re#ponmsibility of the
situation; the Germans do not possess
the Anglo-Saxon instinct. But the lat-
ter won the day, as it will win always,
and the irrevocable step has been taken.
Henceforward there_ can be no more en-
mity between America and Britain. They
are fellow workers in the cause of man-
kind. :

Irhe ‘Winnipeg Free Press complains
that the Manitoba fruit market is ne-
glected by everyone except the Califor-
nia producers. Professor Robeértson, of
the Agricultural Commission, has also
directed attention to this matter. We
find in the Free Press also copious ex-
tracts from Ontario papers on the sub-
ject. One great ground of complaint is
that the fruit sent from Ontario is not
well selected or carefully packed. This
objection is too common in regard to
Canadian shipments of agricultural pro-
duce.” Producers seem to forget that the
eye of the customer is the first to pass
judgment upon any article offered for
sale.

British Columbia has not yet been
much considered in connection with the
Manitoba fruit market, but in some lines
this province is able to supply the very
highest grades. The fruit market on
the prairies is one that is worth looking
after. It will grow from year to year.
It is to be hoped that such British Col-
umbia producers as cater for it will not
make the error attributed to those of
Ontario. Depend upon it, there is a
profit in putting fruit up in the best pos-
sible shape.

THE PRICE OF LIBERTY.

The expression ‘“‘eternal vigilance is the
price of liberty ” has of late passed into
disrepute, but it is full of truth. Nothing
slips away from a people as readily as
freedom. In some parts of the United
States the substance of freedom has in
many ways been lost, although its
shadow remains. Those who are famil-
iar with British ideas of individual lib-
erty can have little idea, unless after
personal observation, of the manner ind
which officials and a judiciary, controlled
by politicians and corporations, have
managed to filch first one and then an-
other right from the people. " Not long
ago an experienced newspaper man in
the United States, a man whose whole
life had been spent in that country, and
who is familiar with the conditions exist-
ing in every part of it, expressed his
complete surprise at the idea of indi-
vidual liberty which every British sub-
jeet claims as his DBirthright. The
courts of the United States choke free-
dom of speech in a manner which would
net be tolerated in British countries for
a single instant. The labor troubles,
which have -on more than one occasion
led to bloodshed in that country, the
great social problems which thinking
men have said ought to lead the country
refuse to enter upon a period of terri-
torial expansion, are all due to this filch-
ing of the liberties of the people. Men
distrust the courts, because they have
learned that justice is not to be expected
from them, because they know that poli-
tical partizanship and corporation con-
trol have usurped the throne of justice.
The strength of British freedom is to
be found in *“that fierce light which
beats upon the throne,” and upon every
one else in official position, and while
tkis light remains undimmed the Em-
pire will remain

“A land where girt by friends or foes,

A man may speak the thing he will.”

ONE GUARANTEE OF PEACE.

Each week brings a fresh batch of
rumors of #ar, but we are told very lit-
tle of the forces which are working for
peace. One of these is the social condi-
tion of Europe. It is abselutely true
that there is only one first-class power
in Europe, whose government dare frust
the people, and that, of course, is the
United Kingdom. Of the powers of a
lower grade, Switzerland, Holland, Den-
mark, Norway and Sweden are doubt-
less safe from social troubles; but all
the great continental powers are simply
like so many volcanoes, which any day
may break out in an eruption that will
completely transform them. If we would
seek the’cause of this, we must go back
many _centuries. = The sturdy British
conception of the rights :of men has no
counterpart in' ‘Burope ‘outside of: ' the
countries enumerated. Ifitakes many 'gen-
erations to eradicate the.taint of sldvery
from the blood, and it is not very.long
since the majority of the people ot Con-
tinental Europe emerged from what was
to all intents and purposes a condition
of slavery. There are some conspicuous
exceptions. For example, it is said that
the people of the canton of Vaud, Swit-
zerland, have never sinee historic times
been enslaved. Caesar overran the
country with his victorious legions, but
never enslaved the people, and the feu-
dal system never reached it with its de-
basing influences. The Basques of the
Pyrenees are another race that have
never been in slavery, and so generally
is this admitted, that it is a saying in
Spain that to be born a Basque is to be
born a noble. A Basque will not un-
cover his head in the presence of the
King of Spain. But with these and a
few other exceptions, there is hardly a
race in continental Europe, except those
of Scandinavian and Dutch stock, ithat
is not made up of the descendants of
slaves for the most part. These people
do not understand the rights of men as
Britons and other historic races of free
men do. Hence the denial of the right
of free speech, press censorship, prosecu-
tions for lese majeste, secret tribunals,
the domination of the military element,
as shown by murderers unpunished in
Germany, and judicial outrages in
France; hence also .anarchism and
nihilism, whose gospel is assassination.

