Member of Parliament For 
Burrard Succumbs After a 

Long Illness.

. Vancouver, Nov. 18.—George R. Max­
well, M. P. for Burrard Inlet, died early 
this morning. He had been ill for 
time with cancer of the liver, and on 
Saturday it was known that his death, 
was oûly a matter of hours. For nearly 
a week he had been unconscious.

George Ritchie Maxwell was born at 
Stonehouse, South Lanarkshire, Scot­
land, on January 11, 1857. He was eJ- 
ueated at the parish school and at Glas­
gow University. He took a theological 
course and was ordained in the Presby­
terian ministry in 1880, his first charge 
being at .Wishaw, Lanarkshire. Com­
ing to Canada, be had pastoral charge at 
St._ Sylvester, Lower Leeds, and at 
Three Rivers! P. Q., and in 1891 accept­
ed a call to {he First Presbyteriau 
church at Vancouver. He continued to 
fill that pastorate until his election to 
the Dominion House of Commons in the 
general election in Jane, 1896, as a Lib­
eral, defeating Mr. G. H. Cowan by 298 
votes. He was re-elected et the general 
election in November, 1900.

Mr. Maxwell married in 1683, Mary, 
the eldest daughter of Mr.. R. Forrest, 
postmaster of Blanefield, Stirlingshire, 
Scotland, mnd leaves several children.

some mohths, his chances of recovery 
are slim. The weapon has not been 
found, nor is there any clue to the as­
sailant, unless a pair of dirty-looking 
Chinese slippers which were left near 
the rear door of the residence, which 
leading to a, gallery and to the rear al­
leys of Chinatown—the maze which 
might successfully hide a hundred men 
—can be called a clue. They offer a 
slim clue, and it would seem one not 
to be considered, for although rain fell 
heavily -for-hours prior' to the attack, 
the shoes were quite dry. The detec­
tives are confronted with a problem, 
for everything is hidden behind a wall 
of “no sabee,” and the occupants of the 
house seem to be holding back some­
thing. The victim himself, who is very 
weak, is evidently unwilling to tell what 
he knows. The evidence—what little 
there is—seems to point to the fact that 
the assailant, if not one of the house.- 
hold itself—and quite a number sleep in 
the building—is one well acquainted with 
the place, and possibly is in collusion with 
some one in the place, for, after slashing 
thé head of the sleeping Look Den, as 
he lay beside his wife, or rather one of 
his wives—the assailant went to a tin 
box hidden beneath a corner of a bed In 
the large common room at the front of 
the building, where many .come and go, 
and stole $70, and also stole $30 in 
greenbacks from Look Den’s coat, which 
was hanging in the bedroom, although 
a small sum of silver was. left untouched. 
On the surface it would seem that rob­
bery was the object of the attempted 
murder, but from all appearances there 
"are other features counécted with the 
crime, which point to the fact that it 
ni as pot robbery, solely that formed the 
motivé.

There are many strange circumstances 
connected with the crime. Perhaps Look 
Den knows all, but he will -hot ten. He 
lies on a low blood-stained bed. half 
hidden by a dirty white canopy and 
curtain at one end of an 8x14 room, 
partitioned by a thin and incomplete 
wall of matchboarding, with apertures 
for doors, from the remainder of the 
room, with both wives carrying tea to 
him as he moans in pain, while, in the 
larger room—the common meeting place 
of many Chinese,, with its two beds, 

holding the opium lay-out in readi­
ness for the smokers—the crowd of Chin­
ese attracted by the tragic affair, talk 
loudly. On a chair near the bedside 
the bloodsoaked sheeting is piled up, 
and scattered about the dirty place 
the chairs and piles of clothing and 
miscellaneous possessions of the many 
occupants of the littiê room, which con­
tains three beds. Each of these hfdy 
were occupied. The victim slept with' 
one wife, his first, at one end of the 
room, while at the other end ms second 
wife slept with some of the five chil­
dren of the family, while others slept on 

bed by the wall. All say they were 
asleep when the attack was .made, and 
were awakened hy the moans of the vic­
tim. It was thén about 4:15, and Look 
Den. blood streaming from his wounds 
went out on to the street in front of 
his store. He looked up and down, but 
saw no constables and he went back to 
his bed. It was not until 7-30 a. m. 
that the police were notified of the oc­
currence, and then (Constables Monro 
and Clayards went to the scene, and 
mter Sergt. Walker arrived. Detective 
Palmer was also notified and 
on the scene. Dr./Robertson 
called, and he 
wounds.

