NEW GERMAN LAW.

Reichstag to Ask for State Regulation
of Retail Stores. ,

Berlin, Dec. 2.—The Reichstag, after
two days’ debate adopted a resolution
asking the government to introduce a
bill for the protection of the middle com;
mercial classes against great accumu-
lations of capital in the retail trade.
The resolution contemplates a furtner
extension of the law against unfair
competition and the regulation of clos-
ing out sales, so as to prevent bogus ad-
vertisements, and also seeks:a remedy
against the hardships caused by sales on
the installment plan. Finally, the reso-
lution demands the prohibition of gov-
ernment officials, including army and
navy officials from running co-opera-
tive department stores. The socialists
opposed the resolution at every point.as
being an inadequate measure and as
tending to hinder natural economic ten-
dencies, The advocates of the resolu-
tion faunted the Scecialists with a .desire
to crush out tne middle class in behalf
of the great capitalists in order to hast-
en the advent of a socialistic state.
Herr Nissen, conservative, ecalled the
department stores the ‘“cancerous ewvil
of the times,” and Herr Erseberger,
Clericdl, wanted the government to in-
struct the states attorney to assume
that public interest was involved where-
ever retail tradesmen’s -organizations
bring suit against the department stores.

RESPECTING GRADING
PROVINCIAL FRUIT

{

Inspector Notices An Improve.
ment—Some Violations
of Act.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

Mr. W. Maxwell Smith, Dominion in-
spector under the Fruit Marks Act, re-
turned on yesterday’s Pacific Express
from a lengthy inspection trip extend-
ing over nearly a month, says the News-
Advertiser.  During his trip Mr. Max-
well Smith visited every point in his
district, which covers the area between
Medicine Hat and the Coast, with the
exception of Grand Forks and Phoenix,
which points he visited a short time ago.

In conversation with ‘a representative
of the News-Advertiser, Mr. Maxwe:l
Smith said that although there was still
room for improvement, the grading and
pac..ng of fruit had this season been
carried out more in aceordance with the
Dominion Aect than formerly, and he
looked for a further improvement next
year. He was greatly pleased with the
co-operation ‘given him by the provincial
fruit pest iuspectors at the boundary
points, and paid a hearty tribute to
their work, stating that he had found |
very little Washington fruit in the Koot~
enay districts about wiich there could
be any cause for complaint. He found
that the growers in the Okanagan and
other interior districts now realized that
the regulations were largely framed for
their own interests and most were thus
living-up to them. ‘He, however, detect-
ed some cases of flagrant violations of
the act on the part of both Ontario and
British Columbia growers, which will be
laid before the department at Ottawa
and which will, in all probability, result
in the prosecution of the offenders. Mr.
Maxwell Smith said that the aect had
now been in foree for over two years
and the growers had been furnished
with copies, while its claims had been
carefully explained, so that the plea of
ignorance of its provisions was no ex-
cuse.

When asked how the shipments of On-
tario and British Columbia apples com-
pared ‘In the portidfi of the Northwest
under his jurisdietion, Mr. Maxwell
Smith said that this year nearly as
many Ontario as British Columbia ap-
ples had probably been shipped in. The
British Columbia fruit, however, gener-
ally commanded the better price. as the
packing and grading were superior,
while the boxes used’ by British Co-
lumbia growers are preferred to the
barrels in which the Ontario fruit is
shipped,

In some quarters there had been some
criticism because Mr. Maxwell Smith
did neot inspect the fruit before it was
shipped from. the Okanagan and other
districts. Such a course, the inspector
stated, would result in delay to the ship-
ments and ‘cause loss to the growers,
while by the method he adopted better
results were obtained, as under the act,
he had full powers to inspect the fruit
in cellars or storehouses.

Speaking about business conditions
generally, Mr. Maxwell Smith said that
he found signs of prosperity apparent
on every hand in both British Colum-
bia and the Territovies.

A BUSY CENTRE. -

The C. P. R. to Bstablish Agency at Lady-
smith—Mayor Returns.

Ladvsmith, Nov. 30.—It is the intention
of the C. P. R. to establish an agent at
this point to handle the freight which
comes from that line across on the Trans-
fer. It is also understood that all freight
for this distriect will be delivered from
there. This movement will make Lady-
smith a’ busier point than hitherto, as
much more of the commerce will come this
way.

Late News Of
Yukon District

River Closes Vlolentiy and [ce
Jams Create Havoc on the
Water Front,

City Fire Apparatus Is Carried
in a Churning
Stream.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

From Dawson exchanges just to
hand the following items of interest re-
specting affairs in the Yukon are taken:
The Yukon river has closed this year
+with greater .violence along the water-
front at Dawson than for years. The
ice jammed below the city and caused
the water to rise several feet in a few
hours. The rising water created an
eddy which broke heavy shore ice six
inches thick and extending out from the
‘bank 100 feet on both sides of the river.
This ice and the drift ice was thrown
in a great, confused heap in the river.

