any attention to United States history will
recall the great struggle over the question
whether, and in what sense, the states
which make up t ' )}nio‘n are ‘‘sovereign”
—a struggle which*Bulminated in the war
of secession, though it has not been termi-
nated by it. Are we to have a similar
era of interminable discussion in Canada ?
" The tone of the speaking on both sides of

the assembly indicates that we are.

The direction in which the opposition
are looking was foreshadowed by Mr.
Meredith in his speech, and was still more
clearly defined by Mr. Morris. - The great
idea with them is the *‘dominion” idea. The
people of Ontario are citizens of the domin-
ion first, and citizens of the province after-
wards, Come¢ what may their allegiance
to the dominion must stand firm, even if
the province is wronged. The right to
veto provincial legislation, as one of the
most iimportant symbols of dominion au-
thority, must be preserved as a precious
feature of the constitution and almost the
corner stone of the federal system.

On the other hand Mr. Mowat and Mr.
Pardee were equally clear in the line they
took. With them the rights of the prov-
inces are, first of all, to be considered, and
if the dominion infringes upon them, so
much the worse for the dominion. A thread
of denunciation of dominion agression runs
through their speeches, and both took oc-
casion to declare that the veto power must
be abolished if the federal constitution is
to be preserved. The cheers elicited by
the speeches on opposite sides are ample
proof that the rank and file on each are at
one with their leaders in their attitude and
expressions.

The issue thus raised is not a mere the
oretical one, nor does it necessarily imply
that either party is disloyal to the domin._
ion, There are those who honestly believe
that the safety of the fedealr union lies in
drawing more and more closely the legal
bonds that unite the provinces, as a cooper
strengthens the bonds by tightening the
hoops. There are those,on the other hand,
who just as honestly believe that the union
amongst the provinces must remain loose
if it is to continue in existence at all, and
who fear that any considerable tightening
of the bonds is sure sooner or later to pro-
duce mutual repugnance and lead to final
rupture.

We have no intention of either arbitrat-

s ing or meditating between these two
parties. They must be allowed to work
out their own destinies, and to win or lose
adherents as they succeed in persuading
or alarming the public. Our present pur-
pose is to point out that the question of
provincial rights stands out in our politics
more clearly and prominently than ever it

% did before, and to express the hope that

% the earnest and temperate discussion of
such problems of political science may
have an elevating effect on our party poli
tics. s
Proposed Amendment to Betting Act.

Enlarging Westminster Abbey,
From the Pall Mall Gazette.

It has been known for some time that
Westainster abbey is full, and that unless
there is to be a break in the roll of monu-
ments to our illustrious dead some place
or other than the interior of the abbey

itself must be found for them. Sir Gilbert
Scott’s plan was to build a monumental
chapel to the northeast of the abbey, along
the line of the houses in the Old Palace
yard and Abingdon street; but Mr. Shaw
Lefevre, in the new number of the Nine-
teenth Century, objects to this plan, both
on artistic and financial grounds, and pre-
poses, as a rival scheme of his own, that
the chapel should be constructed on the
site of the houses on the east side of the
Little Cloisters, and united to the abbey
by a covered pdssage passing under the but-
tresses of the chapter house. This
plan would involve the clearing away of
the honses in Old Palace yard and Poet’s
corner, and by thus opening out the south
side of theabbey and disclosing the chap-
te: iouse to view would be one of the most
splendid improvements that could be car-
ried out. Mr. Shaw Lefevre puts the total
cost at £130,000 (instead of £250,000, as
under Scott’s scheme) and is convinced
that the improvement will be one of the
first accomplished when the wealthy peo-
ple of London rise to a conception of the
dignity and beauty of the great city in
which they live, and from whence many of
them derive their great incomes, and of
their duties as citizens. Mr. Shaw Lefevre
may, at any rate be congratulated on leav-
ing no stone unturned to rcalize the first of
these two conditionsgfor his term of office
will have added appreciably to the dignity
and beauty of London.

Arrest of a Handsome Cineinnati Em-
