IN THE COMMONS.

The Chase After Forger Hurlbert—Trade
Paralyzed at Rio.

Loxpox, Sept. 18.—In the House of Com-
mons to-day Home Secretary Asquith said
that all possible steps are being and bave
been taken to bring William Henry Hurlbert
to justice, adding that it might tend to the
frustration of justice to say where we believe
him to be: Letters had been received from

the fugitive purporting to give his place of

residence, but these were taken as prima h

facie evidence that he was elsewhere,

Mr. Grey, Parliamentary Secretary of the
Foreign Office, said the British Consul at
Rio reported that trade is paralyzed at that
port. It isimpossible to unload cargoes for
want of labor and lighters. Captains of
neutral ships were endeavoring to preveat
further bombardment of the town.

Sir Edward added that the British war-
ship Sirius and Beagle are now at Rio Jan-
eiro protecting the life and property of
British subjects. Warships of the United
States, France, Gsrmany, Italy and Portugal
were also on the spot, and on Saturday
the commanders of the neutral warships
endeavored to prevent the bombardment of
the fleet by the revolutionists.

LoNDON, Sept. 18.—A large meeting of the
council of the Liberal Federation was held
to-day, BSpeeches were made and resolutions

. adopted favoring abolition of the Lords.

Commoner Clough declared the House of
Lords to be a grievous hindrance to good
government and shguld forthwith be
abolished. His speech was loudly cheered.
PLVOHBD T0 KILL EMPEROR J OSEPH
Alleged Conspiracy To Derail the Train

On Which He Was To Travel.

VIESNA, Sept. 18.—A sensation has been
caused by a Buda Pesth paper, The Magyar
Hirlop, which says that a Roumanian
boy informed the authorities that he
overheard a conversation between two
men, particulars of an attempt pro-
posed to be mage on thelife of Emperor
Joseph. The railroad line on which the Em-
peror was to travel was to be tampered with
80 as to derail the train and kill the Emperor
in the wreck.

The story was investigated and it was
found that the boits in-the rails near the spot
indicated had been tampered with, the bolts
and rivets being loosened. Hereafter the
line will be guarded by night.

It is suggested that the outrage is due to
anti-Austrian preaching by the local pope
of a village in Transylvania where the ma-
Jjority of the people are Roumanians, and the
latter are oppressed by the Magyars.

Others suggest that the Young Czechs’
agitation is responsible, but this is officially
denied.

THE CHOLERA PLAGUE.

Hamburg Officials Now Admit That the
City Is Infected,

HAMBURG, Sept. 18.—From the 15th to
to-day nine cholera suspects were reported to
the health officials, who now admit, after
bacteriological examination, that the disease
is genuine cholera. Five deaths from cholera
have occurred, and this afterncon three
further cases came to light. Of the deaths
four occurred in the suburb of Saint George
and one in Saint Pauli. Several cases of ill-
ness ars scattered through various parts of

. the city, but the authorities are tuking
energetic measures to prevent its spread.

In Brest there were eight deaths from
cholera since yesterday.

THE HAGUE, Sept. 18.—The first case of
Asiatic cholera occurred here to-day.

CAIRO, Sept. 18,—One death from cholera
occurred here yesterday.

42,000 FRENCH MINERS STRIKE.

The Belgian Miners Asked to Go Out in
Sympathy,

Panrs, Sept. 18.—Work has now ceased in
all the Pas de Calais collieries. Strikers are
guarding pits to prevent non-union men
going to work. Troops and police are in
readiness to suppress any disorder that may
arise. Deputy Basly and the president of
the Miners' Federation to-day telegraphed to
the Belgian miners that the strike is now
general, 42,000 men baving stopped work.
They added that never has Belgium had such
a good opportunity to strike for higher
wages.

MINERS GO BACK TO WORK,

4000’ Men in the Black Country Resume
Work on Wednesday,

LoNDON, Sept. 18.-—~At a joint meeting of
the Walsall colliery owners and ‘miners to-
day it was decided that the men should re-
sume work on Wednesday at the old wages.
Four thousand men will return.

MIMIC WAR AT GUENS,

130,000 Troops Partigipate in the Aus-
trian Military Demonstration,

GUENS, Sept.18.—The manceuvres of the
Austrian army were attended by the Empress
of Germany and Austria, the Duke of Con-
naught and the King of Saxony, together
with their several brilliant :suites.

One hundred and thirty thousand troops
are concentrated here, These forces were
to-day divided into two armies. The town
of Guens was captured by the cavalry
division of the southern army, which ad-
vanced from Styria and met the northern
divisious of the cavalry, consisting of 4000
horse and three batteries, a few miles south
of Guens.

The engagement, which was intensely

exciting, lasted ‘six hours. Several serious
accideuts occurred in the various charges, &
number ot officers and men bsing thrown
from their horses and trampled upon.

THE SITUATION AT RIO.

