A Handsome Store Front |
Watford business section is. noted for
its handsome plate glass store fronts, but
the one just putin by J. W. McLaren,
druggist, is more elaborate and costly
than anything heretofore attempted in
that line., The front is what is termed
the Kawneer system, andtits elaborate
finish and extensive snow space attracts
considerable attention. The store is
entered through a vestibule, 8 feet
deep, with oblong island show case
in the centre, The side windows run
in L shape, and there is also an-
other show window in the centre of
the vestibule at the rear, with entrance to
store on each side. The entire front is of
plate glass and burnished copper and is
topped with prisms over three feet deep,
with name and business in gilt letters.
The rear ot the windows is finished in
quarter-cut oak venesta board. The ves-
tibule floor is ceramic tile, with *‘J. W,
McLaren, the Rexall Store,” inlaid. The
250 feet of display frontage is equipped
with electric bulbs and the brilliant illu-
mination commands attention at night.
The 1nside of the building has also been
remodelled and much improved.

The extensive changes made in the
building ‘show that Mr. McLaren not
only desires to keep abreast or even ahead
of the times, but in going to such enor-
mous expense he acknowledged the fact
admitted by advertising experts that an
elegant store front with goods properly
Jisplayed stands next to newspaper ad-
vertising in bringing returns.

Sometimes it assumes a general form,
in which case it constitutes what is
known as true *“surfeit” Sometimes
the kwellings are confined to particular
parts, in others diffused over the body,
and may in unhealthy animals termi-
nate in abscess, attended with more or
less fever.

The trouble is caused by some dis-
order of the digestive apparatus and is
sometimes preceded by colic and diar-
rhea. A swudden change of diet will fre-
quently produce it, and it is not uncom-
mon when horses are first turned out to
grass. It is supposed that poisonous
herbs, a draft of cold water when the
animal is heated, sudden exposure to
cold and damp and stones or worms in
the intestines are also causes of it. It
is probably due to the detention in the
system of deleterious matters, which
ought to be got rid of.
Give a mild dose of physic and one
ounce of bicarbonate of soda twice a
day in the food for a few days. Keep
the horse on light laxative food, and
give a linseed mash every night, The
bicarbonate of soda has a most sooth-
ing effect on the mucous membrane of
the intestines, while the good effect of
the linseed in the cases of irritation of
the skin or mucous membrane is well
marked. In obstinate cases tartar
emetic or liquor arsenicalis may be
used, the former in doses of a dram
and a half in the corn or mash once a
day for a week or ten days, the latter
in ‘doses of one ounce a day in the wa-
ter or as a drench for a similar period.
Should there be much itching—the ani-
mal rubbing itself—the skin must be
bathed with warm water and dressed
with the following lead liniment: Solu-
tion of diacetate of lead, two drams;
rectified spirit, four drams; distilled
water, one pint; mix. )

'SHEEP ON THE RANGE.

Bedding Out System More Profitable
Than Close Herding.

As a result of experiments during
the past few years the department of
agriculture is now advocating the use
of the bedding out system of herding
sheep on open ranges instead of the
old close herding system which has
heretofore been in use.
This system gets its name from the
fact that the herder who attends the
band camps and beds his flocks wher-
ever the sheep find themselves at
nightfall. Under the old plan he estab-
lished a fixed camp and bed ground
and drove the sheep back to the same
place each night,
From experience on the national for-
est ranges last year the department
states that lambs from bedded out
bands were five pounds heavier on an
average at the end of the season than
those which were trailed to and from
established bed grounds and that the
range can carry from 10 to 25 per cent
more sheep than when so much 1is
trampled out in traveling. back and
forth.

FIRE BLIGHT RAVAGES.

Wisconsin Orchards Are Suffering
From an Epidemic.
One of the worst epidemics of fire
blight that ever visited Wisconsin is !
gaining headway throughout many
sections of the state this season, ac-
cording to J. G. Moore, horticulturist
at the University of Wisconsin College
of Agriculture.
The presence of the disease is first
indicated by the dying back of the
Jeaves, which turn reddish or dark
brown, while the bark ig shrunken and
ghriveled. In many cages if the bark
at the lowest portion of the infected
area is peeled off the disease will be
found extending internally far below
the point where its presence 18 made
known at the surface. In this manner
it makes rapid but insidious headway
before the true extent of its damage is
realized.
Different varieties of apples vary in
their susceptibility to fire blight. In
Wisconsin the Yellow Transparent,
Wealthy, Tetofsky and Transcendent
Crab are most seriously affected.
The disease is caused by bacteria
which gain entrance to the plant tis-
sues thtough the flowers or by means
of wounds on the surface, particularly
those made by ingects. The method
of the development«of the’disease is
such that spraying cannot control it
The only way of fighting the trouble is
the removal of infected parts.
These are usually removed once or
twice during the season-once in sum-
mer and again in the fall befare the
leaves are frosted. Mr. Moore states
that it is not advisable to leave the
infected parts on the trees until the
annual spring pruning, as it is then
difficult to detect all infected twigs.
In cutting out the blight it is advisable
to go at least four to six inches below
any signs of tlie disease and burn all
parts removed.
Blight canker.or fire blight starting
in small twigs and buds, causing the
death of tissues at the base of such
points, may be removed with the prun-
ing knife. In removing dead tissues
it is well to dip the pruning knife in
strong formalin or corrosive sublimate
solution in order not to spread the dis-
ease to other frees. Wounds caused
by cutting out blight canker may be
disinfected with formalin and the sur-
face painted with white lead.

