LAMBTON CROP PRODUCTION, 
LIVE STOCK, Ac

From the Annual Report of the 
Ontario Department of Agriculture, 
giving the crop statistics for 1920, 
the following information is gleaned:

Lambton has 525,598 acres of 
cleared lands, standing sixth among 
the counties of the Province in this 
respect. In the quantity of crops pro­
duced Lambton ranks among the 
highest, standing second in fall wheat 
and sugar beets; seftnd in flax, 3rd 
in alfalfa, 4th in corn and orchards. 
Lambton was second in the number 
and value of cattle sold; first in num­
ber of turkeys, and fourth in poul­
try of all kinds.

ALVINSTON WOMAN’S OE^fH

Fell Front Hospital Window In 
Absence of Nurse.

Falling from a second-story wind­
ow in St. Joseph’s Hospital, London, 
shortly after 2 a.m., Saturday morn­
ing, Miss Elizabeth Black of Alvin­
ston, .61 years old, suffered internal 
injuries, that resulted in her death 
six hours later.

John Farrell, president of the On­
tario Rural Fairs Association, will 
ask the Government to increase the 
grants to the county fairs this year 
by $50,000. “At the present time,” 
said Mr. Farrell, “the Government is 
making a grant of $70,000. I am go­
ing to ask them to raise this to $125,- 
000 arid if they will do this it will 
mean much to the small fairs all 
through the province. An increased 
grant would enable the fair boards 
to increase their prize lists and make 
them worth while. There was a time 
when a prize of $5 or so would bring 
out some of the best stock in the 
countryside. Now, however, the far­
mers in general are not interested. 
They can make more by staying at 
home and working. The rural fairs 
are an important matter and should 
be encouraged in every way poss­
ible.”

CANADA’S CRUCIFIXION

(Cleveland News, April 22, 1922)

North, over the border, to-day in 
every community leal-ihearted citi­
zens of the Dominion are holding 
commemorative services for the sons 
of the maple, lying in Flanders fields, 
who held the line for liberty from 
April 22 to. April 24 seven years ago. 
In proud and loving memory mothers 
and fathers of these heroes recall the 
battle of battles of the World War, 
in which the picked conscripts of con­
tinental Europe hurled themselves 
for three consécutive -days on the 
flower of youth, of Canada and in the 
end retired baffled, leaving, on the 
field thrice 10,000 dead.

The true story of the world’s sal­
vation from militarism by that little 
band of stalwart souls, known as the 
First Canadian Division, history will 
tell. The battle of St. Julien was the 
start of a series of displays of Can­
adian heroism and efficiency that 
marked the Flanders and Picardy 
campaigns of the great war wherever 
emergency occurred, and which has 
added to the glory of patriotic 
achievement the events cnronicled by 
the names of Festubert, Givenchy, 
Vimy, Cambrai and a score more.

Untested men from farm and fac­
tory, numbering less than 10,000, 
had been placed between two French 
armies to block the enemy’s deter­
mination to achieve the French chan­
nel ports. To Von Falkenhayn’s com­
mand to his German troops to pulp 
the Canadians and break through, no 
matter the cost, an answer was given 
which ranks St. Julien with Ther­
mopylae and The Alamo, with the 
difference that St. Julien had her 
messengers of victory, albeit they 
numbered but 400, all that was left 
of Canada’s vanguard in the fight for 
civilization.

Deserted by the Algerian corps on 
its left;- its right bared by the re­
treat of the extreme eastern French 
wing, this pigmy army stood. Defy­
ing the repeated charges of the mag­
nificent Prussian guard, 10 service 
battalions of which dissolved them­
selves against that unbreakable hum­
an wall ; scornful alike of gas and 
bomb these Canadians fought for 72 
hours to achieve the result their com­
mander curtly ordered in the words : 
‘The line across St.Julien wood must 

be held. The Canadians will hold it."
And when, after the three-day 

agony, the third British army came 
to the relief and the battered men of 
the western continent marched out; 
no more inspiring sight was ever wit­
nessed than the little army passing, 
through infacing serried ranks of sea­
soned British warriors, each rigidly 
standing at ‘‘the present.”

The salute of St. Julien is Can­
ada’s forever !
