pire. On'thg-other hand, there are more
thep nine and a half millions attached to
the Greek Church, four millions to the
Bulgarian Church, 540,000 Roman Catho-
lics, threc million Armenians, and 340,
000 belonging to other religions, including
Juadism. The Roumapians,who all belong
to the Greek Church, apd who lately dis-
tinguished themselves by their prosecution
of the Jews, number 5,123,000. ‘Fhe Ser-
vians, who are set down at 3,027,000 are
composed of 2,076,000, of the Greek
Church , half a million followers of Islam,
and 450,000 Roman Catholics. The BAl-
garians are stated at 4,800,000, the mils-
lions belonging to the Bulgarian Church
and the thousands being Mahomedans.
There are two millions Greeks ; & million
Albanians, 100,000 each being claimed by
the Greek and Roman Churches, leaving
800,000 to Mahomet; 190,000 Montene-
grins, all of the Greek Church, and 276,-

WASTE ON THE FARM.

—

The greatost of wastes on the farm,
is in the not using of brains; the great-
est, hecause at the bottom of all the
other wastes, A little thinking often
saves much labor,  After accomplish-
ing any piece of work, the most of us
can look back and see how we could |
have improved on it if we had but |
thought. As we review our crops of
this year, we see how they could have
been easily increased had we onl
thought. The ditch we dug throug
our meadows was not done in the most
economical way. . We dug too deeply
at first and did not allow for the settl-
ing of the land. Hence a waste of la-
bor. We omitted buying an imple-
ment that would have saved nearly its
cost in thig one year's use until we
bave spent much in trying to accom-
plish our work without it. Here was
another waste. We carry a water-pipe
too near the surface, to save the ex-
pense of digging a trench of safe depth,
and the winter's frosts necessitates a
replacement of the pipe, and an addi-
tional digging. Certainly a waste here.
We allowed the weeds to grow on one
piece of land, not thinking to what pro-
portions they would grow by the time
the crops were too far advanced to ad.
mit the hoe. A waste here which
might be obviated. And so on, wastes
little and big everywhere, all arising
from not thinking sufficiently,—waste,
because not necessary and easily obvi
ated. We admit the ordinary wastes
from neglect, from laziness, from want
of appreciation of cleanliness and
thoroughness.—the wastes from our
stocks, from our mauure beap, from
our household. Verily a little thought
will save the farmer much; and the sav-
ings through this means.even on &
small farm, will represent the interest
on a considerable capital. The wastes
arising from ignorance can very readi-
ly be diminished, and are in a large
part inexcusable, those arising from
carelessness are not deserving of sym-
pathy. The farmer, as well as the bu.
siness man, must use business princi-
ples to secure the largest success and
the one should be as careful of the out-
goes as the other.—Scientific Farmer.
