One person Wwas killed and - four
others were seriously injured in &
carriage accident near Bridzewatet
on Saturday, Tth inst. when a horse
owned by Phil A. Moore, manager of
the Micmac Gold Mives, ran away
and after galloping down a steop hill
crashed into an oxcart. Mrs. T. dut-
ting, Mr. Moore’s mother-in-law, was
instantly killed, while Mrs. Moore
and her two year old daughter, a
nursemaid and the driver were
veriously injured.

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Embryo Defendants of our Nation Learning the
Science and Bthics of War at Camp
Aldershot.

(Special to the Monitor.)

At Camp Aldershot, officerss and
men alike wure busy making them-
selves masters of the science of war.

The weather has been excellent so
far, the sun displaying itself each
morningt in all its glory, the fine
weather enabling a complete day’s
work to be done each day.

There are about three thousand men
in camp, made up from the following
regiments:—66th P. L. F., 63rd Hali-
fax Rifles, 6Sth Kings County, 69th,
Annapolis County, 75th, Lunenburg,
78th, Colchester, 93rd, Cumberland,
94th, Cape Breton, and two squad-
rous of the Kings County Hussars.

The ,men are commencing to assume
a soldierly appearance. Their phy-
sique is above the average, and, as a
rule, they are much younger than
those drilliryz heretofore at camp.

Each regiment has its own chaplain
and surgeon, so that the spiritual as
well as the physical wellare of the
men now receives attention. The Rev.
F. B. Moore, formerly on the Bridge-
town clrcuit, is chaplain of the 69th
megiment, angd is & favorite with; alf.
He makes it a special duty of his to
keep in touch with the men, keepiag
them supplied with rgpding matter
and looking after their mails, a
favor which the men appreciate very
much, i

On Sunday morning, Divine service
was held on the ground. The whole

camp t(xrned out on Church Parade,
each regiment presenting a very im-
posing appearance with its band.

Sir Frederick Borden, M. P., K. C.
B., Minister of Militia, also attended
the service and reviewed the men
piter service, expressing satisfaction
on the soldiewky] appearance of the
men. It was through Mr. Bordewthat
the present Aldershot was established,
it being far superior to the old Alder-
shot, both for field work and irom a
sanitary point a view. It 14 situated
on high ground, being a patural
plateau about one mile square, mak-
ing it much more healthy than the
former location. This year trere is
very littly sickpess of apy kind at
the camp. The men look upon the
work and/ camp lifé as a grand pic-
pic.
