SAVE THE MAYFLOWERFALKLAND RIDGE MIDDLETON NINE 
TRIMS ACADIA With the appearance on the streets 

of the town of the Mayflowers comes 
a remembrance of the complaint made 
last year both in Canada and United 
States, of the wanton destruction of 
this lovely flower. First and fore­
most. it should be impressed upon 
the public that it is not the vendor 
of these flowers who is responsible 
for the rapid disappearance within 
the past few years ol the Mayflower. 
The blossoms are a source of income, 
and the Indians, who arc for the most 
part, interested in this trade, know 
enough to protect the plants and not 
to imperil their own opportunity for 
sales in another season. It is the 
careless people who tell you that they 
love flowers and nature! and all-out 
of doors, and to prove the truth of 
these assertions show great clumps 
of the Mayflowers and other plants 
ruthlessly pulled up by the roots, 
who are guilty. The automobile, with 
its facility for reaching hitherto in­
accessible places in a short time, has 
brought about a greater destruction 
of the wild flowers than any other 
agency. It is unlike the railways, 
along whose pathway all sorts of new 
plants and flowers appear—there is 
no constructive power in the car, as 
it carries no cargoes, no grains, noth­
ing in which seeds may lurk to fall 
b>" the wayside and restore the beauty 
of the country. The Mayflower has 
not a very great range and is found 
only in certain areas in Canada and 
in the United States. Within these 
areas it has been greatly 'depleted and 
care will have to be exercised to pre­
vent a total elimination of the plant. 
In Massachusetts last year legisla­
tion was sought to prevent the sale of 
the flowers, which was a mistaken 
policy and not exactly what the 
framer of the bill had in mind. A 
later measure, presented by the Com­
mittee of Conservation, imposes ai 
fine of fifty dollars upon any person 
who “pulls or digs up the plant of 
the Mayflower or any part thereof.” 
This bill is admittedly inadequate to 
protect the plant, but it is a good 
beginning and will be of value in 
impressing on the minds of the peo­
ple the fact that the continued exist­
ence of the plant is desired. 
Massachusetts the Mayflower has 
been chosen as the emblematic flower 
for the State, and the reason for its 
preservation may thus carry a strong­
er appeal than it does in Canada, al­
though it is difficult to think that 
anyone will look with indifference 
upon the unnecessary extermination 
of one of the rarest and most beauti­
ful of the Canadian wildflowers. It

RESTORING BURNED FORESTS

MISS GEORGINA BANCROFT 
Annapolis Royal. R.F.D. No. 2_

If fire had been kept out of Can­
ada’s forests for the past century, we 
might have cut all the timber that 
has been cut in that time and still 
have as much timber Standing 
when Confederation was consummat­
ed. That is to say, the annual growth 
would have been as great as the an­
nual cut.
growth has not been 
the annual cut plus the losses through 
fire, our forests have been deteriorat­
ing. The first thing to do is to stop 
the ravages of fire, and the next thing 
is to get new forests growing 
agricultural lands. Canadian forests 
have wonderful recuperative 
and, if these powers were assisted by 
natural and artificial seeding, and by 
planting, the tide would soon be 
turned, and the annual growth in­
creased to a point where it would 
exceed the annual cut. The need for 
prompt action is not because Canada 
is in the midst of a timber famine 
now, but because it takes a tree half 
a century or more to reach a mer­
chantable size, and, if famine is to 
be avoided, Canadians must exercise 
forethought.
