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Victoria City-General Progress.

The City was incoqjorated in 1862. The last census, taken in 1881, gave a

population of 7,000, exclusive of Imlians; but, estimating from the additional names

since our last Directory was issued (1882-3), it is safe to state that the population of

Victoria City has increased 40 per cent., and, taking the estimate usually taken

by Directory Compilers, Victoria Afw at present about 12,000 inhabitants. There has

been a general business revival in nearly all branches, and to-day Victoria ranks

among the foremost cities on the nortli-west coast in respect to manufacturing and

commerce. The harbor is thronged with shipping, and her ocean ti-ade extends

to Europe, Australia, China, United States, Mexico, South America, and in fact to

all parts of the world —amounting last year (1884) to $2,638,894 in exports, while her

imports reached $3,475,735. A submarine telegraphic cable crosses the Gulf of

Georgia at Nanaimo and connects the city with the mainland of B. C, another

crossing the Strait of Fuca to Washington Territory, and from thence eastward to all

parts of the world, affording excellent telegraphic facilities. '1 here is direct mail

communication with San Francisco every ten days, and a daily overland mail lia

Paget Sound. A tri-weekly service to l)oth the mainland and eiist coast of

Vancouver Island. There is a useful telephonic system witliin the city, and the

streets are lighted by electric lights. Possessing large and well appointed schools

and private seminaries—excellent institutions for education, a mechanics' institute

with a complete and valuable library of choice works, musical societies, hospitals for

the care of the sick, and good homes for orphan children are provided. An eflticient

fire department, composed of several companies, and the large and increa.sing nund)er

of visitors, together with the many manufactories in full operation, is an indication

of the life, growth and activity of Victoria City.

BUILDING IMPROVEMENTS.
Since the last issue of tin B. C. Directory there has been marked improve-

ment tliroughout the entire city, and it is estimated that not less tlian 250

new buildings have been erected during the year 1884, with an expenditure of over

§600,000.

BOOT AND SHOE FACTORIES.
The British Columbia Boot and Shoe Store, on Government street, is the

oldest establishment of the kind in the province, having been started in 186''' by its

present proprietor, Henry Mansell. The custom department is conducted exclusively

by white labor. All the modern styles are introduced. Number of men employed

;it present, 13.

Victoria Boot and Shoe Factory, Government street, Wm. Heathom, pro-

prietor, was established in 1872, and employs at present about 80 hands,

manufacturing from 40 to 50 thousand pairs yearly, valued at $100,000. Since our

last publication Mr. Heathom has enlarged his factory and is at present making

preparations to manufacture with steam power a larger variety of boots and shoes.

There is also a tannery connected with this establishment, which is situated at Rock

Bay.

George H. Maynard, Proirietor of the City Boot and .Shoe Store, on Fort

street, is employing from eight to ten skilled mechanics. All white labor.

Belmont Boot and Shoe Factory, situated on Government street, W. Dalby,

manager, turned out during the past twelve months 28,000 pairs of boots and shoes,

valued at $70,000. Number of hands employed, 75. This firm has a tannery at

Belmont in Esquimalt district.

The People's Shoe Store, on Johnson street, has also a custom department

connected with their store.

The Queen's Boot and Shoe Store, comer Government and Yates, Gallick &
Morris, proprietors, is also manufacturing for the trade, and employ about 30 hands.

BREWERIES.

The Victoria Brewery, Loewen & Erb, Proprietors, is located on the comer

of Government and Discovery streets. It is the pioneer, established in 1858, brewing

about 150,000 gallons of beer per year.

The Phcenix rewery, north-west comer Yates and Blanchard streets, was

established in 1868 by Chas. Gowen, its present proprietor. Its capacity is about

60,000 imperial gallons a year. Malting capacity 200 tons per year. The Phoenix

Brewery porter is noted throughout British Columbia.

John Leahy's Brewery is situated on Johnston, between Douglas and Blanchard

streets, and was formerly known as Bunster's. It has a larger capacity than any

other brewery in British Columbia.

The Lion Brewery, on Queen's avenue, has been of late re-opened by Peters h
Davis, and is doing an extensive trade. They brew the celebrated Felsen Beer.

BRICK YARDS.
Victoria Pioneer Steam Brick Yard, Coughlan k Mason, proprietors, is

located on Saanich road, comer of Bumside road, and gives employment to a

number of men in the manufacture of bricks and vitrified iron stone sewer pipes.

The work turned out is in good demand and the firm commands an extensive trade.

