for the devotion that follow. By delaying to enter the
sanctuary till after the worship has begun, they not only
disturb the devotions of others, but Jose the opportunity
of casting down their own burdeuos at the_foot of the cross.

When confession of gins has been made both by people
and priest, the latter stands and pronounces the declara-
tion of absolution, or remission of sins, ¢to all those.who
trly repent, and unfeignedly believe the holy gospel.’ It
is not, ag somg have idly supposed,that the minister claims,
the power_ of conveying pardon to this or to that particu-
lar persop, ; since, ifhe had such a power, hiawant of that
knowledge of hearts which would enable him to, apply it
aright, would:hindeg him from exercising it: but §s.one
to whom ¢ the ministry of reconciliation has been commit:|
ted,’ he has received. ¢ power and commandment, to de-
clare and pronounce tothe people,htgeing penitent, the ab-
solution and remission of their sihg..‘,._, And if you will take
the pains to examine the rubrick, you, wilkfiod that this is
not called an absolution.of sins, but.a declaratjon of abso-
lutiop. It expresses God’s willingness.to forgive the
penitent, and the terms on which he is willing to-receive
them infg favour, and cannot .with fairness he copstrued
to mean any thing else.

We canpot but remark the propriety with which our.
publick devotions are introduced. by confession of sins,
and the declaration of absolution. We are moved, in the
exhortation, ¢to acknowledge and confess our manifold
sins and wickedness, to the end that we miy obtain for-
giveness.ofshe same,’ preparatory to the succeeding exer-
cises, of thanksgiving and prayer. In this, we imitate the
examples of the,early christians, who, according to St.Ba-
gil; ‘immed?ateky;uppn,thcir entering the housg of 'prayer,
made copfession of thoeir sins to God, with much sorrow,
concern, and tears, every man pranouncing his own con-
fession with his owu mouth.’
