There were at least
100 persons in attendance, who seemed
to listen with attention and apparent
seriousness, to the Word of God. This
place is agreeably varied with lofty
hills and plnins, and is intersected by
several small rivers. In the settle-
ments on both sides of Cape North
there are upwards of 100 familics ; 60
of these aze Presbyterian, and the rest
belong to the Roman Catholic Church.
The Presbyterian portion of the popu-
lation have been occasiopally supplied
with sermon by the Free Clivrch, nrd I
was informed that a minister was ex-
pected to come to them soon, and to
remain with them forsome time. 1left
those pa_.s for Ingonish or Tuesday the
Bth Argust; but was detained at a
place called White Cove, three days,
waiting for & passage to Ingonish.

OPENING OF NEW CHURCIT.

Inmy last communication I mention-
ed about our new church at this station.
It was commenced in March and fin-
ished by the end of June. Tt isa sub-
stantial and beautiful building. It was
destined to accommodate SyQ persons,
but 2000 can crowd into it. ‘Tho church
huilt two years ago, and which was
found too small, is now uscd as a school
house and place of meeting for public

pur‘?oses.

Wo met for the first time in our new
church on July 7th inst. ‘The oceasion
was ono of nwo common interest. No
less than eleven couples were married in
the presence of nine hundred persons.
Four of the parties married had been
living in a state of polygamy, but in
obedience to the dictates of Christienity,
had given up this practice. After a
public declaration that they renounced
all claims on the avomen with whom
they had parted, they were regularly
married to those whom they chose to
retain as their wives. Three of the per-
sons thus married are the highest chiefs
in the district under my charge—their
names are Nohoat,Karaheth and Yiupai.
Ttey have since been admitted as mem-
bers of the church. Among the ether
parties married were two of the cast off
women.

The meeting wag attended by tho com-
mander and some of the officers of H, M.
steamer “*Torch,”” then in the harbor.
In honor of the occasicn the commander
of the sicamer came on shore in the
morning, bringing with him a great
rnumber of flags, with which he decor-
ated the building inside and out, and
also planted flags at short distances
along the fence which surrounds the
church. The day was fine, and the
whole seene huad an imposing effect on
the natives. .As the occasion was extra-
ordinary, and not likely again to occur,
1 did not interfere with Licut. Chimmo,
'hut left him to suit his own taste in the

And
the presence of some of cur own coun-
trymen of respectable standing had its
own weight with the natives,and I did
not fail tu tell them’ that marriage was
regarded by us not only as a divine, but
honorable institution, otherwise the
gentlemen from L. M. S, would not have
shown their respect for it by their pre
sence.

The meeting which. had been previ-
ously appointed for the opening of the
church $ 10k place on Subbath the 9th
inst. The Rev. Mr Inglis and Mrs In-
glis wera with us on the-oecasion. We
bad two services suited to the svent
—the one conducted by Brothor Inglis
and the other by myself :—ulso in the
evening & missionary prayer meeting in
which several of the natives teok a part.
Natives had come from all purts of the
island to attend the opening services.
There were in the church upwards of
900 persons, and from 300 to 400 out-
side who cculd not gain admittance.
The whole occasion wag one of deep
interest. and will long be remembered
by many persons.

STATE OF THE MISSIONARY WORK.

I have given full details of the pre-
sent state of the missionary work on
this island in letters which are now on
their way to you. I am sure thatyou
will unite with us in thanking God for
the measure of his blessing which he
has given to his own cause on Anci-
teum.

little progress among the natives. It
is confidently asserted that %eld has
been found in New Caledonia, but whe-
ther it can be procured in suificient quan-
tities to repay the search after it is still
to be determined. .
I enclose a valuable paper on the
claims of missions in the Pacific on the
church of Christ. I have cutit out of
the ¢“‘Sydney Morning Herald,” of dates
July the 4th and 7th. The author I pre-
sume-to be the Rev. George Stallworthy
of Samoa, an excellent man, 82d devo-
ted missionary.

£22, and yet with becoraing principleand
consideration, so far from pleading thuse
losses, (as is sometimes done,) as a reason
for falure in discharging duty, the con-
gregativn have, thro’ iis members, with
praiseworthy cnergy and Jiberality, as-
saumed and fully discharged liabilities,

strietly spedking not thetrs, and at the
visitation, the Treasurer’s and Managers’
Report showed that the pastors’ salary was
fully and punctually paid. Tho’ not m
fact'having surplus fitsids, this congrega-
tion, as now situated, have raised for the
support*of their own ordinances at least
£2¢ mota than the sriginal engagement.
Such conduet, while -only dutiful, 1eflects
highly on-the enerpy of the Managers and
the Christian principle of the peaple, and
should be an example to other portions of
the Chureh similarly sitnated
