1S THE MINISTRY OF JOUN TUE
BAPTIST UNDERSTOOD?

If wo look upon John's ministry as a new
thing, entirely-independent of the law, it ishard
to explain why he porformed no miracles; for
Jews ag uniformly sought after a sign, as the
Greeks after windoin.

Nor is it easy ‘to seo how, in the absence of
such divine attestations, he gained such an im-
mense influence over the Jewish people. When
Jesus came, working thé most stupendous mira-
cles, they agnin. and again insisted upon suca
exhibitions of his power. TInsomuch that Jesus
says of them: . “Except ye see signs and wond-
ers, ye will not believe.” The sume thing would
have been true of John's baptism, had it been a
novelty. But Low came these very Jows to
believe John when he gave no signs or wonders?

The teason is obvious. John was teaching
thom their own law, which they had always
believed but had shamefully neglected.  As the
law at that day needed no confirmation by
miracle, so John the Restorer necded no more
miraculous power in returning to the law, than
we need in our efforty to restore the gospel.

But Christ came with a new institution ;
heace His mission needed divine attestation.

What was John doing down in the wilderness,
which drow 8o many thousands and tens of thou-
‘sands from Jerusalem and Judewea, and all tho
regions round about Jordan? Was he preaching
4 new doctrine? If so, the people might have
been anxious to hear him, but they would have
been very chary as to heeding his doctrine, par-
ticularly as it would lead them to theconfession
of their sins, The Jews were not very pro:: to
receive a new doctrine, even when attested.with
] Is it, therefore, likely that
they wotild have received John's baptism as they
did, had it been something entirely new 1

This study of John's ministry bas: this to re-
commiend it to evory candid Bible student: It
80 beautifully explains the diverse baptisms of
the law, referred to in Heb. ix. 10. The Sep-
tuagint version of the Jaw—the oune in common
use in the days of Christ—has four words for
the use of water in religious puritications. These
are raino (to sprinkle), pluno (to wash. one’s
clothes) nipto (to wash-hands and feet), and lowo
(to bathe), 7. e., wash the whole body.

Now, according to Cruden’s Condensed Con-
cordance, sprinkle occurs but twolve times in
the books of thelaw, and only six of these apply
to-persons ; the rest were expended on inanimate
objects, such as the mercy-seat, the tabernacle
and houses of leprosy, etc. But Jouo (to -bathe
or wash the whole body) occurs some twenty-one

‘times.in-the same.book. And all of these cases

are-solected from personal applicatious. With.
these facts before him, who would think of re-
ferring the diaphorois baptismois of Heb: ix."10

The first time the word sprinkle occursin the

law, in connection with personal purification, is
in Lev. xiv. 7-0; “And heshall sprinkle upon
him that is to be cleansed from loprosy, seven
times, and shall pronounce him ¢lean, and shall
let the living bird loose in the field. And he

that is to-be cleansed shall wash his clothes and.

shave off all his bair, and bathe himselfin water,
that he may be clean,” But on the sevonth day
this shaving and bathing ceremony has all to be
reenacted,

In short, the sprinklings of the law seem to
have a proparatory signification. It prepaved
them for the finul bathing, which was looked
upon as the real cleansing,

But tho bathings of the law were used on
sundry occasions and for diverse purposes. They
wore used for the following cases:

(1) For priestly consecration. (2) For acci-
dental contact with anything unclean. (3) For
personal impurity. (4) For eating illegal food.
(5) For tie concluding nct of purification after
the application of the ashes and water.

So we sece that these were veally diaphorois
baptismots, as intimated in Heb. ix. 10.

But agnin the man that would not wash his
clothes and “ bathe his flesh, should bear his
iniquity,” (Levi. xvii. 16).

So we can see that John had strong backing
in the law for his baptism of repentance; and
we can also understand how those that rejected
his baptism rejected the counsel of God against
themselves. '

WIIEEL-BARROW RELIGION.

Richard Baxter said a good thing when he
said of some who lived in his day, that they had
a wheel-barrow veligion.” They “went when
they were shoved.” It would be hard to find o
better name for the religion of many who live
now. Many people are very like wheel-barrows,

‘and no-laborer plodding up and down o steep

incline has harder and more weary work than

-those whose duty it is to push them. As often

as not thoy are quite empty. They take what
iy put into them, whether it be good or worth-
less. Whatever knowledge or feeling of duty
they have is proof of some omne else’s work.
Thoy are easily upset and emptied, and they
have no power or will.to get up again. They
move as long as a firm hand grasps them and
Keeps them going. As soon as they are left to
themselves they stop, and are helpless and use-

less until they are lifted. 'When they move it’

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NO COMMUNION wItHd CAMPBELLITES.

