THE LATE REV. W. Il. TILLEY.

Thiﬂ revcro(l clergylmm, IR \Wwe g]cuu from the
Toronto Mail, was nson vl the Hon. 8.L. Tilley,
the present Lisutenunt-Governor of New Bruns-
wick, and born at Fredericton, N. B., April
96th, 1844, Having acquired the education
necessary to admit bim to the life of a Univer-
sity s'.lllh'.!ll,' he, in the year 1860, and at the
early age of sixteen, cutered the University of
New Brunswick, where, in the course of two
years, he took honcurs in Mathematics and
Natural Seienee, and won the ** Alumni gold
meidal”’ for Classics.  The summer of 1863 was
spent by him in European travel. {n 1864 the
degrec of B, A, was conferred upon him. In
tho same year heentered the University of Wini-
sor College, Nova Seotin, as theological student,
where he studied till 7866, Retiring from the
college hie studied privately until his ordination
to the office of deacon by the Lord Bishop of
Fredericton, which took place on the first Do-
minion Day, July 1st, 1867. He wos ordained
priest in December of the following year ; his
first. ministerial charge being that of assistant
minister to the Kev, Canon Harrison, fector of
St. Luke's, P'ortland, N. B., the appointment to
which preferment he received immediately after
his ordination.  In Muogust, 1871, he married
the only daughter of M. S, Mathews, of St. John
N. B.—uister of Res. €, R, Mathews, of Grace
church, Torouto ~who, with three children, sur-
vives him. Tn 1872 he was appointed assistant
minister of St, Paul's Cathv'nhn}\ churen, Lowlon,
Ont., and on March 24th, 1573, he beceame in-
cumbent of the Bishop Cronyn Memorial Chureh
in the same city. e held that position until
July 1st of this year—the teuth auniversary of
his ordination- ~when, having aceepted n call
fron Taronto, he resigned  his pastoral charge,
and became as«<istant minister of St Jumes' ca-
thedral.  While in London he made mauy
friends of all denominations, and his withdrawal
froru that eity was a matter of great regret. Up
ta the time of his death he had not been in Toron-
toquite five months, andit is safe to say that no
clergyman new to Toronto, has, within so short
a space of time, made so nmany friends. He was
an ecloquent preacher, a sealous worker in the
Sunday schoal ; au earnest temperance man; A
man of liberal viewz; and w true Christian,
These facts wers no doubt, the sverets of his
many friendships, and of the respeet which,
wherever he was known, was entertainel for
him.  He was a man of great mental powers,

Mr. Longfellow’s new poem in Harper's Ma-
gazine for Decemnber, has for its subject Pot-
terv—under various national types. Considered
simply as a realistic description of ceramic
wares and their ornamentation, it is a work dis-
playing an almoest magical skill. Butit is far
more than this—it is an imaginative poem of
the highest order, interpreting the subtle an-
alogy which connects art with nature and human
life. The poem, with the exquisite illustrations
by Fredericks and Abbey, ot Harpers’, dccupies
fourteen pages, and we can lay before our
readers only a few extracts.
