We
may, beside, observe that even 'if the present
cr-op is by 15 or 20 per cent inferior to that of
1882 Europe will stand in less need than lant
year for foreign produce. There is no probabil-
ity that the prices of cereals will rise to tise
rates of two years ago."

Tirm reports of the British Board of TrMdé
show ibat industrial insurance is progressiug
mus favorasbly in the United Kingdon. Dur
ing tie year 1883 companies doing business of
this character received in premiums £2, 162,436
of which £1,426,022 was received by the Pru-
dential, of London. It is showni by one of our
Englis contempliraries tat for every £1 paid
in premiums te ordinary companies 2s. 8d. are
sued for expeonss, while the iNdustrial com
panies disburse 9s. 2ýd. This probably grows
ont of the tact tisat the ratio of first years
premiums to those of the second and subse-
quent years is nich larger than in tie aggre
gaie of tie regular companies, and : bëcause
considefable amounts must of uneessity be
disbursed in thie systei oft eekly collection of-
premiunis frons louse to ho use.

The WFck is perihaps sanguine enough to

believe thiat it W'1[1e b a o rersuade
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the Canadiian people te abandon party
Government, and to act together like
children under a paternal roof.: We place
not the slightest belief in such forecasts.
Wherever there are free institutions,
whe ther Monarchical or' Republican, there
will be parties, and it would seen that the
freer the institutions the more violent is
the party spirit.

The Week asks why Canadian Indepen-
dence should be the result of a quarrel,
and yet ie lias daily experience of party
quarrels of the most intense bitterness
on comparatively frivolous grounds. Our
chie? object in noticing Éhe remarks of the
Week- lias been to point out that there is

no ground whatever at present, nor has
there been for many years, to complain
ofthe Mother Country, and there is no
probability that there iill be any in the
future. Still it is possible that sème
policy might be adopted by the Imperial
Parliament that would lead Vo the for-
mation of a poverful party favorable to
separation, Even in the old colonies,
althougi there vere grounds of complaint
that are in the present day universally
admitted to have been sufficient to jus-
tify separation, yet there iras a loyal
Minority ready to make great, sacrifices
rather than renounce their allegiance.
Can it be possible that the WVeck believes
that an entire people, enjoying the pro-
tection of a powverful Empire, with prac-
tical independence, would unite in a
demand for independence, which would
involve a complete subversion of cherished
institutions ?

We are ready to admit the possibility
o? a pcarty being formed to advocate the
vietvs, which the Week and sane other
briwers are endeavreing ta piom ilgate,
but it ivili be long befoîs it attains Oue-
ivund-edth part of the influence which
Ias enjoyed by those who took up arms
nearly lifty years ago to effect separation,
and wlo were promptly suppressed by
thîeirn countrynen. Such would be
the case again, even undersînilar circumi-
tances, but then there is a totally dif-

ferent state of things, and an attachment
Vo our political institutions which cer-
tainly d not exist at the period to yhicl
re have reference. We feel assured that

the teek canînot name an instance in
clstory where the political institutions of

a countrY have been conipletely su-
rerted wiVlîout civil wvaVR, and this is
rescdered more unlikely from the circum-
stance Ébat those vho prefer republican
institutions can, wvithout loss or incon-
nenience, transfer their residence Vo a
neglboring country more suited to their
Principles.

