--THE Dingley bill was intended, among other things, to stop
the trade in cattle between Canada and the United States. The
statisties of trade at the Western Cattle Market, Toronto, for the
nine months ending September 80, however shows soinething
different as follows :

SPIDER'S SILK.

The prize of £1,000 ($5,000), offered by the Manufacturer's
Union of England ta the inventor of any perfect process for
utilizing the web of a common spider, lias been awarded, ta
M. Cachot, an euninent chemist of France, says Textile Amerrica.
The spider, unlike the silkworn, is wild and warlike. Its short
inaudibles are armed with fangs, through which a deadly poison
flows. It ie a gourmand, denanding large supplies of animai
food and plenty of water. It la the hardest of ail Insecte ta
maiage. Despite all these drawbacks science lias conquered
the little flend and conpelled il ta pay tribute La genius, M.
Cachot recenitly invited a conpany of manufacturers ta inspect
the workings of the process, They werc ushered into a damp,
dimly lighted room,inhtabited by hundreds of large Madagascar,
spiders clinging to the side walls and upon the rafters. The
only food required by these curious creatures is a diet of insecte,
flouse files and small living things, of ail sorts. They catch the
victim, and, while-trying ta inhprison thair prey, sond out their
mtost valuaHe webbing. It l very strong, and permits of being
turned off readily. In the centre of the roomi stands a frane
tilled with bobbius worked by a dynamio. The spider is allowed
one or two turns aronnd the fly, aud then the web issuing fromi
its abdomen la caught by a delicato hook, fastened ta the bobbin
and wound off as fast as the spider produces it. One spider
vill spin, in a week, sullicient web ta fill a bobbin as large as a

poanut. As long as it is generously fed it will continue ta croate
its thread until it dies. 'The color of the web le pale gray, and

It is
possible that the wonderfully delicate silks of the ancients were
of spider web, as, with all the increased facilities and knowledge
of modern times, they have never been duplicated. The robes
that Cleopatra boasted she could dr4w through an ear-ring
were probably made of this finest of all known material. The
start bas been made. The development will be watched with
interest.

CAMPBELLTON NOTES.

Our Campbellton, N. B., correspondent writes under date the
ltli lest: " The business of tis town in vicinity bas been rather
disappointing this last season. Our principal industries are the
manufacturing of deals for the British market and cedar shingles
for the American market. The out last winter was some 10 mil-
lions of foot in excess of provious years. The duty of 20 cents a
thousand on cedar shingles lias made the business almost an un-
profitable one, and very little cedar will be got out this winter.
As te the spruce doal trade : the fall in prices and the rise in
freightslhas greatly interfered with this industry, and the result
is that many millions of deals will be wintered hoe, and the luni-
berman will only operate thls winter on a moderate scale.

But there is a silver lining te the cloud. The town, which lias
now a population of about 3,500, is steadily growing. Last
season about 40 new buildings wer erected, mostly residences,
and this year nearly as many. Among the buildings this year
erected is the handsome structure of brick and stone for the
offices of the Bank of Nova Sceotia, which was necessary te accom-
modate thoir ever increasing business. Also a new brick sciool
building which when completed will cost about $20,000.

The hay crop was poor; other crops excellent. The difficulty
botween the town and the Campbellton Water Supply Co. over
water rates bas led up to the town's undertaking te expropriate
the works of the Water Company by virtue of an Act of the
Legislature. An offer of $50,000 lias been made te the company
which is composed entirely of Montreal capitalists,

But of late vears-since the era of steel rails-the rail-
roads have been able to conipete with the Erie Canal,
and the inducenents held out by rival ports further
south-and even Boston-have threatened the supre-
iacy of New York as the principal entrepol of the com-
nierce of the great west. As a consequence of all this
the air lias been filled for some time vith great pro-
jects for deep waterways the real object of whichi
would be to concentrate everything in New York. At
first it was to be an international affair, but of late
that idea seems to have been abandoned and no natter
at what additional cost the deep waterway-or, ship-
canal must be made entirely within United States ter
ritory and lead of course direct to the New York
harbour.

Instead of further considering the international
feature, it appears froi .the latest information tha
the commissioners appointed at Washington have
now givei their attention to a route that will, in
effect, leave Canada out of the question. The
proposition is to construct a ship-canal of 25 fee
depth of water fron the Hudson river at Troy to
Oswego on Lake Ontario, and thence around the Nia
gara Falls on the American side. That would involv
the deepening of the Hudson River fron Troy to near
New York, the further deepening of the St. Clair Rive
and the .iver Ste. Marie in order to reach Lake Supe
rior. This is certainly a great project and almos
enougli to take the breath away fron ordiniary imortals
but in' the course of years it may be accomiplislhed
It 'is a matter of ioney anîd energy if water can b
foulid on the suimit level between the Hudson and
Lake Ontario in suflicient quantity to feed the locks

Volfers1ani Thomnas, General Manager of the Molsons
Bank.

