MANITOBA'S NEW LIEUTENANT
GOVERAOR.

The Hon, Sounator John Schultz, M.D.,
Manitoba’s newly appointed Lieutenant.
Governor, is of Danish descont, & son of the
late William Schultz, merchant, of Amherst-
burg, Ontario, and KEliza, daughter of
William Riley, of Bandon, Ireland. He wzs
born at Amherstburg, Untario, on January
1st, 1540, and fs oconscquently a little over
forty-six years old. He was educated in arts
at Oberlin, Ohio, and in medicine at Queen’s
Universily, Kingston, and Victoria Univer-
sity, Cobourg, He graduated with high
honors as M.D. in 1860, but did rot marcy
until 1868, at the age of twenty-vight, when
Miss Agnes Campbell Ferqubarson, of
Georgetown, B.C., become hls cheice ard
wife. It wae immediately after graduaating
ag M.D. that ke went to the Nerthwest
and during the rebellion of 136970 was
leader of the Canadian party, The enemy
capturod snd imprisoned him and he wag
sentenced to death by Ricl, but eecaped. He
was not much over a year married when wull
this occurred. In 1872 he was appointed a
member of the Executive Counncil for the
North-Weat Territoriee, tecams president of
the Manitoba Board of Trade, a member of
the Dominion Bonrd of Health for Manitoha
and the North- Went Territorics, president of
the North-West Trading Compavy, and ane
of the Bonrd of Governora of the Manitoba
Medical Board, He first became a membher
of Parliament, reprecenting Lisgar, Mani-
toba, in 187], at the early aga of 31, wes re-
elected at the general election of 1872, again
snccezsful at the general election of 1874, and
was returned by acclamation at the general
election of 1878, was defeated by A. W,
Rose, the present member, iz 1882, and was
oalled to tho Sanate in ths same year. He

A FISHERY FRAUD.

One of the hig bubbles on which the Am-
erican fish rings supported their demands for
the rejection of the Fisheries treaty has been
effactually pricked. The Collector of Customs
at Boston has lately been sharply eoforcing
at that port the law against the importation
of alien labor. As a consequence it was dis-
covered that two full crews with their cap-
tainas, sll of them NovaScotians, were engaged
under contraot to man and sail two Masasachu-
gota fishermen. An alien measter wae to
comrmand an alien crew on a echooner called
the Minette ; another alien, with a like crew,
was to 2ail another culled the Iolanthe. Yet
in the representations which the attcrneys of
the halibut pool and other combinations make
againat the treaty, theso are the cort that are
called American fishermen, hardy eona of New
England, the nource from which the American
navy muet draw its seamen in cage of war,

A correspondient of the Boston Post, writ-
iog from Gloucester, Me., sends a list to that
paper which gives the names ofno lees than
twenty one masters of fishing vessels sailing
in the Gloucester fleet this eeason who are
residents of the British provinces. The list
might be extended, bat this is o sufficient ex-
ample. These $wenty-one commanders of
Amecrican fishermen reside, moet ¢f them, in
two towns in Nova Scotis, where are thefr
families and their homes, They have col-
locted twenty-one crsws of Nova Scotia
eailors and migrated to the States to take out
to the banks twenty-one American veswels
uoder United States licenses or register,
They and their crews represent a very con-
siderable part of the whole number of “‘onr
‘ New Eogland fishermen,” over whose as-
sunued distress at tho fisheries treaty the
Gloucester ship owners have grown so elo-
queat, to pxthetic and indignant.

Here ws Lave a good instance of the greed
and inaincerity of the advocates of protection,
and the folly and dishonesty of the whole
system. As the Pos! obezervee, these pro-
tected fish dealers, while crying for a contlnu-
ance of thetariff on fish, and hiring abls ad-
vecates to show why the duty should be in-
creased for the pretuction of Anierican fisher-
men, they leave American fishermen at home
and send out their vessels officered and
manned by Nova Scotia fishermen.

DOMINION FINANCES.

