Mr. Speaker reported, That when the bouse did attend bis Excellency the
Governor General this day in the Senate Chamber, bis Excellency was pleased
to make a speech to botb Houses of Parliament, and to prevent mistakes, he
bad obtained a copy which he read to the bouse as follows:

Honourable Members of the Senate:
Members of the House of Gommons:
In addressing you for the first time, 1 desire to express my gratification at

baving been selected by His Mai esty as bis representative in the Dominion of
Canada, and to acknowledge with profound tbanks the reception whiclhbas
been accorded to me by the people of this country. I accept it as a proof of
theilr loyalty and devotion to the Crown. I shail count it a happiness as well
as a duty to associate myseif with you in your labours for the welfare of
Canada.

You enter upon your duties at a time of continuing and universal economic
disturbance and distress. World conditions are beyond tbe control of the Cana-
dian people. But I rejoice that tbeir resolute adberence to policies designed
for the welfare of the nation bas minimized the adverse influence of external
economic, forces. This period of trial bas sbown the Canadian situation to
be fundamentally sound. The over-subscription of the National Service Loan
manifests both the unity and patriotism of the people, and their supreme con-
fidence in the financial strength of the Dominion. Canada stili maintains its
bigh place in world commerce. Within the last few montbs, a favourable
balance of trade bas been established. Tbe provisions made at the last session
of Parliament for unemployment and farm relief are proving effective.

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You are successfully meeting diflicuit domestic problems. Conditions are
gradually improving. But prosperity in full measure must await the satis-
factory adjustment of accounts between debtor and creditor nations of the
world and the restoration of international monetary standards, f rom whieh the
acute financial difficulties have compelled a temporary departure.

Since the last Session of Parliament my Ministers have commenced nego-
tiations with the Governinent of the United States of America for the coin-
pletion of the St. Lawrence Waterway.

A Commission ha& been appointed to inquire into the whole probleni of
transportation in Canada. My- Ministers expeet that the report of the Com-
mission will be ready for submission to Parliament during the present Session.

My Ministers have under consideration a Commercial Treaty wi;th the
Dominion of New Zealand.

A Canadian Delegation is participating in the Disarmament Conference,
which was opened at Geneva on the 2nd of February. 1 soin with you in the
prayer that the representatives of the Nations there assembled may reach an
understanding which will put beyond peril the cause of enduring world peace.

On the invitation of my Government, an Economic Conference of inem-
bers of the British Commonwealth of Nations will meet in Ottawa on July lSth
next.

The Geneva Narcotics Convention of 1931, The Red Cross, Prisoners of
War and other Conventions, will be submitted for your approval.

Among the other measures to which your attention will be invited will
be a Bill relating to insurance and Bis relating to patents and trade marks.

You ýwilI also be asked to consider Bis to amend the Canada Shipping
Act and the Fisheries Act.

Mem ber3 of the House of Comrnomt:
The Public Accounts for the last fiscal year and the Estimates for the

coming year will be submitted at an early date. The Estimates, will conforni
to my Ministers' determination to maintain a poiicy of rigid economy, con-
sistent with the discharge of those statutory and contractual obligations, which
is essential to the preservaàtion of the integrity and credit of the Dominion.

REPORT 0F THE LIBRARIANS FOR 1931

To the Honourable the Speaker of the House of Commons:

The Joint Librarians of Parliament have the bonour to submit their Report
for the year 1931.

The Supplementary Catalogue of books donated to, and purcbased by the
Library is in the hands of the printers and will be shortly issued.

Reference was made in last year's Report to, tbe monumental work on the
North American Indian by Edward S. Curtis. The undertaking was launched
in 1907, the Library of Parliament being an early subscriber. Work was mucb
delayed during the Great War, but the Librarians have tbe satisfaction of
reporting tbat the last numbers of the complete set of twenty, quarto volumes
of text and twenty large volumes of photographie illustrations, have now been
received.

Amongst donations whicb have been made to the Library during the past
year may be mentioncd one of special interest, viz., a set of the original manu-
scripts in the bandwriting of tbe late Archibald Lampman. These manuscript
poems were placed in tbe Library of Parliament by Mr. Lampman's Literary
Executor, Dr. Duncan Campbell Scott, witb the concurrence of Mrs. N. C.
Maclnnes, daugbter of the late Mr. Lampman.

As in former years, so in 1931, the Carnegie Endowment for International
Peace bas donated many valuable works to, the Library. New editions of
various important books concerned with Parliamentary Procedure, Econiomics,
and Law, bave been received, and those sections kept Up to date.

Acting on the suggestion of the Joint Committee of the Lihrary of Par-
liament, the Librarians discussed witb the National Researcb Couneil the
question of placing in tbe new library of the Council a large number of certain
highly tecbnical works which were practically neyer consulted in tbe Library
of Parliament. As a result some eleven bundred volumes were transferred to,
the National Research Council last year.

A.D. 1932
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<The congested state of the Library bas been referred to many times during
the past few years. The Librarians, at the suggestion of the Joint Oornmittee,
have been taking the matter up with the Public Works Department. Tem-
porary relief of a substantial character bas been afforded by the allocation to
the Library by the Minister of Public Works, of a large room in the West
Block formerly occupied by the Department of Agriculture. By the courtesy
of the Department of Public Works this room bas been fitted with shelving,
and already some 22,000 volumes have been transferred there and shelved.
Tbey consist chiefly of reserve sets of Sessional Papers and Hansards, and it is
expected that during the present year some 16,000 additional volumes con be
placed there. While this does not settie the question of adequate provision for
the expansion of the Library in the future, it does afford some relief and will
make for more convenient arrangement and disposai of the books now in the
Library.

"At Calgary, Alta.-' I propose that Parliament shall formulate a definite
plan for permanent relief, and that Parliament shall deal with this national prob-
lem and provide amelioration for the conditions in order that next winter the
Canadian people may not be facing the crisis that is upon us without having a
remedy at hand. I am convinced this unemployment lias now ceased to be local
and provincial and has become national in its importance.'

"At Edmonton, Alta.-' I spoke of unemployment last night at Calgary,'
the Conservative Chieftain declared. ' We must face it absolutely at once. . . .
I accept the challenge and I say again that I will call Parliament together, at
the earliest possible moment to provide at once the remedy-employment for all
who can and will work.'

"At Moncton, N.B.-' The Conservative party is going to find work for all
who are willing to work, or perish in the attempt. It is going to call Parliament
at the earliest possible date, after July 28 and take such steps as will end this
tragic condition of unemployment and bring prosperity to the country as a whole.'

"At Moncton, N.B.-'I promise to end unemployment.'
"At Sarnia, Ont.-'Someone is responsible for unemployment; not in-

dividuals, but governments. Governments by their majorities in Parliament are
responsible for enacting all legislation.
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"At Quebec, Quebec.--' There was no necessity for a conference on unem-
ployment,' lie continued. 'The solution was too apparent. What you want is
work,' lie exclaimed, 'not conferences, and you are going to get work. IJnless lis
promises to the people of Canada were kept if elected to office,' Mr. Bennett said
'lie wanted Quebec and other members of lis party to vote him out of office;'

"That whereas notwithstanding the Government demanded and reccived from
Parliament unlimited authority to use tlie resources of the Treasury of Canada
Wo sucli an extent as the Government deemed expedient for the purpose of relief
of unemployment, the measures taken by the Government to eliminate unemploy-
ment have proven wholly inadequate and ineffective. That the measures adopted
hy the Government have involved an expenditure of publie moneys out of ali
proportion to the employment provided; That owing to lack of proper super-
vision and organization there lias been partisan administration of t he moncys
provided by Parliament for tlie benefit of those wlio were the xnost in need of
work; That notwithstanding the promise tliat these problemns would be deaît
with on a national basis, the Governinent lias shirked responsibility in that
respect, by making a large part of the assistance provided to relieve uncmploy-
ment, conditional upon contribution liy provinces and municipalities, and lias
thus rendered abortive tlie relief which was solemnly promised to lie granted
on the basis of a National obligation; That tlie giving of tliese solemn assurances,
the using of tliem to secure support at elections and their violation after tlie
attainmcnt of office reveal a flagrant disregard of political lionour and tend to
Iower flie standard of public life; That fthe failure of the Governmcnt ta imple-
ment its pledges and promises lias caused privation, want and suffcring amongst
thousands of Canadian citizens; That in the opinion of this House flic provision
of employment for our people is tlie most pressing problem liefore the present
Goveriiment, and immediate ineasures effectively to relieve tlie serious unem-
ployment situation should lie presenfed to Parliament by flie Government witli-
out further delay."

After hearing the evidence, your Committee is agreed that the charges
and allegations contained in the extracts fron The Globe newspaper, as set out
in the Order of Reference, were, in fact, made upon public occasions in Hamil-
ton, Ont., on January 6, 1932, and in Lindsay, Ont., on January 8, 1932, by
the Honourable George N. Gordon, K.C., as reported in The Globe newspaper
of Toronto, Ont., with the exception that the words " Mrs. Herridge " appear
in The Globe of January 6, whereas the words " Mr. Herridge " were those used.

As fo the statement that a new Private Car was constructed for the use of
the Prime Minister at a cost to the people of Canada of $125,000, your Coin-
mittee feels that this charge is of a relatively minor character, it being a
charge of extravagant expenditure, and not one of misappropriation. It ftnds,
however, that the statements made in this respect gave an entirely erroneous
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impression of the transaction, and were not warranted by the facts as brouglit
out in evidence. Your Committee points out that there lias been no increase
in the number of Government Private Cars since the present Government
assumed office.

As to tlie charges and allegations so made, otlier than that above deait
with, your Committee is of opinion that tliey were of a most serjous nature,
calculated to do injury to the reputation of the Riglit Honourable R. B. Bennett,
Prime Mînister of Canada, a Member of the flouse of Commons; and your
Committee finds that the charges and allegations so made were untrue.

Your Committee finds further that these charges and allegations were made
with the intention of injuring the Riglit Honourable R. B. Bennett, Prime
Minister of Canada, a Member of the buse cf Coxnmons, in his office as Prime
Mînister, and were made recklessly and without any adequate attempt to
ascertain, before making them, whether they were true or untrue.

in the opinion of your Committee, the conduct of Mr. Gordon in making
the statements lie did w as repreliensible and deserving of the censure of tlie
flouse of Commons, the more so as Mr. Gordon is a Member of the King's
Privy Council for the Dominion of Canada.

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The evidence submitted established the following facts regarding the
industry:-

1. That the production of sugar beets has been carried on very profitably
in certain districts of Ontario and Alberta; that the area under cultivation has
increased from 25,000 acres in 1921 with a yield of 200,000 tons to 42,000 acres
in 1931, with a yield of approximately 435,000 tons, and that the production
of refined beet sugar has increased from 53,000,000 pounds in 1921 to approxi-
mately 100,000,000 pounds in 1931.

The amount paid to the farmers for beets in 1931 was about two and one-
half million of dollars; during the period of normal commodity prices for farm
products, an average price of $7.48 per ton was paid to the farmers for sugar
beets, but owing to the present low price of raw cane and refined sugar, the
factories claim that they are unable to guarantee more than $5 per ton for the
1932 crop.

2. That large additional areas, suitable for the growth of sugar beets, are
available in Canada.

3. That there are five firms engaged in the refining of sugar in Canada:
The Canada & Dominion Sugar Company Limited, producing cane sugar at
their Montreal factory, and beet sugar at Chatham and Wallaceburg, Ontario;
the B.C. Sugar Refinery, producing cane sugar at Vancouver, B.C., and beet
sugar at Raymond, Alberta; The Acadia Sugar Refinery Company, Limited,
Dartmouth, N.S.; The Atlantic Sugar Refinery, Limited, St. John, N.B.; St.
Lawrence Sugar Refinery, Limited, Montreal, P.Q. The last three have engaged
exclusively in the manufacture of cane sugar.

4. That during the past ten years the annual average production of refined
sugar in Canada was 963 millions of pounds; the percentage of beet sugar
production has varied from 6-2 per cent in 1926 to approximately 10 per cent
in 1930 and 1931.

5. That the sugar beet factories at Chatham, Wallaceburg and Raymond,
are now operating at full capacity, and that no further development of the
beet sugar industry in Canada is possible until manufacturing capacity is
increased.

6. That world stocks of sugar on hand are very large and that an estimated
surplus of some four millions of tons will be carried over to next year.

7. That there is sufficient capacity in the cane sugar refineries of Canada
to refine two and one-half times the amount of sugar necessary to meet the
demands of the Canadian consumers.

8. That the consumption of sugar in the area from Winnipeg to British
Columbia is approximately 225,000,000 pounds supplied from Eastern Canada
as far Westward as the Brandon district, and from Vancouver, Eastward to the
Brandon district, except for the thirty million pounds of beets sugar manu-
factured at Raymond, Alberta.

9. That freight rates on sugar from Raymond, Alberta, to prairie points
are from one-half to three quarters of a cent per pound less than rates to
similar points from Vancouver or Montreal.

10. That the granting of bonuses or subsidies at present to encourage the
production of sugar from beets, was not favoured by the representatives of the
growers or of the refiners.

Your Committee therefore recommends that in view of the existing tariff
on sugar and in consideration of the substantial payments being made to agri-
culture and labour by the beet sugar factories at present in operation, the cane
sugar refineries should undertake to provide for a gradual increase in factory
facilities for the refining of beet sugar in Canada, and that, with the additional
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advantages in freight rates to points in the middle West, heretofore described,
factory facilities should now be steadily increased in Western areas where beets
are grown, and thereby make it possible to produce from beets a more sub-
stantial percentage of the sugar consumption of Canada.

Your Committee further recommends, that if no successful attempt be made
in the immediate future by the refineries to increase the facilities for the manu-
facture of beet sugar, the government should take into consideration steps to
accomplish that end.

A Message was received from the Right Honourable Mr. Justice Anglin,
acting as Deputy of His Excellency the Governor General, desiring the im-
mediate attendance of the House in the Senate Chamber.

Accordingly Mr. Speaker with the House went to the Senate Chamber;
and being returned;

Mr. Speaker reported that His Honour the Deputy Governor General had
been pleased to give, in His Majesty's name, the Royal Assent to the following
Bills:

An Act respecting the Boundary between the Provinces of Alberta and
British Columbia.

An Act to authorize an agreement between His Majesty the King and the
Corporation of the City of Ottawa.

An Act to amend the Criminal Code (Summary trials).
An Act to amend the Criminal Code (Conveyance of prohibited articles).
An Act relating to the submission to Parliament of certain Regulations and

Orders in Council.
An Act to amend the Admiralty Act.
An Act to amend the Marriage and Divorce Act.
An Act respecting the Canadian National Railways and to authorize addi-

tional provision of moneys to meet expenditures made and indebtedness incurred
during the calendar year 1931.

An Act to amend the Criminal Code (Cheques without Funds and Grand
Juries).

An Act respecting Unemployment and Farm Relief.

To these Bills the Royal Assent was pronounced by the Clerk of the Senate
in the following words:-

" In His Majesty's name, the Right Honourable the Deputy Governor
General doth assent to these Bills."

The Honourable the Speaker of the Commons then addressed the Right
Honourable the Deputy Governor General. as follows:

"MAY IT PLEASE YouR HoNouR:
" The Commons of Canada have voted supplies required to enable the

Government to defray certain expenses of the Public Service.
" In the name of the Commons, I present to Your Honour the following

Bill:-
"An Act for granting to His Majesty certain sums of money for the public

service of the financial year ending the 31st March, 1932."
" To which Bill I humbly request Your Honour's assent."

To this Bill the Clerk of the Senate, by command of the Deputy of His
Excellency the Governor General, did thereupon say-

" In His Majesty's name, the Right -Honourable the Deputy Governor
General thanks His Loyal Subjects, accepts their benevolence, and assents to
this Bill."
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The House then resumed the Debate on the proposed motion of Mr. Guthrie,
for Mr. Rhodes: That Mr. Speaker do now leave the Chair for the House to
resolve itself again into Committee of Supply, and the proposed motion of Mr.
Heenan in amendment thereto: That all the words after the word " That " be
struck out and the following substituted therefor:-

" whereas the present Prime Minister of Canada in appealing for support in
the election of 1930 made the following definite promises to the electors, in
regard to unemployment:-

"At Victoria, B.C.-' You have my promise that if the Conservative party
is returned to power that as soon after July 28 as possible Parliament will be
called together to deal with the problem of unemployment by providing, not
doles, but work. Is there any excuse for Canada to have hard times if the
Government is discharging its duties as it should.'

"At Calgary, Alta.-'I propose that Parliament shall formulate a definite
plan for permanent relief, and that Parliament shall deal with this national prob-
lem and provide amelioration for the conditions in order that next winter the
Canadian people may not be facing the crisis that is upon us without having a
remedy at hand. I am convinced this unemployment has now ceased to be local
and provincial and has become national in its importance.'

"At Edmonton, Alta.-'I spoke of unemployment last night at Calgary,'
the Conservative Chieftain declared. 'We must face it absolutely at once. . . .
I accept the challenge and I say again that I will call Parliament together, at
the earliest possible moment to provide at once the remedy-employment for all
who can and will work.'

"At Moncton, N.B.-' The Conservative party is going to find work for all
who are willing to work, or perish in the attempt. It is going to call Parliament
at the earliest possible date, after July 28 and take such steps as will end this
tragic condition of unemployment and bring prosperity to the country as a whole.'

"At Moncton, N.B.-' I promise to end unemployment.'
"At Sarnia, Ont.-'Someone is responsible for unemployment; not in-

dividuals, but governments. Governments by their majorities in Parliament are
responsible for enacting all legislation.'

"At Quebec, Quebec.-' There was no necessity for a conference on unem-
ployment,' he continued. 'The solution was too apparent. What you want is
work,' he exclaimed, 'not conferences, and you are going to get work. Unless his
promises to the people of Canada were kept if elected to office,' Mr. Bennett said
'he wanted Quebec and other members of his party to vote him out of office;' "

"That whereas notwithstanding the Government demanded and received from
Parliament unlimited authority to use the resources of the Treasury of Canada
to such an extent as the Government deemed expedient for the purpose of relief
of unemployment, the measures taken by the Government to eliminate unemploy-
ment have proven wholly inadequate and ineffective. That the measures adopted
by the Government have involved an expenditure of public moneys out of all
proportion to the employment provided; That owing to lack of proper super-
vision and organization there has been partisan administration of the moneys
provided by Parliament for the benefit of those who were the most in need of
work; That notwithstanding the promise that these problems would be dealt
with on a national basis, the Government has shirked responsibility in that
respect, by making a large part of the assistance provided to relieve unemploy-
ment, conditional upon contribution by provinces and municipalities, and has
thus rendered abortive the relief which was solemnly promised to be granted
on the basis of a National obligation; That the giving of these solemn assurances,
the using of them to secure support at elections and their violation after the
attainment of office reveal a flagrant disregard of political honour and tend to
lower the standard of public life; That the f ailure of the Government to imple-
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ment its pledges and promises has caused privation, want and suffering amongst
thousands of Canadian citizens; That in the opinion of this Huse the pro vision
of employment for our people is the most pressing problem before the present
Government, and immediate measures effectively to relieve the serious unem-
ployment situation should be presented to Parliament by the Government with-
out further delay."

After further Debate on the said proposed amendment; it was negatived,

This indenture made in duplicate this 19th day of November, 1930, between
Montreal Light, Heat & Power Consolidated hereinafter called "the Montreal
Light, Heat & Power," a Quebec corporation, of the First Part, and Beauharnois
Light, Heat & Power Company, hereinfter called "the Company," a Quebec
corporation, of the Second Part.

