London, July 31—"Possibility of a 
national bakers strike, which the labor 
ministry Was trying today to avert, 
added to the anxiety newspapers dis­
played today over failure so far to set­
tle the Yorkshire miners' strike.

Sir Robert 6. Horne, minister *f 
labor, met with the British war cabi­
net today and explained the miners' 
position. He Bimntri -t* confer ISfle 
today with a'deputation of mine work­
ers. but leaders on both sides agreed 
that It was difficult to determine what 
should be the next step toward set­
tlement. The newspapers, in their edi­
torials today, commented upon the 
danger to industry.

“The best thing for us to do." said 
Herbert Smith, bead of the Yorkshire 
■Miners’ Federation, “Is to sit tight and 
say nothing; then we will not be mis­
represented or misunderstood."

The proposed' bakers’ strike Is 
threatened to enforce the demands of 
the men for a minimum wage of $20 a 
week, a 44-hour week, end the aboli­
tion of night work.

Among 'oday’s disorders, only two 
Involved any considerable number of 
Persons. Several hundred whites in 
search of four negroes who had hid­
den In tho stock yards were driven off 
oy militia men with lowered bayonets 
after the whites had demanded that 
the black* be delivered to them. No 
casualties resulted.

About 400 white men beat one of 
three negroes severely at Forty-sev­
enth street and Vincennes avenue this 
afternoon. The other two. both

Ottawa, July 31.—The government 
is considering appointments to the 
wheat purchasing board. Hon. T. A. 
Crerar, former minister of agriculture, 
has, it is understood, been asked to 
serve on the board.

A proposal considered Is that there 

shall be created a general advisory 
board, consisting of eight or nine mem­
bers and representatives 
various interests—production, 
ling, milling and so forth. Consumers, 
it is suggested, might be represented 1 
thru a representative of organized 
labor. From this general board there 
would be an inner board 
three selected to take in 
actual purchase and sale of the wheat.

The board will probabiy be given 
Jurisdiction also over the purchase and 
sale of certain wheat products, the 
idea being that It should act as a gen­
eral selling agency.

Fix Margin of Profit.
The wheat purchasing board will be 

known as the Canadian Wheat Board. 
Under the order-in-councli creating it 
the board in addition to purchasing 
and selling powers, has authority :

(1) To fix maximum prices or -mar­
gin of profit at which flour and -other 
products made from wheat delivered 
to millers may be sold, and to fix 
standards of quality of such flour.

(2) To purchase flour from millers 
at prices to be fixed by the board and 
to sell same in Canada or in other 
countries.

(3) To take possession of and to 
sell and deliver to millers, or to pur­
chase in other countries, wheat stored 
in any elevator, warehouse, or on rail­
way cars or Canadian boats, and to 
deal with the same as to payment of 
advance and otherwise in tile 
way as If it had been otherwise deliv­
ered to the board, and to move grain 
into and out of or thru any elevator, 
and to or from any car or boat.

Control Export and Sale.
(4) To control by license or other­

wise, the export and sale of flour out 
of Canada.

(5) For the purpose of performing 
Its duties under this order to allocate 
Canadian Lake tonnage and to distrib­
ute cars for rail shipment.

Authority is given to make advance 
payments according to a schedule to 
be prepared by the board and approved 
by the government in council. Provis­
ion is made, too, for the issue of par­
ticipation certificates; and. In regard 
to payment In full for all wheat deliv­
ered to the board, there shall be de­
ducted from same all moneys disbursed 
by, or on behalf of. board for expenses

Coroner s Jury Could Not Fix 
Blame on Definite

Infamous and disgraceful were the 

terms applied by Coroner W. A. Young 
to the practice of supplying men in hie 
majeriy'e uniform with alcohol for use 
as an intoxicant, at the morgue last 
night, where a Jury Investigated the 
circumstances surrounding the death 
of Pte. K. W. Wilson of the Royal 
Canadian Dragoons, who was found 
dead in his bed at Stanley Barracks 
on July 13.

