WILL FRANCE FIGHT?

She Must Either Go to War or Get
Out of Fashoda—Britain Pre~
paring for War.
London, Oct. 15.—The week opened with
an ominous rattling of sabres over Fashoda
and ended with the runiblings of a revolu-
tionary volcano in Paris.
The situation arising out of the question
between Great Britain and France as to
the right of occupation of Fashoda is ex-
tremely grave. Everything hinges on the
nature of the report of Major Marchand,
the French commander at Fashoda, which
{s now on its way to Paris, from Khar-
toum, owing to the courtesy of the British
Government .in permitting one of Mar-
chand’s officers to use the British lines of
communicdtion. :
The evacuation of Fashoda by the French
must, however, take place, if war between
Great Britain and France is to be averted,
as the Marquis of Salisbury has nailed his
colors to the mast and cannot recede from
the position he has taken up, and he has
recelved the unanimous support of the
country. ¥
The clear, strong speeches of the Liberal
leaders, Lord Rosebery and Mr. Herbert
Henry Asquith, coming at this critical mo-
ment, were very important, in that they
demonstrated to the world that the Liberal
party is solidly with the Government in
the stand the latter has taken In the Sou-
dan question.

London, Oct. 16.—With an fmportant act
to enable prisoners to testify in thelr own
which has hitherto not been per-
mitted in England, there also came into
operation this week a law framed with 2
wiew to ridding London of a vile phase of
life which has increased rapidly in recent
years. A magistrate may now sentence to
hard labor as a rogue and vagabond a man
whom the police know to be living off the
proceeds of a woman’s prostitution. Hith-
erto these women have. been so degraded
and terrorized that they would not prose-
cute these men, even when brutally 11~
treated by them. :

These soutemeurs hitherto have frequent-
od nightly the haunts of impurity, knowing
that the police did not dare to interfere
with them. The new law Is being rigor-
nusly enforced and as a consequence the
sxodus of rufflans from the notorious quar-
ters has alréady begun. They are mostly
going to South Africa and over 100 started
to-day.

Ten Killed in Austrian Riots.

Tondon, Oct. 16.—The Vienna correspon-
dent of The Observer reports that antl-
Semitic riots occurred at Kossow, in Aus-
trin-Galicla, on Friday night, when a nuin-
her of peasants attacked and plundered the
Jewlsh guarter, killing ten persons and
wounding many others.

" GREAT BALLOON ASCENT.

Unsuccessful Attempt to Cross the
Alps—An Altitude of 20.670
‘. Feet Reached.
’ London Dally Mall,

Sitten (Canton Valais, Switzerland),
Oct. 3.—Captain Spelterini,who has been
here awaiting a favorable opportunity
| for attempting the passage over the
Alps in his balloon, made an ascent to-
day in magnificent weather, the sky be-
ing almost cloudless.

‘He was accompanied; by FProfessor
Heim of Zurich, Dr. Mauer, director of
the Meteorological Burean of Zurich
and Dr. Biederman of Warsaw.

. A tremendous erowd assembled around
the place of ascent, many had climbed
on . the house-tops and all windows
were filled with srecmton.

At 11 o'clock M. Surcouf, the Paris

eer, who had superintended ' the
filling of the balloon with hydrogen,
.gave the order to let go, and a thousand-
| Voieed hurrah was shouted by the crowd
as the great air-vessel shot upright 100
metres high. - It was then seized by the
air-current, and driven to the northwest
of the Diablerets, instead of going
northwards, as was intended, over the

Alps.

The baloon passed over Montreaux.
Yverdon, and then crossed Jura, going
towards Pontarlier, at a height of 2i0.

metres.

The object of crossing the Alps was
not attained owing to unfavorable winds
in the high regions. :

A trial balloon, sent up by the Inter-
| national Aeronautical Society, from
Sitten, vanished in the clouds at an alti-
tude of 4500 metres (14,764 ft.)

The balloon with which this modern
Daedalos attempted the vacuous ether
was nsmed the Vega, and was specially
constructed for this ascent.

At five and three
quarter miles Mr, Gloisher lost con-
sciousness, and Mr. Coxwell lost the
use of his hands. He was, however,
able to open the valve with his teeth,
and they descended in safety.

In 1804 Guy lLussac, .the celebrated
scientist, reached a height of 22,977 ft.

The first ascent in England was made
by Vinecent * Lunardi =2t ' Moorfields,
Sept. 15, 1784, and the follo .
Messrs. Blanchard and Jeffries crossed.
from Dover to Calais.

One of the most notable ascents ever
made was that of the “Zenith,” which
went up from La Villette, Paris, on
April 15, 1875, carrying M, Tissandier,
Crece;Spinelli and Sivel. When thegy
had reached an altitude of 26,160 ft.
Croce became delirious, and threw out
the ballast, causing the balloon to
mount rapidly. MM. Sivel and Croze-
Spinelli died from suffocation. M.

We refer to the so-
called’ Chicago Drainage Canal, which is
the initinl part of {he big enterprise.
This great work, costing $20,000,000, is
now practically completed. In a short
time Iimke Michigan will be let into ity
and a large volume of the water which
now reaches the ocean by way of Mont-

Orleans. Referring to the approa
(pening of the canal, The Chicago Intsr-
Ocean says the proposition, in its eu-
tirety, involves the construction of a
deep water or ship eanal from Chicago
to the Tllinois, and the improvement of
the river from that point to the Missis-
sippi, thus making a deep water chan-
nél accommodating the largest steam-
hoats. The canal, says onr contempor-
ary, is the first step towards the realiza-
tion -of a great interior water channel,
by which it will be possible “to transfer
war vessels from the Gulf of Mexico to
the great lakes.” This s indeed a gréat
nndertaking and worthy of our enter-
prising neighobars, but it involves a prin-
ciple to which ‘Canada must not, by
silence, give its consent. The project,
plainly stated, means the diversion of
the wuters of the great lakes from the
St. Lawrence to the Mississippi systen.
Our neighbors intend using the waters
of . the great lakes to float their war-
ships from the interior of the continent
to the ocean, not as those waters natur-
ally flow, but by a new channel which
they are making through their own coun-
try. The larger that channel is made
the greater will be the volume of water
diverted from the St. Lawrence route.
1f the channel is made capable of float-
ing warships it will rival the 8t. Law-
_rence route, and it will naturally requir:
an immense volume of water to feed it.
What Canada must look to is that the St.
J.awrence route is not deteriorated by
.reason of the diversion of waters, whizh
cur neighbors have in view. We take
it for granted that we are mot legally
entitled to divert the course of the St.
Lawrence or to interfere with the feed-
ers. of that river to such an extent as
will interfere with navigation. We do
not see how a great ship canal, such as
our neighbors have in view, can be se-
cured without seriously interfering with
the level of the great lakes and the
depth’ of the St. Lawrence River. We
trust that. the Government is closely
watching this matter. Something more
than formal protests will be necessary-
The time is at hand when the misap-
propriation or the larceny of one of our
\gredt natural resources will be attempt’
¢d. What is the Government going to
‘do about it? What steps does. it inten]
to take to pre¥ent the contemplated
steal? :
