In the States for manufactured goods. 
Altogether we buy from them lit mil­
lions of dollars worth, and in return 
sell only 41» or 44 millions' worth. The 
Conservative party also claims It is 
a bad policy to send Canada's raw 
material to the United States, then 
send Canadian men over there to 
work the raw material, and finally send 
gopd Canadian money to 
manufactured article."

The speaker then took up the atti­
tude of Sir Wilfrid Laurier ln regard 
to preferential treatment, and his fa­
mous’ declaration that Canada ex­
pected nothing in return. The Con­
servatives are willing for preferential 
trade within the empire, but if Canada 
can get similar preference for food pro- : 
ducts and live stock it would 
mean a great Impetus to Canadian 
agricultural industry and no loss to 
the empire.

A* to Preferential Trade.
In UK 12 the Chancellor of the Bri­

tish Exchequer announced a taxation 
of food products, but no preferential 
treatment for the colonies, and that 
was not the Conservatives' Idea of 
preferential trade within the empire. 
In connection with the recent colonial 
conference Mr. Borden sarcastically 
pointed out that there were 23 motions 
made, and the representatives ot this, 
the ^empire's foremost colony, moved 
one. vis., the vote of thanks to the 
chairman. Mr. Borden closed with 
a strong appeal to the young men, 
Liberal and Conservative a'likes to de­
vote some of their time and a fair 
proportion of their life work to the 
furtherance of the best Interests of the 
party to which they belonged, and 
predicted that as a result their party 
would be the gainer' and they them­
selves would make better citizens.

After a short address by Col. Hughes, 
svlarge number of the audience avail­
ed themselves of Ihe privilege of In­
troduction to and a hand shake with 
Mr. Borden, who, in a few short hours, 
had succeeded in winning the respect 
of both political adherents and op­
ponents by the clear exposition he 
gave of his political feelings, and his 
moderation in pointing out tlto wrong 
dividing; line between the two political 
parties in Canada-

Lord Dundonald, it must be admitted, 
is a wideawake officer and is wedded 
to none of those forms that are ex­
alted in the Imperial army. Hls brief 
command in Canada has been marked 
with an individuality that promised 
well for the militia. He appears also 
to have caught the colonial spirit and 
Canadians will be reluctant to believe 
that in the differences with the Minis­
ter of Militia the fault is all on the 
side of the General Officer Command­
ing.

An Accomplished F*®!—Meeting of 
Sha/reholdera of the Humber 

Power and Light Com­
pany, Limited,

A special general meeting of the 
shareholders of the Humber Power 
and Light Co., Limited,«was held at the 
company's office, Toronto Junction, on 
Saturday, 21st instant. The chair was 
occupied by Mr. Samuel Nesbitt, presi­
dent; Mr. A. B. Rice acted as secre­
tary.

The meeting was called at the in­
stance of the directors for the purpose 
of securing the endorsation by the 
shareholders of the plans adopted by 
the directors for the completion of the 
plant at the Humber and providing also 
lor the installation of a substitutional 
gas or steam plant. The proposals of 
the directors were approved by a unan­
imous vote, representing, practically 
speaking, the entire paid-up capital of 
the company.

The president presented a statement 
of the affairs of the company to date, 
showing same to be on a sound and 
profitable basis, which was regarded as 
entirely satisfactory, In view of he dif­
ficulties encountered during the winter 
months by reason of the incomplete 
state of the plant. Amongst the share­
holders present was Mr. John Scott, a 
civil and electrical eng neer of high 
standing, who expressed a keen appie- 
ciation of what had been accomplished 
and which, to him, was an agreiable 
surprise. Mr. Scott has made a person­
al inspection of the plant and assured 
the shareholders that there was un­
doubtedly a bright future for the com­
pany and stated that when the con­
templated improvements were 
plefe nothing could occur to prevent 
the company giving a continuous sup­
ply of light and power.

A.Lord Dundonald’s offence. In so far 
as it is revealed in the unofficial dis­
patches, consists wholly in the advo­
cacy of a plan of improvement of the 
militia which is too pretentious fer 
the Minister. Is It necessary that ev­
ery recommendation of a general of­
ficer commanding should be edited 
down to suit the convenience of the 
head of the department X 

The Minister is, of course, the head 
of the militia. No challenge of that 
principle can be tolerated for a mo­
ment, But the General Officer Com­
manding should be something more 
than a mere tool in the hand's of the 
Minister of Militia. His usefulness is 
gone when he is obliged to trim hls 
recommendations tô harmonize with 
ministerial notions more or less mould­
ed according to political exigency.

