Another thing tRat he noted, 
and. which he stated had gone 
some way to improving condi­
tions in the United States, al­
tho it didn't perhaps- apply so 
much In Canada, is that the 
railways now deliver any ship­
ments of goods almost as fast 
as the draft against them can 
get to the destination of the 
goods, and in that way pay­
ments are much more prompt 
than they were a year ago, when 
it took six weeks often to de­
liver goods at short -distances. 
With good crops—and they are 
almost in sight now—the Im­
provement would soon be noted 
by everybody.

An examination of the figures atiove shows:
That on the G. T. R. toward Hamilton commutation tickets are 

issued to all stations for 21 miles ; on the main line east for 18 miles ; on 
the main line west, toward Guelph, for only 8 miles ; on the northern 
division, for only 7 1-2 miles; with the exception of Lefroy, for which 
10-trip tickets are sold for the summer months; on the Midland, for 
only one station, Jackson’s Point, on the same terms as Lefroy (Lake 
Simcoe cottagers).

That the C. P. R. issues commutation tickets on its main line west 
for 19 miles, as far as Streetsville ; on the maih line east, for only 7 miles ; 
and on the Owen Sound division to only one station (Weston, where 
the Grand Trunk makes a commuter’s rate).

In the few places where 10-trip tickets are conceded the rate i| 
based on a return trip for a single fare. But it is only a few places that 
have this privilege. Why? And some only for summer months. Why 
this also?

And why are commuter’s tickets given to Rosebank, Oakville, and 
denied to Malton, Brampton, Agincourt, Milliken’s, Unionville, Mark­
ham, Thornhill, Maple, King, etc.?

Speyer & Co. andThe /underwriters, 
the Rothschilds, who are handling the 
financial end of the big enterprise, are 
meeting unusual obstacles in their ef­
forts to dispose of the bonds, and not 
long ago a small fraction of the am­
ount required for the construction of 
the railway was known to be taken up.

The underwriters have balled Mr.
■ Fielding and one of the contractors, 
M. P. Davis, to New York to discuss 
the situation.

It Is understood that the investing 
public do not take kindly to the pro­
position owing to the great length of 
the unprofitable section of the railway 
upon which the Grand Trunk Pacific 
Co. will have to pay Interest after ten
years.

The cost of the eastern or government 
section of the railway is estimated to 
be in the neighborhood of 3115,000,000, 
the interest on which would be three 
and a half million dollars a year, with 
meagre
ness of the country which is to be tra­
versed between Quebec and Winnipeg. 
So that, realizing"the impossibility of 
finding money for the construction, 
the underwriters are strongly urging 
upon the government the absolute ne­
cessity of abandoning the present 
route aij# diverting the line thru Mont­
real and the populous centres nearer 
Lake Superior.

The government is said to be ex­
tremely unwilling to make the change, 
tho strong pressure is being brought 
t0 bear on .the ministry at Ottawa.

Overtures Rejected.
On top of the Grand Trunk Pacific 

difficulty, which may develop into a 
sensation in a few days, comes the posi­
tive statement that the government has 
made overtures to the opposition in re­
spect to the election hill. The proposi­
tion Is to drop the contested clause so 
far as British Columbia Is, concerned, 
making It apply only to Manitoba. This 
pix-posal was rejected.

It goes to show, * however, that the 
government is anxious to conciliate the 
opposition, but cannot afford to back 
down altogether, owing to the pressure 
of Its Manitoba supporters, some of 
whom threatened to resign if the ,bill 
is not pushed thru.

Bylaws to provide for an outlay of 
more than six millions of dollars are 
to be submitted to the ratepayers on 
June 27.

The local board of health yester­
day afternoon decided to recommend 
that a bylaw for a trunk sewer and 
filtration plant be submitted on that 
date, when bylaws asking 3700,000 for 
the seawall, 3250,000 for Wllton-avenue 
viaduct, and 3150,000 for grants to St. 
Michael's, Grace and Western Hospi­
tals are to be entrusted to the ten­
der mercies of the electorate. On the 
basis of the city engineer’s estimates 
the amount which must be expended 
on water purification measures will 
be about 35,200,000.

There is also a possibility that a 
bylaw for the new eastern entrance 
to the exhibition may be submitted; \ 
but the probability Is that it will be 
held back on the ground that the suc­
cess of all the bylaws would be fur­
ther imperilled by adding to the total 
of the amount to be voted,
At the board of health meeting John 

Shaw opposed the filtration plant, de­
claring it to be unnecessary.
Foster was hostile to submitting so 
many bylaw's in one year, predicting 
that all would go down to defeat.

It was decided that Aid. Church,

OTTAWA, May 6.—A fine new building, 
which will contain the lockers and lava­
tories, is now In the course of erection 
on the premises of the Ottawa Golf Club.

LONDON, iMay 6.—A distinguished 
gathering attended the Canada ylub 
dinner at the Ritz Hotel to-night.

Charles A. Henson who presided tes­
tified as to Canada’s stability during 
the crisis and expatiated on tlhe value 
of the fact that London, the financial 
centre of the world, had been thrown 
open to the Dominion to a remarkable 
extent during the last sixteen months 
and at least £25,000,000 sent to Canada 
on the meet gratifying terms. This was 
an Intelligent preference and an em­
phatic answer to the allegation, that 
there was an appalling ignorance about 
Canada thruout the empire. (Applause.) 
The chairman also referred to the ter­
centenary celebrations amidst enthus­
iasm.

