The retention
of the Russian allegiance to the cause of
the allies iargely depends on diplomacy.
The country, upset by the many startling
changes, is partly apathetic, An effort
is still proceeding to avoid the. actual
outbreak of civil war, The allies have
Russia, it seems, completely . in their
power. She cannot do for another year
without imports. The embargo.ng of all
shipments and the severance of diplo-
matic relations would cause all railway
transportation to cease, and starvation
would begin. The allies are feeding the
Russian army at the present time, The
Germans, hard pressed themselves, can-
not supply what ?uzsh: is lacking.

The Italian military crisis is over; the
peril tb Italy' has passed. The Germans
have been unable to report any progress
for a considerable time past and it was
the heroic defence of the Italian army
that saved the country. The allies have
Tiow made safety doubly safe by the de-
spatch of their forces up to the fighting
lines. Major-General Maurice is the au-
thority for the foregoing news. The re-
port that Italy has Successfully begun a
vounter-offensive lacks confirmation.

The great allied conference at Paris
has important matters to decide, The
Russian situation affects the whole of
future allied strategy. If Russia can do
nothing the allies may have to drag out
their operations untij large American
forces arrive in 1918.

Mr. Samuel Gompers, like the great labor leaders
of Great Britain, is heart and soul with those - who
‘want fo win the war. ‘“The man who does not con-
tribute his gervice in this great cause of freedom and
democracy,” he said, “does not understand the spirit
of the times.” it

There could not be a more practical or more philo-
sophic summing up -of the situation. It is lack of un-
derstanding that divides those who above all others
should support the cause of democracy in this struggle.
We can see the result written large in Russia of this
lack of understanding, vielding to prejudice, pushing

manent popular interests.

The great cause of freedom and democracy rests
squarely at present on the shoulders of those who are
fighting the supporters of autocracy and tyranny, ana
every stroke aimed against the friends of the army,
the supporters of the democracy, for whatever reason
or excuse, however plausible, is a stroke against de-
mocracy and liberty. - \

The forces of autoeracy ‘are S0 strong that every
effort that democracy can muster is needed not only
to win, but to shorten the-conflict that .is draining the

—life-blood of the nation, and spending its treasure at
& rate that must increase the burden to the extent
that the war is prolonged. Whi.le we are quarreting_
about thousands in profiteering or untaxed incomes
we are spending millions in the delay our quarreling
.imposes. We can quarrel to our heart’s ¢ontent after
the war ‘s over; but’ of all the foolish things, the,
things dictated by lack of understanding, it is to see
& great nation pgolonging the daily expenditure of
millions ‘while pea-nut policies are being threshed out
for the benefit of doctrinaires and theorists. It is like
stopping fo argue /whb will pay for the water while
the house is burning down. .

There is more than money involved. There are
all the preéious lives of which every day added to tae
war by our obstinate holding back and refusal to co-
operate to our fullest'extent, robs the country. ;All‘
this is due to lack of understanding, to the want of
& sense of proportion. It is the same fatal weakness
that lost Esau his inheritance for a mess of pottage.
Those who would sell the fate of humanity, the liber-
ties 'of the race, the cause of democracy, for a tem-
porary personal gain are worse. than Esau, for they
are in no such extremity. ‘

There are many very worthy people who are re-
solved to vote against the Union .government for one
reason or another, not one of which reasons can be
set up for a moment against the treasure and . the
lives that are spent in' the prolongation: of the1 war
that their opposition entails, or would entail if it'were
successful,  They do not think; they do not reason
about this tremendous responsibility, They put the
consideration aside. They profess they want to win
the war, and that they are only taking their course
as a prqtest against errors and mistakes. It is a fine
protest to make to have a few more thousands of our
brave fellows slaughtered, a few more billions added
to our aational debt, \

Mr. Gompers sums up their wholé difficuity in a
sentence. They do not understand the spirit of the
times, The things they fear will never come to pass,
for tho' the delay they cause may double the sum of
our sacrifice in blood and treasure we shall see the
victory if it takes ail ‘we have.