A break-up of the conditions of society
in continental KEurope is inevitable.
The long oppressed lower classes will
one day rise and overthrow those who
have held them in subjection. Only the
strength of the military arm of the sev-
eral governments keeps: them - down.
War would weaken this and hasten the
denouement, and every ruler and every
chancellor in Europe knows this.  The

surest gudrantee of peace is this ‘know-
ledge, It is not fear of defeat in war
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that makes the Ozar ask for a diqarimi-
ment. It is what would be certain to
come after war.

———
CONCERNING COLONIZATION.

What British Columbia 'needs more
than anything else is population. The
number of its inhabifthnts is increasing
with great rapidity, but the majority of
them are finding their way into the
towns. and cities. Our vast areas of
fertile land adapted in the very way for
agriculture and stock raising, remain
largely undeveloped. Meanwhile we
are sending abroad millions of dollars
every year for farm produce that could
just as well be produeed in the province.
How: can this condition - of things be
remedied ?

The Colonist does not favor assisted
immigration as a general proposition.
Exceptional cases occur when it may be
warranted, and we think they have oc-
curred in this province heretofore. But
as a general proposition, it is better to
be content with opening the country
to settlement and then making its ad-
vantages known. Ip this way the prov-
ince is likely to secure the best class of
settlers. = 'We are familiar with the
working of the assisted immigration pol-
icy in several of the provinces and else-
where, and’ think the genera) conclusion
warranted. that, in expending money to
induce immigrants to take up farms,
there is always a danger that many of
those assisted are representatives of a
class which/does not do well in any
country. The majority may be desir-
able settlers, who will persevere in their
efforts to make themselves homes in a
new country, but the cost, when it
comes to be divided up among these, is
rather more than what can very well be
justified. We have in mind three cases,
three efforts of this kind made in the
East. Two of them were made in New
Brunswick and one in the State of
Maine. The first of the three was in
Maine, and was the establishment of ‘a
Swedish colony in the celebrated county
of Aroostook. It was a4 success. The
settlers were selected under the direction
of W. W. Thomas, at one time United
States minister to Sweden, yet a very
considerable portion of them only avail-
ed themselves of the assistance given
them as a means of getting into the
country, and strayed away to the cities.
Enough remained to make a very ex-
cellent colony, which has been. increased
by new comers; but the experiment has
not been repeated. The first experiment
in New Briinswick was with a colony of
Danes, selected under the direction of
the Hon, Benjamin Spevensou, Survey-
or-General. It also was a success, but
the proportion of those who simply used
the colonization scheme asa means of
getting to America, was larger than in
the Maine experiment, probably because
a larger proportion of the immigrants
were selected from the cities of Denmark.
The second New Brunswick experiment
was entrusted to an official of the An-
chor Line Steamship Company, and was
the establishiment of a .colony of people
from Kincardineshire, Scotland. Owing
to bad judgment shown in the selection
of -the site for the colony, the experi-
ment seemed likely to be a disastrous
failure, but Scotch perseverance made it
a success, but in this case, as in others,
a considerable portion of the colonists
simply availed themselves of the oppor-
tunity of getting to America and did not
remain upon the farms allotted to them.
Looking at these fine settlemnts as they
are to-day, it would not be said that even
the great cost of each to the governments
undertaking them has not been fully re-
paid, but it is noteworthy that the ex-
periments have not been repeated. In
both the New Brunswick cases, the col-
onies have, like that in Maine, been re-
inforced by immigrants who have come
out at their own expense in consequence
of the representations made to them by
the first settlers. Doubtless the result
of the experiments along the same lines

any extensive scheme of assisted coloni-

to undertake is to ascertain’ definitely
about specific localities, and deyise someé
means of getting the information before
possible settlers,