The women told the constables that 
they thought the assailant had come in by 
the rear door, having prized the lock.

the Chinese pointed to marks on 
the door to indicate that it had been 
burst open, and showed the slippers left 
inside, which they believed had been 
left by the assailant—at all events they 
were, strange slippers, and "presumably 
had been kicked off to allow the assail­
ant to walk noiselessly. It is not likely 
though that he came from the back 
where there is a gallery leading to the 
lane going to Fisguard street and to 
Chinatown’s maze, for, not only do the 
dryness of the shoes point to the fact 
ihat the robber came from within, but

«Commission. The fourth demand of the 
union, which' calls for a yearly trade 
agreement, and which means a straight 
out recognition of the. union, was the 
bone of contention, and although four 
hours were taken up in a discussion of 
the question, not much material progress 
was made. Mr. MacVeagh attempted 
to show the utter irresponsibility of the 
union, and its unfitness to make con­
tracts which it could not live up to. His 
principal argument was to the alleged 
boycott, and-he often hard pressed the 
miner’s president for an answer. The- 
latter, however, slowly and deliberately 
gave some reply, but they did not al­
ways satisfy liis inquisitor, who express­
ed his admiration of the ability of the 
witness. Mr. MacVeagh weighed heav­
ily on what he said was a reign of ter­
ror in the anthracite region during the 
period of the strike, and with the assis­
tance of many documents, maintained 
that it would be utterly impracticable 
for "the companies he represents to enter 
into an agreement with an organization 
that could not control its own men.

IMr. IMitchell stoutly maintained that 
the discipline in the region is as good as 
it possibly could be where 147,000 men 
were involved. 'He claimed that the 
strikers were not entirely responsible

There is an iron rail for the 
gaged in this work to hold, and the un­
fortunate deck boy was seen holding to 
this shortly before he fell, hut no one 
saw him fall from the vessel’s side. An­
other seaman 'was inside the gangway, 
which was closed, to receive the chaik as 
it was put in position from the outside, 
and he noticed Guslie on the guard, and 
prepared to receive the chalk as it was 
put in place. Suddenly the chalk was 
jerked out1, and,looking out, he saw that 
Guslie had fallen from the guard. He 
gave the alarm, and Gapt. Carter .turn­
ed the vessel about to search for the 
sailor.

One of the 
in the water about 150 yards astern as 
the vessel .was being put about in the 
same track1 as she was in when 'he fell, 
but afterwards none saw him. Life­
buoys were thrown out, and a boat was 
made ready fox lowering, in the event 
of the sailor being seen in the water, 
but, no sight of him could be obtained, 
and after cruising in the vicinity for 
some time, the Majestic continued her 
voyage to port. The accident occurred 
about 250 p.m:, when the steamer was 
abreast-of San Juan.

STBOMBOLI ERUPTION.
Situation of the Inhabitants Becoming

The, schopner Chitose Maru, which 
one. oi the fleet sailing out of Hakoda1 
under the rising sun flag, was hunt» 
in 'the Japan sea and was cruising nort 
ward. One day in April last—on lAp: 
20, to bq exact—she drifted into a smi 
port just south of Hakodate, intendij 
to get water there. " When she near^~ 
the port, her master realized that it 
was a Russian port, and endeavored to 
sail his schooner ont, but she was be­
calmed and the currents setting her into 
the bay, she was obliged to go in. Soon 
some boats were seen coming from shore, 
and some Russians called on the cap­
tain of the Chitose to surrender his 
vessel, as they intended to seize him 
as a seal poacher. He loaded his bomb 
gun with buck-shot and opened fire on 
the boats, who returned his fire. The 
sealers also came into action with tfeeir 
sealing guns, and there was quite a 
brisk fight. Three of the crew of the 
sealer were killed before the Russians 
boarded the Chitose Maru and took 
possession of her.