The cracking and the grinding of the
hundreds of thousands of toms of ‘ice as
it was lifted by the great and irresis-
tible force of the mighty river and
tossed many feet high in all confused
shapes was thrilling, ,and the scene was-
both spectacular and awe-inspiriug. ¢

The large steamer Lightning was toro
from her wmoorings and swept a haif
mile down: the Yukon river. All the
fire engines on the Dawson waterfront,
which are kept in scows, were carried
into the river amid the ice floes. The-
scows were wrenched from their moor-
ings, and engines, engineers and firemen-
carried into the midst of the swirling
stream and tossed about as though so-
many chips. Had a fire occurred at
that time Dawson would have been
practically without means of protection
save for the land pump service of the
Northern Commercial Company and the
pump station with only three hydrants
at South Dawson and one chemical en-
gine,

The next day the engines were re-
placed, the river ice breakiug again and
carrying the scows hack to the Dawson
shore.

The high water overran the beach in
front of Dawson, where thousands of
cords of wdod are piled. Five hundred
cords were swept into the river. The
wood is worth on an average $10 a cord
before being sawed into stove lengths.

The ice jammed at a second point
above Dawson, immediately above what
is known as Sunnydale island, opposite
Klondike City. The ice was overturned
in such a thick mass that it blocked the
main channel on a shallow bar and
forced the water through a channel lead-
ing into the Sunnydale cove, where a
big fleet of steamers and barges are be-
ing wintered. Some of the vessels are
tworth. $100,000 or more, and the entire
fleet was tossed like chips. The Susie,
belonging to the Northern Commercial
Company, was lifted high out of the
water and forced into a position on the
shore, where she remains. Should the
jam cause additional pressure all the
vessels there may suffer great damage.
As it is straining is the worst damage
sustained.

The Northern Commerciai Company
sent a number of men to Sunuydzle to-
assist the regular watchmen in an at--
tempt to make the vessels fast and to-
get them in the bestpposition possible.
The steamers in the Sunnydale are the
Susi, Sarah, Louise, Tanana, Rock
Island and Lavelle Young, belonging to
the Northern Commercial Company; the
ICudahy, owned by the N. A. T. & T.,
and the Oil City, independent.

The scow bearing engine No. 1 was
swept from its moorings by the up-
heaval and the flood as though it were-
a feather. A steel cable and other ropes
snapped like strings. The eddy formed:
by the jam carried the scow up stream
until opposite Chunch street, thence
across tge river to the west, and then
down stream, leaving it in the middle -
of the river.

Many men were scattered along. the-
river front and out on the ice gathering
‘wood which had gone adrift in the ice-
pack. They were hauling the wood to-
their homes. Some used Yulkon sleighs
attached to dogs, other had sieighs witir
teams of horses, and others were draw-
ing sleighs by hand. However, most
of the wood will be recovered; from the-
river by the owners when /fhe river
freezes a little more.

The wood owners are hustling like -
beavers to get their wood off the beach.
BExtra teams are engaged, and wood is:
being hurried to the high ground as fast
.as possible. It is feared more trouble:
will oceur.

Many prospective new citizens are
looming into sight in the Klondike just
now. They are becoming Britishers so
that they will be entitled to participate
in the election next month of a member
of the Canadian parliament.

Nailed to
the Mast! Nailed to the Mast.’ In the
whole office there , was, apparently, no
compositor or office boy to point out
tha. we speak of lies being nailed to
the counter, and not to the mast. No-

y in the office knew that Pearson’s
Magazine was falling into the trap of '
a stale Irish bull, which must be as
old -as St. Patfick.

‘‘eorruption,” whick by the way. was
brought to a sudden termination. as some
of the members of the convention were
becoming too, outspoken and the subject
promised unpleasant episodes. The con-
vention itself was unwieldy and hard io
manage. There was no disposition to
listen to speeches and the nnmerous reso-
lutions atfirming and creating planks of
a platform were adopted offhand. The
Globe says it “delivered *its opinion on
corruption in thunderous tomes.” Alto-
gether the proceedings partook largely
of the -grotesque. Here was a govera-
ment that had been reduced to “innocu-
ous desuetude” by reason of the most
corrupt methods known to politics, and
was endeavoring to redeem itself in the
eyes of. its supnorters and the country
by resolutions affrming the principles of
purity as sacred and peculiar to the Lib-

eral cause and denouncing all forms of

corruption hereafter. The electorate is
novw to be stimulated to intense enthu-
siasm over the redemption of the party
from its’ former evil ways.