The Bombardment Still' Continued by the
Rebel Fleet, *

PARis, Sept. 18.—The Brazilian legation
aunounced the receipt of a despatch which
states that the insurgents severely bom-
barded Rio at noon to-day. The situation,
however, remains unchanged.

Still Fighting,

Loxnpox, Sept. 18.—A mercantile firm here
has received a telegram from Rio Janeiro
saying that Congress has decided to sit until
Sept. 25. The foreign bankersin the city
have agreed to suspend business until the
crisis shall end.

The bombardment of the city to-day lasted
three hours. The forts replied with great
offect. The steel cruiser Republica, the fast-
est of the Brazilian naval vessels, forcod
a passage across the bar last night
and, after a severe fight' with the
forts, got away to the south. She is
supposed to have started for Santos for the

urpose of blockading the port. Immediate-
y after the bombardment the Aquidaban
with the rest of the insurgent fleet sailed
southward. The fleet is expected shortly to
blockade all the ports south of Rio Janeiro.

What the Italian Radicals Desire,
RoME, Sept. 18.—In the Chamber of
Deputies yesterday ¢ Signor Imbriani, a
Radical, made a violent speech against the
Government. He said that what his party
desired was fiscal and judicial reforms, a
reduction of military expenses, an elective
Senate, the abolition of existing prefectures,
the right of declaring war or peace, the privi-
lege of concluding alliances and a referendum
to the constituent assembly.

THE CROFTER EXPERIMENT

So Unsuecessful Thats Britain Will Aban-
don State Colonization.

Loxpox, Sept. 18, —The subject of Croitér
colonization in Canada came up in the
House of Commons on Saturday. Sir
George Otto Trevelyan, replying to General
Loder, said that fourth report of the
Colonization Board was nearly ready, but
owing to the absence of some members of
the board whose tures were necessary
he would be e to lay it on the table
until November. The Government did not
intend to ask a further vote of money, as
the former vote was mot yet exhausted.
Members before pressing the Government
for more mt:;y for state colonization would
do well to read the report.

The Crofters Are Poor Pay,

Sir George expressed the Government’s
extreme dissatisfaction at the result of the
experiment with the BSaltcoats and Kil-
larney setilers in the Canadian Northwest.
The Crofters had not paid back any instal-
ments of the money advanced them and had
not even paid their municipal taxes. The
immigrants were not of that class, however,
in the Highlands, for whom Parliament had
voted £20,000.

Sir George added that when all the facts
were made kuown in connection with the
Crofters, he thought it would be many a
long year before the Imperial Government
would again undertake state colonization.

FELL 70 FEET FROM A S8CAFFOLD,

Twe Workmen at the Niagara Falls
Tunnel Killed.

N1acara Farts, N.Y., Sept. 18.—James
Cressbury and Isaac Roland, two colored
men working in the main wheel pit of the
big tunnel here, fell from the scaffold this
morning to the bottom of the pit,a distance
of 70 feet. Cressbury was instantly killed
and Roland fatally injured.

A PECULIAR RUNAWAY.

A Batcher Shop Demolished and a Lady
Frightened Ont of Her Wits,

Mrs. Doap, ancther lady and two children
were driving in a one-horse coupe in Ontario-
street yesterday, when the horse took fright at a
bicycle just as it was crossing Carlton-street. It
boited and rushed at full speed into a bnatcher
shop at Ontario and Carlton, carrying away in
its headlong career one of the rotten posts be-
longzing to the old building, wrecking one of the
door posts and smashing the windows on either
side. . One of the children was thrown out. but
was caught bv a boy standing near and suffered
no injury. The other occupants of the carriage
were more scared than ivjured, The horse and
coachman proceeded straight through the but-
cher shop into the back room, forcing the one
customer in the shop to beat a retreat behind a
meat block. She was struck by something she
did not know what, but though badly frightened
was not'much hurt.

HALF A DAY NEARER THE PACIFIC
The Opening of the Soo Line—The All-
Ruil Route to the Coast,

ST1. FAUL, Sept. 18.—Yesterday the Soo.
Line was opened for freight traffic between
St, Paul and the Pacific Coast, and it is ex-
pected that a week later passenger traffic
will be opened.

The extension of the Soo Line was forced
by the completion of the Great Northern to
the coast, depriving the Canadian Pacific of
much of its large and profitable busthess with
California and Nortbern Pacific pjints, the
Canadian Pacific and the Great Northern
baving previously handled the buginess in
conjunction.

The Boo line reduces the distance {between
St. Paul and the coast to nearly 175 toiles less
than the Great Northern and the Northern
Pacific, so that the St, Paul-Canadifin route
is the suortest. Canadian Pacific offjcials say
they will be balf a day faster.

A Trolley Freight Car Servige.