Oct. 6.—'‘On our left wing the struggle
is in full swing,”” an announcement in the
official bulletin, issued by the French
War Office, epitomizes the situation in
the field of battie in northern France, for
it is at this point that the real struggle
for supremacy is being fought out.

Field Marshal French’s men have
evidently been in close action again for
in the region of Soissons, on which rests
the western end of the British line, some
of the German trenches have been cap-
tured.

The Belgians claim to have resisted the
German attacks on the fortresses around
Antwerp, although Berlin officiallys re-
orts, the destruction of several of the
o1is, as well as satisfactory progress on
the main tront.,

In the battle of Augustowo, in Russian
Poland, victory is claimed for the Russian
arms, the oﬂgcinl communication from
Petrograd = declaring that the German
defeat is comvlete.

. Ottawa, Oct. 6.—With 33,000 troops on
the Atlantic, Canada will at once com-
mence raising another expeditionary
army of 22,000 men. Sir Robert Borden,
Premier of Canada, made this announce-
ment tonight.

The Russians are now spreading out
over the plains of Hungary after crossing
the Carpathians. The invasion of the
Province of Transylvania is of importance

 ehiefly in the influence it may have upon

DIRECT IMPORTERS

The Russian victories at Augutowo and
and Drusseniki have not only resulted in
forcing the Germans back to their own
border again but has enabled the Russi-
tans to begin their second invasion of
East Prussia.

Ottawa, Oct. 6.—The Canadian minis-
ter of militia, Col. Sam Hughes, left to-
y night for New York from where he will

sail on Wednesday for Europe to receive
the Canadian force and hand them over
to the British war office and to General
Alderson, who has been appointed to
command them.

London, Oct. 7.—Submarine E-9 of
the British navy, under command of
Lieutenant-Commander Max. K. Horton,
yesterday made another raid into German
waters off the mouth of the River Ems,
and succeeding in sinking a German tor-
pedo boat destroyer. It was this same
submarine, under the same commander,
which made a similar dash and sank the
German cruiser Hela, off Heligoland, on
September 3. As on the former occasion
the former occasion the E-9 has safely
returtied to her home port.

The official press bureau, at 8 o’clock
this evening, issued the following state-
ment : “North of the Olse and at Lens
there is hard fighting. Elsewhere a
slight advance or retreat varies. Through-
out the line the reports are generally
satisfactory. The French army is fight-
'ing with the greatest dash and bravery.
The Germans attacking Antwerp have
pushed forward their positions against
considerable resistance by the garrison.”

Paris, Oct. 7, 11.25 p.m.—The official
communication issued by the French
war department to-night says :— ‘“Except
on the two right wings, where the Ger:
man attacks have .been repulsed, there
has been nearly complete calm along the
front. “‘Onour left wing the German
cavalry has been held in check; to the
north of Lille it has been driven back.
*‘Between Chauines and Roye the
ground previously ceded has been re-
taken. “On the center we have made

Poor Practice to Let Youngsters Suck
Dairy Cows.

As a rule, it is not a good practice
%o permit calves to nurse. It is quite
icommon to let calves nurse two or

times and then separate them
their mothers and feed whole
:mﬂk threa to four weeks and then
gradually change to skimmilk, says
Hoard’s Dairyman. It is too expen-
sive to feed calves on whole milk, and,
er, skimmilk will develop a calf
g0 that at the end of a year it will

k and be fully as good as an animal

on whole milk,

The main objection to calves sucking

cows is that they do not take
all of the milk, therefore have a tend-
ency to dry up the cow. If a suffi-
Fient number of calves were put upon
a cow to take all of the milk that she
produces and at stated intervals, the
same as milking is done, the cow
would mot be injured by the nursing.

Choosing the Dalry Sire.