M. TIuMBER, proprietor of a large brick yard, on Saanich road, is employing

a number^of^hands turning out a large number of first-class bricks yearly.

BRUSH FACTORY.
Brush Factory, G. & J. Doughty, Proprietors, is on Foit street, and is the

only brush factory in British Columbia. The goods made are equal if not superior

to any imported.

CANDY MANUFACTURERS.
This industry is well represented by H. A. Lilley, Douglas street, near Johnson,

vhere candies and confectioneries of the best quality are manufactured, and orders

receive prompt, attention. Also by H. Waller and W. H. Tipp'.ns, on Fort street,

and F. Bauman, on Yates street.

CARRIAGE FACTORIES.

Wm. Grimm's Carriage Factory was established in 1870. It occupies a

frontage of 90 feet on Johnson street, and is the largest in Victoria, manufacturing

carriages, wagons, &c., of every description, and employing from eight to ten men.

Mr. Grimm also imports the latest styles of carriages, buggies, &c., doing an

extensive business in that branc^i of industry.

McKenzie & Me-ston, o.i Government street, are established since 1877,

employing a number of men in the carriage and wagon manufacturing business.

They are also importers in their line of business.

CIGAR BOX FACTOFv'Y.

Mr. D. W. Higgins is the proprietor of this new enterprise. It has a capacity

of 350 boxes a day, and will stop the importation of Chinese made cigar boxes from

California. Only white labor is employed.

CIGAR FACTORIES.
Kurtz & Co.'s Factory, next to Wells Fargo & Co. 's "express, occupies the

entire upper portion of the building as well as an office down stairs. The factory is

the largest of its kind in the province, and employs exclusively white labor, giving

constant employment to about 20 cigar makers and 10 boys. The tobaccos used are

imported from Havana.

The T. & L. Cigar Factory is situated at 339 Government street, up-stairs,

next to the post office. It was established in 1882 and employs now 14 cigar makers

and seven boys. Their cigars, known as the T. & L., have a good reputation and are

sold througli>ut the entire province. Joseph L. Levy is the manager of the factory,

and none but white labor is employed.

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M. Bantly, the proprietor of the cigar factory on Johnson street, is also

employing only white labor, and manufactures a good article of cigars.

COFFEE AND SPICE MILLS.

Stemler & Earle's Pioneer Coffee and Spice Mills, on Wharf street, are

doing an extensive business in all kinds of spices and ground coffee. They have

added to the above the manufacture of baking powder (The Pioneer) which is equal

to the best imported brands.

CRACKER BAKERIES.

Hdson & Moss, proprietors of the cracker bakery formerly owned by Joseph

Rhode, on Store street, near Johnson, manufacture pilot bread, soda, and sugar

crackers; employing four men,

Nesbitt & Co.'s Cracker Factory is situated at the lower end of Fort street;

fitted up with all the requisite machinery, driven by a three horse-power engine.

FOUNDRIES.
The Albion Iron Works Co. (limited), situated on Store, Chatham, Discovery,

and Herald streets, occupies about 16 town lots. These works were establi -hed

in 1862 by Mr. Jos. Spratt and were incorporated in 1882. The machine shop is

250x50, 2 storips high, replete with all modern machinery and capable of turning out

the best class of work. There are three foundries, one for stoves, 60x110; one for

machinery, 90x50; and one for other work, 100x50. All fitted with large cupolas and

powerful cranes. The brass foundry is fitted with four retorts of various sizes.

Blacksmith shop, 90x50, with eight blast fires, five-ton steam hammer, steam punch,

and shearing machine. Boiler shop, 240x50; most complete establishment on

the coast; two steam punches, 2 lever punches, one pair steam shears, two pair

lever shears, two steam drills. Have now on hand eight engines, from eight-inch to

46-inch bore, and have a large contract with the railroad contractors for bridge iron

and iron for cars and locomotives. The brass foundry shop, 65x30, is well fitted with

lathe, slotter, &c. In the basement is the bolt shop, where may be seen a very large

bolt forging machine, automatic tapping machines, and several bolt cutters.

The macliine shop is 50x32 feet, two stories high,

and contains, on the ground floor, three lathes and one drilling and boring machine,

driven by steam; on the second story is a pattern shop. Many of the steamers running

in these waters have been supplied with compound steam engines made at this

establishment.

Wilson Bros.' Iron and Brass Foundry is situated near the comer of Herald

and Qovemment iitreets, and contains a cupola of three tons capacity.