"The above is the title of a pamphlet of forty-nine
‘pages, written Ly A. P. Williams, D. D., and pub-
Tished Ly the American Buptist Publication Society.
It is now being circulated in Freeport and other
:places in Digby County. We would deem it havdly
‘necessary to notice the pampblet were it not for the
fact thnt theré are those in Digby County who are
unacquainted with the Disciples of Christ, and who
are honest in believing there is such a people as
+< Campbellites,” and that what is said in the pam-
plilet concerning the Disciples is true. The slate-
ments of tho little book are 3o glaringly false that
they refute and condemn. themselves amoug those
awho have any scquaintance with the Disciples of
«Christ.
The name * Campbellite” isuot a friendly term,
and is used only by those who know us for the pur-
,pose .of creating an odious scntiment against us.
"The author of the little book admits that we discard
‘the nameé * Camphellites,” and in ihe next senience
‘says that we regarded Mr. Campbell as an oracle,
.Strange, indeed, that we ghould regard him asan
oraclo and refuse to accept hisname! A merechild
«can see if we discard the name we must reject'him
.as an oracle; both of which is true. The virtue of
our plea—* to speak only where the Bible speaks,”
—comnpell us to exclude every human name. As
auch a8 we may have'loved the'man, we would not
.destroy the outhority of Christ and the genius of’

{lie Christian religion Ly. calling ourselves after.
Paul, or Apollos, or Campbell, or-even Jobn the-
Baptist. Such-a spirit, says the Apostle, is of the.

Let this be well understood
Dy those who are honestly inquiring about us—that
wo discard all human names, because they are both
unscriptural and anti-scriptural when used i the-
denominational sense.

We find in the pamphlet another admiseion, 7. e,
that we accept of no creed outside -of the Bible,
swhich is most certainly true. But.then it goes on
to say that this is not. true, that we have another.
crecd—*‘ the interpretation we put upon the teach-
ings of the New Testament ” is our creed, which is

to say that others know ‘better -what our creed is-

that we know ourselves; or, in other.words, ““Don't
believe what I say, but 1ather what others say about
me.” But whatis still .more strange, the writer of

the pamphlet.tiies to make out that our interpreta-

tion of conversion is baptism only, that all the con.; States.

version necded is 1o ‘be baptized. To prove this
he produces quotations-from Campbell and Lard’s

writings; and justead of letting the quotations speak.

for themselves, he draws his own conclusions and
«calls it their interpretation. Take.one cuse foran
.example as found. on -the 28rd page of the Jittle-
book. Mr. Campbell says they who gladly received
the Word were that day ‘immersed: or, in other
words, that same day were converted or.regenerated
.ot obeyed the gospel; these expressions dencting,
when applicd to persons coming into the Kiogdom,
the:same act. In this quotation and. others of like
.character, the author says is.taught conversion - by
baptism only. Those-who will carefully read the
-quotations will see that faith and repentance is also
mentioned, making baptism the last act.in conver-
sion instead of theonly act, This is what Campbell
Lard, and others have said the Bible taught. That
persons who come into the church of Christ must
uclieve and repent-and be baptided is the plain
-teaching of God’s.word,.and uot any one’s interpre-
tation of it. The very ones who t1y to avoid:the
force of this position practically admit it: Ask
them if-they don’t believe the.church of which they:
aré members is not the'church of Christ, they will
stiswer. that they do belicve it; then'ask them if any
.can._get into it without Laptism—their answer isno. .
Well then, does this not teach that baptism is neces-.
sary in order.ty enter the church? o

‘This,is.whnt the Disciples teach: That- baptism.
s thi act thiat brigs the dllen into tho Church. of:
‘Chiist; or in the language of ‘Sciiptuie; ** Baptized
ahto Jesud Christ:”; (Sco RO, v1.8;. Gl Ml 17.)

Only in this sense of a change of relation can Bap-
tism Lo called conversion, and this is all the writers
above mentioned meant in calling baptism couver-
sion. A change from onc relation, that of tho king-
dom of darkness, to the relation of the children of
God into the church or kingdom of light. And that
before this change takes place there must be a change
of heart by faith, and a change of life by repentance.
This change of heart and of life and of relation is
taughtin every recorded conversion in the Scripture.
Those three thousand who turned to the Lord on
the day of Pentecost belioved, and were commanded
to repent before they were fit subjects for baptism.
These changes of conversion are in complgte har-
mony with all that hasbeen written on the subject.
1t is strange indeed how a person could ailow him-
gelf to swist and turn the writings and practicosof
a people as well known as the Disciples of Christ,
into the doctrine of salvation Ly water alone, and
still tore strange that the samo ones who so repre-
sent us, are ready to receive in church fellowship,
“those whom they say were never converted. How
is this to be explained? '

Much more'might be said by way of correcting
many other mistakes of the litile book, but cnough
has been said to show every candid mind that ter--
rible.worlk lias been madoe of the truth, and that the
whole tenor of the pamphlet is conspicuously inex-
act. Let oll who read the pamphlet -investigite
what thoy read, and not be satisfled until they have
heard both sides of the question. May the Lord
.give us:wisdom and grace to speak the truth and.
nothing but the truth, and to cver manifest the
Spirit of the Master who sought the good of all,
who refused none.