lin a recent notice of a very cool propo-
sition made by the " Jobbers Union " of
St. Paul, recommending the I early estab-
lishment of reciprocal commercial
relations with that province" (Manitoba)
we pointed out the absurdity of schemes
of Commercial Union, the effect of vçhich
would be discriminating duties against
Great Britain, and ve further maintained
that such.a scheme was attainable onily by
annexation to the United States, adding
that such a result would only be accom-
plished 4 after the termination of a most
disastrous civil war." Our remarks have
provoked-the criticism of an old veteran
of the Montreal press, now residing in
Winnipeg, Mr. Matthew Ryan, who we
are truly glad to find ready to eraploy bis
pen in behalfo? wbathe doubtlessbelieves
to be patriotic views. Mr. Ryan heads
bis contribution to the Winnipeg Free
Press " Tory Loyalty," and on that text
devotes a portion of bis letter to remin-
iscences of the annexation movement in
1849, which was encouraged chiefly by
persons of British origin, of both political
parties, at a time when Canada was su?-
fering most severely from the change in
her commercial policy which had been
adopted shortly before by Great Britain,
and vhiche it cannot be denied, was >pro-
ductive-of disastrous results to Canada.
The fact that the movement met ivith
little encouragement out of Montrea, and
that it was strongly condemned by many in
Montreal, and speedily abandoned, can-
not be adduced as an argument in favor
of revolutionary views in the present day
and we own that we fail to discover the
appositeness of the reference to a tem-:
porary ebullition of discontent.

In the remaining pL rtion of his letter
Mr. MJatthew Ryan lias only exhibited bis
ovn inability to comprehend the views
which he b-as undertaken to criticize..
Assuming, without the-slightest ground
for doing so,.that the " civil war," which
ivas deemed the probable forerunner of
annexation, would be one between a
United Canada and Great Britain, Mr.
Ryan has brouglit forward a number of
extracts from 'peeches of English states-
meni all much to the same effect, that
Great Britain was ready to concede inde-
pendence to Canada" whenever it, should
be desired by the colonists" theinselves.
We challenge Mr. Ryan, to cite anything
Ébat we bave written inconsistent withl the
quotations that lie bas furnisbed. We
thougbt tbat i ivas sufficiently clear that
our reference wras to Canadian opinion
alonu. e'eraps Mr. Ryan will point out a

single instance in which an entire change

in the political institutions of a people
sas been accomplislied otherwise than by
conquest or civil war. His reference te
the late Hon. George Brown's compar-
son betwveen the experts and imports of
the United States in 1793 and those of
Canada in 1865 bas no bearing, that we
can discover, on the question at-issue, un-
ess he means to convey the opinion that
the American revolution was not caused
by any substantial grievance, but simply
by the growth of population and comy'
merce.

Mr. Ryan concludes bis letter by assert-
ing that Canada bas arrived at a degree of
commercialimportance that vould enable
lier to maintain lier independence, though
he trusts "it will not be conclmded that I
'desire by means of this comniunication
'to prompt a movement in the direction
"of the higlh authorities quoted fron."
l'o this be adds "neither having, nor
" desiring to have, the necessary power

or influence for such a work, i am
"willing to await the action of other men
'lin ýperhaps other -days." .The action of
other men will not be long delayel, i
they can only succeed in organizing a
revolutionary party. A writer in tie WVeek
tells us that independence 'lis becoming
a current tcpicý' that "confederation
"lacks strength from want of a national
"feeling. The Provinces do no lôve the
"Federal Governmenti nor do they care
" for each other." In the saiie number
of the Week, Bystander' makes oie of his
favorite forecasts. Admitting that in the
North West there does not exist "a
thought o? violence," that Ithé reign of
lawr is nowhere more perfect,!" he adds-
the significant remark: " What they

contemplate in the last resort is an
appeal to England for release from the

" confederation and for the establishment
"of-the North West as an .independent
" British Colony. Their oarnest desire
"l for an outlet and a communication with
" England by way of Hudson's Bay is
"connected with this idea." We are not
told what would be the consequence if
Great Britain should act to 'the-North
West as she did to Nova Scotia when that
Province sougit to be releasedfrom the
Dominion, but we infer from. the toie of
the articles that there would be at least
a party favorable to separation. The fact
that the North West contemplates an
appeal to the Imperial authorities-is evi-
dence of its confidence in the justice of
the tribunal to which-it wishes to resort,
as welre told by Bysiander. If it wers a
part of the United States it would have
to aubmit to the central authority- no
matter how oppressive it mightdeem its
policy. The result of an appeato Great

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Britain would in all probability be that
au effort would be macle to procure the
abatement of any real grievance, and, if so,
then it would follow thiat the connection
with Great Britain miglht tend.to prevent
serious complications between the Domi-
nion and Lise Ërovinces. The Canadians
must be a strange people. They are on
all occasions profuse in their manifesta-
tions of loyalt.y and of satisfaction with
the free institutions which they enjoy and
yet, according to some of ous journals,
they are on 'the verge of a revolution,
which is ta be quite a peaceable one, and
yet the revolutionists have no common
opinion as' to tlie nature of the change>

svhich Vhey assuie il is about to takê
place.