M r. Thoans followed the precedenit of his predecessor
)y discussing a variety of subjects laving a iiiore or

less relation to bankintg interests. It was said by one of
old that " VhLatever is of interest to man is of interest
to me." TheIl banker may paraphrase this saying by de-
claring that everythinîg wlicih lias a bearing upon the
business of the country affects its banking intcrests.
The opening section of his iost valuable Address w'as
devoted to a brief sketclh of the cliief historic features
of bank developient in Canada,"whicli oily extenids
back to 1817, w'hen owas founded the Bank of Montreal,
viicl romains our leading institution. Several later

ones'were iierged iito thie Merchalnts Bank, the Bank
of Commerce and the Inperial Bank. Coming to the
events ofl the past year President Thonas expressed
mtuch satisfactioni at "the paralysis, if nlot death-blow
of frec silver" given by the defeat of Mr. Bryan. He
foresaw that before the Aiierican currency system can
exhibit "ti ecessary eleien ts of safety and flexibility,"
the appalliing numiii ber of baiks in the States wili have
to give. place to " fewer and stronger institutions." In
remaîorks on our fiscal relations vith the States, the

'residenit deprecated retaliatory legislatioii, thouglh he
tiotglht it "possible for the Governmnent to place the
Caniadian limit liolder and miiill owner on is good a
footing as the Aiericanî who coitrols limiaits in Canada
antd floats his logs free, to be eut iii Anerican mnills,
tius sectrinug iL discrimination of $2 over the Canadian
saw miills."1

Vhile lie praised the efforts of the Governmeniciî t
to ,reormi oulr fariff, aid recogiiised the benîeficial
resul ts of fhi denouncement of ie G ernn aiid Belgiani
reafies, hlitoungh) iy large iiicreases of Euîropean

Lrade voild all soiIrt of tleir triie value iiuless iinnniii-
giatioi to Calada were tihcreby secuirei, so as .to
igment our iatioial wealthi, iistpad of its diversioi to

te li betterieit Uf evenî a frieidly rival, TIe view vas

expressed tlat an addition of over a million persons
froim the British Isles iay easily result in the next 5
years through gold discoveries and other circum-
stances. The solicitation of the co-operation of the
home authorities in furthering emigration was
favoured, as such a mnoveient was equally as advan-
taugeous to the old land as to Caiiada.

The remaîtrks of President Thonas on this point
evidenice considerable thoglit and confidence in the
developient of this country-which is impressive. We
trust the Governmîaent will give heed to his suggestion.
[Lis wise remnarks ou Forestry are worthy of more
extended comment wlich we propose to give themi in
another issue. The competition going on by Express
comipanies witlh Baiikers and the Governiment in the
transmission of money was condeined as being a
formiî of busiiness not included in the charters of
suci enterprises. The President re-opened the question
of the Government's issuing paper currency, its mon-
opoly of the right ta issuo notes under $5 being re-
garded as injurious to banking iiterests witliout adequate
compensation to the country. Mr. Thomas is one of
those bankers wlho feel this restriction, as the Molsons
Bank, as well as others, could enlarge their circulation
and thteir business fa-ilities, were they not hamipered
by the present legal limîîit placed on their note.issues.
lis suggestion is that the linit imight be extended on
a special reserve being kept to cover the excess, as is
done with Dominion iotes. The plan is well worth
considering. - We have however no expectation of the
Goverinent's dlecreasing its note-issuiing powers.

Getting butter out of a dog's throat is easy, com--
pared to the task of inducing a GOvernmneit to abandon
a miîonopoly whicl is profitable. Still some new ar-
raungenent imiiglt be made to enlarge the note-issue
iit of tlhe bakls which iii sone cases is found to be

oppressive. Wle liadi mnuch pleasure in reading Presi-
dent Tlimias' reiarks on the possibilities of Canada's
doinlg a larger trade with other colonies. 1e avoids
aniy direct cliarge, but seens, very justly, to consider
Canadian enterprise in pushing foreign trade as defec-
tive. Ii renarks on a Canadian Mint, lie dees not
favour the project but suggests that a Canadian gold
sovereign might well be struck by the English Mint as
a recognition of our eminenît position in the Empire.
We trust Mr. Laurier will sectire this as a further evi-
dence of Imperial unity. Larger and more economical
traisportation facilities were advocated, and the efforts
of the Governrment iiin this directioi were very properly
connucnded.. The united action of the bankers was
urged as mîost desirable in appealing certain test cases
to the Privy Cotiieil whvere final judgmient could be
rendered of great value ta the banks. In advocating
ait iuisolvency Act the President urged " the creation of
special judges, of experience iii commercial jurisprud-
ence, to devote tleir whole time to insolvency proceed-
iigs." A reference was made to the iankers' Associ-
ationi havinîg failed to unmanage " courses of lectures on
commerciaflaw anid anking" as was contemplated
wlei rganized, the project being coummended te the
bankers as " vorthy of claboratioi." This admirable
Address vas gracefully closed by a compliment to
Baron Strathcona anîd Mouiit Royal, a Vice-President
of lie Association, also to Sir Wilfrid 14aurier, and an
cloquent trib ute tu tfe Queen.
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A BUSINESS MAN ON FIRE INSURANCE.

At the 28th anuial meeting of the Fire Undrmiters'
Association of the Northwest, held recently in Chicago,
a valuable paper was read by Mr. H. N. Higiibotliaim
of Marshall, Field & Co., the great dry goods importers
of that city. IL was natural, as connected vith one of
the uost saecessful dry goods establishments in the
world, that aiything coning fromn so prominent and
trusteda representative of the house should be listened
to vith marked attention ; add to this that the view is
fromn the business man's standpoint, sonething rather
uicommon at meetings of the Association. Mr. Hig-
ginbothan spoke of insurance against fire as being as
ordinary as the systein of currency during bis business
experience, and with suclh large interests under the
control of Lte house which lie represents, lie lad of
i1eéessity been awake to its great importance in the
bhisiniss world. le said that as a matter of fact it
would be impossible to carry on business without in-
suran ce against loss by fire. The lack of insurance
vould so disturb the value of all property tlia.Lt it mîust

inaterially interfere with the loaning of money ; and
the credits whicli are sucli a vast aid now woutld ha al-
most impossible. It would practically reduce trade all
round to a cash basis very imaterially, Through
realizing the prime necessity of insurance he was led
through a consideration of the subject to thinuk of the
vastness thereof as a branch of trade, as a gretit division
of the conumercial systemi-and le then nîaturally fol-
lowed wvithî the inquiry as to welicther so great a factor
in business life is controlled and directed wisely; that
is, witl the proper regard for the moral and fiinancial
welfare of the people. This is a, problen -vhich, he
said, seldon occurs in its entire scope to business men,
and lie had hardly hiiiîself given it a moinent's thought
during the 40 years of his experience, during vhicli he
had enjoyed its protection.