When the Finance Dlinieter makes his
budgnt speech, it is to be hoped that he will
give the conutry gomething like an exact view
of the publis debt. A% the close of 1586 the
net dedt stood at $223,159,107, Laset year,
howover, it jumped to 227,313,011. At the
end of the flacal year of 1885 the debt stcod
at $196,407,692, and in 1831 ot §182,161,550,
03 against $158,466.715 ia 1883. How the
net dobt is creeping up moy beast bo judged
from the fact Lhot since 1879 it has

rigen  from §140,362,069 to  $227,316,-
911. At the time of Confederation
our net debt was but  $75,728,641.

To-Zay it Is more than hires times larger than
in 1867, having increased $151,585,270, or, on
an average, 37,579,268 a year. Now of all
this inoroass, auccgasive Tery Governments
have acded every cent but $26,981,810, the
increase which took placo from 1875 to 1879,
the psriod of the Maockenzie regime. Inother
words, Toryism has added no less than
$124,603,460 to the nst debt of the Dominion
during the few years of its reign,

By o vicions syztem of baokkeeping, adopt-
ed with the evident parpose of misleading the
public, it is impossible to obtain an accurate
estimute of the financialstate of the Dominion,
Items which rightly ought to be charged to
yearly expenditure accounts have been charg-
ed to capital, and by this means the Govern-
ment clajimed a surplos ot $96,332 last year
when there was really 8 large deficit. The
expenditare iz given as $35,658,161, and tho
total revenusas $35,754,993. The receipts
from texes, customs aud excise last year were
$28,687,001, compared with $25,226,456 the
year before, making an increrne of §3,460,543.
The customs receipts increased from $19,373,-
551 to §22,578,800, and the sxcise frum $3,-
852,954 to $6,308,204:

What the coming budget will show fs e
matter of specnlation, but Sir Charlss Tup-
per's faculty of putting-a good face on the
worst cess when it enite his purpose is well
known. There are indications however,
which admonish us that the ers of extrava-
ganco is drawing to a close, not through any
willingness on the part of ministers to re.

THE SCOTT ACT REPEALS.

Prohibition encountered a tremendous ro-
vers2 yesterday, the Scott Act having been
repealed by popular vote in nine Oatario
counties. The significance of the anti-Pro-
bibition victories is cmphasized by large
msjorities in every county, showing that after
a falv trial the psople have becoms oonvinced
that the Act fs defective in itself or its
operation is more ipjurious thup the old
licenzing aystem. Uae great cause of the un-
popalarity of the Act was the olosing of the
public houees whers farmers and travellerg
wera wont to pul up for rest and refresh-
ment.  When people have, to traveree
country roads, and find no place where they
oan get & moal of victuals or hay snd water
for thelr horses, the dieadvantages of closing
the taverns bocome paiofally obvious. Thia
sotod very like a boycott, for traveliers
avoided counties where thers was no accom..
modation. At the aame time, shebeens
were established in the swsmps and woode,
where the ovils of whiskey drinking were in-
tensifiod. Alao it was found that those who
would bave their liguor in spite of prohibi-

tioo, broognt it from the towng
in kege ond Jdemijohns, and kept it
in barns aod out-houser, whore they

awigged vastly more than when they went
oocasionully to the taverne. In another res-
pect it waa diacoverod that the druggists drove
& roorisg trade on prescriptions including
vint gallics, ove of these tradeamen, whose
brother was & country practitioner, having
made a fortune in o villsge during the reign
of Prohibition,

The result of the voting is ampla justifica-
tion of the ground taken by Tug Posr about
& year ago when, after reviewing the history
of legisiation regarding the regulation of the
liguor trade, we pointed out the futility of
wholesale repression by laws which circum-
goribe individual liberty. The views we
then expressed, though shey did not find
favor in certain quartere, are now fully con-
firmed.

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A NAVAL RESERVE. ‘
SUGGEATIONS FROM SECRETARY WIHITNEY AS A
PREPARATION FOR EMERGENCIES.