Whereas the Montreal Light, Heat & Power is duly incorporated by Statutes
of the Legislature of the Province of Quebec for the purpose of the sale and
distribution of electrical power and energy and desires to purchase electrical
power and energy from the Company;
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And whereas the Company is duly incorporated by Statutes of the Legis-
lature of the Province of Quebec, for the purpose of the production and sale of
electrical power and enerey and is prepared to seil and deliver electrical power
and energy to the Montreal Light, Heat & Power;

Now therefore this indenture witnesseth, that for the consideration herein
contained, the parties hereby covenant, promise and agree as follows:-

The Company agrees:
1. (a) To keep available for delivery to the Montreal Liglit, ileat & Power

and deliver to the Montreal Liglit, Heat & Power, when and as required by the
Montreal Lighit, Heat & Power commencing on the First day of October, 1932,
and thereafter so long as thîs Agreement shaîl continue in force, Twenty-five
Thousand Horscpower (25,000 H.P.) of electrical power and energy on the
conditions herein contained. Tgenty-five Thousand Horsepower (25,000 H.P.)
shall be the contract demand until sucli contract demand is increased, as provided
in subclause (b) ncxt following:

1. (b) To keep available for delivery to the Montreal Light, Heat & Power
and deliver to the Montreal Light, Heat & Power, when and as required by the
Montreal Light, Heat & Power, commencing on the first day of October, 1933,
and thcreafter so long as this Agreement shail continue in force, an additional
Twenty-five Thousand Horsepower (25,000 H.P.) of electrical power and energy
on the conditions herein contained, making a total contract demand of Fifty
Thousand llorsepower (50,000 H.P.) until such contract demand is increased,
as provided in subclause (c) next following;

1. (c) To keep available for delivery to the Montreal Light, Heat & Power
and deliver to the Montreal Light, Heat & Power, when and as required by the
Montreal Light, Heat & Power commencing the first day of October, 1934, and
thereafter sa long as this Agreement shaîl continue in force, an additional
Twenty-five Thousand Horsepower (25,000 H.P.) of electrical power and energy
on the conditions herein contained, making a total contract demand of Seventy-
five Thousand Horsepower (75,000 H.P.) until sucli contract demand is
increased, as provided in subelause (d) next following;

1. (d) To keep available for delivery to the Montreal Light, Heat & Power
and deliver to the Montreal Light, Heat & Power, when and as required by the
Montreal Light, Heat & Power, commencing on the first, day of October, 1935,
and thereafter so long as this Agreement shall continue in force, an additional
Twenty-five Thousand Horsepower (25,000 H.P.) of electrical power and energy
on the conditions herein contained, making a total demand of One Hundred
Thousand Horsepower (100,000 H.P.) until sucli contract demand is increascd,
as pruvided in subelause (e.) next following;

1. (e) To keep available for delivery to the Montreal Light, Heat & Power
and deliver to the Montreal Light, Heat & Power when and as required by the
Montreal Light, Heat & Power, commencing on the first day of October, 1936,
and thereafter so long as this Agreement shaîl continue in force, an additional
Twenty-five Thousand Horsepower (25,000 H.P.) of electrical power and energy
on the conditions herein contained, making a total contract demand of One
Hundred and Twenty-five Thousand Horsepower (125,000 H.P.) until such
contract demand is increased as provided in subelause (f) next following;

1. (f) To keep available for delivery to the Montreal Light, & Power and
deliver to the Montreal Light, Heat & Power, when and as requiùred by the
Montreal Liglit, Heat & Power, commencing on the first day of October, 1937,
and thereafter so long as this Agreement shahl continue in force, an additional
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Twenty-five Thousand Horsepower (25,000 H.P.) of electrical power and energy
on the conditions herein contained, making a total contract demand of (hne
Hundred and Fifty Thousand Horsepower (150,000 H.P.) until such contract
demand is increased as provided in subclause (g) next following;

1. (g) To keep available for delivery to the Montreal Light, Heat & Power
and deliver to the Montreal Light, Heat & Power, when and as required by the
Montreal Light, Heat & Power, commencing on the first day of October, 1938,
and thereafter so long as this Agreement shaîl continue in force, an additional
Twenty-five Thousand Horsepower (25,000 H.P.) of electrical power and energy
on the conditions herein contained, making a total contract demand of One
Hundred and Seventy-five Thousand Horsepower (175,000 H.P.) until such
contract demand is increased as provided in subclause (h) next following;

1. (h) To keep available for dielivery to the Montreal Light, Heat & Power
and deliver to the Montreal Light, Heat & Power, when and as required by the
Montreal Light, Heat & Power, commencing on the First day of October, 1939,
and thereafter sa long as this Agreement shaîl continue in force, an additional
Twenty-five Thousand Horsepower (25,000 H.P.) of electrical power and energy
on the conditions herein contained, making a total contract demand of Two
Hundred Thousand Horsepower (20,000 H.P.) which shail constitute the maxi-
mum contraet demand tînder this contract;

1. (i) The Montreal Light, Heat & Power shall have the right to increase
the rate of increase in contract demand beyond the 25,000 HP. per year as speci-
fied herein, provided the Montreal Light, Heat & Power gives reason&ble notice
in writing to the Company. Ieothîng in this clause shahl give the Montreal Light,
Heat & Power the right to increase its maximum contract demand beyond
200,000 H.P.

1. (k) In the event. of the diversion of water by the Company being
measured not by maximum, but by daily average, or otherwise, then to deliver
to the Montreal Light, Heat and Power, whenever required by the Montreal
Light, Heat & Power subjeet to Clause 2 end Clause 5, electrical power to the
extent thýat such average or other method of measurement will permit, but only
pro rata to the total power developed by the Company at Beauharnois Station,
up to a maximum of Fîfteen Per Cent (15%) over the then contract demand.
without increasing the then contract demand or without increasing the obligation
of the Company to instaîl spare equipmcnt spee4fied in Clause 1. (1) or any
obligation of the Montreal Light, Heat & Power to pay under this Agreement;

1. (1) Týo instali at its Beauharnois Power Deveiopment sufficient equip-
ment and spare equipment as to insure fulfilment at ail times of the terms of
this Agreement, and for this purpose the Company shahl provide excess or spare
capacity, so that at ail times the ratio -of total capacity to contratt demand
shahl be not less than One Hundred and Fifteen Fer Cent (115%).

2. (a) The Power and energy delivered hereunder shall be alternating three
phase, having a controlied periodicity of sixty cycles per second and an average
voltage between phase-wires of, as a maximum, 154,000 volts, or at the option
of the Montreal Light, Heat & Power a minimum of 110,000 volts; before April
lst, 1931, the Montreal Light, Heat & Power will furnish the Company specifica-
tion setting forth the exact, maximum voltage which it wiil require. The Ceom-
pany will furnish and instal in its generating station transformers with taps
which will supply 3 voltages 5%, 10%y and 15% respectively below the maximum
voltage as specified by the Montreal Light, Heat & Power or transformers of
sueh other characteristics and type as may from time to time be agreed upon
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between the Chief Engineers of the parties hereto as being best suited for the
service intended and in accordance with good practice in the art as developed
from time to time. The Company w'ill change taps or otherwise operate such
transformers to effeet changes in voltage from time to time when and as directed
by Montreal Light, Heat & Power. The Comnpany will provide automatic gen-
erator voltage regulating equipment. The voltage as directed by the Montreal
Light, Heat & Power will he held constant by the Company except during acci-
dentai transient disturbances, with an allowable variation not exceeding 2%'
above or below the generator voltage corresponding to the voltage directed by
the Montreal Light, Heat & Power.

2. (b) Whenever the Montreal Light, Heat & Power shall require, from. time
to time, the Company shall increase or decrease the voltage and frequency of
its plant or plants, within safe operating limits of the then existing equipment
of such plant or plants to the extent required by the Montreal Liglit, Heat &
iPower, in order to insure operation satisfacetory to the Montreal Light, Heat &
Power in parallel with the other sources of supply. It is understood and agreed
that in the operation of plants in parallel, the control of power factor and delivery
of power in any generating plant, is, to, a large extent, within the contraI of the
operators in that plant, and the Company agrees, seo f ar as it can do so with
its equipment installed, to operate its plant so as to maintain at its point of
measurement to the Montreal Light, Heat & Power, a power f actor, frequency
and voltage, and also the delivery of power, within the limits directed by thc
Montreal Light, Heat & Power, from time to time, provided that by so doing, it
shaîl, if, and to the extent necessary, he relieved from its obligations as to voltage
and frequency regulation specified in Clause 2 (a).*

2. (c) The Montreal Light, Heat & Power shaîl be entitled to the contract
demand up to a maximum weekly load factor of Eighty-five Per Cent (85%)
thereof, and no more, that is to say that during each week after October ist,

1932, se long -as this Agreement shall remain in force, the Montreal Liglit, Heat
& Power shahl be entitled, subject to the provisions of Clause 5, to receive such
electrical energy as it shahl require not in excess of One Hundred and Six andi
Fifty-three Hundredths (106-53) K.W.H. for each horse-power of contract
demand.

On Sundays and Holidays, the Montreal Light, Heat & Porwer, at the request
of the Company, shall take not less than Three (3) kilowatt-hours for each
horse-power of Contract demand. On Saturdays, the Montreal Light, Heat &
Power, at the request of the Company shahl take not lems than Seven (7) kilo-
watt-hours for each horse-power of contract demand.

In the event of any change in the contract demand occurring other than at
the beginning of a week, the Montreal Light, Heat & Power shaîl be entitled to,
receive the same number of kiiowatt-hours for each horse-power of contract
demand each day for the reinainder of the week. as were received for each horse-
power of contract demand during the corresponding days of the last preceding
week.

A week for the purpose of this Agreement shaîl commence at such time-
during the calendar week as the Montreal Light, Heat & Power shall give noticeý
in writing to the Company.

2. (d) When the power factor is less than Eighty-five per cent (85%) for
any 20 consecutive minutes or longer then 85% of the number of kilo-volt-
amperes actualiy taken shail be considered a~s the number cf truc kilowatts for
the purpose of determining the amount of power or energy taken by the
Montreal Light, Heat & Power under this Agreement. Graphie power factor
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instruments wilI be furnished and installed by the Company and duplicates of
the said instruments may be furnished by the Montreal Light, Heat & Power
at its option for the purpose of carrying out the provisions of this clause.

2. (e) In the application of the provisions of this Agreement, the Company
shall be entîtled to the same credit for horse-power and kilowatt-hours held
available for the Montreal Light, Heat & Power, but not taken by the Montreal
Light, Heat & Power, as if the same had been taken by the Montreal Light, Heat
& Power and except as provided in Clause 5, no failure by the Montreal Lîght,Heat & Power to provide the necessary transmission and other facilities toreceive sucli power, and no f ailuire to, use the same shah! relieve the Montreal
Light, Heat & Power from any of its obligations to make the full amount of
payment herein specifled to be made by it. For all purposes of this Agreement,
the Company shaîl be considered to have held available for the Montreal Light,Heat & Power in each week, ahl the horse-power and kilowatt-hours to which
the Montreal Lîglit, Heat & Power was entitled in that week, unless the Comn-
pany fails to have availahie the power which the Montreal Light, Heat & Power
is entitled to and asks for undei' the provisions of this Agreement and the
Montreal Light, Heat & Power complains of such failure at the Lime, and unless
within Fourteen (14) days, or other time agreed upon, after the end of that
week, the Montreal Light, Heat & Power shaîl have given to the Company
written notice of the fact and the approximate amount of the deficiency;

2. (f) If the Montreal Light, Heat & Power shaîl inadvertently take in any
week, more kilowatt-hours than it is entitled to take in such week,
the Montreal Lîght, Heat & Power will, upon request from the Company
adjust the maLter by taking a corresponding reduction in its takings in the next
following three week period thereafter; always provided that the Company so0
f ar as practicable, regulates the rate of delivery of power and the kilowatt-
hours from Lime to time as the Montreal Lighit, Heat & Power may direct, as
provided herein. But if, after receîpt of such request from the Company, the
Montreal Light, Heat & Power shaîl not during such three week period make
good such excess taking and correspondingly reduce its taking during such
three week period, then the Montreal Light, Heat & Power shaîl pay the Com-
pany for any excess energy se taken and not made good as aforesaid, at twice
the contract kilowatt-hour rate, which rate is a penalty rate and is not to be
considered as giving the Montreal Light, Heat & Power the right to take inten-
tionahly excess energy;

2. (g) Because of the fact that the high voltage circuits involved in thisAgreement will be physically connected and operated in parallel with thosefrom other power sources, and because of the magnitude and nature of thesystem involved, it is necessary that the Montreal Lîght, Heat & Power and the
Company co-operate.

The Montreal Light, Heat & Power and the Company wihl co-operate inrespect of nîl matters of common interest, within the scope of this contract,
includmng, without himiting the generality cf the foregoing, design of plant andequipment, and design cf control, protective communication and other features
which necessitate sîmilar or co-ordinated equipment;

The Montreal Liglit, Heat & Power and the Company shail instaîl only first-
class, modemn equipment, cf such characteristics and type as are best suited forthe service intended, and shaîl from time to Lime, make such commercially
reasonable changes in, or additions to said equipment (other than major equip-
ment) as wihl best serve te maintain the system as a whole in accordance with
good practice in the art as developed from time te Lime;
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The Montreal Light, Heat & Power and the Company shall each be entitled

to the final decision in respect of the design of its own plant and property,

other than such features thereof as necessitate similar or co-ordinated equip-

ment at the plant of each party as aforesaid. In the event of the Montreal

Light, Heat & Power or the Company exercising such riglit of final decision

then the Montreal Light, Heat & iPower or the Company, as the case may be,

shahl be responsible for the suitability for the purpose intended of plant or

equîpment construction according to the design selected by it.
The Montreal Liglit, Heat & Power and the Company shaîl exercise ail due

skill and diligence, so as to secure the satisfactory operation as a system of the

plant, apparatus and property of both the Montreal Light, Heat & Power and

the Company including without limiting the generality of the foregoing,

parallel operation, voltage, power factor and any problems which, may arise in

connection -with the use of the high voltage specified and length of lînes Con-

templated.

3. (a) The Montreal Light, Heat & Power agrees to pay to the Company

in monthly payments for aîl power and energy under this Agreement, at the

rate of Fourteen Dollars and sixty-five cents ($14.615) per annum per horse-

power of the contract demand as f ollows:-

Thirty thousand five hundred and twenty dollars and eighty-three

cents ($30,520.83) per month trom lst October, 1932 until lst October,
1933.

Sixty-one thousand and forty-one dollars and sixty-six cents ($61,-

041.66) per month from lst October, 1933 until lst October, 1934.

lNinety-one thousand five hundred and sixty-two dollars and forty-

nine cents ($91,562.49) per month from lst October, 1934 until lst
October, 1935.

One hundred and twenty-two thousand eighty-three dollars and thirty-

two cents ($122,083.32) pcr month from lst October, 1935 until lst

October, 1936.
One hundred and fifty-two thousand six hundred and four dollars and

fifteen cents ($162,604.15) per'month from lst OCktober, 1936 until lst

October, 1937.
One hundred and eighty-three thousand one hundred and twenty-

four dollars and ninety-eight cents ($183,124.98) per month from lst
ýOctober, 1937 until lst October, 1938.

Two hundred and thirteen thousand six hundred and forty-five dol-

lars and eighty-one cents ($213,645.81) per month from lst October, 1938
until lst October, 1939.

Two hundred and forty-four thousand one hundred, and sixty-six dol-

lars and sixty-four cents ($244,166.,64) per month from lst October, 1939

and thereafter so long as this Agreement shaîl continue in force.

The amount of dollars per month is obtained by multiplying the amount of

the thencontract demand as determined in ýClause 1 hereof by fourteen decimal

six five (14-65) and dividing the result by twelve; the said monthly payments

being subjeet always to adjustment, as in this Agreement provided.

3. (b) To make ail the payrnents to be made by it under this Agreement in

lawful money of Canada, by depositing the same to the credit of the Company

at suceh Bank or other place in the City of Mentreal in the Province of Quebec,

as the Company may from time to time designate, and to pay the said monthly

payments to the Company on the twentieth day of each calendar month for the

accrual of the preceding calendar month, the Comnpany to render the bill on or
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before the Tenth day of the month; provided that, if any bill reýmains unpaid
on the Twentieth of the month in which it is rendered, the Montreal Light, H'eat
& Power shaHl thenceforth be in arrears for said payment, and a&l payments in
arrears shall bear interest at the rate of six per cent (6%>c per annurn; -provided
further that if the Montreal Liglit, Heat & Power or the Company be, entitled to,
any adjustmnent in res4pect of any payment, sucb adjustment shail be given effeet
to in the monthly *payment falling due next after the determination thereof, and
no portion of any monthly payment shall be postponed pending determination
of any sucli adjustment. Such adjustment shall include interest at the said rate
of six per cent (6%7) per annumn on the amount allowed from. the twentieth day
of the month in respect to which such adjustment is allowed.

3. (c) At ail1 times to take and use the electrical power in such manner that
the current will be equally taken fýrom the three phases, and in no case shall the
difference in current between any two phases be greater than five per cent (5%7).
If such difference be greater than five per cent (5%) the Montreal Light, Ileat
& Power upon the instructions from the Company sýhal ýso adjust its load as to
comply with these requirements.

3. (d) At all times to take and use the power and energy set out in Clauses
1. (a), 1. (b), 1 (c), 1. (dl),1. (e), 1. (f), 1. (g), 1. (h), and 1. (i) hereof soas
to exceed the weekly takings, as specified in Clause 2. (c) herein.

4. (a) The measurement of electricaýl power and energy under this Agree-
ment shaîl be made by ýmeans of suitable recording demand meters and kilowatt-
hour meters satisfactory to the Montreai Liglit, Heat & Power, provided, installed
and maintained by the Company, and so arranged as to measure and record
ac.curately the said power and.energy respectively. Readings from the said
kilowatt-hour meters shahl be taken daily at the same hour, and reeorded by the
Company on forms supplied by the Montreal Light, Heat & Power. Records
from the said recordîng -demand meters and the said kilowatt-hour meters 'Shaîl
be ýdated and forwarded promptly by the Company to the Montreal Lîght, Heat
& Power such records on file with the Montreal Light, Heat & Power shall be
available to, the Company for inspection at ahl reasonable times.

4. (b) The power ýdelivered and the demand in horse-power or eîther of them
for the purpose of this Agreement shaîl be the highe6t average amount of power
for Twenty (20) -consecutive minutes as determined fromn simultaneous readings
of the above mentioned recording demand meters, .provided that nothing in this
sub-clause shaîl be construed as increasing any obligation of the Company un-der
Clause 1 or the obligation of the Montreal Light, Heat & Power to pay unýder
this Agreement.

4. (c) The weekly taking of energy shaîl be determined from the weekly
readings of the said kilowatt-hour meters.

4. (d) The power and energycovered by this Agreement shaîl be delivered
at approximately One Hundred and Fifty-four Thousand or One Hundred and
Ten Thousand Volts, subjeet to Clause 2 as hereinhefore mentioned, on the high
tension side of the Company's transformers at its power station at Beauharnois,
and the Company shaîl instail the suitable and neeessary step-up transformers
of mutually acceptable charae±eristics. AhI electrical power and energy supplied
under this Agreement shaîl be measured at the step-up transformers of the Com-
pany's Beauharnois Station on the generator voltage sîde thereof, and no adjust-
ment of such measurement shaîl be made for the loss in single step transforma-
tion from generator to, transmission voltage (approximately 154,000 or 110,000
volts); the said transformer loss having alreacly been a'llowed for; provided that
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if for any reason the measuring instruments are connected at other than the said
point their readings shall be subject to a correction and shall be corrected to give
results such as would be obtained by instruments connected at the said point;
but it is agreed that instruments will not be connected at any other point except
by mutual agreement.