The Jury found that Wilson had 
come to his death from alcoholic poi­
soning, but there had not been suffi­
cient corroborative evidence to name 
the party from whom the liquor had 
been obtained by the soldier- In his 
summing up to the Jury, Dr. Young 
enumerated the facts of the case, and 
told of the conflicting sworn testimony 
submitted at the hearing.

Trooper Taylor, who had been with 
Wilson, said the latter had secured the 
alcohol at the Crown Drug Store, on 
West Queen street. Wilson said the 
witness had paid $3 for three six-ounce 
bottles, one of which was wrapped in 
blue paper, while the other two were 
done in newspaper. Witness could 
swear, however, to the Identity of wo 
drug clerks from the store who, war» - 
present to give evidence. *

London, July 20.—Surprised and 

shocked by the government i 
ment that coal is to cost the 
#1.50 more a ton because of increased 
wages, shorter hours for the miner, 
arid steadily decreased production per 
workmen, British manufacturers have 
been calculating Just how much they 
must add to the price »ot their pro­
ducts in order to maintain the accus­
tomed level of profit.

The Federation of British Indus­
tries, representing well over $5,000,- 
000,000 Invested capital, has made 
public the following statement of in­
creased prices under the new coal 
charge:

Engineering products, 8 to 10 per 
cent.; textiles, 8 to 4 per cent; metal 
trades, 8 to 6 per cent.; chemicals, 10 
per cent.; gas and electricity, 10 per 
cent.; paper, per ton, 2; salt, per ton, 
$1.60.

In the building trades increased 
costs will be:

For steel, $5 per ton; bricks, 6 pei 
cent.; glass, 6 to 10 per cent.; drain 
pipe, $1.50 per ton.

The steel trade took Immediate 
alarm and when the announcement 
was made promptly withdrew all quo­
tations, pointing out the difficult post-, 
lion In which their Industry was 
placed, as already British manufac­
turers were belt.g undersold in the 
home market by American steel 
makers.

Grimsby fishermen also made their 
position very plain, declaring they 
could not operate their steam trawlers 
with the new priced coal and sell fish 
at old prices.

In Manchester it was pointed out 
that the smaller industries would be 
the most seriously affected, while lead­
ing coal operators said they would re­
ceive nothing from the advance.

The public generally also took 
alarm when It was pointed out that 
with coal at the new price it would 
have to consent to Increases In gas 
prices that would make up a de­
ficiency every year of some $36 per 
million.

IReuter Cable,
London, July 81.—Marshal FV>ch paid 

a remarkable tribute to Field Marshal 
Haig during the course of his address 
after the freedom of the city of Lon­
don 'bad been bestowed on him yester­
day.

"On that November 9th I sent Field 
Marshal Haig the following telegram, 
feeling certain I should be loyally fol­
lowed by him and his armies: 'The 
disorganised enemy, owing to repeated 
attacks, is giving way along the whole 
front. It is essential to maintain and 
accelerate our operations. I call upon 
the energy and initiative of the con.- 
manderb-in-ehief and their armies in 
order to secure and render decisive 
the results obtained'."

Marshal Foch concluded: “Let us 
salute the glorious dead who sleep in 
France. Faithtullj, piously and Jeal­
ously we shall guard them and keep 
their memory alive, because to us they 
are a testimony and a pledge."

Now you do 
not want anything like that.”

Case of Contempt,
“The matter, of course,” says the 

judgment, “Is one that can be handled 
under the provisions as to contempt. 
This matter is pending, and any at­
tempt such as Is being made to sub­
vert the proper disposition of justice 
by threat, can, of course, be adequately 
dealt with. I am not, however, very 
fond of contempt proceedings. While 
in an action involving individual rights, 
relief may well be refused unless pro­
per apology is made. This is not such 
a case. The rights of the citizens of 
Toronto cannot and ought not to be 
prejudiced by the actions of their 
perhaps self-constituted representa­
tives, no matter hovV improper or mis­
taken such actions may be.