A General Officer Commanding who 
assumes the role of dictator in the de­
partment of militia is an impossibility 
In Canada. A General Officer Com­
manding who is willing to become a 
rubber stamp for the minister is worse 
than useless. The first requisite is a 
clear definition of the functions of the 
officer commanding that will make him 
something less than a dictator and 
something more than a uniformed 
statue in the militia.

A Canadian General Officer Com­
manding, under existing conditions, 
might bring more peace to the depart­
ment at Ottawa, but there would be 
no gain to the militia. There would be 
more likelihood of a Canadian officer 
becoming the humble instrument of the 
minister than an officer like Lord Dun­
donald, and a weak home-bred officer is 
not preferable to an Imported autocrat.

DEATH OF DEAN FARRAR.
The best-known work of the late 

Dean Farrar is his Life of Christ. 
He declared that his object in writ­
ing it was to fill the mind with 
solemn and not Ignoble thoughts, to 
encourage the toiler, to console the 
sorrowful, to point the weak to the 
one true source of moral Strength. 
In 1870 he visited Palestine in 
order to complete his equipment for 
the work. He returned, as he said, 
confirmed in the wish “to enable the 
simple and the unlearned to under­
stand and enter Into toe human sur­
roundings of his subject." He warn­
ed his readers not to expect new 
theories, or “brilliant combinations 
of mythic cloud, tinged by the sunset 
imagination of some decadent be­
lief." His work was that of a be­
liever, but was not controversiai.not 
written with any direct and special 
reference to the attacks of sceptical 
criticism. The following passage 
from the preface will give a fair idea 
of Dean Farrar's style and method of 
treating the subject:

We read the systems and 
treatises of ancient philosophy, 
and in spite of all the great and 
noble elements in which Obey 
abound, wo see their total in­
capacity to console, or support, 
or deliver, or regenerate the 
world. Then we see the light of 
Christianity dawning like a ten­
der daysprinc amid the universal 
and intolerable darkness. From 
the first, that new religion allies 
itself with the world's utter feeble­
nesses, and those feeblenesses 
it shares; yet without wealth, 
without learning, without genius, 
without arms, without anything 
to dazzle and attract—the religion 
of outcasts and exiles, of fugi­
tives and prisoners—numbering 
among its earliest converts not 
many wise, not many noble, not 
many mighty, but such as the 
jailer of Philippi, and the run­
away slave of Colossae—with no 
blessing apparently upon it save 
such as comcth from above— 
with no light whatever about it 
save the light that comes from 
heaven—it puts to flight kings 
and their armies; it breathes a 
new- life, and a new hope, and a 
new and unknown holiness into 
a guilty and decrepit world. This 
we see: and we see the work 
grow, and Increase, and become 
more and more irresistible, and 
spread “with the gentleness of a 
sea
covers.
call the faithful 'principle of the 
wise and tolerant Rabbi, uttered 
more than 1800 years ago—“If 
this counsel or this work be of 
men, it will come to naught; but 
if it be of Gcdi, ye cannot over­
throw it, lest hanly ye be found 
to fight against God."

Dean Farrar's “Eternal Hope," in 
which the doctrine of everlasting pun­
ishment was impugned, aroused a 
good deal of criticism,but his temper 
tho firm was not pugnacious, and it 
Is significant that he Is now best re­
membered by a work of a non-contro- 
versial character.

Mr. Blake was so completely out of 
accord with modem Liberal Ideas that 
he went away back to the year 1715 
for a declaration in favor of the right 
of parliament to inquire into offences 
against itself. “The Commons of Eng­
land would not permit the fate of 
those prosecutions W depend on the 
care or skill of those xvho are versed 
in the ordinary forms of Justice- No 
instance has ever arisen in English 
history, where our ancestors have per­
mitted a prosecution against the chief 
offender to he carried anywhere but in 
full parliament.” Mr. Blake—such was 
his old-fashioned, obstinate adherence 
to- principle—went on to argue that 
time had strengthened, not weakened 
this doctrine. With the growth of re-' 
sponsible government the power of 
Ministers had increased. “The prero- 
gatix-e of the Crown is r.ow said to 
be the property of the Minister—the 
prerogatix-e of the unimpeached Minis­
ter, perhaps, but çm^y" not the in­
strument whereby the impeached 
Minister is to thwart justice and to 
x-iolate the fundamental right of the 
Commons to control inquiry into such 
high offences.’’