W. Kerr George of Toronto, vice- 
president Of the Sterling bank, empha­
sized Canada’s determination to be a 
portion of the empire which would not 
only circle the world, but dictate the 
peace thereof. Regarding naval defence 
he said many Canadians were ashamed 
of Canada’s position to-day. The time 
would come when Canadians should as­
sume their share of the burden—(ap­
plause)—or stop talking.

Line, and In the industrials, Amalga­
mated Copper, American Smelters and 
International Mercantile Issues. In the 
afternoon some recessions were caus­
ed by profit taking, but there was no 
abatement of the strong undertone 
and the closing tho irregular was 
strong.

Spader Perkins to J. G. Beaty : The 
recent showing of strength made by 
the stock market Is probably justified 
by the Income values of most of the 
active issues and there is really no 
reason to expect a further invasion of 
the resources of railway corporations 
by reduced earnings with something 
like the same forecast entirely logical 
In relation to the industrial list. The

-'y *Government to Secure Another Ex­

pert Instructor From France.

OTTAWA, May 6.—Two years ago a 
tobacco expert, Félix Charleau, was 
brought from France to look into the 
possibilities of the Canadian tobacco. 
He has been conducting experiments 
with selection, raising a»d curing of 
tobacco in Quebec, Ontario and British 
Columbia, and has found that a high 
grade tobacco can be produced., but 
that the methods of production and 
curing followed in the past have been 
defective.

Now the government is going to un­
dertake a campaign of education for 
the benefit of the producer, M. Cheval­
lier, an expert in the growing and cur­
ing of tobacco, has been secured, and 
will soon arrive from France to assist 
Mr. Charleap in the work. An Eng­
lish-speaking expert is to be hired for 
Ontario* and It Is expected that next 
year there will be a man for British 
Columbia. -

Last summer the department leased 
a number of lots from tobacco produ­
cers and had them planted with the 
proper sort of seed, and attended to 
In the most scientific way. Remarka­
ble results were obtained.

There will be many more of these 
plots this year and demonstrations 
and" lectures on the way to cure tobac­
co will be continued.

an enterprising druggist claimed, the 
evil of such may be grossly exaggerat­
ed and the Increased population with 
summer visitors would gradually right 
the situation.

Another prosperous merchant ex­
pressing almost the same Idea, was 
J. Sutcliffe of Sutcliffe & Sons. He 
referred to the difference In the Osh- 
awa merchant’s trade resulting at the 
time that the cheap boat service was 
run during ttie summer season. White 
toe knew that Ostoawa furnished more 
Toronto business than any other town 
on the front, yet he could not say that 
to 1b business was seriously affected 
thereby.

T. H. McMillan, the respected cash­
ier of the glory of Oshawa’s financial 
Institutions, the Western Bank, be­
lieved that a better service .Was duo 
to the town. Hpjcould not see 
anyone would be Injured by this 
march of progress. On the contrary, 
toe foresaw better business conditions 
and greater, growth to the place by 
reason of an up-to-date train service, 
which made it possible for a business 
man to visit the city and return to 
his office before much of the day hail 
advanced.

Complains of Mail Service.
With his usual optimism. Mayor 

Kaiser was glad to advocate the sub­
urban idea OB our railways, when 
seen at his office.

“The mall service Is Wretched and 
the train accommodations between 
Oshawa and Toronto are decidedly In­
ferior,” remarked the' fighting doctor 
in characteristic vein. "In fact, the 
G.T.R. seems to take pride In side­
tracking old coaches that they, are 
ashamed to use at western competing 
points, for use upon our locals. Many 
of such cars are not better than sheep 
cars.”

"Again, the mall service Is wretch­
ed. A business man In beginning his 
work likes to read news of the day 
and to do so he has to wait until 10 
o’clock.

"If a regular train made up at. Port 
Hope would run between there and. 
Toronto several times a day. I be­
lieve it would stimulate Oshawa’s life, 
put her more Into touch with the 
world, tend towards attracting public 
works, drawing residents from the 
city, increasing valuations of sur­
rounding property, besides It would 
extend -the influence, not lîi Itself de- 

-trimental to us, of the metropolitan 
City of Toronto.

“Even if the flyer, which goes thru 
here about 3.30 p.m., would stop at 
this point, it woudd be a great con­
venience. But all representations -to 
this end have failed, and yet this 
train stores ten times in its 300 miles’ 
Journey, or an av'er&ge of 30 miles to 
a stop. Yet here, in the best part of 
Ontario, between Port Hope and To­
ronto, a distance of 65 miles or so, 
there is no stop. In my opinion, a 
competing line is the only remedy, 
unless the railway commission can 
wake up to this as discrimination.”

The Freight Slow, Too.
James Carnegie of Port Perry, Lib­

eral nominee for the legislature in op­
position to Charles Calder, wae cul­
tivating the friendly smile and hand­
shake in town, when he ran against 
The World- Beyond commenting up­
on the flattering reception he was 
getting, he, with his Scotch - accent, 
considered that the railway needed 
some jabbing, as they were certainly 
neglecting this part of Ontario. Ex- 
Mayor Fowke claimed that as former 
mayor he had failed to get the rail­
way to give much change In their 
service beyond stopping the early 
Monday morning train for returners 
to the city. He considered that a bet­
ter service with a revision of rates 
would be beneficial.

One of the great hardships of the 
merchants here was the slow freight. 
accommodations. Goods often took' 
two and three days to come from To-; 
ronto, while two and three weeka;, 
sometimes elapsed on shipments from 
Peterboro.

"Go on and fight your good ,£ght,”’ 
said Secretary Lick of the South On­
tario Farmers’ Institute. “We want 
better trains and the same cheap com­
mutations of other parts of Canada 
end there Is no reason why we should 
not get them.