General
Maurice, of the British staff, gives the' Italiafis  fuil
credit for having done this eniirely themselves, and
he is confident that the German onset is stemmed.

The heavy weather which the Germans have Bx-
perienced in the mountains, blizzards holding up their
transports and heavy .guns, is what they might have
expected, and is further evidence that the Italian ex-|s
pedition awas a desperate exploit undertaken in ‘the
hope of gaining emough ground to make a peace har-
gain on. General Maurice. believes that the German
impact is now broken, and, as we surmised, this leaves
the central nations notably weaker as the result of
their attack. _They have suffered severely at Cambrai,
also, and the war in Flanders is altogether against
them.

The resolve of the British to pursue the campaign
thru the winter will do more to inspirit our own sol-
diers and dishearten the enemy than anything else
could. With a good firm frost the mud will disappear.
Roads will be in splendid order, and sleighing may
even be possible. Any sort of movem@nt in ‘bracing,
cold weather is to be preferred to freezing in the
trenches; and open fighting under such conditions will
be the choice of British, and especially Canadian
troops, while the Germans, driven into the open, will
be Joth to abandon tneir defences, which they will be
unable to duplicate in frozen ground. Snow and ice

barricades may be attempted, but they could only be
very temporary shelters.

If Germany-had the material with which to fight
she would be fighting now at Cambrai as she once
fought at Verdun, and she would fight at Passchen-
daele as she once fought at Ypres.

~ _FOUND BY CANADIAN
'/N is' a Terrible Life and Those
. Best Off Are Men Killed.

“I have been in the trenches near
Yypres for five 'months,” he writes,
and up to now I have escaped with
my life. Yet we have had great losses,
one half of my company being killed
or wounded. It is a terrible life. He
is the best off who gets a bullet and
does not need to knock around any
longer.

“I went yesterday with a ration
party, but for the last time. I won't

LIt all depeg s
upon the duration of the war, but at this
writing she golfers of the metropolitan
district believe that in 1918 they are to
have another seagson as barren as the
one thru which they have just passed.
Members and officials are making their
arrangements accordingly, With little
prospect of ‘competitive play, they reason
it is a good time to curtail and conserve
Clubs that were looking forward to mak-
ing alterations on the links have post-
poned action indefinitely, and .if the war
should. continue into next summer / ex-
penditures will be at their lowest ebl,
aud greenkeepers and their helpers prac-
tically at a standstill.

Discussing what the war had done to-
ward slowing up‘the sport, a professional
the other day said : ‘““People will tell you
that there'has been as much play as ever
this season, but don’t believe it, I knogy.
The business I have,done this year xs
not been within forty per cent, of what
it is in normal times. " If the war con-
tinues'I look for another drop of twenty
per cent. next season.”

Death of McGill
Captain Recalls Great
"~ Game at Varsity

Montreal, Nov, 28.—Lorne C, Montgom-
ery, another famous McGill athlete, has
made the supreme sacrifice. Word of
the death of Monty Montgomery was re-
ceived at the university afternoon,
and it castsomething of a gloom over
the boys who had known him in athletics
and who were also class-mates of his. L
Montgomery had only recently returned
to France after a furlough in England,
where he held a reunion with Lieut. Art
Brown, who is now at his home in Lon-
don, Ont, and Lieut. Chuck .Waterous,
who is also at his home, in Brantford,
Ont. On return to active service Lieut.
Montgomery was wounded, and never
recovered. ;

Lieut. Montgomery started his Rugby
career at Newy Richmond, Quebec, after
which he went to St, Andrew's College,
at Toronto, and was chosen as captain
of the team in the autumn of 1911. The
following year he ‘came to McGill, and
played at centre scrimmage, with Captain
Sinc McEvenue behind him at quarter.
back, The following season Captain Me-
Evenue had graduated and retired, and
Montgomery was played at quarter. He
was instrumental in winning the chami-
pionship, under the direction of Lieut,
Shag Shauxhnessy, for McGill, and again,
the followifig year, he played at the same
position, giving one of the greatest ex-
hibitions of gameness ever witnessed on
a gridiron in the match with Varsity at
Toronto. - :