For example: Last summer a fine
tract of land was surveyed on the West
Coast of Vancouver Island. It lies be-
tween Barclay and Clayoquot sounds. It
is admirably adapted to mixed farming
and stock rgising. It is readily reached
by steamer. There is an excellent mar-
ket close at hand for everything that can
be grown, and as mining increases in the
neighborhood, the market will rapidly
be enlarged. There is perhaps no place
in Canada where a colony of industrious
people could do better than there. We
are not sufe how large am erea-of first-
class land i8 available in that particular
locality, but. venture the guess that there
is room for # hundred good farms. Pos-
sibly there may not be 8o much, but if
the limit is fifty, the fact is worth mak-
ing known. Some one in touch with the
tide' of emigration from Great Britain
ought to be able to give definite informa-
tion as to this exceptionally fine oppor-
tunity . for a limited number or farmers
to settle themselves in British ColumBia,
than which no other part of the world
offers better chances for the sons of a
farmer. i
-;The latter point i¥ one that ought to
be:kept prominently to ‘thé front. Among
‘the questions which intending settlers of
the agricultural .class aré apt to ask—the
writ,er of this article speaking from: per-
sonal experienice can say that nine out of
ten persons contemplating settlement in
Canada ask this question—one of the first
is: What chance is there for my family
in case they do not wish to follow agri-
culture? Surely mno other part of the
Empire can offer as many inducements

progress. If Sir Wilfrid Laurier ang
his colleagues do not already understand
the merits of the claim made on behalf
of the industry, it will be hopeless to en-
deavor to enlighten them. It seems as
if the wiser plan would be to await de-
velopments at the conference, and if
these are unfavorable to our interests,
to unite in a strong demand upon par-
liament for relief. It may not be theé
fault of any one in Canada, if the Un-
ited States refuses to accede to the re-
quest for the abolition of the duty; but
it will be the duty of the government
forthwith to devise and of parliament
to carry into effect a plan whereby this
great industry may be relieved from
the burdens which now handicap it.

Mile river, which never freezes over.

There were but few men on the Cot-
tage City from the Atlin lake country, that
district also been pretty well cut off from
the outside world by the softness of the
trails.

Something must be done to save Canada
from the -disastrous and far-reaching ef-
fect of this inconsistent and wholly unneé-|
essary duty. The Canadian and British
commissioners should make a determined
effort to have the tariff removed. If some
sacrifices in other directions are necessary
they should be. made. 3

HOM SWEET HOME:

New York’s Sick Soldiers in Hono-
lulu Now Rejoicing at Their
Recall.

Hawaii’s Sugar Output For Two
Years Sold to the American
Refinery Company.

The New York soldiers who have been
filling the Hawaiian hospitals with fever
patients during the week past, and dy-
ing off like sheep owing to the neglect of
the staff and hospital officers, raised a
shout of great gladness on Thanksgiving
eve when they received orders direct
from the secretary of war to return
home. Five hundred men were to Ieave
Honolulu by the Australia, sailing yes-
terday, 300 more following by the Ala-
meda and the few remaining ones going
on by the earliest vessels thereafter,

At the time the just-arrived Miowera
left the Hawaiian capital there were 300
men in all of the First New York regi-
ment on the sick list, while of Company
E not a dozen men were fit for duty.
Petitions from the home towns of the
New Yorkers, addressed to the President,
caused the recall. All the cities repre-
sented in the companies with the excep-
tion of Albany had joined in a request to
have the regiment mustered out, and
there was a veritable jubilee in the camp
when the news of reeall came.