y: As will be remembered the Russian 
cruiser Yakutat, when she arrived at 
Cape Nome in (September last from a 
cruise through the Japan sea, and the 
sealing grounds off the Kuriles, reported 
having sunk a Japanese sealing schooner 
after taking off the crew. The hunters 
of the schooner Siefu Maru confirm this 
story, which they h^ard in Hakodate 
during the summer, before starting to 
the Copper island, and thence to Behring 
Sea. They had not heard lj(e name of 
the schooner, but some thought her to 
be the Aiwo Maru. 'Some of the hunt­
ers said there was a theory held in 
Japan, pending the arrival of news frond 
the crew, who were held on board the 
Vakutat, and who were to be taken to 
Vladivostock, to be imprisoned, that the 
schooner sunk was the Juntin Maru, of 
waich no news had been heard, and 
which was thought to have foundered at 
sea with all on board. *• ;

According to‘ the story heard by xth 
sealers of the Siefu, the Russian cruiser 
Yakutat had come across the Japanese 
schooner, presumably within the limit, 
oft the Gopper islands, and had seized 
her, and after taking dff the crew, and 
the skins taken by the sealer, had used 
her for a target, and sunk her with 
the warship’s guns. The Junfiu Maru 
left (Hakodate in early April with a full 
crew on board, and she was never heard 
of again. It was known that she had 
encountered the very heavy gale, which 
raged off the Kuriles. on April 2, in 
which the Victoria schooners Geneva 

was and Dora Siewerd suffered, and it was 
believed that she foundered with all on 
board during that storm.

There are now about 38 schooners 
hunting out of Japanese ports, be ma­
jority from Hakodate, many of them 
being owned by Americans, and Cana­
dians. Many of them hunt yearly off 
the Copper islands, which are now well 
guarded by_ Russians. Last year when 
the Japanese schooner Tenyu Man», 
commanded by Capt. Farley, a brother 
of Capt. Pat Fartey, who was lost in 
the sealing schooner Hatzic last spring, 
was making a raid on Copper islands, 
six of her men, including C. Diamond, 
formerly cook on the schooner Ifetzic. 
out of Victoria, was eaptutied with five 
Japanese, and no less than 170 shots 
were fired at the schooner, which was 
compelled to sail away leaving the six 
sealers to be prisoners of the Czar. The 
schooner was badly shot up, and some 
of the crew were wounded. Capt. Fat- 
ley got a bullet through his hat.

All which 
seems somewhat to differ from the 
teachings of the “Master”—“What you 
don’t want yourself, don’t pass on to 
others.”

The question of the adequacy of the 

present service to the Sound, and the 
expediency of taking steps to arrange 
for the placing on the run next; season 
a large and fast excursion steamer, was 
discussed at a meeting of a joint com­
mittee of the Executive Council of 
the Tourist association and the Council 
of the Board of Trade held yesterday 
morning.

The meeting was called primarily to 
afford a gentleman representing British 
capital an opportunity to lay before the 
committee certain ideas he had regard­
ing what might be done by Victoria to 
handle toe excursion business from the 
Sound cities.

Mayor Hayward presided, and there 
were present also, S. J. Pitts, L. G. Mc- 
Quade, J. A. Mara, A. B. Fraser, sr., 
C. H. Lugrin, E. E. Blackwood, James 
Forman, A. Henderson, H. Cuthbert 
and the representative of British capital, 
whose name for obvious reasons is not 
made public.

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BRITISH MANUFACTURES.

Scarcely a day pasaeCBfit ~W6 Mat- of 
the decadence of British manufactures, 
and of the impossibility of their compet­
ing with the native born ingenuity, ver­
satility and despatch of American man­
ufacturers. It is true that the news of 
the werlfl does not corroborate what we 
hear. * In fact, it is sad, but true, that 
very little is heard about the superiority 
of American manufactures, except in 
America itself. Perhaps the 
why so much is-made of it there is to 
counterbalance the lack of appreciation 
shown elsewhere. The article which 
we publish this morning from the Pot­
tery -Gazette of London is a striking ex­
ample of the kind of news which does 
not circulate through the press of the 
United States, and regarding which the 
Associated Press is discreetly silent. _ It 
appears’"that some time ago Mrs. Roose­
velt decided that the crockery in the 
White -House nèeded renewing.

The leasing of the 
grounds would be a distinct advantage 
to the hospital as they would derive a 
rental of $150 per year. There could 
in his opinion be no objection to allow­
ing such a gentlemanly game as cricket 
to be plâyed in a part of the hospital 
grounds remote from the main buildings.