Signs are multiplying rapidly indi-
cating the growth of feeling in, especi-
ally, the Eastern States, in favor of a
reciprocity treaty with Camada. We
have several times referred to these.
and pointed out that it was quite ou
the cards that some form of reciprocity
that may be proposed by the Onited
States will be considered by the Do-
minion Parliament at the mext session.
American statesmen are now realizing
what a mistaken policy they pursued in
the past in rejecting the’ overtures of
Canada. James G. Blaine represented
the extreme opposition to Great Bri-
tain. He was a politiciau who appealed
constamtly to the anti-British senti-
ment, and was one of the political coterie
who were responsible for the too wide
estrangement that existed between two
nations whose relations should have
been the friendliest. His policy was
one looking to the “freezing out” of
Canada. Like Goldwin Smith, he con-
sidered the United States’ market as
necessary to the existence of Canada.
He regarded annexation as its inevit-
able destiny. Therefore, any attempts
of Canada to secure access to thuat mar-
ket without first severing her relations
with Great Britain, were repetied. His
position virtnally was that Canada could
not hope to enjoy bemeficial trade, rela-
tions with the United States and be
part of a foreign country at the same
time. The commercial policy of the
United States as a consequence, was
one of antagonism and irritation so far
as Canada was concerned, with the hepe
of tiring‘ us of British connection and
causing us to seek political and com-
mercial union with the American Re-
public as a matter of self-preservation
and self-interest. We know the seyuel.
Canada ceased to seek favors of the
United States and struck out for com-
mercial independence, first, through the
National Poliey, and secondly, by culti-
vating markets in Great Britain and
other countries. ln pursnance of this
policy, ‘she resisted two ecampaigns with-
in _her own borders, olye for' commercial
union, and the. other for unrestricted
reciprocity. We know the result., With
industrial development aud %'vosperity
no more the ¢ry, “Look to ashing-
ton,” is heard in the land. Bverything
since that time has tended tu closer
relations with Great Britain, and now,
s the result of conditions in Great Bri-
tain, the outcome of a combination of
hostile tariffs "against her, thero is a
strong movement in the Mother Coun-
try for a system of mutual, preferential
trade relations, not only with Canada,
but with all the parts of the Culonial
Enmpire.

It will be seen, therefore, that, be-
hind the advances that are being made,
or rather foreshadowed, there is a de-
sign to forestall Chamberlain by pre-
senting an alternative in the form of
free access to a market of eighty -‘mil-
lions, which, when it was 8ixty mil-
lions, was sufficiently = attractive to
Canadians. This is a view of the case
that is serious enough to give-us pause
when ‘the propositions of the , United
States for Treciprocity  are submitted to
our Government. This is borne out by
an article, coupled with an interview,

sent us by a gentleman in Boston, who
is not only a Britisher but an enthusi-
astic Canadian, and who scents the
danger that lurks in rue reciprocity ne-
gotiations. Mr. Foss presumably of
Boston, has been to Washington inter-
viewing the President, and on his re-
turn gave an interview. Our informant
18 evidently of the opinion that the
President did not intend to have the
matter so publicly ventilated, and thinks
there has been a “leak.” By way of
introduction to the interview, the Her-
ald says :

Of late years there have been two
quiet but significant movements in the
Anglo-Saxon world—reciprocity in Am-
erica and Imperial federation in Great
Britain and her colonies.” The import-
ant fact, which, it would seem, has
not been apprehended by people'in gen-
=tal, is that the one policy implies the
virtual destruction of the other,

In plain words, it is held that Ameri-
can reciprocity with Canada means the
end of British JImperial federation,
vioagh not necessarily, of course, th=
end of British goodwill. Eugena W,
Foss, who has made a close study of
the situation, believes that a zollverein,
inclusive of the three countries in ques-
tion, is possible, although in this he
runs counter to the ‘plausible dictum of
Secretary Albert Clarke, of the Home
Market Club, that “you cannot have re-
ciprocity if you are a free trade coun-
try,” which England is.

Mr. Foss grounds His hopes for suc-
cess on the fact that Sir Wilfrid Laur-
ier, who has been “trinmphantly’’ re-
turned to power, is known to be in favor
of reciprocity, and .. the fact that
President Roosevelt is fully cognizant
of the situation as it stands, and in-
tends to make advances. He also quotes
the Globe in support of this view. He
says :

“To my mind, Canadian reciprocity
means much flore than an exchange
of commodities; there is something
broader and larger than that underly-
ing it. 1t means thy _.oawill and the
friendship ' and all that this implies
(and, .of course, the trade), not only of
Canada, but, we trust, of Great Britsin
a8 well.

“When we consider that two-thirds of
our foreign trade is with England and
her colonies, we should see the import-
ance of not permitting the Chamberlain
propaganda to ‘go into effect against us.

“Now, the only way that we can head
off Chamberlain and his growing move-
ment, is by taking the initiative and
making a reciproelty treaty with Can-
ada, for without that great colony the
late Colonial Necretary’s scheme must
fall to the ground.

“America has not yet realized what a
blow this preferential scheme, with a
consolidated British Fmpire, could in-
tict wpon the United States. Qur farm-
ers, in particular, would be badly in-
jured in the impertant matter of wheat.
and still greater throngs of our people
would fock over the border into the
rich lands of Western Canada. That
country would be built up at the ex-
pense of our own.

“We are fast becoming an importing
nation. This very year we are getting
wheat from Canada, which place is des-
tined to becowe the great grain-growing
country of the world. She is going to
be able to supply not only her own
wants, but those of England in a very
short time. And with flour at the pres-
ent high price, how long will our people
stand the duty of 25 cents a bushel on
wheat ?”