The trolley freight idea is about to have a
practical application in Toronto and York Town-
ship. The Toronto and Scarboro Electric Rail-
way has made a contract with the Toronto Rail-
way Company for right to run freight ¢ars over
the lines.of the latter into the centre ot the city.
This will involve a rail connection being made
between the lines of the two railways at the
Queen-street and Kingston-road Junection,

‘W ASHINGTON, Sept. 18.—The committee
on tariff revision yesterday heard evidence
touching the effect of the tariff on the
manufacture of plush goods and cotton ma-
chinery.

Then Joseph Nimmo of Long Island spoke
in bebalf of the agrjoulturist interést of that
section.

Dean WMOhaoILbhwlen as Prolocutor of
the Lower House,

The delegates and bishops of the Goveral

Synod met again yesterday at 10 am. at)
Convocation Hall to finish the construction
of a coastitation. -

A telegram of welcome was dispatehed to
Lord end Lady Aberdeen, then regular
business was begun.

The constitution was thus finished, but an
opportunity was given to any member to

make further amendments before the report |

as a whole should be adopted.

The western delegates immediately took
this opportunity to again consider the finan-
cial arrangements which clause six had re-
gulated. They believed that the expenses
of an average delegate to the General Synod
would cost about one balf of the ready cash
of somg of the entire dioceses of the west.
The western delegates appeal to sympathy,
and have bleen quite as successful as their
Montreal brethren who appeal to reason, and
threaten with a mighty united power. The
delegates thought of the poverty of their
western brothers, thought that what was
taken away might have to be replaced
by larger missionary grants and
amended the clause. Now dioceses having
less than 10 clergymen will not contribute to
the expenses of delegates. Mr. Justice Har-
rington pressed forward his further amend-
ment which declares that a delegate must
attend the whole session or his expenses will
only be met pro rata of the time of attend-
ance. 3

Rev. Provost Body saw another error in
the eoustitution. He believed that canons
relating to doctrine, worship or discipline
should not be left within the exclusive
Jjurisdietion of the General Synod, but that
the Provincial Synod should have an oppor-

tunity for considering any such canons pro- |.

The house saw some difficulties in
the way of such proceedings as the Rav.
Provost advised, but passed Judge Mac-
Donald’s amendment which makes it neces-
sary that such canons shall be twice deli-
berated and twice the Géneral
Synod before they shall be eﬁ‘ectual

The constitution was then adopted as
amended, It has been a careful work, and
has  taken five whole days to
complete . the task. But the work
has been a successful attempt. Delegates
came from the west with instructions to
enter into no General Synod unless certain
regulations were maintained. Central and
eastern delegates were bound by equally
stringent promises, The convention has
satistied all, and joined together all the
separate elements of the Anglican Canadian
Church into a harmonious unit. The
Anglican Church of the east, the centre and
the west is now the Anglican Church of the
Dominion of Canada.

Before the delegates divided into the two
houses committees weére appointed for con-
sidering (1) Constitution, Rules of Order
and Proceedings; (2) Doctrine, Worship and
Discipline; 3) Mlssxonary (4) Educavtional;
() Adjusument of Finances of Different
Dioceses: (6) Transfer of Clergy; (7) Appellate
Tribunal; ) Rearrangement ‘of Provinces
and oncaaes ©) Finances.

The blshops then retired to their own
house. The lower house elected the Very
Rev. Dean Carmichael of Montreal as pro-
Joctitor; Dean Grisdale of Winnipeg, deputy
prolocut-or J. A. Worrell, Q.C., Toronto, lay
secretary; Rev. Canon Spenoex', Kingston,
clerical secretary; N. W. Hoyles, Q.C., To-
ronto, treasurer; Judge MacDonald, Brock-
ville, and A. H. Campbell, Toronto, as
auditors.

The synod will meet at Trinity Convoca-
tion Hall at 10.30. Among the motions of
which notice has been given is one brought
in by Dr. Langtry re Sabbath observance.

Do you know that in accepting exemption
from taxation you are increasing the ta¥a-
tion of others, Who only submit because they
cannot help it?

Does the sanction of the law make;wbat
was morally wrong, morally right?

On this ground the soldier in India
whose superior sanction the supply to him,
of ‘*women,” might argue that he. would not
“go ahead of the requirements” of those in
authority, and thav so long as a higher
standard of morality was not required of
him he was under the obligation to practice
it. We are now agreed, I think, thas chattel
slavery is morally wrong; when sanctioned
by law was it morally right?

“There is complaint now being mads of the
lossof influence of the church with the
**masses.” Who, think you, enjoys the greater

respect from, and has the more influence
with, the people—the man who bears his due
share of the common burden or the man who
shirks it—you or Dr. Thomas?

1f the church is to maintain its influence
and authority, it seems to me it should stick
to the principie taught by one of our greatest
poets, and preach that, ‘“‘Because right is
right to follow right, were wisdom in the
scorn of conmsequence.”

I have mixed counsiderably with business
men and have too nt‘ten heard a contempt
expressed for ‘“parsons” on just such grounds
as that furnished by your remarks of ‘Sun-
day.