' The selection of the herd bull is of

greatest importance because he is
at least half the herd from the breed-’
ing standpoint. His influence on the
characteristics of every calf born in
tho herd is as gredt as that of the
dam of the calf, and if he is a pure
bred animal used on grade cows his
influence will be more than half be-
cause his transmitting powers in breed
‘characteristics will be stronger. No
bull whose dam and paternal granddam
were not capable of producing 300
pounds of butter fat in 365 days should
be used for breeding purposes.

To Prevent Milk Fever.

Dry the cow up six weeks before
calving and feed light mashes ¢f bran
and flasseed meal to keep the bowels
active. Make her run out daily, but
do not have her on rich pasture at
calving time. As calving approaches
reduce the bran and increase the flax-
seed meal, and if there is the slightest
tendency to constipation dissolve a
few onnces of glauber saits In the
mash or drinking water once or twice
daily as found necessary to open the
bowels. Do not milk out clean for the
first three or four days ufter (alving,

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heavy, serlously interfere with gains in
fittening cattle and reduce the flow of
milk in dairy cattle. Cases demonstrat-
ing this fact are numerous each spring
during the “grubby” season. On a
Wayne county farm ninety-one grubs
were extracted from the back of a
fifteen-months-old Hereford heifer. The
heifer should have weighed 600 to 750
pounds at this age, with average care
and feed. Instead it was weak and
emaciated and weighed only about 325
pounds.

The fly (Hypoderma Iineata) that
causes this grub is known as the ox
warble fly, the heel fly, or the ox bot
fig. The eggs are deposited upon the
hairs during the spring and summer,
dnd the animal on licking them carries
the eggs or larvae into its mouth. The
young maggot passes into the gullet
From the gullet it migrates to the back,
where it causes a lump or swelling no-
ticed In late winter or early spring. In
the gpring or early pummer months

Shorthorn bulls are noted for pre-
potency, and when crossed with
cows of a coarse description they
improve the quality of the meat
produced by cattle which are de-
scended on the female side from
inferior live stock. While classed
as a beef breed, many familles of
pure bred BShorthorn cows have
possessed in a high degree both
milk and beef producing properties.
Certain strains of Shorthorns are
famous for their milk producing
qualities, The bull shown is a fine
type of the Shorthorn breed.

the grub emerges from the back of the
animal through a small hole previously
used for breathing purposes. Falling
to the ground and burrowing in it the
grub enters the pupal state, which cov-
ers a period of from three to six weeks.
‘At the end of that period a two-winged
fly emerges. Thus the complete life
history covers almost a year.

The most effective means of combat-
ing the cattle grubs in to squeeze them
out and destroy them. This method
has been tested by several co-operative
dairymen’s associations in Denmark
-and resulted in a substantial reduction
of the number of grubs. The French
Assoclation for Grub Eradication rec-
ommends the removal of the grub by
means of pressure with thumb and
fingers when the warble is “ripe.”
When the warble is smaller and firmer
to the touch, the grub may be extracted
by ingerting a pair of small forceps
into the opening of the tumor. If the
opening is too small to permit the re-
moval of the grub with the forceps,
it may be enlarged by a small incision
with a sharp knife. Strong pressure
will then force the grub out through
this artificial opening. Care sghould
be exercised to destroy all grubs that
are femoved, otherwise they may pass
into the pupal stage and sltimately de-
velop into adult flies. After the re-

He failed to understand that
the cows he bought were highly devel-
oped animals capable of using large
quantities of feed and converting that
feed into mfilk and because they could
not convert such feed as they were able
to get at his hands into a liberal milk
flow he was naturally disappointed.

Farmers’ Free OUffering to the
British Government

The following telegram, from the
Minister of Trade and Commerce to Dr.
Fairbank, warden of the County of Lamb-
ton, speaks for itselt :—
Ottawa, Oct. 3, 1914,
Dr, C. O, Fairbank,
Warden County of Lambton,

Petrolea, Ont.
The farmers of Ontario, having ex-
pressed desire to show their loyal co-op-
eration in the present great struggle im-
posed on the Empire, by making a free
offering to the British Government of
the fruits of their labor, the British Gov-
ernment have gratefully accepted the
proferred gift, and arrangements have
been made for transport of these offer-
ings from the point of shipment without
cost. to the donors. It is hoped that
municipal authorities will organize and
supervise the collection of these at con-
venient points of railway shipment, and
see that all are properly packed and
loaded. These should be directed plain-
ly and shipped to Department of Trade
and Commerce, Montreal. Oats, beans,
potatoes, apples, cheese and butter are
acceptable. Oats and beans should be
securely bagged, cheese and butter ade-
quately boxed, apples boxed or barrelled,
and potatoes barrelled for ocean trans-
port. Shipments should be made before
the end of October.