Chrlstopher Morley has erected a new sotla and syrup works, i'.> W'iiddingfcon

alley, where the manufacture of soda water, lemonade, ginger ale, root ))itter8, Ac,

is carried on.

A. Phillips is the proprietor of the Pioneer Soda Water and .Syrup W'orks,

which are situated on Yates street, near wharf, and commands an extensive trade.

SOAP WORKS.
Pendray & Co.'s Soap Factory.—This is the only soap factory in British

Columbia. It is located on Humboldt street and comprises very extensive Imildings;

the main building being 60x40 feet, the warehouse 00x30, a storeroom 20x10, a black-

smith shop 16x16, and a carjjenter shop 60x10 is connected with the estaldiahiiient.

The amount of tallow used per week is 10,000 pounds. The quantity of liousehold

soap manufactured per week is over 18,000 pounds. The various kinds of aoap

manufactured are the tallow crown soap, the blue and red English model soap, and

toilet soaps of every description.

SASH AND DOOR FACTORIES.
Sash and Door Factory, Muirhead & Mann, Proprietor.^, in situated on

Con.stance street. The main building, fronting the harbor, is 50x80 feet. The

boiler house is in the rear. On the opposite side of the road is a two story Ijuilding,

40x70 feet, used as a store for sashes, &c. The factory contains a 30 hor.se-jiower

high-pressure engine, 24-inch planer, eight-inch molder, cutting and rip siiws, emery

and lathe wlieels.

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COWICHAN DISTRICT.

Cowichan is a fertile agricultural district situated on the ea«t coast of Vancouver

Island, about midway between V^ictoria and Nanaimo, and presents a wide and

varied field for enterprise. It extends from the (joldstream hills, bordering on the

west, tlie Sounich Inlet on the south, to Oyster Bay, near Nanaimo; and from the

salt water on the east coast to the Great Cowichan Lake in tlie interior. Settlement

began in 1802, under the auspices of the Lite >Sir James Douglas, then governor of

the colony. The pioneer settlers had the choice of location according to priority of

registered claim, and many of them still reside upon tlie lands then acquired, now
well-to-do farmers and honored members of tlie community. At the present time

agriculture is the chief industry of Cowichan. It is noted for the productiveness of

its soil, cereals lieing grown of a quality perhaps unsurpassed in any country.

Diplomas of merit were given at the American Centennial Exhibition in 1870, and

again at the I'aris Exposition in 1878, for samples of wheat and oats grown in Cowi-

chan, and exhibited by Messrs. Skinner, Smitlie and others, old pioneer residents of

the district.

Cowichan Electoral District embraces Salt Spring, (ialiano, Mayne, Pender,

Saturna and a number of smaller islands. Fruits of every description thrive in a

remarkable manner, and tlie islands are particularly well adapted to sheep farming.

Mail steamors call at (^lowichan. Maple Bay, and Chemainus in Cowichan proper,

and at Burgoyne Bay and Vesuvius Bay on Salt Spring Island, semi-weekly. A
wagon road has been completed between Cowiclian and Victoria city, by which the

district can be reached in a day's drive.

The district possesses the oldest and one of the most ilourishing Agricultural

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Nanaimo-General Progress.

The site now occupied by the City of Nanaimo wa« bought by the Hudson Bay
fb'-.pany from the Indians in the winter of 1852, and was established by the

Company ac a trading post and mining village, where they carried on operations

until 18(52, when the town plot, mining works and buildings, together with an

extensive tract of country which had been acquired by special grant from the crown,

were purchased by the Vancouver Coal Mining and Land Company (limited).

The City of Nanaimo was incorporated in 1874. The population of the city and

neighborliood is estimated at about 4,000. This number is being continually atlded

to by immigration of miners, mechanics, laborers and settlers with, in mfiny cases,

tlieir families; this influx of new population will in all probability be steadily

maintained by the progressive development of the coal fields, and the stimulous of

railway construction during the next three years.

The City of Nanaimo, in the midst of a rich mineral region '.bounding in first-

class coal, with extensive colliery works in full operation, surrounded with good

farnung and stock country, and possessing exceptional natural facilities and

resources, is destined to attain a high position of industrial, manufacturing,

anil commercial importance and prosperity. The city wharves regularly re-

ceive steamships from San Francisco, Portland, Or., Alaska, and other foreign

ports, as well as from Victoria, New Westminster, and coast ports, and a fleet of

trading vessels. The merchants and mechanics of Nanaimo have been long known
in the commercial world for their good business standing; and on the wliole there

are few communities where thrift and contentment so generally prevail as iu

this city.