THE DISCIPLES.

{From Dio Lewis’ Monthly.)
The religious movement insugurated near the
beginning of this century by the Campbells and.
others, hus hot recéived that careful attention from.

the people of tho Eastern and Central States that
so important and successful an innovation would
seem to deserve.

Starting with but a .handful of adherents in an
obscure cornerof Virgina, early in the uineteenth
century, the Disciplés have, within half a contury,,
increased their mombership to about 600,000 and
their hearing to about 1,000,000 in the United
Besides there is a considerable member-
ship in Canada, Great Britain and Australia. The'
Disciples publish a large number of _periodicals,
and ‘have twelve colleges and many other educa-
tional institutions.

The movement originated in o desiro to unite all
Christians in- one communion. Fifty years ago
sectarian strife was very fierce, So-bitter-was the:
feeling that Thomas Campbell was consured by a’
Synod for inviting other Presbyterians- than those
belonying to his particular kind to the communion.

To correct thesé abuses and . bring all Christians’
into Joving fellowship was the aim of Campbell and
his cu-laborers.

OUR FAITH.

The various denominations had presented certain
philvsophical views of religions truth-that they re-
garded as essential to salvation and had made these
their ¢ Confessions of Faith.” Persons desiring to,
~unite.with.such churches must assert to these arti--
cles.

The Disciples require no faith in dogma, but only
belief in a person.

Another saliont feature of this movement is the
recognition of the exclusive authorship of the Bible.
The Disciples adopt the language of Chillingworth
in practice as well as in nameo,—*‘The Bible and
thio Bible alone the roligion of Protestants.”

rovelations of forgivonees that have left 8o many in
the * slough of despair,” as the feolings ebbed and
flowed, now hopeful and now despondent. Onthe
moral toachings of the New Testament tho Disciples
ate in accord with all tho other orthodox churches. |

PRAYELR.

Prayer is, and will be, a subject of tho deepest
interest while God's children are on earth and
need the aid of their Father in heaven. It is
as natural for them to pray as it is for living
creatures to broathe, and quite as essential to their
spiritnal life as is breathing to animal life.

At the beginning of our Christian course we
anxiously read all we could on the subject of prayer,
and now remember that we learned more from a
fow words spoken by the Saviour than from all the
books we read upon-it. Two oi his directions were
especially valuable. 1Ist. What things soaver ye
desire, when ye pray, believe that yo receive them,
and yo shall have them. 2nd. When yo stand
prayiug, forgive, if yo have aught sgainst any ; that
your. Father also who is in heaven may forgive
you-your trespasses (Mark xi. 24, 25). Elsewhere
h'é taught His disciples what was proper for them
to ask ; here he showed them howto ask and assured
thom of success. The hcart that holds fast the

promises of a loving Father, must lot go every feel-

ing of enmity to our fellow-men, even to those who

have injured us, we must forgive them or Ha will'
not forgivo.ns.  Wo will at present dwell on pre-,
vailing prayer. We notice that in both.the Ol
Testamentand tho. New‘the prayers of:God's child:-
ren webe not: anawered- at once, biit-often delayed:
as if they would be refusod. In his yGuth ‘Jacob’
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 had roused the wiath of Esau by taking from him
¢ his birth-right and his blessing, and only saved his
lifo by flying from his own country. 1le was re-
turning now with helpless wives and childron, and
in the morning must mect his angry and pewerful
brother. Tho messongors he sent to Esau returned
to sssure him that his worst fears were but too
well founded. ‘They snid, *“ Ho comoth to mect
thee and four hundred men with him.” Jacob
made the best arrangements in his power and spent
tho night in ecarnost prayer. Honr after hour
passed but no success. At last the strong angel,
as if to throw him oft, oxclaimed, ¢ Let mo go for
the day breaketh.” ¢ But he said, I will not let
thee go except thou bless me.”  Tho angel changed
Jacob's namo to Jsracl—a prince of God. ‘¢ For
as a princo hast thou power with God and with
men and Last prevailed.”  He had no more fuar of
Esau who met Lim as alovingbrother (Gen. xaxii.).
When Moses plead for Isracl the Lord said,
¢ Let mo alono, that my anger may wax hot against
them and consume thom.” But ho did not let him
alone. Ho reasoned and plead and even desired to
sharo their fato if he would not forgive them, till
at Jast ho had power as a prince and.prevailed.
Had the Lord answered Jacob and Moses without
a long and persovering strugglo it wonld not bs
said that they had power as princes and prevailed,
nor could they have enjoyed the inestimablo bless-
ing of a long and profitable ‘‘ audience with Deity.”
Jesus, who knew the mind of God and could not
ask amiss, spent all night in prayer to God instead
of being answered at once. When the woman of
Canaan cried in distress, O Lord, thou Son of
David, have mercy on e, my daughter is griov-
ously vexed with a devil,” he said nothing, so that
his disciples urged him to sond her away. At last
he said, ““ { am not sent but to the lost sheop of
the House of Israel.” She was not of that house.
Still she plead, ** Lord, help me.” Again he aaid,
‘It is not meet to cast the children’s bread to
dogs.” And she said, * Truth, Lord, yat tho dogs
eat of the crumbs that fall from thoir Master's
table.” Sho prevailed. Jesus extolled her faith
and healed her daughter, (Matt. 'xv.). So it was
with all who plead with tho Son of David. ¢ He
delivered the needy when he cried ; the poor also,
and him that had no helper " (Psalin Ixxii. 12).