ST. GEORGES' UNION.

The annual convention of the North
Ameica 8.'George's"Union has b'een' re-
ceritiý'heliat 'Chicago, under Che Presid-
eneof - FI -. ýD.

Tie speaker
duvdilt'oir the Weakhe'sà ôfEnglish nation-
alit, olôingt tlo -peopÍe f thlat race
hsa.iing ab'éttind'ffor "those nitioal
organizatiôrié whiclh Ihâve benriform'éd by
tle'Gérrans andeIrish. 'The English, ie'
sai'd,*eess n iàbsorbed in tidpoiultion,
arnd d good 'Ain'eri'can citizesis. Never-

]iele'ss, it'%eemed 'tbietse opiion of Mr.
Goldwihu Smith'that if ivas desi-ablie o keep
up-thé' briiiiation of the St. George's
Societîes, Whsich have been established for
tse' special abject of affórdig' relief t 0

Andreiv's or 'S. * Ptrick
Sôcietiés. le-w'ilcd seeni -still more in-
piobttble"tiat, is an internatiosal associ

ation, there would be any violation of that
courtesy which certainly ongit to )revent
the introduction of a topic that could not
be treated without offering a studied in-
suit to the members of a different nation-
ality. The member wyho rend a paper
on "the luture relations of the Engilish-
speaking communuities" wais the secretary

fr. Charles F. Benjamin af Wasingtoi.
We have not seen a full report of this

paper, but, as miglit natulally be expect-
ed from a citizen of tise United States, it
expressed the convictioni of its author
thàt tie political destiny of Canadi vas
annexation to the United States, whici is
precisely what isas . iseen inculcated by
Mr. Goldwvin Smiths, and those who act in
concert with ihim.

It is asked by the republican secretar
whether Canada will be content with the
fact of nationality 'obscured as it is by,
the appearance of depenidence." IL is
admitted tlhat tihere is "'a sentimental
satisfaction in the existing connection,"
which '' counts for much in humsan
affairs," and it is, moreover, acknowledged
that Canadians " feel pain at the mere
suggestion of a change." Tie strong
argument, however, is, that Il the Central
Government will not perpetually charge
itself with the defence of Canada without
an effective voice lm the direction of lier
affairs, and a substan tial contribution in
aid of Imperial expen diture." Now there
is a very simple answer to the foregoing
argument. The Central Goverinent lias
no desire whatever to have an effective
voice in the direction of Canadian affairs,
and Canada is at this moment practically
as independentas tihe United States, and
inithe enjoyient a political institutions
that, in the opinion of a large majority
of lier people, are infinitely superior.

We noticed with great satisf'atctions that
some of the Canadians present entered a
protest against Mr' Benijaimin's paper
wheni the President moved its reception.
It is said in the report of the proceediIgs,
thsat "'tie paper avoike Vise strongest
" opposition on the paît of tie Canadian

members." Ms. Symondsof Toronto,
said it was I heyond the scope of subjects
to' be considered by the Society " and
Mr., Elliott,' Presicient of the Toronto
Society, " added his' voice ta tie oljec-
tion." 'lie President was asked to with-
draw his motion, but at fist refused, and
1r. Benjimuin also refused to withdiraw
the paper. Finally the President con-
sented to witidînyw his motion If such
impertinence, for it'cannot be called by a
milder 'tern, be pernitted, iV is clear
that loyal Canadians voùld be coimpelled
ta 'vitluivaw fiom tie St. George's Union.