In referring to the utility of meetings of the char-
acter which lie was addressing, he spoke of themn as hav-
ing the effect of "concentrating thouglit, brinîging out
results and experience, and stiiulating high en-
deavors". He referred to the thoroughly orgaized
chiaracter of the insurance initerests of the country, its
boards, committees and commissions, its state super-
vision, the proposed idea of national control; and yet le
lad to learn ltat the great mass of people whîo employ
insurance, or that the owners of extensive property in-
terests:covered by insurance, have devoted mucli, if an y,
attention to the theory or the practice of uîmlerwriting,
or bave considered it in the liglt of a publie question.
Le took occasion to say also that le failed to find nucli
reference to the subject in the writers on economic sub-
jects, althougli dealing in their works with probleis in
wlhichl insurance is so intimately and essenitially in-
volvedi. " While it is possible to regulate a thing too

uicuîh, it is possible to agitate a suibject too much, and
tlierefore perhaps it is best to let well enotigh alonie."
Adiitting this, he felt culpable in lhis ignorance of Liie
question nuuîder discussion by the Association, and lie
felt grateful that lie had been compelled to bring hii-
self to a senise of huis deficiency.

[i extending credit to mierchants lie wvas constanitly
coisidering questions conlcerning a custoiner's fire in-
suranîce. His stateients of his assets would nt be

coñiplete if it did inet set forth the anioulit of insraÛce
carried, the cliarâcter of the comupanies, as vell ais -the
lid of building occupied and its environment.ý ""'Itis
to me a note of warning if I find a custoner either oier
or under insured. If he is over insured, I an thiiking
of the moral hazard to ne in extending credit to liim.
If ho is under insured, I aù< thinkiini öf the b'usinéss
hazard in extending credit to him. I always take the
liberty of cautioning custoiers who even tenporarily
carry over insurance. Soie business men in good
faith carry a certain anount of insurance tbrough the
year. Wlhen the stock is depleted by sales between
purchasing periods, I maintain that if only fora muonth,
the amount of insurance should be reduced. I fre-
qucently find a customer or would-be custoler without
insurance arguing that lie lias a riglit to insure himself,
sometimes because the building lie occupies is isolated
or. specially well constructed, and sonietimes for the
reason tlmit the buildiigs are poor and the rate is too
higli and hé cannot afford to pay it. I have always ad-
vised against such a plan, and not infrequently have
been compelled to decline ôr restrict the amount of
credit because the customer persisted in carrying his
own insurance. Only wlhen a firi, company or in-
dividual lias a large number of risks in different cities
or renote parts of a large city, is lie justified in carrying
his own risk, and even then 1 would question my own'
ability to calculate the number of separate risks one
ought to have to enable hit to insure his own pro-
perty, and I would Lierefore doubt his ability to figure
it out. The onily safe vay is to insure, and a business
that will not enable a man to insure is not worth iav-
ing, and should be proimptly discontinued,

After referring to the nutual character of insurance,
Mr. HIig[îibotham took occasion to decry the spirit of
sharp practice often exhibited between the parties to
an insurance contract. IL would seemu is if there were
a moral antagonism or suspicion of te i tegrity on
either side which he regretted , very imucli. It was a
conimon belief that the insurance companies escape
every liability possible, and it -was also believed, in
many cases, that the insuirance agents regard persons
applying for insurance with more or less suspicion.
There is fraud in insuranîce, and lie was aware that
fraud is practised on the companies. If it could only
be tinderstood tliat the insured were assuring one an-
other out of tie preiii ums paid by each, and tiat the
compaîny was sinply an agent, iL would simplify mat-
ters very nucli, for that isexactly whiat it amounts to.
The capital of the company, it should be rm,îùemubered,
is for the purpose of supplying temporary deficiencies.
The premiums always more than pay losses and ex-
penses. "Any plan of i.nsurance should always be
prudent, safe and simple.. An insu rance is to property
what shadow is to substance." We cainot do better
than reproduce in detail tie following portion of Mr.
Hliginbothamî's address :

" The usual practice is for an owner to estiniate the
value of the property to be insured, and take ont a
policy for the aiount or sucl other less sun as imay in
lis judgnent be sutlicient. Hiow nany agents in graùt-
ing insurance carefully- estiiat tie value of the pro-
perty and decline to place any sum on the risk beyond
say sevenity-five or eighty per cent of iLs:value P A.ow
many agents ask to look at tle last inuventory of a stock
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of merchandise, or even ask if one was taken? I would
not insure a man Who did not at least once chci year
not only take but preserve an inventory in some safe
place, and also keep an intelligible merchandise account
subject tu iy inspection at my pleasure as long as îmy
policy was iii force. Over valua tions usually indicate
fraud aimied either at the insurance company or the
credit mian. Companiies should realize as against a little
extra preiuim that the interest of the irisured
iii the preservation of hlis property on account
of the value left to-his own risk, is a wonderful safe-
guard fronm loss. Fron these generalities I have al-
lowed myself to believe thiat a lire insurance agent lias
a moral antd a fiduciary responsibility that lie dees not
always fully recoguize and obey. Ai nagent is of course