WasHiNcgToN, April 23.—Sccratary Whit-
ney bas written a letter to the Houee Com.
mittce on Naval Affaire, in which ho declares
himself earuestly in favor uf the cstablishmert
of & naval rezerve., No nation maiatains a
standing ariny and navy adequats to its de-
fence or to the maintenance of ita righta in
war. All of them rely upon reserves and
apon the proparation previously made for ex-
panding qaickly from a peacs to a war basis.
The maintenance of a naval reeerve is a
measgure of economy. Uander euch a aystem
% body of mon eupporting themselves by
ordinsry civil pursulle is enroiled and main-
tained by the Government sufficiently for its
parpose ia the event of war, and at com-
paratively emall expensr, Eongland maintalns
an suxiliary naval force twice as large es the
gntire Amcrican navy, The suggestion that a
aaval raserve should te established has awak-
ened the greatest inicrostin all parts of the
country, and slready more thon one State
bas indicated & determination to co-operato
with the Government in tho effort to secure a
naval rensrve. The nsceseity for a naval re-
serve hus become more imperative with the
changes which have come wbout in the art of
war, In former timee, when the implaments
of war wore simple in consirnction, and
a ship woa bhandled wholly or mainly by
sail, the seafuring oiass were availabla for
immediato iocorporation into the na-
val force, Now seamanchip plays ac
unimportant part; the ship is bondled be-
low deck, and no man is it to be engrafted
into the naval force who Eas not been pre-
viously trained to a knowledge of the modern
implemenfs of war and naval tactice. It
may, therefore, be sald that there is no
longer any npaval reserve in the merchant
marine. Moroe than this, preparation which
has not been previousiy made ocannot bo
extemporized. The speed and power of
modern navies are such that a fortnight
is sufficiont for » Maropean power to concen-
teato an abaolutely overpowering force, where
months were formerly required, snd hence
the only time for preparation is now, in atime
of peace.”

“‘Ja the judgment of the department it is
both necessary and economical that tae Go-
vernmeet ghould have in roserve a fleet of
auxiliary merchant ehips, previously prepared
with the uecossary fittings for instant onver-
sion into cruisers, which would thersfore be
svailablo upon & moment’s notice for use by
the Government in time of war.”

IRISH NOTES.

ing to the proposition, Mr, Gresnway requested
ir. Watson, M.P., loascertein personally from
Sir Jobn if be were prepared to request such a
conference in view of the fact that Sir Jobn
knew Manitoba was pledged to pursue a certain
policy. Sir Jobn still signified his desire for
the conference and conseguenﬁly the Provincial
Legislature waa adjourned to permit of the con-
ference, and the Premier and Attorney-General
visited Oltawa where Sir John was noti-
fied of their arrival, and they were invited to
confer with the members of the Executive
Couungil of tha Dominion, At the au};;,estmn of
Sir Jobn the Legislature wns still further ad-
journed in order to allow full time for delibera-
tions, and Greenway, on no further meeting
being keld, informed the Dominion Government
that 1u was absolutely necessary to laave to meeb
the Legisature not later than the 16th of
March, and requested no- longer delsy should
ozcur, but a meeting should be appointed
ay once. - The same memorandum showed the
grevious disappnintment to Manltoba which
would result, and how the existing dissatisfac-
tion would inorease should no decision be reach-
ed, and slluded to the immense importance of
an eaxly solution of the queation, pending which
unmigration was vostponed, trade paralyzed,
new enterprises pravented, and capital deterred
from investment, On March 16 Greenway wrote
s supp.ementary memorandum, complain-
ing that no Fropoaitfon had been made to him
despite the fact that the president and other
officials of the O, P. R. bad arrived at Otbtawa,
and the only reply received was “ It would be
considered.” On March 19 Greenway submitted
» final memorandum, pointing out that he
had awaited the pleasure of the Govern:
ment of Canada since the 9th, but failed
to receive any official recognition of his
presence, that his and his colleagues pre-
sence at Ottawa was only due to their
great desire to meet the Government in a con-
ciltabory spirit, and must not be construed as an
indication of yielding to the Domini b the in-
alienable rights possessed by the province, and
the fear was expressed lest he (Greenway) miché
bs misunderstood se supplicating for favors
iastead of being the vehicle by which is
conveyed to Government the determined
intention of the Manitoba Guvernment
and peopls to oppose amy further io-
fringement of their guarauteed comstitufional
rights, and 1t was shown o be incompatible
with the position of Mr, Greenwsy and col-
leagues and the dignity of their Province to fur-
ther delay their departure from Ottawa,
especially as they had not been reccemized.
They abstained from further reference to
the question a% issue, the matter baviog
been laid before the Ymperial Privy Coun-
cil, but the delegates desired $o placa on
racord their unewerving loyalty and allegiance
to the Queen and their determiuation to pre
serve the rights and privileges granted them un-
der the British North America Act. It was
submitbed that they had done and would do all
in their power to form a speedy anad satisfactory
settlement of the gquestion, short of sub-
mission to apy further infringement of
the Manitoba constitutional rights, and
any failure in arrangiog for conference waa not
dus to any lack of desire upon their part, as
they were always ready to meet the Govern-
ment. The memorandum concluded by poing-
iog out the disastrons effects to Manitoba, if tha