The Montreal Light, Heat &, Power will build, pay for and maintain such
transmission line or lines as may be required to transmit the power purchased
under this contract from the power house of the Company at Beauharnois to the
boundary of the property of tfie Company. The Company will grant to the
Montreal Light, Heat & Power free of charge the right to build such transmission
line or lines on locations approved by the Company on or over the property of
the Company and grants to the employees of the Montreal Light, Heat & Power
the right of access to such lines at all times for the construction, repair, replace-
ment and inspection of same. The Company will provide necessary high tension
switching equipment for connecting its transformers with said transmission line
or lines.

4. (e) Access to said measuring instruments and instrument transformers
belonging to the Company shall be free to the Montreal Light, Heat & Power at
any and all times, and the Montreal Light, Heat & Power may test such measur-
ing instruments and instrument transformers at any reasonable time in the pre-
sence of a representative of the Company, by giving to the Company seven (7)
days' previous notice in writing of its desire to make such test.

4. (f) Measuring instruments with, the necessary current and potential
transformers for the measurement of electrical power and energy hereunder shall
be provided, installed and maintained by the Company satisfactory to the
Montreal Light, Heat & Power.

The Company agrees to test each instrument and instrument transformer
installed by it to measure the electrical power and energy or either of them
contracted for hereunder at least once in each sixty (60) days. The Montreal
Light, Heat & Power shall be advised at least five (5) days before the day of
the test so it may, if it so desires, have a representative present to witness and
verify such test. At any time the Montreal Light, Heat & Power notifies the
Company that it believes that such meters or any of them are not within the
closest practicable agreement with perfect accuracy such meter or meters shall
be jointly tested within five (5-) days of the receipt by the Company of the said
notice. If any instrument shall be found on regular or special test to be inac-
curate, it shall be properly adjusted and the record of its readings taken since
the last prior test and all bills affected shall be corrected. The Company shall
repair and replace or retest defective instruments or measuring equipment within
a reasonable time. During any time there is no instrument in service it shall be
assumed that the energy consumed is the same as for the other days of the same
month on which a similar load existed.

4. (g) The Montreal Light, Heat & Power shall have the right to furnish
and install duplicate measuring equipment and the Company shall provide space
for such duplicate measuring equipment including space for current trans-
formers and potential transformers. The Company shall have the same right
of access and right of testing of such duplicate measuring equipment as the
Montreal Light, Heat & Power has in respect of measuring equipment owned by
the Company.

4. (h) The Company shall not be responsible for any damage to property
or apparatus furnished by the Montreal Light, Heat & Power for the purpose
of measuring power or energy hereunder or for any other purpose and installed
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on the Company's property, unless such damage originates from a source within
the control of the Company and external to the said apparatus of the Montreal
Light, Heat & Power and is not due to defects in the apparatus of the Montreal
Light, Heat & Power.

4. (i) The kilowatts, kilovolt amperes, kilowatt hours and all other factors,
quantities or any of them shall be determined directly or indirectly from the
measuring equipment provided for in this Clause 4.

Portable standard instruments for testing such measuring equipment shall
be provided by the Company and duplicate standard instruments may be provided
by the Montreal Light, Heat & Power at its option. For the purpose of checking
the said portable standard instruments the standards of McGill University, or
of the recognized national authority if there be such generally accepted, shall
be used as the final reference as to the accuracy of such portable standard in-
struments.

5. (a) Subject to the direction of the Montreal Light, Heat & Power, as
provided in Clause 2, the maintenance by the Company of approximately the
agreed voltage at the agreed frequency at the point of delivery, together with
the ability of the Company to meet the requirements of the Montreal Light, Heat
& Power under this Agreement, shall constitute the delivery of power and energy
involved in this Agreement.

5. (b) In case the Company shall at any time or times be prevented from
delivering or the Montreal Light, Heat & Power from receiving the said power
and energy, or either of them or any part thereof, by strikes, riots, fire, invasion,
explosion, Act of God, the King's enemies, or any other similar cause or causes
reasonably beyond the control of them or either of them, then to the extent of such
prevention the Company shall not be bound to deliver and the Montreal Light,Heat & Power shall not be bound to pay for such power and energy during such
time.

Each party shall be prompt and diligent in removing the cause of such
interruption (and to this end shall in advance of any such interruption provide
a reasonable reserve of spare parts and apparatus) and as soon as the cause of
such interruption is removed, the Company shall without any delay deliver
said power and energy as aforesaid and the Montreal Light, Heat & Power
shall pay for the same.

5. (c) The Company shall have the right at reasonable times and when
possible, after due notice has been given to the Montreal Light, Heat & Power,
to discontinue or reduce to the extent necessary, the supply of power and
energy to the Montreal Light, Heat & Power for the purpose of safeguarding
life or property or for the purpose of makind repairs, renewals, or replacements
to the generating, transforming or transmitting equipment of the Company,
but all such interruptions, total or partial, shall be of a minimum duration and
when possible arranged for at times least objectionable to the Montreal Light,
Heat & Power.

During such interruptions or reductions the Montreal Light, Heat & Power
shall be released from its obligations to pay for such power and energy or
either of them as the Montreal Light, Heat & Power is entitled to receive and
the Company fails to deliver or to hold available for the Montreal Light, Heat
& Power.

5. (d) In case of the failure of the Company in any week to have available,
as set forth in Clauses 1 and 2, the full amount of electrical power and energy
to which the Montreal Light, Heat & Power is entitled hereunder in such week
there shall be a proportionate reduction in the sums payable by the Montreal
Light, Heat & Power to the Company in respect of such week.
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5. (e) The amount of reduetion in the sums payable by the Montreal
Light, Heat & Power to the Company for any week, or the amount which under
sub-clauses (b), (c) or (d) of this clause 5 the Montreal Light, Heat & Power
is not required to pay to the Company for any week, shall be calculated in
either of the following manners:

On the Basis of Energy.-The amount accrued or due frem the Montreal
Light, Heat & Power to the Company for such week shall be reduced by a sum
having the same ratio to such accrued amount as the number of kilowatt-hours
which the Company f ails to have available as aforesaid bears to one liundred
and six and fifty-three hundredths (106.53) times the then contract demand in
horsepower;

On the Busis of Power.-The amount accrued or due from the Montreal
Light, Heat & Bâwer te the Company for such week shall be reduced by one
cent (1 c.) per horsepower of deficiency for each interruption. Any number
of interruptions occurring within a Thirty (30) minute period shaîl be considered
as one interruption for the purpose of computing this reduction on the basis
of power. Deficiency shall bc the amount of poweni that the Company fails to
have available when required by the Montreal Light, Heat & Power. It is agreed
that the Montreal Light, Heat & Power shail not be entitled te any reduction
on the basis of power in case the f ailure of the Company te deliver power
under sub-clause (b) of this clause 5 is duc te the inability of the Montreal
Light, Heat & Power to receive such power.

It is agreed that the Montreal iîght, Heat & Power shaîl be entitled te
only one reduction in respect of any one interruption, such reduction being
either in respect of energy or in respect of power whichever shaîl be the
greater.

5. (f) If any f ailure of the Company is due te causes within its control,
except as provided in Clause 5 (c), (and without limiting the generahity of
the foregoing words financial difficulties of the Company shall be deemed te be
ineluded therein), the Company in addition to the reduction under Clause 5,
shall pay te the Montreal Light, Ileat & Power as liquidated damages in respect
of every such f ailure eceurring during the first fifteen (15) years after the
commencement date, a sum equal to, Fifty per cent (50%) of the reduction
made in the sums payable by the Montreal Light, Heat & IPower to, the Ceom-
pany, as set eut in Clause 3, and thereafter a sum equal te One Hundred per
cent (100%) thereof, which liquidated damages shahl be in addition te said
reductiens; provided hewever that deficiency in stream flow or any interrup-
tien under Clause 5 (b) or 5 (c) shaîl net be included in the term "causes within
its control" as used in this paragraph.

6. One or more representatives or, engineers of the Montreal Light, Heat &
Power designated for this purpose may at any reasenable time during the
continuance of this Agreement have access te the premises of the Company for
the purpose of inspecting the premises, apparatus, plants, preperty and electrical
and hydrauhic records of the Company pertaining te the power development
at which the power supplied under this Agreement is generated and te take
and obtain records therefrem as required. Representatives of the Company
shaîl have similar rights in respect of the premises, apparatus, plants, property
and electrical and hydraulic records of the Montreal Light, Heat & Power
pertaining te the power supplied under this Agreement.

7. Should any dispute arise as te the interpretatien of the terms and/or
the performance of this contract the dispute shall be referred te a board of
three arbitraters, who shahl act as mediators between the parties andl shall net
be bound by the rules of law and need net be swern. One shall be elected by
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the Company and one by the Montreal Light, Heat & Power, and a third
by the two first chosen, and in the event of their failing to agree then by the
President of the Engineering Institute of Canada.

A written report of the finding shall be furnished by this board within a
period of thirty (30) days from the date of submission; one copy to the Company
and one copy to the Montreal Light, Heat & Power. The award need not be in
notarial form, nor need it be deposited with a notary, provided each copy is
signed by a majority of the arbitrators. The decision of the board shall be a
condition precedent to the right of action at law by the parties. The compensation
and expenses of such arbitration shall be apportioned between the parties or
entirely borne by one of them as said arbitrators shall determine to be just.

8. This Agreement is made subject to the terms of the Company's
Emphyteutic Lease of the 23rd June, 1928, from the Government of the Province
of Quebec, particularly the provisions of Clause 22 thereof relating to the export
of power to the United States, which provisions shall be complied with by the
Montreal Light, Heat & Power and may be enforced by the Company.

9. The rates to be paid and the payment to be made by the Montreal Light,
Heat & Power for power as set forth in Clause 3 shall, subject to the provisions
of this Agreement, include all compensation to the Company for all taxes, rentals,
royalties, licences, fees and charges that may be levied, assessed or imposed by
Dominion, Provincial or Municipal or any other authority for or during the term
of this Agreement or any part thereof. If however, while this Agreement shal
continue in force, (a) any Dominion or Provincial (but not Municipal) taxes or
similar levies not now in existence should be created or any now existing be
increased or (b) any Dominion or Provincial rentals or Royalties or similar
charges for the use of water not now in existence should be created or any now
existing be increased, in such a manner as to increase the cost to the Company,
bv reason of these items, of the electrical power and energy kept available for
and delivered -to the Montreal Light, Heat & Power under this Agreement, then
in each and any such case, an increase shall be made in the payments by the
Montreal Light, Heat & Power to the Company hereunder, which shall, after
crediting any reduction in any such items, exactly compensate the Company for
the increase thereby occasioned in the cost to the Company of the electrical
power and energy kept available for and delivered to the Montreal Light, Heat
& Power hereunder; provided that in the event of any reduction in any such
items the said increase in the payments by Montreal Light, Heat & Power shall
be reduced accordingly, but not exceeding the total of the increase then in effect,
and provided that Workmen's Compensation and any rates or charges in respect
thereof shall not be deemed a tax for the purpose of this Clause and the liabilities
and obligations of the Montreal Light, Heat & Power shall not be in any way
increased thereby but the same shall be borne by the Company. The recently
authorized educational tax of the Province of Quebec not yet promulgated is not
considered as now in existence.

10. Territorial. (a) It is agreed that during the term of this contract the
Company will not, without the written consent of the Montreal Light, Heat &
Power, sell or distribute electrical power or energy, either directly or indirectly,
within the territory which is or may be served directly or indirectly by the
Montreal Light, Heat & Power, which territory is understood for purposes of
this Agreement to be limited to the Island of Montreal and such territory as may
lie within a radius of thirty (30) miles from Place d'Armes Square, in the City
of Montreal, provided the territory so defined shall not at any time be deemed to
include any part of the Counties of Beauharnois, Huntingdon and Chateauguay,
and that portion of the Counties of Vercheres and Richelieu fronting on the

HOUSE OF COMMONS

St. Lawrence River to a depth of five (5) miles from the said River; and it is
further agreed that the Montreal Light, Heat & Power will not, either directly or
indirectly, sell or distribute any electric power or energy in the said three Counties
of Beauharnois, Huntingdon and Chateauguay.

(b) It is also agreed that each of the parties hereto will assist the other
in procuring the necessary right of way for the passage of through-going trans-
mission lines across the territories of each of them as hereinabove defined and
will mutually facilitate the passage of such transmission line or lines.

11. This Agreement shall be binding upon both parties hereto upon its
execution and shall continue in force until the twenty-third (23rd) day of June
Two Thousand and three (2003).

12. The Montreal Light, Heat & Power shall be entitled at any time prior
to the expiration of thirty (30) days' notice in writing from the Company,
delivered after the termination of this Agreement, to remove from the premises
of the Company any and all plant or equipment which may have been installed
by the Montreal Light, Heat and Power for the supply or measurement of power
hereunder.

13. All written notices which are required to be sent hereunder by either
party to the other shall be sent by registered letter to such address or addresses
as each party may from time to time file with the other. The parties agree each
to maintain its address on file with the other.

14. This Agreement shall extend to, be binding upon and enure to the benefit
of the successors and assigns of the parties hereto.

15. The Company covenants and agrees with the Montreal Light, Heat &
Power that if it anv time hereafter during the continuance of this Agreement
the Company should mortgage, hypothecate or charge any of. its rights or
immoveable property which are necessary for the development of power or
energy, or any part of such property or rights, to secure bonds or debentures or
other securities of like nature, any such mortgage hypothecation or charge
shall be expressly made subject to all covenants, agreements and obligations
on the part of the Company in this Agreement contained and shall provide
that any sale of the property or rights so mortgaged, or any part thereof, under
the provisions of such mortgage shall be made subject to the obligations of
the Company in this Agreement contained, and that the mortgaged premises
shall not be sold except to a purchaser who shall covenant and agree with
the Montreal Light, Heat & Power to assume and perform the obligations
of the Company in this Agreement contained and in all respects succeed
to the position of the Company hereunder: and it is agreed that all the said
provisions shall be conditions of every contract mortgaging, hypothecating
or charging the immoveable property or rights of the Company which are
necessary for the development of power or energy, or any part of such
property or rights, and shall be expressed therein as stipulations in favour and
for the benefit of the Montreal Light, Heat & Power.

The Company further covenants and agrees with the Montreal Light, Heat
& Power that it will not, except by way of mortgage, hypothecation or charge,
assign its emphyteutic lease of the 23rd June 1928, from the Government of the
Province of Quebec, or transfer any of its plant or immoveable property neces-
sary to the development of power or energy except to an assignee or transferee
who shall covenant and agree with the Montreal Light, Heat & Power to assume
and perform the obligations of the Company in this Agreement contained and
in all respects succeed to the position of the Company hereunder.
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16. The Company covenants and agrees with the Montreal Light, Heat &
Power that if at any time hereafter during the continuance of this Agreement
the Company should seli electrical power and energy from its hydro-electric
power plant at Beauharnois to The Hydro-Electrie Power Commission of Ontario
upon terms more favourable to that Commission than those aecorded hereunder
the Montreal Light, Heat & Power, the Company will adjust the terms accorded
hereunder ta the Montreal Light, Heat & Power sa that thereafter they shall be
not less favourable than thase thus accorded ta the said Commission far com-
parable quantities of electrical power and energy f rom. the same power plant.

17. This Agreement supersedes the Agreement dated the Third day of
December, 1929, between the parties hereto which is hereby cancelled and
annulled.

In witness whereof the Montreal Light, Heat and Power and the Company
have caused this Agreement ta be executed at Mantreal under their respective
corporate seals and the hands of the proper officers duly authorized thereto as
of the day, month and year flrst hereinabove written.

any security whatsoever to secure performance of its said covenants, agreements
and obligations, or grant any extension of time to the Power Company or deal
with the Power Company in any manner whatsoever without releasing the
Guarantor from its covenants, agreements and obligations herein contained.

The Guarantor hereby renounces the benefitof discussion.

This Agreement supersedes the Agreement dated the third day of December,
1929, between the parties hereto which is hereby cancelled and annulled.

letter, the saîd obligations on both sides shail become of full force and effeet and
thereafter may not be reduced under the above provisions of this letter.

TIJESDAY, the lst day of March, 1932.

PREBENT:

HIS EXCELLENCY THE GOVERNOR GENERAL IN COUNCIL

His Excellency
The Governor General in Council:

WHEREAS Sections 1 and 2 of Chapter 19 of the Statutes of Canada, 1931
provide as follows:

"1. The Order in Council P.C. 422, dated the eighth day of March,
1929, as amended by Order in Council P.C. 1081, dated the twenty-second
day of June, 1929, and the Agreement between the Beauharnois Light,
Heat and Power Company, Limited, and His Majesty the King, dated the
twenty-fifth day of June, 1929, are hereby annulled,

"2. The Beauharnois Light, Heat and Power Company, Limited, its
successors or assigns, in so far is it may be within the competence of Par-
liament, is hereby granted the right to divert from Lake St. Francis up
to but not exceeding 53,072 cubic second feet of water of the flow of the
River St. Lawrence, to be returned to, Lake St. Louis and to, be used for
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the development of hydro-electric power between the two said points, in
such manner, upon such terms and conditions and with such limitations
and reservations as may be prescribed by Order of the Governor in
Council."

AND WHEREAS Section 4 of the said Chapter 19 of the Statutes of Canada,
1931, provides that said Act shall come into force on -a day to be fixed by
Proclamation of the Governor in Council;

AND WHEREAs by Proclamation of the Governor in Council the first day of
March, 1932, has been fixed as the day on which the said Act, namely, Chapter
19 of the Statutes of Canada, 1931, shall come into force;

AND WHEREAS Sections 1 and 2 of Chapter 20 of the Statutes of Canada,
1931, provide as follows:-

"1. The Canal now being constructed by the Beauharnois Light
Heat and Power Company, Limited, a body corporate, incorporated
under the laws of the province of Quebec, between Lake St. Francis and
Lake St. Louis, on the south side of, or in or along the St. Lawrence
River, and the works on lands or lands covered with water, excavations,
embankments, retaining structures, remedial works, dams, locks, and
other works appurtenant to said canal, now executed or hereafter to be
executed, are hereby declared to be works for the general advantage of
Canada.

"2. The Governor in Council is hereby authorized from time totime to make any orders, rules or regulations which may be deemed
necessary or convenient with respect to any diversion of waters of theSt. Lawrence River by said company or appertaining or relating to theprotection of the paramount rights and interests of navigation in andthrough said canal and connecting waters, and from time to time torescind, revoke, amend or vary the same or any existing orders, rules orregulations."