Worse Than No Court.
“A court that can be influenced by 

threats, as a court, Is useless,” the 
judgment also says. 'The court, which 
on the one hand neither desires praise 
nor fears censure and is concerned in 
doing aught but what is the right 
thing to be done under the circum­
stances before It, within its jurisdic­
tion and subject to the law, Is worse 
than no court at all. Ifzrailway com­
panies or express companies are to be 
governed by a display of force, threats 
or bad temper on the part of those ad­
versely interested It will not be long 
before they cease to exist. If force 
and threats arc to influence the de­
cision of the courts they might as well 
be done away with at once and the 
ultimate force of Bolshevik rule 
adopted.”

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Not Successful.
The chairman says that the board

from being called. Mr. Hays further 
pointed out that the milk drivers In 
Toronto had not gone out, yet they 
were members of the union which 
was on strike against other employers 
of teamsters.

“I would point out. that we have 
made an agreement with the railroads 
and that we do not intend to break 
it," said Mr. Hays. “We are very 
busily engaged In Winnipeg 
straightening out the tangle which 
evolved out of the sympathetic strike 
in that city, and we cannot afford to 
have more work on our Hands at this 
juncture. I had hoped to act in an 
advisory capacity with the teamsters, 
but not a single representative is here 
today to meet me. I leave for Mont­
real this evening.”

He said the Hydro 
ha* been a grand thing for the peo­
ple of Ontario. The meeting was

It wag the duty of 
the people to get together. (Ap­
plause.)

Clean Cut Business Proposition 
Stewart Scott, M.P., said Galt 

was the • storm centre of the Hydro 
radiai movement. They wanted to 
hear Sir Adam Back discuss this 
most Important question, The whole 
thing was a clear-cut business pro­
position. Galt wished to take its 
place In the great public movement 
for Hydro radiais. The Hydro-Electric 
had been a grand thing for this sec­
tion of the province and the people 
lealouwly watched the agitation that 
is being carried on with respect to 
the financial side of Hydro. In hie 
opinion there could be no question of 
financial non-success. They had only 
to consult the economies made by 
reason of Hydro power. They real­
ized it especially in the output of 
shells from that district for carrying 
on the war. Hydro radial* were tak­
ing root by reason of public confi­
dence in the men at the head 
Hydro. The Hydro had to be, because 
of the railway situation. With the 
government taking over the railways, 
radiais were a necessity. The Hydro- 
Electric road* would be feeders for 
the government lines. They would, 
he believed, prove as great a success 
as Hydro-Electric power had proven. 
(Applause.)

J, W. Lyon, Guelph, said the Guelph 
deputation, had come to Galt to listen 
and to renew their confidence In 
Hydro. Guelph would be redeemed at 
the election on the bylaw. When the 
vote Is counted it will be five to one 
for Hydro. Guelph would remain loyal 
to Hydro. Guelph was the John v* 
Baptist of the Hydro “movement." 
(Laughter). There must be means to 
carry freight to market, and the plans 
of the Hydro Union would cover both 
the Niagarâ and St. Lawrence districts 
with Hydro radiais. The Guelph 
radial railway had paid better than 
any system of Its size in America. 
Guelph has assets in book value be­
yond every dollar invested in the road.

Representatives from almost every 

school section in the township attend­
ed a meeting held in the council cham- 

~bers yesterday to deal with the vexed 
question of the amount of the school 
grant. At present the rate is $*60 for 
the principal and $200 for each addi­
tional teacher.

Guelph Alone In Refusal.
Mayor Carter of Guelph, he said, had 

made a speech and taken a position that 
would block and destroy the will of the 
people with regard to Hydro in this part 
of Ontario. Guelph le the only munici­
pality showing a will not to go on. The 
money to the credit of the municipalities 
on the books of the Hydro Commission 
is no warrant for the position Mayor 
Carter has taken. The sum of $23,000 Is 
on the books of the commission to the 
credit of Guelph as a contingency account 
and would be kept to that credit But 
Guelph had a real surplus of over $60,090 
out of Hydro use. Other benefit accrued 
during the war Is inconceivable to the 
people. (Applause.) Prosperity had come 
to the municipalities of Ontario during 
the war thru the success of the Hydro.