We are almost afraid to say that 
the Hon. Edward Blake went baclt 
even farther than this, and. Instanced 
the case of one Sir John Elliot, a- 
seventeenth-century Liberal of extreme 
views. Wc pass on to his remarks 
about the Pacific scandal commission. 
“The principle xioiated by the com­
mission is that no tribunal .can be 
constituted xvhich shall take any cog­
nizance, which .shall know ought of 
what transpires In parliament, that the 
House alone can deal xvlth what its 
members say." Mr. Blake continued :

One of the 
Incidents of trial by jury is that you

v number of jurymen xvirhout cause. Be­

ing upon trial for your life, 
party, or reputation, you have a right 
to object to a Juryman for reasons 
which you may not be able to define. 
If. as in the present case, the duties 
of a'juryman are assigned to a judge, 
both parties should have something to 
say In the selection of the tribunal.

The Globe is always saying that 
Gamey is as much upon his trial as 
Stratton.

Strictly Public Question.
News: The outcry against any pre- 

judgment of the case is of the same 
specious texture. The question is of 
a strictly public character, affecting 
the public morals and the character of 
parliament, and the right of public 
Judgment in the case is absolute. It 
is uot the habit of legislators under at­
tack to withhold their defence when 
the material for satisfactory defence 
exists. Not once in our parliamentary 
history have politicians sought refuge 
in an outside commission, except when 
the evidence of guilt was practically 
conclusive. The transfer to Mr. Gamey. 
under the circumstances, of th? pa­
tronage for Manltoulhi, was a vicious 
and Indecent transaction, and utterly 
condemns the government. It was a 
direct purchase, and, If no cash passed, 
there is nothing to be said, except that 
the Provincial Secretary, or whoever 
acted for the government, made an 
uncommonly good bargain. But wheth­
er the facts now before the Province be 
conclusive or otherwise.lt Is at least fair 
to ask Liberals In the legislature, and 
in the country if they think the gov­
ernment is proceeding wisely in s~nding 
Mr. Oamey’s charges to a commission.
Surely, in view of all the history of the 
party, nothing but guilt can be argued 
from this manoeuvre.

Legitimate Grievance.
The accused will name the commis­

sion, determine its scope and authority 
and order the method of its procedure.
It seems to be already quite clear that 
pertinent evidence cannot be submitted 
under the instructions which the com­
mission will receive. That will consti­
tute a legitimate grievance for the op­
position. It will destroy the chief 
value of a verdict of acquittal. If the 
judges accept instructions which limit 
the scope of the inquiry, or permit less 
freedom of investigation than the Com­
mittee on Privileges and Elections af­
fords, Conservatives will feel that the 
bench has intervened to protect a party 
government, and that respect for judi­
ciary which is so vital to the sound 
administration of Justice will be Im­
paired. Furthermore, two judges do 
not constitute a proper tribunal for the 
work to be done. If there should be 
a disagreement the whole business 
would be futile, if not positively mis- __
chievous.

The bylaw, as pro­
posed, would be most unsatisfactory, in­
asmuch as it applied to every manufactur­
er. great and small alike. There were no 
devices at present that were successful 
smoke consumers, except the Underfeed 
ttoker. and this was such an expensive 
contrivance as to be out of the question 
for tint- smaller manufacturer. How about 
the man who used the woolen refuse In 
his fires? he asked. The underfeed could 
not be used there, neither was there any 
harmful smoke, yet he was compelled to 
have a smoke consumer attached to his 
boiler. Then again. If every factory was 
compelled to use slack coal, the . price 
would lie advanced to a prohibitive figure, 
and the result would be that many men 
would be driven to other centres of trade.
He thought, too, that the Council should 
consider the rapid approach of electricity as 
a motive power, doing away with smoke 
altogether.