The chair was taken by R. J. Clarke,
president of the association, who re-
cited the negotiations that led up to
the nomination of Mr, Mowat, and ap-
realed to the members to live up to
the high standard of their past
achievements and put the result be-
yond all question of doubt, He intro-
duced J. R. L. Starr, who spoke beriefly
on the War-Time Elections "Aét and
cther matters, and was followed by
Hon. Thomas Crawford, who strongly
urged- his hearers to forget their old-
time party feelings and unite in sup-
port of Union government at the
present crisis. . : TR

The candidate was given a most
cordial reception and delivered a tell-
ing address. He discussed various
points in connection with the Military
Service: Act and dispelled a number
of doubts that would be met with in
the canvass, In aspeaking of con-
scription he pointed to the example
of Switzerland, where an army of
576,000 men had been mobilized almost
in a night, and not a nation in Europe
had dared to cross its borders in con-
sequence. This was the system that
he wanted to see in effect in Canada,
so that only men who should go would
be taken, and those who were required
in vocations of.  national importance
should be left at home. Mr. Mowat
recalled ' in this connection that in

It was then that he
had come to the conclusion that uni-
versal service was the only solution of
the problem, and he had firmly ad-
hered to this opinipn ever since. He
had also become convinced that it was

this = policy  could be put thru.
He had then been appointed a bri-
gade major at Camp Borden, where
he served during 1916, and had the
brigade majors been selected to ac-
company their units, he would have
been overseas. He had been asked
to serve solely because of his exper-
ience as a soMiier and he should be in
a- position to know the requirements
of the country in this regard.

In conclusion Mr. Mowat impressed
on his hearers that he had not sought
the honor of representing them. The
action of the Ward Six Association
in acceding to the wishes of the lead-
er and setting aside their own pre-
ferences for the sake of the welfare
of the country, had been an, inspira-
tion of untold value everywhere thru-
out the country.

“He
procmised that the Military Service Act
would be carried out fearlessly and with-
out favor. If exemplions were liberally
or indiscriminately granted the responsi-
bility would rest upon the government.

Mr. Rowell said he desired the elec-
tors to bear in mind that the gonly
issue before them next month was
whether Canada should continue in
the war to the finish *or gradually
quit. This wag no time for a refer-
endum, “we have a debt to the dead
as well as a pledge to fulfil to the
living, who are fighting for us in
Flanders,”- declared Mr. Rowell.

“You cannot carry on, a war by a
referendum. Russia took a vote on
war oonditions in that country and
you all know the result.”

“I appeal to you men and women
of Norfolk,” he said in conclusion, “to
show your appreciation of the efforts
being made on your behalf on the
western front, and to lend them your
support by returring the Union gov-
ernment to power or. December 17.”

Hon. W. A. Charlton.

Hon. W. A, Charlton stated that he
had long felt that the strong men of
both parties should be together " to
work for the common gpod of the peo-
ple. It was the duty of the people,
he said, to see that the struggle was
carried on to victory. He had studied
conscription very carefully, and he
had come to the conclusion that mili-
tary service was preferable to the law
already on the statute books.

By the time a referendum ecould be
put thru, Mr. Oliver declared, the
allies could be “licked good and pro-
per.”

‘Washington, Nov. 28. — Naval op-
eration of all American merchant
ships engaged in trans-Atlantic ser-
vice is planned by the government to
safeguard vessels traversing the sub-
marine zone. The oproposal has the

| approval of Secretaries Baker and
Daniels and will be adopted by ' the
shipping board. The plan is to op- |
erate the ships with naval reserves,
enlisting into the service the present
officers and men of the ‘'merchant
fleet. Those who do not wish to en-
List would be shifted to the South Am-
erican and Pacific trades, altho offi-
cials believe the great majority are
ready to enter the naval service.

A greater part of the American
merchant marine is already engaged
in overseas service and virtually all
of the new ships coming from the
ways will be put into the trade. It
s estimated that some 15,000 merchant
ship officers and seamen 'will be
taken into the naval-  reserve service.