Most of the men were sick and ‘thor-
oughly disgusted. They will be stationed
for a few days at the Presidio, and will
reach home in time for Christmas, being
mustered out and returning straighway
to the arts of peace. When the Miowera
sailed, carpenters were already at work
on the Australia arranging for the ac-
commodation of the men {o go by
her, all of whom will bunk in the steer-
age with the exception of the officers,
who, of course, will have cabin room.

Supplies for the Alameda’s contingent
had also arrived at Honolulu prior to
Thanksgiving Day. It was not yet de-
termined at that date just what com-
panies would be despatched by the Aus-
tralia; Lieut. Col. Ruhlen being desirous
of getting as many convalescents away
as' possible. Companies K and M were
recalled -from Hilo by the first Kinau
;o take the Alameda on the 7th Decem-

er.,

The following is given as the complete
death roll of the United States soldiery
from the 15th to the 23rd instant: Al
bert Glasby, Co. H, First N. Y., a na-
tive of Binghampton, aged 24; James
Sullivan, Wyoming Light Artillery, aged
24: Charles B. Kent, South Oregon re-
cruits, aged 25; and Raymond B. Dawes,
Co. C, 20th Kansas, aged 18.

“The health situation in the New
Yorkers’ convalescents’ camp at Wailae
is becoming as alarming as it was at
Camp MeKinley,” says the Star, “with
no fewer than 300 cases of fever in
various stages of development. Col.
Barber is severely criticized for putting
the infected companies together again at
Wailae.”

The transport Pennsylvania sailed for
Manila on the 16th and the Newport
(which had arrived the day previous) on
the 19th. The -departure of the latter
was made the oceasion of a popular ova-
tion. It was more like the departure of
an ocean liner than of a transport. There
was an immense crowd on the wharf.
The number of. ladies, officers’ wives and

The Miowera Arrives from Souti
Seas—A “Friday” Too
Many.

The crew of the Alaska steamer Uto~
pia, which had such an ill-starred voy-
age to Northern ports, have reached the
Sound. Capt. White remained by the
vessel to do what he can to get her into
order again. John Sutherland, quarter-
master of the vessel, gave a Seattle
Times reporter a very vivid account of
the terrible experiences that befell the
vessel, and ascribes it to the cool judg-
ment and experience of Capt. White that
the crew and passengers came out of the
three or four days’ disastrous events
with their lives. It was during the night
of the 17th, off Cape Fanshaw, that the
fire occurred. On that day a stiff north-
west wind blew until sunset, when it in-
creased to a gale, carrying with it a
blinding snowstorm, and rendering the
weather too thick to see the land.
the fire. was discovered the engines were .
reversed, for the wind was driving the -
flames so that passage would soon have
been cut off. The passengers congre-
gated in the after cabin, and Sutherland
says they kept remarkably cool. One of
them, however, Jonathan Weeks, sprang
into one of the port boats, which a mo-
ment later was torn from its fastenings
by the sea and carried its occupant at
once to a watery grave. The fire had
started under the pilot house from some
unknown cause, and before it was got
under control burned away the steering
gear and made it necessary to bring the
relief tackle into use so that the vessel
could be brought under control. She
was at once headed for Ferryat bay,
where temporary repairs were made.
Two of the passengers, Cameron of Cari-
boo, B.C., and a Seattle man, made he-
roic endeavors in assisting .the crew
during the time that the outlook was
dark for both the ship and passengers.

PACIFIO MAIL SUBSIDIES,

U. 8. Postmaster-General Recommends
Them for Development of Ameri-
can Merchant - Marine,

Washington, Nov. 25.—The necessity for
the upbuilding of the American ocean ship-
ping, particularly in the direction of fast
‘mail steamers, capable of conversion into
auxiliary cruisers, is treated at length In
the annual report of Charles Emory Smith,
postmaster-general. He says:
“The act of 1893 invested the postmaster-
general with authority to enter into such
contracts for the carrying of mails on
American steamships as in his judgment
will best subserve and promote the postal
and commercial interests of the United
States. The first fruits of this act were
the powerful steamers, which, converted
into armed cruisers, rendered such useful
service in the war with Spain.