Mr. Lewis feared that it wcfuld be 
unwise to lease any portion of the hos­
pital grounds which might at some time 
in the near future be required to be 
opened up to afford sewerage facilities.

{From Wednesday’s Daily.t
iFuong Wong, the Chinese gambler-of 

37 Store street, has been charged with 
attempted murder and robbery of Look 
'Den, who still lies in a precarious state 
at his residence on Store streêt, next 
door to that of the alleged assailant, 
whom Look Den says he saw bending 
over him with something that looked 
like a knife in his hand, after the first 
blow had awakened him from sleep. Di 
See, the older wife of Look Den, is also 
held by the police, for she is alleged 
to have been implicated in the attack, 
in fact the Gee Hop Tong, the Chinese 
free-mason society, has tried both her 
aud iFuong Wong and found them guilty 
of the crime. The council of the society 
met at the residence of the victim,, who 
was questioned and told of seeing his 
assailant bending over him and striking 
him, more than once, and Fuong Wong, 
the gambler, and Di See, the wife, were 
adjudged guilty by the Chinese society.

The theory of the case as resulting in 
the arrests made is that the motive for 
the crime was the robbery of the $400, 
which Di See had evidently told her 
friend, iFuong Wong, was secreted in 
the house, but it appears as if hatred 
and jealously also figure in the tragic 
affair. -Fuong Wong and Look Den are 

The gambler is said to be 
intimate with Di See, the wife of whom 
Chinatown gives a poor character, and 
Look Den is said to have beau unfriend­
ly with (Fuong Wong on that account, 
and to havô reproached Di Se.e because 
of her actions.

It is a matter of common knowledge in 
the Chinese quarter that in August 
last ‘Fuong Wong attempted to burn 
down the house of Look Den, while 
he slept on the bed in the larger front 
room. On that occasion Fuong Wong, 
who then had his gambling house next 
door as at present, took the burners 
from the kerosene lamps, and spilled the 
oil over the floor and bedding of the 
house. He did this at 2 o’clock in the 
morning, while all slept, and set afire to 
the oil. Look Den, then an invalid as 
now, was awakened by the noise before 
the fire was properly alighted, and he 
awakened his daughter, who extinguish­
ed the fire.

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London Times Prints Another Page of 
Extracts.

jear lv-Loudon, Nov. 15,-The Times pub­

lishes this morning another page tif ex­
tracts from the memoirs of Mr. Krukêr, 
dealing with his history of the Trans­
vaal and his own successive terms of 
office as president. Mr. Kruger enters 
at great length into the circumstances of 
the Jameson raid, and declares that it 
was only his influence and his threat to 
resign the presidency which prevented 
the burghers from attacking and shoot­
ing down all the foreign inhabitants of 
Jonannesburg.

The former president explains that 
particulars of the course of the war 
with the British and of its vicissitudes 
would not come within the scope of the 
memoirs, as he took no personal part 
iu the tight. He describes the harassing 
life he led at this period, directing and 
advising the Boer leaders. His sleep 
was brokén many times every night to 
attend to despatches, etc. He gives min­
ute details of the removal of, the Boer 
government from Pretoria, and says it 
WU.S a sad blow to him, especially as his 
wife was then so old and weak that he 
could not think of taking her with- him.

The extracts published also include a 
description of Mr. Kruger’s journey to 
Europe, and the writer declares that in 
the matter of the peace negotiations he 
left everything to the discretion of the 
generals.

Feeding.—As soon as the nets appear to 
be full of roots and before any check ln 
the growth is noticeable, they will be 
benefited by a top dressing of rotten 
manure. If a plant Is sickly, omit the 
manure; it would be no benefit to It.