When asked if he did not think that
anada was already committed to Im-
perial Federation and a preference
seheme, he said he did not think our
haunds were tied. and refers to Sir Wil-
frid's sapposed attitude on the question.

That Snake is regarded as an unfortun-
ate name for a vessel is shown by the fact
that two of that pame have been lost,
one in 1781 and the other in 1847, but no
vessel bearing that name is known to ex-
ist mow. Serpent, which is only a sub-
stitute name for Snake, is an unlucky
cne also, for the ome.wrecked in 1892 was
the fourth -British war vessel of that
name to meet the same fate.  Viper has
been an uniucky name in the British navy.
The first one was wrecked in 1780, but the
Admiralty would not swerve, and so kept
.the mame on the list, each vessel meeting
its doom, and the fourth was lost only re-
«<ently, The French mavy has also been
unlucky with vessels so named. The Viper
used in the British service after she be-
came a prize from the French was lost
in 1793. The second was lost a year later,
the third in 1787 and the fourth was re-
cently lost in a collision off Guernsey.

The Cobra, another British war vessel,
was lost recently at the same time as the
Viper. Among other vessels - similarly
named and which met fates other than in
battle are the Rattlesnake, in 1781; the

Alligator, in 1782; the Crocodile, in 1784;
! the Adder ,n 1848; three Lizards, two
Dragons and. one Basilisk. All of these
were of the British navy. The list could
be made larger by. citing the records of
other navies.

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THE ZONE TIME SYSTEM.

The London Telegraph.

During the last twenty years a move-
ment has been in progress having for its
end a uniform system of timekeeping all
over - the world, called the universal or
zene~time system. The principle was ex-
pounded by the Astronomer Royal, Mr.
Christie, in a lecture at the Royal Insti-
tution In 1886, The plan is familiar to
any Continental traveler. When in Bel-
lum or Spain the railway clocks agree
with his watch if this has been set to
Greenwich time; In Germany, Italy, or
Switzerland the clocks are exactly one
Lour fast of this, and so on. Not on'y in
Europe, but now in every part of the
globe the systemis in vogue, and it {s an-
nounced in the Observatory magazine for
the current month that evén such a con-
servative country as China has adopted it.
Along the east coast, from New Chwang
to Swatow, and up the Yangtsekiang they
are keeping the time of'the meridian ex-
actly elght hours east of Greenwich, and
the Colonfal Office has litely given sanc-
tion of this being the legal time of Homg-
kong and the other British ‘colonies with-
in the mone. Western China is likely soon
to adopt the time seven hounrs fast on
Greenwich, and Indla and Farther India
are about to fall In with the scheme, so
that the universal time gystem now goes
round the world, and all the prineipal na-
tionalities, except France and Ireland, have
adopted Greenwich as their prime meridian.

Japanese Captain Went Mad
Other Sailors Died of
Starvation.

The American schooner W. F. Garms,

iCapt. C. B. Larson, arrived at Port
Townsend yesterday from Manila, thus
relieving the anxiety felt on her behalf,
{for she was thirty days overdue, and
‘graye fears weer entertained that she
had foumdered. The captain reported
thac he had experienced a very rough
voyage, the Garms having had her sails
torn away and sprung a leak which ne-
cessitated the pumps being used contin-
uously. The rudder also was lost and

he had to improvise a'steering gear. The
:schooner will proceed to Winslow for re-
pairs. -

When 46 days out of Manila, that is

on October 17th, Capt. Larson sighted
what he believed to be rocks, but fgind
the object to be a derelict small Japa-

,0f the crew were alive. = When these
|men were rescued the dead bodies of
ttwo others were floating in the derelict,
cne being that of the brother of one of
. the survivors. The two Japanese were
well looked after on board the Garms
and picked up their strength rapidly.

PUGET SOUND SHIPPING.

Arrivals and Departures at the Neigh-
boring American Ports.

Port Townsend, Dec. 3.—The British
ship Dalcairnie, ‘Capt. Lleweilyn, ar-
rived in port this afternoon in tow of
the tug Bahada after a smart passage of
six days from San Francisco. She is
under charter to Bowring & Co., to take
a cargo of lumber to Melbourne, but will
proceed to Winslow to go on the dock
for cleaning prior to taking a cargo of
lumber for South Africa. Her mas-
ter, Capt. E. R. Sterling is at present in
San Francisco, but is expected to arrive
on the Sound again very shortly. The
British bark Invermark, Capt. Bolder-
stone, will tow to Tacoma tomorrow to
put outsthe balance of her cement cargo
from Antwerp. The French bark Mo-
liere, Capt. Lozet, arrived in port this
afternoon from Hadlock where she
loaded a cargo of lumber for Melbourne.
She expects to remain here for a few
days before proceeding to sea.

Tacoma, - Dec. 3.—The American
schooner F. 8. Redfield sailed today with
a cargo of lumber loaded from the Pu-
get Sound mills for Topolobampo. She
is commanded by Capt. W. E. Hutton,
and has a load of about 600,000 feet in-
cluding a quantity of box shooks all
loaded at this port.