The mainspring of the coal industry of Nanaimo is the enterprising British joint

stock company known as the Vancouver Coal Mining and Land Company (limited),

whose proprietary rights are ably represented in the city by their superintendent,

Mr. Samuel M. Robins, J. P., from whom, it should be mentioned, the unsold land in

the city and its suburbs can be obtained on easy terms by persons desirous of acquir-

ing the same.

The line of the Esquimali and Nanaimo Railway passes through the centre of the

city, where the Railway Company purpose making a depot; from whence the line lias

been located in the direction of Departure Bay. The construction of the railway

between Nanaimo and Esquimalt is l>eing energetically proceeded with, under the

efficient management of the President of the Company, Mr. Robert Dunsmuir,
M. P. P. There is every probability of the completion and working of the railway

within the stipulated time. The consummation of this important railway under-

taking will, it is predicted, greatly contribute to the advancement of the material

and social welfare of the City of Nanaimo and its inhabitants.

The District of Nanaimo is famous m the seat of the coal mining industry

of Vancouver Island, and includes the celebrated coal fields which yield the time

bituminous coal known as Douglas, AVellingt a, New Douglas (or Chase River), New-
castle, South Fields, Alexandra, and Harew; id coals.

The Electoral District of Nanaimo comprises the rising and important farming
and official districts named Oyster Bay, ' Jedar, Cranberry, Harewood, Douglas,

Mountain, Wellington, Nanoose, Englishman's River, and Lower Qualicum; also the

adjacent islands of Lasqueti, Jedidiah, Cabriola, Valdez, and the Do Courcy group.

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THE NANAIMO COLLIERY.

The mines of the Vancouver Coal Mining and Land Company (limited) in active

operation consist of: (I) Number One Shaft, in the city; (2) New Dougliis Mine, at

Chase River, about two miles south of the city; (3) South B'ield Mine, about three

and a half miles south of Chase River,

Number 1 Shaft, Nanaimo.—This pit is of great size, being eighteen feet clear

in diameter, and is lined wherever requisite with solid and substantial blocks. The
pit is sunk to the depth of upwards of 600 feet to the famous Douglas seam of coal,

which is here about eight feet thick. At a short distance to the north is the No. 2

Shaft, which is used as tlie air shaft. This shaft is sixteen feet in diameter, and is

mostly lined with blocking; it is also alx)ut 600 feet deep.

The pit banks, frame and head gear of the No. 1 Shaft aie of the most massive

and substantial description. The pit head is housed and protected from the weather.

The various operations necessary for conducting the hoisting and unloading of the

coal proceed with an automatic precision that naturally excites wondering admiration.

The ponderous winding engines of .30-inch cylinder with 5-feet stroke, and winding

drums of nearly five yards in diameter, having a capacity of hoisting 1 ,000 tons per

shift of 8 hours, are placed at about 25 yards from the shaft, in a finely appointed and

handsome engine house—tlie engine resting so solidly and evenly on its massive

bedding that thougli going at enonnous pressure, with all the force of its 500 horse-

power, the movement of its powerful drawing rods plunging upwards and down-

wards with an oily softness causes not the least vibration. The engine man, his

hand on the lever, listens to the signals, keeping his eyes fixed on the indicator which

shows the diflferent positions of the cages in the sliaft and the different stories of the

pit bank. At each fresh start tlie two immense drums around which the steel cables

coil and uncoil themselves wliirl about so rapidly as to create a l)reeze in the heated

engine house, fanning tlie exotic plant—the engine man\s pri<le, The''cal)le8 which

are attached to the cages seem to leap straight up to the top of the shaft frame and

to drop over the pulleys vertically into tlie shaft. The rapid movement of the thread-

like cables that can lift as much as 6 tons at a time at the rate of 10 yards a second

is very fascinating. The signal, a heavy hammer, moved by a lever, pulled from

below by a wire rope, and falling upon a gong, keeps incessantly striking foi lowering

or to haul up, and at intervals to raise or lower a precious human freight, which

is done with seemly care; again, when only water is hoisted in tanks beneath the

cages; the speed and noise are awe-inspiring. Water is easily kept under in this

shaft without pumps. At the pit mouth the bankmen receive the cage wldch glides

up from the dark depths below—the cage mth its two stories or decks, each con-

taining two boxes or trucks full of coals, which are qui.kly taken off and replaced by

empty ones—and the cage is dispatched once more on its murky errand. The full

trucks are weighed, pnshed to the "tippler," and the contents discharged over screens

into a railway car for shipment. At the change of shift, the colliers enter the cages

above and below, and signals being exchanged, the cages move with their cargoes

of human beings; thus the shaft devours and disgorges its daily ration of humanity.