How many have been lung pleading for children,

husbands, or wives, without an answer. DBe en-
couraged and faint not yo tired ones. The Scn of

David is in heaven, and God will not disappoint
your hopes.  Prevailing prayer involves faith,
delay and discouragement, perscverance and triwmph.
When Jesus spake & parable to this end, that
men ought always to pray and not to faint, he told
of the unjust judee’s treatment of the widow who
sought of him protection from her cruel oppressor.
He would only attend to her case to provent the
trouble her continual coming would give him, but
on that account avenged her. He asks, ¢ Will not,
God avenge his own cloct who cry day and night to
him, though he bear long with them? I tell you
he will avenge them speedily. Nevortholess when
tho Son of Man comoth shull he find faith on the
earth?” Be declaves that God will hear tho coi-
tinual prayer of his children, but intimates that f:¢>w‘
will believo this at his second coming, (Luko xviii. ).
We may here pause and ask—Is that promisé of
Jesus generally believed? Do I believe it? Dol
pray and not faint for what I know to be the will

When Jesus, before he ascended to heaven, told
his apostles to wait at Jerusalem for the promise of
the Father, tho waiting days were spent in prayer
and supplication with the women und Mary the
mother of Jesus and his brothren, until they re-
ceived that promise, and began the most glorious
work ever known on earth.  Afterwards, when they
wero threatenod with death if they preached Christ,
they lifted up their voices with one accord to God
who heard them and increased their power and
success, so that thoy preached with Dboldness the
Word of God.

Paul and Silas at Philippi met a possessed maid
when thoy went to prayer. Sho was the only one.
who scemed to hged their preaching ov their,
prayers.  Still they did not faint  When they
expolled the spirit, her money-making masters
wreaked on them their vemgeance. They were,
falsoly accused and unmercifully beaton without a
trial.  Midvight found them in the inner prison,
their stripes unwashed and their feet mado-fast in
the stocks. Did they quail or-complain when their:
allicd encmies thus frowned defiance on their efforts
to preath tho gospel in that city? No! They
pyed and sang praises to God who speedily heard
their prayers. Bofore daylight the cruel jailor was.
saved from all his sins.  He and all that wore in
his hous: were given as stars to shine forever in
the crowns of these princes of God.

There are two great competiturs for the human
soul —the cternal God and’Satan.  And when the
soul is saved, as it passes through tho gates into
the great city of God, is there not heard from the
millions of saints and angels a shout like tho veice
of many waters, ‘‘ Victory ! through the bleed of
the Lamb.” On the other hand, when a soul is
condemned, does not Satan and his hosts exult, ery-
ing wo have another of the redeomed ones, anothor
that might have been o gom for his crown, whom
wo hate. Need I remind yon, gentle reader, that
every soul in tho universe will soon bo the property
of one or other of these claimants.

At tho groat controversy on Mount Cavmel there
was o Jargo class on the sido of Baal, a small elass on
the sido of Jehovah, a third cluss halting botween
tho two. A plan was proposed to decido who was the
rightful claimant. The altar was built, the sacrifico
placed upon it, the priests-of Baal gathered.  Lis-
ten to thew (v. 26) ; hear the taunts of Elijah,
st Cry aloud,” &e. (v, 27),  No fire came, Now
Elijoh orécts his altar, &c.  See.tho five ‘flashing
over-the sacrifice—all is consumed.  Listen-to the
shout, “ Tho Lord he isthe God ! the Lovrd ho =
tho God !

Now let us apply this ‘Seriptuie to the middle
class of the present day—tlie halters.  Scholars
tell us that the literal rendering of this vorse is,
¢ How Jong hop.ye about oni two boughs "—a me-
taphor {faken, donbtlessly, from =~ bird hopping
from bough to bough, not knowing on which. to
halance. ‘Tho people in Elijah’s day were balanced
between the worship of an idol and the worship- of
the God of hoaven. Multitudes.in our day are
balanced between the service of the living God und
the dead works of Satan. ‘Two contrary influences
seem acting on them ; zs though God and’heaven
and holy beings were pulling one-way, and: the
fiends and hell pulling the othér, and they halt
which to serve.