" tinent." We own that «we have 'draia
a totally different conclusion, while ve
most heartily"concur in the opinion that
such "social: fusion" ià most'desirable.
Ir, however, one section of- thé race
should persist in taking advantage of
such conventions . to insuit thie other
section by reading such papers as that
which Mr. Secretairy Benjamin submitted
to the late convention, it is hardly pos-
sible that loyal 'Canadians can continue
to formi part of the St. George's Union of
North America.

THE INSURANCE CONVENTION.

The meeting of tie Canadian Fire
Underwriters Association, vhich took
place lu our city last week, is probably the
largest ever held-in the Dominion, one or
more representatives of thirty companies
being present, which means that the'e
was not a single absentee; and.this, apairt
from the business of tihe meeting, may
very well be considered a subject of con-
gratulation, showing clet-ly that every
member feels tie vital importance mn tise
maintenance of the Association, and per-
hals tihe notto of r e United States, "E
pluribus unui '' may be appropriatelY

applied ta the Convention'.
8o far, so good we next comne to the

question, wsiat wolk was accomssplisled,
because suo one would more gladly tlian
ou'selves rescind the hinted proplietcY
uttered recenstly, concerninig the ass0
ciation, as ta its being I full of souid and

fury, signifying niotling. The meeting,
thousgh private, discussed matters of such

public interest that thie resiits, whether
for good o evil cannot long reia
secre't, and indeed we hardly think it

would be fair to " springa mine," so
speak, upon insurers, Without any man-
suesr of warnsing.

Of course there were iany details and

technicalities onsiected with the lire

inurnce business that cane undêr dis-

cussiôn, with which ise public haVe soth-
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ing ta do; but there vere three weighty
matters under consideration OF theassoci-
ation, conceriiitg wlich it is not unreason-

able that tic public should desire

ta be acquainted with the stand the com-

panies have taken thereto; these subjects
are as follows, viz.:

1. Rates.
2. Under-insurance.
3. Over-insurance.
Iegarding the first, we were somewhat

aiused ta observe one of our daily con-
tempîorariîes, ivi h that charming ignorance

on ail insuirttice questions usually dis-

playe(l by such papers, boldly state that
rates in many instances would be consid-
erablIy reduced. Now we believe we are cor-
rect in maintalining liat in no single in-
stance was the slightest reduction ever
contemilated, much less agreed to, and
the sooner hisurers dicsabuse theiselves of
titis hope (ta ivlich, doubtless, the wish
vas father ta) the better. On the con-

trary, not only have the rates in the
present losvest cilass Of country towns in ,
Ontario beei raised ta those of similar
towns in the Province of Quebec, but a
sixtl, and still loiver class, has been
formaed for both Provinces, ta include all
places being totally devoid of any fire
protection whatever, the rates in which
will be about 10 per cent higher than
those ruling at present in the fifth class
which latter is ta embrace towns pro-
vided with lhand-eniniïes only. Furthier,
the rates on lumber, wlîich have been
absurdly low for years past are ta be ad-
vanced niaterially, as meh as : per cent
iwlien insured without the average clause
andi per cent vith such clause attached,
which is a very decided step in the
riglit direction, although the rates, when
so advanced, wYill still. be below those
ruling in the States. There is aiso
another point, namely, that by increas-
ing the rates for non-averaged policies
higher in proportion than those with the
average, an induceiment is offered for
insurers ta adopt the average clause
which brings us tnaturally ta the second
subject, ai, Under-insurance.

We have time, and again, condemned
the practice of the offices permitting such
a large anount of property in those cilice
Weil protected agaiest firé Logo under-
insured, and since rates have stiffened
this nial-practice lias naturally increased,
there being notiiing to check il and yet
when the co-insurance clause is proposed
to meet the growing evil there appears
to be an obtuseness about the intellects
Of soie of aur insurance managers which
is quite incomprehensible ana, if appheà
to other mercantile pursuils, vould cér-
tainly place such intellect upon a very
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in" rather extensively the result being

low level. However, ve are sincerely
ga 1 learn that this question of co-
insurance has came promiiîently forivard
at te late meeing, arid althlough-ai is
the case %vith any new reform-obstacles
were lhrown in ils way, upon a free (lis-
cussion being obtained these obstacles
gradually weak ned the majority in lavor
of the clause being overvhelming-untiil,
finally, the souniness of the principle
haviing been admitted, its adoption was
deferred lo the next general meeting, ta
be held in about six mînths, in or dev ta
ascertain the best method of bringing the
clause'into practice. Let us hope tiis
effort will be crowlned with success, for
ve are convinced thatI herein lies the
only true road ta salvation for Canadian
Fire Underavriters.