out for the prenlumi ;' lie waits a ' big Iline.' An
agent, locwever, who for the sake of a large premîiuim
would permit or fail to decliine over insurance, or who
would accept insurance without first scrupulously af-
firîîminîg the iitegrity of the proposed Iransaction, is
iiiiself a party to fraud and unworthy lis position. I

suppose the agents dislike to give offence by too close
scrutiny. 'Tihey realize that whatthey muay refuse to de
some other agent iay consent to. They understand
[bat betweenî the risk aIId the company there is the ad-
juster ; but these conlone notlilng. 'Plie iiisured should
not be periitted te pay prenitum on au amtount lie can-
not recover iii case of total loss. That is a fraud oni a
fraud ;a sort of double-headed fraud. ThIle agent souild
always bear iii miinîd that the "ainount of insurance'
carried as property is often acepted il other trausac-
tions as a basis of toan or credit. Hlere is a fraud on the
public to vhich the agent lends himiself. The agent
should and iîay iii a prescribed or perfunctory way con
sider the moral character and general reputation of an
aplmican t for îinsurainee. li my opinion this is a Iirst
censiderationi.

if I werc au agent I would take iote of the appli-
cant's character and reputation as well as his filancial
responsibility in the saine imanner as if I contemplated
selling him goods on credit or loanming him money
withoutsecirity. A miai who teiupts another to crime
is himself a criminal; an agent who perimits an appli-
caut to iisure for enough to teilmpt a lire te break out
is himiself an accessory. There is usually a fair degree
of harmioiiy betveenu buildings and occupants. The best
Class of imerchauts is seldom fouid in the worst class
of buildings.

i have beet tryinug to deterinitoe iii connection witl
this stubject the nature of public control I would advo-
cate. For iisurance is a public question in that il lias
te do withi the people as a class, anud lias become I factor
il our society. i presumme mnost of the states bave
supervision over lire insurance. This supervision cati-
not be expected te be niiform, aud if is probable that
the statites of eichi state haviing laws goveriiing insur-
manuce are dissiimilar iii a umarked degree. These different
requiireimeits anid imiethtols and iiacliiiiery iiiust impose
on the compaiies greatly enhianced expenses. Who
pays these expenses ? The public. The cotmpanîies
simiply increase the rates to mneet the taxes and tolls and
loss of interest on depositsaid expenîses growiig out of
obedience to the law. The publie iicreases its state or
muii nicipal revenue by paying inicreased priiemiuiis.
lainkiîng is no more, is not so îIluchl a public iistititii
as insurance."

There are many obstacles in the way of accomplisli-
ing what Mr. Higinbothami .recommends in conclusion,
namely the nationalizing of insurance, and we believe
on further study and consideration of the subject lie will
be inclined to take " back-water" in that respect. IL is
to be feared that it would lend itself to mucl corruption
in politics, of which nio one will deny we have already a
surfeit on both sides of the border.

THE HARBOUR PLANS.

Th'le long expected meeting of the different trade or-
ganizations and other interests with the Hon. Minister
of Public Works toolk place on Monday afternoon last
regarding the harbour plans ; but resulted in nothing
conclusive being doue. This is not stirprising, but judg-
ing from the reports of What was said at the meeting,
sonething was lacking. There was a want of unaninmity
amîong the speakers as to what was the best plan. The
former advocates of plau No. 6 failed to give any ex-
plaiation of their sudden io/te/ce fronm that plan, and
their only half-hearted support of its substitute, No. 10.
This was easily understood by those present because it
was felt tiat the uppermiost, or fourth pier was prac-
tically abandoned by aIl who studied the subject, because
it would block the entrauce to the Lachine Canal, and
would nlot likely be.allowed by the canal authorities.
VWith thiat pier left out-as lias before een pointed out
in tlese coluumns--plan No. 19 would provide abso-
lutely fewer berths for ships of a larger elass than would
the plan submuitted and recomncded by the Deiart-
ment of Public Works. It is now evidenît that that
unlucky fourth pier was initroduced with a great flour-

ish of trumnpets for the purpose of obtaining a paper
victory by the advocates of the four piers of plan No.
6 over that of the three piers shown on the Goverenment
plan. It must have been known at the tinie that iiii-
possible pier was located ou paper that it woNuld never
be allowed to be constructed.

Plan No. 6 being abandoned, as it practically is, the
three plan pier must be adopted. In that case there
can be no possible reason for opposing the ivider basins
proposed by the Departmuenît of Public Works, whiclh
can be had without approaching too near the Lachine
Canal entrance. As far as that point is concernied iL
looks as if the only diihculty in the way of arriving at
a satisfactory conclusion is one of a personal character
and professionual etiquette. This, on public grounnds,
should have no weight iii the matter.

The plan recommîendcd by the Minister of Public
Works w nas made by the èhief engineer of that depart-
ment. le is a gentlemiai of character and higli
standing iu his profession wlo lias had experience and
opportunities for observation ou both sides of the At-
lantic equal, to say the least, te those vho during the
last two years havo-for questionable ends-endeavored
to depreciate hlim. The result of Monday's meeting
will be his justification. The Hion. Mr. Tarte was
rather roughly told by one speaker that he had'uot lad
the training requisite to enable him to have any opinion
on sucb imatters ; but the Hon. Minister in his reply
showed thîaL lie vas well able to take care of himself,
and lie turned the tables on the speaker who made the
unlucky stateuent. Like other ien of conmmonsense
who have really studied the natter, hehas found out
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that, plan No. 6, in the interest of the harbour itself
vas both unsuitable and too costly, and whIen a
better was proposed by his respoiisible adviser he
adopted it. Hie could not be expected after that to ap-
prove of the abortion called plan No. 19, whiclh bas
not a single redeeming featutre to reconneid it as
a substitute for anything ,tiat hiad gone before it.