-poligy of disallowance were persisted ir, es-

pecially regarding transportation facilities, and
if monopoly is to countenance the blessing of o
Targe harvest, results cannot be predicted bub
the Government of Mamtoba desired to he
abeolved from any respousibility.

The delegates then left, and on the 20th
March Sir Jobn wired Greenway at Toronto,
regretting his hasty departure, as matters ware
making a8 rapid progress as possihle, and ex-
pressing the hope that he would returu, Green-
way teplied that he would arrange to wait swo
or three daysif they could gat a definite answer
on disallowsnce, Sir John wired, ‘ Complete
setblement _of the /great queztion. Will take
time, but I believe & principle of adjustment
can be agreed on in a few daya.”

The delegates then returned, and Sir John n-
vited them to & meetiog on the 23rd March, and
also gave Greenway the following letter :—

‘ As yon are obliged to leave Ottaws soon, 1
take this cpportunily of eaying to you there is
good prospect of legislation by the Federal Par-

liament auring this session, which will almost, .

if not [entirely, remove the ressons for the
exercite of the powsr of Gisallowance of your
Provincial legislation with regard to rail-
ways. Meanwhile, I woull remind you
that the policy which has been pursued in the
past hos, as stated by Sir Charles Tupper and
the Minister of the_ Interior, been aganmed to
be a temporary one, justified in the first place
by the necessity of securing the construction of
an all rail route through the territory, and in
the second place of protecting the Canadian
Pacific Railway for a reasonable period and
until the rescurces of Manitoba snd the
Territories had been sufficiently developed. The
great snd unexpected barvest of last season,
sad the increased area propased to be sown this
year, prove that additionsl facilities for trans-
port eastward of the sgricultural products of
the North-West will be required ; and while
I have reason to helieve that the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway Compzny will make
large expenditures to eaable it to handle
this increased traffic, the adminmstration will
not advise disallowance of & bill similar in prin-
ciple to the act for the construction of the Red
River Valley Railway. Should the G. T. R.
brarech of shis railway to Emerson be bought or
leased by Manitoba no legielation will, I sup-
poss, be required.” R

Greenway replied that this letter was satis-
factory, but expressed the hope that there would
be an abrogation of the monopoly throughout
the Province and Territories.

Nearly all the afternoon was taken up with
the discussion of the manhood suffrage bill and
adjournment made till Monday night.

Greenway gave notice of a memorial to the
Dominion Government for the constwruction of
the C.P.R. south-western branch fifty miles
thir summer.

In New York on Tueedav lastthe
price of No: 2 red winter wheat moved up
rapidly to 969c cash on a strong market, and
everywhere on this continent the markets
were in o state of greab ogitation,
with the general _impression that top
had not been reached. Ibis atated that 100,000,
000 bushels have been sold ehort in Chicago for
May, which is about 25 bushela for every ore
bushel in sture there, and 68,000,000 bushels
moore than the visible suppl{ on this continent.
The whole world is eaid to_have made Obicago
ita dumping -ground in selline whest against
shipments to arrive. For instance, English and
continental buyers who bought wheab in the
Argentine Republic, Australia, Indis and
Qalitornia bhave been selling against it
Chicsgo in order to protect themeelvas againut
& decline in value which they feared would take
place whilat the grain was on paseage. But the
gelling has not; a1l been done by parties_abroad
by avy means, as many ‘operatora on this con-
tinent, believing wheat wonld sell down to 70c
and from that to (0o per bushel in Chicago, sold
short very frealy for May and June, and the
consequence is that an immense short interest
has been caught napping. The advance has
already proved o grest benefit_to holders of
Manitoba wheat, sud they -will realize the