AND WHEREAS it is expedient to prescribe in what manner, upon what termsand conditions and with what limitations and reservations Beauharnois Light,Heat and Power Company shalil exercise the rights granted to it by Section 2 ofthe said Chapter 19 of the Statutes of Canada, 1931;
AND WHEREAS it is also expedient to make orders, rules and regulations withrespect to the diversion of waters of the St. Lawrence River by the said Com-pany and appertaining or relating to the protection of the paramount rightsand interests of navigation in and through the said canal and connecting waters;
THEREFORE His ExceJlency the Governor General in Council, under theauthority of Chapter 19 of the Statutes of Canada, 1931, which provides thatthe Governor in Council may prescribe the manner in which, and the terms andconditions, with reservations and -limitations, upon which the Beauharnois Light,Heat and Power Company may divert 53,072 cubic second feet of water of theflow of the River St. Lawrence for the development of hydro-electric power, andunder the authority of Chapter 20 of the Statutes of Canada, 1931, which author-izes the Governor in Council to make orders, rules and regulations which aredeemed necessary or convenient, with respect to such diversion of water, for theprotection of the paramount rights and interests of navigation, is pleased, onthe recommendation of the Right Honourable R. B. Bennett, the Prime Minister,to order and it is hereby ordered as follows:-
1. That in this Order in Council, unless the context otherwise requires,
(1) " the Company " means the said Beauharnois Light, Heat and Power

Company, which is incorporated by 2 Edward VII (1902) chapter 72,
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as amended hy 1 George V (1910) chapter 77 and 18 George V (1928)
chapter 113, ami 20 George V (1M3) chapter 13,6, of the Acts of the
legisiature of the province of Quebec, its successors or assigns.

(2) " works " means the canal now being constructed or to be constructed
by the Company amd the hydraulic and hydro-electric works on lands
or lands covered by water, excavations, embankments, walls, bridges,
retaining structures, remedial, control, compcnsating and regulating
works and dams, gluices, gates and other water passages, looks and al
other works and dams conneeted with or appurtenant to the said canal,
now constructed or hereafteir to be constructed by the Company.

(3) " Minister " means the Minister of Railways and Canais.

(4) " His Majesty " means His Majesty in the right of the Dominion of

Canada.

2. That the improvement of inland navigation by the development of a
deep waterway, which is now in progress, from Lake Superior to the sea, tlîruugh
the Great Lakes and ýconnecting waters and in part in, over or along the St.
Lawrence River, requires that the canal now being constructed or to be con-
structed by the Company should be maode available for navigation for vessels of
such size anddrailght as may uýýe the Welland Ship Canal upon its compîction.

3. That on or before the l,5th 'day of April. 19,32, the Company shail submit
to the Minister, for approvail by the Gïovernor in Council, -plans and descriptions
of the sites of the works, and general plans and/or descriptions of the works con-
structed or to beconstructed, ail in a form satisfac.tory to the Minister.

4. That the Company shall from. time to t.ime diiring the progress of con-
struction of the works submit to the Minîster, for his approval, sueh detailed
construction plans ami/or detailed descriptions of the works or of parts thereof
ami such programs of construction as the Minister may require ami obtain
his approval thereof in writing.

5. That the Company, before making any change in the sites or in the
general plans and/or descriptions of the works which have been approved by
the Governor in Council under the provisions of paragraph 3, or in the works
constructed or under construction in pursuanee thereof, shall su'bmit plans
and/or descriptions of any such proposed cehange to the Minister and obitain
approval thereof by the ýGovernor in Council.

6. That the determination of anv question which may arise in respect of
any approval of the Minister or of the Governor in Council shahl be governed
by full recognition of the paramount rights and interests of navigation.

7. That the Company's works which, may be approved, as aforesaid, or
which may hereafter be so approved, shahl be so designed, constructed and
operate as at no lime to raise the natural level of water in the River St. Lawrence
above the international boundary, or in any way contravene the terms of the
Boundary Waters Treaty of 1909, or the Treaty of Washington of 1871.

8. That the works shahl be located , constructed and operated hy the Com-
pany in conformity with the requirements of the paramount rights and interests
of navigation on the St. Lawrence River as determined hy Order of the Governor
in Council; and the diversion of water for power purposes by the Company
from the St. Lawrence River shall not at any time exceed the maximum quantity
which has heen approved by the Parliament of Canada.

9. That, notwithstanding any such approval as aforesaid, the Minister may
at any time when so authorized by the Governor in Council-

(1) order any additions to, improvements, alterations, or changes in
substitution for or modifications or removals of works constructed or in
course of construction or proposed or required to be constructed by the
Company pursuant to such approval, and,

(2) require the Company to construct and maintain such additional
remedial, control or other works as the Minister may consider are required
fully to preserve or restore and maintain the navigation on the St. Lawrence
River, and may from time to time require the Company to make such
changes or modifications in the said works or to remove the same or any
part thereof, or to substitute other works in their stead, as he may, in his
judgment, consider necessary for such purpose, and the Company shall
comply with, observe and perform all orders and requirements under
clauses (1) and (2) of this paragraph.

10. That the Company shall construct and, subject to the provisions of
paragraph 14, maintain the said canal so as to give a clear width of 600 feet on
the bottom, a depth of 27 feet at low stage, and so as to afford average velocities
of not more than 2-25 feet per second under any conditions of operation.

11. That the radius of curvature of said canal shall not be less than 5,000
feet and one embankment shall form a prism on the north side of the canal.
The Company shall construct and, subject to the provisions of paragraph 14,
maintain the embankments, walls, remedial, control and other dams and retaining
structures in accordance with such standards as the Governor in Council may
approve; and such protection lining shall be furnished as shall be required by the
Minister to preserve the slopes of the embankments of the -canal, as shown in
the approved plans, when the canal is used for navigation.

12. That the Company shall forthwith convey to and vest in His Majesty
the said canal and all such lands and-works of the Company as may be deemed
by the Governor in Council necessary or useful for the maintenance and improve-
ment of navigation by means of the said canal and the maintenance and opera-
tion thereof for navigation purposes between Lake St. Francis and Lake St.
Louis without receiving therefor any compensation or consideration other than
the servitudes, easements or other rights which are to be granted by His
Majesty to the Company as hereinafter in this paragraph mentioned; provided
however that the Company's power bouse, forebay and tailrace and other
lands and works appertaining to or required by the Company for its hydro-
electric power development or future extensions thereof which are situated below
the point where the locks referred to in paragraph 13, when built, will be con-
nected with the said canal, and also the Company's lands and works which are
situated above that point and beyond 240 feet outside the high water line on
the canal embankments, shall be excluded from any such conveyance to His
Majesty; and provided that the Company may except from such conveyance
any lands, easements or servitudes which the Company, in virtue of any of its
presently existing agreements or obligations, may be obliged to grant or convey
to any railway company or municipal corporation for the diversion of existing
railways or roads; and provided that the Company may also except from such
conveyance all easements, servitudes and other rights which the Company, in
virtue of any of its presently existing agreements or obligations, may be obliged
to grant for the purpose of authorizing any corporation or company to con-
struct and maintain its electric transmission, telegraph or telephone lines over
and across said canal; and provided also that in consideration of such con-
veyance to His Majesty the Company shall thereupon be granted by His
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Majesty such servitudes, easements or other rights over, upon or in respect
of the lands and works so conveyed to His Majesty as may be reasonably
sufficient to enable the Company by means of said canal to utilize such waters
of the St. Lawrence River as it is now or may hereafter be authorized by the
Parliament of Canada to divert and use for the development of hydro-electrie
power between Lake St. Francis and Lake St. Louis, including the right to widen,
deepen and otherwise improve the said canal and to dispose of the excavated
material upon the Company's land outside the canal embankments by means
of pipe lines placed on, along or across the canal embankments, or otherwise
as may be approved by the Minister, the Company being obligated to make
good any damage that may be thereby caused to the works; and provided,
always, that the Company shall not interfere with navigation in the said canal.

13. That is case the Governor in Couneil shall hereafter decide that locks
and appurtenant works should be constricted to connect Lake St. Louis with the
said canal for navigation purposes, His Majesty shall have the right. by his
contractors, servants or agents, to enter upon and use any part of the Company's
lands, buildings, property or works which may be required for the purposes of such
construction, and for the operation and maintenance of such locks and appur-
tenant works when completed, and the Company shal convey to His Majesty,
free of all cost or encumbrance, the title to such of the Comýpany's lands as are
necessary and sufficient for the sites of such locks and appurtenant works, and
no olaim for any compensation or indemnity whatsoever for loss or inconvenience
to works, operations, installations or distribution of power shall be made by the
Company arising out of the construction by His Majesty of temporary or
permanent works for the improvement of navigation through the said canal.

14. That all the works of the Company including the sub-structures for the
movable spans mentioned in paragraph 18, shall be maintained in a proper
state of repair by the Company until such time as the Governor in Council
shall declare the public right of navigation to exist within and along the said
canal as provided in paragraph 15, and thereafter the cost and expense of
maintaining in proper state of repair the saiýd canal and other works con-
veyed to His Majesty under paragraph 12, so that the said canal and every
part thereof shall be constantly available for purposes of navigation, shall
be borne in equal proportions and paid annually by His Majesty and by the
Company.

15. That, whenever the Governor in Council so declares, the public right of
navigation within and along the said canal or any portion thereof shall there-
after exist to the same extent as and in manner similar to that provided in the
case of the Welland Ship Canal; and thereafter the Company shall provide,
maintain, and operate, when required by and to the satisfaction of the Governor
in Council, all aids to navigation made necessary by the Company's works;
and the Company shall submit to all such orders, rules or regulations in respect
to the operation of the Company's works as may be made by the Governor in
Council for the protection of navigation.

16. That the Company shall grant to His Majesty without compensation
sites for all aids to navigation, other than those mentioned in paragraph 15,
which may be required by the Minister for the use and convenience of shipping
using said canal and for public wharves, and the Company shall keep and
maintain such sites free and unobstructed, and shall give to His Majesty and
bis agents free and unobstructed access at all times to such sites.
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17. That the Company shall provide and deliver free of charge at such
point as the Minister may designate adequate and suitable supplies of electric
power for ýoperating, rep~airing, lighting and otherwise maintaining the canal and
appurtenant works up to but not exceeding 3,500 horse-power maximum demand,
and, in case additional power should be required, the Company shall supply such
additional power -at a rate not to exceed that paid by the customer having the
lowest contract price with the Company.

18. That the Company shall provide, operate, maintain and light aillbridges
over the canal to the satisfaction of the Governor in Council, it being understood
that ail railway bridges over said canal shahl be authorized by the Board of
Railway Commissioners for Canadia as providcd in Section 248 of the Raîlway
Act, but that the Company may initially instaîl fixcd spans but with sub-
structures sufficient and suitable for carrving movable spans similar to those in
use on the open reaches of the Welland Ship Canal, and, whcn in the opinion
of the Governor in Council said canal hecomes necessarv for navigation, the
Company shah, at the requcst of the Minister and at its own expense, reinove
the fixed spans, and the 1Minister mna-,, at the cost of His Mnjcsty, install movable
spans on such substructures. Suchi movable spans shall be the property of and
be maintained and, when necessary, replaccd by His Mnjesty, but said movable
spans shall bc operated at thc expense of the Cjompany.

19. That thc works of the Company shaîl be construicted by the Company
in accordance \vith plans and descriptions which have been approved as afore-
said and to the satisfaction of an engineer or engineers authorized for such
purpose by the Ministýer, and the decision of the said engincer or engineers shahl
be final and conclusive upon nîl qjucstions that may arise in connection with such
construction.

20. That the Company shall, at such timcs and in such manner and form
andl upon such ratings as may be prescribed by the iMinister or his authorized
reprcscntative,

(1) take and kcep records of tlic flowv of the St. Lawrence River or of the
waters thereof;

(2) calibrate or cause to ho calibrated its turbines, penstocks, shuices or
other water passages; and

(3) furnish to the Minister ccrtified copies of its records of flow and of
operation.

21. That the Minister or hîs authorized representative shahl at ail times
be empowered-

(1) to have free aceess to the works of the Comapany;
(2) to control the operation of the compensating or regulating shuices

forming part of the Company's works wherever situated;
(3) to measure the discharge of the varions shuices, turbines, penstocks or

other water passages forming part of the Company's works;
(4) to control the opening and closing of gates in the control dams; and
(5) to adjust the flow of water in the interest of navigation.

22. That the Company shahl prepare and dehiver to the Minister, after the
proposed works have been completed, such complote general and detail tracings
of ail parts of said completed works as may ho required by the Minister, or bis
representativo. Such plans shaîl show ail dimensions, nature of material and
other relevant information, and shahl be made on tracing linon and shahl be
provided with proper tithes, headings and numbers,

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23. That should remedial, control or other works in the opinion of the

Minister become necessary in the interest of navigation, because of surge con-

ditions in the river below the Soulanges Section of the river, caused by the

development of said Section of the river for the production of hydro-electric

power, the Company shall pay sucli proportionate part of the costs of said

remedial, control or other works as may be required by the Governor in Council.

24. That the Company shall not have or set up any claim-

(1) for damages or compensation or for loss of property should any remedial,
control or other works built under the foregoing provisions become

an impediment to future improvement of navigation and require
removal, or

(2) for damages or compensation should the works or any part thereof no

longer be required for the purpose for which they were constructed and

be put to other approved use, or

(3) for damages or compensation should any works or things ordered or

required to be done by the Company under the provisions of paragraph
9 or any other paragraph hereof prove to be defective or insufficient for

the purposes intended.

25. That the Company shall provide gates in its power house of such

capacity as will discharge 53,072 cubie second feet of water under the most

adverse conditions of head and tail water level to be anticipated and to the

satisfaction of the Minister.

26. (1) That in case it shall be judicially determined that His Majesty has

any property right in or the right to use or to grant the use of the waters of

the River St. Lawrence for the development of hydro-electrie power by the

diversion of said waters which is authorized by the first hereinbefore recited

Act of the Parliament of Canada, then and in such event the Company shall

pay to His Majesty such compensation therefor by way of annual rental as

the Governor in Council may from time to time determine, and shall comply
with all orders, rules and regulations which may be made by the Governor in

Council with respect to the rentals to be paid to His Majesty, the sale of such

power, the regulation of the price thereof and all or any other matters dealt

with by or under the Dominion Water Power Act or Acts in amendment thereof.

(2) That in case it shall be judicially determined that the Parliament of

Canada has legislative jurisdiction over or in respect of the use of the waters of

the River St. Lawrence for the development of hydro-electric power by the

diversion of said waters, which is authorized by the first hereinbefore recited Act

of the Parliament of Canada, then and in such event the Company shall comply
with all orders, rules and regulations which may be made by the Governor in

Council with respect to the sale of such power, the regulation of the price thereof,
and all or any other matters dealt with by or under the Dominion Water

Power Act, or Acts in amendment thereof.

27. That the Company shall complete its approved works within five years

from the date of this Order in Council.

28. That the Company shall indemnify and save the Dominion Government

harmless in respect of all claims of third parties should the construction of the

works affect rights heretofore existing above, below or comprised within the area

of the proposed works. The Company shall be responsible for and compensate for

any damage which may be caused by its works to other companies or persons

owing or operating water-power on the St. Lawrence River including Lake St.

Francis, and the Company shall settle, pay and fully provide for the claims of

riparians and other persons who may sustain any loss or damage in consequence
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of the construction of the said works or any of the remedial, control or other
works which the Company may be required to construct and maintain for the
purpose of restoring and maintaining the navigation of the St. Lawrence River.

29. That the Company shall forthwith procure the execution by the Province
of Quebec of an agreement with His Majesty and to the satisfaction of the
Governor in Council, whereby the Province will undertake and agree that should
any part or parts of the said approved works become the property of the
Province, then and in such case if such works are not in a completed state,
the Province will be under no obligation to His Majesty to complete the same,
but, whether such works are then completed or not, the Province will either
transfer to His Majesty such part or parts of said approved works as have
become the property of the Province, or the Province will maintain the same or
cause the same to be maintained in a proper state of repair, and in such manner
that the facilities for navigation upon, over and through the said canal shall
not be less than when such part or parts of said approved works so become the
property of the Province, and that the Province will do nothing whatever to
interfere with or prejudicially affect navigation upon or through the said canal
or the use of such facilities therefor; Provided that should the Province in such
case not operate or should the Province thereafter cease to operate such part
or parts of said approved works for the production of hydro-electrie energy or
other power, it shall not be liable to maintain and repair any part of the said
works but will permit His Majesty to have complete access to any lands, works
or property of any kind whatsoever in the possession or control of the Province
for the purpose of maintaining the said works or any part thereof in a proper
state of repair.

30. That in case of failure by the Company to observe or perform any of
the provisions and conditions herein contained, or to proceed with and complete
and thereafter to maintain, repair and operate such works and things as may
be approved, ordered or required by the Governor in Gouncil hereunder, or
under any other authority in that behalf, the Governor in Council may, by
notice in writing specifying generally the particulars of alleged failure, require
full and complete observance and performance in that regard within a period
named in said notice and may stipulate the respective times and manners in
which the observance and performance of the provisions and conditions herein
contained and the carrying out of such works and things shall be commenced,
carried on and completed, and if such notice is not complied with within the
time or any of the respective times so specified, His Majesty may jointly,
severally or in the alternative,

(1) acquire and operate the whole or any part of the Company's works
and the lands appurtenant thereto which are not included in the
conveyances made or to be made to His Majesty pursuant to the
provisions of paragraphs 12, 13 and 16, upon compensating the Com-
pany for the value thereof as determined iby the Exchequer Court of
Canada, but such compensation shall not include any allowance for
forcible taking or for the rights and privileges granted to the Com-
pany by the said recited Acts or any future Act of the Parliament of
Canada;

(2) proceed with and complete or maintain and repair the whole or any
part of such works and things and recover the full cost thereof from the
Company by suit in the Exchequer Court of Canada, as for a debt due
from the Company to the Crown in the right of the Dominion;

(3) rescind this Order in Council;
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and each and ail of the remedies specified in clauses (1), (2) and (3) of this
paragraph shall be additional to and without prejudice to any other remedies
availahie to His M-ajesty in the premises, and to ail or any proceedings in the
courts available to the Crown. Any action by is Majesty under this, paragrapli
shall not be deemed an infringement of the rights of the Company.

31. That no assignment of the Company's works nor of its rights under
the said recited Acts and/or under this Order in Council shall *be made unless
the approval of the Governor in Council is first had and obtained; and in case
the Company shahl make any such assignment without such approval is
Majesty may take over and operate the whole or any part of the Company's
works without compensation; Provided, however, that an asýsignment by the
Company to, a trustee or trustees as seturity for an issue or issues of its securities
shall not be deemed to be an assignment within the meaning of this paragraph.

.32. That any propriletary, legisiative or executive powers, rights, authori-
ties or privileges now or hereafter vested respectively in is Majesty, the Parlia-
ment of Canada, the Governor in Council or any Minister or Officer of the Dom-
inion Government shahl not be in any way prejudiced or impaired by, and may
be exercîsed in conjunction with, in substitution for or in addition to the pýowers,
rights, authorities and privileges reserved to lis Majesty by the foregoing pro-
visions of this Order in Council or in the agreement with the Company incor-
porating its terms as provided in paragrapli 34.

33. That nothîng in this Order in Council contained shahl be deemned to affect
any right that may be vested in the Province of Quebec over or in respect of
the use of the waters of the River St. Lawrence for the development of hydro-
electrie power.

34. That this Order in Council shahl have full force and effeet upon the
execution of an agreement between is Majesty and the Company incorporating
the terms hereof, and the said agreement shall bear the same date as that of the
said Order in Council.

borrowed by such province and to assist any province in any way that may be
deemed necessary or advisable to provide for the relief of distress and the
support and maintenance of those requiring assistance, and to loan money to
and guarantee the payment of money by any public corporation or undertaking.

" That the fixing of values for duty purposes by orders in council is an
interference with the inherent right of parliament to regulate duties and deter-
mine taxation, and has had an unsettling effect on commerce, a depressing
effect on business, and has been detrimental to the interests alike of producers,
importers, distributors and consumers;

" That a reversal of the present fiscal policy in relation to customs tariffs
and an immediate resumption of parliamentary direction and control with
respect thereto are essential to a revival of trade, and improvement in business,
and to the ultimate return of prosperity in Canada."