The C.P.R. is the same color and stripe 
as every other corporation that has been 
spoon-fed or built up by public grants. 
They had bled the country and had be­
come a great corporation. That is their 

But co-operation of the muni­
cipalities is the business of the people to 
make prosperity in the manufacturing 
centres of the province. (Applause.)

He pointed to the increase of industries 
ip Ashbridge's Bay. The same could be 
said of Hamilton, Galt and Kitchener: 
The people should go on helping them­
selves against the corporations. In the 
province of Ontario rates will toe in the 
control of the people, and the Hydro 
radiais will be operated at cost.

Convincing Figures.
The commission paid $23,0uv,000 for the 

Ontario Power Co., and the revenue from 
operation is sufficient to pay for It in 
twenty-five years. In 1950 the people 
will have the Investment paid up. It is 
the people’s business to make Hydro 
succeed, and it will succeed. Two thou­
sand men. are working down there, on 
day labor, the eight-hour day, at good 
pay, and when completed the municipali­
ties of Ontario will be the largest hydro­
electric power development corporation 
in the world. Those who criticized were 
wasting their breath in the face of the 
facts. If the people using Hydro power 
had continued paying the old rates, they 
would pay $16,000.000 more last year than 
they actually paid. (Applause.)

Coming to the question of radiale, he 
referred to suspension of work owing to 
the exigencies of* war. He spoke of the 
district north of Guelph as being cut off 
from the advantages of transportation, 
and repeated that the whole radial rail­
way system is laid down upon an agree­
ment drawn up by the lawyers of the 
municipalities.

Guelph has a president of its radial 
railway who is terribly alarmed that the 
Guelph system does not . pay. The alder-. 
man accused J. W. Lyon and Aid. Han- 
nlgan of being in the pay of the Hydro 
Commission. They are not in the pay of 
the commission. They are self-sacrific­
ing servants of the municipalities. All 
rates will be reduced once Hydro radiais 
come into a district. Mayor Garter of 
Guelph said the Hydro Commission is an 
autocratic power, and that the city would 
be entirely in their hands. The duty of 
the commission, under Its agreement will 
be carried out to the letter of the law, 
no matter who criticises It. (Applause.) 
The corporation* hoped the commlss on 
would disagree with the municipalities.

Labor and the Nickel Question.

Editor World: Your energy and 
time have been splendidly spent in ex­
posing the exploitation of the nickel 
situation in Ontario. The wrong anlT 
scandal of having our men robbed and 
-killed with our own natural products 
in bullets seems beyond belief, and 
one wonders when the various Trades 
and Labor Cçuncils will take a few 
hours to get on to the track of those 
who are eating up the vitals of labor 
at its very ventre. While not disput­
ing the merits of going out for so 
much of an advance per hour, let not 
the trades unionists shut their eyes 
to the fact that to "the tune of millions 
of dollars one of Canada’s greatest 
assets Is being stealthily but mirely 
removed from under their very noses. 
Perhaps It is that the workers have 
beet) lied to so often in the press that 
they think this Is something along the 
same line, or is it, perhaps, that the 
nickel mines are too far away from 
us and we have enough to do to mind 
our own business? Whatever it Is, it 
demonstrates a wonderful lacl* of 
■knowledge of the possibilities of the 
situation. The metal workers of Ham­
ilton have now been out for 13 weeks.
I know they do not mine in nickel or 
platinum, but surely it should be clear 
to the most ordinary mind that it is a 
woeful waste of time to focus all one’s 
attention on the wages of working on 
certain commodities, while systematic­
ally shutting oup eyes to the fact that 
other commodities of fabulous value 
are being carted out of the country, 
and during the war were used to shoot 
our own men. It seems as if it has 
not yet dawned on the average work­
er’s mind that to rob any commodity 
from a country affects all, directly or 
Indirectly, or. in other words, it is the 
old case of being penny wise and 
pound foolish.