Montreal Institution for Y&ung Girls
Who Inhabit Cells and Sleep in
Coffins,

Montreal, Nov. 22.—The city of Mon-
treal can boast of the strangest convent
that can probably be found in the civ-
ilized world. It is known as the Con-
vent of the Holy Face, and the public
is generally unaware of its existence.
It is a very strange place, and very few
people have ever got much further than
its reception room,. Imagine an old
French-Qanadian doctor founding a con-
vent in his own house, where at the same
time he keeps up the practice of medi-
cine, the first members of the community
being the five daughters of a married
couple whom he had known_ for years.
The eldest of these was, at the time of
‘the inception of the institution, not over
18. Then think of these girls leading a
life of religious rigor, in which scourges
and chains, and coffins as beds, and

play the most prominent part, while,
though they have a mother superior in
the eldest sister, the doctor is the final
arbiter of all questions that pertain to
the management of the community in
which he, the sole male in the place,
lives.

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A CALFORNIA HORROR

Explosion on River Steamer Kills
Six and Fearfully Scalds
Ten Others.

Captain Steamed to Death in His
Cabin- Chief Engineer and
Wife Killed.

s

Stockton, Cal,, Nov. 27.—The most
disastrous river accident in the history
of Stockton occurred this morning at
5:20 o’clock near Fourteen-Mile Slough,

steamer T. C. Walker, which left San
Francisco at 6 o'cloek last night, was
blown, out, killing six and dangerously
wounding ten persons, while probably
fifteen or twenty others were more or
less hurt. The T. C. Walker is owned
by the California Navigation & Improve-
ment company, and ran between San
Francisco and Stockton.

The dead are: John Tulan, captain of
the T. C. Walker; W. A. Blunt, agent
in charge of the shipping of sugar beets
from -the Moss tract of the Crockett
factory; Watson Henry, of Stockton,
engineer of the T. C. Walker; Mrs.
Watson Henry, wife of the chief engi-
neer; Jerry Daily, fireman; Ferdinand
Law, of Seattle, a passenger.

The wounded include: George P.
Smith, a native of Massachusetts, deck-
hand, burned about the face and body;
James Corcoran, deck-hand, will prob-
ably die; Jack Holberg, known as Jack
Sperry, watchman, bruised on head and
scalded over entire upper part of body;
Coratti Dominici, deck-hand, scalded
about hands and face, and back injured;
John Burns, deck-hand, slightly burned
about head; G. Foppianno, of -San
Francisco, passenger, injured in the face
and breast; Kdward Paul Jones, steve-
dore, scalded about face and hands;
Martin McCaffrey, of San Francisco,
deck-hand, burned about the head and
body; Louis Brizzolana, of San Fran-
cisco, wine merchant, badly injured;
John- Figoni, of Stockton, deck-hand,
head cut and back hurt.

The majority of the passengers were
in The whole forward portion of
the steamer’s upper works was blown
away. The screams of the men who
were locked in their rooms near _the
pilot-house :were heart-rending.’ Caot.
John Tulan had been blown from his
bed against the door of the stateroom,
and so seriously injured that he could
not move. The door could’ not be
forced open, as he was jammed up
against it.

He was thrown mo‘mi‘ distance away but
not so far as was his wife. He died
shortly after being brough\ to this
city.

Pinkerton Detective Reports Quite a
Find—Safe Makers on the Stand.
Napanee, Sept. 28.—(Special) — The
court sat until quite late on Saturday
night, continuing the evidence in Pon-
ton’s case.