Liquid Manure.—As long as the plants 
are growing vigorously, there is nothing 
gained by applying liquid manure before 
the flower buds commence to swell; but 
If they show the need of more nourish­
ment, nitrate of soda, ounce to a gallon 
of water, applied two or three times a 
week, will soon effect an improvement, 
after which it should be discontinued. 
Mtrate can easily (be overdone on chry­
santhemums producing a luxuriant growth 
°f foliage, but sofrt inferior flowers. While 
a healthy, vigorous growth is always de­
sirable, it should be firm and ripen as It 
grows. As soon as the flower buds "begin 
to swell, liquid manure will be beneficial ; 
it should be used weak at first and the 
strength Increased as the buds swell, until 
they show color, when it should be dis­
continued. Weak growing varieties will 
not bear so much stimulant as the stronger 

If a plant is very dry. water at 
first with clear water, and afterwards 
with the liquid manure. Nitrate of soda 
had better not be used at all after the 
flower-buds are set. Animal manures— 
horse and cow—are best. Sulphate of 
ammonia yx ounce 1 to the gallon, is 
strongly recommended, but I have never 
need it.

ilEXPERIENCE ON A RAFT.
with

Sufferings of Survivors of the Steamer 
Elangamite.

London, Nov. 17.—The Daily Mail’s 
correspondent at Wellington cables that 
the tw’o survivors of the wrecked steam­
er Elangamite, who were rescued from a- 
raft by the British steamer Penguin, 
went through a dreadful experience. The 
raft from which they were taken meas­
ured only seven feet long by twelve 
wide, and had seven persons on it when 
it left the wreck. The only food on 
board w’as two apples. The first apple 
was consumed on Tuesday, and the vsec- 
ond on Wednesday, each being divided 
into sixteen portions.

From Sunday, the day they were 
wrecked, until Thursday, when they 
were rescued, the survivors drifted sixty 
miles on the half-submerged raft. Sev* 
eral attempts were made to land on, the 
Three Kings islands. Three men died 
on Monday night from drinking salt 
w*ater. All of the survivors suffered the 
tortures of thirst, and four other men 
and the stewardess died of exhaustion 
before^they Were picked up by the Pen­
guin.

They had a cruel disappointment on 
Tuesday night. A steamer was sighted 
in the distance, and frantic shouts were 
ràised by those on the raft to attract at* 
tention. The steamer lowered a boat. 
wrhich passed with fifty yards of them 
but the boat’s crew apparently did n<*i 
see the raft, and returned to their ves' 
eel.

When the Penguin was sighted, only 
one of the survivors was able to stand, 
and both were terribly exhausted.

KOOTENAY’S RECLAMATION. 
Trouble Over Diverting of 'Stream By

.Scottish company Xvhich’ ia eiidehvoring 
to reclaim by dyking aèVëhteen hundred 
acres of rich soil at thé south 'enfl of 
Kootenay lake, have run against several 
roage. Iu tbe progress of the work 
they diverted a large stream which 
formerly emptied into Kootenay river 
on the Canadian side. It now runs 
across United States territory for near­
ly 20 miles, traversing a large number 
of cultivated farms, owners of which 
claim severe damage has been done, and 
are preparing to press the grievance at 
W ashington. The company have spent 
over half a-million dollars on the work, 
which was started over 12 years ago. 
The high water of 1894 swept away 
the dykes and work was abandoned ex­
cept on a small tract till this summer, 
when a contract was let to P. Welch, 
the railway contractor, who now has 
70 men and teams at work there. Last 
week in tearing down one of the old 
dykes fer material; a large quantity of 
djnamite placed so <as to blow the dykes 
up, was found *ith fuses set, which had 
evidently been there since 1894. The 
feeling is very strong on the United 
States side of the line over the diverting 
of the stream, but the ’ company claim 
that no damage was done.

Suf­
ficient care was not always taken to 
send the best men to the legislature, and 
in this way the people themselves were 
to blame that the system did not work 
better than it does now. If a sharper 
eye were kept on the expenditure by 
the members, they would find that min­
isters would be more careful.

A. J. Morley, in explanation, said that 
his resolution did not propose to con­
demn anyone. There wasva feeling all 
over the province that affairs were not 
being run on sufficiently economical 
lines. The debate on Mr. Motley’s mo­
tion was adjourned.

matter would not be pressed to a vote 
at present. Little good would be gain­
ed in any event by passing a resolution 
asking the government or the legislature 
.to appoint a commission, a full discus­
sion might, however, do some good. 
TTie fault was not that there was too 
much discussion, as Mr. Morley, said, 
Rut .it was that there was too little 
discussion. Too little talk was the mat­
ter with the province. The squabbles 
in the House arose as a rule out of petty 
discussion as to petty points of order, 
while millions of dollars were voted 
without a single dlrord of explanation.