Port ‘Angeles, Dec.2.—The American
schooner Lottie Bennett, Capt. Rasmus-
sen, arrived in port this afternoon four-
teen days out from San Francisco for
Vancouver. She is under charter to
carry a cargo of lumber from the Hast-
ings Mills to a nitrate port and expects
to proceed to her loading port during the
night.

8an Francisco Chronicle’s Re-
presentative With Nogi’s Be-
Seiging Army.

Describes Incideants of the Fight-
ing Since the Great August
Assault.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

Yesterday afternoon the Nippon Yusen
Kaisha steamer Iyo Maru arrived at the
‘outer wharf from Yokohama, with
sengers and cargo,” mostly destined for
Puget Sound. The most important mat-
ter in connection with the arrival of the
iyo Maru was the coming of Mr, Richard
Barry, the celebrated war correspondent of
the San Francisco Chronicle, bound home
to write up his notes and deliver his pho-
tographs, a splendid collection of avhich
be bears with him from the camp of Gen-
eral Nogi, the gallant besleger of Port
_Arthur.

Mr, Barry is a iypical Western Ameri-
can. . Short, dark, full of nervous energy,
fluent of speech, able to compress much
description into a few well selected sen-
tences, manly in his estimates of the for-
eign troops he has seen fighting, and pos-
sessing a rare grasp of the situation
around Port Arthur. Mr. Barry bears a
striking resemblance to Mr. W. W. B. Mec-
Innes, M. P. P.; a little slighter, perhaps,
but with-the same quick and witty way of
‘hitting off a position.

/Mr. - Barry joined Gemeral Nogi's army
last August, and has seen every assault
<on the fortresses gince the grand assault
-of the 19th of August, when the Japanese
were first made to realize the difficulty
of capturing the place. He left Port Ar-
thur on November 8 bound for San Fran-
cisco and in three months he will return
to his place in the Japanese lines. War
correspondents with the Port Arthur army
are allowed that length of furlough.

Mr. Barry speaks in the warmest terms
0! the treatment accorded to him by the
Japanese, They are perfect gentlemen,
both officers and private soldlers, and al-
ways showed a disposition to help the cor-
respondents. Everything that could be
done for the comfort and convenlence of
the . correspondents was thoughtfully at-
tended to, and all information that could
reasonably be given out was afforded them.
Mr. Barry says he cannot feo highly praise
the conduct of General Nogi, his staff and
his men for the way in which ‘they treat-
ed their guests, for that really the
status of the war correspondent.

Mr. Barry was room mate with Mr.
Frederick Villiers, the famous war artist
and  correspondent of the Lond Illus-
trated News, and Mr. Barry’s estimate of
that enlendid man is quite in accora with
the general opinion of him. Mr. Villlers
is the prince of good fellows in any and
all conditions, but never do the sterling
qualities of men shine 80 clearly as under
fire, and that is where Frederick Villlers
<an be seen at his best. Mr. Barry consld-
ered it a great privilege to be comrades
with the veteran of a hundred wars, for
e is full of strange tales and all kinds of
experiences, and he is one of the most
helpful men imaginable. Together they
were daily under fire, and witnessed all
the thrilling attempts of the gallant Jap-
anese troops to seize positions.

Besides this they were witnesses of the
quiet heroism and stoicism of the Japan-
se, their marvelous engineering feats,
their fatalistic contempt for death in the
most horrid guises, and their astonishing
endurance. Mr. Barry tells of two regl-
ments of Japanese who were isolated and
were left without food or water in the
broiling sun for minety-six hours. They
appeared mone the worse for their .fast,
probab’~ because fasting is a sort of nation-
al pastime with the Japanese people, whole
families sometimes going without food for
Cays together, as a matter of hyglene.
Then the uncomplaining heroism of the lit-
tle men when up under the muzzles of the
Russtan batteries, where they had dug
boles in the ground for shelter and re-

Amongst the. extraordimary and unpre-
cedented feats of war performed by the
Japanese none have exceeded the dragging
up steep ‘mountiains of the four-ton. siege
guns.

panies of Japanese soldiers, in some cases
48 many as eight hundred strong men be-
ing at the 'Imul.ln% ropes. When they had
got the guns to the summits desired, con-
crete foundations eight feet deep were
built for the gun emplacements, and they
‘were then mounted exactly as if they were
being put into place in peace tHime and In
friendly territory, fmstead of under fire in
territory the most hostile imaginable.

The indifference of the Japanese to rifie
and shell fire 1s amazing to Europeans. The
Japanese do mot seem to mind the ping
of the rifle balls or the vicions thrum of
the machine gun projectiles, or the hoarse
scream of the shell, any more than the
.average workaday Anglo-Saxon minds the
buzzing of flles. . .