The No. 1 Shaft is connected with the coal wharf by a line of railway along the

esplanade, of steel rails, flange section, 56 lbs. per yard, fished.

The quality of the Douglas coal for steam and gas making is unsurpa-ssed in the

market, and the area of this coal which may be mined and raised from No. 1 Shaft is

very extensive—practically unlimited; in all probability the operations of the next

half century will not exhaust the productive power of this field.

New Dougla.s Mine.—A railway of about two and a half miles from the coal

wharf, of steel rails, conducts to the New Douglas Mine. This mine is worked by a

slope at the head of which is a powerful winding engine capable of hoisting 500 tons

per day. Attached to the engine are pumping gear and rods which operate a large

plunger pump in the mine, by means of which and auxiliary pumps the water is

raised into an adit levi 1 through which it finds its way to Chase River. As a

help to keep New Douglas Mine free from water the pumps in the Old Douglas

Mine, in the city (which is connected with the New Douglas underground) are kept

continually going.

There are very dapacious coal bunkers and excellent slope head arrangements at

the New Douglas Mine, which is producing coal of the very best quality. The pros-

pects are promising for the development of a large area of good workable coal in

til is mine,.

South Fielb Mine.—The extension of the railway southwards from Chase River,

a distance of about three and a half miles, to Avhat is known as the South Field,

was a most enterprising undertaking. In this locality the Company had proved about

] ,000 acres of land to be coal bearing by means of their Diamond drilling machine,

and a mine known aa South Field Mine has been opened by a slope into the seam,

from wliich coal of a very superior kind for household use has been extracted and

shipped to San Francisco, where it luis taken the highest rank in quality and price.

A pair of 16-inch winding engines has been erected at the head of the slope

which is being driven directly towards a bore in which the coal was found to be

seventeen feet thick: so far as the slope has been driven—sevei - 1 hundred yards —the

coal has proved good and from 5 to 8 feet tliick. The work of ttiening the mine is

being vigorously pushed, and there is every probability of its successful development

into one of the most important mines of the district.

The Company's railways are of the uuiform gauge of 4 feet 8 inches. They are

operated by four powerful locomotives Jind about 750 coal cars. Ships drawing

3.3 feet of water can be loaded at the coal whar\'es, three at a time.

Land.—The Vancouver Coal Mining and Land Company (limited), besides being

the owners of the site of the City of Nanaimo and of many thousands of acres

adjoining the city and in its neighborhood, known as the Nanaimo Estate, also own a

large estate in Mountain District, bearing the famous Wellington seam, which is

under exploration by the Diamond drill. The Island of Newcastle, with its renowned

stone quarry, and Protection Islands, belong to the Company. The valuable coal

properties known aa Delholt's Peninsula, and the Frew Estate, which forms the delta

of Nanaimo River, have been acquired by the Company. The Harewood Estate,

consisting of about 9,000 acres, situate in Mountain Cranberry, Douglas and Nanaimo

Districts, is the property of the Vancouver Coal Company, with the Harewood Mine,

its line of aerial tramway and shipping site, and wharf at Cameron Island in

the city.

Water Works.—J. W. Stirtan has at present a system of wooden pipes used as

new water works, the first real attempt made in Nanaimo to provide the city with a

regular supply of water. The springs which yield the needed supply are located

upon the rising ground in the rear of the Methodist parsonage and in other parts ot

the city. Mr. Stirtan with otlier persons are, however, seeking legislative powers,

under which it is proposed to conduct water from Nanaimo River into the city.

Ferry.—A steam ferry connects tlie city with Departure Bay, and runs to and

fro twice a day.

The Nanaimo Free Press, established in 1874 by its present enterprising etlitor

and proprietor, George Norris, is a semi-weekly, ably conducted, independent and

impartial in its treatment of public matters. Connected witli the establishment is a

well appointed job office, where the local demand for printing is met with ability and

dispatch. Steam printing is the oi-der of the day at tliis ofiice.

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New Westminster City—General Progress.

This city, the largest on the mainland of British Columbia, is pleasantly situated

on the right bank of the Eraser River, about 15 miles from the mouth, in lat. 49 deg.