1. Some are hesitativg between infidelity and
Cliristianity. On tho one hand, thero are all the
arguments from prophecy, miracles, the effect it
has produced, the testimony of martyrs and of dy-
ing beds, the uniformity of Christian experionce,
with all the influenco of education and convictions
of conscience. On the other hand, there is the
force of difficultics which many acknowledge to
exist in the Bible, the iufluence of the pride of
heart, love of fancied independence, power of cor-
rupting passion, desire of indulgence in sin, love of
the-world, the force of the fact that multitudes of
the worldly great, the rich, the scientific, are un-
doritood to-have cast off Christianity, or to have
doubts about its truth ; and between these two
there are multitudés Hesitating ; théy are in-secret
dotibt whether Cliristianity be truo or false, and
whether to embrace tho one or the other.

trained up in the Sunday-school, even in:pious fa-
milies: These know thiéy, ¢ must boborn. again ™
or perish; but they hesitate ; thero is some cher-
ished sin, féar.of shame, secrot-unwillingness to be
saved by tho'metey of God through.the- merits- of
Christ, absorption in worldly-affairs, love of youtli-
ful mistaken' pleasures and vanities, or-perhaps the
inflisoncé of Worldly companions—and. thay halt.

Christ?”~Matt, xxvii: 22,

This question.was asked by Pilate, the Roman-

.Governor of Judea, when.placed in a very respon-

siblo and trying-position. Ho was forced-into this.

-perplexing position by.virtue of his offica as. rulew:

of the Jows, and by their accusations against Jesns,

‘He perceived that it was through. envy that they
‘had delivered Jesus into his hands,

) He belioved
Himto be innacent. His wife also had sent a mes-
rage to him that. samo day, saying, ses that you
have nothing to do with-that .just person ; for I
havo snffered inuch this .day in-» dresm on His
account. ‘Thus his perplexity. wus intensified; while
the-Jews, wero clamoring to lave .Jesus crucifiod.
Pilate found himself in o hard placo that day. Ho
had something to do with Jesus ; and hs .could in
no way shift his responsibility. Ho.must cither
justify or condemn Jesua, The Jews would have
put Jesus to doath, and would.not have given the
Goverfor any trouble on. the subject if they had
dared-to do so. DBut they were at this time under
the Roman Gaovernment, and were not allowed to
put any man to death. They had arrested Jesus
and tried Bim before their. own judges, called the
Sanhedrim, and condemnned him  for blas-
phemy. But this complaint vzould be of no account
beforo & Gentilo ruler. So they must got up an
accusation which wonld accomplish their design.
The accusation is this: He says heisaking. This.
is high treason. They say to Pilate, if you lot this
man go you-are not.Cresar's friend. As much as
to say, you are.here to represent Cuwsar in the ad-
ministration of the government ; and here is » man
oppose& to Cesar, raising himself up in the winds
of the pecplo. Wo do not want any king but
Ciesar ; -but this man is opposed to- Cwesar.  Now
put this man out of the way, crucify Him, if you
are a friend to Cresar,  Pilate saw and felt that he
had got intoa hard place. And yet he wished to
rolense Jesus, for he belioved him innocent. He
says: You hnve o custom thata prisoner should be
roleased about the time of your passover. I will
rolcase Jesus, They say, releaso Barabbas. The
multitude had been persuaded by the chief priests
and elders, to ask that Barahbas should b released,
and that Jesus should be crucified. VWhen they
answered, release Barabbas; then Pilate asked,
“ hat shall I do with Jesuswhich is called Christ?”
Then all the-multitiide cried out: Crucify Him !
Crugfy Bim ! The Jewish people had chosen that.
Barabbas; a-murderef,.should be:let gofree; and
that Jesiss-the Saviour of life should be'. érucified.

......