Ar attempt is also to be made ta cur-
tail over-insurance in the coun try. tovns,
which wa have already argned ivill do
muci ta stop conflagrations in those
places; and, side by side witi the > co-
insurance clause just spoken of, is ta be
considered the three-fourths value clause
for those tovns not assessi adequate
fire protection, ard ve trust this double
reforn vill be speedily putinto operation.
In conclusion, whilie tliere wiere douàbt1ess
many conflicting'interests (more supposed
tIhn reaI) among the companies prescnt
at the pasL nieeLing, yet iL is evidenl
fron the utianimity which prev.ailed as to
seeking bhe general goo fo"rall, and the
determined way ,tltý different menibers
stood aioulider toihoulder in defencea
the associatian that tirre is a s g
desire ta place fire insurance upon a
paying basis in Canada, and there can be
no difiiculty in accomnplisihing Iis, pra-
vided the cmpanies are true ta them-

vse and, by car4ying out the aov
propositions re'garding under and over
insuriance, apply the same rules to partial
as7ta total lases e all orirarr
witli consiàdi; e interest to the next
general meeting of the association, though

THE SUGAR MARKET..

and with no small degree of confidence,
owving ta the abundant yield and good
quality of the crops generally. The low

price of wlieat, however, prevents farmers
from marketing it freely, and the result is
that in many important districts where
'wheat is the staple cereal fariers are
holding it back ; consequently, country
im.perchants ßnd it impossible ta make
collections fast enough ta meet maturing
liabilities, and we already hear complaints
of quite a nunber of -applications for

past renewals of notes about falling due,
which would not have been the case had
farmers marketed a portion of their grain,
as tley ouglt ta have done, in order ta
liquidate their indebtedness. The severe
strain of competition, however, toa fre-
queaLly places the country marchantat
the mercy of' the farmer, vlo knowys that
the former will sooner give him ai exten-
4ion of tine than push matters ta extre-
mities. The only alternative, therefore, is
ta wait until these bucolic debtors sec lit
ta market their produce and pay what-
they owe. In the meantime' bankers
should take lito consideration the fore-
gaing circumustances, and not be too ex-
acting on the weak wholesale houses whîo,
wve fear, vill be conpelled to assist their
country custoimers until the latter are
better able ta iae collections. But
there need be no apprehiension on the
score oE ultimate payients, as it is be-
yond the pale Of scepticismn, that the
country is full ta repletion of the ieans
wherewith ta provide foi' its disburse-
ments. lence there is not that distrust
maiifested ivith regard ta the deferred
payments of farmers and country dealers,
whiclh tbere would have. bee liad ithe
crops tiined ont as short as they did last
year. Whether farimers are ivise ai' not
in holding for better figures reimains ta b
seen, but it certainly vould appear that
they are not taking imucli risk at present
low prices, to long as their inîdebtedess
is being carried by country storekeepers,
and these, in turn, by the. wholesale
houses. We notice that certain infutien-
tial papers in the Westeri States have
advised growers not ta market tleir
whteat until a fait' price can be reallized
Thiis advice is frauiglt with no good to
the farimer, lis a " fair price " to hlim
meanis about four ta live cents per bushel
at least above whaLt can be realized. Of
course the persistent withliolding of
wheat from the market muet aventually
advàice prices by assisting the manipula-
tion of " bull " speculators, and hence
withi the past few days prices have ap-
preciated fully 5 cents per bushel. There
is this, howevei, ta he feared froin an
advancing market at· thie season ·of the