The absence of all solid argument ini favour of plan
19 was very remnarkable. All the speeches miiade only
showed what a great difference pf opinion prevailed as
regards the whole iatter. One prevailing idea was
that the cost, no natter hiow great, should not in. vol ve
additional harbour charges: the high level feature vas
strongly opposed by sone and it was only incidentally
advocated iii the interest of Lte city for flood protection
purposes. ihat end ean be attauined without putting
the harbour proper or the country, wvhicb ever provides
the moiey, to the heavy uiinecessary cost of building
up the wharves aid piers to lite level of Conîîuissionters
street, and whicli would, for the years required for con-
struîctioi, derange, and, in arge part, destroy the use-
fuiess of the harbour.

One of the speakers, whose practical knîowledge and
ex)erieice.is entitled to respect, urged that the new
piers should have a widthi of at least 300 feet. There
caln be noc doubt of the advantage of wide wharves oin
which to do business with despateli. That is a ques-
tioi of cost solely. It would certainly be the part of
wisdon to spend tlle i money oi broad piers rather thian
on the chinierical notion of high level oues.

Wliatever May have been said at the Monday meet-
ing, and before, about the Minister of Publie Works,
and his want of training, and knowledge of engineering
and harbour works generally, it must be said that in bis
speech in reply to all the previous speakers le showed
that lie had studied the subject and had a famniliarity
and.grasp of it that mnust have surprised some of those
wlo heard him. As he tersely said,-he thinks le lias
coninucîl sense, that is a very important possession, and
is very often a valtiable one when it lias to deal with
practical questions befogged by theoretical ideas pro-
pounided with an air of superior wisdon. Soie people
may say that the Minister is too optimistie with regard
to the future trade of the Dominion: that may be, but
tlat kind of optimtisin is good to hear, and we cai weil
afford tp have more of it.

The Premier, Sir Wilfrid Laurier, who was present,
appeared to concur wiith the renarks of his Minister of
Public Works, but naturally was careful not to commnuit
himnself to afy plai. He however stated that lie was
in pressed with the idea, from what he had beard, that it
was, essential that in the harbour there shiould be ab-
undant space on the wharves as well as abundant
rooin for iandling and turning ships in the water.

The conclusion arrived at by the meeting was a reso-
lution proposed by the Mayor seconded by Mr. Jona-
than Hodgson,-one of our most successful as well as
practical. inen of business-that in order to allow the
city to proceed with the construction of permanent
works for the prevention of floods and also to allow of
the commencemîent'of the mu îcli needed- harbour enlar-
gemeut. " This meeting respectfully requests the
Honlorable Minister of Public Works to authorise the
Harbour Commissioners to construct two piers --
that their vidth be about -- feet,. and the basin

betiveen them about -- feet and that they be built
at-- level.' This was.earried with the understanding
that ail the bh nks in the above should be filed by
agreement after consultation by .the Departient of
Publie Works aid the 1Haibour Coimmuîissioniers.

On the face of it this looks like an impotent con-
elusion, but it is a step towards a complete settlemient
of this burning question. From vwhat we hear, mnany
interested people who think a great deal but (Io not
say iuch iin public, now consider that the plan of the
Governiment is after all the best, and the possibility of
its main feattures being finally adopted is uiot at all nu-
likely.

T1HE MOLSONS BANK MElETING.

The shareholders of the Molsons Bank, and all in-
terested in its alfairs, which comprise a wide circle of
business ]ien, have beei so accustoimed for years to
have a favourable annual Report that the effect of one
is discounted by anticipation. The successive ainounts
of net profits with percentages thereof on the paid-up
Capital of eacli year, and the amouit of the Reserve
Fund at each date were as follows :-

This shows that for a period of five years the net pro-
fits have averaged yearly 11.93 on the paid up Capital,
and in that period the suu of $300,000, which is 15 per
cent of the Capital, has been added to. the Rest. Such
a record places this institution prominently in the
front rank of Canadian banks. We mayalso note that
in less than 20 years the shares of the bank -have ad-
vanced from par to a premium of 100 per cent, that is,
have doubled in market value. Such results eau only
have been sectred by exceptionally wise and skilful
management, the credit of which is dte to the General
Manager, Mr. F. Wolferstan Thomas. l the late
President, Mr. J. H. . Molson, he doubtless had a
prudent and sagacious colleague, to whoi the Report
pays a just tribute as, "a muat of scrupulous integrity,
conservative in his dealings ; deliberate and sagacions
in the formation of an opinion ; resolute and fearless
in its execution." His successor in the presidency, Mr.
William MoIson Macpherson, lias excellent traditions
for bis guidanice, as well as the invaluable council of
an experienced and successul Manager, and the sup-
port of an able body of colleagues: on the Board. In-
heriting in no small degree the cautiousness character-
istie of bis fanily connections, and having had consid.
erable business experience, thei new Presideit imay be
relied upon to maintain the prestige of the Molsons
Bank. The placing of Mr. 11. Markland Molson on the
Board was a well conusidered step,, as .bis practical,
knowledge of banking will be of service.