FEEDING AND WATERIKG IIORSE.,

The feeding of a horze should be varied ac-
cording to the purposa for which the animal
is employed, and the size, age, etc. In mavy
stables the horges nro fed the enme quantity.
withont rega,d to constitution or need. Ex-
perisnce and good judgement will soon ensble
one to decide the qrantity needed by each
horae to keep it in good condition. If driving
on the road is the principal work of a horse,
more graio should be fed, in proportion to the
hay, than it used for farming or slow work.
For alarge rond horse, feur to six quarte of
oate, and eighteen pounds of bright hay, daily,
ars geaerally suffizisah, A horee tha? is kept
for genersl purpesey, or family driving, may
be fed oate in the morning and unous hay.
At nooo, cut hay, mixed with fecd made of
oats and corn ground together, fn the pro-
portion of twe of outs and one of corn, if at
work ; hat when not at werk, the noon rasien
may consist of ancuthay. Tha evening ratlen
may be of cut hay, and feed with a little unond
hay afterwards. Timothy cut jast before
blassoming, it well gured and kept sterad in
a dry place, makes the best hay for horses,
YWhen not at work very little cornmeal or esher
heavy feed should be given, bat cat barn, and
uncut hay, A few carrots with the evening
meal cceazionally will be very beneficial.
Riack salt should be keps whare the horse has
conatant access to it. If turned out to grass
salt ofter. The water given a horee shonid be
pure. Do rot bavo tae well In the barn yzrd,
for tho wash will voak luto it and pollate the
water. If a ronnlng breok of clean water be
convenient, Jead the horse %o drink from 1.
A good clatern can be made of a larzs hoge-
heoad surk bal! way lato the ground, and she
water from the barn roofs led Into it will be
preferable for the horse than very celd well
water, A horse ueeds at least two palls of
water a day, and if given half a paflfal befers
mesle, or four timen s day it wiil be aufficiant,
nnless when hard at work in sultry weather,
Do not give warm watsr at any time of the
year, bat thie chill may be taken off in winter,
go that it will not be icy. Do not water or
feed directly after coming in very warm, and
do not work hard immediately after eatlng
heartily. | ‘

THE PLANTING AND CULTIVATING
. OF CORN.

The tims for corn plauting varies with the
latitude and also depende much upon the
weathor. Aa soon as the daya are miid and
the ground warm is a safs rule, wherever that
may be, in all lacalitisa. Thres conditions sre
essentisl o the preduction of a payicg crop of
corn, namely good sead, o rich friable soll and
thorough tillage, Progressive farmers have
demonstrated the economy of a thorough pre-
paration of the soil for the seed ; indeod nota
few of our mout succesefnl growers advocate
aad practice, as bets tho ensiest, the cultivat
ion previoua to planting ; that is to say, they
do not use a plow after planting, but let all
the deep oculture of the soil precede it.

Where manure ia requirea the belter woy is
to apread it broadoust and plow it in, if aoarae,
or harrosw it in, if well pulverized and decom.
posad. When mauurs io thoronghly Incorpor-
ated in the ecil, the roots of tho plants are
certain to take it up, and the development of
ear and grain will correapond with that of
otalk and leaves, which is not the case when &
limited nmonwot of fergilizer is placed in hill er
drill only. To gain tho beet reeults from the
employmunt of stimulating elemonts in-hill or
drill, available plant food must be near at
hand and in suffivient quantity to carry the
plant, once started, on to the perfeation of its
growth. 'An early start is a great point
galned, and the employment of fertilizers in
the drill is of decided advantage, provided, as
hae been already told, the aoil ontside containa
sufficent tood to keep up the growth of the
plant. Poultry manare and Peraviau guano
have each rendered valuable service when ap-
plied in tha drill,

Large aroas are nowadays usoally planted
in drille, and corn planters and cultivators are
quite generally adopted and it is commonly
conceded that the drill system induces the
arentest yield, other conditions being egual,
Fiat culture is now the general rule for the
corn crop; it having long ago been proven
that hilling {8 not required for the unpsqrt of
the plant, as was formerly euppozed, and there
is alsc & maving of labor in the flat -onltwre
system. ; A plan of drill oultare, favored by