And the proposed motion of Mr. Gardiner, seconded by Mr. Woodsworth, in
amendment to the said proposed amendment: That all the words after the word
" That " in the said proposed amendment be deleted, and the following substi-
tuted therefor:-

" whereas, in Canada there exists an ample supply of natural resources to
provide for all primary needs, and

" Whereas, we have developed an efficient industrial machine capable of
producing more than sufficient of the requirements of our people, and

" Whereas, notwithstanding this, our external and internal debts are in-
creasing enormously-large numbers of our citizens are in dire need and exist
through governmental and charitable relief and a large proportion are faced
with declining purchasing power involving a lowered standard of living, and
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" Whereas, in aur opinion, these conditions are attributable ta fundamental
defects in the present economic system, and

"Whereas, it is therefore necessary that Parliament, the agency with the
widest legisiative powers, should take the initiative in the task of reconstructing
national production and consumptian with a view ta the widest possible use
of commodities on a basis of human needs, and

" Whereas, the contrai of finance is a basic element in such reconstruction,
affecting as it does industrial plant establishment and development, the distri-
bution of goods and the price level of goods and services.

"Therefore be it resolved,--That ini the opinion of this House as a first
step towards general economia reconstruction, aur financial system should be
nationalized, and provision be made ta issue irnmediately sufficient money ta
bring the value of the dollar as speedily as passible ta that point at which the
major portion of aur debts were incurred during the war; stabilize the dollar
at this point internally and thereafter manage credit and currency issue ta
secure and maintain a stable price level within Canada."

12. The average net price return from shipments to Great Britain to

growers or shippers per barrel for each such cargo.
13. The sterling rate of exchange in effect at the time of arrival and sale

of each cargo from September, 1931, to April, 1932.
14. The total discount loss absorbed by growers or shippers as a result of

the sterling discount between the above dates.
15. Whether the Government has ever been asked by the Banks or others

to assist the fruit industry by guarantee or otherwise te relieve said industry to
the extent of any discount loss.

16. Whether the Government has under consideration a policy for such
assistance by way of guarantee to the Banks or otherwise in order that the
fruit growers may receive full net value for sales in Great Britain until sterling
returns to par.

SCHEDTJLE

TRADE AGREEMENT BETWEEN CANADA AND NEW ZEALAND

His Majesty's Government in the Dominion of Canada and is Mai esty's
Govcrnment in the Dominion of New Zealand, being desirous of improving and
extending the commercial relations existing between Canada and New Zealand,
and affirming the principle of granting tariff preferences the one to the other on
goods of their produce or manufacture, for their mutual advantage, have agreed
upon the following Articles:.-

AimTcLE I

1. Subject to the provisions of the Custoýms Tariff of Canada, except as
hereinafter provided, Canada grants:-

(a) To the goods enumerated in Sehedule A hereto, being the produce or
manufacture of New Zealand, when import-ed into Canada, the tariff
rates indicated in the said Schedule A; provided that such rates shaîl
in no case be higlier than the rates chargeablýe on similar goods under
the British Preferential Tariff of Canada.

(b) To, all other goods hein- the produýce or manufacture of New Zealand,
when imported into Canada, the benefits of the British Preferential
Tariff.

2. The tariff advantages conceded by Section 1 of this Article shail apply
only Vo goods imported direct into Canada, except in special cases where goods
are shipped from New Zealand Vo Canada on a through bill of lading and the
New Zealaýnd Government certifies that direct shipment to Canada of such
goods is noV reasonably practicaible.

3. Goodýs shahl be deemed Vo be the produce or manufacture of New Zealand
if they comply wîth the laws, 'regulations and conditions fer the time being in
force in Canada for the application of its British Preferential Tariff.

ARTICLE II

1. Subjeet to the provisions of the Customs Acts of New Zealand, except
as hereinafter provided, New Zealand grants:

(a) To the goods enumerated in Schedule B hereto, being the produce or
manufacture of Canada, when imported into New Zýealand, the tariff
,rates indicated in the saîd Schedule B; provided that, except where
otherwise indicated in that Sehedule, such rates shaîl in no case be
higher than the rates chargeable on similar goods under the British
Preferential Tariff of New Zealand.

(b) To all other goods the produce or manufacture of Canada, when
imported into New Zealan.d, the benefits of the British Preferential
Tariff.

2. The tariff advantages conceded by Section 1 of this Article shaîl apply
only Vo goods which after shipment from Canada have not entered into the
commerce of or been subjected to, any process of manufacture in any country
the produce or manufactures of which are not entitled Vo be entered for duty~
under the British Preferential Tariff.

3. Goods shahl be deemed Vo be the produce or manufacture of Canada if
they comply with the laws, regulations and conditions for the time being in force
in iNew Zealand for the application of its British Preferential Tariff.

A.D. 1932
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ARTICLE 111

1. The terms "Britieh Preferential Tariff" and "General Tariff" as used in
this Agreement and the Schedules hereto shall be deemed to m'ean the British
Preferential Tariff and the General Tariff of Canada or of New Zealand in force
on the date on which any goods are entered for home consumption in New
Zealand or Canadaas the caemay be.

2. The items in Sehedule A or Schedule B hereto sh ail be inte-rpreted in -the
same way as they would be interpreted in the tariff from whieh they -arc Vaken.

ARTICLE IV
Goods entitled Vo, entry under Article I hereof shall not be subWet to, Section

6 of the Custoýms Tariff of Canada unless previous notice bas been given by the
Goverment of Canada Vo, the Government of New Zealanýd that the importation
)f such goods would prejudicially or injuriously affect the producers or manu-
facturers of similar goods in Canada, and if, at the expiration of a period of
thirty days from the date of such notice, remedial ineasures satisfactory to the
Governmcnt of Canada are not put into effeot by the Government of New Zea-
land, then the provisions of the said Section 6 may be applied to such goods.

At the option of the Government of Canada any importation thus com-
plained of, other than perishable goods, may be held in bond during the said
period of thirty 'days.

ARTICLE V
Goods entitled Vo entry under Article II hereof shall noV be subjeet to

Sections il and 12 of the Customs Amendment Act, 1921, of New Zealand,
unless previous notice has been given by the Government of New ZJealand Vo the
Government of Canada that importation of such goods would prejudicially or
injuriously affect the producers or manufacturers of similar goods in New
Zealand, and if, at the expiration of a period of thirty days from. the date of
such notice, remedial measures satisfactory Vo the Government of New Zealand
are not put inVo effeet by the Government of Canada, then thýe provisions of the
Sections 11 and 12 or either of them may be applied Vo, such goods.

At the option of the Government of New Zealand any importation thus
complained of, other thýan perishable goods, inay be held in bond during the said
period of thirty days.

ARTICLE VI
Subject Vo the provisions of Articles IV and V hereof nothing in this Agree-

ment shall affect the right of either party to this Agreement Vo, impose any
special duty or Vax on goods imported into Canada or New Zealand, provided
that, except where specially arranged between the Governments of Canada and
of New Zealand, such special duty or Vax does noV exceed that imposed on sm~
goods imported from Great BnVtain.

ARTICLE VII

1. With respect Vo the goods enumerated, in Sehedule A hereto, the Govern-
ment of Canada shall not impose any Customs duty on any such goods admissible
free of duty or increase the rate cf any Customs duty on any other such goods
entering Canada from New Zealand, except by mutual agreement, until after
Vhree months' notice Vo, the Government of New Zealand.

2. With respect Vo the goods enumerated in Sehedule B hereto, the Govern-
ment of New Zealand shall not impose any Custom8 duty on any sueh goods
admissible free of duty or increase the rate of any Customs duty on any other
such goods entening New Zealand from Canada, except by mutual agreement,
until after Vhree months' notice Vo the Government of Canada.
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ARTICLE VRIi

The Government of Canada grants the benefits of this Agreement to goods
imported into Canada and 'being the produce or manufacture of the Territory
of Western Samoa which is subjeet to a mandate conferred on lis Mai esty by
the League of Nations, and the Government of New Zealand grants to goods
imported into the said Territory of Western Samoa and being the produce or
manufacture of Canada the benefits of the rates of dluty for the time being
applicable to goods impýorted from the United Kingdom.

ARTICLE IX

The Government of Canada grants the benefits of this Agreement to goods
imported into Canada and being the produce or manufacture of the Cook Islands
and, subjeet to Part XXI of the Customs Act 1913 of INew Zealand, the Govern-
ment of New Zealand grants to goods imported into the Cook Islands and being
the produce or manufacture of Canada the benýefits of the British Pýreferential
Tariff for the time being in force in the Cook Islands.

ARTICLE X

This Agreement shall be subject to the approval of the Parliaments of
Canada and of New Zealand. Upon ýapproval 'being given it shall be brouglit
into force upon a date to lie agreed upon between the Governments of Canada
and of New Zealand and shall remain in force for a period of one year.

On motion of Mr. Cowan (Port Arthur), pursuant to Special Order made
1Oth A-pril, last, the said Bills were severally read a first and a second tirne,
and referred to the Select Standing Cornmittee on Miscellaneous Private Bills
(together with the evidence, etc., taken before the Standing Committee of the
Senate on Divorce on the petitions on which the said Bis were founded).

Mr. Morand, from the Special Committee on Radio Broadcasting presented
the Second and Final Report of the said Committee, which is as follows:-

In accordance with the duties and responsibilities delegated to, us, and the
terms of reference submitted, your Committee met on March Sth, and, since that
time, held twenty-seven meetings, heard evidence, received briefs and submissions
from fifty-three sources, includîng goveraments, individuals, corporations, asso-
ciations, leagues .and clubs.

Your Committcc was seized, from the inception, of the national importance
and international character of radio broadcasting, and the evidence submittcd
has served to further consolidate our opinion of the far-reaching scope and bene-
fits of proper, well-regulated. broadcasting services throughout Canada, as a
medium of education, thought-provoking development, and fostering of Cana-
dian ideals and culture, entertainment, news service and piublicity of this country
and its produets, and as an auxiliary to religious and educational teaching, also
as one of the most efficient mediums f or developing a greater iNational and Empire
consciousness within the Dominion and the British Commonwealth of Nations.

Your Commîttee desires to express at the outset, to the present Radio Broad-
casting Stations, this tribute: That they entered as pioneers in a field of service
in the art Of radio, and, under trying handicaps and sacrifices, worthily kept pace
with a science fraught with ever-changing improvements and development, and
rendered this service under handicaps, which is most praiseworthy.

Your Committee is convinced, however, that the present system, excellent as
it is in certain respects, does not meet the requirements in quality and scope of
broadcasting to, ensure its maximum benefits.

Reference No. 1:-
To consider the Report of the Royal Commission on Radio Broad-

casting, dated the Ilth day of September, 1929, commonly known as "The
Aird Report."

Your Committee was fortunate in having the three Members of the Aird
Commission appear before us to amplify and explain their Report, and mueh
valua-ble information was thereby secured, and, if we are unable to completely
accept their fandings, it must be obvious that there has been a great change ii
the science of radio broadcasting, and in the financiai condition of the country,
in the last three years.

Reference No. 2:-
To advise and recommend a complete technical scheme for Radio

Broadcasting for Canada, so designed as to ensure from Canadian sources
as complete and satisfactory a service as the presnt development of radio
science will permait.
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Your Committee recommends a chain of high-power National Stations,
operating on clear channels, located at suitable intervals, the location to be
determined by a careful teclinical survey of Canada.

Your Committee recommends that consideration be given to the use of five
50 K.W. stations, one in each of the following Provinces of Canada, viz., British
Columbia, Manitoba, Ontario, Quebec, and, in the Maritimes, three 500 watt
stations, one for each Province, or one 50 K.W. station, as may be determined
by the Commission. In Saskatchewan and Alberta, we euggest two 5 K.W.
stations in each Province, synchronized on a common channel. Further, a 10
K.W. station in Northern Ontario and one in Western Ontario,n a1 K.W. station
at Port Arthur-Fort William; a 500 watt station in Toronto, and a 1 K.W.
station at, or near, Ottawa, Montreal and Quebec.

Your Committee further recommends a numýber o! stations, of 100 watt
power and under, operating on shared channels, located where required:

(a) To serve areas not satisfactorily covered by the National Stations.
(b) For secondary stations in areas where there is a demand for several

channels to be in operation at the samne time.
(c) For educational purposes.
(d) For legitimate experimental work.
(e) For local broadcasting of community interest.

Your ýCommittee further recommends that the cost of radio in Canada be
£elf-sustaining and that only the money available from Transmitters' and
Receivers' Licence Fees, andl advertising income, be expended, and that the
question of the amount, of Receivers' Licence Fees be left entirely in the hands
of the Governor in Council.

Reference No. 3:-
To investigate and report upon the most satisfactory agency for

carrying out such a seheme.

Your Committee recommends that a Commission be appointed, consisting
of three adequately-paid Commîssioners; a Chýairman. to hold office for a period
of ten years; a Vice-Ch airman for a period o! nine years, and the third Commis-
sioner, for a period o! eight years.

That there be appointied an Assistant Conimissioner in each Province, who
shaîl also net as Chairman of sýuch Provincial or Regional Advisory Program
Committees as may be formed; the Assistant Commissioners to be selected in
consultation with the Governments of their respective Provinces.

Your Committee further recommends that the Commission be vested with
the necessary powers to carry on the business o! Broadcasting in the Dominion
of Canada, such powers to extend to the following matters:-

(a) To regulate and control all broadcasting in Canada, including programs
and advertising.

(b) To own, buiýld and operate transmitting or receiving stations in Canada.
(c) To acquire by lease, purchase, expropriation or otherwise, any or al

existing broadcasting stations.
(d) To enter into operating agreements with privately-owned stations.
(e) To originate programs, and secure outside programs by purchase or

exehange, and to make the arrangements necessary for their trans-
mission.
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(1) To determine the number, location and power of all broadcasting
stations required in Canada.

(g) To control the issuing or cancellation of licences to broadcasting
stations.

(h) To cancel the allotments of channels to any stations, or to make sub-
stitution of channels.

(i) To prohibit the establishment of privately-operated chains of stations
in Canada.

(j) Subject to the approval of the Parliament of Canada, to take over all
broadcasting in Canada.

(k) To be vested with all other powers necessary or incidental for the ful-
fillment of the objects of the Commission.

Your Committee recommends:-

(a) That one of the first. duties of the Commission be the establishment
of Trans-Canada Chain Broadcasting through the securing of the
necessary land-lines as soon as possible.

(b) That a Nationally-owned System of Radio Broadcasting be instituted.,
and that all stations required for its proper organization be eventually
acquired, same to be financed from the revenues accruing to the
business of broadcasting, without expense to the taxpayers through
the public treasury.

(c) That all stations, 100 watt and under, not required for the national
system, remain under private ownership, but be regulated as to pro-
grams and advertising, by the rules of the Commission.

(d) That all revenues obtained from licence fees, sale of advertisement,
and other revenues accessory to the business of broadcasting, be used
by the Commission in the interest of radio.

(e) That advertising be limited to not more than 5 per cent of each pro-
gram period.

(f) That the developing of Canadian art and artists, and the securing of
outstanding programs from outside Canada, be encouraged.

(g) That the Commission make available to the Provinces, when possible,
the facilities of national and chain broadcasting.

(h) That the Commission make special effort to give such programs as
will be acceptable to provincial and local requirements.

(Î) That before making changes in Canadian radio broadcasting, the Com-
mission makes a complete survey of the present system, with particu-
lar reference to adequate coverage.

We desire to call attention to the extreme importance that the Commis-
sion should not assume, or even be suspected of assuming, a political complexion.

Your Committee append hereto a copy of the proceedings, and evidence
adduced before your Committee, for the information of the House.

at Washington, and Hon, W. R. Castie, Junior, Acting Secretary of State,

SIR. I have the honour to inform you that the Canadian flouse of Comn-
mons recently appointcd a Comm-ittee to enquire into the wholc position of
radio broadcasting in Canada. This Comrnittee lbas under consideration a
techuical scheme for broadcasting in Canada whieh it is considered will provide
satisfactory coverage in the chief population areas throughiout the Dominion
and at the sanie time make provision for the communitv service that may be
desired. This seheme is divided into two distinct parts:-

(a) A chiain of high power stations, opcrating on elear uliannels, and
loeated at suitable intervals across Canada.

(b) A number of low-power stations of verv limited range, operating on
shared chiannels, and located as required for commiunitv service.

If this sehieme receives the approval of Parliament, it is proposed to use
50 K.W. stations, one in ecdi of the Provinces of British Columbia, Manitoba,
Ontario, Quebee, and cventiîally one in the Maritime Provinces. In Saskatchewan
and Alberta it is proposed to use 5 K.W. stations. ai present, two bcing used in
each Province, synchronizcd on a common channel. In Ontario there will bie, in
addition. two 10 K.W. stations, one in Western Ontario and one in Northern
Ontario. Four sinaller stations of one K.W. capaeity cadi are providcd for the
Port Arthur-Fort William area, and for Ottawa, Montreal and Quebee. In
the M\aritimecs, threc 500-watt stations are provi(lec for the present, one in
earh Province. The seheme also includes a 500-watt station on the shared
channels for thc city of Toronto for local service.

In adopting this plan, Canada would reserve the riglit to increase the
powcr- of stations in Alberta, Saskatchewan, Northeru and Western Ontario to
50 K.W. eaehi, should such incease become necessary.

The Committce, in addition bo eonsidering thc power rcquircd, propose
the following channels as suitable for the main stations: -

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In order to ensure satisfactory local broadcast service throughout Canada,
it is proposed that stations, limited to a maximum power of 100 watts, be
erected where necessary, and that they should be operated on shared channels.
It is considered that one hundred or more such stations may eventually be
required in Canada, and that twenty channels should be available for this

type of service. In establishing such stations, it is proposed to maintain the
same geographical separation between Canadian and United States stations as
is maintained between United States stations of the same power.

Due notification would, of course, be given of the effective dates of any
2hanges in the present operation to conform with the above plan.

In the event of the adoption of the above arrangement, it is understood
that if, as the result of the Madrid Conference, any additional channels are
made available for broadcasting, a further allocation will be made, as between
the United States and Canada, on an equitable basis.

I shall be obliged if you will inform me at your early convenience whether
the United States authorities can make the necessary readjustments so that
these channels will be available for effective use in Canada.

SiR,-I am grateful for your courtesy in informing me by your note of
May 5, 1932, of the technical plan which is being considered by the Committee
of the Canadian House of Commons as a means of providing Canada with
satisfactory radio broadcasting coverage. You inquire whether authorities
of the United States can make the readjustment necessary to render certain
channels available for effective use in Canada.

In reply, I am glad to inform you that as notice is given from time to time
of the dates of changes to be made in the present operations of Canadian broad-
casting stations to conform to the plan set out, this Government will be glad
to make the necessary readjustments.

It is understood that, if as the result of the Madrid Conference, any addi-
tional channels arc made available for broadcasting, a further allocation will
be made, as between the United States and Canada, on an equitable basis.

Mr. Lawson, from the Select Special Committee appointed to inquire into
the appointments to, and the direction and control of, the Civil Service of
Canada and, generally, the administration and operation of the Civil Service
Act, with instructions to inquire into and report concerning the repeal or amend-
ment of any of the provisions of the said Act or the substitution therefor or
addition thereto of other provisions, as the Committee may deem advisable,
presented the following as a Second Report:-

1. With a view to providing that a transfer may be made of a Civil Servant
from one position to another without necessarily involving an increase in
remuneration, your Committee recommends that section 13 of the Civil Service
Act be amended by striking out the word " either " in the sixth line thereof
and the words " transfer or " in the sixth and seventh lines thereof.