Swhat la said to be an Innovation la / 
aeronautical racing, the American Fly • 
lng Club announced here tonight .that 
the “round trip’’ competitive air race 
between New York and Toronto, to 
start at both ends on August M, will 
be a handicap contest, in an effort to 
put machines of various sizes, speeds 
and types on an equal footing.

The unique formula upon which the 
handicaps are to be based was' given 
out as follows :

“Total useful load multiplied 'toy the 
total distance flown divided toy the 
horse power of the machine multiplied 
by the time of flight ; this result to 
be multiplied toy .the ‘Index factor’ of 
eacfh Individual type of machine."

The route of the race will Include 
Albany, Buffalo and Syracuse, N. Y„ 
where stations will be maintained at 
which contestants must land and un­
dergo Inspection by members of tbs 
racing and technical committee.

Where It Is found machines are not 
mechanically perfect, they will not toe 
allowed to proceed.

The time limit spent at the author­
ized control stations, which will be 
provided with spare parts, will net 
count against the pilot’s time, but any 
forced landing en route save at the 
obligatory stations will be included In 
the total flying time.

The Prince of Wales will start the 
fliers at Toronto and Brig.-Gen. Wh, . 
liam Mitchell, United States Air Ser­
vice, will start the contestants here. 
The distance of the “round trip" is 
1,076" miles.

Were it not 
so awful in Its results It would be a 
great joke, yet innocent people are 
robbed of tbelr liberty because of it. 
Then down the line the same spirit 
goes, no respect for the right, the 
sacred right of the individual, so the 
men in blue, the constables on their 
beats take innocent individuals and 
lock them up for the night in the 
cells because they may happen to 
have a suspicion of guilt for some 
petty crime and a policeman’s word 
is always abby* reproach in the pre­
judiced eyes of the magistrates. This 
is a dally happening. It is time we 
turned our attention to the Pruse lan­
tern in our own camp, we needs be 
up and doing.

Opposed to Bigotry
Therefore we are opposed to all in­

terference with personal liberty. We 
are opposd to narrowmindedness, we 
are opposed to Intolerance and bigot­
ry in every form. We are opposed to 
prohibition and Sabbatarianism. We 
are opposed to anti-democratic legis­
lation and legislation by ordem-in- 
councll, or by the government’s dicta­
tion to the courts and influence in 
our judges. Moreover, we are op­
posed to Bolshevism or anarchy 
under any other name. So much then 
for what we are opposed to.

Constructive Policy
I now come to our constructive 

policy. We stand for well considered 
social legislation which will include 
unemployment insurance, invalidity 
or sickness Insurance, old age pen­
sions and drastic education reform. 
We advocate a federal bank whereby 
legitimate industry can be financed. 
We endorse the Whitley system to 
prevent and deal with industrial 
grievances, we think a system of co­
operation between capital and labor 
our only present remedy for indus­
trial matters.

We also insist on the immediate 
handling of the food question in the 
only logical manner possible, namely, 
by the fixation of prices. It was sat­
isfactory In England, why not here? 
We say let sucfflient food for o«r own 
requirements be kept here and sold 
at an honest price, and making it a 
criminal offence to charge more, then 
let our surplus be sold in the open 
markptv of the world at the highest 
price obtainable. We feel that; some­
thing Is wrong when Canadian flour 
two pound loaves are cheaper in 
England to the consumer than a 
pound and a half loaf is here in Can­
ada. This I trust gives you a fair 
idea of the ideals for which we stand. 
In a_sense we arc idealists, but we 
are tactical Idealists. Tho our eyes 
are looking to the sky we have our 
feet firmly planted upon the earth. 
This outline then of our policy will. 
I hope, convince you that it is broad, 
just and realizable. It should receive 
the support of all whose ideas are as 
sane, as progressive and as patriotic 
as oiir own. Given that and if our 
principles are carried into effect, It 
will make for a new Canada, wherein 
it will be a joy and delight to live.

He explained in detoll the 
destructive and constructive policy of 
the G. A. C„ its ideals and intention 
to be a power politically.