Finglish’ Company Promoter Wrongfully
Accused and Preparing for
Damage Suit,

Seattle, Nov. 26.—The rather sensa-
tional case of Arthur H. Ironmonger
Sola, an English promoter of Dawson
mining enterprises, who was arrested in
the Klondike last summer charged with
a felony, has assumed a new phase that
has again brought it before the popular
mind in the greatest mining camp on
the Yukon. Sola, after being confined
in the gaol at Dawson for a period of
twelve days, was released and is now
on his way to England, there to bring a
damage suit against the men who caus-
ed his arrest.

The story of Sola’s trouble with an
English syndicate of mining investors re-
calls the era of speculation and gamb-
ling in mining options which began in the
late summer and early fall of 1897 and
which raged with unequalled virulence
for several months. Sola was a promot-
er, and said to be a very shrewd one.
He left Dawson in the spring of this year
with an option for the purchase of claim
No. 92 below discovery on Bonanza
creek. It is said that he placed his claim
in London, the purchasers, an English
syndicate represented by A. E. McFar-
lane, agreeing to buy it of him for $40,-
000. On this amount, it is said, $15,000
was placed on deposit in a bank in es-
crow pending the final transfer,

When Sola returned to Dawson last
summer to complete the transaction he
was placed under arrest at the instiga-
tion of McFarlane, it is alleged, on the
charge of attempting “to perpetrate a
fraud. His right to sell the property was
questioned. Klondikers returning to Se-
attle last summer told of the arrest of
Sola and it was the general opinion that
on the trial of the case some interesting
testimony throwing light on the methods
of speculation would be brought to light.

On the contrary, however, Sola was
released within two weeks after his ar-
rest and the ease has never been tried.
More than that, Sola has, it is now stat-
ed by late arrivals from Dawson, secur-
ed control of the property in dispute and
has commenced work on it, besides pre-
paring to bring a suit for the false im-
prisonment against the people who were
responsible for his incarceration.

When the Canadian Mounted Police
took Sola into custody his bail was fix-
ed at $30,000, but his friends were un-
able to raise the amount. When every
one supposed he would remain in gaol
vntil his trial, orders were received one
day from a high Canadian official that
Sola be released. It developed afterward
that the case against him had proved so
weak after the Dominion authorities had
investigated the matter that it was de-
cided to drop the prosecution.

Sola’s friends have claimed all along,
backed with evidence, that he was the
victim of a conspiracy. It is claimed
that certain people interested in the sale
of the claim on which he had an option,
and who saw an opportunity to pur-
chase it for much less than the original
price put on it, caused the charge to be
brought against Sola. For a time he
was under a cloud, but on his release the
case took a different turn in the minds
of the people of Dawson. From reliable
sources it is now learned that Sola has
begun work on the claim and that he has
gone to England to institute a suit for
damages agajnst the men who caused his
imprisonment, :
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A DUTCH VIEW.

Dr. Kuyper of Amsterdam on the Ques-
tion of the Philippines.

Rochester; Nov. 21.—An interview on
the Philippine question with Dr. Abra-
ham Kuyper of Amsterdam, Holland,
who has been lecturing at Princeton
University, and who for several days
past has been a guest of the Rev. Dr.
Taylor of this city, has a spectal inter-
est because of his prominence in his own
country and because he is about to con-
fer with President MecKinley on the
same question. He is one of the pro-
fessors of the Free University at Am-
sterdam, the editor of a religious and
also a political journal, the leader of the
anti-revolution party of Holland and a
member of the lower house of the Dutch
legislature.

out the feeling in Holland was strongly
in favor of Spain. Dr. Kuyper, who
had taken the trouble to master the mo-
tives that actuated the United States,
did everything in his power to counteraet
this feeling. What he has to say about
the Philippines is, therefore, dictated by
sympathy with the United States and
an ardent desire to see them retain the
position in the world that they now hold.
He is opposed to the surrender of the
islands to Spain, as it would provoke
the resistance of the natives and cause
great slaughter and bloodshed.