There is a bit of road leading into Port
Arthur ‘upon which two thousand shells
have fallen within two months. So dan-
-gerous is this zone that the Japanese
troops are never allowed to go over it ex-
cept singly, each man and his loaded horse
being four hundred ysrds from the mnext
man and horse. The explanation is that
as the road is out of reach of rifie fire,
and as It would be oo expensive to prac-
tice shell fire, at fifteen dollars a shot. on
individuals, no matter how lucky the shots
‘might be, there is something 1like ~ im-
munity from harm when the passage is
made according to the arnrangement out-
lined. © Séveral times in the earlier stages
of the siege bodles of troops were caught
by the Russian batteries crossing this bit
of road, and the consequences were so dis-
astrous that strict orders were issued by
General Nogi. prohibiting any grouping of
the imen at that point.

The marksmanship of the Japanese ar-
tillery is simply marvelous. ' All alone the
crests of the hills around Port Arthur
wherever there are any fortifications or
‘works of any kind, onme may see lines and
rows of bursting shelle all day long. The
air afl around those places must be kept
literally alive with flying shell fragmenits.
Whenever an assault is to be made on a
given point the Japanese shell vigorously
a perfect rain of shells upon the chosen
spot, then the infantry are launched.' It is
seldom that those attempts to carry works
fail to end in bloody bayomet combats, in
which the Japanese are almost invariably

ul, as the R 8 to have
a delicate digestion for steel.

The order, regularity and mneatness, not
to speak of the cleanliness, which is just
another name for Japamnese, in General
Nogi’s camp greatly Impressed Mr. Barry.
Dyerything 1s done like clockwork; in that
‘hive there seem to'be no drones. It is one
of the finest fighting forces ever gathered
under any commander in the world’s his-
tory. Mr. Barry has no doubt that Port
Arthur will be ‘taken, but it will be by
exactly the same process that has been go-
ing on for so many months back, and never
by a" sudden rush. It is a place that can-
not be “rushed,” because of the mnature of
thé ground, and the defences, which are
magnificently planned.

The hostile trenches
are only forty metres apart, and the mame
of the place cam easily be understood when
it is explained that fighting goes on al-
most without cessation. It is in the Bloody
Angle that ‘most. of the slaughtering has
taken place. The very fact of the Japan-
ese having driven this wedge into de-
fences so strong and so ably defended says
more for their wonderful courage and de-
termination than volumes counld tell.

The forty-two forts with which Port
Arthur is surrounded are so placed that no
fort is out of reach of another, and in |
some cases the forts are commanded by
two or three other forts. The Japanese
are now employing high angle fire mor-
tars, which are doing terrific execution.
‘Mr. Barry saw a shell from one of those
huge ~n~ines of destruction alight square-
ly and fairly on the fore decks of the
Russian, battleship Retvizan as she lay at
her moorings in Port Arthur harbor. The
explosion was appalling. ‘Everything ex-
cept the solid walls of the turrets and the
ronderous stanchions on and around that
portion of the deck was blown to frag-
ments. The sea was churned up with the
fall of those masses of Wwreckage from
the battleship, and the whole vessel could
be seen to tremble with the fearful con- !
cussion.

Now the vessels of the Port Arthur fleet

Lut there they are exposed again to the
ruking fire of the guns of Admiral Togo's
fleet. The twelve and thirteen-inch guns
of Togo’s fleet can reach the Russian ves-
#cls nicely from the roads, and they-seem
to do considerable havoc. All the guns,
ammunition and stores have been remoy-
ed from the Russian ships, and the crews
bave been drafted into the fighting line at
the -parapets. “Mr. Barry does not think
tbat starvation will play any important
part in the reduction of Port Arthur, be-
cause the provisioning of the fortress was
very thorough, and ample supplies for.'a
much larger garrison than has been In
Port Arthur since the commencement of
the bombardment were stored.

In many cases, Mr. Barry sald, Japanese
scldiers who had gained positions exposed
to the full sweep of rifie and shell fire;
‘had actnally perished of hunger. and
‘thirst, because they could not be succored.
Their decaying remains could be found om
many of the ridges atter the Japanese had
taken them. The corpses lay dim ‘the little
caves Acooped out with finger npails, bay-
onets or spades, and in all postures. In
the hand-to-hand encounters in the trench-
e; the saperiority of the Japanese soldler
as a fighter could be seen. It was ome of
the awful sights of the siege to see large
bodies or hale, strong men hirling them-
selves Into trenches already full of armed
foes and battling with the ferocity of
tigers. thrusting madly with bayonets,
smashiug skulls and faces In with rifie
butts, "stabbing, slashing, and hacking
wherever human bodies, could be found on
which to Iand a blow. The spectacle pre-
sented by the trenches after ome of those
hand-to-hand fights was always .enough to
sicken a.butcher or an army surgeon, but
the Japanese surgeons went coolly and
methodically about' their work as if the
mangied remsing were those of sawdust-
stuffed dolls.

Speakiuz of the cheerful Chefoo Hars,
Mr. Barry said they certainly did deserve
credit for some of the most briliant pleces
of lymg the world had ever known. The
number’ of Japancse killed by those estim-
able gentlewen in their despatches amount-
ed, If counted.  to more than the entire
male ‘population of Japan,, ¥
be somewhat ‘embarrassing for the Mikado.