12 m. 47 8. N., long. 122 deg. 53 m. 26 p. W. Lower Langley, otherwise Derby, had

at first been adopted as the principal t;eaport town and capital (Vancouver Island

being then a separate colony) for the mainland, but owiug to its numerous advantages

the site of New Westminster was finally preferred. In May, 1859, Her Majesty was

pleased to decide that the capital of British Columbia should be called New West-

minster. The seat of government continued here until 1868; in the meantime the

colonies of Vancouver Island and British Columbia had been united, and the legis-

lature, by a majority vote, removed the capital of the united colony to Victoria, the

present seat of government. The city waa incorporated in 1861, and since that time

has made a steatly increase, and estimating (by the Directory canvass) its population

is nearly 4,000.

The city is centrally situated, and occupies such a position as to be benefitted by

any prosperity that may accrue to any of the adjacent settlements. It is connected

with Burrard Inlet, the terminus of the Canadian Pacific Railway, by several roads,

all more or le -s interesting, and some affording access to scenery of the most attract-

ive description. Among these may be specially mentioned the Northeast road, which

introduces the visitor to a view of the beautiful valley of Pitt River, with the pictur-

esque range of mountains beyond, and the sublime peak of Mount Baker, in

Washington Territory, in the distance.

The industries of the place rest chiefly upon farming, lumbering, manufacturing

and salmon fishing. The last mentioned being the largest. To the fishing tourist

Ne\s Westminster presents great attractions. The lakes and streams in the neigh-

borhc d, all easy of access from the city, abound with trout of great excellence.

The proximity of New Westminster to Burrard Inlet has induced a company to

apply to the legislature for a charter (which has been granted) for a branch line of

railroad from Port Moody to this city, and it is expected that work on the projected

line will shortly be undertaken. This enterprise, which will add largely to

the prosperity of New Westminster, is one that reflects credit upon tlie energy and

business capacity of the citizens, and will add an element of success to the prospects,

commercial and otherwise, of the city and the surrounding country. The present

session of the provincial legislature will pass upon a bill to incorporate a company
for the purpose of constructing and maintaining a line of railway Ijetween this city

and the southern boundary. Our neighbors across the line are equally anxious for

this connection, and are taking the necessary steps towards their share in its fulfil-

ment. Should this scheme be carried out (which is highly probable), it will be of

incalculable bene'';t to this city and the district on the south side of the river.

A steam ferry has been established between this city and Brownsville, jointly by
the municipalities of New Westminster and Surrey, with the assistance of the pro-

vincial government, and is a considerable convenience to farmers and the traveling
public generally. The salmon hatchery, lately establiahed here by the Dominion
government, is expected in the near future to tell to the advantage of our already
large and increasing piscatorial industries.

For Farmers and Miners, the great S. F. Glironiole.
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Ths Quoquitlam Cannery is located 4J miles north-east of New Westminster;

it was established in 1879 by Haigh Bros.; at present the firm consists of Benjamin

Haigh ct Sons. This cannery employs some 250 men, besides purchasing a large

P'nount of fish from private fisherman.

CIGAR FACTORY.
Thk Mainland Cigar Factory was established last year, by William Tietjen,

and employs 14 hands. It is the only enterprise of this kind on the mainland, and

the cigars which are manufactured have already become the favorite of the mainland

smoker.

FOUNDRY.
New Westminster, "R. Law proprietor, is situated on Front street, and occupies

three town lots. 'F . r^ ulding shop is 30x45; machine shop, .30x18; pattern shop,

30x18; brass finiahing sb'^o, 12x12; blacksmith shop, 22x12; engine room, 24x12; fan

shop, 24x12; employs six men, and does good woi'k.

FURNITURE.
W. Prothero & Co. , on Columbia street, are manufacturing furniture at Vic-

toria prices, of every description, and are commanding an extensive mainland trade;

employing a number of hands.

HOTELS. •

The American, on Columbia street, formerly the Oro, has been established since

1859, Samuel W. Daggett proprietor. Stages leave this hotel daily for Burrard Inlet.

It has 15 bed rooms; every attention is paid to the comfort of guests.

The Arlijtgton Hotel, Columbia street, Robert Campbell proprietor, is a three

story hotel, and has good accommodation for travellers.

The City Hotel, on Columbia street, Mrs. Bonson proprietress, is the only hotel

in the city without a bar; has accommodation for 30 guests; it is well conducted,

with moderate charges.

The Cleveland Hotel, on Columbia street, George Clark proprietor, is a newly

built and newly furnished house.