Now Wo sce what & hard placé Pilate found himsell .
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in on that terrible day, when the powers of dark-
ness conspired against the Son of God. e would
reason thus with himself: If T do not comply with
tho wish of the Jowish nation in this mattor, they
will enter an action against me bofore tho judgment
seat of Ceesar, and have me deposed from cflico
and put to death for being an accomplice of mite
guilty of treason.  On the other hand his consei-
ence was goading him ; for he belisved Jusus ¢o be
innocont ; and also that entreating message from
his wife. So, after this terrible auestion, What
shall [ do with Jesus? had poarplexed him for a
while, ho decided to condemn Jesus and to try to
shift his responsibility. This lattor he could not
do. That little manceuvre of washing his hands
before the multitude and declaring himself innocent
of the blood of that just porson, counld in no way
effect the legulity of tho sentence which he was
about to pronounce against Jesus. Although the
Jows were willing to assume the responsibility in
this case, yot there was au act to bo done by the
Governor which they could not do. And it was
a very accountable one.  The Jews, like evorybody
olse, had sins enough of their own to answor for.
No man, or body of men, can answer for the sins
of others. So Pilate had to do something with
Jesus, and he, as every other man, must bo held
accountable for himself. No person can possibly
<hift his responsibility off upon others. For every
one shall answor for himself before God. Now,
wherever the Gospol of Christ is proclaimed, overy
one who has come to the year of uccountability, has
something to do with Jesus the Christ; wo all
huve something to do with Jesus® Weo are
accountable beings, and we have all sinned against
God. Jesus the Christ is presented to us in the
Gospal.  He is presented to us as the Son of God,
our loving Saviour, who loved us and gave Himself
for us, that He might redeem us from all iniquity
and purify unto Himself ** a peculiar people, zealous
of guod works.” Our existence in this world as
accountable beings, and the facts and commands of
the Guspel buing presented to us in the Divine
testimony, bring us into this position, that we must
havo something to do with Jesus. Wo must either
justify or condemn Jesus. This responsibility we
cannot shift off upon others. Each wmust decide
for himself. No one can act in this matter for
another. Each should ask this serious question,
What shall £ do with Jesus? Shall I receive Jesus
as my Saviour? Or, shall I reject Him? 1 1ust
do one or the other. It is an awful fact that God s
unspeakable gift is either received or rejected by
every accountable person thut hears tho Gospel.
Every individual either justifies or condemns Jesus.
This is what men do with Jesus in this world.
They either condemn Him to be crucified or they
release Him. It is the privilege of every onc to
chouse life or death. But how does cach man now
passsentence upon Jesus ? Answer: By his actions,
either in obedience or in disobedience to the Gospel,
he pronounces this terrible sontence. A life of
-obedience to the Lord Jesus, justifies Him and
His causo as far as our judgment can extend. Or,
a life of disobedience to Him, condemns Him and
His causo, as far as our judgiment can extend. Our
obedience or disobedience to Him will determine
the verdict so far as we are concerned. This we
are doing, whethor we are aware of it or not. Weo
are either for or against Jesus, And our life tolls
which side we are on. Our pretence to innocency
will not charige the sentence we pronounco against
Jesus,any moroe than the act done by Pilate changed
the sentence pronvunced by him. The great ques-

tion then for each to answer before God, is this:

. Dear reader, timo is short, and delays ave dan-
gerous ; decide soon if you have not decided which
side you will be on. There is no neutral ground in

this awful question. The Lord's turn tozronounce’

FINDING FAULT WITH THE MINISTER.

Three of John Powell's boys went to tho
Moor Road Sunday-school in Woolborough.

1t was the rule of the school that on the Sun-
day mornings all the scholars, except those in
the infant class, should go to chapel, and a
portion of the gallery was set aside for their use.
Those children, however, whose parents belonged
to the congregation were allowed to go and sit
with them, and as John Powell was a seat-holder
his boys went and sat with him.

But of late John had attended very badly. He
had got out of humor with the minister, and there
were some otherthings about thechapel which did
not please him, I am afraid the fault lay chief-
ly with John himself. His temper was natur-
ally not one of the happiest, and for a good while
—at any rate about chapel matters—he lad
allowed it to get the better of him.

Nobody will wonder that John’s boys by-and-

by took advantage of his absence, and that they
stopped away from chapel when Sunday-shool
was over.

Crawford” - that was_the mini-
ster—¢ and I don’t think the lads do'cither, and
5o I did not insist on their going to chapel.
There’s no good in forcing them to go where they
don’t like.”

A time will
come when they will have to think and act for
themselves about it, and when neither you nor
anybody else will have any right to control them -
but that day bas not come yet. For a long
time, it seems to me ; it will be your duty to
say where they shall go, and to have them be-
neath your own eye in the house of God.”

¢ But what am I to do,” said John, * when
they don't care for Mr, Crawford ¢ :

John was obliged to adwit that he had not
prayed much for him lately.

+“Try what that will do, John,” said Mr. Bol-
ton; “and resolve, till you find you cannot
profit by Mr. Crawford's ministry, that you will
attend regularly and take all your family with
you. Give him a fair, honest trial.”

Turther conversation followed, in the covrse
of which Mr. Bolton explained some things by
which Joln lad been displeased, and he was
frank enough to confess that he had been a good
deal mistaken about them.

« Well, sir,” said John at last, « I won't say
just now what.I'll do; but I'll think about it.”

The result, however, was that next Sunday
morning John and his boys were all in their
places at chapel, and they have attended regu-
larly ever since.