year, when the export nI ovement ought
ta be brisk, namnely, that farmers are apt
ta set an upshot price upon their crop,
which cannot be realized between now
and th close of navigation, and thus the
advantages of low freights are often
missed, Besides, a rise in values caused
by a decrease of spot offerings at the dis-
tributing centres, whilst the granaries in
the interior groan beneath a beavy sur-
plus is not a very healthy sign, as an ad-
vance based upon such matprial iay
prove the very opportunity whicl foreign
sellers desire, in order ta unload. If
farmers on this side would only sell on' a
rising market instead of holding, a good
business night - be doue, but the great
trouble is they allow prices to tower
above the export basis, and thus afford an
opening for English and Continental
orders se'nt' here ta be filled by other
exporting countries.

TH1E LEATIHiEIER TRADE.

Although repeated efforts have been
put forti by the leather trade to do away
with the objectionable six months credit
systemn, it still remains the basis of
transactions with sDîme of the principal
houses, discounts being alloved at the
rate of 2 per cent for four. months, 3 per
cent foi two months, 5 per cent for 30
days, and 6 per cent for prompt cash. It
is claimed, and not without saine show of
reason, that the extended credit given by
leather firms tende ta foster a similar
evil in the boot and shoe trade by, en-
abling certain mannl'acturers ta offer easy
termIs to retail nierchants, who, in turni,
make use of them in these tinies of keen
competition to increase custom by en-
largingy their book debts. Hence the
mischievous effects of the long credit
system which still obtains in the leather
trade, despite repeated efforts to extir-
pate it. 'True, it ls not practised ta the
extent that it wvas some yeai's ago, but
that it exists at ali is undoubtedly a

great draw'back ta the healthy working
of the trade, it being generally admitted
that four months ought ta be the longest
time granted. There are those i the
boot and shoe trade w'ho aflirn that
leather will iever be a profitable article
to handle until credits are reduced to 60
days, and [bat there is ia valid reason
why thiat basis of credit should not be
established; This viev belongs ta the
jobbers vho, we believe, aie selling on very
short dates, and who, as a rule, buy on1 30
days and frequently for prompt cash.
Many dealers express surprise that the
six months' credit system should still be

adhered to, considering that it bas con
tributed such a large share of the trouble
which lias overtaken many prominent
firms in the leather trade of this city
during the past decade. The different
attempts which have been ,made ta root
ont the evil are too weHl known ftr their
abortive issues ; agreements have been
entered inta between leading bouses to
discontinue the six ionths' iie for that
of four nionths, but they have invariably
been broken. One ingenious method of
acting up ta the farm of tlie agreement,
whilst breaîking it in the spirit, was the
practice of taking a 4 ionths' note from
a purchaser of goods, with the understand-
ing that wlen it matured a renewal would
he granted for two months more. This
uînderîhaiided gaule being discovered by
admissions on the part of purchaseras, at
once broke faith in the r'emedial efflicacy
of compacts, and the trade must now
look ta *the adoption of more elicient
means", if.the much needed reformu in the
credit systein is ta be accomplished.

111E CANADIAN PACIFIC RAILWAY.

The report of General Manager Van
Horne, ta the directors of the Canadian
Pacific lailway CO. lias been publislhed,
and 13 highly satisf actory as regards the
progress of the work. It is Mr. Van
Horne's opinion, based to saine extent on
that of Mr. Reed, ail engineer of on-
sidierable experience, vho bas the super-
intendence of a large portion of the lina
in British Columbia, that there will be a
coisideriable saving on tlie estiiates,
Mr. Van Hoine thtiiks [hat the monltain
section vill be. conpleted within a year
and for four millions of dollars less than
the estimate. Before the close of navi-
gation. next year it may be loped that
there will be a through rail route between
Montreal and the Pacilie Coast. Mr.
Van lorne lias not failed ta refute the
statements that have been industriously
circulated as to the chaiacter of the land
i a the region traversed by' the railroad.
'Thie worst of that land-would, he states,
be rated as first-class in almost any othter
country. This statemenlt lias been ftully
substantiated by the visiting menbers of
the British Association. I is, hoevvert
tolerably certahn [liat the ]and further
north is even better.