The deposits of the baik have increased during the
past year probably more tlan desired when .calls for
money for business purposes were not urgent. -As
trade is reviving the demand for loais will probably
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increase, and thiis banik staind excel lently well equipped
for a large exteision of such business. Its circulation
is close ui Co Cth lim it, and would go itiel beyond its
preset figires were more freedoni allowed. This is
one of the drawlbacks of a large business being done on
a comliparatively sarllai capital, but the coipen satiois
of sucl a condition are so great as to far outweigh thie
limitation of profits by restrictei circulation. We
must refer otur readers to tie statenieit of the MoIsons
Ban k in this issue, which shows that ithe cash reserves,
and other lim imediatel y available assets, have been in-
creased in tie past year, and that tie financial position
of tie bank is one of great strengti.

'In Mr. lliot and Mr. Durnford, the General Mana-
ger has lieutenants of mnarked ability ; indeedthe whole
stal't the branches as well as the H1ead ollice, stands
ligh in public estimation. Out of the profits of the
year two half-yearly dividends of 4 per cent each and
a bonus of 1. per ceiit bave been paid, and fron the
balance of Profit and Loss $100,000 was transferred to
the Rieserve Fuid.

Y FOR THE THIRD QUARTER
OF 1897.

'lie statisties of failures 'for the third quarter of
1897, compiled by IR. G. Dun of New York, show a
total of $3,340,000 divided among 383 establishments,
as against $3,925,000 divided among 429 concerns for
the corresponding quarter of 1896, showing a decrease
of $584,000 in value and 46 in nînuiber. Tlhere is a de-
crease for the year of about $1,020,00) or over 80 per
cent; and tLe conipilers refer to th is as " showing that
te prosperity appearing on this side the border is
shared in the Domiinionl." 1The faiu ires amuong Cana-

diait niantufacturers are about 47 per cent less that in
the previous year. The aggregate for the past three
quîarters show a decrease of about 30 per cent. The
branch showing the greatest increase in vicissitudes is
the boot and shoc and leather trade, whiclh was $189,-
000 as against $111,000 in 1896. The manufactures
showing the largest amount of troubles durinîg the last
thîree mllonfthls after leather are prin tinig, $35,000 against
$50,000; and clothing, $27,000 against $95,000, followed
by failures in wood iiantifacture of only $23,500
against $440,000 for the corresponding period of 1896.
-Ii earthenware there lhas been a drop fron $40,000 to
$4,000, in irori frot $50,000 to $8,000, and in milling
frot $70,000 to $21,000, while wool shows no failure
whatever as against $23,000 the sane quarter of 1896.
rin trading establishments, general stores liead the list,
beinrg $713,600 during the last quarter as against $324,-
000 in thte correspondiîng period of 18906, divided among
63 and 00 concernis respectively. The dry goods trade
foots up $604,000 for the quarter, divided amnong 27 es-
tablisimients, as against $811,000 divided uiong 30 es-
ablshments iii tie sane period of lasL year. In bats

THE CITY & DISTRICT SAV[NGS BANK.

Like a boit out of the blue, a run coinmenced on the
above batik a week ago Thursday. The first sign of any-
thing unusual occurred at its east-end branch where,
late in the day, the depositors came in crowds to with-
draw their money. It was hioped the excitement was
local, and would subside as quickly as it had arisen, but
next day the lead-Olfice was also besieged. To allay
the alarn the Mayor, whose financial positib added
much weight to his words, addressed the auxious crowd
at the batik, and assured thei of their mloney's being
safe beyond ail question, as the batik was one of the
strongest in the country. lis words were repeated ii
French by Justice Ouiiet. Doubtless owing to this
assurance thie run was cliecked, though confidence was
proniotei by the visit of the Presideut, Sir Williamn
HIingston, to the east end branch where lie told the
crowd of depositors that the baik would not close at
the usual afternoon hour but would be kept open till
late at niglt to meet all demîands.

Runs there have been more or less excited by un-
founded fears, but a more senseless one .than that on
the City & District never occurred. The origin of it is
a mystery ; il is said to have been caused by an item. of
news in a French daily wlich spoke of the " Banque
d'Espagne" being in trouble, which was read as, the
Banque d'Epargne, the latter being the common title
for a Savings Bank ini Frenci. Amngst the very
illiterate this confusion of namies may bave excited
alari, but in a city like Montreal it is not credible,
as it could only arise froni mîîis-reading a newspaper,
andî this is 'not the act of arn illiterate person.
[t is possible that tie continuet discussion, during
liquidation, of the troubles of La Bauque du Peuple
wlicli suspended but a few years ago, niay have led to
the dissemnination of false runours and thence to the
panic wlieh prevailed. The street at the east-end
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branchi was inipassible during a part of theevening, but
many of those in the crowd were attracted by mere
curiosity. The samne bank lias successfully vithstood
more persistent runs in former years. The bank has
no note issues, and no commercial discounts. Its assets
are made up as follows

This statement shows that the assets iimîediately
available exceed the total public deposits by $545,457,
and that, were the whole of the liabilities to the public
paid off, there would be a surplus of $1,179,079 for the
sharelolders, which would pay back tleir capital nearly
twice over. A rua upon an institution oecupying so
strong a position is comic enough for a scene in a farce.
Yet it has a serious aspect. Outsiders are liable to
regard the incident as a disturbance of credit in Canada
than which nothing could be more false, the whole
affair being confiied to people outside business circles.
IL will be a serious matter for the foolish ones who
withdrew their money, as a large part of it will be
wasted, and they have sacrificed also several thousands
of dollars of interest. We regret the trouble and
anxiety given to Mr. Barbeau, the highly respected
Manager of the bank, by this disagrecable experience,
but it wili only tend in the long run to add to bis
higli reputation and to strengthen public confidence
Ili the City & District Savings Bank. The total
amount withdrawn is about $1,000,000.

A NEW SYSTEM OF POWERZ SUPPLY.