2. In order to have the provisions of the Civil Service Act comply with
the practice which has been established, and with a view to obviating unneces-
sary correspondence passing between the Civil Service Commission and the
Departments in respect of promotions, your Committee recommends that sub-
sections one and two of section 14 of the Act be repealed and the following
substituted therefor:-

14. The rate of compensation of an employee who has not reached
the maximum rate of compensation of the class in which he is serving,
may, subject to the regulations of the Commission, be increased by the
deputy head if he is satisfied that the employee has rendered meritorious
service and has increased his usefulness in the service. Such increase
shall be to the next higher rate for the class. The new rate
shall become effectual at the next quarterly date after the said
increase is granted by the deputy head, that is to say, either the first
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day of January, April, July, or October, provided, however, that no
employee whose rate of compensation exceeds six hundred dollars per
annum shall receive an increase under the provisions of this section
more than once in each year.

3. To correct an obvious error, your Committee recommends that sub-
section two of section 15 of the Civil Service Act be amended by striking out
the word "minimum" in the eighth line of the said subsection and by sub-
stituting therefor the word " maximum"

4. To avoid uncertainty as to the interpretation of the words "bona fide
residents " in subsection three of section 21 of the Civil Service Act, your
Committee recommends that the said section be amended by striking out the
words "bona fide residents of such locality " at the end of the said subsection
and by substituting therefor the words:-

persons who have resided in such locality for a period of at least one
year immediately preceding the date last set for receiving applications
for such local positions.

5. The Department of Justice having ruled that section 24 of the Civil
Service Act permits the deputy head of a Department to reject an appointee
of the Civil Service Commission without reasons stated therefor, and without
trial, your Coimuittee recomniends that the deputy head of a Departiîent have
power to reject only for cause, and that such be specifically stated.

6. That the provisions of the Civil Service Act as to length of residence
in Canada required for eligibility for appointment may accord with the pro-
visions of the Naturalization Act, your Committee recommends that subsection
one of section 33 of the Civil Service Act be amended by striking out the word
" three " in the last line of the said subsection and by substituting therefor
the word " five ".

7. To enable those who have been in the Civil Service for less than one
year to have limited holidays and to make reasonable provision for holidays
for those in the Service in tropical countries, your Committee recommends that
subsection one of section 46 bc amended by adding thereto the following
words:-

and may grant to each officer, clerk, or other employee who bas been less
than one year in the service, leave of absence at the rate of one and
one-half days for each completed month of continuous service prior to
the commencement of the fiscal year; provided that trade commissioners
or other officers in tropical countries may be granted a yearly leave of
absence for a period not exceeding one calendar month in any one fiscal
year, if they have had at least one year in the service.

8. To permit of suspension of an employee, for the purposes set out in
section 51 of the Civil Service Act, by his superior officer at distances from
Ottawa, your Committee recommends that section 51 be amended by adding
after the words " deputy head," in the second line of the said section, the
words: " or any official of the department nominated by him."

9. Your Committee recommends that section 60 of the Civil Service Act,
as enacted by Chapter 38 of the Statutes 19-20 George V, be repealed.

10. In order that vacancies created by retirement may be promptly filled,
thus promoting greater efficiency in the Civil Service, your Committee recom-
mends that, when financial conditions in Canada are sufficiently improved, the
Civil Service Commission amend the Regulations under the Civil Service Act
so as to provide for the granting of a gratuity upon retirement equal to the
sum now paid out and in lieu of absence with pay.
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Il. In order to reduce to a minimum over-manning and over-lapping in
the Service, and in an endeavour to assure permanency of employment to, Civil
Servants, your Committee recommends that the Civil Service Commission vare-
fiillv serutinize ail requests for appcintments in an effort to absorb surplus
personnel by transfer, or, by any other means in its. power, to obviate the
necessity of filling vacancies with new personnel and to acconîplish by their
abolition a reduction of existing positions which arc not essential.

12. To promote economy andl efficiency iii engineering and mapping ser-
vices, or in other services whiehi can be centralized, volîr Comimittee reeom-
mends to the Civil Service Commission that a careful study bc macle of such
Goveramient services with a, view to a malgamat ions thereef.

13. It appears froma a cursory examination of "The Classification of tlw
Civil Service of Canada " that anomalies tiierein exist.

Your Committee recommends, therefore. to tlie Civil Service Coinniîs-ion
that a more constant and efficient check on classification be madle.

14. Your Committcc recommcnds to the Civil Service Commission that
Nvavs and means be sought to bring about greater co-ol)eration between the
Organization Branchi of the Civil Service Commission and departmental officials
with a view to obtaining neeessary reorganization andl equalized classification.

In the opinion cf vour Coininiittee very little bas been aeeomplislied bv
this Branci of the Commîission which, if strengthened in piersonnel, would
performn a very necessary and iiseful fuînetion in promoting effiencv and
economy.

15. Bepresentations having been made on behaîf cf female Civil Servants,
vour Committee is of opinion that there being rio discrimination as te sex
in tlîe provisions of the Civil Service Act, ne amendment thereto in thlis con-
nection is necessary.

Your Committee, however, reeommends fliat the Department cf Health,
in conjunction with the Organization Braneh of tlîe Civil Service Commission,
should make a survey for the purpose cf recommending improvements, w'bere
neeessary, in the sanitation and welfare facilities in Goveraiment offices.

16. Yoiîr Committee recommencîs that the Civil Service Commission amend
its Regulations so as to provide that as between those entitled to the disabilitv
preference under the Act, and other things being equal, a veteran with depen-
dents be given the preference over a veteran withoiut dependents and likewise
a veteran with dependents over a veteran without depenchrnts as between those
entitîcci teo the Overseas Active Service preference.

17. If appears from the evidence addueed befere vour Commiftee that
cer tain positions on the staff of the House of Comînons caniio be ý;atî,factorily
filled by open competition.

Your Committee recommends that the Civil Service Commission exercise
the powers conferred upon it under section 59 cf the Civil Service Act, sej
that such positions on that staff as can hest be filled from sessîonal eniplovees
shaîl be filled by competifien limif cd te scîch employees.

18. Your Committee is cf opinion that there is a great deal cf over-
lapping in the performance cf duties by the lieads cf different branches cf t he
Civil Service Commission, owing te matters receiving the attention cf the
Secretary cf the Commission which are in ne way relatcd te secretarial duties.

Your Committee, therefore, recoînmends that the Sccretarv cf flic Civil
Service Commission bie called upon te perform only f hose duýties wlîich are
peculiarly those of a secretary and that the Civil Service Cômmission consider
ways and means of eliminating duplication cf correspondence and depart-
mental memoranda which now pass through the Serretary te the Commissioners.
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19. Your Committee is of opinion that there are unnecessary delays in
obtaining appointments and promotions by reason of the cumbersome routine
now prevalent in the administration of the Act and recommends that the Civil
Service Commission exercise the powers now vested in it to simplify such
procedure.

Your Committee further recommends that all papers, documents, et cetera,
placed on the files of the Commission be consecutively numbered in each file,
so that removals or deletions therefrom will be apparent.

20. With a view to promoting efficiency in the administration of the pro-
visions of the Civil Service Act, and in the direction and control of the Civil
Service, your Committee recommends that there be added to the Committees
of this House a Select Special Committee on Civil Service matters, such Com-
mittee to consist of seven members.

21. To facilitate the adjustment of complaints of a Civil Servant, where
such complaints cannot otherwise be adjusted, your Committee recommends
that such complaints be adjudicated by a Board consisting of a nominee of the
Civil Service Organization of which the complainant is a member, a nominee
of the deputy head of the Department affected, and a nominee of the Chairman
of the Civil Service Commission.

22. Inasmuch as it is apparent from the evidence adduced before your
Committee that there are grave anomalies in respect of long term temporary
and prevailing rate employees, your Committee recommends that the claims of
these employees be further investigated by the Civil Service Commission with
a view to reporting and submitting the question to the proposed Select Special
Committee of the House of Commons on Civil Service matters.

23. Representations having been made to your Committee concerning
amendments to the Civil Service Superannuation Act, with respect to the exten-
sion of time for election and the return of contributions, and it being doubtful
if the subject is within the scope of the present Order of Reference, your
Committee recommends that a Committee be appointed at an early date to
consider the matter and that, in the meantime, the Advisory Committee on the
Civil Service Superannuation Act should consolidate its recommendations and
present a report on the subject to such Committee of the House.

24. Representations were made to your Comnittee on behalf of the Pro-
fessional Institute of the Civil Service of Canada. It would appear that the
subject matter of soime of these representations have been considered by the
Beatty Commission. They are sub judice. Your Committee does not, therefore,
see fit to make any recommendation relative thereto.

25. From the evidence adduced and in view of the submissions of officials
of the Post Office Department, your Committee recommends that Order in
Council, P.C. 1053, dated June 29, 1922, as amended by Order in Couneil, P.C.
17/1751, dated September 12, 1929, be further amended so as to provide for the
exemption froin the operation of the Civil Service Act of Postmasters in Revenue
Post Offices where the revenue does not exceed $3,000 per annum.

Your Committee further recommends that such amendments be made to
the Civil Service Act and/or the Regulations thereunder of the Civil Service
Commission so that Postmasters hereafter appointed to Revenue Post Offices
having a revenue in excess of $3,000 per annum shall be within the full opera-
tion of the Civil Service Act.
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26. Your Committee, being of opinion that the position of Commissioner
of the Civil Service Commission of Canada calls for very special qualifications
because of the wide powers conferred on such Commissioner for the main-
tenance of the merit system in matters of appointments to and promotion in
the Civil Service of Canada, recommends:

I. That the present Chairman of the Civil Service Commission, who has
now passed the age of seventy years, be retired; that, because of his long and
meritorious years of service in the public service of Canada and as Chairman
of the Civil Service Commission of Canada, he be granted a gratuity;

II. That Commissioner J. Emile Tremblay be retired; that, because of
his twenty-two years of service in the public service of Canada, he be granted
a gratuity;

III. That Commissioner Newton MacTavish be retired, and, in lieu of
notice, be granted a gratuity.

27. Your Committee desires to record that it has been impressed with the
ability and integrity of Mr. C. H. Bland, Assistant Secretary and Chief
Examiner of the Civil Service Commission. He has shown a comprehensive
grasp of the principles underlying the merit system and the Civil Service Act
and of the details connected with the administration thereof.

28. Your Committee held thirty-nine meetings and beard thirty-three wit-
nesses, including deputy heads of Departments, officials of the Civil Service
Commission and representatives of Civil Servants' Organizations. A copy of
the Minutes of Proceedings and Evidence is tabled herewith.

29. Your Committee recommends that the Orders of Reference, Reports.
Proceedings and Evidence taken, together with a list of the exhibits filed, be
printed both as an Appendix to the Journals of the House and in blue book
form, 500 copies of the latter form to be printed in the English language and
200 copies in the French language; and that Standing Order 64 be suspended in
relation thereto.

Mr. Gardiner, seconded by 'Mr. Campbell, moved in arnendrnent thereto:

Mr. Hanson (York-Sunbury), from the Select Standing Committee on
iPrivileges and Elections, presented the First and Final Report of the said Com-
mittee, which is as follows:

By Order of the House made on the llth day of February, 1932, your Com-
mittee was instructed to consider and report on the following Resolution, viz:

" Resolved,--Whereas during the session of 1931 a Special Committee was
appointed to investigate the 'Beauharnois Power Development' and

" Whereas it was shown that enormous sums of money had been contributed
for political campaign funds;

" Be it resolved: That, in the opinion of this Huse, it is desirable that the
Committee on Privileges and Elections consider and report upon the question
of election funds and draft such amendments to the Elections Act as may be
considered necessary."

Your Committee held several meetings at which the subj ect-matter of the
Resolution was discussed and considered. Your Committee did not hear any
evidence and in the interests of economy did iiut consider it necessary to have
its proceedings printed.

During the course of its deliberations your Committee considered not only
the subjeet-matter of the Resolution referred to it, but also several other matters
closely related thereto such as compulsory voting and kindred subjeots. A
small sub-committee was set up to consider such related matters. The report
of this sub-committee was that it was unable to corne to any concrete con-
clusions or to make any recommendation other than that, further consideration
be deferred to the next Session of Parliament when it is anticipated that à
general revision of the Dominion Elections Act will be made, and your Com-
mittee concurs in this recommendation.

With respect to the matters referred to in the Order of Reference, your
Committee has unanimously decided and now recommends that the report of
the sub-cormiîttee above referred to, as welI as the amenidments to the Elc-
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tions Act proposed by the sponsor of the Resolution in the House relative tc
pubicity to be given to campaign contributions to political parties and organiza-
tions, a copy of which is also appended, be filed, and be referred to this Com-
mittee or such Special Committee of the House as may be set up at the next
Session of Parliament to consider and, if deemed advisable, make a general
revision of The Elections Act.

Your Committee have considered Bill No. 41, An Act to amend the Bank-
ruptcy Act, and have unanimously agreed to report said Bill with amendments.

In the course of their proceedings, your Committee have ordered that said
Bill No. 41 be reprinted as amended.

Mr. Hackett, from the Special Committee appointed to consider Bill No. 41,
An Act to amend the Bankruptcy Act, presented the Third and Final Report
of the said Committee, which is as follows:-

Fourteen meetings of the Committee have been held and eighteen persons
from all parts of Canada have appeared and given evidence. Written com-
munications have been received from a very large number of persons. In
addition, documents to the number of twenty-four have been filed.

The appointment of a Superintendent in Bankruptcy and the licensing of
trustees are the principal changes introduced by the Bill. The witnesses were
almost unanimous in favour of the supervision provided by the Bill, believing
it necessary to eliminate existing abuses. Some suggested that the expense of
this supervision be borne by the Government. Your Committee unanimously
recommend the appointment of a Superintendent and the licensing of trustees,
the expense to be borne by an assessment on the gross assets of bankrupt
estates, and consider that a levy not exceeding one-half of one per cent, possibly
less, will defray the expense of this supervision.

Witnesses• representing agricultural interests in the Province of Quebec
were unanimously in fayour of excluding Quebec farmers from the operation
of the Act. Your Committee have agreed to recommend that the Act be so
amended.

A copy of the proceedings and evidence adduced before the Committee
is appended hereto for the information of the House.

Mr. Matthews, from the Select Standing Committee on Banking and Com-
merce, presented the Fourth Report of the said Committee, which is as follows:

Your ýCommittee bas had under consideration an Order of Reference, dated
February 1lth, 1932,-

That, in the opinion of this Huse, the price of gasoline to the Cana-
dian consumer bas for some time past been too high, and that this
matter should be referred to the Select Standing ýCommittee on Banking
and Commerce to investigate and report.

Your Committee bas held 22 meetings, and bas taken viva voce evidence
on oath of 20 witnesses. Numerous exhibits were filed by witnesses.

The aforementioned witnesses represented the following companies:
Imperial Oil, Limited,
McColl-Frontenac Oul Company, Limited,
British American Oil Company, Limited,
Sheli Oil of Canada, Limited,
Eastcrest Oil Company, Limited,

and also included individual importers and distributors, in some cases import-
ing direct from the United States, and in other cases purchasing gasoline from
Canadian refiners.

An officer of the White Star Refinery Company, of Detroit, Michigan, also
gave evidence concerning the condition of the petroleum. industry in the United
States.

An officiai of the Customs Branch of the National Revenue Department
gave evidence respecting the appraisal of petroleum imports for duty purposes.-

The Clarkson Commission Report of 1926 to the Ontario Government, being
areport of an inquiry into the prices of gasoline and oils sold in that province,

is incorporated in the evidence taken by ycnlr Committee.
A Committee of the Legislature of Saskatchewan was concurrently con-

ducting a similar inquiry to that of your Committee, but within the limitations
of provincial jurisdiction, and presented a report of its findings and recom-
mendations to the Legishature.

The said Saskatchewan Committee report is, not within the Order of Refer-
ence from the House to your Committee and therefore bas not been considered
by your Committee but in view of the recommendations therein contained bas
been incorporated in the printed proceedings of evidence in order that tbe bouse
rnay be informed of its contents.

Pursuant to authorization given by the bouse, your Committee engaged,
the firm of George A. Touche & Company, Cbartered Accountants. Thia-*firm
was instructed as. follows, namely:

1. That the accounts of the Imperial Oul, Limited, be taken for, the pur-
pose of establishing the fundamental facts required by the Committee.
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2. That a* basis of establishing the ascertainment of costs be mutually

agreed upon between the auditors and the officers of Imperial Oil, Limited.

3. That for the purposes of the two preceding paragraphs, the investiga-
tion be specifically applied against

(a) The Sarnia and Halifax Refineries as regards the elements entering
into production costs as a whole and as applicable to proportionate
distribution of these total costs agaînst gasoline and otiier commodities
refined from crude.

(b) The relative wholesale price of gasoline and other commodities refined
from crude in relation to costs of production at the Sarnia and Halifax
Refineries.

(c) The elements embodied in the selling, distribution and administration
ýexpenses, added to the costs of production, in relation to selling prices
for Imperial OiÙ Limited, as a whole and as specifically applied ini the
following marketing divisions~

(d) That such marketing divisions may be designated by your suib-ýorn-
mittee.

4. That synonymous with this investigation by the auditors into the afore-
mentioned cost and selling factors of the Imperial Oil, Limited, they secure froin

British American Oil Co., Limited,' and froin McColl-Frontenac Oil Co., Limaited,

statements in such f orm. as will render practicable a comparison of the relative

costs and selling prices of the three corporations, thus offering means of disclosing
any maj or variations wîthout entailing the additiîonal expense of investigating
the a9maller oil companies operating in Canada.

The auditors were also directed to, make an examination and audit of the

books of the McColl-Frontenac Oul Company with respect to certain operations
of that company.

The auditors' report was duly presented to your Committee by Mr. O. A.
Matthews, a mem-ber of the firin of George A. Touche and Comipany, who

explained in detail the clauses of the report as the saine was read at presentation.
Mr. Matthews was subsequently recalled, sworn and examined in respect to

matters connected with the audit and report. Statements of figures abstracted
from the books of the andited companies, and extended in the report, were duly
filed.

A sumamary of the conclusions as set out in the auditors' report is as
follows:

(a) That the Company's records relating to 1930 operating costs charged to
gasoline showed no evidence of "cost loading" by reason of affiliations
in the United States and South America, or because of unfavourable
accounting practices, -but rather, that the gasoline costs, if anything,
were understated because of the Company's conservative policies in not
loading into costs sueh matters as fire insurance premiums, depreciation
rates, contingency reserve charges and inventory pricing.

(b) That the total costs for 1930 were free of charges for interest on capital
invested, or such as might be related against funded debt, or as a charge
imposed, by a parent company in the form of renta1 for use and opera-
tion of the refineries and marketing stations and equipinent. In other
words, the financing of Imperial Qil, Limited, has been effected through
the sale of capital stock and the investment of a proportion of surplus
earnings in extensions of plant and equîpment facîlities, without any
issue of bonds of debentures upon which interest might be charged.

(c) That the 1930 marketing costs charged to gasoline whilst as a whole
legitimate from. an accounting point of view, were high in relation to
total costs. The higb cost of marketing is attributed to territorial and
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elimatic conditions, and extreme competition obtaining in the distribu-
tion and marketing of gasoline in Canada. In view of the fact that the
territorial and climatie conditions in Canada are not subject to human
manipulation and change, a partial solution of the problem would seem
to lie in a concerted action on the part of all distributing companies to
eliminate as far as possible the present costly system of marketing.