It was with genuine pleasure that

.outline to you some of these salient 
principles which the Grand Army of 
Canada hold dear.

Thirty More Die From Com­
municable Causes Than 

Last July.
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Liberty Curtailed
We are living in grave times. Tho 

the great war Is now history, yet we 
are face to face with grave Issues, is­
sues that mean the curtailment of our 
personal liberty, 
many of us were sealing our citizen­
ship elsewhere, our absence was tak­
en advantage of and panic legislation 
was passed and Illegal methods put 
Into operation whereby the rights of 
majorities were subordinated to min­
orities. In addition during the ab­
sence of the fighting men orders in 
council became the order of the day 
which has made for ue a decadent 
parliament. Thus measures and re­
gulations were foisted upon the peo­
ple without discussion which 1». con­
trary to British law.

Avoiding Errors.
We are the qn,ly organization atso 

which comes boldly out for politics, a 
matter on which I wjll touch more 
fully later. More than that, we are 
a self-supporting body. It being against 
our constitution ,to take grants of 
money from governments, municipali­
ties or corporations for the purpose of 
keeping up our organization. Again 
we feel that there are other duties to 
be done other than correcting the 
errors of the various government de­
partments. Being the test organiza­
tion to obtain a charter enables us 
to avoid the errors made toy the other 
bodies. I think I have said sufficient 
to justify our formation In common 
with kindred bodies we stand whole­
heartedly for the cause of the depend­
ents of those who have fallen. They 
roust be dealt with in .like ratio as 
were the services given by their loved 
ones. Freely and much have they 
given, eo must they receive. Next 
cornea our crippled and helpless com­
rades. For them we demand more eym- 

; pathetic and human treatment and a 
much more generous pension.

Equality of Pensions.
As to pensions we were the first 

! body to bring to the front the great 
democratic principle of equality of pen­
sions. We hold the view that it is 
perpetuating a snobbish standard that 
is quite uncalled for in times of peace. 
Difference in rank there had to be in 
war, but any sacrifice made was equal. 
In many cases the hardship caused 
thru the sacrifice of an arm or leg 
meant more to the private than It

city. Winnipeg, July 31.—At the prelimin­

ary trial of the eight strike leaders to­
day, the crown alleged that the one big 
union.-to which a large section of 
Winnipeg labor Is how committed, is 
part of the seditious conspiracy charg­
ed against the accused, and parts of 
speeches made by W. A. Pritchard, 
chairman of fhe so-called “Big Five” 
of the O. B. U., and one of the defend­
ants, were read. The constitution of 
the on* big union, seized in a raid, waa 
put in exhibit.

When A. J. Andrews, X.C., crown 
prosecutor, examined Sergt. R. Waugh, 
of the R.N.W.M.P., secret service, 
Calgary, who raided the Calgary office 
of Edward Brown, O.B.U. delegate, de­
fence counsel objected, asking if the 
one big, union were on trial.

Crown counsel contended that such 
was the case, and Magistrate R. M. 
Noble said: "I thought we had thrashed 
this out a few days ago; some of the 
accused were at the Calgary conven­
tion and were members of the O.B.U.”

Aim of the O. 8. U.
Sergeant Waugh told of a conversa­

tion with Edward Brown, Calgary, when 
a copy of The Western Labor News, 
bearing a circular Chart of the soviet 
government reached Calgary. Holding 
the paper in his hand. Brown called 
Waugh to his side, witness .testified, and 
said;

"This Is the aim of the One Big Union, 
the Soviet form of government 
are going to, have it."

Referring to strikes in sympathy with 
Winnipeg during the general strike here. 
Sergeant Waugh said it was noticeable 
that only those struck who were advo­
cates of the O.B.U. He read reporta of 
several meetings, at which Mr. Pritch­
ard spoke, at which he had taken notes. 
Reading from these notes a part of one 
of Pritchard’s speeches, he said;

"The government and the capitalists 
who own the government, whenever the 
Workers demand their rights, they call 
them Bolsheviks. They know that Rus­
sia has succeeded in 15 months in doing 
what we have not been able to do In the 
last few centuries. They know every­
body has to go down to work In Russia. 
They fear the position would be the same 
in tfils country if the workers are suc­
cessful in their aims, and so they call 
them Bolsheviks."