“Tt is_your duty,” he says, *“‘to protect
them. Neither can you dispose of them

ing great international complications.”
Still, he does not.think that they should
be annexed. “I do not believe that the
United States wants them,” he contin-
ues. “You will find no end of trouble
resulting if you make colonial posses-
sions of them., You cannot establish
your form of government there, and they
will be very difficult to manage. You
started out well, with high ideals, which,
I fear, are changed, for we hear much
of increased commerce and revenues and
new markets for your exports. If you
regard the Philippines as so much gain
to yourselves, you are merely sinking
as a moral power, descending to a lower
plant of national life.  Just as long as
commerce goes in for a high moral stand-
ard it is all right.”

Dr. Kuyper proposes, therefore, that
the United States should help the natives
establish a permanent government of
their own. He thinks an American
protectorate would promote their best
interests, moral and material, believing
evidently that the colonial policy -that
Holland has pursued should be the policy
of the United Statés. In an address

city he explained that policy at some
length. He said that originally Holland
had exploited her colonies for her own
benefit, Now, however, she derives
greater benefit by leaving them to the
control of their own chiefs. In support
of this statement, he pointed to the fact
that the private companies trading with
them frequently declare dividends of 100
per cent.

Systematiec Effort Urged to Put an
End to the Naughty Boy
Nuisance.

Tramway Company Have a Sug-
gestion to Offer Respeeting
the Bridges.

The city council got through their
weekly meeting last night in good time,
and polished off a fair budget of busi-
ness. One of the principal matters to
come up was a letter from the manager
of the tramway company with a sugges-
tion bearing on the much-discussed
bridge question. This communication
was as follows:
Vancouver, Nov. 26.
To the Mayor and Aldermen, Victoria:
Gentlemen,—In view of the difficulties
which have arisen with regard to the
Jameg Bay and Rock Bay bridges in
the city of Victoria, now jointly used
for ordinary traffic and by the cars of
this company; and in further view of
thg advisability of some prompt action
being taken within the time limit re-
ported as safe by the city engineer, to
prov.xde for the future uninterrupted op-
eration of our system over the said
bridges, it-has occurred to me to make
the following respectful suggestion,’
which, if approved by the city authori-
ties, I would immediately lay before my
board of directors for their, as I trust,
favorable consideration. Instead of this
company, now under the provisions of
its charter using the ordinary bridges of
the city, with the obligation on the part
of ‘the city to maintain them in good re-
pair and in safe condition, I would
recommend my directors that our com-
pany build independent pile and trestle
addxpions to the present bridges, or, if
feasible, to any proposed new bridges
over James Bay and Rock Bay, of suffi-
cient strength to carry any of our cars
with any number of passengers, and to
be used for our traffic only, and we to
take upon ourselves the complete main-
tenance of and responsibility for such
bridges when constructed. And in re-
gard to the Point Ellice bridge, I would
suggest that until some definite ‘decision
has been arrived at as to the building of
a permanent bridge at this point, the
present temporary structure be strength-
ened in such mamner as to allow our
cars to carry across a full complement
of passengers, without the now existing
restrictions, which are equally annoying
to passengers and derogatory to the
good name of the city. As the building
of the above-named additions to the
James Bay and Rock Bay bridges would
entail upon our company a large expendi-
diture at once, and also the cost and
responsibility of further maintenance,
at the same time relieving the city from
both, T would suggest that in part com-
pensation the city dgree to extend the
present exemption from taxation on our
real property within the city limits for
a further period of five years. Trusting
that your honorable body will give these
suggestions your early consideration.

Wilson, before adjournment, di-
rected attention to the desirability of
the gas company, water commissioner,
tramway company and sewerage com-
mittee being informed that it was intend-
ed to pave Fort street, so that there
would be no tearing up of the pavement
after it was once down, to lay pipes or
rails,

London, Nov. 26.—France and Italy, after
a decade of tariff warfare have surprised
their friends and enemies by coneluding a
commercial"treaty which promises to shift
the halancd of power in Burope.