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COMPULSORY ARBITRATION IN
LABOR STRIKES.

‘There has been much discussion over
the efficacy of the Compulsory Concilia-
tion and Arbitration Act in New Zea-
land in -preventing or settling strikes.
Frequent doubts have been expressed
on that score.

It would seem, says Engineering, that
the New ZealandsDepartment of Labor
has come to the same opinion, if the
report of ils secretary is to be trusted.
It is said that the act has jbeen ren-
dered nugatory, in so far as workers and
consumers ‘are concerned, by “combines”
and “'rings.” It is said to be a two-edged
sword, which has been productive of
trouble, instead of preventing it, as was
expected. 1n unore measured terms,
Mr. Tregear, the secretary alluded to,
thus speaks: “The Arbitration Act is not
working under fair and impartial condi-
tions, nor is its beneficent -power avail-
able to the full in the cause of public
atility.  The work of the court is being
neutralized by malignant collateral ac-
tion. 1t is like an edifice, the founda-
tions of whieh are: being destroyed by
cunning minerst working from every
side. The benefits to the employer of
stability of business, and to the worker
of higher wages and shorter hours, are
rapidly becoming neutralized; and sooc
only the empty.shell of an apparent pros-
perity. will be left, if the unbridled co-

vetousness of a few be not regulated and !

checked. The rise in the prices of the
necessaries of life has been oyt of all
proportion to the rise jn wages. Some
say that the inerea®ed cost of necessaries

.is due ta.#ire Fise in wages, but I think it

is the increased cost of necessaries that
has' caused the concession of higher
wages.” He adds: “It is beyond doubt
that the advauntages bestowed by pro-
gressive legislation are gradually being
nuliified, and will eventually be de-
stroyed by certain adverse inflnences.”

Our coutemporary thinks a more
sweeping condemnation . could not be
made, and thinks the failure of the act
is not surprising, “The reasons,” it
says, “are obvious, Labor contracts are
quite different from general commercial
The latter have to do with
definite issues, for the most part of
matters  completed, or to be compieted
within a specified time.

THE TEMPERANCE QUESTION.

The executive of the Dominion Alj-
ance this [afternoon issued a manifesto
deahng.wmth the action of the Libera)
convention on the temperance question.
The document begins by reciting the
promises -and pledges made by the dif-
ferent premiers of Ontario, and gives
a short recital of the fate of resolutions
presented at the recent convention. Re-
cording the fact that two cabinet min-
isters opposed the vital clause, the
document proceeds : “The executive re-
grets that, after a careful and serious
consideration, it is forced to the con-
clusion that the rejection by the con-
vention of this resolution dispels the
hopes that may have been entertained
that this administration would endeay-
or to redeem its pledges.”

. Regrets are expressed that not only
did the premier and Mr. Robertson take
no part in supporting the resolutions,
but acquiesced in its defeat, and the
premier stated to the convention that
he was ‘‘delighted with the conven-
tion’s decision upon the temperance
question.” ‘Dhe alliance “views the
situation with the deepest regret and
disappointment, and that the govern-
ment trifles with the great temperance
questions. It has, by it§ disregard to
the pledges and promises of successive
premiers, and has by its regord and
recent course, forfeited all eclaims to
the support of the electors who put
temperance principles above partizan-
ship in political affairs.” It closes by
urging all temperance people in the
province to do everything in their pow-
er to elect men independent of party
who will work for the temperance ques-
tion.

Germanicu- Here
For Dog Salmon

Big German Stesmer Comes to
Kelleve Pressure on Trans-
Pacific Freight.

At Quarantine all Night and Will
Come to Outer Whaif This
Morning.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

Last evening the German steamer
Germanicus drrived at quarantine,
she remained all night. She will come
up to the outer wharf this morning at
daybreak, and will at once proceed to
load about 800 tons of salted dog sal-
mon from the Fraser river, which has
accumulated here during the past month
in _readiness for her. After taking the
salmon on board the Germanicus will
pass on to Tacoma and Seattle to com-
Plete her cargo for the Oriental ports.

This large steamer nas been called
into service to help relieve the great
pressure now existing on the transpa-
cific export business. It is with the
object of easing the - threatened conges-
tion of freight at Tacoma and Seattle
bound for the Asiau side that the Ger-
manicus will take away as heavy a load
of general merchandise as she can safe-
Iy carry. All the other large freighters
that have passed in - bound for Puget
Sound within the past month or two
hqve had - their cargo space bespoken
weeks ahead, every foot of it, and there
are not enough vessels to cope with the
enormous masses of products of the
soil and manufactured 'goods piling up
in the Tacoma sheds.

The steamer Minnesota will take out
on her first trip,. probably
month, many Thousands of tons of the
accumulated freight, but it would take
half a dozen steamers the size of the
Minnesota to clear it all away. The
Germanicus will sail for Japan and
China about the 6th of December.