The Colonial Hotel, Columbia street, John E. Insley proprietor, is the largest

hotel on the mainland. It has a beautiful location, being three stories high, and

extending to Clarkson street. It is elegantly furnished and provided with spacious

parlors, commodious dining room and handsome bar room. Meals first-class in every

respect. This house has accommodation for 150 persons.

The Eagle Hotel, Front street, Plumb & Cleland proprietors, ia well supplied

with good beds, meals and liquors, at reasonable rates.

The Farmers' Home, James TumbuU proprietor, is pleasantly situated on Lyt-

ton square. There are 18 bed rooms, and it has the reputation of being a good, clean

and quiet house.

The capacity of the mill is 50.000 feet of lumber per day,

employing from 25 to 30 men. The Brunette logging camp is situated on Pitt Lake,

about 20 miles from the mills.

The

mills were established in 1878 by Webster & Co., but have since passed into the

hands of a stock company and is now one of the largest lumber mills in British

Columbia, manufacturing rough and dressed lumber of all kinds, doors, sashes, blinds,

mouldings, &c., as well as furniture of every description; giving constant employ-

ment to large numbers of men.

The Royal City Planing Mills Company (limited)—partners, John Hendry,

David McNair, R. B. Kelly, A. E. Lees, and Andrew Haslam, established 1878—is

one of the leading industrial enterprises of B. C. The mills do scroll sawing, plan-

ing and turning, and manufacturing rough and dressed lumber of all kinds, doors.

Hashes, blinds, mouldings, salmon boxes, <ihingles, and chopping feed mills. The

buildings connected with the sawmill and sash and door factory are 187x120 feet.

The box factory, 100x100 feet. There are two engines with boilers having 175 horse-

power. The mill cuts 25,000 feet and planes 20,000 feet a day. The sash factory can

turn out 100 doors and 100 windows a day. The box factory, one of the most com-

plete of its size on the coast, can make 2,500 a day; it has in connection with it a

machine for printing the di£ferent brands and names of the canneries. There is in

the box factory a new machine, patented by D. McNair, one of the firm, for sawing

box bottoms and tops.

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PORT MOODY.
Port Moody at present consists of about 75 buildings, many of them large and

substantial including five hotels and a number of general stores, kc. Its population

is about 250. It was declared by the Dominion government as the permanent ter-

minal point on the Pacific coast for the greatest railway system in America. In view

of this decision the interest in Port Moody has steadily increased, and the near com-

pletion of the railway has created a desire in the public mind fcr more information

concerning the site and surroundings of what must undoubtedly become in the near

future a great commercial and manufacturing center. Its waters are navigable

throughout for shipping of the largest tonnage; good anchorage, with perfect

immunity from storms. The Coquitlam River is four miles distance, from which can

be brought a supply of the finest mountain water; and in fact nature has provided

Port Moody with every natural convenience essential to the growth of a large city.

The distance from Port Moody to New Westminster is six miles, and one hundred

and five miles to Victoria city.

It is located on the most beautiful

flat along the Fraser River. It has always been an in.portant trading post for the

Siinilkanieen Valley settlers, which is 40 miles from Hope. The governmeat is at

present considering the advisability of building a road from Kope to Nicola Valley,

by which good agricultural land will be opened for settlers.

\\, Popcum is a saw mill, owned by the Knight Bros. This is a really picturesque

village, and from the peaks of the adjoining mountains a magnificent view of the

windings of the Fraser River and the adjacent settlements may be obtained, and on

a clear day the waters of the Gulf of Georgia can be seen. Two miles below Pop-

cum is the Cheam Indian village.

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YALE.
The town of Yale is situated on tVie right hank of the Fraser River, 110 miles

from itfi mouth, at the head of uninterrupted navigation during al>out nine months

in the year. Its (white) population is ahout 500; the town is almost entirely wooden.

The C. P. Railway's head office is located here, with machine whopH and contractor's

residence. It has good wholesale and retail stores and excclluut hotels, 'i'he town

is nearly on the dividing line )>etween two climatic zones—the moist coast climate,

and the arid interior climate. There are pleasant prospects from some parts of the

town. A short distance above the town the Fraser boils tltrough a narrow gorge,

and an active pedestrian will be amply rewarded by wide views of grand scenery.

The gold mining camps across the river are worth visiting.

Mails reach Yale twice a week (at present) by railway, and during summer
months steamboats generally ply between Victoria and Yale.

Twenty-five miles above Yale is Boston Bar, where there are good hotels for the

traveler on his way to the interior.

YALE DISTRICT.