Many of our readers, erc this number reaches
them, will be aware of the election in Prince Co.,
P. E. 1, on tlic 7th of February, and of the splendid
victory for temperance. The Scott Act was sus-
tained by nearly 8 to 1. The friends of temperance
worked with a will, and have great reason to be
thankful to God that their labors were not in vain,
Rumsellers argued that they made more money un-
der the Scott Act, yet for the general good they
would oppose it tooth and nail. And so they did,
But their self-denied (7) 1abors resulted in defeat '’
It is one of the encouraging signs of the times that
the determined struggle to uphvld and legalize the
liquor traffic is rousing the friends of humanity and
right to meet them and banish such a eurse from
tue land.  Let the people be vigilant and firm in
upholding the law and the benefits resulting will be
8o apparent that every effort to bind upon usa li-
quor license lnw will be regarded and treated as an
atrocious public insult.

Mr. Francis Murphy has beenholding temperance
meetings in Boston sinco January 27. The wearers
of the ““blue ribbon” have rapidly increased, and
sumo two thousand have signed the pledgoe.

Tho temperance people will bo pleased to learn
that further restrictions have been thrown sround
the liguor traffic by the introduction in those coun-
ties whoro the License System still provails, of the
Dominion License Act, which comes in force 1st
March, The followiagis the manner which licenses
under the new act must be applied for :

Thoso who now have licenses will file a formal
petition in their own name, on a form to be ob-
tained from the Chief Inspector. Those who are
applying for the first time must file a potition ac-
companied by a certificato signed by one-third of
thé elactors in.the slib-seatinn of the Elsctoral dis-
triot in-which tho prémises uve situated. ’

The application must be accompanied by $10.

Apphications for hotel, shop or saloon licenses
must bo in by Muareh 1 ; for wholesalo and vessel
liconses by March 24. .

The annual meeting will be hold on 29th March,
and will bo open to the public, when the applica-
tions -will bo considored und the certificates for
liconse bo granted, At this weeting applicants
will have to appear personaily.

Fourteon days previous to the meoting a ligl of
applicants, the licenses applied for (szloon, ehop or
hotol) and the premises in which they propose to
conduct tho business will bo published, and any ob-
jection theroto must be filed with the Chiof Inspec-
tor four days previous ‘o the annual meeting.

In cases where a petition is lodged against any
applicaut, the commissioners will hoar both sides
under oath and decido.

‘Phe certificate for license being granted, the ap-
plicant pays the feo fixed by the city, (whatever
that may be,) and on producing a receipt for the
city and paying 35 to the Inspector, will recwive
from him a license signed by the Minister of Inland
Revcnue.

DOMESTIC.

Diphtheria is prevalent in Lunenbury, in various
sections of Cape Breton, and in Cumberland conuty.

Two artillecy men were drowned Sunday after-
noon whilo crossing Halifax harbor in a boat, and
the engineer of u Jighter at Dartinouth was drowned
Saturday.

Before it could be extingnished Mrs. Durkoe was
very badly burned. She died next day. She was
76 years old and had a family of seven children.—

FOREIGN.

Thoutands of people ara dying of fever in the
south of Java.

A large portion
of tho roof wasblown off and nearly all the glass
work in the station was destroyed. Seven men
wore gent to the hospital with severe injuriea.
Extonsive damage was done to the surrounding
propetty..

Tl Mahdi is by birth-name Mahommed Ahmed,
of Dongola. He is about forty years old, tall, of
oxtremuly powerful build, and reddish-black in
color. For a long time he and his two brothers
wero in the employ of a Khartoum ship-builder ;
then he began the lifo of a dervish, and found a
dricd-up cistern a convenient abode for many yeara.
One doy ne got out of the cistern to unnounco his
divine mitsion to the district. ‘ Follow me, O
people!” Lo exclaimed. ‘‘Iam the Mahdi o Jong
promised, who will lead you into the Kingdom
prepared for tho Faithful.” An enormous throng
gathered about him almost immediately. Thus
began the vevolt. Where it will end it is hard to
tell.

The Roman Catholic Cathedral at Westminster
is to be commenced forthwith, It is to form the
center of a vast quadrangle, comprising the site of
the Tothill Ficlds Prisun, recontly purchased for
£116,000 fron the Middlesex magistrates, aud a
site adjoining, long in possession of Cardinal
Manping. As a frontage to this vastaquare houses
are to be built in architectural keaping with the
building, and of a character to adorn the neighhor-
hood. The cathedral itself, which is to coat some-

thing like $500,000, is to bo 570 feet in lenyth, and
350 in width. Westmnister Abbey is 511 feet in
length by 203 feet across the trangopts. The plans
of tho new cathedral are borrowed from Germany,
for Sir Tattou Sykes parchased the desiyns of the
Votiv-Kirche, in Viouna, from tho architect, tho
late Baron von Forstel,

_UNITED STATES.