Among the newer systems of powor supply attracting at-
tention in the commercial world the Taylor Hydraulie
Method of compressing Air, calls for special comment. A
model was shownat the Toronto Exhibition, attracting much
attention. A plant lias been installed giving 150 Hl.P., at
Magog, and further installations are being proceeded with
in the mining districts of British Columbia.

Simplicity is a leading feature of this system. Water
flows downnward through a pipe, passing at the in-take a
uniber of small pipes extending into the atnosphere; as it
does so, it draws air from the small pipes in the foram of nall
globules, and these are carried down with the water into a
receiving tank at the bottom of a shaf t sunk into the earth,
vhere they separate, the air rising to the upper part of the
tank where it is collected, while the water passes out under
the bottom of the tank and escapes in the tail-race. 'hie
pressure on the air in the tank is determiined by the weight
of this return column of water, and as a column of water
27½ inches high, gives one pound pressur-e te the square inch,
it is easy calculating the depth of shaft required for a
working pressure.

The system, vhieli is the invention of a Montrealer, is at-
tracti-ng mucli attention, as a simple means of pi'oviding
power and cheapening its production. Several members of

who heard of it lately while in Toronto, camie on to-Montreai.
to'see the model plant in operation at 183 St. James St
Aimong others, Professer Unwin and Walker, of London,
England, meni of the higlhest standing in the engineering
world. Both were very lmch interested, and they have, re-
ported on it.since returning home. These reports, whîich are
now before us, speak very favorably of the simplicity, in-

genuity and economie value of the invention. Prof. Unwin
says :-" Mr. Taylor's apparatus is an.extremely interesting
"and ingenious one. Tlhe imechanical arrangements ho has
"imade, have enabled hii to carry out air compression by
"direct hydraulic action without the intervention of any
"moving mechanism, and on a scale and with a practical

measure of success which I should not have expected if I
"iad not sean the machine in operation." Prof. W"alker ait
the saine time concludes bis report with the following
"A very careful consideration of the many questions connect-
"ed with the theoretical principles, construction, application
"and working of the apparatus, leads me unhesitatingly

te the conclusion that the systei is thoroughlîy practical
"and will prove of great value in the application of power

from falling water."
Any system that will reduce the cost of power, and there-

by cheapen production, will Le eagerly sought for by the
nanufacturing world.

PRICES OF GROCERIES.

Readers have directed our attention to a prie-list issued
by a city retail grocery in whiih figures are given equal to
those demanded for wholesale lots. Inquiry led te the dis-
covery that the retailer was an adept in the use of leading
lines, which as already explained, are confined nostly to the
retail dry goods trade. This dealer lias several teading lies,
chief amnong thein being Sugar which he offers te sell at 4e
a pound for Redpath's ex-granulated. One who saw the
bait offered te take a barre at that price ; but that would
not do; the dealer told hiii he would let hini have grann-
lated sugar at that price if he would buy a proportionate
quantity of other goods. What about the Grocers' Asso-
ciation ?

Tea is a most difficult article to fix a price for. One of
the best blacks in the market is made fron combining Dar-
jeeling at 35 to 45a a pound with a Good Coimmon at 15 te
20c. The former possesses a delicious flavor ; the latter bas
little or none. The dealer can niake his blond te suit eus-
tomers. Greens can, of course, Le similarly treatod.

The genuine ground Java and Mocha coffee advertised for

37e can hardly be deeied a leading line. Genuine Arabian,
ground ana saaled, is sold in small quantities to the trade at
32c. Best Mocha, green, is bought in large lots for 19 1-5e-to
20c, that is in a wholesale way.

Our "prices ourrent" give the distributing prices.-These
remarks may contain a useful hint to readers at a distance,
as well as to some of those nearer the central narkets who are
probably made to stare sometimes at the manner in which
riv als are -working their leading lines.

SUGAR PRODUCTION.
The production of sugar in recent years affords some in-

teresting facts. In 1887-8 it was-4,948,000 tons-2,407,-
000 tons of beets and 2,541,000 tons of .caie., In 1894.and
1895 thecane production increased to over 3,000,000 tons, but
ineantime it lias fallen below the production of 1888. In
1896-97 the world's production was 7,204,000 tons-4,773,000
beet and 2,482,000 cane. The increase bas been entirely in
beet sugar. The percentage of cane, which %vas 51.4'per cent
in 1887-88, is now but 38.8 per cetit. T he troublès in Cuba

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have doubtless affected the supply of sugar as well as of cer-
tain Lobaccos ; and the production in Hawaii will probably
be under the infliuences more or less of the labor troubles
that follow in the wake of the civilization of our age. The

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TRE ROBERT MITCHELL C0., LMITED.

The founler of this signally representative firm of brass-
workers, the late Robert Miteiell, was born lu 1821 at the historie
village of Prestonpans, Scotland, famous in song and story as
the scene of G eneral Sir John Cope's defeat at the lrands of Prince
Charlie's Hligilanders. - After laving received a good common
school education, ie was apprenticed te a fiir of witesnitis and
brassworkers, and laboured at Iris calling as a journeyman
until 1848, wien ie came te Canada under engagement
to a proinent Montreal firm. It was during this long period
of close practical application that Mr. Mitchell's Une naturai
abilities were developed and matured. He became well
grounded in the principles and practice of mechanics, and ac-
quired the business experience which ultimately placed him at
the head of the largest establisiment of its kind in Canada.

In 1851 Mr. Mitchell comnenced.business on his own beialf
in a comparatively smaill way in St. tienry street, Montreal, and
ton years later ie found it necessary to ronove tu the extensive
premises on the southwest corner of St. Peter and Craig streets.