(d) That variations in gasoline prices in 1929, 1930 and 1931 to consumers
were not based directly upon ascertained refinery costs, but largely upon
the variations in the market cost of crude oil with fluctuating additional
charges for excise tax, sales tax, freight surcharge and exchange. It
has not been demonstrated that any grounds exist for any allegations
that the Company has taken unfair advantage of either the specific
or dumping duties in its gasoline prices to consumers during the period
under invcstigation.

(e) That the reason for the unfavourable comparison at some points between
United States competitive prices and those of the Imperial Oil, Limited,is due to the demoralized conditions of the gasoline industry in the
United States, caused by the over-production of gasoline and various
tax evasion "rackets," which, in turn, result in the price of United
States gasoline falling -far below the relative movements in crude oil
prices and other costs of production and distribution.

(f) That the zoning basis of establishing gasoline prices results in the
spreading of transportation differentials to the comparative disad-
vantage of gasoline consumers at centres of trade in proximity to some
refineries, whereas the zoning price basis frequently operated to the
advantage of gasoline consumers in the territories outlying from the
Refineries. It was also found that tank wagon gasoline prices are given
to farmers and coastal fishermen both East and West.

(g) That in such outlying districts as have no dealer competition or where
any dealer association arrangements exist, the spread between Im-
perial Oil, Limited, tank wagon prices to the consumer is entirely in
the hands of the independent dealers.

(h) That apart altogether from the basis used in the establishing of gaso-
une prices, the spread between such selling prices and the combined
costs of refining and marketing showed an average net profit of not
exceeding 1-01 cents per Imperial gallon of all gasoline sold by
Imperial Oil, Limited, in the year 1930.

(i) That in view of the fact that the investigation of Imperial Oil, Limited,
disclosed no improper accounting practices in the matter of costs or
unstated profits, and because Imperial Oil, Limited, occupy the leading
position in the gasoline industry in Canada, the auditors gave it as
their opinion that the expense which would be involved in extending
their investigation into the records of the British American Oil Com-
pany, Limited, the McColl-Frontenac Oil Company, Limited, and other
oil companies in Canada, would not be justified in view of their find-
ings on the average net profit per gallon of gasoline sold by Imperial
Oil, Limited, in 1930.

From a consideration of the evidence and the auditors' report, it is the
opinion of your Committee that the price of gasoline to the Canadian consumer
is not unreasonably high, and that the public interest would not be further
served by a continuation of this inquiry.

Your Committee in view of the evidence presented before them a printed
copy of which is herewith presented to the House, present the following recom-
mendations.

Your Committee recommend that the Canada Grain Act be amended ta
make, operative for the crop year 1933-34, the recommendation of the Western
Grain Standards Board, insofar as it relates ta the grading of Garnet Wheat
as contained in the Annual Report of the Board of Grain Commissioners for
Canada for the year 1931. Provided that the said amendment shaîl have force
and effect for the crop year 1933-34, unless the said Board shaîl, after giving
due consideration ta the evidence given before your Committee and conditions
then existing, establish standards for the grading of Garnet Wheat for the said

presented the Seventh and Final Report of tihe saîd Oornrittee, which is as
follows:

Výour Cornmitteie ta whom was referred f or consideration and report the

accounts -and the, estimates of the Canadian National Railways, the Canadiaii
Cyoverbrmehit Merchant Marine, the Canadian National (West Indics) Steam-

ships, Limited, and the varîous bills presented ta Parliament relating to the

operations of the Jkailway-s and $hipping owned and coritrolled by the Govern-

ment, held 18 public meetings, in the course of which they examrned many

w1tneses, including three Oirectors amd the necessary executive officers of the

Company including the President.

1. Bill No. 231.
Your Committee had under consideration Bill No. 21 "An Act respecting

'the Canadian National Railways -and to authorize additioinal provision of
moneys to meet expendîtures made and indebtedness incurred during the calen-
dar year 1931."

The object of this Bill was to authorize the Canadian National Railways

to issue additional securities to the extent of $11 ,=7,498.86, for the purpose

for the year 1931 of financing where the amounts avaihable from net operating
income and investments were insufficient.

In other words the Canadian National Railways Financing Act, 1931,
which authorized the issue of securities ta, the principal sum of $68,5000 the

estimated requirements for 1931, was insufficient for the purposes of the iRail-

way ta the extent abovementioned, and this Bill became necessary by reason

of the ascertained incarne deficît arising from the oerations of the Railways,
and f ull explanation of thîs Bill was gîven in te Muse of Commons by the

Minister af Railways and your Committee reported the same withont amend-
ment.
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2. Bill No. 34.

Your Committee also had under consideration Bill No. 34 "An Act respect-
ing the Canadian National Railways and to authorize the provision of moneys
to meet expenditures made and indebtedness incurred during the calendar year
1932."

The object of this Bill was to authorize the Canadian National Railways to
issue securities to the extent of $61,500,000 for the purpose during the year 1932
of financing where amounts available from net operating income or investments
may be insufficient. This sum is made up of the following:-

(a) Net income deficits, including profit and loss, but not
including interest on Dominion Government advances,
not exceeding. . .. .. .. .. .. .. .. .. .. .. .. .. ... $ 42,784,610 13

(b) Equipment principal payments, sinking funds, miscel-
laneous maturing or matured notes and other obliga-
tions secured or unsecured, not exceeding .. .. .. .. .. 11,681,651 87

(c) Construction and betterments, including coordinations;
acquisition of real or personal property, and working
capital, not exceeding.. .. .................... 7,033,738 00

Total.. .......................... .. $ 61,500,000 00

The detailed statement of the financial requirements and estimated capital
expenditures for the year ending December 31st, 1932, was placed before your
Committee, amounting to the said sum of $61,500,000, and while the Manage-
ment of the system last year expressed their intention of reducing operating
expenses and have put into effect economies which they affirm will approximate
$28,000,000 in the years 1931 and 1932, yet the- difference between estimated
operating revenue and estimated operating expenses for the current year falls far
short of meeting the interest on the funded debt in the hands of the public,
which, without regard to any interest due to the Government, this year amounts
to the sum of $56,849,244.65, an increase in 12 months of $1,634,267.18. Refer-
ence to the" annual Report of the Company shows that the net additional capital
expenditure for the period of 9 years from January lst, 1923, to December 31st,
1931, amounts to the sum of $419,669,620.64 which has imposed an additional
annual interest burden of $20,936,821 for the same period and accounts for
approximately 37½ per cent in the increase of the annual interest charges due
to the public. There is also $1,357,650 due the Governrent for interest on
unfunded debt.

In the light of the aforegoing it is difficult for your Committee to appreciate,
from a business standpoint, the wisdom of some of the capital expenditures
made and included in the total increase above referred to. Doubtless had the
present world depression not so adversely affected the system or continued
for such a great length of time, better results from these capital expenditures
would have accrued to the system. In view, therefore, of the results of the
past two or three years, your Committee strongly recommend that until there
is marked improvement in the earnings of the system, capital expenditures
should be limited strictly to the barest necessities, always consistent with
efficiency.

Your Committee had under consideration also the Annual Report for the
year ending December 31st, 1931, and have agreed to report the same.

3. Operating Expenditures.
The operating expenditures for the year 1932, exclusive of Eastern lies,

are estimated at $139,304,000 while the operating revenues for the same period
are estimated at $157,248,000.
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The operating revenues for the year 1931 amounted to the suma of
$177,273,738, or approximately $20,000,000 more than the estimate for 1932.

In view of the rapîd decline of the operating revenues, your Committee
are impelled to recommend that the most strîngent econorny be exereised by
the management in ail the controllabie operating expenditures, and in this
regard your Committee recommend that with respect to executive officers and

other saiaried officiais of the Railway, a thorough revision of salaries down-
ward be made. In the report of your Committee for the year 1931, a specific

recommendation to that effeet was passed and in response thereto the report
from the sub-committec of the Board of Directors, directed to the Honourable
the Minister of Railways and Canais, dated the l6th February, 1932, was siib-
mitted to vour Committee. This report announced that on Juiy 3lst, 1931, a
horizontal cut of 10 per cent, affecting ail officiais and officers in receipts of
salaries of $4,000 and over, became effective, and bas resuited in an annual
saving of $545,652, affecting in ail 828 officiais and officers. This means that
the annual cost of the said 828 officiais theretofore amounted to aipproximately
$5,456,200. The sub-coînînittee of the Board of Directors were of opinion that
specifi-ý rather than further horizontal reductions in salaries should be made,
and stated that an examination of the salaries exceeding $5,000 was under way,
havîng in view additionai econornies. No subsequent report has been receivcd,
but your Commîttee coacur that specific rather than a furtber horizontal
reduction in salaries shouid be made, and in this connection desire to point
out that in a statement submitted and produced to the Committee, it would
appear that as of July 2lst, 1931, there were 96 officiais receiving $10,000 and
over and 37 officiais receiving $15,000 or over. Your Committee are of opinion
that tlie salaries patid tu die highi oficiais are exces,-ive and slîould iitnînediateiy
be substantiaily reduced.

Your Committee wouid further point out that there would seem to be a
multipiicity of officials and the number of higher paid officiais sbould be sub-
stantially reduced, especialiy those acting in the capacity of Assistants to heads
of Departments. Your Committee therefore recommend that the Subcommittee
of the Board of Directors set up to deai witb this matter be instructed to put
into effeet immediately the principies underlying this recommendation.

Inciuded in the activities of the Subcommittee of the Board dealing with
the salaries of the Executive lleads and other officiais, was the subj oct matter
of the remuneration received by the President. Under the tcrrns of bis contract
of engagement dated September 23, 1929, the President shahl receive a fixcd
annua1 salary of $75,000 per annum, witbout any extra fees or remuneration of
any description. It bas corne to the attention of your Committee that the
President is stili in receipt of an addîtionai $5,000 fee from the Ontario Car
Company and the speciai annual allowance for expenses not to be specifically
accounted for approved by the Board of Directors on November 18, 1929, amount.-
ing to $15,000, and your Committee recommend that the matter of the receipt
of said fee of $5,000 shall be again considered by the Board of Directors with a
view to its possible cancellation. With respect to the speciai allowance of
$15,0O0 your Cornmittee recommend that the payment of the same be reviewed
by the Board of Directors as being inconsistent with the terms of bis contract
of engagement.

Foliowing the recommendation of your Committee of last year, made on
the suggestion of the President, a Royal Commission on Transportation bas
been set up by tbe Government and is now functioning. Tbis Commission bas
not yet finisbed its labour or reported its findings. Your Committee are not
desirous of anticipating the fandings of the Commission but your Committee
are o! the opinion that the Report of the Commission wbich it is anticipated
wihl be brought down sbortly sbould be studied with tbe greatest care, not only
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by the Government itseIf, the systems of Railways concerned, but ýby the Cana-
dian people generally, so that the views of the Commission may be thoroughIy
understood, and if deemed advisable given effect to at the next Session of Parlia-
ment.

4. Maritime Freight Rates Act antd Eastern Lines.
Your Committee 'have also had under consideratien Item No. '317 in the

estimates providing for the payment to the Canadian National Railway Com-
pany as required by the Maritime Freight Rates Act of the deficît incurred dur-
ing the period under review on Eastern lines. The aniaunt of the estimated
deficit is $6,217,400, and in addition the sum of $1,750,00W representing the
estimated amount by which the revenues of the Unes wilI be lcsscncd during the
year by the reduction of rates applicable to Eastern lines by the application of
the Maritime Freight Rates Act. In view of the legisiation existing your Com-
mittee are of opinion that the amounts asked for are necessary and proper to
give effeet to the letter and spirit of the Maritime Freight Rates Act, and in the
operation of the Eastern Lines. Your Commnittee are, however, of the opinion
that the two items above referred to, the deficit in operation of the Easterla
lines, and the amount required to reimburse the National Railways for reductions
in tolls under the application of the Maritime Freight Rates Act should not be
included in the same estimate, and should be severeel and shewn .separately, even
if legisiation te effeet that end is necessary, and respectfully recommend that
app4ropriate action in the premises be taken so as te provide that the amount
required to provide for the paynient of the deficit in operation on the Eastern
lines be entirely severed from the amount required to be paid in reduetion of
tolls under the application of the Maritime Freight Rates Act.

Your Corrittee have also ha4 under ronsideration Item -No. 316 being the
amount required under the Maritime Freiglit Rates Act te provide for payment
<rom time to time during the fiscal year 1932-33 of the differenre, estimated by
the Board of Railway Commissioners and certified by the said Board te the
Mînister of Railways and Canals, as and when required by hii mcurring on
&ceount of the application ûf the Maritime Freight Rates Act between the tariff
tolis and the normal tolls, referred te in Section 9 of the said Act, on ail traffie
moved during 1932 by the independent Railway Companies mentioned therein,
and your Com mittee are of opinion ýthat this amotmt is necessary te implement
the provisions of the Aet in that regard and should be granted by Parliament.

5. Canadian Government M1erchant Marine.
Your Committee have had under consideration Item No. 314 in the estimates,

relating to loan to the Canadian Covernment Merchant Marine, Limited, to bc
applied in payment in deficits in operations of the Compan~y and of the vesscis
under the Company's control during the year ending December 31, 1932, amount-
ing in ahl te $4 4 OO, a ýdecreaseof 8$148,500 over the previous year.

Your Committee have also considered the balance sheet of the -Comnpany
and are of the opinion that the said sum of $440;000 is required for the purpose
cf the Company and should be grnnted by Parliament. Your ýComnmittee reiter-
ates their view and believe that the time has corne when the Government should,
if possible, abandon the policy of operating a Government Merchant Marine,
and if possible arrange for the sale or lease of the fleet, and where practi'cable,
and not contrary to Imperial or Inter-Dominion relations, make arrangements
wîth other shipping companies so that the Trade of Canada may be protected,
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6. Canadian National (West Indies) Service.
Your Committee have had under consideration Item No. 315 in the estimates,

relating to the loans to the Canadian National (West Indies) Steamships,
Limited, to be applied in payment of deficits in operations of the Company and
of the vessels under the Company's control, during the year ending December
31, 1932, and interest requirements, which amounts to $820,000 as compared with
$755,000 for the year 1931.

The year ending December 31, 1930, resulted in an operating loss of
$523,136.98, while the operating loss for 1931 was $446,568.53, which is slightly
above the amount of the subsidy previously paid to an independent Company
by the Government for a much inferior service. Your Committee are in agree-
ment with the principle that this Steamship service is a matter of treaty obliga-
tion and should be continued, but your Committee are of opinion that the utmost
vigilance should be exercised by officials directing and in charge of this Steamship
line so that, if possible, the cost of operation to the Dominion should be reduced
to a minimum, consistent with efficiency, and at the earliest possible moment
turned into an operating profit. The service performed by this line on both
routes is an excellent one and should be constantly brought to the attention of
the Canadian people whenever and wherever possible with a view to their patron-
izing the service.

With respect to the traffic originating in the British West Indies, served by
the ships your Committee are of opinion that every effort should be made to
induce the residents and commercial interests in such Colonies to patronize
the service thus made possible for them at so great an expense by the Canadian
people, ta the fullest possible extent.

7. Expense Accounts of Officials.

Your Committee have had under consideration the question of expense
accounts of executive and other officers of the Company. After fully consider-
ing the matter, your Committee desire to record their belief that there should
be a much stricter supervision of all expense accounts, and before payment
they should be supported by vouchers and that other necessary evidenoe of
payment should be presented to a properly constituted Committee of Directors
set up for the purpose of examining and passing on same and that payment
of all such expense accounts, whether submitted by the President, executive
heads or all other officials should be strictly limited to business purposes and
that with respect ta Company entertainment accounts, only those authorized
by the same separate and controlling body should be approved. Last year
your Committee made a strong recommendation in reference to this matter
and reiterate what was then said, especially in relation to such matters as
Club dues, entertainments and donations. A system of control similar to that
in vogue in the best regulated industrial bouses, finance and other institutions
is required, and your Committee earnestly recommend that the Board of Direc-
tors forthwith put in effect such effective control as is necessary in the premises.
The subject-matter is one that cannot be effectively dealt with by a Parlia-
mentary Committee but the principle involved is an important one, and in the
opinion of your Committee the best qualified body to deal with the matter is
the Board of Directors.

These recommendations should apply specifically to all officers of the
Company irrespective of their rank or station.

8. Audit.
According to the evidence submitted to your Committee on a previous

occasion it has been shewn that the Government employs a reputable firm of
Chartered Accountants to make a running audit of the railway operations,
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The auditors sign the Annual Report and give a certificate attached to the Con-
solidated Balance Sheet in which they state:-

We have examined the books 'and records of the Companies
comprising the Canadian National Railway System for the twelve
months ended the 31st December, 1931. The investments in Road and
Equipment appearing in the books of the Companies as at the lst Janu-
ary, 1923, were accepted by us.

We certify that, in our opinion, the above Consolidated Balance
Sheet is properly drawn up so as to exhibit a true and correct view of
the affairs of the System as at the 31st December, 1931, and we further
certify that, in our opinion, the relative Income and Profit and Loss
Accounts for the year ended the 31st December, 1931, are correctly
stated.

Your Committee are of opinion that the audit now in effect is not sufficient
and should go much further, and the auditors should be empowered to go into
every phase of the System's operations with power to call attention to any
matter calling for comment in their judgment similar in principle to the powers
vested in the Auditor General of Canada.

9. Financial Control.

Heretofore there has been control of the capital expenditures of the Com-
pany but down to a comparatively recent date the expenditures on operation
were vested entirely in the executive heads of Departments, and were subject
only to the review of the President. No such power should be vested in any one
man or small group of men under the same control. In no sense can such a
system be deemed to be effective, and in the opinion of your Committee, this
position should be remedied forthwith.

On the 2nd June, 1931, a Special By-Law No. 18 was enacted by the
Board of Directors establishing a Finance ,Committee under the authority of
the Statute relating to the Company, which By-Law was duly ratified by
Order in Council No. P.C. 1398, passed on the 17th June, 1931. There was
already Governmental control of capital expenditures under the Statute. By-
Law No. 18 provides for the setting up of a Committee of the Board of Directors
to be known as a " Finance Committee " to consist of three members of the
Board, namely, the President of the Company who was to be the Chairman of
the Committee, the Director holding the position of Deputy Minister of R-'il-
ways and Canals, and the Director holding the position of Vice-President in
charge of the legal affairs of the Company. The By-law further provides that
such Finance Committee shall, notwithstanding anything in any other Bv-law
to the contrary, have supervision and control over all matters relating to the
capital expenditures of the Company, and particularly in respect to the pro-
vision of the moneys therefor and the allocation of such moneys. The Bv-law
as enacted and confirmed is silent with respect to expenditures for operation
and maintenance and in the opinion of your Committee the scope of the By-law
should be immediately enlarged by appropriate action on the part of the 'Board
so as to provide that two additional members of the Board shall also be
members of the Finance Committee and that all expenditures for materials
and/or supplies, or expenditures of any other character, save and except pay-
rolls, amounting in value to say $25,000 or over, should first be passed upon
by the Finance Committee and subsequently ratified by the Board or the
Executive Committee. Your Committee are of the opinion that such a pro-
vision would have a healthful and beneficial effect not only on the volume of
purchases, especially as unanimity on the part of the entire committee is
necesary under the terms of the By-law, but also the manner and character
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of purchases, and your Committee earnestly recommend that immediate steps
be taken by the Board to give effect to the principles underlying this recom-
mendation.