"The Prussian Heel,”
Another report said: "It was the duty 

to make the government retract the 
Prussian heel and let them know once for 
all that the workers are the only power.” 
Referring t»-postal employes. Brown said 
Pritchard declared "it is the duty of all 
workers to strike and cause the govem- 

tment to retract its orders. They may 
crush us for the time being, but there 
will be reaction about next winter.” 
There was a" big gulf between workers 
and capitalists and It was merely a 
question of who had the right to be in 
.power, "They hate us like snakes and 
would kill us, if possible."

Sergeant Waugh then gave a short 
history of the O. B. U., which had its 
conception at a mlneworkere’ conference. 
These were chiefly Russians and Aus­
trians, led by English, Scotch. Irish and 
Italians, he said.

Doctor Asked Permission,
Among exhibits filed. Identified by the 

witness as having been seized in the of­
fices of Edward Brown, was a letter from 
Alderman W. B. Simpson. Winnipeg, en­
closing a year’s subscription for a pub­
lication handled by Brown.

Dr. C. O. Collins, superintendent of 
the general holpital, told of having to 
present a written request In person to 
the strike committee • for permission to 
have some of bis striking employes re­
turn to work.

Robert Snook, several times candidate 
for alderman, testified to the intimidat­
ing tactics of strikers; to being attacked 
bv a large number and his wagon de­
molished. In his next encounter with 
strike sympathizers he told of success­
fully conducting hts argument with the 
aid of a baseball bat.

It Is romantic to think of drillers set­
ting up their rigs 
Lake's lonely edges, of geologists < 
ing rocks beneath the light of the 
night sun, examining fossils that they 
may gauge the age and oil promise of 
time old formations. It brings to mind 
fanciful stories of fur and factors, of 
adventure and trade in a novelist’s 
north, but- It happens to have a lot to do 
with the sordid business of making 
money, and with a particular business 
that controls ninety per cent, of the oil 
trade of Canada and then sends about 
eighty per cent, of its profits to the 
United Htatea

Still, the discovery of extensive oil 
pools in Alberta and the Northwest Ter­
ritories would mean great things to Can­
ada. This one business, the Imperial Oil 
Co., is credited with having imported 6,- 
500,000 barrels of oil into Canada last 
year. The country’s production is the 
merest fraction of the amount.

The Imperial has more than twenty 
geologists in the field, and at least six 
drilling rigs, all basing their work, more 
or less, on the findings of government 
and private oil technologists, who have 
been reporting on that western country 
since fifty years ago. It Is felt that this 
year’s campaign will produce definite 
suits. In any event It may be serving 
the purpose of keeping other big 
operators out of the field for a time un­
til they can benefit by the Imperial's ex­
penditure and work.

It has been given out that a million 
dollars is being spent on exploratory 
work this season by this one company.

Air of Mystery.
An air of mystery hangs over the whole 

campaign, perhaps because the geological 
parties go about their work quite openly, 
with the company’s name displayed upon 
their camp baggage. This makes the 
private prospecting companies wonder 
they fancy double work. Then in Alberta 
many stories naturally get afloat when 
the shadow of a big company hangs over 
a field where little companies are bor­
ing, harassed by financial and technical 
trials.

The known work of the ‘Imperial is 
split into ten geologist’s parties. One is 
working down the Peace River, from 
Hudson Hope to the town. Five are 
working ln the foothills, from Peace 
River to the American boundary, with 
the exception of tl)e national parks. None 
is now working in the field of the Cal­
gary boom, where the four going wells 
produce a total of 76 barrels a day. 
Parties are working on the Mackenzie 
River, Just under the Arctic Circle, and 
on the shores of Great Slave Lake. One 
party recently finished an exploration 
along the Cleàrwater River, which runs 
from Saskatchewan into the Athabaska 
River at Fort MoMurray.