LEAPED OVERBOARD.

British Ship Loses Two of Her Com-
pany on Voyage.

The Muskoka had a Jbad voyage in
spots and two men were lost on the
trip. Off Cape Horn the weather was
especially bad and a sailor whose name
could not be ascertained this morning
was_ washed overboard and on account
of the high seas the attempt at rescue
was a failure,

All went well after that as far-as ac-
cidents be concerned until the Muskoka
approached the Washington coast. Some
rough weather was experienced in the
Pacifie, but no damage resulted. When
600 miles off Cape Flattery Mate Kelly
was lost overboard. How it occurred no
man on board the ship is able to say.
It happened in the éirly morning while
the mez .were below having their coffee.
The weather was fine and no seas to
speak of. When the men went on .deck
the man was gone, having last been
seen on the quarterdeck, As there
seemed to be no other cause for the oc-
currence it is thought that the man de-
liberately jumped overhoard and was
drowned as he intended. Kelly was a
Scotsman.

One of the men aboard the Muskoka
when mustered this morning was found
ill' and had mot been' doing duty for
some time. He is suffering from dropsy.
' The Muskoka is a handsome vessel of
2,259 tons. She is commanded by Capt.
McDoWald.

QUICKSTEP GOES ASHORE.

Derelict Barkentine Strikes Reef at
Yaquina Head.

Newport, Ore., Dec. 2—The derelict
barkentine Ouickstep, from ‘Mukilten
to San Francisco, which was abandoned
off Grays harbor November 24th, drift-
ed ashore at Yaquina head, four miles
north of Newport, today. The vessel
struck heavily on a reef.and her fore-
‘mast -was carried away. "The heavy
seas which continunally swept over her
forced the barkentine: across the reef
and on to the beach, where she lay at
ebb tide ‘about 150 yards from  the
water’s edge, When the derelict strnck
her mainmast went overboard, and Jater
the heavy surf broke - away her. deck-
load of Inmber and part of her cabin,
which, with most of her keel and fizure-
head, are strewn along the heach. It is
expected that the next flood tide will
carry her high enough on to: the beach
80 that she may be boarded and part of
her cargo saved unless she goes to

U. 8. LIFESAVERS.

Splendid Work Done by American Life
aving Crews.

Washington, D. C., Dec. 2.—The an-
nual veport of the general superintend-
eént of the saving service for the
fiscal year ending June 30, 1904, says.

During the year assistance was ren-
dered by the life saving ¢rews to 1,061
vessels of all kinds, involving the lives
of more than 3,400 persons and prop-
erty to the value of nearly $7,000,000.
The crews also rescued 103 persons not
on board vessels from various perilous
situations, and threugh signal warnings
-of the beach patrols saved from possible
disaster 161 vessels in danger of strand-
ing. The vessels wrecked were general-
ly of small tonnage.
| There were 359 casualties to registered
,vessels, involving 2,545 persons, of whom
itwenty-one were lost. The estimated
:value of the vessels was $4,698,855 and
of their cargoes $1,757,927, making the
| total estimated value. of -property im-
“periled $6,456,780. Of this amount
there was saved $5,089,150, and $1,366,-
830 was lost. Of the 359 vessels which
_suffered disaster fifty were totally lost.

Among the smaller craft, not register-
ed, such as sailboats, rowboats, pleas-
jure launches, ete., 411 casualties oc-
curred, imperiling the lives of 803 per-
sons, of whom fourteen were lost. Thae
value of these vessels, with their cargoes
was estimated at $248,750, and with a
loss of $8,620. This makes the total
number of disasters to vessels of all
kinds 770, with a valuation of $6,750,-
630. of which $5,330,080 was saved and
$3,750,350 was lost. The total number
of persons involved was 3,328, of whom
340 lost their lives.

‘In order to
raecomplish this, the owners did not go
fout as very many would have . done,

moters, leaving 'a very insufficient
amount to use for develqpment purposes.

The management was placed in Mr.
Ciermont Livingston’s hands, and thut
gentlenan ‘brought to bear the -samie
qualifications and adopted the same bus-
iness policy he would have done in the
banking or any other business, instéad
of undertaking to carry on the husiness
‘of the mining company in a hurrah. go-
as-you-pleasc method, as is ton often
done. Men were employed to suparin-
tend the various departments, because
they were considered comgpetenr. and if
by their actions they proved themselves
otherwise, their services were- quickly
dispensed with, The funds placed at hix |
disposal were handled carefuliv, and
with good judgment, and every employee
had to give xood value in work in re-
turn for the tvages paid him. ;

The
consequence was that. in many instan-
ces,- the. working capital was all expend-
ed in dead work. so. that when lack ‘of
means caused the closing down. of a
property, no material facts had  been
demonstrated, neither. had  sufiicient
showing been made to warrant mining
operators of more experience, and. pos-
sessed of greater means acquiring the
properties hy purchase, especially when
it is considered that usually the owners
demianded ‘big prices.

This portion of Vancouver -Island is