The district may be described generally as a hilly or mountainous district of

British Columbia. It comprises more than one half of the southern interior traot of

the mainland, and has a roughly estimated area of alK)ut 24,000 square miles.

The climate differs essentially from that of the Lower Fraser and the coast, it

being drier and seasonally more regular.

The towns and villages in the district are Hope, Emory, Yale, Spence's Bridge,

Lytton, Cache Creek, Savona Ferry, and Kamloops.

The district has a considerable future before it as a mineral region, and produces

a good deal of gold yearly.

Fish and game are sufficiently numerous to interest both the sportsman

and settler. .

CARIBOO DISTRICT,
Situated in the north-eoat part of the province, is noted for ita gold fields aud the

richness of its placer mines. It is estimated that since the development of Cariboo

in 1861 over 9^,000,000 in gold dust has been taken out in this locality. The

production of gold for the past three or four years has been between $450,000 and

JT-WiOOO annually. The Cariboo mining region proper extends from Horse Fly River,

near the southern line of the District, for some 150 miles northward; and eastward

for a distance of 75 miles; withal it may be asserted that, extensive as the district

is, and encouraging as the pn^t has been, a wide tract ramains still only partially

known, or, as it is locally termed, "prospected." Hydraulic mining has only of late

attracted attention among Cariboo miners.

Climate, Agbicdltorb, Ac, &c.—The agricultural portion of Cariboo District,

may be said to commence at the southern boundary, and extend to the mountains.

Williams Lake, at an elevation of 2,135 feet above the sea,' is one of the prettiest

places in the province.

NORTHERN COAST, NORTHERN. INTERIOR AND
WEST COAST OF VANCOUVER ISLAND.

METLAKAHTLA
Is situated some twenty miles from Fort Simpson, and is purely an Indian settlpnient

with a population of about 800. The industries prosecuted here are a saw mill, a

barrel factory, a salmon cannery, blacksmiths' work, and other mechanical arts.

SKEENA RIVER

Is situated fifteen miles south of Metlakahtia, and is tlie iiecon<i largest river in Brit-

ish Columbia. The river is navigable for a distance with steamers of moderate

draught and with canoes to the head of the Babine lake.

The Skeena is a prolific salmon stream, and fish of the finest quality are pro-

cured here.

FOKT SIMPSON.

This fort is situated on the north-west end of the Sinipshean peninsula, separ-

ated from the south end of Alaska by the Portland Inlet.

The town is situated on a sloping hill-side, and has a population of 800 Indians,

who are chiefly engaged in the fishing and fur trade business.

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The village has 9, fir^ brifade, ^ brass band, a rifle company, and is governed by
an Indian council.

Kit-a-inaat, about 100 miles down the coast, is an I^dian village, and has 4

population of 350.

QUEEN CHARLOTTE ISLANDS.

The general character of those islands is mountainous and heavily timbered.

The extreme length is about 170 geographical miles, their extreme width about 100

miles. The mining resources of these islands are undoubtedly very extensive.

The only industry established hers is the Skidegate Oil Company, which enterr

prise is confined to the manufacture of oil from a small species of shark commonly
known as the dog-fish.

The chief trading places on the islands are at Massett and Skidegate Inlet. The
chief item in trade is fur seals, in which about $10,000 of trade is annually done.

The Hydah Indians of these islands are famous for their skill for oarving in

wood, silver or slate, and their crest poles adorn every village. They are beyond

doubt the best canoe makers on the coast.
'

NAAS RIVER AND DISTRICT.

Naas River ranks third in sii.e of British 'Columbia rivers, and waters the coun-

try north of the Skeena. On the right bank, close to the mouth, is the mission vil-

lage of Kincolith, population about 225. The Indians own and work a saw mill.

One mile above Kincolith is a steam saw mill, owned by the Naas River Fishing Co.

Several well equipped canneries are located along the I^aas River, and thousands

of Indians are engaged in fishing during the salmon and oolichau run-

The Methodist mission is in charge of Rev. A. E. Green, and the school is in

Miss Green's charge, where Indians are taught the habits of civilized life.

The winters are very severe, the thermometer falling from 40 deg. to 50 deg.

ALBERNI (BARCLAY SOUND).

The settlement of Albemi is situated on the west coast of Vancouver Island,

distant from Victoria (by water) 136 miles.

It is clearly apparent that Albemi District will become a place of much
importance as a farming district. Quite a number of settlers have taken up land

during the last year, and all are well satisfied. A company has started a salmon

fishery at Albemi of late. •