Over 100 children among the Zuni Indians, in
New Mexico, have died of measlos during the pust
month. The disease is still raging. The scene
about the Indian village is sickening in the extreme.

Tarly Friday morning, Heury Eiy, of . Brooklyn,
N. Y., an insane wan who has been living in the
village of Spoousville, 10 or 12 wiles from Hartford,
with his attendant, Georgo Harding, of Brooklyn,
murdered Harding whilo asleep. Ely cut Hard:
ings head complotely from tho bedy, 8o that the
head rolled from the bed to the foor.  Ely made no
effurt to escape.

Specinl advices from Wilmington, N. C., xive
further particalars of the cyclons.  The centro of
the storm struck the outskirts of the town of Rock-
ingham with sach sudden fury that the penple were
unable to escapefrom their houses.  Buildinga were
blown intg fragyments. Some hodies have been
found under tunbers, others were carrisd by the
wind 160 to 200 yards, A woman was found clasp-
inga month old infant to her breast—buth dead.
The bodies of the victims wore terribly broiged and
cut, presenting o ghastly appearauce.  The furce of
the wind was such that two mill stones weres woved
100 feot. Chickens and birds were found picked
clean, except the feathers un their heads.

At Ripley, Ohio, wmany honses have becu swept
away and 200 fawilies are homaless.

At Cincinuati, Feb, 9, the river is 4 feet highor
than last year. On Feb. 10, the flood of 1882 was
surpassed, and the river is still risingat Cincinnati.
Steut lamps are unlighted, gas works flovded.

At Aurora, Ind., only one drug storo remains ount
of water.

A Gallipolis despatch says the water is seven feet
above ths highest puint renched last year.  That
town is complotely submerged and the inhabitants.

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LEAD BRANCIIES.

The Cardener’s Monthly says: *“It has only re
cently been clearly demoustrated that adead brancli
o & tree maties almost as great a strainon the main
plant for moisture ns does a living ove, This isone
of the most important discoverics of modern botani-
cal scienee to the practical horticulturist, as by this
knowledge he can save many & valuable tree. Any
dead branch, or any weak one, should be at once
cut away.”

The analogy of things nfakes this discovery a
most suggestive one in other than botanical ficlds—-
and it is impossible not to make the very evident
application o the organizations and local divisions
in which are collected the plants of the Lord’s
planting hierc upon earth.

In any given congregation the demands and re-
quirements of its worldly members, who have no
wital union with the grand Head of the Church, are
a very heavy atrain upon the resources of the parish.
This is true, both financially and spiritunlly, al-
though in directly opposite directions. For with
tle desire for these things which eall for much out-
lay of money there is sure to be associated a protest
ugainst the predominance of true spirituality in the
conduct and management of the affairs of the parisl.
Al least this is very apt to bethe case:  Experience
has too often proved the correctness of the theory
by observation. Analogy. and pure reasoning lead
us to expect such a result. .

A botanist says, ‘“hero is something which las
the appearance of & brancli, but it lacksall fruitful-
ness. It absorbs moisture, but no vital processes
go on within it. 1t only scrvesto abstract a portion
of. the fluid which is necessary to facilitate the deli-
cate chemical processes which are known to go on
in the living parts of the tree, by its swelling buds,
its brilliant blossoms, its abundant verdure, and its
perfected fruit.”  Very correctly therefore does the
gardener remove the dead branch, as not only use-
less, but as positively injurious.

So we may safely conclude that the member of a
church, who is not at the same time u menmber of
Christ, js uscless for any spiritual purpose, and is
even detrimental.  Not occupying the same ground,
not having the snme aims, or similar desires, it is
not to be expected that he will be interested in
measures which do not coincide with histastes, and
as he has been sought not only for the sake of the
benefit likely to acerue to him, but largely for the
sake of the social and finuncial strength he is known
to possess, it can not reasvnably be expected that
he will be satisfied to see those advantages conferred
without carrying with them that weight of influence
which everywhere else they exercise. The practical
necessity of catering to his tastes will thus inevit-
ably lead to a gencral lowering of tone.

Far better will it be for the spiritual interests of
o congregation to bave no such dead branches at-
tached to it, and the necessities which make it ex-
pedient to have such are so muny cvidences of the
admixture of the worldly spirit which influences
too many of us in the undertakings and enterprises
of the day.

Weil will it be for us if before we seck to sceure
the interests of this or that rich man, we ask
whether he is animated by a vital union with Christ
and therefore partaking of the essential oneness of
view belonging to all Christians; or whether e is
in reality a dead branch, which will absorb moisture,
but can never be made to bear good fruit:

Of course we should scek for such as souls need-
ing a Saviour, and as desiring for them salvation,”
but in any other light they can not prove valuable.
additions to any church.—Kpiscopal Recorder.