In 1887 the business had increased to suci immense propor-
tions that Mr, Mitchell leased a tract of land comprising 30,000
square feet on Dominion and Albert streets, and there erected
tIe present plant and factory.

In 1893 the city Show-rooms were removed ta their present
commodious premises at 8 Bleury St., and In 1890 the firm was
incorporated as a Joint Stock Company under its prosent title,
The Robert Mitchell Co., Limited.

Mr. Mitclell's advancing age and inereasing responsibilities
seemed never ta dim his genial kindly disposition, te diminisi
his cordial generosity nor ta lessen his capacity for businessi
but in the early fall of 1897 ie was seized with a fatal illness
which carried him off on Sept lst. He died full of years and
ionours, having occupied many prominent positions te attest
the higi esteem in whici ie was held by his fellow-citizens.

We had the good fortune on a recent date to inspect the coin-
pany's premises in conjunction with several prominent business
men of Montreal, and the experienoe was a source of genuine
pleasure to us.

One is
accustoined to associate a samuple-card. with a dainty piece of
pasteboard three or four inches square, but bore are scores of
Brobdignagian sample cards, made of pine boards, and twelve
feet long by eight feet deep, each covered with hundreds of or-
namental articles tu bo used lu the factory, and all arranged in
the most systematic manner.

Out froin the supplies room we were ulshered into the foundry
where the metal castings are made. The scene here is indeed a
striking one. What with the roar of the furnaces, the rolling
smoke and vapor ascending into the pitchy vault of the roof, the
sulphurous fumes from the molten brass and other metals, the
piles of castings scattered about like incinerated bones, the
grimy forms o the workmen as they fltted to and fro throug h
the smoke, tieir perspiring faces lit up occasionally by the fitfrl
glare from a furnace hastily opend and closed ; it required no
great stretch of imagination to fancy oneself gazing upon a
scene in Dante's Inferno, or beneath Mount iEtna in the work-
shop of old Vulcan, each griny Cyclops swinging a crucible full
of mnolten inetal like a ponderous censer to the worship of the
lame god of fire.

Prominent in this depart-
ment are the ßlnely flinished nickel-plated appliances used in
what Js technically known as 4 exposed pliumbing," and with
whiclh the best modern buildings hygienically plumbed and ven-
tilated are invariably litted. The modern demand tu live under
the best hygienlc conditions lias given birth to numerous ln-
genious inventions, anong which the three contrivances âere-
unlider speciled are particuilarly worthy of attention.

Th noisaless ball-cistvrn- olv:o Tlhis ap-
paratus is the invention of Mr. R. Ranisay
Mitchell, president of the company, and
is used f'or the purpose of drawing water
froum cisterns to any lower level. IL en-
boiles quite a new principle in mechanics,
no noise accomupanises the rushing of the
water througli the pipes from the cistern
to the closet, or other point of exit, its
construction ls so simple that it cannot get
out of ordor, and it is the cheapest cistern
valve over invented. With all these. ad-
vantages this valve should soo be uni-
versally adopted. An illustration of the
contrivance la given ierewitb.

A distinctive feature of the Mitchell system of nanufacturing
is that the various parts of all appliances are made by one set of
workmen and assembled or put togethser bv anotier set of work-
mon. These two sets of mon act as a check upon each other,
and defective parts are thus discovered and rejected, where they
night otherwise be passed over.

Another feattire is that ail joints and parts which should be
tiglit are tested by Iigli pressure hydraulic machines of which
there are tiree iere in constant operation.

In the electric-liglit and gas-ight fixture department are to be
fouind chandeliers, portable gas lampe and electrie lamps, hall
lamps and all the liglting requiremsents of modern buildings,
Pullmant cars, and those palatial sea-going hotels, which we have
designated " ocean greyhounds." The splendid lamp which
hangs from the ceiling of Windsor Hall, Montreal, is a work of
which the Mitchell Co. are pardonably proud, and another may
be seen li the Methodist Church oi St. Alexander and St.

A new contrivance made in this department is a portable
acetyline-gas lamip, invented by Dr. Casgrain of Quebec, and
which generates acetyline gas by the action of weater or calcium
carbide.

Passing out fram the lanp departmîent we arrive ln the elec-
trie and steamu railroad supplies departrient, where are made ail
the plain, ornaumental and uisefusl brass, copper and metal ap-
pliances to be seen ln travelling cars, froin the plain brass hand-
pole bracket of the ordinary street car to the glittering accessor-
les of i Pullnan Palace car. liera also are completed the or-
namental brass railings and gratings used in banks, business of-
lices, vestibules of modern residences, &c., &c.

We have now reaclhed the top loor of this busy hilve of indus-
try on which the bulling or polishing is done, and the electro-
plating of the various metals. For s description of this depart-
ment aloie, all the space hîitierto taiken up by this article would
be inadequate. Sullice it ta say that in the plating rmm there
are six immense tanks or baths for plating goods with six dif-
forent metals, viz., brass, copper, bronze, nickel, silver and gold.
Tie aggregate capacity of tiese baths la et thousand gallons, and
they are capable of turning out mnany thousands of plated ar-
ticles daily.

THE MOLSONS BANK.

The forty-second annual general meeting of the shareholders
of the Maisons Bank was held in the Board roon of that institu-
tion at 3 o'clock, Monday, the 11th inst. The President, Mr.
W. M. Macpherson (Quebec), occupied the chair, and among
those present were Messrs. S. i-.

REPORT 0? TIE DIREcT0R1s.

fron tUie to tin noted in this review,
whilst, tnding tg encourage conuldence

based on the theory that advancing prices
and prosperity go hand ln haad, lias at the
same time being unequal ta immediately
bring about corresponding tradnreliance.