10. The President's Residence.

Your Committee had under consideration the fact that on the eighth of
August, 1930, pursuant to a Resolution of the Board of Directors passed on
September 23rd, 1929, the residence No. 1415 Pine Avenue, Montreal, was leased
by the Railway Company for a period of ten years, as a residence for the
President at an annual cost closely approximating $20,000.

Having regard to all the evidence adduced and having special regard to the
President's contract of engagement, dated September 23, 1929, as ratified and
confirmed by his contract with the Government dated October 25, 1929, whereby
the President agreed to serve as President and Chairman of the Company includ-
ing the various constituent and subsidiary Companies comprising the system,
and for the full and entire services to be performed from time to time for the
fixed annual salary of $75,000, without any extra fees or remuneration of any
description, and in addition, but subject to the bylaws, rules and regulations
applicable, all reasonable out-of-pocket expenses incurred in connection with the
duties of his office or offices, your Committee are of opinion that the leasing of
the residence appears to your Committee to be in contravention of the Contract
of Engagement and even if legal was unwise and should not have been authorized.

The whole transaction in the opinion of your Committee was a successful
attempt by the Board of Directors to do indirectly what could not be done
directly by expenditure on capital account, namely, to procure a residence for
the President free of rent, taxes and repairs, and your Committee consider that
the action of the Board of Directors in this regard indicates that while they
may not have exceeded their legal powers they did not exercise that degree of
prudence, care and judgment requisite in the premises.

Your Committee recommend that the whole transaction be reviewed and
investigated by the Directors, with a view to ascertaining its legality, and if
possible obtaining its recision.

11. Off-Line Offices in the United States.
In recent years a large number of Off-Line passenger and freight offices have

been established in leading cities of the United States, with a view to obtaining
traffic for both branches of the service.

Data received with respect to the expenses of and gross receipts from all
such offices shews that results have been fairly satisfactory with respect to
freight traffic but with respect to passenger traffic the results achieved so far
have not been commensurate with the cost.

Your Committee investigated with some care the situation with respect to
the New York passenger office now located at 673 Fifth Avenue. The initial
cost of acquiring these premises and of alterations amounted to the sum of
$429,223.05, and the annual cost of operation including the rental of the premises
505 Fifth Avenue formerly occupied as passenger offices and which are still
under lease and at present unoccupied, is now $252,902. The gross amount of
passenger traffie sold in 1931 was $502,353, including transportation sold on
other lines.

Your Committee recommend that the whole question of the New York and
other Off-Line passenger offices should be carefully reviewed by the Manage-
ment in conjunction with the Board of Directors.
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Your Committee further recommend that careful consideration be given by
the Management and by the Board to the question of closing such of the offices,
both pasenger and freight, as have not achieved satisfactory results, and also
of co-operating with other Railway systems by joint arrangement so as to effect
as much saving as possible.

12. Pensions.
A Memorandum respecting the various Pension schemes in effect was sub-

mitted to your Committee.

On December 31, 1931, there were 2,476 retired officials and employees on
the Pension list and the total Pensions paid for 1931 amounted to $1,248,000.83.

These Pension systems comprise:-
(1) The Intercolonial and Prince Edward Island Railway Employees Pro-

vident Fund, which is still in force.
(2) The Grand Trunk Railway of Canada Superannuation and Provident

Fund, scheme, closed in 1907 and the presently subsisting Grand Trunk
scheme.

(3) The Canadian National Railway Pension scheme, set up in 1929, and
in force at the present time.

All of the above mentioned schemes have legislative sanction and authority,
but in as much as in a return filed with your Committee it appears that during
the past five years numerous employees received Pensions in excess of what the
Pension schemes applicable to such employees call for your Committee are of
opinion that attention should be called to this apparent excess of jurisdiction.

Your Committee are of opinion that the whole situation respecting Pensions
should be reviewed, not with any view to reducing statutory Pensions but with
the view to putting the Pension Schemes on a sound economic basis, including,
if deemed desirable, the inclusion of the principle of contribution.

Your Committee are of opinion that in as much as the Pension schemes now
in effect are statutory the payments of amounts in excess of the amounts called
for by such schemes are not justified in principle, and your Committee recom-
mend that the attention of the Board of Directors be called to this situation
with a view to taking such action in the premises as may be deemed desirable
and just, having regard to the fact that the principle of Pensions is an estab-
lished principle and crystallized into Legislation.

13. Your Committee realizing that the exercise of political patronge or
influence in the operation of this publicly-owned enterprise would do great
injury recommend continued vigilance on the part of all concerned, to avoid
the introduction of practices so detrimental to the public interest.

14. Your Committee recommend that the proceedings and evidence taken
be printed as an Appendix to the Journals of the House, and that 700 copies be
printed in Blue Book form, 500 in English and 200 in French.

15. Your Committee are glad to state that the report is unanimous.

A copy of the minutes of proceedings and evidence is tabled herewith.

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Mr. Casselman, for Mr. Harris, from the Select Standing Committee on

Terminal Company, your Committee recommend that $204 of the Fe.es and
Charges paid be refunded.

Mr. Manion, a Member of the King's Privy Council, for Mr. Gordon,

Quebec for unemployment relief works refused by the Federal Department of
Public Works.

And also,-Return to an Address to His Excellency the Governor General
of the 21st March, 1932, for a copy of all correspondence and resolutions in
possession of the Labour Department, forwarded by the Quebec Government
and Municipalities, requesting delay in carrying out public works in connec-
tion with the uniemployment relief.

Mr. Cahan, a Member of the King's Privy Council, presented,--Return to
an Order of the House of the 18th April, 1932, for a Return showing how many
inquiries were requested in connection with active political partisanship since
August, 1930, (a) by the defeated Conservative candidates from the province
of Quebec; (b) by the defeated Conservative candidates from the other eight
provinces of the Dominion; (c) by the Conservative members from the province
of Quebec; (d) by the Conservative members from the other eight provinces of
the Dominion.

And also,-Return to an Order of the House of the 9th May, 1932, for a
copy of all paysheets, accounts, memorandums, letters and other documents,
regarding the expenditure of money under the Unemployment and Farm Relief
Act, 1931, in connection with extension to breakwater at Rockdale, Nova Scotia.

Mr. Stewart (Leeds), a Member of the King's Privy Council, presented,-

SPECIAL WAR REVENUE ACT

Resolved, That it is expedient to introduce a measure ta amend the Special
War Revenue Act, chapter 179 of the Revised Statutes of Canada, 1927, as

amended by chapter 50 of the Statutes of 1928, chapter 57 of the Statutes of
1929, chapter 43 of the Statutes of 1930, and chapter 54 of the Statutes of 1931,
and to provide-

1. (i) That every company authorized under the laws of the Dominion
of Canada or of any province thereof to transact the business of insurance other
than if e and niarine insurance companies, fraternal benefit societies, purely
mutual fire insurance companies insuring principally f arm risks, reciprocal in-
surance exehanges and mutual companies carrying on business on the premium
deposît plan, shahl pay for Consolidated Revenue Fund a tax of one per centum
upon the net premiums received by the Company in Canada on and after the
first day of January, 1932.

(i) That every mutual company authorized under the laws of the Dominion
of Canada or of any province thereof to transact the business of insurance and
which carnies on business on the premîum deposit plan and every reciprocal
insurance exehange so authorized shahl pay for Consolidated Revenue Fund a
tax of two per centum, upon the net premiums received by it in Canada during
the cahendar year 1932 and each calendar year thereafter.

(iii) That every person resident in Canada wbo insures or has insured
bis property situate in Canada, or any property situate in Canada in which he
bas an insurable interest other than that of an insurer of such property against
risks other than marine risks, with any British or foreign company or any
reciprocal insurance exehiange whîeh, on or before the flrst day of July, 1932,
or at the time such insurance is effected or renewed if after the said date, us
not authorized under the haws of the Dominion of Canada or of any province
thereof to transact the business of insurance, shall pay for Consolidated Revenue
Fund a tax of flfteen per centum of the net premiums paid or payable for such
insurance during the calendar year 1932 and eacb calendar year thereafter.
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2. That on every cable and telegraph or radio message originating in
Canada the sending company shall pay to the Consolidated Revenue Fund a
tax of five cents and that on every long distance telephone call originating
in Canada the telephone company shall pay to the Consolidated Revenue Fund
a tax of six per centum of the amount charged, provided that in the case of a
call from a public pay-station, whether attended or operated by means of
automatic slot machines, the tax in lieu of six per centum, shall be five cents
for each call for which a charge of more than 25 cents but not exceeding eighty
cents is made and five cents for each additional eighty cents or fraction thereof,
and the company may charge the tax to the person paying the regular charges
for such message or call.

3. That every purchaser of a seat in a Pul:man or parlour car shall pay, in
addition to the regular price of each such seat, a tax of ten cents and that every
purchaser of a berth in a sleeping car or other sleeping accommodation on a
railway train shall pay in addition to the regular price thereof a tax equal to
ten per cent of the said price, provided that such tax shall in no case be less than
twenty-five cents.

4. That the stamp tax imposed by Parts VI, VIII, and IX of the said Act
on cheques, receipts to banks, money orders, travellers' oheques and post office
money orders for amounts exceeding five dollars, and on bills of exchange and
promissory notes, be increased to three cents on every instrument for an amount
not exceeding one hundred dollars, and to six cents on every instrument for an
amount exceeding one hundred dollars.

5. That subsection (e) of section sixty-one of the said Act, as enacted by
ohapter 54 of the Statutes of 1931, be repealed.

6. (i) That the rate of consumption or sales tax as imposed by section
eighty-six of the said Act, as amended by section eleven of chapter 54 of' the
Statutes of 1931, be increased to six per cent.

(i) That the following words be removed from the list of articles exempt
from the consumption or sales tax set out in Schedule III to the said Act, as
enacted by chapter 54 of the Statutes of 1931, that is to say:-

"Bakers' cake and pies, not to include biscuits;" "and substitutes
therefor" in line seven of the said Schedule; "lard compound and similar
substances, made from animal or vegetable stearine or oiýls;" "materials
for use solely in the manufacture of any substitute for butter or lard;"
"extract of rennet;" "ice cream;" "usual coverings to be used exclusively
for covering goods not subject to the consumption or sales tax;" "materials
to be used exclusively in the manufacture of usual coverings to be used
for covering goods not subject to the consumption or sales tax."

Also under the heading "Goods Enumerated in Customs Tariff Items;"
the following figures and words, namely;-

"45. Milk foods, n.o.p.; prepared cereal foods, in packages not exceed-
ing twenty-five pounds weight each;"

"46. Prepared cereal foods, n.o.p.;"
And that the word "lard" where it first appears in line eight of the

said Schedule be struck out and the words "lard, when produced in Can-
ada" be substituted.

"And that the words 'oatmeal, rolled oats and cornmeal; rolled
wheat' be deleted and that there be inserted in lieu thereof the words
' oatmeal, rolled oats, cornmeal and rolled wheat, when in packages
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exceeding five pounds each in weight'; and that the words 'bran, shorts,
middlings' be deleted and that there be inserted in lieu thereof the words'shorts; bran and middlings when for use as cattie, hog, poultry or other
stock feed, or when sold for human consumption in packages exceeding
five pounds each in weight '";

(ii a) That the following words be inserted in the said schedule III:-
" Bakers' cake and pies when produced by any one manufacturer

or producer to the value of not more than $5,000 in any one calendar
year."

(iii) That the following words be inserted in Schedule IV:-
"Ail articles manufactured or produced by the labour of the blind

in institutions in Canada establislied for their care or under the control
or direction of such institutions."

(iv) That the following words be removed from the lîst of articles exempt
to the extent of fifty per cent of the consumption or sales tax set out in Schedule
IV to the said Act, as enacted by chapter 54 of the Statutes of 1931, that is
to say-

"Biscuits of ahl kinds."

7. That the special excise tax on imports irnposed by section eighty-eight
of the said Act, as enacted by section fourteen of chapter 54 of the Statutes of
1931, be increased to three per cent.

8. That any enactment founded on paragraphs two, three and four of this
resolution shall ùore ýinto force on the second day of May one thousand nine
hundred and thirty-two.

dlaim of the Province of Quehec to own the water power created or made avail-
able or to be created or to be made available by the diversion of water through
the Beauharnois canal and to charge rentais therefor, and should it be deter-
mined that the ownership of such power is properly vested in the Dominion-
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then this government should submit, at the earliest possible date, the necessary
legislation enabling the government te exercise*the said rights of ownership to
nationalize the whole project in order to protect the national interest and for
this purpose to create a Federal Hydro Electric Commission.

"And further in the opinion of this House that the Government should
without delay take all necessary and proper steps to determine whether or not
the Act passed by the Legislature of Quebec granting the Charter of incorpora-
tion of the Beauharnois Light, Heat and Power Company and the amendments
thereto are ultra vires of the Province of Quebec.

"And further in the opinion of this House a Royal Commission should be
appointed to investigate the reasons for and the manner of the payments made
out of and ultimate disposition of all moneys derived from the sale of the
$30,000,000 worth of collateral trust bonds issued by the Beauharnois Cor-
poration Limited, and to investigate the prospectuses, statements, circulars
and advertisements issued by and/or used with the concurrence of the first
board of directors of the Beauharnois Light, Heat and Power Corpora-
tion Limited and which were issued in the sale and disposition of the said
$30,000,000 worth of collateral trust bonds, with all necessary and appropriate
powers and to report back."

Mr. Cahan raised the point of Order: That the proposed Resolution in-
volved a very large and unparalleled expenditure of money by way of nationaliz-
ing the Beauharnois power project and developing and extending it, and such a
Resolution could be introduced only by the Government, with the approval of
His Excellency the Governor General, who should recommend it to the House.

Mr. SPEAKER: "In my opinion the objection raised by the Secretary of
State (Mr. Cahan) is well taken. The amendment is a duplicate of the amend-
ment sought to be moved by the hon. member for Acadia, and as I read it, it is
not a mere abstract resolution which does not involve a future grant. It does
not say that the Government should consider taking the procedure outlined,
but if carried is a direction of the House to the Government te take proceedings
necessarily involving grants of public moneys: First, to determine the legality
of a claim of the province of Quebec; secondly, to determine whether an act
of the legislature of Quebec is ultra vires or not; thirdly, to appoint a royal
commission-all three of necessity involving the expenditure of public money.

"For that reason, in my opinion. it is not in order for a private member
to move the resolution, nor would it be in order for a member of the Govern-
ment to move it without following well-defined procedure relating to the presenta-
tion and discussion of such resolutions, as defined by standing order 60 of this
House, which further safeguards the principle by prohibiting the considera-
tion and debate of a motion which involves any public aid or charge upon the
people, even when made by a member of the Government, upon the day it is
made, and provides that it shall be adjourned to a future day and then be
referred to a Committee of the Whole House before any resolution or vote
of the House do pass thereupon.

" Bourinot, at page 406, quotes section 54 of the British North America
Act, as follows:-

" It shall not be lawful for the House of Commons to adopt or pass
any vote, resolution, address, or bill for the appropriation of any part
of the public revenue, or of any tax or impost, to any purpose that has
not been first recommended by a message of the Governor General in
the session in which such vote, resolution, address or bill is proposed.

" The constitutional provision which regulates the procedure of the
Canadian Commons in this respect applies not only to motions directly
proposing a grant of public money, but also to those which involve a
grant.
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"And Bourinot says further:-
"No cases can be found of any private member in the Canadian

Commons receiving the authority of the crown through a minister, to pro-
pose a motion involving the expenditure of public money. No principle is
better understood than the constitutional obligation that rests upon the
Executive Government, of alone initiating measures imposing charges
upon the public exchequer.

"In my opinion this resolution if passed would be a direct order from the
House to the Government to do certain things which would involve an expendi-
turc of public money. Therefore, I say such resolution is not in order when
moved by a private member."

And the Debate continuing on the main motion: That Mr. Speaker do now
leave the Chair;

Miss Macphail, seconded by Mr. Coote, moved in amendment thereto:
That all the words after " That " in the first lUne be struck out and the follow-
ing substituted therefor:-

" this House regrets that the Government has not made any pronouncement
of a policy calculated to meet the depressed conditions of our agricultural
industry.

" Further this House is of the opinion that the Government should take
into consideration the following suggestions as means calculated to improve
the agricultural industry: (a) the national control and regulation of currency
and credit; (b) a measure of controlled inflation having for its object increase
in commodity prices and as a first step toward this end bringing our currency
to par with the Pound Sterling; (c) a substantial reduction of farm indebtedness
and interest rates; (d) financial assistance in creating processing plants under
farmer control; (e) international agreements on tariff matters; (f) the creation
of an export marketing board; (q) that farmer co-operative selling organiza-
tions be permitted to import goods received in other countries in exchange for
Canadian agricultural products without the imposition of customs or dumping
duty; (h) relieving the farmer of some of the indirect taxation and substituting
heavier direct taxation based on the ability to pay."

" In His Majesty's name The Right Honourable the Deputy Governor
General thanks His Loyal Subjects, accepts their benevolence, and assents to
this Bill."

After which The Right Honourable the Deputy of His Excellency the
Governor General was pleased to close the Third Session of the Seventeenth
Parliament of the Dominion of Canada, with the following Speech:-

Honourable Members of the Senate:

Members of the House of Commons:

I desire to thank you for the careful attention you have given to the various
measures submitted for your consideration during the present Session of Par-
liament. The zealous discharge of your duties manifests alike, a deep concern
for the welfare of Canada and an unshaken confidence in its future.

It is gratifying to observe that the program of economy for the current
fiscal year will ensure relative equalization of revenues and expenditures, and
that the additional moneys necessary to provide for the public service will be
obtained without adverse effect upon the cost of living or impairment ôf the
national credit.

My Government's policy of unemployment and farm relief, consistently
and vigorously pursued, has already achieved an amelioration of condition and
forecasts steady and continued improvement in both agrarian and industrial
communities.

The means by which a larger area of distribution has been secured for the
coal production of the Maritime Provinces will do much to relieve conditions
heretofore prevailing in that part of the Dominion.

The measure for national ownership and control of radio broadcasting
provides the necessary assurance against foreign interference with broadcast-
ing from Canadian sources, and ensures to our people, without regard to class
or place, equality of service from the new broadcasting system to be inaugurated
as soon as practicable.

The commercial agreement negotiated with the Dominion of New Zealand
and ratified by Parliament is a further step towards closer empire economic
association based upon the principle of reciprocal benefits.

The enquiry by a committee of the House of Commons into the operation
of the Civil Service Act prepares the way for a reorganization of the Civil
Service Commission and the better administration of matters pertaining to the
civil service.

Among other important measures enacted were Bills respecting The Patent
Act, Unfair Competition in Trade and Commerce, the Export of Gold, Insurance,
The Fisheries Act, The Judges Act, The Excise Act, The Companies' Act,
The Soldiers Settlement Act and The Railway Act.

Approval has been given the British Commonwealth Shipping Agreement,
The International Convention for the Amelioration of Conditions of the Wounded
and Sick in Armies in the Feld, The International Convention relative to the
Treatment of Prisoners of War, The International Convention for Limiting
the Manufacture and Regulating the Distribution of Narcotic Drugs.

I do sincerely commend the fortitude and patience with which the Cana-
dian people have endured the trials and hardships of these troubled times.

Recurring disturbances in world
conditions have hindered our progress. The prosperity we rightly expected
before this time has been by them delayed. For no nation can alone resist
the influence of the universal disruption of financial and industrial conditions.

Within two months time an Economic
Conference of the countries which compose the British Empire will meet at
Ottawa. From that Conference may arise a power which will bring enduring
harmony out of economic chaos, and provide the wise and courageous leader-
ship which in other times of universal stress, the world looked for and obtained
from the British peoples.
